She asserts that while Theodore
Roosevelt was in Africa the Duke of
«Connaught’s aide suggested he should
influence the United States to hand
the Philippines over to Japan, that

‘and” King Edward, who sent it to
America'to be:labeled “Made in U.S.
A%; that The,Hagte Tribunat is es-
sentially a British product, instituted
simply for ‘the ultimate undoing of
the United States, and that Dr. Nich-
olas Murray Butler, -Pfesident of
iColumbia University, and others, are
rewriting American history to dis-
‘parage the heroes of the revolution.

Miss Troy also asserted to The
New York American that King Ed-
ward (offered  Andrew Carnegie 2
Dukedom if he should bring about
the annexation of the United States

1to England, and that Roosevelt’s

famous Guildhall speech was writ-
ten partly by Sir Edward Grey. She
further declared that the purpose of
Lord ‘Haldane’s visit to Germany in
1912 was to effect an-agreement be-
sween England and Germany to
smash the Mopnroe doctorine.

A Washington special quotes Car-
hnegie as saying: “Yes, I was offered
2 Dukedom by the late King Edward
if 1 would bring about the annexa-

TO DO AWAY WITH EXAMS

Inspector Putman ¢f the Otta-
wa Public School Board, is known
as a man possessed of a liberal
allowance of common-sense.

He has just shown this once
more by issuing a circular, in
which he recommends that the
examination curse should be re-
moved.

He asserts that the past method
of promoting from one grade to
another by means of such tests
has not only proved unsatisfac-
tory, but also positively danger-
ous. He further declares that said
examinations place an _undue
strain upon the children and fare’
most dlstmctly not a. success in
weeding the fit from the unfit. He
quotes many illustrations and
suggests - advancement on the
judgment of teachers and princi-
pals.

THE NEW MARRIAGE LAWS

The new marriage laws for On-

Gretna Green, it may be recall-

Iingland and Scotland, and in the

old coaching days this was the

most convenient spot for runaway
couples to have the nuptial knot
tied. The English Marriage Act
of that period required the con-
sent of parents and guardians,
publication of banns and the pres-
ence of a priest—all of which in-
volved considerable puhhmty and
inconvenient delay.

All of this was got rid of by
contracting parties going to the
Green, as the Scotch law held that
marriage was legal if the man and
woman made a mutual declaration
in the presence of witnesses and
without the attendance of a min-
ister. In addition it did not mat-
ter. whether those exchanging
such vows were simply minors.

The declaration of marriage hav-|

ing been made, the contract-
ing parties could at once return to
England, and, strange to say, said
unions were held ever after to be
valid there and the world over.

Aniiual Meeting of Evangeli-

Yesterday ~Aftéfn’oon‘.

There was a very good attendance
-at the~annual meeting of the Brants
ford Evangelical Union held in Dey-
on- Hall yesterday afternoon.. Frank
Cockshutt, president of the union oc-
cupied the chair, The meeting was
opened: with: prayer by Rev. Mr.
Woodside, after which Mr. ‘Cockshutt
called upon Mr. Stander for his an-
aual report.

{ Mzr. Stander’s Renort.

Mr. Stander stibmitted "a lengthy
and interesting report of his work.
He pointed out that it was the fifth
gccasion and that  the last twelve
months among the foreigness had
been the most strenuous for him. He
reported that the congregation had
‘«:.pt well up in numbers. Some came
with a desire to learn English, others
out of curiosity but as soon as they
were gotten hold of, the purpose was
to . lead them to CHrist.

During the, year nearly eighty per
cent of the foreigners had left for
ather places and more than that
number had come in.~ He made it a
point to meet all at the depots, no
matter at what hour they arrived.

The influence of the Brantford Ev-
angelical Union had’ been ‘excellent.
He deplored the suggestions to seg-
regatec the foreigners and mis-state-
ments regardipg them. It was often
hard’ to .get-Houses for them: and
*this $Hculd'fofbe the case. The great-
er number of the new arrivals were
strong young men and not outcasts
‘eom the slums of the great cities. of
Europe. Practically all. came from
villazes, small towns and farms and
not afraid to de any kind of work.

+ The childrenjwere being educated
in the Engli‘ﬂ" schools " and were
learning . to  be proud of the
names Capadagand Capadian. The
small nimbers who had left for their
own countries had advertised Brant-
ford to others. The diffefent mation-
alities had ‘been encotraged to found
their own brotherhoods and societies
for “the assistance of their needy
members. He was enabled during the
year to give a rtespectable burial to
cight foreigners, to send home six
who were sick and to -take three to
the Hamilton Hospital for the In-
sane. All this had been done without
any outside help whatever. He: had
also advanced tickets to somelof them
to bring out their wives and children
and said moneys had been returned to
him with thanks. There was a strik-
ing improvement over the conditions
of five years ago, and Brantford need
not be ashamed of her foreign popu-
lation, thanks largely to the Brant-
ford’ Evangelical Union. He gave de-
tails of meetings and stated that he
had found employment’ for hundreds
of them who generally offered-a fee,
which. he refused. During the’ wintes
nonths there had been "classes: for
children under the supervision of a
capable ‘teacher who was very Yent
‘thusiastic i her work-and -was loved
by*the ‘childten. He had niade lists

Mr. Frank Cockshutt,

Mr. Cockshutt in a short speech
reviewed the work of  the -~ Union.
“The foreigner,”.said Mr. Cockshutt,
should be welcomed and helped and
taught the duty of citizenship and the
Christian ‘faith.” .

Mr. ‘Cockshutt, while speaking of
the work of the teachers, said, “We
have 2 splendid band of school tea-
chers and most cordial thanks are due
them.”
