Eighty yards yet I OrabA l / Every gun 
in the Coesaok battery belches forth its 
metal vomit 1 The carnage is horrible. 
The chestnut charger and rider are safe, but 
cruel desolation is wrought in onr line. Men 
and hersee mingle in a welter of confusion, 
and the missiles whioh have mangled and 
dismembered them hurtle on to do farther 
destruction in the supporting lines. Many 
officers go down. Oapt. Oldham of the 13th, 
Cept. Goad, Cornet Montgomery, Capti 
Winter, Lieut.

Lord 
Raglan from the Headquarters Hill sees his 
opportunity, as it cannot be seen from the 
valley or the lower slopes, and he deter­
mines to make the attempt to recapture the 
redoubts and save the guns.

Among 
the enormities proved against the judge was 
that he had caused nine men and women 
accused of trivial offences to be flogged 
switches until the blood flowed from their 
bodies in streams.
