——
Cold Storage.

Before the committee on Agriculture
at Ottawa, Thursday, Prof. Robertson
gave evidence on the subjeot of food
products, especially butter, meats, eggs,
poultry and fruits, and the value of
cold storage in this connection. He
laid down as a maxim that it was not
the composition of the article, but its
condition that determined its value.
Butter, for instance, with a strong
flavor and in a musty condition, had
just as much fat as butter with a good
flavor and looked neat. He pointed
out the great value of the English mar-
ket. The reason we sent so much
more cheese than butter to the Eng-
lish market was because butter spoiled
in transit while cheese did not. The
new cold storage system was to try to
alter the condition as to perishable pro-
ducts.

Mr. Roberteon announced that the
cold storage arragements included a
weekly service from Montreal and a
fortnightly one from St. John,. Halifax
and Charlettetown, P. E. L Trinl
shipments of a carload per week of
pears, peaches, grapes and tomatoes
have been arranged for from a cold
storage building erected by the Govera-
ment at Grimsby. Cold storage bnild-
ings will be erected also at Charlotte-
town, St. John and Halifax. The
ocean vessels will have mechanical re-
frigeration, Two men will be appoint-
ed to go to England to facilitate the
distribution of ~Canadian perishalle
products. The extra charge for refrig-
eration on the ocean vessels will be 12
cents per hundred pounds.

To The Lovers of Purity.

Four important reforms are now
under consideration at Ottawa: (1)
Age of Protection, (2) Lotteries, (3)
Race Gambling, and (4) Kinetoscope
Exhibitions: If we do not act promptly |
it will be too late; for if the House.
passes the bill amending the criminal !
code, these reforms, which we desire to
have introduced, cannot be considered
for another year. i

AGE OF PROTECTION. !

For years the W.C.T.U. has made,
its appe+] to the Dominion Legislature
for the better protection of women and
girls. We have now reason to believe
that the age of protection will be raised
from 16 to 18 years, if sufficient pres-
sure is bronght to bear upen the Gov-
ernment. In fact, our message has
been, “If the people want it and say
so, they can have it.” To miss this
chance would be worse than folly.

The bill has reached its second read-
ing in the House, with little of either
opposition ‘or support. Now is the
time to speak out in its favor.

LOTTERIES AND RACE GAMBLING.

Both these evils are on the increase
in Canada, and our laws are wholly in-
adequate to cope with them. The
United States is far in advance of us in
this respect. Do we want in Canada
leagalized Art Union Lotteries and
licensed Race Gambling, the latter for
24 days per track each year ! Our
Legislators say “The public has shown
no opposition to the proposals to legal-
ize and license.”

KINETOSCOPE.

Then, we are threatened with a new
danger —the  reproduction by the
kinetoscope of the mnotorious Corbett-
Fitzsimmons prize fight, immoral
dances and other things of like charac-
ter. Such exhibitions could not fail to
foster the most brutal of instincts, and
to destroy the moral tone of those who
witness them. The United States
Senate and House of Representatives
for the territories and some six of the
state legislatures have now under con-
sideration - bills to prohibit this form of
entertainment. Parents should especi-
ally be on the alert to protect their
children from this insidious foe.

What can wedo ?

Let every elector write at once to
his representative in the House at Ot-
tawa : plead for the raising of the age
of protection to eighteen years ; for the
total suppression of lotteries and race
gambling; the prohibition of the exhibi-
tion by the kinetoscope, or kindred de-
vice, of prize tights, high dances or any
pictuves of a debasing tendency.

We would, if 'we could, bapish at
ance an'l torever, every injustice and
wrong under which poor humanity
groans. Since we cannot, let us con-
tinne to utter our protests, not in anger,
but in sorrow, against the liquor tratfic,
the house of shame; the gambling den,
and everything in literature, art and
fashion that tempts our vonth or
pollutes our homes. “And be not
weary in well doing, for in due season
ye shall reap if ye faint no:.”

WHOV ARE THE BEST FARMERS
IN LEEDS COUNTY ?

The Reporter intends during the
pext few months to get up a series of
illustrated articles on “The Farms and
Farmers of Leeds County,”—interest-
ing sketches with portraits of the
owners or views of the farm residences
of two of the most progressive farmers
in each township in the county, and in

Gavernor Black, of New York, has
completed the long series of legal steps
by which the secon:l city of the world
has been created »8 a civic body.
“ Greater New York ” is a fact virtu-
ally accomplished, and tha Ame-rican
metropolis, in legal form as well as in
real size, takes rank next to London
amonyg tho world’s centres of popu-
fation, trade, wealth and industry.

The new New York will not be
organized, with its local government
and institutions, until the beginniny of
next year, but the last possible obstacle
in the way of setting the machinery in
motion is overcome. There can be no
slip now. The New York-of five
great boroughs, of more than three
hundred square miles of territory, and
over 3,000,000 inhabitants, is therefore
practically made and set forth before
the world.

The United States census of 1890
will show that in this immense city
dwell not less than 8,200,000 persons,
and the number is likely to prove at
least 3,300,000. It may each
3,400,000. That will put New York
in the lists of the world’s great cities
about’ 1,500.000 below London, and
500,000 or 700,000 above Paris. No
Awcrican city will bs within 1,500,
000 of the metropolis of Auwerica.

While some seem to endorse the war
whoop style of dealing with this ques-
tion, the more thoughtful merchants
are beginning to realize that their sal-
vation depends on something more tell-
ing than tho execution of war dances
around their big competitors. The
latter are beginning to adapt their
methods to those of the departmentai
store whenever practicable. Dealers
in country districts are doing. more
effective advertising, and seeking to
educate buyers to the wisdom of pat-
ronizing the home market, as well as
convincing them that freight or express
considered, they can do as well at their
own doors. Many are adopting the
cash system, or quoting:two prices, one
for cash, and the other for time. There
is no use talking, if departmental prices
are to be met, they must be met on a
cash basis. The merchant must make
an effort and secure his goods at the
closest, cash prices, and this can only
be done by selling on a cash basis. In
the cities dealers are already learning
to follow up the methods of the big
stores, especially in regard to “bargain”
sales.
