Hear Address on ‘“‘Habit”
Rev. I. N. Beckstedt

On Friday, Noy. 24th, the teachers
in training at the Athens Model School

A story
is told of John Morley, the author and
philosopher, who believed not in the
Divine. He thought of God as a being
baving neither will nor feeling. Al-
though Morley was a great man in
some respects, yet his life, for this
reason, la: ked completeness and gradu-
ally his praises died away in silence.
Thus, the best cannot live away from
Christ. The degree of Perfection
attainable in this world cannot be
realized apart from Him. So it is,
when, in a lonely mood, we ponder on
the past, remedy may be found in
bracing ourselves for some new enter-
prise, in being “up and doing” and in
forming new babits whereby “the soul
is strengthened, purified, and rendered
more worthy of heaven.”

When God's word was brought
out in the sight of the people they rose
as an act of reverence due to it, and
with one impulse econfessed that God, the
great God, the mighty God of Israel,
was speaking. No one can get even a
faint conception of the living God back
of His word and in it without instinct-
ively taking an attitude of devotion.

VI. Responziveness. “All the people
answered, Amen, Amen” (v. 6). As was
commanded by the law (Deut. xxvii. 15;
Num. v. 22). Amnien is one of the names
aof Je 1t means “faithful and true”
(Rev. iii. 15).

VIL Prayerfulness. “Ezra blessed the
Lord” 6). After he “opened the
book” (v. 5) and before “they read in
the book” (v. 8). “Nehemiah....the
governor adn Ezra the priest (v. 9) were
both men of prayer.

VIIT. Intellizent reading. “Caused
the people to understand the law.. .read
in the book in the law of God distinetly,
and gave the sense, and caused them to
understand the reading” (vs. 7, 8). God’s
word shall not return to ITih void (Isa.
lv. 11), and when read in the power of
His Spirit will search the heart, leaving
no sin unrevealed. His truth is simple
and convincing. Benjamin Franklin once
read the third ehapter of Habakkuk to a
company of infidels. They were deeply
impressed by it, and acknowledged it
the best poem they had ever heard. A

celebrated man, once called upon to ofter
prayer, repeated the Lord’s prayer so

impressively that both he and his hear-
ers were melted to tears.

1X. Practical religion. The word of
God is adapted to the needs of every-
lay life. Tt has a definite bearing upon
the daily life. The Levitical law is eni
nently practical. It adjusted the rela-
tions of -man with God, of man with
man; it legislated about the treatment
of the animal world and the use of the
land. There is no question of practical
fiving which cannot be solved by the
word.-of God if the heart is honest and
dares to accept its conditions.

THE SULTAN

OF TURKEY,

Who has defied th e European Powers.

SULTAN REJECTS POWERS’ DEMANDS.

Constantinople, Nov. 27.—The Sultan
to-day issued an irade approving  the
decision of the Council of Ministers to
reject the demands of the powers for
International control of the finances of

Macedonia.

Whether the rejection is absolute or
conditional has not yet been definitely
ascertained.

The answer of the Porte as a whole
is entirely unsatisfactory, as it does not
respond to the demund for the exten-
sion of the authority of the financial
aents of the powers for two years, and
is evasive upon the question of the gen-
eral control by the powers of the finan-
cial affairs of Macedonia. All the Min-
isters except the Minister of War fav-
ored vielding to the ultimatum, but pal-
ace influences led the Sultan to over-
rule the favorable attitt of the Porte.

In case neither of the
parties has been a resident of the muni-
cipality for 15 days, the son for hav-
ing the marriage celebrated there must
not be to cvade publicity or for any
other improper purpose. '
The Provincial Secretary’s  Depart-
ment will take action to prevent mar-
riage licenses from being issued in this
way at Windsor, and other {rontier
points.

TIGERS A TERROR OF INDIA.

Wild Beasts Sla'y 25,000 Persons Withia
a Single Year.

Year by year recards are published of the
destruction of human and cattle life by the
wild beasts and snakes of British India. Last
year 24,576 Luman beings and 96,226 cattle
were killed, and of the people 21,827 deaths
were attributed to snakes, while of the
cattle 86,000 were killed by wild beasts, pan-
thers being charged with 40,000 and tigers
with 20,000 of this total; snakes accounted for
16,000.

