A matter of grave consideration for 
tte people of the Maritime Provinces 
la the redistribution in representation 
which will take place at the approach­
ing session of Parliament. Unless in 
the meantime some arrangement is 
arrived at by whict the older pro­
vince shall retain their present repre­
sentation, Nova Scotia will lose five 
members, New Brunswick two and 
Prince Edward Island one. The Pro­
vince of Ontario also loses eight 
members if the redistribution takes 
place along the old lines. As the re­
presentation of Quebec stands steady 
the power ol Quebec will be consider­
ably increased as compared with On­
tario. Quebec maintains thirty per 
cent of the seats in Parliament, while 
Ontario drops from thirty-nine per 
cent to thirty-five. It so happens 
that the growth in population ol 
Quebec has been just proportionate 
to the growth in population ol the 
whole Dominion, and if the census 
figures are followed out aa in the past 
there will be the same number oi 
members in-Abe next bouse as were 
in the last. The difference would" be 
that sixteen members would be taken 
from Ontario and the Maritime Pro 
vinces and given to the four Western 
Provinces.

Unless the demand of the Mari­
time Provinces lor a constitutional 
amendment which will permit then) 
to at least retain their- present repre­
sentation ia acceeded to, the brunt ol 
the loss will fall upon them. Tbt 
situation which confronts the people 
of these provinces ia a serions one.
