On 
passing this preliminary school, can­
didates are drafted to the general 
staA school, from the result of which 
recommendations are made which can 
pass them on into the officers' 
school. On satisfactorily passing 
the school, a recommendation for 
commision will be followed.

Fleshy 
udders, no matter how large, are un 
desirable. They possess small milk- 
elaborating capacity and are more 
subject to disorders than moderate 
sized, elastic udders, 
peeds emphasis Is the Importance of 
constitutional vigor In the animal.
A good milker Is one of the hardest 
worked of itnlmals, and unless pos­
sessed of a good constitution she can­
not do her maximum of work.
