Nearly all the country papers have
raised their subscription price from $1.60
to $2.00 per year, This has been made
necessary through the increased cost of
publication. . fi:common with the city
dailies, ‘and the trade class publications,
the country papers have been- brought
face to face with a very gerious situation
and have been forced by self-preservation
to increase their subscription price, It is
to be hoped that no more of the country
weeklies will be forced to suspend pub-
lication, Already there has been a lengthy
list of papers forced into the hands of
the receiver,

No matter how efficient city papers
may be, they can never take the place
of the country weekly. There isa person-
ality and a flavor about the home town
paper that cannot be furnished by any
other publication on earth. To the people
of the district it is a guide, philosopher and
friend, and to those living away from the
old home centre, its weekly coming is
welcomed like a thessage from an absent
friend. \

For the most part country papers
have done a real service in fighting the
battles of the community they serve,
They see the interests of the small town
and of the farm are linked together, and
for the most part they have been warm
supporters of the Modern Movement to
give the common people a larger vmu
in the affairs of the nation.

In passing, a well wisher fot the country
papers would like to make a suggestion,
In making it, he recognizes the difficulties
under which his country,conferee labors,
that he is often editor, ‘composilor, re-
porter, and advertising manager combined.,
Despite the many and increasing difficulties
under which the country publisher has
had to work during recent years, we would
like to see more of them conduct an
editorial column or corner where they could
express their opinion on public questions
Some of the country papérs have excellent
editorial columns, and it is really too bad
that all of tham do not feature this side
of their paper.
