CHEMISTRY IN COMMON SCHOOLS—TECHNI-
CAL WORDS, JUSTIFIABLE,

Why not introdace the study of chemistry in

all our common schools, at least the rudiments

with the idea, that water is a simple element,
as the ancients thought it was; and he also
complains of these bard words, when the fact
is, they are no harder than any other words to
learn or to speak ; but they are new to him,
and hence he thinks them hard. Al farmers
should understand the rudiments of chemistry
at least, and as much more as they can com-
mand : no one can be a good farwer withous
this knowledge, except by accident. It isin
vain for writers on the subject to try to use
language that enunot be understood by those
who have not learned the meaning of chemical
terms.  The word oxygen, for exumple, lias no
common term that would be understood more
readily by such people ; uneither has hydrogen,
uitrogen, carbon, &c¢. See what a list Wobster
makes in defining these terms: * Ozygen—in
chemistry, oxygen or oxygen gas is an clement
or substance so named [rom its property of
generating acids ; it is the respirable part of
air, vital air, or the basie of it; it is called
the acidifying principle, and the principle or
support of combustion.” ¢ Hydrogen—in che-
mistry, o gas which ccnstitutes one of the
elments of water.’ * Nitrogen—the element of
nitre , that which produces nitre ; that element
or component part of the air which is called
azote.” ‘' ( —pure chareoal ; a simple
body, black, brittle, light, and inodorous.”
Now, what information will one who does not
understand the rudiments of chemistry derive
from these definitions! None whulcver But
if chemistry were made a part of common
education, all these terms would convey =&
meaning to the reader of them as readily as
those dv of water, atmospheric air, and char-
eonl. It is not supposed, that the science at
large conld he taught in common schools ; for
if it could, there would be no necessity for
high schools All thatis intended by these
rewarks, is to recommend that the meaning of
all chwwical terms should be there tmaght.
For exauample, the :ehool-teacher should teach
the seliolar the meuning of the word water,
