It is surprising how everybody rushes
at a Ikunlm“ person and strives to raise |
him up, and especially o keep his head |
erect. There must be an instinctive ap-
prehension that if a person seized with u |
tainting or other fit fall into a recumbent |
position death ix more imminent. Al-|
ways remember this tact, namely : Faint
g is caused by want of blood in lhu\
brain.  The heart ceases to act with suthi-
cient force to send the usual amount of
blood to he braiu, and hence the l)cl'n()ll‘
loses consciousness because the l'uncliun\
of the brain ceases. Restore the blood to
the brain and instantly the person re-
covers. Now, though the blood is pro-
pelled to all parts of the body by the
action of the lwnrl. yet it is still under
the influence of the laws of gravitation.
In the erect position the blood ascends 1o |
the head against gravitation, and the|
supply to the brains is diminished, as|
compared with the recumbent position,
the heart's pulsation being equal. Ii,
then, you place a person sitting, whose
heart has nearly ceased to beat, his brain
will fail to receive the blood; while it
you lay down with the head lower than
the heart, blood will run into the brain
by mere force of gravity, and, in fainting,
in sufficient quantity to restore conscious-
ness. Indeed, nature teaches us how to
manage fainting persons, for they always
fall, and frequently are at once restored
by the recumbent position into which
they are thrown.

A little attention siven
these points would result inoa large i
crease in the quantity ot the ey product
as well as an improvement in the quality
Clean-shelled oggs nre much more valu
uble than those which are stained.  Dirty
shelled eggs should never be sent 1o
market.  When fimt  gathered  they
should be lightly rubbed with a ~l:un‘|-
cloth, and afterwards dried.  Another
cause of great deterioration in the value
of eggs is delny in forwarding them to
mnrt«l. It ix estimated that cggs de
crease at least 25 per cent in value, in
consequence of not being placed in the
market at the proper time, being in many
cases from four to six wecks old when
they reach their destination. The cause
of this delay may sometimes be laid at
the door of the pruducer, at other times
the country dealer may be at fanlt, and
in some instances the shipper. It all
concerned would only endeavor to have
eggs intended for export forwarded to
market with the least possible delay
especially during the hot summer months
they would soon find that a united effort
of this kind would result greatly to the
advantage of each. In hot weather
it is calculated that oges decrease in
value fully 50 per cent. after they are
ten days old, and at the expiration of
three weeks are utterly worthless. . In
cold weather they will keep good for two
or three months, but are not so valuable
at the end of that time. With the ex
ception of a very small quantity, all the
egge exported from the Province are sont
to the United States. This country
affords a profitable market for all the
marketable eggs that wo can produce,
and it is very desirable that we should
send nothing but a good article to our
natural and only customers if we wish to
increase or even retain their patronage.
In the year 1879 we find that there
were exported from this Island 836,304
bushels of potatoes, the value of which is
set down at $206,359, a sum less by 835,
500 than the value of our egg exports
for 1882. And in the eventot the potato
market being in no better condition dur
i the coming autumn than it was
e'ilgnr last fall or this spring, we have no
doubt that the value of this scason's ex-
port of ? will be considerably in ex-
Cess of the year's export of potatoes.

NO PLACE LIKE HOME.

In the West of Italand, some fifty years
ago, the spirit of emigration made rapid
strides among the better order of the lower
clase, owing to the false prospects heid out
to them by those speculating adventurersy
who bad 5o oare how many families they
invalyed in ruin, provided their miseries
paved the road for their own advancement
Among the number who had lent a willing
ear to their machinations was Dennis Cos-
tello.

| milk is the most expensive food, but,’ con
tinues our contemporary, ‘our practice is
to iet the calt run with the cow for about
ten days. and then put it upon skimmed
milk, which in a short time may be fed
alternately with other suitable food. Crush
ed or ground oats are the best food next to
milk, and if, when feeding the skimmed
| milk it be scalded, and some oatmeal added,
| it will be excellent. And if the calf is taken
| from the cow at once give it a handful of
| salt—which acts as a purgative to cleanse
the stomach, an office which the first milk
of the cow pe: forms—repeating the adminis-
tration of salt for several daya, and prepare
its food by boiling a pint of flax seed 10 five
quarts of water, weakening it with hay tea
until it is nearly as thin as milk. Feed at
the temperature of milk when first drawn
from the udder. Indian meal, barley, rye,
and oatmeal can be added as the calves be-
come older. In all artificial feeding the
effect upon the bowels must be carefully
watched and any bad effects immediately
counteracted. It should be allowed access
to good, sweet,’ short pasture as soon as it
will eat it. It is important that in- hand
feeding it should have sumething besides
skim milk. Such milk is not perfect, and
consequently it is not a complete feed; and
the calf should not be fed exclusively upon
milk even directly from the cow, for milk
alone does not properly distend the stomnch.”

Cattle should have salt given them every
week. JIf they had a lawp of rock salt they
can go to it every day and lick as much as
they please, it will be evep better for them.
Milch cows should have at least a table.
spoonful of ground bone every week. Prof.
Johnstone, in his agricultural chemistry,
says that a cow giving 750 gallons of milk
in a year and raising one calf whose bones
will weigh twenty pounds, will also pass off
in her milk as much phoshate as is is con-
tained in thirty pounds of bone dust, and in
her urine as much as much as in seven-
teen pounds, making a total of sixy-seven
