Orrawa, Sept. 23.—The govern-
ment may now proceed to business.
M. Tarte has returned from France.
The minister of public works has often
been described as the master of the
administration. If any one deubted
whether the title properly belonged to
him, the state’'of things in Mr. Tarte's
absence would set his mind at rest.
Decision on all matters of importance
has been postponed, No writs have
been issued for vacant constituencies.
No appointments have been made to
the seats long since vacated in the
senate. Everything that could be
postponed has waited for the return
of the Master. We shall probably
