WrTHIN the past few days intelligence
of the relations between Russia and
Japan have been of the most bellicose
character. So imminent had hostilities
between these two powers seemed that
one report on Mondsy stated that war
had been on that day declared by Japan.
A declaration of war does not, howaver,
geem to have been made, although on
both sides the most active preparations
in that direction are announced. Itis

war time. Russian troops were said to
be in marching order, Russian ships
deparied for Port Arthur, and Japanese
landing troops. Allthis and much more
was announced on Monday, as the re-
-sult of Russia’s failure to comply with
Japan’s ultimatum. The most natural
qusstion that will suggest itself to the
goneral reader in view of all these war-
like rumors is, ‘“ What is it all abont?”
As our readers are aware, there was a
war between China and Japan a few
years ago, and during the course of
the campaign Japan occupied &
part of the Province of Manchuria. Ia
the preliminary treaty of peace the
Province of Manchuria -was ceded to
Japan. Then Russia interfered, and
bhaving the support of Germany and
France, was successful in the demand
that the integrity -of China should be
preserved. Japan was obliged to accept
the island of Formosa and a cash in-
demnity, and to give up the hope of
continental expansion. But when
Japan withdrew from Mancharie, Rus-
sia remained there and fortified her
position there by a large army, thus
making good her possession of Chinese
territory. This action on the part of
Raussia is contrary to the terms of the
treaty by which peace was brought
about, She was under pledge to with-
draw ; but she disregarded this under-
taking and acted as if she were there to
stay. This action on the part of Rus-
sia angered Japan ; but she was unable
to secure any redress at the time. The
Japanese, however, went to work and
equipped and increasedjtheirjarmy built
fortificgtions,)ammunition factories and
dockyarde, and algo established a uavy.
Japan, since the Russian occupation of
Manchuris, entered an alliance with
Great Brifain. Having done all these
things Japan presented an wultimmatum
to Russis, setting forth that Manchuria
should be evacuated on a certain date,
otherwisy war would follow. Russia,
8o far, has not obeyed this preemtory
demand of Jepan, and that is the cause

of the whole trouble. R

A DESPATCH from Vancouver

B. C, dated the 9th, contains the
following: “The steamer Dan-
ubg  arrived last night from the
north, bringing in election returns
from Bella Coola, Cassiar district,
the last district that was in doubt.
The returns resulted in the elec-
tion of Clifford, conservative, by
43 majority, making the definite
returns 22 Conservatives and 20
liberals, labor and socialist.” From
this apparently reliable and un-
contradicted information regard-
ing the British Columbia elections,
it will be seen that the Conserva-
tive Government of Premier Mc-
Bride has achieved a victory at
the polls in what was possibly the
hottest political contestever waged
in the Pacific Province. The
House consists of forty-two mem-
= bers, and the intelligence above

recorded shows that the Conser-
vatives have elected twenty-two
of this number, giving the Gov-
ernment a majority of two over
all opposition members. Of the
twenty members who are not Con-
servatives, only seventeen are
straight Liberals, the other three
represent the labor and socialist
element, and are as liable to sup-
port the Government as the oppo-
sition in the Legislature. Sup.
posing the whole twenty opposed
the Government, the latter could
carry on the public business as
they have a majority of two alto-
gether, and a majority of one after
choosing a speaker. Of course
that is a pretty small majority ;
but Liberal Governments have
been known to retain power when
every question up for discussion
was decided by the casting vote
of the Speaker. It is not impos-
sible that one of the independent:
nmembers may be made Speaker,
in which event the Governmeat
would have a majority of three
‘on the floor of the House. Our
Liberal friends were so anxious,to
xecord a victory for their party in
this contest that they would not

to shout before all the distriets
were heard from. On the 5th the
Patriot proclaimed. the result a
“ Liberal victory,” and devoted
some space to discussing the “ tre-
mendous hold Liberalism has upon
the Dominion, not only in the east,
but-also in the west. On the 6th,
with the returns still incomplete,
the “Liberals” were “confident”
of having a majority. When it is
remembered that only one of the
six members from British Colum-
bia in the House of Commons is a
Conservative, it must be concluded
that the “ tremendous hold” of our
Grit friends is rather-slipping up
in the western Province.

