, of Goderich ’p, Bhe wss bora in
the town of Kilcoughy, county of Tip
perary, Ireland, and emigrated to this

She had
been a widow for twenty.nine years, be-
ing assisted by her grown up children in
providing for a large family, as she now
leaves behind her six sons (three of
which reside here) and three dsughters.
