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MEXICO SHAKEN
BY EARTHOUAKES

Many Powss Destroyed #nd Lives
Lost---Pagple are Panic

Mexico City, March 27. — Without
Warning save for the low rumbling nvise
of last, the town ‘of Chilapa, which num-
bers 15,000 inhabitants, was ‘convulsed
by two wrenching shocks. The low
poorly constrnetéd houses with which the
town is made 6ip tumbled to the ground

half a score of localities at the same
time. A panic among the people ensued
and little was dome to extingunish the
conflagration until it had gained such a
headway as to be beyond control and
then it was too late. The terror strick-
en Mexicans fled from the town shile
the flames swept over it, licking up the
huildings which had wifhstood tle trem-
bler. “Few particulars of the disaster
have reached here, so far, as means of
communication with the stricken town
is ‘badly ecrippled. From what can be
learried it is feared the loss of life will
he large. The nuinber may mnever be
known as many people were ‘indoors at
the time of the shocks and are buried
in the ruins.
Cables Were Broken.

Galveston, Texas,~March 27. — The
Mexican cable broke twice during the
day and the sensitive instruments re-
corded two severe and four slight earth-
quakes affecting the eastern coast of
Mexico and the cable connecting with
the land wires to the city of Mexico at
Vera Cruz. During the afternoon #he
cable worked in fiits and starts and briel
messages, sometimes badly disconnected, |
told of the destruction wrought by the
quakes in the interior of Southern Mex-
ico. A cablegram tonight says the eity
of Mexico experienced six shocks with-
in 24 hours, but that the damage in the
capital is not great, although 200 build-
ings are reported to have heen cracked
by the disturbances. T'rom the smaller
towns and settlements, south of Mexico
city, reports of lass of life and a terrihle

destruction of property are coming in
slowly.
A City Destroyed.

People Panic Stricken.

E] Paso, Texas, March 27.—The people |
are’ in a panmic as the result of ‘earth- |
quakes. Two more slight shocks were |
felt here today. Many people are re-
ported killed in the small villages south
of here. In addition to the wrecking of
the c¢ity of Chilapa, 117 miles south of
Mexico, the Mexican consul has receiv-
ed official advices that the ektent of the
earthquake was quite large, but that
the government had not heard from all
the localities in the affected district. In
a greéat many places the wires are down.
At the federal telephone station in
Juaroz, Mexico, today it was announced
that ‘the villages of San Jose, San Lor-
enzo, De Morena, Querenes and Qaxati-
cal, all in the immediate neighborhood
of Chilapa, Mexico, had suffered heavily
that in the town of San Jose the church
tumbled “down, when half a hundred
worshippers were inside at prayers. All
of these villages are small suburbs of
Chilapa which was veported in flames
after the quake,

MONK WAS MURDERED.

Feet Tied Together and Despatched
With Razor,

New York, March 27.—Another of
those mysterious murders so frequent
in New York, and bearing the .ear-

The staff and methods of conduct-
ing the departmental business, criti-
cized most séverely by the commis-
sion, have long been a troublesome
legacy “leit to the present mniinister.
Sinice he assumed his portiolio he has
been earnestly “endeavoring to bring
about many reforms. The reorganiza-
tion .of the system of aceounting in
the department, by epecialists of high
repute last year, was the first step in
this direction and was undertaken
long before the commission made any
invertigation. The minister has now
under way a thorough overhauling of
évery branch of the department, a ve-
adjustment of offices and officials. The
superannuation of Licut. Col. Gourd-
eau as deputy minister and the ap-
pointment of a new deputy will be
foHowed by other important changes
in the departmental staff. ;

Against Socialism, Says F. D. Monk
on Co-operation Bill.

Ottawa, March 28.—The opinion of
F. D. Monk was asked with respect to
statements made by H. W. Trowens,
secretary of the Retail Merchants’ As-
sociation of Canada, in vigorous op-
position to the Co-operation Bill now
before the Senate!  “I cannot say,”
he observed, “that T am much sur-
prised at Trowen’s language. It is
characterized by the same extrava-
gance which marked his evidence be-
fore a special committee on co-
operation mamed during the last
session of parliament. - The ' idea
thrown out by Trowen that such legis-
lagion is Socialistic is particularly ab-
surd, inasmuch as the ' co-operation,
as contemplated by the bill, is' one
of the surest anfidotes against Social-
Ism.

"‘As a matter of fact, the arguments
advanced by him against the bill,
if they are worth noting, are equally
available against the statute which
permits- of the organization of joint
stock companies and the power . of
parliament to incorporate companies
by special Aet.. The new bill merely
permits people of limited means, ‘be-
longing to laboring and agricultural
classes principally, to organize in an
inexpensive manner societies, which
permits those associated to unite legal-
ly .in the prosecution of some business
which they could not individually
earry on.

“Laws of this kind have been adopt-
ed in England, Francs, Germany, Den-
mark and, in fact, in every country
in Eu®pe, and the co-operation re-

duced there most beneficial results
among the numerous native popula-
Surely we are able to do as well in
Canada with co-operation ‘as the peo-
ple-in India have succeeded in doing.

FOULKES UP FOR TRIAL.
Judge Cameron Finds No Evidence of
Force in Regard to Tolton.

Winnipeg, March 28.—The case of
Geo. Foulkes, the American secret
service officer charged with kidnap-
ping Albert E. Tolton from Emerson
and conveying him across the boun-
dary, commenced to-day before Judge
Cameron, Evidence was given at
length for the prosecution by D. S.

MONTREAL RECEIVES
OFFER FOR DEBENTURES

Bank of Montreal is Highest Bidder For
Five Million Dellar Block of Deben-
tures at Scmething Over 97—Coates’
Bank of London, Bids Slightly
Under.

Montreal, Mavch 28.—Tenders for the
new Montreal Loan of $5,000,000 for for-
ty vears at four per cent. were opened
today when eleven tenders were put in,
showing a great variation in figures. The
highest hid was that of the Bank of
Montreal, which offered to take the
whole issue at 97.025 while Coates’ Bank
of London, England, ran them a close
seconid with 96.975 for the whole amount.
The difference bhetween the two offers
only amounted to twenty-five cents on
each $500.

While the contract was not awarded
there is a little doubt that the Bank of
Montreal will get the loan unless they
offer to divide it with the Coates’ Bank.
The other te'ndt’\r('ri ran as low as 91,80
which was offered for the whole loan by
Aemilins Jarvis & Co., Toronto,-or al-
most three per cent. lower than the of-
fér of the Bank of Montreal. "While the
offers were considered good in thie pres-
ent state of the market, they showed
a notable falling off since the last loan
for forty years at four per cent. was
Hoated: This was for $1,500,000 in 1905
and brought $1.05.17.

At the same time it is pointed out that
the Montreal rate now was 2.80 ahead
of that secured by the city of New York
for its last 4 1-2 per cent. loan when the
two were reduced to the same interest
basis. The following are the tenderers:
Bank of Montreal, whole loan at 97.025;
[Tanson Bros., representing Coates’ Bank
London, whole loan at 96.975; Dominion

LABOR HORIZON
SHOWS N0 CLOUD

Agreements Between Trades Unions
And Builders Exhange Will be
Amicably Arranged.

