To American I.mporters Who Wish to
Obtain :Christmas -Goods Manufae-
fured jin Germany gud Austria.

Washington, August 30.—Congoes-
sions in the enforcement against
American .commerce of the RBritish
Order-in-Council were announced to-
day as a result of informal negotja-
tions just completed by the foreiga
trade advisors .of the State Depart-
ment.

The British Ambassador Sir Cecil
Spring-Rice assured the trade advis-
informal .representa-
tions in cases where the British or-
ders have caused “undue hardship”
to Aemrican commerce will receive
special consideration.

The Ambassador called at the State
Department personally to explain -the
extent of the British concessions,
which are especially iﬁtended to meet
the growing complaint of American
importers that the Chrigtmas trade
is threatened by failure to obtain
goods made in Germany and Austria,
for awhich .they had contracted.

Generally speaking, it 'is the-inten-
tion of the British Government +to
permit the passage through the block-
ade lines of goods for which the
American importers have entered .in-
to contract with -German and Aus-
trian firms. Heretofore it has Jbeen
required that the money ghall have
actually been paid for the goods. Noaw,
it will be sufficient to show that ‘they
were regularly comtracted for,  and
that the American importer is really
the person responsible for them, and
title rests with him. Geods valued'at
many millions of dollars have accu-
mulated . at ‘Rotterdam and .await
transportation to the United States.
The .order applies to .these, but whe-
ither it will extend to goods yet :in
German factories, -but under contract
ifor delivery on' this side of ‘the Atlan-
tic, is yet undetermined.

The success of private interests in
London represented by special .attor-
neys in securing the release of about
$600,000 worth of such .goods now .on
the docks is .explained at the British
Embassy here as due.to the fact that
the local attorneys there were able
to sccure and -present to -the British
authorities the proof required as to
the character of the goods and ithe
conditions .of contract. Now it is
planned to permit American import-
ers to present proof .at the British
Embhassy here, which, it is ;helieved,
will greatly facilitate importations.

The entire responsibility for -the
holding up of dyestuffs of German
manufacture intended for America is
placed by the British authorities oa
the German Government and 4t is
alleged that a contrary impression
has been sought to be created because
of ill-feeling .against Great Britain.
To setitself straight in this matter,
the British Embassy issued -the fol-
lowing statement: April 14, a for-
mal notice was issued by the Britigh
Government that they -would -allow
ghipments .qf
dyestuffs ywhich were paid for by de-

divery in Germany .of certain cotton

cargoes, to pass without interference,
provided 'the wessels sailed .under a
neutral  flag; ‘that the shipments -were
made from Rotterdam, -and the dye-
stuffs consigned to the Secretary of
Commerce for -distribution  directly -tp
the Textile Industries.,

“This offer, -which -was .refused shy
Germany, still holds good.”
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Frightiulness a Failure

The story of the raid by German
aircraft in the Eastern counties of
Ingland, will doubtless develop as
others- have done, into a story of
destruction of property and the lives
of non-combatants. The policy of the
War Office of giving no particulars
as to the localities of such raids is
sound, as it does not permit the Ger-
mans to learn from these visits the
localities of munition works, training
camps, warship yards and fortifica-
tions. There is a notable difference
hetween the policy of the Huns and of
the Entente in that respect. The En-
tente are using their' aircraft on the

bases, trenches, the fortifications, the
railway communication and the sub-
marine bases of the enemy. In these
military efforts the air-flotilla provid-
ed by private subscriptions in New-
foundland will take a notable part,
and as the war progresses, the air-
fleet provided by the Governments and
such notable gifts as that of New-
foundland and the Prince of Baroda
will give the Entente a notable su-
periority @n this mode of warfare. The
same contfast between a policy of
frightfulness and military effective-
nesgs is seen in submarine warfare.
No such deeds as the destruction of
innocent men and women on board
merchantmen disgrace the record of
the British Navy or their Allies.
Britons unborn will have no cause to
blush for such wholesale murder as
that perpetrated on those aboard the
Lusitania. British submarine com-
manders will have such proud records
as the destruction of war vessels
around the Heligoland bases, the
penetration of the Baltic and the sink-
ing of German warships there and in
the Gulf of Riga, and such deeds
against warships, transports and
blowing up of bridges on lines of
communication as have been accom-
plished in the Dardanelles, the Sea of
Marmora and the harbor of Constan-
tinople. The record of the British
Navy has always been marked by hu=
manity, and in spite of the temptation |
of reprisals to the German Naval men
who have stood by and allowed Brit-
ish sailors to perish without lifting a
hand to help them and jeered at them
when drowning. British sailormen
will do nothing which will disgrace
their proud escutcheon. The policy
of frightfulness has- no military val-
ue. It fails in its obiect of frighten-
ing the nation which has ever been

- ~eminent for valor and determination,

and it brings everlasting disgrace on
those who resort to it.

A. Jackson,
had recovered from the wounds he
received at Ypres and had left Etaples, !
France, the British hospital base, the
day prevnous (Monday last) for Flan-
ders to rejoin his regiment. He was
one month under treatment, has fully
recovered and, according to the mes-
sage to his father, is as fit
anxious to serve as when war broke
out. - It is earnestly hoped that Lieut.
Jackson will emerge from the battle-
field with merited honours.

