AMERICA’S INDUSTRIAL PEACE 
LONDON, April 3.

The treaty of industrial peace be­
tween labor and capital in the United 
States, the Times says in an editorial, 
coincides appropriately with the mili­
tary decision to bring the American 
forces in France at once into the bat­
tlefield among their British and 
French comrades in arms. Both 
moves, the editorial continues, are in

Fresh Recruiting Campaign Will be 
Undertaken at Once. .

The initial meeting of the recruit­
ing campaign opened last night and 
was ushered in by a record attend­
ance, The meeting was presided ov­
er by His Excellency the Governor, 
who was accompanied by Lieut.-Col. 
Knox-Niven and Captain Campbell, 
A.D.C. At 8 o’clock the C. L. B. band 
struck up that popular well-known 
air “Over There.”

Mr. J. R. Bennett, Minister of Mi­
litia, who was the first speaker, said 
before asking His Excellency to take 
the chair he would like to state the 
object of the meeting and why it was 
held. His Excellency the Governor 
had received from the Governor Gen­
eral of Canada a Military Cross to be 
presented to Lieut. Jack .Turner for 
valor in the field. It was the first 
time a Canadian decoration had been 
presented in St. John’s or in New­
foundland. At the same time six 
other decorations had been sent but 
unfortunately three of these were not 
present to receive them as they were 
sent to the outports and therefore 
were unable to participate in the 
ceremony. Three others were pres­
ent, however, to receive those medals 
so nobly won in battle. At this meet­
ing another feature would be the pre­
senting for the first time of moving 
pictures of our boys in France, pic­
tures of the Regiment on the firing 
line and returning to billets, pictures 
of the Regiment in Scotland and For­
estry Companies. The pictures give 
an idea how matters relative to our 
men are conducted on the other side. 
Mr. Bennett said that His Excellency 
would also give an address. Since he 
became Governor he had taken a deep 
interest in all matters pertaining to 
the Royal Nfld. Regiment and had 
been continually enquiring after their 
welfare. He will express his views 
on matters of vital interest. Dr. 
Lloyd will also speak. Then we have 
a splendid type of Newfoundlander, 
Lieut. Leo. Murphy, the official eye­
witness of the Regiment in France, 
who as such is in a better position to 
give a description regarding condi­
tions in France. He hoped the meet­
ing might have good effect, not alone 
in St John’s but throughout the en­
tire Dominion. There is one question 
which is brought before us. ' What is 
to be the future of the Nfld. Regi­
ment? And I would say the future 
of the Regiment depends upon the 
people of Newfoundland. All the peo­
ple of the country must decide that 
question. Last fall I was charged as 
Minister of Militia to see what could 
be done to get more recruits. Up to 
last spring and fall very few recruits 
were obtained and it looked as if 
something different had to be done 
or withdraw the Regiment from ser­
vice. The Government got together 
and drew an 
objective

not to speak of the Forestry. The 
officers and Non-Coms of the Regiment 
in St John’s got down to work, held 
public meetings and sent recruiting 
parties around the country, yet while 
we did not obtain our objective, we 
secured 70 p.c. and this could not be 
written a failure. Up to the end of 
the year there passed 342 for the Re­
giment and 84 for the Forestry. In 
January 61 for the Regiment and 16 
for the Forestry. While we did not 
obtain 500 we got 393 for the Regi­
ment and 100 for the Forestry, a total 
of 493.

