1f there is one particular body of
men in Newfoundland to-day, who
have a golden opportunity open to
them, and one upon which they can!
seize and hold, it is the herring fisher- !
men of the northern bays. We have|
pointed out in previous articles that
they have at their command a huge
market, one which can take all the
herring that they can catch, and one
which, so long as the fishery is able
to supply the demand, will be main-
tained. The Eastern, Middle and
Western States need fish foods in un-
limited quantities. Newfoundland
Scotch cured herring. is one of the
principal articles of fisk diet sought
by the people of-the American Union,
and our advantage is now the secur-
ing and retaining of the huge Dbusi-
ness which the possession of such a
market will bring us. YBut we have
to be careful in our methods of trad-
ing. We cannot hope to command this
market if we set exorbitant prices up-;
on our products. We are not in a po-
sition to dominate the buyers and
compel them to pay any prices that
may be asked, regardless of financial
conditions. Should we fall into this
error, there is a rude awakening due,
and ‘'we may find that in grasping at
the shadow of an enhanced price we
may lose the substance of a continued
and profitable trade. The latest re-
ports from Green Bay suggest that
exceedingly high rates are being de-
manded by fishermen for herring
from the nets, $11.25 per barrel being
quoted. New York buyers who have
their representatives on the spot have
been advised of this, with the result
that they have developed an inclina-
tion to “jib” and transfer their ac-
tivities elsewhere. Should the fish-
ers of Green Bay persist in their de-
mand for a price for green herring
which leaves but little or no margin
for profit, after all the expense char-
ges have been added, and thus drive;
from their doors the stream of gold |
which is ready to pour in, if reason-
able figures are not accepted for their
toil “and industry, they will be driv-
ing away forever the prospects of fu-
ture prosperity and wealth. New York
merchants, to quote from an article
on the herring situation, published
elsewhere in this issue, have not been
paying the prices asked, “and it
seems doubtful if any of the repre-
sentatives now in Newfoundland will
be authorised by their principals to )
In some quarters of New |
York the opinion is expressed that!
he Newfcundland packer (and ﬁsh-l
erman) will be given an opportunity;
to ‘come down off his high horse’ be-!
fore the trade of this city undertakes
to do any business.”
Whether or not this is a threat, we

«

cannot say, but obviously New York
{s not inclined to be taken by the nose
in the matter of prices. The buyers
of that city practically control the
market, which at present is inactive
owing in a great measure to the
boosting of herring . prices in the
Green Bay section. At Bay of Islands
and Bonne Bay more reasonable rates
rule, and a shift of purchasers to
these centres would be disastrous to
the Northern Bay, where preparations
on such an extensive scale were made
for the prosecution of the herring
fishery. It is claimed that, at the
prices being asked in Green Bay from
the nets, the cost of Newfoundland
Scotch Cure, per barrel, ready for
shipment is _$25. The _additional
freight, insurance, shipping and un-
loading charges would bring ‘he
landed cost in New York to some-
where between $28 and $30, which in-
stead of making this fish the “poor
man’s food” would rank it with lux-
uries, because the retail prices would
bé out of all proportion. We are un-
doubtedly up against a stiff proposi-
tion, and only the greatest caution in
our dealings with American buyers
will bring us through. Prices must
therefore be regulated. If not, the

Northern fishermen stand to lose one |

of the-finest markets of the world.

The Mayor’s Letter.

The letter of Mayor Gosling pub-
lished elsewhere in this issue is one
that should receive careful and con-
siderate attention from all who are
interested in the welfare of the child-
ren. At the present moment there ap-
pears to be a disposition to go ahead
blindly with nebulous plans for the
establishment of various institutions
the building and maintenance of
which must be borne by voluntary
subscriptions, and consequently will
be uncontrolled by any State super-
vision. Such institutions are not apt
to give the satisfaction which is to
be expected, particularly if they are
denominationally directed, and we
have not the means nor the popula-
tion to warrant either a Maternity
Hospital or Rescue Home for each
denomination. Therefore, as the ne-
cessity for such institutions is very
pressing, some concrete form of in-
auguration should be taken up, the
Government to be the controlling pow-
er. Otherwise, if the building and
maintenance expenses are to be made
up by public subscriptions, let there
be a Board of Governors appointed in
the first place, to whom all contribu-
tions shall come and through whom
all disbursements shall be made.

