On Sunday night the Rev. Dudley B.
Ashford preached on “The Pathos ot
Ignorance.” He took as his text three
phrases from the story of Jesus and
the woman by the well, as related in
John 4. “If thou hadst kncwn—thou
wouldst have asked—He would have
given.” There is a deep pathos in these
words. Here was a woman conscicus
of her need, anxious for a better life,
yet all unconscious of Christ’s ability
to help her. Ignorance is a terrible
handicap, a fearful curse. Socrates
identified igaorance with evil, and
v;rtue with knowledge. There is a
saying “where ignorance is bliss, ’tis
folly to be wise,” and some cynic has
given us an amended version, which
runs, “Where ignorance is bliss, there’s
always some blighter to put you wise.”
But it isn’t trve. It is a false philoso-
phy. Ignorance is a curse, and it is
always better to know the facts.
Knowledge, which comes of education
and experience, is essential n every
walk of life. Many a good man is tied
down to some job in life, because his
education was neglected. In the
army, many of the bravest and best
men were unable to fill the higher
positions, merely because they had not
the necessary education. And in relig-
ion too, knowledge is necessary. With-
out the knowledge of Christ we should
probably still be a savage race, run-
ping about in skins. And Christian
education is the basis of growth and
stability. A critic of the Welsh Re-
vaval of 1904-5, has said that “its per-
manence was in inverse proportion ‘o
its enthusiasm.” That was largely
true, and why? Because it was large-
J5 emotionalism without an intellec-
tral foundation. If only we had
known, how different life would have
Leen for some of us. We shouldn’t
have gone in for the trade we did. We
shouldn’t have gone in for that spec-
ulation in a wonderful mine, or a for-
tane-making patent. And just think
ci the things that we've missed, be-
cause we never knew. I know a poor
fellow in New Zealand, who died in
such poverty that his friends had to
pay his funeral expenses; yet for
some years previous a larze fortune
tad been waiting for him. And some
cf us are missing the greatest of all
fortunes, just because we do not know,
what? “The gift of life, and who it
is that saith unto thee” “God so loved
the world that He gave His son” The
gift of Ged is eternal life.” The two
things are really one. To know
Christ is God’s precious gift, and man’s
greatest good fortune. And such
knowledge is life eternal. “If thou
kads’t known thou would’st have ask-
ed, He would have given.” What a
tlessed assurance. He is waiting to
give, if only we will ask. Let us but
sk in a spirit of penitence and trust,
2nd we shall reccive pardon, peace and
power.

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EDUCATIONAL
CAMPAIGN.

Following the example of the
promoters of the Methodist
Educational Campaign, which
in the short space of one week
raised a quarter of a million
dollars, by one of the best or-
ganized and swiftly carried out
financial drives ever introduced
into this dominion, the repre-
sentatives of the Church of
England are setting themselves
to the task of outdoing the
wonderful result mentioned, and
during this week will begin a
movement for the accumulation
of three hundred and fifty
thousand dollars, the whole to
be devoted to the educational
improvements, in buildings and
system, of that denomination.

The Divisional teams under
their respective captains, will
cpen the campaign for funds on
Thursday, 24th instant, and the
drive will continue until the
end of the month, the same to
be conducted with that cour-
teous aggressiveness, Wwhich
produces results. Organization
work and plans have about been
brought to completion, and
everybody connected with this
movement for the uplift of edu-
cation in: Newfoundland, is
highly optimistic.

The need for more modern
and enlarged school buildings
is too obvious to be mentioned.
The necessity for a general im-
provement in the educational
system is a crying one. The
advantages which education
offers, must be enlarged in order
that no child may have to grow
up minus the mental equip-
ment with which to engage in
life’s battle. . The realization
that, as a country, Newfound-
land has been too backward in
her educational methods, is
being brought home to us day
after day, but the awakening
has now come and the plain,
clear duty of the hour is before
us. The abilities of young
Newfoundland are second to
none, and those of our boys and
girls who have gone abroad to
finish their education—a finish
by the  way which could have
been compieted at home, had we
been alive to our educational
needs years ago, and made pro-
vision for them—have left their
mark on the records of learning
at every school, ecollege and
university at which they re-
gistered as students. In all
branches of the arts and scien-
ces they have been ever the
equals, and in numerous instan-
ces the superiors of their class-
mates.

