would be a perfect windfall to its half|
starved population. In our opinion
the policy of Upper Canadians should
be to advocate the route that can be
made for least money, having the con-
ditions which will secure the British
Loan and direct communication with
the sea at St. John for heavy freight,
and also Halifax for through passen-
gers.

appearance of the soldier in crinoline
were freely indulgedin. The “make up”
of the bogus woman was perfect. Ele-
gant clothing, cutin the latest fashion, a
stylish bonnet, a well-developed water-
fall,worn at a suitable elevation, and a veil
to hide the blusbes of the “fair creature”
beneath completed the tout ensemble.
But the walk! That capped the climax.
The graceful motions of a hobbled goose,
or one of the “ball and chain brigade,”
in official costume, were angelic in com-
parison, The sight was one not to be
witnessed every day, and attracted its
full share of attention as the party pass-
ed on its way to the barracks. The cir-
cumstances of this case, it appears are as
follows: The 'soldier, Private Jones, of

the 53rd,has for some time been on terms |
of intimacy with a shoemaker named |

Humphreys, and. on Saturday night last,
the wife of the latter was missing. Cloth-
ing and money disappeared about the
same time, and the husband, though ig-
norant of the true state of affairs con-
cluded he had been deserted by his better
half. On the same night Private Jones
was also an absentee from his regiment,
and the next thing heard or seen of the
pair in London was in the condition
above described. The man, disguised
as stated, in company with the unfaith-
ful wife,iaving secured tickets and sleep-
ing berthson the night express which
leﬁ.there for the east at 11:30 p. m. on
Sat ded in eluding the vigi-
lance of the look-out men, and pursued
their journey undisturbed until the Sus-
pension Bridge, when probably just as
they were congratulating themselves
upon the success of their scheme, the
guilty pair were detected and taken into
custody. Remaining over atthe Bridge
during Sunday, they were returned by
express this morning to this city, and
handed over to the proper authorities to
be dealt with as their crimes deserve, the
soldier for desertion and the runaway
wife, foraiding and abetting. The tool-
ish woman appears quite downcast at the
position in which her guilty conduct
has placed her, and seems to repent of
her folly. Her husband visited her in
the police station this afterncon, and
although she at first attempted to deny
having been implicated in any way with
the deserter, she finally acknowledged,
and told him further, that she had given
the soldier $175 in cash, which she had
appropriated before leaving. Steps have
been taken to recover the money from
the man Jones, who, however, denies
having received it.
