Beef Packing in Crioago.—Tho Chica­
go correspondent of the Hamilton Spec­
tator writes : The seven houses engag­
ed in this important branch of com­
merce in this city have about closed their 
operations for this season. The business 
has not been so active this year as last, 
showing a falling off of some 10,000 

nevertheless Chicago has packed 
64,325 barrels of beef for exportation 
during the season. The greatest num­
ber of cattle killed by any one house was 
6,300 head. A striking falling off in this 
branch of business is observable since 
the close of the war; to illustrate which 
it is only necessary to say that, in 1864, 
there were no less than 92,459 head of 
cattle killed in this city, while this year 
tho number has dwindled down to 23.391.

Despatches to the Evening Mercury#

Madrid, Dec. 16.~Tho leaders of all 
political parties have made a solemn 
pledge to use all their influence to pro* 
servo peace and order throughout the 
country. Constitutent Cortes has met and 
settled the question at issue. The prompt 
and effectual suppression of the revolt at 
Cadiz has greatly strengthened the hand* 
of tho Provisional Government, and ha* 
dissipated tho alarm which previously 
prevailed. The Minister of Finance al­
ready commenced payment of the Jan­
uary interest on the public debt. In 
London and Paris the subscriptions to 
the new loan have been closed. They 
amount to 500,000 reals.

Paris, Dec. 16—The following news 
from Spain is published here this morn­
ing, the country is entirely tranquil.

Mr. Johnson, the American Minister, 
in a short speech at the anniversary of 
tho Free Hospital, declared that Lord 
Clarendon was of the same mind as Lord 
Stanley, in regard to the settlement of 
question pending between England and 
America, and peace between the two 
countries was certain.
John Stuart Mill has written a letter on 

tho result of the recent elections. He as­
cribes the defeat of the workingmen'* 
candidates, to the heavy expense of 
an election canvass, as now conducted ; 
and as a remedy for this evil,argues that 
Government should pay the necessary 
expenditure and make all other outlay 
illegal and penal.

American Despatches
New York, 17th.—The Herald's Lon­

don special says : Our despatches from 
Cadiz of the 10th were stopped and cour­
iers detained. They describe fully the 
situation of affairs at that time, and state 
that the government troops were badly 
beaten in their encounter with the Insur­
gents. While the fight was progressing 
Capt. Farrell, the American Consul, is 
said to have mounted one of the barri­
cades in uni jn, and holding the American 
flag in his hand, he called upon both 
parties to stop the struggle, and put an 
end to bloodshed. The fight was shortly 
after brought to a close and hostilities 
ceased. Numerous buildings through­
out the city bear evidences of a desperate 
struggle, and the city hall is badly shat­
tered by cannon shots. The government 
troops are reported to have been guilty 
of excesses, and plundered many desert­
ed houses. A number of English and 
American tourists were arrested by mili­
tary authorities, but subsequently re­
leased through the interposition of the 
American Consul. The Insurgents loud­
ly proclaimed in favor of a Republic, 
and cheered loudly for America, they 
also declared that if the city was bom­
barded they would ask that the country 
be annexed to the United States.

Th* Herald’s Berlin special says :— 
Prussian interests being strongly in favor 
of European peace, the Government has 
endeavored to induce Greece to comply 
with the demands of Turkey so far as 
said demands are founded on Interna­
tional law.

The 
owners of the Algoma are to receive $850 
per trip from Collingwood to Fort Wil- 
liaw, performed fortnightly, and $80 per 
trip from Collingwood toSault Ste. Marie, 
performed weekly on alternate weeks. 
The contract is for one year, with the 
priviledge of extending to two or three 
years, by giving notice to the contractors 
in December of each year.

GOLD MINING IN NOVA SCOTIA.

Gold mining has now become estab­
lished as a leading branch of industry 
in Nova Scotia, the value of the pre­
cious metal obtained amounting to 
upwards of half a million of dollars 
annually. Owing to the fact that the

Ordination a-
Preebytery of Guelph met at Rockwood 
yesterday (Wednesday), for the ordina­
tion and Induction of Rev. Edward Reeve, 
as Minister of the Canada Presbyterian 
congregation of Rockwood and Eden.

gold is obtained almost altgethcr by 
patient mining in veins of solid quartz, 
its discovery has not been attended by 
any marked excitement, as was the 
case in California and Australia, 
where it was at first washed from al­
luvial desposits—some miners making 
large fortunes, while more were dis­
appointed. The official statistics 
shew that a larger proportionlof gold, 
both per man employed and per ton of 
quartz crushed, is obtained in Nova 
Scotia, than in any other gold-pro­
ducing country in the world. Those 
circumstances, together with the 
cheapness of machinery, labour, pro­
visions and fuel, and the extraordinary 
purity of the metal itself, render gold 
mining in Nova Scotia extremely 
profitable. It is, in fact, essentially 
a manufacturing business. The raw 
material (quartz) is unlimited in 
quantity, and hence, the industry is 
capable of an indefinite expansion, 
the only requisites being capital and 
enterprise, to turn it to valuable 
account.

The following description of the mill 
of the Wentworth Gold Mining Com­
pany, taken from the Nova Scotian 
editorial correspondence1 of the Ham­
ilton Spectator, will give our readers 
an idea of the process by which the 
gold is extracted from the quartz :

“ The mill has three batteries of 
five stamps each. Each stamp is much 
like a pestle, the head being about the 
size of an ^English cheese, and worked 
by two cams, which give a half revo­
lution to the stamp as it is raised for 
each blow. The weight of the blow 
is 540 pounds. The stamps are con­
fined in a box, in front of which is a 
screen, through which the pounded 
quartz and water are dashed on to a 
series of tables covered with copper ; 
the first is 24 x 48, and stationary ; 
there are two others, 30 x 42 inches, 
which are kept conrtantly in motion 
like the screens of a fanning-mill.— 
Above the stamps there runs a pipe 
which furnishes a constant supply of 
water. The quartz is broken to the 
size of road metal by hammers before 
being filled into the stamps, and when 
crushed, comes on to the plates in the 
consistency of water-gruel. These 
copper plates are prepared with quick 
silver and cyanide of potassium, for 
which the gold has such an affinity 
that it clings to them as it runs over, 
and forms a coating on the plates.— 
About once in two weeks this coating 
ia scraped off and the quicksilver re-1 

torted, leaving the gold ready for, 
smelting. This mill was built by B. 
C. Wilson, of Halifax, and has every 
appearance of giving satisfaction to 
the Company. There is also a very 
substantial wharf .on which coal is 
landed. As to the probable profits 
from these operations, perhaps the 
best criterion will be the returns made 
during the months of July,. August 
and September, which were taken 
from the official returns at the mining 
office at Halifax. The gross yield for 
the three months from the Sherbrooke 
district, has been 2,264oz. 15dwt. 
3gvs-, the yield of 2,920 tons, or ?n 
average of'ovcr 15 dwt. (equal in value 
to $15) to the ton. A mill such as 
the Wentworth will crush 15 tons 
per day. The cost of raising and 
crushing the quartz will average about 
$7 per ton Taking twenty working 
days to the month, this would show 
to be divided among the stockholders 
$2,400 per month, or say 25 per cent 
per annum. These figures may not be 
realized, but very rnutsh better has 
been done by companies in the same 
district, and on properties apparently 
not more favourably si mated.”