And this is but a trifling percentage of
the actual animal mortality, as it excludes
the feudatory states, with their 700,000 square
miles and 69,000,000 inhabitants, where no
records are obtainable. Nor do the fatali-
ties grow materially less, nutwllhstand‘fug the
efforts of sportsmen and rewards by the

Last year 1,285 tigers, 4,270 panthers and
leopards, 2,000 bears and 2.088 wolyes were
killed; of snakes—the real scourge of India--
no record is possible, and, unfortunately,
comparatively few are destroyed. Ilowever
deplorable and costly is the taking of human
and cattle life, the descent upon promising
crops by deer and pigs and monkeys would
be even more serious to India and more ex-
pensive to the natives were it not for the
tiger, panther and leopard.

This formidable trio of the cat family prac-
tically polices agricultural India where it
pushea intd the jusgle and makes it possibl2
for the poor native to exist through cultiva-
tion of his fields. So, after all, it is a ques-
tion whether, spetking broadly, tigers are not
more beneficial than harmful. Undoubtedly

attack, more active and more geenrally vici-
ous than tigers; yet they inspire nothing like
such awe among the natives. Indegd, I have
seen natives rally to the defense of a dog, of
which leopards are particularly fond, wher
had the intruder been a tiger, they would
have been paralyzed into inaction by very
fear.

. The *maneater’” is the jungle nightmare
of India, and pumerous are the theories to
account for its abnormal appetite. Commonly
it is said to be an old tiger which has found
game too difficult to bring down, or a slck_ly
tiger which has resorted to man-killing in its
weakness as the easier method.

The genuine North American turkey is
described as “black, beautifully shaded
with a rich bronze, the breast plumage
being dark bronze illuminated with a tus-
trous finish of coppery gold.”

The Mexican turkey is said to have a
body color of “metallic black shaded with
a rich bronze, its tail and feathers being
tipped with black,” while the white mark-
ings of its plumage are thought to *“show
its influence on the variety of domestic
turkey known as the Narragansett.”
Mast beautiful of all, however, is said
to be the Honduras turkey, which s de-
seribed as having a beauty of covering
the equal of the Impeyan pheasant. “The
head and neck of this wild turkey are
naked, no breast tuft is present. The
ground color of plumage is described as
of beautiful bronze-green, banded with
gold, bronze. blue and red, with several
bands of brilliant black. It is to be de-
plored that this variety cannot be bred
sucecessfully as a domestic fowl in a
Northern climate.” .

Wide Sleigh Runners

Wide vs. narrow sleigh runners for-
med the subject of an interesting dis-
cussion in the counties council last
week. Under a provincial act passed
last session, sleigh runners must not
be made narrower than 4 feet,
outside, after Dec. 1st, 1906. The
council was not clear in its interpre-
tation of the act, and obtained the
following advice from Mr. H. A.
Stewart : “Under the provisions of this
section any vehicle already manufac
tured may be used. even though the
width is less than four feet, and cutters
are not subject to the provisions of this
section, and the section only applies to
vehicles constructed after the lst of
December, 1906.

There is also a sub-section, which
provides that any county council may
pass a by-law exempting the county
from the provisions of* the Act. The
effect is, therefore, that all vehicles
already constructed or to be constructed
before the 1st of December, 1906, are
not subject to its provisions, and any
county may be relieved from the " pro-
visions of the section upon passing a
by-law such as I have mentioned.”

abling the county- to secure exemption
‘from its operation. .

‘“You may say that the Chinese still
excel in the elaborate earving of ivory
for fan sticks,” said a fan importer.
“Years of labor are represented in some
of the fans made in the Orient., For
nearly two centuries the manufacture of
fans for the European market has been
an important industry in China.

“The Chinese workmen, brought to
Paris in the seventeenth century, in or-
der to teach Frenchmen the art, aided
greatly in giving the prominence to
French fans. At Dieppe and other in-
dustrial centres in France fine examples
of carved ivory fan sticks are producer,
and many of the most beautiful fans
reaching the New York market come
from there. There is a wide choice of
material for th sticks, comprising ivory,
mother of pearl, tortoise shell, horn, san-
dal and other woods, with occasionally
filigree work in metal. .

‘The most common materials, of
course, are wood and bone, which are
decorated with prints or pressed work.
One of the most notable fans, made with
metal sticks, is the one of carved silver
said to have onee belonged to Marie An-
toinette. This fan is now in the Soutb
Kensington collection. ~The mother-of
pearl sticks give an excellent opportun-
ity for artistic carving, and also for
clever gilding. The disadvantage in the
use of this material comes in the diffi-
eulty of so joining the pieces as to con-
ceal the points of contact, and to have
the work so well done that there is mo
danger of the pieces separating. These
difficulties have now been largely over-
come by the manufacturers.”—Jewelers’
Qircular-Weekly.

The police believe
the burglar carried off little if any
booty.