Our Ottawa Letter.

THE WEEK IN. PARLIAMENT.

A week ago it looked as if
Parliament would prorogue with-
in a few days. Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier, however, has declared that
some 50,000 people who signed
petitions against the Grand Trunk
Pacific deal are forgers, and the
‘opposition have  demanded ‘that
the charge made by the Premier
be investigated. If an inquiry is
held it will take' several months
to clear the atmosphere, but the
Conservative party' have deter-
mined that it shall not be open
to any public man to recklessly
accuse the electorate of this coun-
try for political purposes.

The government have with-
drawn the bill to amend the
Audit Act; the object of which
was to destroy the usefulness of
the auditor general’ Only the
drawn sword of public .opinion
forced the administration to take
this step. :

In supply considerable progress
was m&'de. Millions of dollars for
harbors and rivers were voted,
but in many cases the opposition
were unable to secure any inform-
ation as to the nature of the
works to which the money would
be devoted.

The minister of militia made a
general statement in regard to his
department and proposed many
changes. Hon. Col. Tisdale, ex-
minister of militia, pointed out
many defects in=the management
or the department.

Railway subsidies aggregating
$13,027,000 were bronght down,
making total vote during the
present session $208.667,164.

LAURIER'S INSULT TO THE
PEOPLE.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has offered
a gratuitous  insult to the 50,000
electors; who signed petitions pro-
testing against the Grand Trunk
Pacific steal. He characterized
those opposed to his proposed
present of $120,000,000 to Sen-
ator Cox as forgers and lunatics.
Canada’s First Minister has lost
all respect for the common people
and has adopted a most contempt-
ible attitude towards his constitu-
ents. Apparently the time has

-|arrived in this country when the

right of appeal to the throne is
denied by _those who control the
administration.

Mr. Borden
proved himself & constructive
statesman and met the govern-
ment programme with an alter-
native plan which he deems to be
more in the interests of the coun-
try. He has mastered the intric-
acies of-leadership and stands outy|
as an ornament to Canadian pub-
lic life. Conservatives should be
proud of him. Not only is Mr.
Borden a man of marked ability,
but he is the soul of honor and
none dare question his sterling
integrity. In doing honor to
Canada’s next premier the Con-
servative senators and members
of the Commons have paid a
tribute to their leader, which will
be -endorsed by thousands of
electors from one end of Canada
to the other.

THE PoLicY SHOULD BE GENERAL

For five long years the Liberal
government permitted Germany
to wage war on Canadian com-
merce without retaliation. Be-
cause Canada saw fit to gran
Great Britain a customs prefer
ence of 321 per cent, Germany
raised a tariff wall. against this
country which closed out Cana-
dian produce. - The Conservative
opposition urged Sir Wilfrid
Laurier to strike back, but the
government delayed action until
the present session. A few days
ago a surtax of 33} per cent,over
and above the regular duties went
into force against German im-
ports. The result is that many
lines of German manufactures
have been shut out from the
.Canadian markets, and already
the public in Germany is demand-
ing that Canada should be ac-
corded more generous treatment.
This pleasing result could have
been brought about several years
ago, if the Liberals had been alive
to the interests of Canada, and
millions of dollars worth of trade
would have been saved. to our
preducers. Germany now realizes
that the Canadian people are not
the stuff she imagined they were.
If Sir Wilfrid Laurier would now
devote his attention to the United
States, which" yearly sells Canada
double the quantity of goods-they
purchase from wus. and inerease
the duties on American importsy
Uncle Sam would be as quickly
convinced as Germany that Cana-
da was worthy of better treat-
ment commercially. The Liber-
al party, however, are content to
see American manufactures flood
Canadian markets. There is a
lesson in Germany’s change of
heart, which should be carefully
noted by the electors.

PEoPLE STRONGLY OPPOSED TO G, T.
P. DEAL.