According to present indications,
the summer of 1908 will be entirely
free from all strikes and difficulties
between the builders and contractors
and the workmen in Edmonton. The
majority of the agreements existing
between the Builders’ Exchange and
the trades and labor unions of ‘the
city will be renewed. some on April
Ist and the remainder on May - Ist.
Negotiations have been in progress
bétween representatives of the builders
and workmen for some time, and it
is expected that the agreements with
the various unions will be renewed
without any change being made,

J. H. Miller, president of the
Builders’ Exchange, speaking to a
Bulletin representative on the ques-
tion, stated that there was every pros-
pect that the agreements in forece last
year would be renewad for 1908.

No Trouble in Sight.

“The feeling between the ' contrac-
tors and the men is very amicable,”
said Mr. Miller, “anpd there has been
no indication in r,(:r conferences of
any desire to break the harmonious
relations now existing. Edmonton
workmen are getting the best wages
paid in any town in the west, and as
a result we have secured a splendid
line of mechanics, who are giving en-
tire satisfaction.”

The Builders’ Exchange have yearly
contraets with six labor unions econ-
nected. with the building trades.
These are the carpenters, painters,
bricklayers, laborers conmected with
the building trades, plasterers and
plumbers. The lathers and electri-
cians have a schedwle of wages and
hours of work, but have no agreement
with the Builders” Exchange. The
agreements between the bricklayers,
laborers and plasterers and the Buil-
ders’ Exchange are to be renewed on
April. 1st and the remainder on May
Ist.

The following are the existing sche-
dule of wages and hours of work in
force as a result of last year’s agree-
ments and which will probably be re-
newed this year:

lnary about her. . She was evidently
a regular fare, for when her train
stopped she' smiled at the lucky con-
ductor; ‘and the last'T saw of her was
a flash of the sun on the red maple-
leaf, the full face still lighted by that
smile, and her hair very pale gold
against the dead black fur.

That is
how T would have my country dawn,
were I a Canadian—and hung in Ot-
tawa parliament house, for the dis-
couragement oi prevaricators.

A few days ago, Mr. T. Chisholmn,
M.P. for East Huron, entertained the
House with his views of the  moral
conditions of certain Doukhobor resi-
dentg of Fort William, Ontario, inters
larding extracts from newspapers, de-
seribing their fanatical freaks.” In re-
ply, the Minister of the Interior spoke
as- follows (from Hansard):

Hon. Frank Oliver (Minister’of the
Interior)—I presume that the reading
with whiech my hon. friend from Hu-
ron entertained the House a little
while ago was just as useful a man-
ner of obstructiing the business as any
other that he could adept.

Mr. Uriah Wilson—I do not
that ig fair.

Some hon. Members—Order.

Mr. Oliver—And the remaiks made
by my hon. friends opposite are about
as much in keeping with the facts and
the occasion as is usual under such
circumstaneces.

Opposed Them Coming.

As to the responsibility ior the
Doukhobors in° Canada, my hon.
friend from Lennox (Mr. Uriah Wil-
son) has reminded the House that he
and I were opposed to the movement
to bring them here: 1 do.not at this
date remember how far our opposition
went or to what extent we voiced our
opinions on the floor of the House,
but I remember very distinctly that if
we yoiced our.opposition we were the
only members of parliament who did
At the time of the bringing - of the
Dounkhobors to Canada public opinion
in Canada, I believe, with- the ex-
ception of my hon. friend and myscif,
was quite unanimously in favor of the
movement, and endersed it in evelry

Mr. Uriah Wilson—Would the hon.
minister allow me? T do not wish to
interrupt or contradict him, ‘but 1
think the feeling was that immigrants
were wanted.

Mr. Oliver—Yes.

Mr. Uriah Wilson—And that they
were almost glad to get any kind to
get a start. It was not especially be-
cause they were Doukhobors, as I un-
derstand.

Welcomed Because Persecuted,

Mr. Oliver—I had not stated that

i, but I piopose to say so now.
Part of my argument was that, with
the exception of my hon, friend and
myself,” o far as T know, ,public
opinion was. unanimously in favor of
the movement to bring these people,
one reason, as was stated by my hon.
friend, Deing that the country needed
and wanted immigrants; these people
were immigrants, and therefore they
were welcomed with both arms by
both sides of this House and by the
people all over the country. But there
was another reasen why they were es-
pecially welecomed, they were looked
upon as a persecuted pcople, persecut-
ed for religion’s sake, as the people of
this country understood at that time,
and it was because they were a people
persecuted ‘for religion’s =ake that
they were moge especially  welcomed
by so ‘many in Canada. It was
strange to hear eertain gentlemen on
the other side who- have spoken to-
night denounce thése people as being
irreligious and immoral and .andeésit-
able from this point of view, when
the very basis of their being brought
to this country was that they . were
too religious for the coumtry in wlich
tney lived. = The trouble with" these
peeple who are today in Fort William
is ‘vot that they lack im religion, oy
in the ordinary ebservances of réli-
gious life, but that they are fanaties,
that they liave gons to extremes _in
their theories in regard to‘their. re-
lgion, until, as wur friend fromr Mack-
enzie (Mr. Cash) has said, they are,
to all intents and purposes, insane.
\s regards the' conditions prevailing
in Fert William. I deplore them quite
as much as any  membér in  this
House, and 1 am sare thet to-night’s
discussion will draw the attention %of
the authorities, who are really respon-
sible, to that condition and. probably
induee them to. take some -aetion.
These people are’ not inmmigrants:
They have_ been seven years -settled
in the country and have earned their
right” to eitizenship twice aver if thex
would have aceepted if. . This govern-
ment. has therefore mo ri¢ht or au-
thority to interfera: These people arc
subjeect to the laws of Ontario; and if
they "in any .way :contravene  these
laws, it is for the provincial aathori-
ties to take such proceedings as may
be-necessary. ~They are residents of
Ontarie, and this government bhas nc
avthority to punmish them for any
offences against decency or good liv-
ing;. We have an immigration law
which gives -the Federal government
authority to deport people under cer-
tain circumstances, but that deporta-
tion must take place within twe years
after arrival. An arrival is an immi-
grant subject to deportation in -two
years, -but these people - have been
here seven years. Any responsibility
which pertaing to this government We.

are prepared to discharge, but we are

Jfot prepared to .@ssume a = responsi-

vince. :
Settlers on- Doukhobor Lands,

My hop.: friend from Dufferin (De.
Barr) spoke most feelingly . of the
hardship inflicted on Canadians who
had acauired Doukhobor lands in ~ the
rush at ¥Yorkton last year. He has
hardly stated the case corrgctly. This
governgment. has mot interfered with
the right of any of these people to
held their land. They can hold them
six, eight, tem or twelve months so far
as we.are concerned; but (if some
other Canadian comes along and de:
mands that land at the end of the
=ix months, oneé Canadian’is as good
as another, and the man has not ear-
ried out his agreement must lose his
land.

Mr. Barr—Is there any
made between a Canadian
American?

Mr. Oliver—Not a bit of difference
in the eyes of this government, only
in the eves of my hon. friend. This
government -is not taking any land
away from those people who -have
taken it up... They take it up subject
to the consideration that they shall
go into residence on it within six
months ‘from the date of entry; and

I do not think it is necessary that 1
should go into thégeneral question of
unmigration. I am soryy fo.  hear
some of my friends object so.strongly
to some immigrants who have come
withiu the past vear, but I want to
say that this government absolutely
denies any responsibility for their
presence.  Funther than that, it is
part of the policy of this government
and its administration that any eof
these people who have been in this
country - less than two vears may, un-
der eertain circumstances and condi-
tions: which are well known, bhe sent
back to the ecountry whence they
came on proper demand b2ing made
and proper procédure being taken.
I these pcople are objectionable, they
can easily be sent away. But that
can only be done under the law on
the demand of the municipal authori-
ties, If the municipal authorities do
pot se¢ fit to make such a demand this
government is powerless to act.