Latest messages received
by the Marine & Fisheries Depart-
ment from Cape Harrison, Macovick,
Holton, Grady, Smokey, American
Tickle, Domino and Battle Harbor
state that there is little or no fishing
being done at these places and that
the weather is very backward, rain
showers being - frequent,

Fishery Report.

Sept. 4.—From W. White (Trouty to
Port Rexton).—The total catch is 3,-
330 qtls. and for last week 20. Only
50 boats are fishing. Owing to the
unusual scarcity of bait of any kind
except mussels, practically nothing
was done with cod this week.

Sept. 4. From T. Hogan (Carbon-
ear to Western Bay).—Prospects are
poor for all fishing and no squid is
obtainable though there is just a sign
of herring. The catch to date is 2,725
qtls. with 50 for last week. Six traps
and 40 punts are fishing.

Sept. 4. From J. White , (Colinet
Island to 'Head of Salmonier)—Sixty’
dories and skiffs and 20 boats, but no
traps are fishing. There is a good
sign of cod and prospects would be
fairly good if bait were obtainable.
There is just a sign of squid.

shores of the Gulf of Riga. Westward
of Dvinsk and Vilna the Russian of-
fensive has held up the Germans for
more than a week, and to military
observers those two towns seem fair-
ly safe unless the invaders are able
to bring up strong reinforcements.
East and southeast of Grodno the
Russians have taken up new positions
across the river Stchara and its nu-
merous tributaries, and’ are protect-
ing a network of railways which run
eastward and northward to the in-
terior of the country. To the south-
east among forests and swamps at the
northedstern edge of the Pripet
marshes, a great battle is in progress
between the army of Prince Leopold
of Bavaria, and troops of the Russian
centre, the latter, having at last elect-
ed to make a stand amid the Pripet
marshes. German Field Marshal Mac-
Kenzen is working hard for a decisive
result.. He reports he has taken two
Russian positions. Still another bat-
tle *is being fought for the triangle
fortifications further south, of which
Rovno and Dubno remain in the
hands of the Russians. The Austri-
ans and Russians are facing .each
other across the Sereth river in Gali-
cia, where fighting continues. The
stand which the Russians are making
suggest that their supply " of muni-:
tions is ample. . A Petrograd corres-
pondent says the ammunition short-
age of the Russians has been cor-
rected, and while the production ' is
slow it is incessant.

SEEKING A PRETEXT TO ABAN-

A MERITED TRIBUTE.

PARIS, Sept. 7.
Since the outbreak of the war,
Grand Duke Nicholas, cousin of the
Emepror of Russia, has been in com-
mand of the armies of Russia, and in
this capacity achieved much fame.
Military critics, not only of Russia,
but of other nations, rated him ' as
one of the ablest generals of the war-
ring nations. Although his armies
suffered a long series of reverses
since the beginning of the great Aus-
tro-German offensive movement in
May, their leader has been credited
with conspicuous strategic success
during this period, as well as in the
earlier part of the.war when he was
leading his armies forward victori-
ously. His main accomplishments
were the extrication of the bulk . of
his forces from the Austro-German
enveloping movements in Galicia, and
later in Russian Poland, when he
again drew out’his armies, this time
from the dangerous Warsaw salient.
The message from Emperor Nicholas
to President Poincare does not make
it clear whether the Grand Duke
Nicholas has been superceded by the
Emperor. During the last few weeks
there has been severe criticism of the
conduct of the war by the Russian
authorities. The Minister of War,
General Soukhomlinoff, -has resigned,
and the formation of a coalition Gov-
ernment has been under discussion.

HESPERIAN SUNK BY SUBMARINE

WASHINGTON, Sept. 7.
The commanding officers of the
sunken liner Hesperian, in a joint
affidavit forwarded the State Depart-
ment to-day, declare that from the
fragments of steel which fell on the
deck, it was undoubtedly shown that

the ship was struck by a torpedo.
Commander  Main and the first and
second officers made the affidavit

which was cabled by American Con-
sul Frost at Queenstown. They as-
serted the torpedo struck the ship
about eight fet below the water line.
Steel fragments flew about the deck
with large quantities of water, and
they declared there was a strong
odor as of a high explosive. That the
Hesperian had a six-inch gun on
board, which had been painted service
grey, would not have been observed
at all through the periscope of the
submarine. DBesides the civilian pas-
sengers on board, it was stated by the
officers that; there were forty Cana-
dian soldiers, “some invalided with
others attending them, on board. They
were not organized nor travelling as
a unit, the officers declared. Only a
slight panic attended the attack, the
affidavit stated. Calls for. assistance
by wireless and rockets brought one
warship by nine o’clock and two more
by ten in the morning. The vessel
had not been under convoy before the
attack. The officers asserted that no
submarine had been sighted, and they
expressed doubt as to whether, in the
failing light, one could have been ob-
served.

MONTREAL, Sept. 7.

PROBLEMS OF THE CABINET.