Lieut. Leo Murphy who has seen 
much fighting with the Royal New­
foundland Regiment, and who was the 
official Eye Witness with the Regiment 
in France, next addressed the large 
audience. The returned hero said in 
part: Your Excellency, Mr. Chairman, 
ladies and gentlemen,—I can assure 
you tt is indeed a,great privilege to 
me to be allowed to say a few words 
with regard to a subject which is 
dearest to all hearts in Newfoundland.
There is no question but you are all 
with us to-night in this campaign, and 
during the trying hours “Over There.”
As I stand here I have before me this 
evening two pictures indelibly impres­
sed on my memory, one of which is a 
notable gathering of Officers, N. C. O’s 
and men of the Royal Newfoundland 
Regiment held in London about a 
month ago. It was a notable gather­
ing for everyone associated with the 
Dominion of Newfoundland ; all of us ES 
had then an opportunity to discuss 
the good old days before the war- 
cloud came on the horizon. The Chair­
man of the War Contingent Associa­
tion was present and he spoke to us 
as to a people of his own flock, not as 
a politician but as one who had the 
Dominion of Nfld. at heart He made 
us realize what wc were really up 
against. There are some here to­
night (hear, hear, from gallery) who 
were at that gathering, and I was 
talking to men there who were wound­
ed three, four and five times, yet they 
had to be sent back because there were 
no reserves. He made us see eye to 
eye with those who had the Empire at 
heart and made everyone proud that 
he has the courage of his convictions 
and that he was doing his utmost for 
King and Country.

The second picture Is of a beautiful 
hill in France dressed in all the beauty 
of an April morn. Over tfcjs hill we 
advanced, and though beaten badly 
the remnant rolled back two divisions 
of Germans which had been preparing 
for this onslaught. With our back 
against the wall there was no retreat.
There is no such word, ladies and gen­
tlemen, as retreat with the Royal 
Newfoundland Regiment.

BULLETIN NO. 6.
Since the issuing of Bulletin No. 5, the aspect of the Food problem, not alone in New­

foundland, but throughout nearly all Europe and North America, has become much more 
acute, and as the advent of the planting season is at hand the Agricultural Board realises 
that a plain statement of actual conditions should be placed before the country, being 
convinced that if it be fully understood how urgent is the necessity, the Country will do 
its full share towards the further and absolutely necessary increase of production of all 
crops in the present year—and in this alone appears now to be our chief hope of safety 
from most serious consequences.

In its Report for the year 1914, and again ip the Report for the years 1915 and 1916, the 
Agricultural Board warned the country of the necessity for preparation fop the alarming 
condition of things that now confronts us, and the Board would be recreant in its duty if 
it failed to again give a final warning that the need of the present year is more grave and 
imperative than was that of the yea* past.

The present war is being waged by the whole Empire, not by Great Britain alone, and 
we, by virtue of our being raised to the status and dignity of a Dominion, in recognition 
of our efforts in the cause of Empire, are now an integral link in the world-girdling chain 
of British Dominions, and it is incumbent upon us to live up to the obligations and to 
make the sacrifices therefor that loyalty and devotion to the Empire and its traditions de­
mand and that all the other Dominions are so cheerfully making.

Famine alone can cause the Empire to lose in the present war. The safety of the 
peoples of the Dominions is of the same consequence as are those of the Motherland, 
and famine could compel the Empire to sacrifice itself to save any one of those peoples 
as readily as to save those of the Home Countries.

Hundreds of our own noble Volunteers have shed their blood and made the Supreme Sacrifice in our defence since this war 
was declared and we would be unworthy ot the sacrifice they have made if we fail to take the necessary precautions to guard 
against our being the means of nullifying the great work they have done, and this we will be, collectively and individually, guilty 
of doing if our failure to protect ourselves from the famine that will come if we make not the required effort to stave it off, and 
thus cause the Empire’s surrender in order to save us. Such a result would stamp us, and those from whom we have sprung, 
with an eternal disgrace.

We can all picture to ourselves what would happen if the people of this Country, or any considerable number of them, were 
but a single week without bread, or an acceptable substitute therefor, and it now amounts almost to a certainty that we will not 
be able to procure sufficient flour to provide for our wants throughout the whole of the present year.

The most acceptable substitute for flour that we can provide is the potato, and if we but make the effort that both prudence 
and patriotism demand, we can produce a sufficiency of potatoes that, with our abundant supply of fish food, will safely protect 
us from the absolute hunger that would force on the Empire the dire consequences indicated.