Since representatives of many of the
New York herring merchants are now
in Newfoundland, it is possible to
give with some degree of accuracy a
review of the situation preceding the
opening of the market on fall Scotch
pack herring from this source. The
market in New York is inactive, as
is the case with practically all her-
ring at this time. As fall packing is
beginning in Newfoundland, attention
has naturally been -directed - there.
Those who have gone from New York
make little comment on the cause for
the present condition of affairs, but
advices from reliable sources there
state that herring is selling at the
outports as high as $9 @ 9.26 from the

fishermen, and that packers are ask-:

ing as high as $25 @ 26 for Scotch
cured herring at the point of! packing.
So far as is known New York mer-
chants have not been purchasing at
these figures, and it seems doubtful
if any of the representatives now in
Newfoundland will be authorized by
their principals to do so. Some of-
ferings from this market have been
made on quantities of herring, when
packed, among them several for
5,000-barrel lots at $18 per barrel; In
some quarters of New York the opin-
ion is expressed that the Newfound-
land packer will be given an oppor-
tunity to “come down off his high
horse,” before the trade of this city
undertakes to do any business. The
trade is of the opinion that there is
no warrant for- these exceptionally
high prices. In the first instance the
price being asked by the fishermen
is held to be beyond all reason. Since
it is estimated that the cost of pack-
ing a barrel of Scotch cured herring
is about $11, it will readily be seen
that the packers are adding a profit
of about $56 per barrel. The price of
the fresh herring, it is believed, is
far in excess of what it should be,
and prominent factors in New York
are of the opinion that if the packers
would hold off and decline to buy at
these prices it would be but a short
time when the price would decline
and it would be possible to purchase
at a more reasonable figure, New-
foundland Scotch cured herring. at
$25 in the outports would be so ex-
pensive in New York that it is doubt-
ful if the jobbing trade here would
undertake to handle it. With freights
and expenses the price ex dock, New
York, would probably reach $28 or
$30, and with profit added at this end
the commodity, which is classed as a
“poor man’'s food,” would be out of
all proportion. The attitude'of the
representatives now in Newfound-
land, of course, will influence ' the
situation, but it is doubtful.if any of
the New York men will consider the
purchase of herring at these ‘prices,
knowing the situation’ #in the New
York market at this time. The fact
that spring and winter Scotch her-
ring has not been selling is taken as
‘an augury as to what may be expect-

{ed when the fall herring come into

AERONAUTICAL INSTRUCTION. ,

TORONTO, Ont.. Dec. 9.

The University of Toronto,
with other Canadian Universities, has
decided- to add a Faculty of Aviation
to its other branches of study, and has
arranged to secure three aeroplanes
from the Royal Air Forces.

What are
they doing to do in Newfoundland?

Dried Fish.

Prices firm and the market supplied
with only sufficient stocks to meet
the requirements of the trade for per-
haps a few weeks, the dried fish sit-
uation is little improved since last
reports. New offerings are compara-
tively scarce and some of the largest
factors of the East are not offering
at all. There appears to be little
new stock o>ffering from Nova Scotia
and Newfoundland points, and prices
naturally are firm in these places.
The meager offerings made through
New York have been largely of Gaspe
’codﬁsh which seems to be more
| plentiful than some other grades
which are in greater demand at this
time. There is, however, some offer-
ings through local factors of had-
dock, pollock and hake at the quoted
prices. Newfoundland has made
varied offerings of shore and Labra-
dor soft cured and slop for export to
Europe, but many of the trades which
have been in prospect it is understood
have failed of conclusion as a result
of the uncertain supply there. It is
known that there is considerable cod-
fish now being prepared for the Medi-
terranean from Newfoundland as
well ‘as from Nova Scotia, and these
sales, which are said to be for large
quantities, have naturally left the
stocks available for New York and
other centers very low. There is
!some question as to whether some of
the high prices will hold throughout
'the remainder of the season. Stormy
and wet weather has delayed curing
operations considerably, but with a
few days of sunlight considerable
quantities of codfish can be “made”
and packed for shipment here or ‘else-
where. Newfoundland and American
Porto Rico codfish is still firm and
high in price and, according to re-
ports from Sar, Juan, the market
there is not any too liberally sup-
plied at this time, and therc are not
any important cargoes en route from
points in the United States, From
the East, however, it is expected that
there will be some schooners  dis-
patched to thic market within the
next few days, if reports from ex-
porting centres are to be relied upod.
Supplies fci Cuba are short, - and
there is no. any immediate prospects
for a replenjslunent of stocln -—N.Y

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The enormous loss in population as
a result of the war has also turned
the minds of thoughtful people every-
where to the problem of saving child
life.

In England the infantile death rate
is 102 per thousand, in St. John’s last
yéar it was 177 per thousand.