But there are hundreds,—if
not thousands,—who are not in
a position to go abroad, and it is
for these mainly, that the new
project of the Methodist and
Anglican Educational campaigns
have been inaugurated. The
former has been brought to a
brilliantly sucecessful termina-
tion: the latter is about to be-
gin. Well known writers are
conducting the literary cam-
paign, and their articles to the
local press give full and ample
information. They outline and
explain the object of the com-
ing drive, and they‘look to the
whole body of the Anglican
Communion in Newfoundland

for support and the subscription !

of- the required sum of money.
The amount in the total looks
huge, but it means nothing
more than an individual contri-
bution of slightly over four dol-
lars per head of the denomina-
tion, and that not all at one
time, but covering such a period
of years as will hereafter be
announced, thus making it quite
easy for those who guarantee
donations, and these we are
quite sure will be every member
of the Church of England in the
city and outports who desires to
see an all round improvement
in present educational facilities.

Badly Injured in
- Runaway Accident.

As a result of the horse he was driv-
ing becoming excited and unmanage-
able yesterday afternoon, Mr, Chas.

Educational Sunday.

Yesterday was Educational Sunday
ic the Anglican Cathedral and churck-
os of the city and the sermons of the
various preachers were on the onc
subject which is now to the fore, viz
that of the Church of England Edu-
cational Campaign. Rev. Canon Bolt
was the “Educational” preacher at
the Cathadral, while at St. Mary’s he
also took the service. At both places
the subject was the Educational Drive.
Our methods of education, ho stated,
must be changed to meet the demands
cf the day. The movement towards
a higher education is to produce
lcaders and he hoped that the Angell-
can community would take its place ‘n
doing its sharo in this work. The pro-
per training of teachers and the en-
larging of th2 .colleges and adequate
stafing had been mentioned before but
had been deforred until now. Now
is the time to raise funds. Some of
the best men in town are giving their
time and energies to the work.

Canon Bolt's address was a most
interesting one, and it is safe to pre-
dict a splendid showing from vhe con-
gregation of St. Mary’s.

At St. Thomas’s Church, last even-
ing, Rev. Dr. Jones preached a most
timely and forcible sermon on Edu-
cation, and my sole regret is my in-
ability to reproduce either the text
matter or the force of delivery of
the reverend preacher. Taking as
his text the 35th verse of the 3rd chap-
ter of Lamentations, the speaker
pointed out that the right of a man
being life and justice and these two
things being directly dependent upon
education, it was ungodly as well as
unmanly that the right of education
should be denied to any child any-
where. He portrayed the importance
of this educational drive by the
Church of England by showing how
(1) education was the keystone to-
wards unification. The years of war
were quoted as developing the spread
of nationalism, but that international-
ism, more important even than na-
tionalism could only come by and
through education. Personally, the
speaker did not see the force of de-
nominationalism, but until the peo-
ple were educated intelligently and
morally there would be divisions of
creeds. (2) Education would explain
the differences, socially and econ-
omically. Education would make all
men equal, comparatively speaking,
and would result in a world-wide
brotherhood of men. (3) Education
was the food of ideals; every child
was an idealist, and wanted to pos-
sess knowledge in some line or other,
and education alone could give this
desired knowledge. (4) Education
made for self-efficiency. No person
can reach the zenith of his powers
by genius or aptitude alone. Train-
ing is always necessary to develop to
the full the possibilities of the indi-
vidual, and oft the inheritance is
wasted because of the lack of educa-
tion, the wherewithal to apply, to in-
crease or maintain the heritage. The
speaker then touched the status of
our education when he pointed out
the hovels that existed in this town
to-day because the people are not
properly educated. for educated peo-
ple would not tolerate such dwell-
ings. Education would better every-
thing, even affecting our newspapers,
and destroying the matter that oft ap-
pears now—unfit to read. Referring
to the drive now about to start, he
stated that the objective aimed at
would be more than gained if we only
realized our need. It was not option-
al, he declared, as to whether we
would help or not. The parent cares
for his child’s body, and clothes it in
good apparel, but he thinks naught of
the mind; he mistakes the shadow
for the substance. Education was an
essential and called for the utmost
consideration and generosity. In
Newfoundland the small amount of
money spent in education, as well as
some of the methods of spending it,
was a farce, and this drive for $350,-
000 should stir the people up and each
and every one should do his utmost
to help, in order that the best might
be done for the children, and thus,
education would become a force and
would morally and socially enhance
our island home.

May the preacher’s words find vent
in the hearers by generous action, and
let us all, awaking to our great edu-
cational needs, do all we possibly can
to atone for our past neglect.—S.J.H.

C. of E. Educational
Campaign.

II.

In the first part of my notes on the
Church of England College Educa-
tional Campaign published Saturday,
I was led to refer to the fine spirit of
co-operation that is manifesting itself
| among the denominations, and I point-
ed out the most rapid way of de-
stroying it. I also laid stress. on this
fact—that the campaign was for the
cause of education in its widest sense,
and that the attitude of the Church
on the subject was broad and gener-
ous, free from petty sectarianism. I
' should like to give chapter and verse
for this statement and refer the scep-
tical to the proceedings of the ses-
sions of the Diocesan Synod held in
1916 and 1918.