Miss Reese, the murdered girl, came to
Chicago about a year ago from West-
field, Kan., where she had graduated
from a business college. She was the
daughter of W. S. Reese, principal of the
high school at Holton, Kan.

Miss Reese was 25 years old and
a girl of refinement and culture. She
was highly educated as a musician and
was very popular in the circles in which
she moved.

Mrs. N. M. Freeman Unable to Remem-
ber How Slayer Looked.

I ran o the top of the stairs
and looking down I saw Miss Reese
grappling with a man. He said to her,
‘Let lose of me or I will kill you.’ Miss
Reese immediately turned and started to
run into her apartments when he point-
cd the revolver at her. She saw what
he was doing and stopped and pleaded
with him not to shoot her.

“I was in a trance until the shot was
fired and then I came to myself and ran
downstairs and picked up Miss Reese,
who was still alive, but unconscious.

“1 caunot remember how the murderer
looked as 1 was too terrified to take much
notice. 1 screamed for help and several
pedestrains rushed in and one of them
uotified the police.

“Miss Baumgarten, with whom I was
acquainted personally, was standing out-
side on the pavement screaming when |
rushed down. She wore giasses and when
I asked her about the description of the
man she said she did not see him.

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A UNION OF THE EMPIRE.

Must Be Based on Series of Periodical

Conferences,

London, Nov. 27.—Lord Rosebery, speak-
ing at Penzance, said that the only practi-
cable union of the empire must be based
on a series of periodical conferences from
all parts of the empire, It was certain
that the empire could never be drawn clos-
er together by propositions from Great Bri-
tain, because the colonies resent the inter-
ference of the mother country with a great
and perhaps a just jealousy.

Lord Rosebery challenged Mr. Chamber-
lain’s statement that the empire could be
united in a fiscal union without taxing raw
materials, and only slightly taxing food.
The experiment might easily be made. Two
or three richly-endoked members of the
Tariff Reform League migit be sent to
Canada to meet a few Canadians conversant
with the fiscal needs and aspirations of that
colony, and get these men to formulate a
plan or treaty which could be submitted
to the people of Great Britain and Canaaa.

If it-was shown that the various interests
involved approved of it there would be
something tangible to go upon. The same
then might be done with the other colonier,
When these schemes were presented to the
public we would then be in a position to
judge if it was practicable or not' to unit
the empire in a fiscal union without taxing
raw materials and food. One should then
knew what the colonial manufacturers
thought of it.

Regarding the unemployed question Lord
Rosebery thought the next Government
might do well to take General Booth into
its council. 1le has knowledge and special
machinery for dealing with the workless.

There was a dispute, and the two men,
who were not good triends, soon got to
fighting. We could hear them abeve
the storm. By flashes of lightning we
could see a knife ir Huelta’s hand. After
an hour evemytlilng was quiet, and when
a man went aloft with a lamp he feund
Jansen hanging, head downward, with
blood flowing from a gash in his stom-
ach. We wanted to finish Huelta, who
is a bad man, but the captain finally
got him down and put him din irons.”” g

Man Killed One Brother, Fatally Shot Another

Nyack, N. Y., Nov. ¥7.—Because they
objected to his attentions to their sister,
W. H. Jones, last night shot and instant-
ly killed Harry Britton, aged 18 years,
and probably fatally wounded Britton’s
brother Frank.

Jones, who is about 35 years of age,
is said to have been infatuated with’
the Britton boys’ pretty sister, Jessie,
who is only 16 years old, and has but
recently left school.

The girl was annoyed by Jones’ per-
sistence, and at her request her 'bro-
thers ordered him to keep away.

Nyack, N. Y., Nov. 23.—The body of
Wm. H. Jones, who last night shot and
killed Harry Britton and wounded Frank
Britton, was found this morning at the
rear of the Baptist Church, near the
scene of last night's murder.

Jones had shot himself through the
heart, a revolver of 38 calibre being
found near the body.

The discovery of the body followed an
all night search for Jones, which began
soon after the shooting at the Britton
home. It is believed that Jomes after
wandering about for several hours re-
turned to the vicinity of the Britton
home in the hope of seeing Jessie Brit~
ton and not being able to safely ap-
proach the house decided to kill himself.

The body was viewed by the coronor
who ordered its removal to an undertak-
er.

The murder and suicide followed an
attempt of Jones’ to see Jessie Britton
with whom he was infatuated. Her bro--
thers refused him admittance to the
house, whereupon he drew a revovler and
began firing. Harry Britton was killed
instantly and his brother - severely
wounded.. At the hospital this morning
it was said that Frank Britton would
probably recover. Jones was a decorator
employed in" a local painting shop. He
was about 35 yeays old and claimed to
be a Cuban.