Strong opposition to the Grand
Trunk Pacific deal is rapidly develop-
ing in the couatry. The electors are
now beginning to realizz the enor—
mity of the deal arranged by Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, The strong denun-
ciation of the job by the independent
press and aa influential section of the
Liberal press, has started the people
thinking of the goveroment's wili=
cat policy, and the more they consid-
er the Premier’s proposal, the more
disgusted are they that such an ar-
rangement should be possible under
responsible government. The large
class of voters unmoved by party
feeling de oot take any stock in the
urgent need of a.campaign fund for
the Liberal party. Therefore, they
cannot satisfy themselves that they

should assume their share of respon- J

sibility for an expenditare of $120,-
000,000 in order that Senator Cox
and others should get a railway ~ for
nothing, and the government in turn
secure a rake-off with which to run
the next election. Not only have
50.000 protested against this outrage
but leading business men, including
strong Liberals, are publicly repudi-
ating the agreement secretly entered
into by Sir Wilfrid Laurier and the
Grand Trunk. The fact that Hon.
A. G. Blair resigned rather than sup-
port the deal is a ‘most convincing
argument against it to the minds of
all but the most violent political par=
tizans. The duty of the electors is
clear in this matter. - It is at the
polls the puestion must be settled,
and the indications at present are,
that the Laurier government will meet
with defeat in the near future because
of their outrage on public opinion.

THE ELECTIONS ARE AT HAND.

Look out for the general elections
at any moment! The government
have been organizing for months past.
and they are now ready to appeal!
to the country at a moment’s notice,
‘Stacks of campaign literature are held
in readiness at Otitawa and other
centres for distribution the minute
the writs are issued. At a Liberal
caucus held the other day the whole
situation was discussed and the gov-
ernment’s supporters were given to
understand that they must be prepar-
ed for immediate action. It, there-
fore, behoves_Conservative workers
to be prepared to meet the foe at
any time. The work of organization
should be carried on witkout delay,
so that it will be impossible for Sir
Wilfrid Laurier to spring a surprise
on the country. It will be encourag-
ing to Coaservative workers to learn
that the leaders of the Liberal party
have grave doubts as to the outcome
of the next great battle, The govern-
ment have lost two of their strongest
men in Hon A. G. Blair and Hon.
J. Israel Tarte, both of whom left
the ministry in disgust. In the east
the people are greatly worked up over
the Grand Trunk Pacific deal. In
Quebec the Laurier cry has lost its
charm, and there, too, as in Oatario,
the people are tiring of a fiscal policy
which operates against Canadian in
dustries. In the west the electors
are disgusted with the broken pledges
of the Liberal party.”

Mr. ¥Fisher's plain duty
under the circumstances §4s to pro
secute the guiliy parties} ‘lInstead
of doing so he winked aj“the crimes’
and he must now explain his remark-
able conduct. - Mr. Fisher, as &
minister of the crown, has no right to
become a silent party to such dis-
graceful  proceedings. He has
placed bimself ina most unenviable
position, and his conduct is open to
the severe censure it will doubtless
receive.

Terrific Storms.

The fierce storms which for several
days up to Sunday last had been rag
ing alongthe North Atlantic coast
seriously interfered with shipping, and
onzSunday -only four of the ocean

The latter craft was terribly battered
by the storm, and when boarded by a
high wave on Saturday Richard Mec-
Lane, the lookout, was seriously in-
jured, and by the heavy rolling of the
Jefferson in an effort to rid herself of
the deluge that suddenly fell on her
forecastle, Rev. E. B. Hawlgy, of
Lake View, Mcon Oounty, one of the
passengers, was thrown across the
cabin and instantly killed. His body
was brought to port. McLane was
taken to the New York General Hos.
pital, The Sound steamer City of
Worcester, of the Norwich line, which
was supposed to have run on the rocks
near Execution Light late on Satur-
day night, simply anchoréd because a
metal pin connecting with the walking
beam was broken. Temporary ree
pairs were made, and under her own
steam she made ber way to ber dock
/o the North River. Captain Row-
land attempted to transfer his 175
passengers to the New Hampshire, of
the Stonington line, which came up
shortly after the accident, but as the
waves were too high the idea was
abandoned. More than 150 of -the
passengéts were sent to New Londoa

by train, and thos= that stood by the

Surf-
maa Capps of the Sea Tack S:ation
while two miles from any other human
being, and patrolling  his stretch be-
tween -the stations, saw a negro over
a hundred yards off shorein a roaring
surf,.. Without a moment’s hesitation
he stripped and plunged into the sea
that was already a seething'mass of
wreckage from the barges, and after
a half hour battle brought the uncon-
scious man ashore: He had ot re.
covered his breath before-he discov-
ered through a 1ift in the spume an-
other form, and once more he wen:
into the surf. He even‘ually suc-
ceeded in saving the negro. Placing
both men under the lee of a cliff he
saw ihe third negro in the waves, and
for a third time plunged in and
brought an unconscions man ashore.
Capps did not cease his work until
all’ three men had been cared for at
the statiou, and at midnight he re-
sumed his regular trick at patrolling
the storm swept coast.