The Doukhobors.

As regards the Doukhobors, T have
nothing to say for or against them.
They havé been in this ceuntry seven
VOears. There were about 8,09 of
them altogether.  They have been, as
my hon. friend from Mackenzie (Mr.
(Cash) has said, moral, law abiding
and industrious, and. in every way
worthy residents -except that they
have not, a3 a whole, taken . upon
themselves the responsibilities and
the. rights of citizenship. But in
morality, industry, thrift and law
abiding eharacter, and in their en-
thusiastic beliei: in the Christian re-
ligion, they are not second to any
class of our population. It is omly
fair that that much should be said gn
their behalf.  Theré- was the objec-
tion made for somie;fjine ‘they were
holding a large amount-df land which
hey were not. cultivating, contrary to
the spirit and letter of our land laws.
But that situation has been changed.

The land they held in. excess :is now|

necupied by other people, - They have
heen here seven years, during which
they have added to the wealth of the
country by production on their farms,
by labor on our railways and in the
voods and in ‘othér ways. They have
nterfered with nobody. © They have
enterprises which arga credit to them
ad a model: to other pdople, and I
am- very sorry that such expressions
should have been uSed towards them
as we have heard today. These ex-
pressions could only have been used
out of a lack of kmowledge of the
facts. I cannot imaginé that -auy
hon. gentleman would so distort the
iact, if he really Knew the facts as
they are.

Mr. Lancaster—The hon: gentleman
has said that this government is vot
responsible in any way jor the pre-
senee -of these people.

House Endorsed Doukhobors Coming.

Mr. Oliver—The government of that
day was certainly responsible for the
presence of the Doukhobors, but  its
poliey in that regard was unanimous-
lv endorsed by this House, barring, 1
beliave, my hon. friend and
so far as-I know,

Where Responsibility Lies.

But I did say that the government
was not responsible in any way, shape
or manner for the - hnmigrants to
whom “my hon. friend from Huron
took such strong objection. that i3 te
say, the immigrants principally from
the old country who are now ‘wnem-
ployed in some of the cities and cen-
tres of population in Ontario.

Mr: Lancaster—Who are
sible?

Mr. Oliver—The charitable associa-
tione and orgaunizations of the old
country in a large degree; so far as
we have beqn able to discover, and we
have foilowed up the matter very
carefully, both on the other side of the
water and on this.

'friend has given me the ‘oppertunity

of stating.the case as it is, because I
can easily see that if a largs number
of our people have the same idea &=
my hon. friend from - Beauhamois;
our immigration policy can . scarcely
be very popular in the ecountry. 1
wish to repeat that the Deapartment of
Immigration does not, and, so far as
[ am aware, with the exeéption of
these Douvkhobors who have been men-
tioned; never has paid a part of the
passaga of any immigrant. The policy
of assisted immigration is absolutely
contrary to the immigration poliey of

this government.
the practice of the governmemt ‘is to
spend large amounts of meney for pub-
licity, to draw the favorable attention
of desirable people to this country;
but whilke it has spent and is spend-
ing, and I belicve "~ is- prepared to
spend, large sums of meney for pub-
licity, it has not, does not, and is not
going te spend one cent for assistance.
1t spends money for publicity in seud-
ing agents to the 'countries irom which
we desire’ ingmigrants; -t spends
money for-publicity in printing litera-
ture, in advertising in- newspapers,
and in paying a bonus to ticket
grants' to ‘Canada‘rather than ‘to the
who ‘come to ‘Canada. :

Mr. Bergeron—How much is paid?

Mr. Oliver—Five dollats-per head
on certain classes; but that.is not in
any ‘way - assistance -to the immi-
grant. * It is'a part‘of the campaipn
of publidity, and is' an inducemnint to
the bocking agent to direet the immi-
grants- to Canada rather thanto the
United States.

Mr, Bergeron—Do we pay that -$5
per head also on the immigrants who
go to the United States?

Mr. Oliver—No.- T wish to state the
reason for paying that $5 per bead to
the booking agent. The steamship
lines run from ports in Great Britgin
to ports in the United States. The
booking agent, who holds an agency
for the different steamship lines, gets
his" commission from the stéamship
company for every ticket he sells;
whether it is to Canada or the United
States or anywhere else. By Canada
paying the booking agent a bonus on
each immigrant that he sends, it
must be evident that 'when an intend-
ing immigrant asks for a ‘ticket -to
Ameriea, it is te the interest of the
booking agent' to sell him -a ticket {o
Canada rather than one to the United
States.. It is on that primeiple that
the mongy is paid, but it is paid only
on eertain ‘claszes oi immigrants.

Mr. Urialh Wilson—Can the minis-
ter tell us on what percentage of those
who come to Canada the bonus  is
paid?

Mr. Oliver—I cannot -tell that . off-
hand; but my hon. friend has a ques-
tion on the order paper, which will
come in due course on Monday next,
the answer to which will give him the
information; - and when he gets that
he will sce that we pay a bonus on
only a fraction of those who come.
We are not in any way responsible fer
the coming of the elasses who are ab-
solutely unlike the classes we specifi-
cally advertise 1or, Our literature
states very distinctly the only classes
we want, the only classes we pay for
or instruet any of our agents to in-
duce to come to this country.

Mr. Uriah Wilson—Everybody seems
to-have known of this wundesirable
class coming to this country, except
the govermiment. If they had three
or four years ago taken the = steps
which they are now taking, by pass-
ing an order in council not to allow
any to come without the endorsement
of an officer in England, we would
prebably have been saved. a . great
deal bf the present paupetrism in this
country. %

Mr: Oliver—There is no doubt about
that. - The action we have taken re-
cently ‘might hrave been-taken: prefit-
ably some time before; but the neces:
sity for doing it did not arise until
recently: At the last session of this
parliament* the immigration . depart-
ment was . eriticised, and criticised
very strongly, 1 do not say very ably,
both by a-gentlerian sitting on -this
side and by geveral gentlemen sitting
on the other "side;  because of the
scarcity of help in ‘BEastern Canada
and because due measures were -not
taken to supply the demand then ex-
isting. © While we might - be .aware
that there were people .coming whom
we did not induce to come, yet so long
as there wag such a demand for labor
as evidently did exist at that time, so
long as there was room and oppor-
tunity for these people, it did mnot
seem to us that it was our place to
raise objections to them.. But as
soon as the conditions changed; and
it became ‘apparent that it was ne-
cessary to put a check-upon this class
of immigration, forthwith we proceed-

Mr. Oliver—Wall,: we try to keep
track of theé - immigrants . for. some
time after their arrival, and when we
find that any of them have passed
over to the Btates; bonuses are not
paid on those men. * The bonus, of
course, is-not paid immediately on the
arrival of the immigrant, not until
some time afterwards; and if we find
after the -bonus has been- paid that
the immmigrant had cressed the line;
that amoumt is deducted “irom the
noxt payment that we' mmake to -that
booking agent.

JAPAN AND CHINA FRIENDLY.
Central Government Never Seriously
Worried Over Tatsu Incident.

Tokio, March 27.—Foreign Minist:v
Hayashi made a statement toda
tha Diet in reference to the Tatsu in-
cident. He related the history of the
case as has already been - published
and said that the reeord had net yet
been received at the foreign office.
He wished to say empbatically -that
the Chinese Central Government had
shown a friendly attitude to -Japan
and a desire for the  continuance of
friendly relations by conceding an
ample reparation.