Four great subjects must now be
engaging the continuous and anxious
attention of Ministers. Decisions and
developments in aection cannot be
much longer deferred. First, there is
the supreme question of munitions,
not in relation to the struggle as it
was before the fall of Warsaw, but
as it now is in Western Russia. Our
ally can ‘exert her numerical prepon-
derance in fighting manhood only if
she is proportionately equipped witi
guns and ammunition. The durabil-
ity of the alliance with Russia de-
pends in the last resdrt, on her abil-
ity to free her soil from the enemy,
and upon ours in aiding her. The
solidarity or ‘the break-up of allian-
ces is determined by the facts of war;
and the present task of this Govern-
ment is that of creating and shaping

such new facts of war as will make |

it inconceivable that Russia
either be forced or seduced to de-
tach herself from the Entente. The
second great subject before the Cab-
inet is the organization of the entire
manhood of the State for war, and
this raises-the issue of compulsory
service, which must soon be decided
affirmatively or negatively. The use
to be made of the National Régister
(which is now being compiled by
means of blank forms left at every
house in the country) must proceed
on one principle or the other. In
this issue there are the elements of a
political upheaval; it would be unde-
sirable to say more. Thirdly, there is
the question, to be decided in consul-
tation with the Allies, as to the thea-
tre of war in which the next great
effort is to be made—whether in
France and Flanders or the.Gallipali
Peninsula or both. But action here
may be imposed by the enemy.
Fourthly, there is the question of or-
ganizing the civilian population not
employed on munitions so as to at-
tain the highest possible level of in-
ternal production. This is not at the
moment urgent, but plans have to be
laid for a year hence, perchance for
some years,-when there may be diffi-
culties in financing the war, and the
standard of comforf in all grades of
society may be lowered. The lines
of action have to be thought out and
formulated ahead.

War condi-
tions have whetted the public taste in
this direction, and booksellers say it
is not to be an ephemeral phase of
their business. While the sellers of
new books are, as I have indicated,
more cheerful than they were, the
dealers in second-hand volumes are
doing better than might reasonably
have been expected. Changed -cir-
cumstances have .compelled many
people to resort to the second-hand
shops. Considerable purchases have
also been made for the entertainment
of- the convalescent soldiers, many of
whom have developed a pronounced
reading habit which is likely to re-
main with them.

|hooks, good detective stories, dramas
Eand novels with a not too “sloppy”
love interest.

THE END OF TIE SEASON.

The strangest London season of
modern times has passed away, and
with scarcely anything to mark its
passage beyond the date of the calen-
dar and the sight of the huge station
omnibus we associate with the mi-
gration of the domestic staffs of Bel-
gravia and Mayfair.

German Fishing
Steamers.

Never, according to the ‘Hamburger
Nachrichten,” were so many fishing
steamers launched Jat German ship-
building yards as during last year, in
spite of delays caused by the war. In

launched from German yards, as com-
pared with twenty-five in 1913, eight-
een in 1912 and seventeen in 1911,
while for 1910 and 1909 together the
number was only twenty-one. This
activity, the journal explains, is due
to the increasing consumption of sea
fish and the great improvement in
the business results which have been
shown during the last few years by
all the steam fishing companies. The
German steam fishing fleet, which on
Jan. 1st, 1914, numbered 250 vessels,
with a total of 49,460 tons, has now
been increased to 300 steamers, with
a total of 60,000 tons. The steamers
completed during last year represent-
ed about 7,000 tons, with an engine
capacity of 12,800 horsepower. They
were all vessels of over 200 tons and
between 350 and 450 horsepower. In
the last few years, the German paper
says, there had not been .any great
increase in the size of German fishing
steamers, whereas both France and
England have vessels twice the size
of the largest under the German flag.
Of the thirty new fishing steamers
built in Germany last year ten went
to Altona and eight to Cuxhaven, and
the rest to Bremerhaven and Norden-
ham, and a few abroad. The numer-
ous -large number of fishing steamers
now being ordered in Germany is ac-
counted for by the fact that German
owners have determined not to order
any more from foreign builders. Ger-
man builders have also of late years
received a number of orders for fish-
ing steamers from Brazil and Iceland.
At the present time, it is stated, the
German builders have on hand so
many orders for fishing steamers that
the production for the current year
will considerably exceed that of.1914.

The Impoverishment of
the North Sea.

recently

Prof. J. Stanley Gardiner
delivered a’ lecture before the WRoyal
Geographical Society - of London,

which has been published in the form
of a pamphlet. Professor Gardiuer
is well known as an authority on the
life and physics of the sea, and what
he has to say on such topics will re-

ceive the attention it deserves.

The title of the lecture was “Geo-

graphy of British Fisheries.” Profes-

sor Gardiner discusses many phases'
oi the life history of fishes, with

special reference to the cod, the plaice

and the eel, and he concludes with a

reference to the North Sea. He says

man’s action in the North Sea has be-

come such as to destroy the balance

of nature, acting as it does principally

on mature fish, lessening their nums

ber, and so the amount of spawn to

produce the next generation, This

can be controlled, but only by inter-

national agreement, for which there

must be a foundation of incontestable

evidence.