If our indifference to our own pressing needsecause the Empire to lose in the war we are now waging in the interest of 
humanity, of liberty and of Christianity, we can he accused of having needlessly sent our Volunteers, who have died for us, to 
their deaths. Our paramount duty therefore, in the present year, is for everyone owning a plot of land to plant it fully, giving a 
preference to potatoes. Our own individualinterests, our Country’s and the Empire’s interests are dependent upon our doing this. 
Thus can we best do honour to the memories of our soldier dead—they gave their lives to save us; let us, therefore, now do 
what we may to assure it that they have not died in vain. ,

When distilled rain water is used 
freely, the skin soon loses its dryness 
and becomes smooth, colorful and 
transparent.

LONDON ON RATIONS.

Beginning on February 25th London 
and the Home Counties (a geograph­
ical expression Including about 10,- 
000,000 people) went on rations so far 
as meat, beiea, sausages, etc., and 
butter and margarine are concerned. 
The scheme Is working so far so well 
that we are promised its extension to 
the entire country on March 25th. The 
queues that B&d become so disquiet­
ing a feature of our market thor­
oughfares almost totally disappeared 
at once. The manipulation of the 
coupons appears to offer no difficulty 
even to the most illiterate consumer.

COMMANDANT OF RIGA.
As bearing on the theory that the 

Germans are working for the restora­
tion of the Russian monarchy to give 
security to their conquests, it may be 
noted that the young Duke of Hesse, 
who has been made commandant of 
Riga, is the brother of the ex- 
Empress. This explains why the 
wealthier classes there are receiving 
the German troops as “liberators.”, 
The Duke of Hesse is ccgning forward 
as “the saviour of society" who will j 
restore order in Northern Russia and 
found a new dynasty to rule over a 
grateful and submissive people.

“TINO” AND HIS GERMAN FRIENDS
According to advices from Berne, 

much comment is to be heard in offi­
cial quarters there on the fact that 
ex-King Constantine of Greece has 
now permanently attached to his suite 
two German officers, one representing 
the army and the other the navy. It 
is further noted that within the past 
fortnight or three weeks there has 
regularly visited the ex-King an offi­
cial known to be connected with the 
Eastern department of the German 
Foreign Office.

KAISER AS BOMB EXPERT.
A well-placed correspondent at Am­

sterdam writes that the Kaiser is 
understood recently to have written 
a treatise on the manufacture and 
proper use of bombs for both trench 
and aerial warfare. Special meas­
ures are to be taken to prevent cop­
ies of the treatise falling into the 
hands of any of the Allies, bnt it is 
not surprising to learn that the claim 
is urged that bombs were invented by 
a Prussian. That they were first 
employed In Germany as Jtar back as 
the sixteenth century would seeth to 
be capable of assertion, but the in­
ventor was certainly not a Prussian. 
As to whether the Kaiser possesses 
a sufficiency of personal knowledge of 
the Intricacies of the subject to write 
a treatise concerning it which would 
pass muster among experts is equally 
a matter of doubt: but the possession 
of a technical and literary “ghost” is 
far from unknown to alleged Royal 
and Imperial authors.

I am informed that there is evidence 

that the recent protest by the Inter­
national Committee of the Red Cross 
at Berne against the use of poisonous 
gas in the field has been engineered 
by the enemy. The Germans are ap­
parently disgusted with the excel­
lence of the Allies’ protective meas­
ures and the superiority of the gas 
which they have been forced in self- 
defence to manufacture and use, and 
the Red Cross protest is the expres­
sion of their annoyance. In replying 
to the protest the Government is com­
pelled to take Into account enemy 
trickery in the past It will be re­
membered that the Germans began by

I (By Rev. William Harrison, D.D.)
I A distinguished American clergy-
I man has recently; returned from a 

1 two months’ tour of France, Belgium 
and England, where he was the guest 
of the British and French govern­
ments.