If the Prime Minister of Great Brit-
ain finds it necessary thus to make the
care of the Public Health one of the
planks of his platform it is equally in-
cumbent upon us to undertake similar
measures in St. John's.

But curiously enough the care of the
health of the City is nol enumerated
as a duty of the City Government in
the present Municipal Act. The Mu-
nicipal Council is not even empowered
| to expend its funds in the payment of
the City Medical Officer. ¥

The Government of the Colony has
always made provision for the care of
the sick, the insane, and the poor of
the whole Island, as it also provides
for Education and the Administration
of Justice. It was evident, however,
that something must be done at once
to save the lives of the hundred or
more children who die unnecessarily
in St. John's every year. If the mem-
bers of the Municipal Council could
not act in their official capacity, they
could at least try to do something in-
«dividually. With the full support of
the Council I therefore called a pub-
lic meeting in July, 1917, at which I
pointed out the shameful position we
occupied in this important matter
compared with most other civilized
places and the remedial measures
which were called for.

for that purpose, but I submit, that we
do not want two Maternity and Chil-
dren’s Hospitals and I feel sure the
general opinion will be that no such
Institution will meet the full require-
ments of the country if it is under the
auspices of any one religious denom-
ination.

The need, however, is great. In the
very able and exhaustive report sub-
mitted by Miss Rogers-at the termina-
tion of her engagement here, she tells
of conditions that ean cnly be reme-
died by such an Institution. The
Misses Kendall, who are at present
carrying on the work which was so
well organized by Miss Rogers, tell me
that they have seen many cases of ill-
nesses among children that called for
Hospital treatment.

I therefore again call to the  atten-
tion of the Government, and. of the
public, the great necessity for an ad-
dition to the General Hospital of a
Ward for Maternity cases, and for
children who are seriously ill, or who
require surgical treatment, in order
that they may grow into healthy and
efficient men and women.

Salt and Pickled
Herring.

With no preceptible improvement
in the demand for split herring,
there has naturally been no partie-
ular change in the situation at least
so far as the New York market is con-
cerned. It is noted, however, thatl
prices on new split herring from Nova
Scotia, especially No. 1 splits, are
somewhat higher than they were a
few weeks ago when offerings were
being made to New York importers.
At the same time there appears to
be no change in the attitude of New-
foundland packers of herring, and
prices there are still maintained on
the basis of quotations from St
John’s of a few weeks ago. The mar-
ket in New York continues inactive,
with an occasional sale being re-|
ported. Medium splits are generallyi
held on the basis of $12 @13 per bar- !
rel, and it is possible that some fac-
tors in New York have been selling
at slightly lower prices. Recent
offerings in the local trade have been
at the prices quoted, but there is
reason to believe that holders of
stocks may have made some slight’
concessions in prices to effect im- |
mediate business. Round herring has
been selling in a small- way in the
local trade, but merchants have been
adhering strictly to prices, and con-
tinue to quote on the basis of $13 @
14 for large, and $11 @ 12 for medi-
um. There have been few additions
to the meagre stocks which are now
held in New York. Other grades of
salt and pickled herring are held
closely. There are no offerings of
Bismarck herring, and few lots of
belly cuts have been mentioned in the
trade. Marinated herring in 10-
pound pails continues to sell . in a
limited way at from $1.30 to $1.50 per
pail.—N.Y. Fishing Gazette.

Influenza Among

the kloofs and hills adjoining Maga-
liesberg are at large in the Transvaal.

If this
be the case, we must admit that the
prupils do honor to their professors,
for one cannot reach greater perfec-
fon than they. Indeed, it is within
bounds to say that the German army
practices the super-theft and super-
lie in a manner and to an extent
worthy in every respect of the great
German empire. '

The history of the past aids us in
understanding the present. Theft has
at all times been so much at home
in the German army that when we
go back to the lansquenets, the first
really organized German troops, we
find a corps duly constituted and
solely charged with pillage, massacre
and incendiarism. Later, when for
want of resources the uniform of the
lansquenets fell into desuetude, the
breeches intended to receive in capa-
cious pockets large plunder. At that
time the Germans were still in the
infantry of the art; they have since
made progress with their wonderful
efficiency.

And when Gen. Mackensen pretends
not to recognize his soldiers in this
army of thieves he is joking; his con-
sternation would be real and sincere
if he were to command an army of
honest people. I can readily imagine
him supervising the pillage with an
indulgent and amused eye, even en-
couraging, if necessary, with a word,
like a good father who srhiles with
tender feelings at the roguish pranks
of his children.