What I have mainly in view in
writing these notes is to tell of the
College, its history, its work, its po-
tentiality; but before I come to these
particulars there is one more subject
of general importance with which I
should like to deal briefly in order
that the more particular items may
have their proper setting. It is the
questibn: What is the ideal of na-
tional education? In dealing with the
question, I do not think I can better
express my thoughts on the subject
than in the words of a recent writer,
who writes in part:

“The course of the war has brought
home to us our responsibilities in the
matter of educational reconstruction.
Clear vision of the goal, and that goal
a worthy one, is the first essential of
the reformer. Let me .illustrate. In
the early stage of the war many were
naturally surprised by the efficiency
of German organization of applied
Science in the service of national
economy and war. Assuredly organ-
ization of knowledge and application
of science are matters of importance,
but they do not suffice for the aim of
national education. Germany gave
evidence of this; her education as
guided by their aim was neither edu-
cation nor efficient. It was not edu-
cation, for it is contradictory to the
very idea of education to enslave
knowledge to national policy, thus
reducing men to machinery, to means
instcad of ends in themselves (as
Kant in former days had taught). It
was not efficient, for the chief source
of Germany’s disaster was her ignor-
ance of the personal human factor in
the world’s life; ignorance of her own
national character and destiny dnd
above all, of that of her antagonists.”

Here is my point, education must
rest upon the recognition of the
worth of human personality. It must
aim at producing, not machines, not
even citizens merely (for that sug-
gests suberdination to the State), but
men and women qualified in the fa-
miliar phrase, “for the service of God
in Church and State.” He continues:
“Ash the workers of the nation what
they desire, they will answer ‘a bet-
ter life’ for themselves; and, above
all for their children. Other claims
for a minimum wage, and standard
of comfort, for shorter hours, and
more leisure, for better housing, are
but means to this end. It is the same
answer as the Greek philosopher
gave of old, a better life not of in-
dolence or pleasure, but of worthy
action. For such an end, there is
real knowledge, knowledge not for a
privileged class, but for a people;
directed, not to material efficiency,
but to the enrichment of personality;
not to professional success, but to
worthy life. The Hebrew prophets
and the Greek philosopher were right;
the want of this knowledge—know-
ledge of self, the world, God—lies at
the root of all strife and ingratitude
among individuals, classes, nations.”

There is here to-day, as there has
been elsewhere a tendency to ma-
terialize educational effort. Oh, the
crime of it!

In following notes I shall have lit-
tle difficulty in showing that the in-
fluence of the Church of England
College in education in Newfoundland
kas been on the side of that forin of
education that puts charaeter in the
foreground.

If they are brought to trial we shall
dcubtless be edified by further reve-
lations of the German corccption of
honor.

The safe return of th2 British Navy
dirigible R-34 to England completes
a memorable voyage. The R-34 made
the homeward trip in 756 hours, about
33 hours less than the time taken on
the eastward journey.

Sun-lit nghthouses.

(Pearson’s Weekly.)
Thefe has been a good deal of talk
of late of the new sun-controlled
lighthouse on the Panama Canal,
which lights and extinguishes itself
withéut any attention whatever from
human hands.
As a matter of fact, the principle
i8 not a very new one, and there are
several simildar lighthouses in exist-
ence, ohe at least on the Swedish
coast, and several on the wild" ahd
stormy rock8 of Alaska. 5
The inventor is a Swede, M. Gustaf
Dalen, and the cruel thing is that he,
who has helped others to see, has
himself been blinded by an accident.
The principle of the invention is
called the sun-valve. It is, in faet,
a tdp which, actuated by sun-power,
tufns the gas feeding the lamp on or
off.
It consists of a glass cylinder con-
taining four copper rods all of éx-
actly the same diameter and size.
The central rod is coated with lamp-
black thus enabling it to absorb light
or warmth while the other three are
gold-polished so that they are not
only non-conductive but highly re-
flective of the slightest ray of light.

As dawn breaks the increasing
light acting on the blackened rod
causes it to expand. It thus presses
on the lever, and so gradually cuts
off the gas. At night, as the rod be-
gins slowly to tool, it contracts, and
thereby releases the valve, so that
once more the gas is able to pass to
the burner, where it Is lit by a pilot
light. The latter, of course, never
goes out.

The beauty of the invention is that
the instrument automatically addpts
itself 1o the season of the year, so
that not a foot of gas is wasted. It
has been found to be perfectly -reli-
able, lasting for years without any
attention. For another thing, it does
nof, need direct sunlight to actuate
it. Even when the sky is overcast,
the mere light of day is sufficient to
make the bar expand.