From the Old Country.

(Canadian Ass. Press.)

Lorpon, Oct. 12.—The Standand re-

Itis easy therefore to under-
stand and impossible not to sympathiza
with their anxiety that the award will
cot deprive them of access from . the
Pacific Ocean. The Post referring to
New Zoaland troope’ gervice in Somali-
land rejoices that the reports that
colonies would not come forward to
belp the mother country” iA time of
extreme emergency owing to the treat-
ment at the hands of regular officers, is
unfounded. The Post’s special corres-
pondent in Canada writes that Freneh-
Canadians are generally convinced that
Chamberlain’s sckeme includes a com-
pulsory military service. He says that
an Oitawa minister, probably next to
the premier, told him he was ready
to go to the country on Mr. Chamber-
Iain’s echeme and carry the election
provided no rider was tacked on about
contribution to imperial defence.

Some Noteson His Holi-
ness the Pope.

Unlike his predecessors, Sarto, as
Patriarch of Venice, mingled freely
with the poor of his jurisdiction.
He bed an hour each morning ip
which the lowly might approach
him and tell their grievances, When
he appeared in public, obildren
flycked around him, and it is said
that many times he has oarried an
afflicted child in his arms through
the orowded thoroughfares. The
gold chain of the pectoral cross and
the episcopal ring were the only
evidences of his high rank.

Walking one afternoon, he met a
poor womsn with & ohild in her
arms, ;seeking aid. Stopping to
quostion her, he learned the pitiful
story of her fall and of efforts to
secure employment, The Patriarch,
after giving her substantial aid,
added these comforting words : “All
motbers are good, and no queen is
greater than a good mother.”

The Patriarchate of Venice has
always carried with it the additional
honor of Cardinal. In 1893, Leo
X1II., at the fall consistory, bestow-
ed the red robe on the Patriarch.
The ceremony of his elevation to the
Cardinalate was one of the most
memorable events in the history of
the Church in Venice. In addition
to the nobility and the foreign dip-
lomats 8 multitude assembled at the
great oathedral to witness the cere-
mouy and receive the first blessing
of the new Cardinal, Oa this occa~
sion Leo XIII. presented to the
Patriarch one of the costliest pec=-
toral crosses to be procured. It was

Although his elevation to the title

of Prince of the Church, of necessity,
placed certain eocial obligations
upon the Cardinsl, he continued to
lead the same austere life he had
followed duriog his earlier life,

There is much conjecture among
those who pretend to have unusnal
sources of knowledge about the pol=
ioy of tbe new Pope. It is put
downp here not because there is abso
lute reliance to be placed on it, but
rather because it may have more cor
less of a foundation in real facts. It
seems to be very true that Pius X.
has no political effiliations. His
selection was an effort to get away
from the cardinals who had been
somewhat pronounced in their rela~
tions with existing governments.
He begins bis reign with perfect
freedom to consider the knotty prob
lems arising out of the Italian quee-
tion, or -from the attitude of the
French Governmen!, or from the
complications of the Triple Alliance.
All these problems, as they arise,
will be settled cn their merits, with-
out any past to spologize for or any
fature to pre-émpt.