Regarding the seizure of the Japan-
ese fishing vessel, Kaio Maru, near
St. Paul islands by the United States
government, Mr. Hayvashi said that
negotiations were pending and that it
was premature to make an - official
statement.

In the matter of the Kantao bound-
ary, the Minister of Fore Affairs
said that this was an old dispute be-
tween - Korea -and Ching and 'that it
wonld- probably involve lengthy nego-
tiations. - In fact the boundary had
not v2t been fixed.

Regarding the forcible seizure of the
Tien Peshan mine, near Kantao by
Chinese troops, Minister Hayashi said
that this matter was included in the
Kantao negotiations-and that “when
the boundavy was fixed the mine ques-
tions would be considered.

Regarding anti-Japanese’ fecling’ by
the Central Government of China, he
said he was unable tor discover the
slightest cvidenece of uniriendlines:
China is a vast country with  millio
of people, of whem a portion was
probably anti-Japanese, but that it
14 impossible to influence the entire
population. 1t is beyond the scope
of the Japanese foreign office to reach
all seetions of China, and it will take
time to prove to universal satisfaction
Japan’s good intentions towards lier
neighber.

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THE FALL FAIR.

The Exhibition Assoeiation an-
nounce that a fall fair will be held in
Fdmonton early in October. The an-
nouncement will be -received with
gratification by ‘all who have desired
to see am annual display of the ma-
tured products- of the farm and gar-
den and who ‘re¢ognize the value of
such display, both as an educator of
our own people and as an object les-
eon to the stranger.” It is now about
ten years since & fall fair was held in
Edmonton. The older residents will
recall the splendid displays which be-
fore thaf time attested annually the
fertility of oursoil and the favorable-
neéss of our climate, Since that time
neither farmers nor citizens have seen
& océmprehénsive collection of the
irnits of the earth, As a result neith-
er the citizen nor even the farmer has
an - accurate idéa of what is being
grown in the country. “We have lost
the education such "annual displays
would ‘have ‘given ourselvés and the
beneficial results they wounld have
produced “abroad. %

The record of the Association is as-
surance that so far as they are con-
cerned  nothing will. be left undone
to make the fair a suecess. Suitable
prizes will be offcred; and an. adver-
tising campaign carried on. But this
is really -about all the Association can
do towdrd tlte success of the enter-
prise. Its real success must depend
on ‘the exhibitor, If he exhibits the
fair will be a success; if not, it can-
not be other than a failure, And as
the permanent benefits will accrue
largely to the exhibitor, it should be
to his interest to make the exhibition
one imn reality as well as in name.
The more &o, because the resumption
of the fall fair must be regarded as
something of an experiment. If this
venture is successful the fair will no
doubt become an annual event, Ii it
is not guccessful, it will be very diffi-
cult, if evén possible, to have.it con-
tinued,: If a fall fair would be benefi-
cial to the farmers, the gardeners, the
florists, the produce growers, it is up
to them to say so by cramming the
buildings with exhibits of all-manuer
of produce. Unless this is done, the
conelusion will- necessarily be that the
enterprise lacks the sympathy of thosc
whom dt is designed to largely bene-
fit, and without their sympathy it
cannot be continued and would -have
little reason for being continued.

The -time to plan exhibits for .:the
fair is now. - It will net be enough
that we have a -good display.. We
ehould have the best display practi-
cable, TIf 'the fair is adverticed as it
ehould be it will be attended by thou-
sands of . people from abroad, people
who contemplate coming here to live
but who wish first to see some practi-
cal demonstration of what the country
can produce. By.ithem-the exhibifion
will be faken as the best we can do,
and according .as- it. is creditable or
otherwise it will influence their deci-
sion to become residents of Alberta
or to go elsewhere, In holding the
fair ‘we 4re putting the country- on
trial before the world, It is for us to
eoe that tHe country’s case ia properly
presented, .

For seventeen years the-party Mr,
Borden heads directed the policy of
Canada( and his chief counsellors to-
day are the men whé then helped to
direct the party’s  course;  Never.in
those years did a proposal emanate
irom that party to adopt a.non-party
system of appointments nof to aban-
don the consistent practice: of aelect-
ing only political friends,

It “is a sigonal and significant cir-
camstance that the Opposition learn-
ed the evils of the “spoils system”
only when they begame an Opposition
aud abandoned hope of becoming m
measurable time anything else than
an Opposition, Egually significant is
it that the Provinecial friends of the
Opposition urge thé abandonment oi
the party patronage system only in
those Provinces in whic¢h they hava
not the ~ control of - the - patronage,
When and avhere they are the people
who make the appointments they arc
carefal that the appointments are
made only from among themselves.
When the making of appointments is
no longer theirs they become deeply
convinced of the iniquity of the prac-
tice,

That the patronage system, when
abused, has evils, is true. That some
measure will be adopted for mitigat-
ing those evils is practically. certain
in the near future, But whether Mr.
Forden’s method will be adopted isan-
ather matter, In the meantime Mr.
Borden has ample -opportunity to
prove that his method is even practic-
able, a point which requires demon-
stration. He asks the public to be-
lieve that his friends in New Bruns-
wick, in Ontario, in Manitoba and in
British Columbia would support him
in instituting a non-party system at
Ottawa while they support and de-
fend the party eystem at 8t. John, at
Toronto, at Winnipeg and at Victoria.
Ii he can persuade them to practice
in.the Provinces what he preaches
for the Dominion he at least would
establish that in.one point of poliey
he speaks for a united party. If iie
would even attempt to get them to
do-s0 he might reasonably claim siu-
ceprity in his proposal, Until he can
persuads his friende to apply his
scheme in the smaller spheres he can
ccarcely expect the public to believe
they would permit him to adopt it in,
the larger; and until Ne tries'tordo so
the sincerity of his proposal must rest
under a legitimate suspicion.

THE “RISING TIDE.”

Mr. Foster consoles himsecli with
the idea that the former Government
really did not do as badly as appear-
od, - True the statistics scemed to in-
dicate that they were making consid-
erable of a mess of things, even when
they compiled the statistics thcm-
selves. But, he argues, this was only
the preliminary performance neces-
sary‘to getting the “National” policy
under way, dnd the Government was
defeated just as the country began tp
rise on the ‘“wave of presperity’” it
had created.. According $o Mr. Foster
the present Government came into
power just in time to gain credit for
the good works of their predecezsors.
He adds the Government merely con-
tinued the poliey laid down by him-
self and his colleagues; and to prove
1t spends an hour condemning the
Government for destroying the tariff
he had established.

where have engaged in business and
increased their business eimply- be-
cause  they believed there was busi-
ness-for them to do, The wonder is
not that we have had .Prosperity.
With the public imbued with. such
epirit we could not well have any-
thing else,

To the Federal Government more
than to any other agency belongs the
credit for arousing this public spirit,
When that Government came into
power, the country was languishing
for some one to set the pace. A dis-
couraged people cannot be inapired
by theory. They must have an ex-
ample, and an example on a scale
comprehensive enough and conspicu-
ous enough to attract their attention
and hold it. That example the Gov-
ernment provided. When no one
would spend they began-to- spend lib
erally. When no one. would invest
they began to invest largely. When
no one expected progress they began
to clear the paths for progress. When
the people had about abandoned hope
they displayed a magnificent hope and
the courage to lay the foundations to
realize it. In the West, with all its
Jatent resources was recognized the
means of rejuvenating the country.
Settlers were bronght in, preparations
for new railways made, the land regu-
lations overhauled in the interest of
the man who wanted to till the soil,
public buildings provided as needed ;
in short, money was spent freely in
making the west a desirable place to
live and in attracting people to come
and live in it.