During hie visit to Europe he tra­
versed the whole of the devastated 
region Of the Nortii of France where 
the German troops on their retreat 
left such wanton destruction. . He 
spent several days on the battle front 
witnessing the unspeakable horrors of 
the depopulated regions of Belgium 
and saw the ruined cities of that once 
beautiful land. No indifferent specta­
tor was this visitor, for It was to see 
M himself the desolations, the colos­
sal, and monumental ruins of this ter­
rifying and stupendous war, that he 
left his charge In New York, crossed 
the seas with their mahy dangers to 
become a spectator of a conflict which 
for magnitude and expenditure of men 
and treasure, will stand In history's 
page as the most awful struggle that 
time has ever seen.

"Being the guest of the two govern­
ments named 'lie was Introduced to 
many distinguished generals and 
statesmen,” and having their protec­
tion was permitted to look at the 
great struggle as It were, from the In­
side. Returning, “with a great fund 
of observations and impressions he Is 
now by pen, pulpit and platform en­
gaged in reciting his thrilling story 
of adventure, of what he has seen and 
heard. One thing in his vivid por­
trayal which strikes us with its en­
ormous wickedness Is the statement 
which he makes about an iron coin or 
medal which Is given to each and 
every German soldier. "At the top of 
this Iron coin is a German portrait of 
Deity and underneath are the words 
"The good old German God.” To en­
courage the German soldier to all 
forme of cruelty and all forms of bar­
baric brutality against the Belgians 
and French the Deity holds a weapon 
In his right hand, and to dull his con­
science and steel his heart to murder 
the token or iron medal holds these 
words:

"Smite your enemy dead. The day 
of Judgment will not ask you reasons."

Is it possible to resort to any teach- 
, lng more fiendish than this? Here on 
this Iron coin is stamped, with the 
highest official authority, a sanction 
for every cruelty and crime which the 
German hordes have committed dur­
ing the past three years.

And what Intensifies our—Indigna­
tion Is that all this utter lawlessness 
and nameless savagery has been car­
ried on under the plea and name of 
religion.

"The good old German god!" No 
idol of the most debased heathen peo­
ple ever exercised a more widespread 
or atrocious Influence or summoned 
more hellish sanctions than this in­
famous medal contains. This German 
“God" is the absolute diabolical cre­
ation of the ruling military Evil gen­
ius, and has taken possession of the 
German soldiers and this ferocious 
which word accounts for the campaign 
of trightfulness and the numberless 
brutalities which have shocked and 
shamed the commonest ideals and 
civilizations during the period of the 
war. The Inscriptions on this Iron 
medal has filled the officers and men 
of the German "army with a passion 
of frenzy and fury which for sheer 
wickedness knows no bounds. They 
have dehumanized both officers and 
soldiers and have burned on their 
foreheads the brand of an infamy that 
has never been equalled in the history 
of this world. Pulling his iron coin 
out of his pocket, that portrays Deity 
as a destroying soldier, the German 
officer or private reads the words bo­
ner th: “Smite your enemy dead; the 
day of Judgment will not ask for your 
reasons,” having therefore the official 
authority and license from the Kaiser 
himself, the soldiers have full liberty 
to loot, and under this drug from the 
bottomless pit these Germans have 
become like so many infuriated wild 
beasts. More than ten thousand 
atrocities, after careful investigation, 
have been documented and hundreds 
of photographs and affidavits of the 
cruelties perpetrated are now resting 
in the archives of France and other 
centres against the day of reckoning."

Need we wonder that humanity 's 
in arms against the threatened uni­
versal domination of a power like 
this? To crush this consummation 
of all villany the world is being mo­
bilized as never before. The gigantic 
struggle goes forward with tremen­
dous strides and the allied nations are 
standing up against this common ene­
my of mankind. There is an Invinci­
ble determination never to rest until 
this pirate and burglar of Europe, 
dripping with blood and bending be­
neath the indignations and curses of 
an ardused world shall be crushed and