It seems sléo certain that Pins X.
is 8 'man of more than ordinary in-
tellectuality, who has followed the
teachings of Leo XIII., as 8. disciple
follows the voice.of his Master. As
faras Leo could express & desire for
his suocoessor, he has pointed to Car-

it was necessary 1o relay these foun.
dations, and to reaffirm the rights
and duties of men to society, and of
Cbristians to each other. The vew
Pope will watoh over these newly-
laid foundations uatil they may
afford & secure footing for men of ¢11
nations and of all creeds. Pius X.
is, natarally speaking, if we take
igto sccount the traits of his char-
aoter, just the man who is best fitted
to do this work, Look at his pie—
tare, and bie character can easily be
read from it,. His type is that of a
man of great epirituslity, with a
kindly heart that goes out in sym-
pathy to the poor in their sufferings.
In this trait of his nsture may be
found his vast interest in social
problems. Asthe result of his labors
the Patriarchate of Venice is now
novered with a system of institutions
like co-perative banks and associa-
tions, belpful to the small tradesman
and the .peasant farmer. He has
the practical side of his natare
strongly developed. The new Pope
is well fitted to take the grest prin-
ciples that Leo has enunciated in bis
encyclical on the “Condition of
Labor,” and make them issue in
practical form of relief for the alle
viation of the condition of the work-
men, His head indicates a good
balance between his powers; 80 he is
wot likely to be carried away into
extremes. . He is a man of great de-
liberation. He is sensitive, but bis
sympathies are alwaysin control.
He has that peculiar poise of head
and face in which students of char.

both ways. It looks within and it
sees without, Such is the man who
is destined to round out and com-
plete the work of the great Leo.
His reign will probably not be mem.-
orable for the inauguration of new
things. Loo has done enough on
these lines for one century. But the
advance guard will now mark time
till the rest of the army comes up.
Pius X. will draw all bearts unto
him-so that the constructive element
will solidify and make hcmogenous
the entire body of the Church.

He will, in all probability, take
up the work of Leo on Christian
unity; and bere bis peculiar gifts
will contribute to an early suoccess.
The Eastern churches, too, are ready
to return to the Mother OChurch.
They are showing signs that the
s'avery of the civil power is becom-
ing well nigh unbearable. Their
Patriarchs and their bishops have
been obliged to accept any infamy
and condone any orime, and then
publicly sing a “Te Deum” for it, as
was done in Servia recently. Men
who have consciences revolt against
this thraldom, and, as & consequence,
they yearn for the liberty of a. spirit-
usl principality, Leo has marked
out the way for return. Their ac-
cient privileges shall not be with-
drawn, their immemorial rites shall
be preserved intact. All that is
needful is to recogoizs the spiritual
authority of the Church of Rome,
and conform in dootrinal lifé to her
teachings. Cardinal Sarto, as Patri.
arch of Venice, was in touch with
the Ewst. He knows as much of
their immemorial customs as sny
one in authority, He will undoubt-
edly hasten their return to the unity
of -Christendom.

Moreover, the new Pope is in
closer touch with nortbern Europe
than any of his immediate prede-
cessors, He speaks German flaently
as though it was his mother tongue.
In fact, when he was born Venice
was under the domination of Austris,
the German was the prevailing lan—
guage, in oourt oircles anyhow.
This familierity with Germany has
brought bim in contact with the
Tentonic mind and traits of charac.
ter. It is an easy step from this to
the English-speaking races. One of
‘the first aots of his Pontificate was
to receive alarge bard of American
pilgrims, and it was easy to detect
that his interest in things American
wes sl-eady awakened. He bas

This sin is 80 com-

mon ‘that very few are free of it, und

what is worse, very few see tbe

wickedness of this sin, and. hence

seldom aocuse themselves of it in

holy confssion. What is the true

oause of this sin

This sin does not come from too

great a love of your neighbor; oo

the contrsry, if you loved him ae

much a8 youreelf you would keep

still about his faults, Neither does
it spring from humility of heart, for
the homble man has enough to oarry

his own baurdens. But pride, the
prolific mother of so many sins, has
produced this detestable sin and
made the world miserable through
it, for fully nine-tenths of all sins can
be traced back te an abusive tongue

The proud tongue sounds its own
praises, it is coatent with itself.

Hence it finds the greatest pleasure
in holding up itself as a model of
perfection, and.locking down with
contempt on everybody else. Eavy
plays a great role in this werld.
People who are jealous of their neigh-
bor's prosperity, whoenvy him for
the honor snd good luck-be may
chance to have, are quick at hand to
ridicale him, to speak bad of him,
and in every possible way to give
vent to their uncharitable foe'ings
towards him. Then comes the un-
speakable delight some peoplo derive
from gossip. They must talk, they
must hear the news, they must know
the latest, they desire to shine; and
what is more pataral than to bide
their own defects and manifest the
fanlts of the neighbor, Black never
looks as dark as it really is, until it
stands boldly aside of clear and bril-
liant white!