Optimism is contagious, and the
people caught the spirit of the Gov-
ernment’s policy. Splendid as have
been the material results of that pol-
icy, its finest fruitage has been the
sentiments of hope and courage and
confidence it awoke in the minds of
the people from sea to sea, Cana-
dians began to realize that to be such
was an henor and not a reproach;
that the country with a future was of
more consequence than the country
with a past; and that of all countries
Canada was essentially the country
with a. future. - The résult. 15" that
to-day Canadians from ocean to ocean
held a higher eoncépt -of the opportun-
itics offered by their country than the
most visionary darved to dream twelve
years_age.  And their concept i5 no
vague ideal, but a practical working
maxim which they are working out
each man in his own way and sphere.
Everywhere men are expecting better
things and laying broad the founda-
tions to accommodate them. Is it a
wonder, then, that Canada has been
prosperous in recent. years? How
could any country be other than pros-
perous with her people imbued with
such a epirit? ‘What wonder that we
out-rode the financial squall with less
damage than our mneighbors? How
else could it be ‘while we maintained
faith in the future? Strong public
confidence is the greatest creative and
preservative asset of a people. If the
Laurier Government had done no
more than call up that epirit in the
Canadian people, they would- have
paved the way for abundant and per-
manent prosperity,

THE PROPOSED PURCHASE.

t is gratifying to know that the
Provincial Government is willing to
purchase the Bell telephone lines in
the Province, that estimates of the
value have beén made and that on
the basis of these an offer will be
made for the lines. Duplication of
telephone systems means inconveni-
ence to the patrons and expense to
the owners of both the .competing
systems, The purpose of having a
provincial system dis to accommodate
the ‘telephone users of the Province
at a reasonable cost. The more com-
pletely the system .covers the Prov-
ince the greater will be the accommo-
dation and the more reasonable the
cost. A telephone system in the na-
ture of things ought to be a monopoly
and &o long as the people get the
benefit the more complete the mono-
poly the Dbetter, The extinction of
competitors is a necessary policy . if
Alberta’s system is to reach the maxi-
mum of ‘usefulness-and the minimum
of cost, This, of course, is very far
from saying that we should pay the
Bell Company whatever they may be
pleased to ask. We want their lines,
we are willing to pay. forthem, but
not at the rate of the Manitoba deal.

RUN THEM OUT.

The City Council did well to endorse
the Commissioners and the police in
rooting out the undesirable residents
of the northern portion of tHe city,
even in face of a largely signed peti-
tion against molcsting them,  This
petition, needless to say, was not sign-
ed by the residents of Norwood. Tney
petitioned for removal, and in the na-
ture of things they are the people
entitled to the final word.

Provincial Treasurer Mathe-
son is told to go on epending more
money, and the province will excuse
him on the ground.that this is “a
growing and progressive province.”’ 1t
is the voice of & loving father who
takes up the notes and F O U’s of his
spendthrift son with the philosophic
remark that boys will be boys. But
how different when he turns his eyes
towards Ottawa. These are evidently
no sons of his. They, too, have been
increasing their expenditures, but
there are no seoft phrases for them.
They ave scourged with a cat-o’-nine

THE BUDGET SPEECH.

Ottawa, March 18.—The Minister of
Finance: made -his budget &peech -in
the House of Commons on Tuesday-.
The surplus for the nine months’ pe-
riod from July 1st, 1906, to March 31st,
1907, was $16,427,167. This exceeded
his. estimate by $3,427,167; and was,
notwithstanding the shorter  period
occasioned by the change in the ter
mination of the fiscal year, the largest
surplus since confederation. Mr,
Fielding had estimated a revenue of
$65,000,000, but the .actual was $67.-
969,328; he had estimated a consoli-
dated fund expenditure oi $52,000,000,
{ and the actual was $51,542,161; an ex-
| cess in the revenue of $2,969,328 and
| & saving in the expenditure of $457,-
| 838

The post office showed a surplus of
revenue over expenditure of $1,082,171,
The operations of the department up
to 1902 resulted, said the Minister, in
deficits year by year. The surpluses
began. in 1803 with a-small one oi
$202.6564; and had continued without
intermission, growing larger with each
succeeding year, .-The revenue in-
creased from $2,964,014.in, 1896 to
$5,061,728 in 1907, while the expendi-
ture pnly increased. from  $3,665,011 to
$3,979,557. This change from a p¢
riod of deficits to one of surpluses
was coincident with a material reduc
tion ‘in the most important postal
rates; and was brought about in spite
of continuous expansion in the ser-
vice. In the nine months from July
1st, 1906, to March 3lst, 1207, for in-
stance, there was an increage of 236
in post- offices; 355 in postal note of-
fices; 115 in money- order offices; and
32 in savings banks. There was also
a large increase in the mileage of
mail service.

The Intercolonial railway account
showed an excess of revenue. -over
working expenses of $218,079; but on
‘the “Prinee ' Edward Island’ ¥ailway
there was an excess .of expenses ayer
revenue of $67,718.

The capital expenditure - for the
nine months ended March 3Ist, 1907,
including ' $5,537,867 -for the national
transcontinental railway, was $11,329,-
143; and the special expenditure on
bounties and railway<subsidies $2,906,-
833, With these’items added to the
consolidated fund expenditure, therc
was still @n excess« of Tevenue  of
$2,193,971; -and if the sinking- funds
of $1,177,146—which were simply tak-
en from one side of-the account and
placed on: the other—were reckoned
in, it would be found that the opeia-
tions of 1906-07 had resulted in a de-
crease of ghe net debt of Canada“by
$3,371,117.;

Since Confederation there had bgen
only six years in which reductions
were made in the public debt. One
stood to the credit of Sir Francis
Hincks in: 1871, another to Sir Leon-
ard Tilley.in 1837; and the remaining
four could be claimed by the present
administration. A moderate increase
in the public debt from time to time
was to be expected; but it would
surprise even their critics, to know
that at the end of 103 years only
$5,174,427 had been added: And this

Such a revenue, haewever, .would en-
able the country to retain .its.strong
financial position, It would defray
all consolidated . fund expenditure
and leave something for a gurplus.
Thirty millions of the capital account
appropriation would be .for the na-
tional transcontinental,

To enable the banks to handle the
crop in Western Canada, the govern-
ment loaned $5;315.000, all ‘of which,
with the exception ef $965.600, had
gince beeén returned.” It was loancd
at 4 per cent, for fifty days; 5 per
cent. for sixty; and 6 per cent. there-
after. “The Bank of England rate at
the time was 7 per ceut., and, as it
was not easy.