Another great reason for this sin
is the willingness to listen to the
slanderous tongue. If people had
the courage to tell such slanderer
to mind his own business and sweep
before his own door, he would soon
keep still, Bat as long as there
are people who furnish material
for gossip, there will be plenty to
listen to it only too eagerly, and in
this manner - the evil is spread, it
inoreases rapidly and great damage
is done in a short time, Some
people feel 8o lonesome, hence they
seek to find some pastime. They
look up the neighborhood, their
wicked tongua sgon rakes up the
latest news, and‘it will not be long,
and the neighbors will know, what
this and that one said and did, and
the consequence is, peace and hap-
piness are soon destroyed. Must I
give you examples of this sad result?
The world is fgll of them, and
lucky, indeed, are you, if you have
never as yet suffered from the
tongue of the slanderer.

What makes this sin s0 common
is the facility with which it is com-
mited, Time, place, and oppor-
tanity, bow easily are they to be
found! In company with” others,
a vigit, a ohance meoting. of a
friend, nay even a visit to the house
of God furnishes the material. It
takes two to keep the thing going.
It is often risky to steal ; it is not
an easy thing to poison one ; but
the tongue of the slanderer is al-
ways ready, it knows no obstigle,
it does not sbrink from the holiert
place or person. Just think of the
numberlesg oriticisms of the clergy |
Your priest is not a saiat, buta
buman being. Lot him be ever so
zealous, ever €0 untiring, ever so
careful in bhis ways, he will be
slandered by somebody, and this
somebody is often one who pretends
to be his best friend ; for slander
aod hypooricy are twin sistors,
Similar examples might be drawa
from all walks of life, but the resal«
is always the same, Andstill nobody
wants to be guilty of this sin.
The one says ho meant no harm,
that sll the world knew what he
had said ; the other excuses himself
in another manner—but will that

lessen the damage? Think of the
unheppinese, the positive destrue-

tion ‘of so msny happy homes,
brought about by gossip—that
seemed innocent at first and was
more destruotive at the end than
worst cyclone that gver yisited the
world. You tell your secret to ona,
person headds to it, and spreads it
and thus the story goes from mouth
to moutb, worse and worse until
the damage is irreparable. B

There is a ye:y interesting situ-—
don in St BStephen’s .Episcopal
Church, this city, at preseat, which
well illustrates the etatues:of the
High and Low Church controversy
in that body and the accommodating
spirit of compromise shown by its
clergy. The. situation is briefly this:
Rev. Charles Schultz, rector of S:.
Stephen's is a High churchman, and
backed by one element in his parisb,
while the majority of the members of
the parish -are Low churchmen. Mr.
Schuliz wanted to conduct his services
according to the High Church ideas,
but most of his congregation threaten-
ed to bolt if he did so. Thereupon he
reached a Solomonian judgment and
decided that he would meet both the
High Oburch and the Low Church
followers by alternating—having |
High Church sevices one Sunday and
Low Chburch the next. Last Sunday
marked the beginning of the compro-
mise era, and was ‘“Jow” Sunday. The
candles on the altar were doused and
Mr Schultz appeared in rather evangel-
ical garb and carried out the Low
Church ceremonies—merely preache
ing and praying. Next Sunday the
« Highs” have their inning. “Fatber”
Schultz will then appear and officiate
at “Mass” in chasuble and alb with
lighted candles on the altar, acclytes
and all accessories of a Cathoic cere—
mony. This commendable spirit
of compromise’ of a weekly shedding
of beliefs, it is hoped, will satisfy all
paties, although there is a fear that the
High churches will not appear on
“Low"” Sundays and the Lipw church-
ites will not appear on “High” Sunday.

What should
be impressed and urged on the young
man of the family, going out’into the
battle of life, the struggle for bread,
is that he should take the world as he
finds it, relying on himself, not ex-
pecting favors and really not desiring
them, He should take pride in his
own ability to pry open the entrance
to success, not depending upon acci-
dent or luck.”