“The primary argument for govern-
ment rallways'is that they are a most
substantial asset to'the state. = The
aubgtitution for a desolate and unin-
habited wildernéss of a prosperous
and populows’ eotintry teeming with
industries, each paying its fair propor-
tion to the révenues of the state, is an
infinitely more valuable asset. And,
in: addition, government  supervision
of rates, and the principle of active
competition make jointly 'for better
service, and, on the whole, more
economical than where the ownership
and operation are vested in the
state, The question as to whether the
government’s ownership of the rail-
ways is<hetter poliey for the people is
only open for argument where aug-
mented population is no longer re-
quired, and all important industries
based upon the - peculiar conditions
and resources of the land are already
firmly establicshed. The railway may
then 'be looked upon simply as a
modern highway of the first class. In
a new country, however, it must first
b2 comsidered in the light of its great
importanee as a colonization factor.
When the railway is the property of
the crown, as in Australia and New
Zealand, it becomes inevitably 4o
very important part of the political
machine, deny as one may the intru-
gion of party influence. Railways are
built, maintained and operated be-
tween populous centres and through
populated country only after long and
impractical debate. The voting
strength lies as a rule with settled
communities, already enjoying the
advantages of railway communication,
and the representatives of such com-
munitics are prone to oppose large
expenditures in a direction away from
their loeal interests, which may in-
volve increased taxation upon their
cradulous constituents.

“But given a victory to new rail-
way ‘projects, the battle is but began.
dailway building under government
auspices and hedged about by the
necessities of political expediency is
infinitely more expensive than rail-
way building by the private enterprise
of trained men of large experience.

ialist in railway, affairs most compet-
ent to direct the business he has pmrh‘
his lifé study, and in which he is an
expert.

“To. view the matter: from another
standpoint: When private 1a|i}\\'n§' en-
terprise builds speculatively into new
country, the first objective is tne crea-
tion of traffic which will justify in the
cves of the capitalists interested the
large investments made. Ht_ncc we
goe these capitalists  infinitly the
more ready to venture further money
in co-operation with the prospector or
the miner in the development of Jus
claim, in the establishment of reduc-
tion ‘works, in the oquipmcnt of tim-
ber camps and the erection and opera-
tion of saw mills, in the exploitation
of ficheries, in the providing of pala-
tial “hotels, opera houses, etc~—in 2
hundred and one activities making for
the support of an industrious popula-
tion and the augméentation of the na-
tional wealth as well as the national
capacity for seli-support. These
sacondary ‘industrial investments are
each looked to to provide their legiti-
mate profit to the investors. . At the
same time they are ‘obyiously of the
greatest importance to the state, and
profits thus brought to the pockets of
the capitalists, supplementing the
earnings from their original railway
investments, enahle them to look with
equanimity upon lower dividends than
would be satisfactory in the event of
holdings = constituting
their only stake in the country.

“To those to whomi the dream of
natienalization appeals ‘so strongly by
veason of the vagueness in which all
allied cousiderations are understood,
it- may Le fairly said that the ex-
per‘u»nk:u of Australia and New Zea-
land proves the utter -mon-serviee-
ability of government railways as a
colonization agent. In Canada the
railway is a necessary forerunner of
settlement. In Australia“and New
Zealand the country mrust first be
settled up before it can induce the
government to provide railway facili-
ties. Indeed; the most, liberal policy
as to railway building adopted in the
southern Commonwealth (t_hut of
Quecensland) would be viewed in Car}t
ada as curiously shortssighted. This
policy. ig to. require a guarantee of a
substantial portion of the cost from
the applicants for a new railway line
then resident within the area' to be
benefited. How many railways would

The wage seale through-
out is one on which American railway
men would not consider for a moment.
Country of the Common People.

“New Zealand is pre-eminently the
country of the common people and the
elegances of polite life are little in ev:-
dence. Indeed there seems a restrained
antagonism verywhere toward the man
who asks for a' morning bath or a ser-
viette at table. That accommodation he
clean, cheap and wholesome is deemed
quite sufficient. The practical success
or failure of New Zealand’s Socialistic
doctrines is altogether a matter of view-
point. If the objective is any consider-
able individual or material prosperity,
New Zealand is the best country in the
world to keep away from. If one has
no other ambition than to get through
life as easily as possible, and exploit the
pleasures and the philosophies of the
simple life, it is ideal. Hore in America
the mass of the people find their chief oc-
cupation and enjoyment in making money
by the use of their utmost powers, and
developing the great country God has
given us. And we don’t begrudge a for-
tune to the man who shows unusual
business capacity, and employs it in ex-
ploitation of the country. In New Zea-
land it is axiomic that no one should he
richer than his neighbor, no matter if he
be shrewd and industrions, and his
neighbor a lazy fool. Labor legislation
has so penalized industrial enterprise in
New Zealand that no expansion is pos-
sible, and no capital seeks investment
there. ““Carrying on’”’ is the maximum
of present success. The men who grasp
large opportunities, and develop them are
agreed that New Zealand under present
conditions is no place for them, and have
left the country or are lem"ing it. And
under these conditions, with d weakened
market for labor, wages in all lines-are
lower than a Canadian artisan ‘would
ever dream of accepting. To fix a wage
for so many hours of lahor, regardless of
the variations in individual skill, exper-
ience, industry, application and special-
ized aptitude, seems on the face a prac-
tical dénial of the wisdom of the Creator
in not casting every man from the same
mental and physical mould. It also op-
erates forthwith in practice towards low-
ering the standard of individual efficien-
cy, crushing ambition ,and exiling in.
ventive genins. Where the laws of the
land prescribe the wage in all crafts
upon the basis of time-serving, the good
workman is bound to. deteriorate, and the
less efficient workman to cease striving
for self-improvement in his calling.
Manunfacturers and other large employ-
ers of labor in New Zealand tell you to-
day that the New Zealand workman is
painstaking and less ambitious than his
predecessor of a decade ago. And.it is
cnly natural, where legislation insists
upon the good workman and the bad be-.
ing equally rewarded. The whole systam
makes inevitahly for the lowering of the
standard of individual efficiency, whercas
under keen competition, the individual

may be his, to cultivate his industry and
skill, and oftentimes develop inventive
genius,

“And with all the legislative enact-
menta {ec compel improvement of the
worker’s condition in New Zealand, is it
improved? The market for his services
ia becoming daily more restricted. New
lines of enterprise are not springing up
for capital is not offering where .it is
challenged as an arch-enemy. The con-
stant harassing of established enterprises
reduces their capacity for payments out
even at the demands of labor. Wages
are low, and when the New Zealand
workman of to-day seeks fortune in any
of the high-wage countries, he finds that
he is no longer the equal of his fellow-
craftsinan - developed under competitive
conditions stimulative of individual ef-
ficiency.

Enfranchis:d Women.

“The influence of the woman vote is
very plainly seen in New Zealand, where
it seems to have already largely femin-
inized the national character. Public
business is conducted often in a very
petty way, and I have it from one of the
best known leaders in New Zealand’s af-
fairs that the woman vote is ever ex-
ercised illogically and- without regard {o
state financial respowmsibility or the busi-
ness capacity of candidates, ‘Enfranchis-
ed woman,’ said the New Zealand public
man to whom I refer, ‘was from the first
urged by the leaders of her sex that her
duty was to find out the probable candi-
dates, and institute searching inquiry
into their moral character and history.
That in many cases meant voting for the
respectable sweater who lives a life of
conjugal propriety, and by means of star-
vation wages drives many women on to
the street. If certainly suggested taat
every political organization of women be-
come a scandal-collecting machine, and
that’s not the way to do good work in
politics. There never was advantage ‘n
this unification of public and private fit-
ness. The most saintly man is very
often worse than useless as a practical
worker for his country’s good, and there
have been many great men—great patyi-
ots, great statesmen—who have had their
private failings, great also, which do not
destroy, however, the value of their sef-|
vice to their country. We have latterly
got a lot of hysterical, harmful laws up-
on our statute book, and the woman vot-
or is largely to be blamed. It is her dis-
position to fill' parliament with pictur-
#sque, well-meaning visionaries rather
than business wen.’

".\\'um:m-iuﬂunnced and labor-dictated
legislation, largely in liquor. regulation,
kindred lines, fils the New Zealand hori-
zon to the exclusion and neglect of legis-
lation designed for the exPloitation of
natural resources and the encouragement
of industrial activities—and industrial ex-
pansion and augmentation of population !
is naturally at a standstill. So long .as |
present political conditions contipue, it |
would seem inevitable that New:Zealand !
should advance materially. It is debar-
red from doing so. The policy of the
country is no longer expansive and cre-
ative. Tt is limited to the mechanical
and hampered conduct of established
business interests along ftradition lines,
and in a petty way. Thrift, economy,
frugality, tomperance, industry, produce,
however, a contented population in
which the average of comfort is high and
poverty as unusaal as wealth, Small,
comfortable cottage homes, prettily set

lowed the nationalization programmiein their well-caved:for grounds are ev-

erywhere. Clean streets, - fine public
buildings; geod librdries, well appointed
parKs, a geperal appreciation of hreks
and art, and a commen speech unmairad
by grossness, profanity or slang, tastify
to the fine average character of a people
satisfied with their humble lot, but pro-
ducing few men of action and enterprise
—men capable of the heroic. The captain
of industry is an exile from the new Do-
minion.

He would be manifestly indiscreet
who would snggest disparagement of the
distinetive virtues of New Zealand, but
in & new country one looks rather for
crudéness and ewvergy, the indomitable
spirit of pieneering conquest—hreadth—
force—virility. And for these one looks
in New Zealand vainly:

“And yet one must come back to the
philosophical viewpoint %f New Zealand
in striving to give a fair verdict upon
the success or. failure of New Zealand’s
political doctrine. Judged from the
standpoint of comercialism, which is
the only viewpoint known in Ameriea,
the New Zealand system is a colossal
blunder. 1t does not makefor the ex-
ploitation of the resources of the coun-
try—it does not make: for wenlth—or |
national industrial growth and expansion
—or augmented population. But it has
produced, or at all events the product
is in'evidence, an absence of dire poverty
a fairly even balance of comfort and con-
tent for the entire population; a temper-
ate, orderly, law-abiding peaple, whose
talk with their fellows is last of all has-
ed on the acquisition of money which
with the American is usually the all-en-
grossing subject.”

OPEN DOOR FOR HINDUS.

But the Hundreds -t Honz)Kong Have
Not Started Canadaward.

Vanecouver, B.C.,Mar. 26—Hundreds
of Hindus are in Hong Kong-waiting
to come to Vancouver. All these men
are from Calcutta, wlhere they bought
transportation to - this coast. There
was no trouble brewing in Britich
Columbia which was likely to inter-
fera with their landing here when they
left their native land, but things. were
different by the time they reached
Hong Kong and there thoy are held
pending 1 settlement of the various
questions affecting their right to cn-
ter Canada. :

The last bars standing against the
entrance of thesc Hindus are now
down, but no attempt has been made
to rush them across the Pacifie. It
is learned that there are no Hindua
on the C. P. R. steameiip Empress of
China, due to reach Vancouver next
Monday nor are there any on the
steamship Lennox, which leit ¥long
Kong yesterday for Vancouver. It ia
evident that the C. P. R, are waiting
developments. Judge Grant has given
permission for the cross-examination
of all aliens who wish to become Brit-
ich eubjects. This is the first time
that a similar order has been. made
in Canada in forty ,.ars.

Regarding the Japanese,  Chinese
and Hindus, Judge Grant said: “With
hundreds ‘of these immigrants who
ssck naturaliation, action has come
to be purely a'matter of fotm. It is
argued before mo that many of these
Japanese not only rétain allegiance to
the mikado while making allegiance
to King Edward, -Lbut are under bonds
to ifriends and relatives - to-return: to
the flowery kingddm “whén  ecalled
upon.” - There are - fifty applieants
from almost every part of the globe
now awaiting natuwralization .in Van-
couver. On naturalization certificates
alone can they obtain fishing licenses
and other privileges.

IMMENSE INCREASE
INU. S. IMMIGRATION

Returns For January and ‘February
Show Increase of 61 Per Cent. Ov-
er Same Months Last Year—In-
crease in Immigration From All
Sources 27 Per Cant.

Ottawa, March 26—"7ihe immigration
influx inte Canada ior January and |
February, from the United St:‘m-s,{
shows an increase of 61 per cent., as
compared with January and February
of last year. The immigration for the
same period. through ocean ports
shows a decrease of 56 per cent. For
the eleven months, ending with Feb- |
ruary, the total immigration to Can-|
ada was 246,999, compared with 194,
082 for the same period in the previous
yvear, or a total increase of 52,917. The
total arrivals by ocean ports were
194,900, as against 141,240, or an in-|
crease of 53,566 over the «cleven|
months ending February, 1907. The
arrivals from the United States were
52,003 as compared with 52,842 last
vear, a decrease of 749. The percent-
age of . increase in the total immigra-
tion is 27 per' cent, for the eleven
months, The increase by o¢ean ports
is 38 per cent, and the decrease from
the United States one per cent,

LORD CHIEF JUSTICE COMING.

Man Who Handed Over Alaska To
U.S. To Visit Vancouver.

Vancouver, B.C., March 26.—Lord
Alverstone, the Lord Chief Justice of
England, and a number of other not-
ables of the English bench and bar,
as well as a number of distinguished
Lastern Canadian and American jur-
ists, will in all probability visit Van-
couver toward the end of August of
this year, The ocecasion will be the
annual meeting of the American Bar
Association, whieh meets this year at
Beattle, the session opening on August
25th.

The American Bar association is the
national association of the United
Btates which holds meetings annually
in different cities. The session is al-
ways a notable occasion; and this year
promises to be unusually interesting
on account of the expected presence
of a distinguished Old Country con-
tingent headed by the Lord Chief Jus-
tice,

The exact programme has not yet
been decided upon, but it is probable
that tha British Columbia Law society
will extend an invitation to the Am-
erican Bar Association to visit British
Columbia on that ocecasion, the sug-
gestion being that the visitors be ask-
ed to attend an excursion which will
visit both Victoria and Vancouver. It
will be the first time that a Lord Chief

ORCHARD 1S NOT TO DIE.
Trial Judge Rectimimends Omission of
‘Death Penalty,

Boise, -Tdaho, March 26,—Governor
Gooding will to-day receive official
notice, as is required by law,.from
Judge Fremont Wood of the sentence
of ‘Harry Orchatd, the self-confessed
purderer of Tormer Governor Steunen-
berg. ‘Judge Wood, in speaking of
the matter yesterday, gaid:

“By the statutes of Idaho, the com-
mohn lat-is made the rule of decision
in all cases nmot inconsistent with the
legislative laws of the United States
and of the state,

“In the commeon law, when the
¢court or magistrate accepted an ac-
complide as ‘a witness. against a co-
deéfendant, the law implied a promise
on the part of &uch court or magis-
trate to- recommend such accomplice
to the mereciful consideration of the
state, provided the accomplice thus
accepted ns witness was subsequent-
v ‘convicted of the same offence,
TN right, however, 1o such - reec-
ommendation fot clemency depends
upon the accomplice thus accepted as
a Avitness testifying ‘fully and fairly
to the entire transéction involved, and
it 'is this fact that makes it necessary
for the trial court to review t}w._x:\‘f-
dence of the accomplice ‘beiore. judi-
¢inlly determining that sueh actom-
plicd is entitléd to the recommenda-
tions of the court for any degreée ot
executive clemency. :

mond Mining companies. .Through a
powerful Léndon syndicate, the pro-
duct of these two companies is sold to
the cutters.

“On March 21st cable advices weve
received here from London stating
that the De Beers ahd the Premier
Diamond -Mining companies had made
a contract in which they agréed ‘that
there shall not be the elightest re-
duction from the present prices of
diamonds, The statements of all par-
ties interested in. this important in-
dustry must undoubtedly evidénce the
tact that the same cohservative policy
that has always prevailed in the past
will be firmly maintained.”

CHINESE MARRIAGE PACT.

Sacred Public Document of China Dis-
covered in Germany,

Berlin, March 26.—One of the Chin.
cse most sacred public documents, u
marriage contract of the reigning Em-
peror Kwhnghsue, date February 26th,
1889, has been discovered in Germany
angd formally hainded gver to the Chin-
ose government. The document had
been missing from the archives ‘of the
Imperial palace since the visit paid to
Pekin by the allied armies in the sum-
mer of 1900, It is supposed to have
found ifs way to Germany in the l:(oep-
ing of one of the Kaiser's subjects,
who happenéd to beé present when the
various representatives of western civ-
ilization helped themselygs to souven-
irs capable of removal, The marriage
contract consists of a gorgeous plece
of gilk four feet in length, and a foot
wide, which folds up in a cufious
manuner until it assumes the form of a
tahcy wallet, richly emblazoued with
dragons ‘and other artistic emblems of
the Chinese dynasty, and recites the
soletnn conditions ¢f the sacred pact
in Otiantal terms. Ever gince the dis.
appearance of the docunient the €hin-
ése diplomatic representatives in all
parts of the world have condueted an
exhaustive search, but for nearly eight
years they were baifled, The docu-
ment was not logated until a dew
weoks ago in a -village im Sduthern
(Germany, -in possésgion of a tavern
l.eepér, who hud not the slightest no-
tion of its tremendous import, and
thought it lookéd as well on his wall
as any multi-coloved .pill advertise-
ment. Beifore the contraet is sent
back ‘to €hina it will be carefully
serutinized , by Oriental scholars and
raproduced so that a copy may be kept
in Europe as a curiosity.

Dr. Tory Announces Number of
Students Prepared to Entex New
University in Fall.

(From Friday’s Bulletin,)

Between 30 and 40 students in the
provinee will be prepared to énter the
new Alberta tniversity in the fall of
1908 to take university work. This was
the estimate made by Dr, H. M, Tory,
president of the Alberta university,
who, since his appointment, has visit-
ed the majority- of the high schools
in the province, and is thus in a posi-
tion to estimate very closely the num-
ber who will be ready and willing to
take university courses.

The question of whether classes of
the new university will be opencd
this fall will be diseussed and decided
at the first meeting of the Senate,
which takes place in the Odd Fellows
hall; Stratheona, Monday March 30th,
at 10.30 a.m. In view of the number
ready to attend the university this
fall, it is probable that the Senate
will decide that classes shall be start-
ed, Dr. Tory will present a report
on the work to be taken up.at the

will be invited to be present on this
occasion and deliver addresses.

In the event of the Senate deciding
to open university classes in the fall,
Dr. Tory, président of the university,
will leave forthe east on Wednesday
on & two months’ trip.

FARMERS' BANK TO EXTEND.
Deal Concluded by Which Operations
Will be Largely Extended.

Toronto, Mar. 26—The Farmers’
Bank of Canada has just concluded
an important finaneial deal with west-
ern capitalists by which its operation
will be largely extended in the west
and on the ceast. “A number of pio-
minent western business men and fin-
ancial men, contracted with the Bank
of Winnipeg and British Columbia
financiers, have  subscribed {for the
unsubsceribed stock of the Farmers’
bank with a view to making the latter
one of the big banks of the west. The
charter -had been secured for the Bank
of ‘Winnipeg but- has not been exer-
ciged. ' The taking up of the unsub-
acribed stock of the Farmers’ bank
by those behind- the Bank ‘of Winni-
peg will bring the subscribed capital
of the Farmers’ band.to $1,000,000. It
is the intention to have five directors
elected from Winnipeg and the west.
Thé branch will be opened in Winni-
peg within two or three months, and
branches in the principal places in
the west, sa soon as business and
capital will warrant., Col. James Mun-
roe, M.L.A. for Somth - Oxford, will
continue us president of the bank and
W. -R. Traverse general manager. The
yice-president will Be a- prominent
Winnipeg business raan,

10 MAKE OFFER
FOR BELL PLANT

Hon. W, H. Cushing, Armed With
Valuation of Line, May Make
Offer of Purchase.

(From Wednesday's Bullétin.)

That a _definite offer will shortly be
made on behalf of the Alberta govern-
ment to purchase the plant of the
Bell Telephone Company in Alberta is
now practically assured. It is un-
derstood that Hon. W. H. Cushing,
minister of public works, is now on
his way east and will meet General
Manager Size, of the Bell Company,
in Montreal, to make a definite pro-
posal regarding the purchase. Not
will Mr. Cushing be in the position of
Premier Roblin of Manitoba or Hon.
Robert Rogers in their negotiations
with the Bell Telephone Comnpany. In
spite of the lack of co-operation by the
Bell company, the agentz of the  Al-
berta government have made a careful
inventory of the Bell plant in -the
province and have reported on the
exact condition of the line in the pro-
vince.  The line has been found to
be in good condition, and Mr., Cush-
ing in making an offer will have the
exact valuation of the plant at hand.

The result of these negotiations will
be await2d with intercst by Albertans.
The Bell company have already inti-
mated their willingness to dispese of
their plant in Albérta, and if the
price offered is satisfactory it is pos-
sible that the deal will bhe closed
shortly.

NO UNIVERSAL SUFFRAGE.

In Germany—Von Buelow Explains
the Reason for its Non-Institution.

Berlin, Mar. 26—Speaking in the
Reichstag today, Chancellor Von Bue-
low gave another negative reply to
the proposal for a seciet and universal
suffrage in the election of members
to the Prussian and other diets. “Such
a .course,” he declared, “would mean
that one oi the states belonging to the
federation would obtain an overwhelm-
ing inflaence in the decisions of the
federal couneil.””. He ‘hsserted . that
T Y™ ey We-Reichstag, who
were not fetish wotrshippers, were op-
posed to universal ‘suffrage, Amid
iaughter, the chancellor compared the
sifuation in various of the states of
the _empire. where they do not enjoy
universal suffrage with the condition
of Hayti, where manhood suffrage ex-
isted, asking which was the better off.
He explained that the.separate states
were different from the empire. Each
state had its local questions to de-
cide, whereas the Reichstag dealt with
the more important affairs of the em-
pire.

EXPECTS A GOOD SEASON.

C.P.R. ‘Land Sales Fell Off During
Stringency, But No Reductions,

Montreal, March 26.—F. T. Griffin,
land commissioner, of the Canadian
Pacific railway, arrived in the city
this morning from Winnipeg to con-
fer with the executive regarding plans
for coming season. ‘He says the mon-
ey stringency has caused considerable
falling off in sales of land in the
West, and that very few transactions,
comparatively speaking, are now be-
ing put through, The price of land,
however, shows mo tendency toward
raduction, will be maintained at fully
last season’s figures, éven if it does
fot increase. As far as his depart-
nent is concerned the coming season
will not be a phenomenal one, but
there is every indication that business
will be good. nevertheless.
