Certificates Required by Those
Prospecting in the Yukon.

Edmonton-Dawson Railway Enter-
prise Asking a Guarantee—

Orrawa, Jan. 19.—*‘ Free miners’ "’
certificates, which every man who in-
tends mining in the Yukon must take
out at a price of $10 per head, will be
ready for the public in a day or two.
Personal application will be required on
the part of those desiring them, as cer-
tificates must be countersigned by the
applicant in the presence of the issuer.
In Toronto, Montreal, Victoria and Van-
couver these licenses will be issued by
collectors of customs. In Winnipeg,
Calgary, Edmonton, Prince Albert and
Kamloops, by the agent of Dominion
lands. Inspectors of Mounted Police in
kaon as well as gold commiesioners
will be clothed with authority to issue
these licenses. Similar provision will
made for acquiring them in England
at the office of the High Commissioner
in London and agents for Canada in Liv-
erpool, Dublin and Glasgow.

The * Corona” Arrives With Mueh
Treasure From the Gelden
North.

Richest Treasure Ship That Has
Yet Arrived Here With Dawso
Passengers. )

A Woman Crosses the Mountains—
The “Big Swede” and His
Big Nugget.

Nineteen men and one courageous
young woman arriving here from Daw-
son on the steamer Corona yesterday,
had among them in gold-dust and
drafts a million dollars, or thereabouts—
the largest amount of treasure for the
number of owners that has ever come
out of any mining camp to this city in
the memory of Victorians. Practically
all the new arrivals have become wealthy
during their brief residence in the
North, and probably half were among
the original claim owners on Bonanza
and El Dorado, who have recently sold
out their claims at six figure prices.

The last party to leave Dawson was
that headed by ““The Big Swede,”
Andrew Olson, starting on the evening
of December 14; and the list of those

who crossed the mountains in time to 1

catch the Corona at Dyea or Skagway is
given as below: J. J. Baker, buyer for
the Alaska Commercial Com-
ny; Joseph Fox, Andrew Olson,
aniel Campbell, Leonard Sedgwick,
Charles Brosino, William Kaufman, H.

Campbell and Sedgwick had just sold
their claims for $125,000 each to the A.
C. Co., and the smallest amount that
any of the passengers named brought
through was $5,000; while Olson, with
from $250,000 to $300,000, was probably
the wealthiest man in the wealthy little
company. The news brought by these
men is important chiefly in ‘that it is
confirmatory of the discovery of the
great mother lode as reported by W. J.
Jones, but subsequently discredited by
n;ore recent arrivals who had not heard
of it.

This denial was given chiefly by James
Macaulay of this city, who left Dawson
on the 12th December; W. H. Welch,
H. T. Coffinand L. Burt, who left Daw-
son the same day as the returned Vic-
torian, had heard of the discovery, how-
ever, and were informed that the orig-
inal strike was made at the upper end of
claim 30 El Dorado, while two stringers,
one ai No. 27 and another yet lower
down, were subsequently located.
Throughout the district the discovery of
this immense ledge is accepted as assur-
ance of the perm-nen? of the district as
a rich gold mining field. .

As to the J)laeer diggings, they con-
tinue rich as dreams have painted them.
Powder creek, an affluent of Quartz
creek, has been having a boom ever
since pans of $3.75 and $4 became a
common thing. Of course the stream
was located from source to mouth as
soon as the first important discovery
was made. All Gold creek is showing
pans of $10 to $100, while the miners on
‘Hunker, Henderson, Dominion, the Big
Salmon and the Stewart all declare
themselves abundantly satisfied with the
prospects.

L. T. Grady, one of the Corona’s pas-
sengers, is a claim-owner on Hunker
creek, and comes down to interest scien-
tific men in the question of ground
thawing, being satisfied that some pro-
cess can be adopted that will materially
lessen the labor necessary as well as save
time in the operation of preparing the
ground for working. He will return
with a party in March or early April,
and would be glad in the meantime to
hear from anyone haviflg inventions cal-
culated to suit his purposes. As to the
worth of Hunker creek, Mr. W. H.
Welch appeared to share the sentiments
of the entire party when he said yester-
day: ;

¢‘There is no use in telling people the
sober truth about it, for if you do they
will set you down a liar. For instance,
what wonld you think if I were to tell
vou that the paystreak on Hurker is two
-hundred feet wide and six feet deep?
And yet that is absolute truth. That
creek is the greatest treasure bearerever
discovered in that or any other country.
Claims are not to be had for any money
—in fact the entire district contains
scarcely one unealeable claim. Would-
be buyers are infinitely more plentiful
than owners who can be tempted into
selling.”’

E.J. Livernash, of the Journal-Exam-
iner, who is bound for Ottawa as a min-
ers’ delegate, was passed by the Olson
party at Little Salmon, having been lost
in the mountains for eight days through
the incompetency of his guide, French
Pete. Olson and others of the Corona’s
company think it very probable that
Livernash and  his fellow delegates
will turn back when they meet
Major Walsh—who is still at Big

His trip from Dawson to the coast took
thirty-four days, as he travelled in com-
pany with Mr. Brady, an ex-banker of
Fairfax, Minnesota, who was ill, and had
to go slowly. Mr. McOrady wasin time to
made a location on Hunker creek,
and he thinks that the recent discovery
will prove in time as rich as either
Bonanza or Eldorado. At the point
where Major Walsh is now camped, Big
Salmon, McCrady remained a day in
order to give his charge a rest. The

eibly return to the Yukon country by
way of the Stickeen, gave him a letter to
Mr. Duchesnay, chief engineer of the
C.P.R., who has gone over the route,
and who will give Mr. McCredy
certain information he requires re-
garding it. Mr. McCredy says the
trip from Dawson to the coast was by no
means hard, although the weather was
very cold. He is on his way to Chicago,
and intended going through to Seattle
on the Corona yesterday. His object in
getting off at Victoria was, he says, to
cook into the prices of outfits here. This
he did during the day, and when he re-
turns here in March he will buy all of
his provisions etc. here. He informed
a CoronisT reporter that of the nineteen
Dawsonites who came down on the Co-
rona only one expressed the intention of
remairing in civilization in the spring.
Most of those who will return will, they
say, come over to Victoria to outfit, al-
though nearly all are Americans.

Mr. Fox, the other Dawsonite who re-
mained over in this city, is from Cali-
fornia. He went North early last sum-
mer and located and purchased several
claims on Bonanza creek. He left Daw-
son on Dac. 13, it took him and his party
only 23 days to reach the coast. When
he left the mining centre there was no
danger of starvation, although certain
linesof provisions wereratherscarce, diine
ownerswerethen paying$1to$1.50an hour
for help. but were only employing men
who had a grubstake. Mr. Fox says
his trip out was rather pleasant, and
that the journey is not nearly so hard or
difficult as it has been described. Sev-
eral who came down on the Corona left
Dawson one day later than he did, and
from these men Mr. Fox learned that a
very rich quartz discovery, supposed to
be the mother lode, had, been made a
few miles out of Dawson City. About
50 more miners will, Mr. Fox says,
leave Dawson for the Coast this month.

Speaking of the claims on Bonanza
and El Dorado creeks, Mr. Fox says that
owners are holding them at prices
ranging from $500,000 to $700,000.
‘ Some of these claims,’’ he said, * are
too rich to talk about almost. They
literally pick up the pure gold in some
cases when they reach bedrock.”

Mr. Fox will return to Dawson about
March 1. He thinks the present time of
the year the most favorable to start

A PIONEER OF EL DORADO.

Andrew Olson, “The Big Swegde,” of the
Record Nugget Fame,

One of the first men to stake ground
on the El Dorado and tbe very last man
out of the Klondyke country, is Andrew
Olson, known even among those who
came down with him on_the Corona by
no other title than his nicknameof ‘“The
Big Swede.”” He is notable, too, as be-
ing owner of the claim on which the
biggest Klondyke nugget has yet been
found—valued at $586—and as being the
wealthiest of the just-returned gold dig-
re. Although he is going back to the
North beforé summer, it is use
he has multifarions interests there de-
manding his presence, not because he
has his fortane yet to make.
His present mission is to revisit
familiar scenes in California and renew
old acquaintanceships there. He has
spent four arduous years in the Upper
Yukon country earning this holiday;
now, with about a quarter of a million
in ready eash with him, he can well
afford to enjoy his rest and recreation.
It was on the 14th of December that
The Big Swede left Dawson accompanied
by William Kaufmann and a third miner
who remained at Dyea. They had two
dog teams and were able to bring through
a large quantity of dust—about $125,000
according to the testimony of other
Corona passengers, one of whom declares
that Olson’s contribution to the ship’s
treasure weighed a quarter of a ton
avoirdupois.
The money is in great part the pro-
ceeds of a sale of claim 37 £l Dorado, on
which the great nugget was found, to
the Alaska Commercial Company, $175,-
000 is said to have been the price paid,
while the Swede still holds claim 36,
although Baker has offered a similar
sum to become possessed of it also.
Commenting on ‘“ P.-1. Jones’ ”’ report
of the discovery of the mother lode, Ol-
son says that it is perhaps premature to
pronounce the ore body in question the
‘*“ mother lode,” but it is certain that an
apparently continuous ledge of good
quartz has been uncovered, cutting El
Dorado at claim 31 or thereabouts, as
stated by Jones, and following the gen-
eral trend outlined by him.
‘* Mother lode’’ is only a relative term
at best, and it remains for the future to
disclose whether or not the quartz ledge
in question is the most valuable body of
gold-impregnated rock yet discovered, or
contains only stringers that it would not
pay to work. Olson is inclined to be-
lieve it will prove of incalculable value,
for he has every confidence in the coun-
try, and has interests on almost every
creek, not excluding Henderson, which
he speaks of as one of the most promis-
ing of all.

CLAIMS DISCOVERER’S HONORS.

S. Berlinger Tells All Abo‘ﬂ the Mother
Lode and How He Found It.

8. Berlinger, who arrived down from
Dawson City about ten days ago, and is
now in S8an Francisco, claims the honor
of discovering what is now believed to be
the mother lode of the Klondyke. He

8:
‘ Frank Slavin and I are near neigh-
bors on El Dorado creek, and some two
months since I showed him where Ihad
previously located the quartz. He was
in my cabin on the night of November
23, when I exhibited a piece of the rock
I found in the wall of quartz. At the
time we paid no particular attention to
it, as the common expression in Alaska
is: ‘Quartz mines are of no good, as
we can get no machinery to work them.’

““The ledge I discovered looks like a
bare wall of brilliant white granite. It
extends for milesin either direction, and
I do not know where it begins or ends.
It is practically the foothills of the
mountaing, commonly called glaciers.
No one kas ever been over the hill, and
we do not know how far back it ex-
tends.

*“ When I discovered it I was working
about my claim and was thoughtiessly
tapping the wall of rock when the outer
shell of & portion of it came offand a
piece of quartz dropped into my hand
that was a mass of leaf gold. From my
knowledge of mining I should say it
would assay $50,000 per ton. My claim
is number 42 on the Ei Dorado and is
between Dawson City agd Fort Reliance,
twenty-one miles north of the former
place. I located and putin a claim for
both ends of the claim about October1.
This gives me forty feet front and clear
through the ledge to the farther end,
whatever distance that may be.

*‘ My cabin where I have been placer
mining is about ten feet from the Klon-
dyke river. Back of the cahin is a clear
space of about fifty feet, after which this
great ledge of granite commences to rise
in a glacier formation. Our work
has been all placer mining. I do not
think the quartz mine ean be worked for
8 year yet, as the machinery cannot be
sent in, and even after a railroad is
built it will take some time. Under the
best of conditions, a mill would cost over
$200.000.

¢ I first settled on my claim the latter
part of September, and passed the wall
repeatedly without suspecting that it
was the mother lode of the Klondyke.
It is twenty-one miles to Dawson City
to the place where the discovery was
made. I kept it fairly quiet, and it was
not generally known at Dawson.

“The wall of granite containing the |

LONDON FUR SALE.

Seal Skins Bring December Prices—Reduc-
tion in Beaver and Musk Ox
Quotations.

Just before closing time last evening,
Manager W. Thompson, of the Hadson’s
Bay Company, received a cablegram
from London, Eng., containing the only
news yet to hand about yesterday’s big
fur sales, for news of which local gealers
had waited with not a little anxiety.
The schooners Dora Sieward and
Umbrina, which were ready to
sail "at an  early hour in
the morning, waited at their
their moorings for the news. Thecable-
gram that arrived was not quite clear,
but it agpears that the sealskins sold for
about the same as was obtained for them
in the December gales, the quotations run-
ning from $10 to $11. There were 18,000
skins on the market all told and that they
did not bring what it was expected they
would, is evidenced by the fact that be-
tween five and six hundred were with-

rawn.

Though the sale was one of seal skins
alone, the cablegram announces a de-
cline in beaver of 5 per cent.and in
musk ox of 214 per cent.

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VICTORIA THE PLACE.

Further Testimony by Men Who
Have Compared Prices Here
and on the Sound.

Canny American Citizens Send
Authoritative Adviece to East-
ern Friends.

It is a matter of daily occurrence now
to meet parties in Victoria who in pur-
chasing their outfits for the northern
gold fields, have first visited Seattle and
other American cities, carefully looked
into prices, and finally decided to outfit
here.

Many of these parties are composed of
Americans, whao stated in very plain
terms that if they could have outfitted
advaniageously in Seattle they would
have done so. They bought in Victoria,
they said, because they could get a bet-
ter class of goods at lower prices than
those ruling in Seattle, and above all be-
cause they could effect a saving of 30 per

cent. in the duty alone. The cage of
Mr. Lee Stanley, of Rochester, N.Y., is
perhaps the best object lesson as to Vie-
toria’s advantages as an outfitting point
that has yet been brought before the no-
tice of the public. Mr. Stanley said that
in purchasing an outfit here valued at
about $900, and- taking into considera-

tion the duty of 30 per cent. and trans-
i portation charges to Skagway, he saves
‘over $200. He bad made a careful in-
j vestigation of prices in Seattle prior to
coming here, and was prepared to speak
with aathority.

Two Boston parties bound for the
north have also ontfitted here recently.
In interviews published in the CovroxisT
these gentlemen have stated in the

lainest of terms that Victoria is the

st place at which to outfit with ad-
vantage. One of these parties was
headed by Mr. G. C. Bunker, of North
Columbus, Mass. He purchased an out-
fit for six men for two years, and said
that he was at least saving twenty per
cent. on Seattle prices by purchasing
here. The other Boston party composed
of Mr. Joha Dorgan, H. M. Chase and
W.J. Griffiths, bought a large outfit
here and immediately sent word back to
friends in the East that Victoria was the
cheapest and best place on the coast at
which to outfit.

The case of Mr. G. A. Esterbrook, of
Seattle, also furnishes another striking
example of Victoria’s advantages. L
Esterbrook came direct from Beattle to
this city to get an outfit for himeself and
partner, and he says without taking the
duty into into consideration he saved at
least 15 per cent. On the transportation
of himself, his partner and two horses to
Skagway, he claims to havesaved $30, by
getting his tickets in Victoria.

" Letters of inquiry are being received
daily by city hotel-keepers from parties
living on the other side as to the cost of
outfits here, whether the duty of 30 per
cent., is still in force, and other matters
of interest and importance to prospect-
ive gold hunters.

AND STILL MORE EVIDENCE

That Victoria Is the Best Place on the
Coast at Which to Outfit,

Mr. J. C. Bryant, of Hartford, Conn.,
arrived in this city the other day, on his
way to the Yukon coun‘ry, and is now
a guest at the Queen’s hotel. Prior to
coming here he visited Seattle, having
been told in the East that he could not
get a decent outfit at a reasonable figure
in any other Sound city. Mr. Bryant’s
experiences in Seattle were not of a
most pleasant nature. Before he had
been many hours in the city he was
robbed of $150, by confidence men. He
then arrived at the conclusion that he
was in a tough town, and came over to
Victoria where he will get his outfit. It
is altogether likely that, as a reeult of
Mr. Bryant’s experience in Seattle, con-
siderable money will be leit with the
merchants of this city, as he intends to
purchase outfits for a large party now
organizing in the East, which will leave
here hfor the North about the first of
arch.

Mr. Bryant says that just before he
reached Saattle, a gentlemanly looking
fellow on the train struck up a conversa-
tion with him, which was continued until
the city was reached. Mr. Bryant told
where he was bound for, and on the ad-
vice of his new friend went to one of the
down-town hotels and registered. After
supper the confidence man was joined
by a pal, and Mr. Bryant accepted an
invitation to go to their room to seesome
gentlemen who were aleo bound for the
Yukon gold fields. A poker game was
proposed when the room was reached,
and, just to be sociable, Mr. Bryant
joined it, with the usual result.

‘“ When I held four kings,”” he said,
‘““one of the party generally held four
aces.”

Mr. Bryant left the room $150
poorer, and immediately communicated
with the police. His friend of the train
was arrested and made to disgorge $100,
and the police are on the lookout for the
other members of the party.

Mr. Bryant says that Seattle is full of
confidence men and crooks. He heard
when there that one man who was on
hie way North had, a few days before,
been buncoed out of $3,000. The chief
of police showed him a list of thirty
names of confidence men now resid-rt
in the city who were *‘ wanted.” Ti.
efforts of the police to rid the city of
these gentry have been unavailing so
far. Mr. Bryant says that a man is
hardly safe carrying money around with
him in Seattle, 20 numerous are the
crooks. -

Matthews and Napoleon Dapras, re-
cently returned Dawsonians, for the
purpose of purchasing an outfit, if
prices suited, is one of the best argu-
ments that could be used in favor of
Vietoria as an outfitting point. Mat-
thews and Dupras, when they returned
from Dawson, went direct fo Seattle,
where they intended to stock up. Be-
fore doing so-they, however, -thought
they would make an inquiry as to Vie-

toria prices, and for several days they

have been guests at the Victoria, and
have vieited & number of outfitters.

Mr. Matthews informed the CoroNIsT
yesterday that in the matter of dry
goode, Victoria prices are considerably
lower than those ruling in Seattle at
present. As regards groceries and pro-
visions, he had eame to no decision yet.
In certain lines, such as flour, he thought
Seattle prices were lower than those in
Victoria, but, of course, there was the
duty to consider.

“I am taking in a large party,” said
Mr. Matthews, * and my total outfit will
cost away np in the thousands; so you
can eee that it is worth my while to
make a careful inveatigation before pur-
chasing. I will not make anv decision
for a day or two as to where I will buy
my provisions, but have just about de-
cided to get the greater portion of my
dry goods here.”’

THE FULL COURT.

Appeals Argued and Decisions Given—To-
day’s Peremptory List.

Yesterday the Full court dismissed
the appeal of the city in McCormack v.
City of Victoria. The. Chief Justice
granted an injunction to restrain the
city from tearing down some condemned
shacks on Johuson street, on the ground
that an old injunction granted six years
before hed never been rescinded. On
the part of the city an uppeal was taken
on the ground that as proceedings under
the old injunction had not been taken
for a year, a month’s notice should have
been given of fresh proceedings. Mr.
W. J. Taylor appeared for the city; Mr.
L. Crease for the plaintiff (respondent).

In Milne v. Begg, defendant appealed
from an order of the Chief Justice add-
ing the British Northwestern Develop-
ment Co. as plaintiffs with Messrs.
Milne, Flumerfelt and Dowler. Mr.
Archer- Martin for appellant (defend-
ant); Mr. W. J, Taylor for respondents.
Judgment was reserved.

The appeal was dismissed with costs
in Lippman v. Edwards. Mr. E. V.
Bodwell, for plaintiff (appellant); Mr.
G. H. Barnard, for defendant (re-
spondent).

Wellburn v. Cowichan ‘brought up a
nice little point of interest to munici-
palities. The plaintiff, as coroner, sent
in his bill to the municipality of Cow-
ichan for an inquest held on the Cow-
ichan rancherie, the Indian reserve in
the district. The municipality refused
to pay on the ground that they were
not responsible for inquests on Indians,
and the coroner must look to the Do-
minion government for payment. The
suit was decided in favor of the plain-
tiff, and the municipality of Cowichan
appealed. The Full court dismissed the
appeal on the ground that the charge is
a part of the administration of justice,
and, therefore, under the jurisdiction of
the province and not the Dominion.

'THE CITY.

MAGISTRATE MACRAE yesterday dis-
missed the charge against Mr. James
Angus of refusing to pay wholesale
trader’s licenee, holding that no testi-
mony had been produced to show the
defendant came within the meaning of
the legal definition of a trader.

TeE Presbyterian congregation at
Colwood has recently completed a com-
fortable church edifice, which was dedi-
cated to the public worship of God on
Sunday last. The church has seating
capacity for about one hundred, and on
the occasion of the opening service was
filled. Rev. Dr. Campbell conducted
the devotional part of the service, and
Rev. W. Leslie Clay preached the dedi-
cation sermon, while the choir of St.
Paul’s church, Victoria West, led the
congregation in praise.

IN chambers yesterday the injunction
to restrain plaintiff in Ruth Mines v.
Lovatt was continued. The Ruth mines
near Sandon were located prior to the
Kaslo & Slocan railway grant and were,
it is claimed, excepted from the grant.
The Kaslo & Slocan railway, after taking
np their grant gave a lease to defendant,
Lovatt, to cat timber on land a portion
of which wascovered by the Ruth mines.
Plaintiffs thereupon secured an injune-
tion restraining Lovatt from -cutting
timber on the mines, and this injunction
was yesterday continued.

YEesTERDAY Mr. Justice Drake gave
judgment in favor of plaintiff in the ap-
plication of Mr. Guillim, of Slocan City,
to compel the Law Society to receive his
application to be admitted to practice on
the usual six months’ residence condi-
tions. Mr. Guillim was admitted as
solicitor in the Northwest Territories,
where three years’ study is compulsory,
and afterwards was admitted as solicitor
in Manitoba by passing the examination,
but without putting in more study. The
Law Society rejected the application on
the ground thatfive years’ study was
necessary before admittance to practice
in this province. Mr. Justice Drake
held that as Mr. Guillim had been ad-
mitted to practice in Manitoba, where
the term of study is five vears, he had
fulfilled the requirements of the statute
of British Columbia as the applicant
had the right to base his claim for ad-
mission on any prior admittance he
chooses to select. .

TaE following letter, one of many sim-
ilar received by Mr. 8. Jones of the Do-
minion hotel during the past fortnight,
ehows most conclusively that the spirit
of enquiry is abroad amongst prospect-
ors, gold hunters, etc. in the States:

‘‘ DEAR S1R :—Could you give me any
information in regard to steamers sail-
ing from your town to Alaska, and how
are your, prices for outfitting. Do things
leaving Victoria go through without pay-
ing duty? You will greatly oblige me
by sending me the ahove information as
soon as possible, as I have several men
here who are thinking of coming to your
city to outfit. A.J. Morris.”

The neceseary information has been
forwarded, together  with several recent
copies of the CoLoNist containing inter-
views with Aniericans who are outfitting
here. Mr, Jones thinks that the per-
usal of these interviews by Americans
will result in many coming to this city
to outfit, and it is a matter of every day
occurrence for him now to send offa
batch of papers to various parts of the
States as replies to queries from the other

side.

A SAMPLE PAMPHLET.!

How Unsuspeeting Eastern Folk
Are Induced to Contribute
to Seattle Profits.

Railway Company’s Good Name
Used to Give Tone to False
Statements.

VaNcouver, Jan. 17.—Comment is
being made by the merchants of Vancou-
ver as well as by those of Victoria on the
distribution of United States pamphlets
detrimental to the Canadian outfitting
trade, particularly one recently issued
by the Northern Pacific railway entitled
“Key to Klondyke.” The local press
has commented on the matter and it is
likely to be taken up by the board of
trade. The Northern Pacific folder re-
ferred to contains the following para-
graphs chiefly complained of as being
untrue and misleading:

¢ Customs Dauties. etc.—A large part
of a miner’s outfit purchased in the Uni-
ted States territory is admitted to Cana-
da free of duty. Thisincludes a miner’s
blankets, personal clothing in use, brok-
en packages of provisions being used,
cooking utensils in use, and 100 lbs. of
food for the journey across the passes.
All excess is charged a duty. One im-
portant fact should be borne in mind : —
Seventy per cent. of all articles needed by
a miner in Klondyke and Alaska are
produced in the United States and must
be imported by Canadian tradesmen.
These importers necessarily pay a duty
and in selling the articles add that, and
also all charges for handling, freight,
etc., to the cost of the goods; these the
purchasing miner must pay. The Cana-
dian authorities in the Klondyke region
seem to be disposed to cause the miner
as little trouble as possible in this con-
nection.

¢ Routes to Alaska and Klondyke.
From Chicago and St. Louis to St. Paul
and via the Northern Pacific railway to
Portland, Tacoma and Seattle, whence
the Alaskan steamers sail, there is but
one change of cars; at St. Paul. From
Chicago the three Pacific coast cities are
from eighty to eighty-five hours’ ride,
from 8t. Louis ninety-three to ninety-
nine hours.”

The inference that, notwithstanding
the Canadian duty, intending Klon-
dykers can more advantageously outfit
in the States tban in Canada, is utterly
false, as can be seen by comparing the
prices in British Columbia with those
on Puget Sound.

Though in some few articles of hard-
ware the cost is the same in the Uhited
States, the saving on an entire outfit if
purchased in Canada is in the neighbor-
hood of 12 per cent. And; when the
miner counts the Canadian duty of
per cent., he will find that the saving
through purchasing in Canada amounts
to over 40 per cent.

The very marked absence of any
reference to Victoria and Vancouver,
the chief points of departure for the
Canadian goid fields, is strongly com-
mented upon, and it is thought that in
view. of the wide distribution of this
misleading Northern Pacific publication
the boards of trade of the two Canadian
coast cities should take joint action
in calling attention, not only te
the paving to made Dby
purchasing in  Canada, but to
the advantages of starting from Vancou-
ver or Victoria, from which the best
steamers sail regularly, and where accu-
rate information can be obtained from
government officials as to the regula-
tions under which the Canadian gold
fields are administered. Such informa-
tion can only be correctly and fully ob-
tained in Canada, and a gold seeker so
posted need have no fear of detention
and annoyance on reaching the confines
of the Canadian Yukon by reason of his
running counter to some regulation.

CUT TO PIECES.

A Former Member of the Local Legislature
Killed by a Victoria & Sidney
Train,

Charles Gallagher, a well known old
timer and once member of the provincial
legislature for Kootenay, was ran over
and instantly killed by a Victoria & Sid-
ney railway train on Sunday.

Gallagher, who lived near Beaver lake,
was in town on Sunday and after pass-
ing some time with a number of ac-
quaintances started for home. He went
as far as the Royal Oak on the two
o’clock Sidney train and with a .friend
p ed to his cabin afterwards. Evi-
dently he had made up his mind to go
somewhere later on, probably to Steves’
hotel, as he had mentioned his desire to
go there about three o’clock. It is
thought that he lay down on the track,
for when the train from Sidney reached
the cut near Beaver lake at 6 o’clock
the engineer saw an object on the
track a couple of lengths ahead as he
rounded the curve, and though the air
brakes were on and the engine reversed
immediately, it was impossible to stop
the train quickly enough to save. Gal-
lagher. ;

The unfortunate man must have been
at once killed for the wheels over
his lege and the lower part of the body,
crushing it terribly. An inquest was
held yesterday afternoon and a verdict
of accidental death brought in, as it was
quite evident.that no one was to blame
for the deplorable accident.

Char!3 Gallagher was an Irishman
who ¢ ne to British Columbia in
the o v gixties, and after mining
for « .ime in Caribo» moved fo
the i .temay country. Here in 1875
he w :lected at the same time as Mr.
A. W. Vowell as member for the district
in the local honse. He wasa strong sup-
porter of the Walkem-Beaven adminis-
tration which next year went into oppo-
sition when, Premier Elliott came into
power. In 1878 at the general elections
Mr. Gallagher and Mr. R. T. Galbraith
were returned from Kootenay when the
Wa'kem administration again came in,
and a couple of years later Mr. Gallagher
was appointed tax collector in Kootenay
wbile the C.P.R. was building. 3

After this he dropped out of politica
and for the past few years has lived in
Vietoria, a poor working man but one
whn wasalways respected as a thoroughly
horest man.

LOCATED IN VICTORIA.

A Runaway Californian Turns Up in This
City With the Companion of
His Flight,

The San Francisco Examiner, of a re-
cent date, published a story about
Charles F. Burnbam, a defaulting secre-
tary, who disappeared from Oakland.
Cal., some time ago, and who was sub-
sequently located in Victoria with his
companion, Mrs. Mary E. King. The
story of the flight is given in brief as
follows:

‘ Burnham’s conduct in his winning
ventures in partnership with Mrs. King,
a fascinating widow, was 8o uneatis-
factory, that charges of frand were made
by L. Solomon. of Stockton, who de-
manded Burnham’s arrest. Burnham
hearing of this sought safety in flight.
He departed without a word to any-
one.”’ i

T'his all happened in November last,
and soon after Chief Sheppard received
several letters inquiring about the miss-
ing man and woman, one being from
Mrs. Burnham, who at the time was
about to institute divorce proceedings
charging the husband with cruelty and
desertion. The police of San Francisco
and of Stockton traced the fleeing couple

-as far as Portland but here, for a time,

lost track of them, and werein ignorance
of their movements until Chief Sheppard
supplied the desired information. At
the time the couple were living not a
stone’s throw from the city hall, and
with them was Burnham’s twelve-year-
old son who was also sought. Tney were
in this way under the surveillance of the
chief for some time, and that
official, meanwhile, was corresponding
with Mrs. Burnham as to their
arrest and extradition. Nothing re-
sulted, however, and the matter has
practically dropped. From what the
chief learned at the time, Mrs. King has
a great big $1,000 credited against her in
California, and as for Burnham, it seems
as if hisaffairs with the Masonic order of
San Francisco are not in very good
shape. Itwas believed at first that he
was greatly in arrears in the order, but
the Examiner in speaking of the matter,
says:

* 8o far as the Masonic order is con-
cerned, it is not probable that any steps
will be taken to apprehend Burnham.
His shortages in the local organizations
were trifling. More careful examination
of the records he kept led to the dis-
closure that his books were in a badly
muddled condition.

THE OPENING CEREMONIES.

How the Natural History Society Will Assist
at the Inauguration of the New Par-
liament Buildings.

At the meeting of the Natural History
Society last evening the report of the
committee on the ceremonies connected
with the opening of the House of As-
sembly was read and adopted. As has
been announced, the society, with the
consent of the government, had intended
making a special exhibition, scientific
and historical,in the new museum build=-
ing; but owing to the unfinished con-
dition of the rooms it was decided not
to go on with it as a -society, but in-
dividually to assist the several depart-
ments in malt:(i)ﬁintom' displays. It
being unders that the museum un-
der the management of Mr. Fannin will
be open, and that the departments «f
agricultnre and mines and the provin-
cial library would probably each make
exhibits of its own, the members ex-
pressed their willingness to assist to
their utmost. From the fact that the
opening of the house is an event of un-
usual importance, markinga stage in the
history of the province, it was conceived
to be appropriate that there should be a
historical display illustrating as far
as possible the various phases of the pro-
vince, and this will naturally take place
under the auspices of the library, to
which every person interested will be
invited to contribute, by loan or other-
wise. °

A curious Indian implemeént was ex-
hibited by the president, Mr. Green,
last evening, and was stated by him to
be a donation from Mr. Lomas, Indian
agent, Cowichan, to the museam, where
it may be exafhined. It may have
an instrument of warfare, the material
being probably foesil ivory, and would
have made an effective policeman’s
baton. There is an interesting tradi-
tion connected with it, and as a relic is
very rare, and was evidently highly
valued by the Indians.

The society decided to undertake a
properly classified check list of the plants
of British Columbia, making it as com-
plete as possible from available data.

Captain Walbran continued his series
of papers on the early navigators of the
Northwest coast, giving further details
of Vancouver’s explorations. Several
more papers of this valuable series ar
still in prospect. '

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NEW COUNCIL SWORNTN

Mayor and Aldermen Take the Oath
of Office Before Mr. Justice
Walkem.

His Worship Makes His Inaugural
Speech—No Chinese Fireworks
This Year—New Committees.

The members_of Victoria’s new city
council were yesterday sworn in by Mr.
Justice Walkem in the Fuall court room.
Mr. W. J. Dowler, city clerk, acted as
master of ceremonies, and one at a time,
mayor and aldermen, came forward and
took the oath of office. Mr. Justice
Walkem then handed the city seal into
the Mayor’s hands and congratulated
him and the aldermen on their election
to the important office of looking after
theinterests of the city for thenext year.

At eight o’clock last evening the coun-
cil held their tirst meeting at the city
hall, and in a very few minutes after the
preliminary reading of the election re-
turns things were proceeding as smoothly
as possible. Ald. Wilson has his old
seat at the left horn of the crescent of
desks. Next to him is Ald, Kinsman;
then Ald. McCandless, Hall, Humber,
Humphrey, Phillips, Williams and Mc-
Gregor in the order named.

Before attacking the little business of
an opening night, Mayor Redfern ad-
dressed the aldermen as follows:

‘‘ GENTLEMEN,—It is very desirable at
the commencement of the year to havea
general review of the present condition
of, and the probable needs and wants of
the various municipal institutions, and
it is with that object, and also that you
may be acquainted somewhat with my
own views on the subject, that I submit
for your consideration the following re-
marks and suggestions. One of the most
important questions the council will
have to deal with, is the Point Elliee
bridge suits, and while not admitting
any hability on the part of the city, and
without going into details on the sub-
ject, I think it would be advisable for
the council to consider whether any ar-
rangement can be arrived at without
prejudice to the city’s rights, whereby
the whole of this question can be settled
without any further resort to legal pro-
ceedings. :

SOLEMN REQUIEM MASS.

Funeral Ceremony at St. Andrew’s Cathe-
dral in Connection With the Burial
of Bishop Lootens.

For the second time within a few
months St. Andrew’s Roman Catholic
cathedral yesterday witnessed thesolemn
requiem services for a reverend bishop,
and a large congregation gathered to do
respect to the dead. Clad in his episcopal
robes the body of the venerable Bishop
Lootens lay on a bier within the altar
railg, the dead man not yet consigned to
his coffin, but lying as if on a couch eo
that the familiar features could be seen
by the congregation. The mourning
trappings were few—the bishop’s throne
covered in purple and near the altar
some black hangings round the large
candle sticks, while lighted candles were
placed around the bier. The solemn
requiem mass was to music harmonized
by the man for whose death it was being
sung. The celibrant was Archbishop
Gross, of Portland ; the deacons of honor,
Father Morgan, of Westminster, and
Father Maniouloux, of Port Town-
send, the deacon and sub-deacon of
the mass, Father Verbeke of Nanaimo,
and Father Leterme of Victoria. Bishop
O’Dea of Vancouver, Washington, as-
sisted ; the cantors were Father Althoff
of Victoria, and Father Heynen of Wel-
lington; and Father Whelen of West-
minster was master of ceremonies, and
Father Van Gothen chaplain to Bishop
O’Dea.

The funeral sermon was bpreached

by Father Newell of Portland,
who belongs to the Dominican
order, whose epecial training is

in preaching. Father Newell was
chosen as he perhaps better than any-
one else knew Bishop Lootens, the just
dead bishop having specially iooked after
the education of Father Newell and
helped him torward in his studies for
the priesthood. The work of Bishop
Looten’s life was touched upon, his
earlier labors in California and his
duties as a bishop in Idaho. The
preacher spoke in loving remem-
berance of the good bishop’s kind-
ly life and of his helpfulness
to his fellow men. It wasfrom ill-health
that the bishop was obliged to resign his
active duties in Idaho, and for the past
twenty years he has lived a tranquil, un-
eventfal life in Victoria.

The dead bishop lay in state all yester-
day afternoon and evening, and this
morning the interment will take place
at Saanich, the clergy going out by the
eleven o’clock train on the Victoria and
Sidney and meeting the hearse, which
leaves the city at an earlier hour.

Only the simple prayers for the dead
will be made at the graveside, theisland
clergy only taking part, as the Arch-
bishop, Biehop O’Dea and the mainland
clergy were obliged “to" leave for their
homes this morning.

MORE NEW VESSELS

Immediately in the Clyde
Shipyard.

Albion Iron Works Commences Work
on a Steel Steamer for the
C. P. N. Company.

F. M. Rattenbury and others associat-
ed with him in business have given the
contract to Mr. J. Stephene, of the
Clyde ship yard, for three new stern-
wheeled steamers to ply on Lake Ben-
nett. These vessels are to be ready for
shipment North within thirty days, and
towards that end a large force of men
will be engaged in the building opera-
tione. All three vessels will be stern-
wheelers, 80 feet long, of 16 feet beam
and will have a draught of 18 inches
when laden. They will be wooden boats
and the machinery for each will be sup-
plied by the Albion Iron Works. The
contract for taking the hulls of the ves-
sels into the lake will be distinet from
that of either the furnishing of the ma-
chinery or the building of the hulls. A
fourth steamer to be built at the Clyde
yard will be a twin screw which Mr,
Stephens has the contract from a Ta-
coma firm for constructing. Like the
other steamers this one will be hurriedly
pushed forward to completion. It isin-
tended to ply on Lake Teslin.

A STEEL STERN-WHEELER.

Down near Spratt’s wharf, on Store
street, a new shipyard has sprung into
existence, in which the first stern-wheel-
ed steel vessel ever put together in this
province is to be built, her keel being
laid in a very few days. The vessel
which has been previously referred tois
to be built by the Albion Iron Works
Co., whose machinists have already
commenced work on the frame. The
steamer, inside- of eixty days, will be
afloat and ready for service on the Stick-
een when that river opens to navigation.
Within a fortnight over half a hundred
men will be employed on the vessel and
there are at present upwards of twenty
engaged in the company’s shops and in
their new yard making preparations.
The steamer is to be constructed -for the
C. P. N. company. She is to be 140
feet long, 28 feet beam and will have a
depth of about five feet. R. F. Stephens,
& brother to W.J. Stephens, the well-
known ship builder, is to be foreman of
the new yard. He aaysthe craft will be
one of the finest vessels of her kind on
the Pacific coast, if not the speediest, as
provision is being made for herto run 17
knots an hour. She will be of very sharp
lines and will be very little smaller than
the R. P. Rithet, which steamer is
known to every frequenter of the water
front.

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OUTFITTING IN VICTORIA.

As time passes the superiority of Vic-
toria as an ountfitting point over any city
of the United States is being more
strongly demonstrated. In his inter-
view, printed in the Cowronist on Sun-
day, Mr. Lee Stanley, of Rochester, N.
Y., says the saving by buying goods in
Victoria, as compared with Seattle, is
equal to 40 per cent. When to this we
add the duty of 30 per cent. average, the
contrast is still greater and tells more in
favor of this city. Examine for a
moment what this means. A man goes
to Seattle and expends $500 in buying
an outfit. When he gets to the Canadi-
an frontier he will have to pay duty,
which will probably reach $150; that is,
his outfit will cost him when he reaches
Canadian territory $650, not taking
freight and other charges of transporta-
tion info account. Mr, Stanley tells the
public that if the man, instead of buy-
ing in Seattle, had come to Vietoria he
could bave bought a similar outfit for
$300, which would thus save him $350
‘on the cost, a sum that would pay the
cost of transporting 350 pounds from

Victoria to Dawson City.
A gentleman who lately visited Seattle

says that an argument in very common
use there is, that as Victoria merchants
have to buy their goods in the United
States, it stands to reason that the
United States merchants can sell them
at least as cheaply. If thée fact were as
stated, the argument would be irre-
fatable; but the fact is not as stated.
Some of the hams and bacon, some of
the beans and some of the rubber goods
sold to Yukoners are bought in the
United States, and it is conceded that
Seattle merchants can sell articles so
bought quite as cheaply as Victoria
merchants; but, fdrther than this, no
one can truthfully go. Moreover, when
it comes to the payment of duties,every-
one knows that duties come less when
paid upon large lots .invoiced at whole-
gale prices than on small lots invoiced at
retail prices. That is, if a man going to
the Yukon buys American pork and
beans in Seattle, they will cost him more
when he pays the duty on them at the
Canadian frontier than precisely similar
goods would cost him if bought in Vie-
toria. The difference would not be
great, but it would be in favor of the
purchase in Victoria., On otherarticles,
and notably on woollen goods, Seattle
merchants cannot hope to compete with
Victoria. The Post-Intelligencer’s Alaska
News Syndicate knew this perfectly well,
and so came over to this city and bought

their blankets here.
The experience of those persons who

deal with Victoria merchants is of the
most satisfactory kind. Seattle knows
that what trade it is securing is got un-
der false pretences and can never be got
again. The people of that city know
perfectly well that when the miners who
"outfit there come to the Oanadian frontier
‘and find themselves compelled to pay
duty, they will awaken to the fact that
they have been grossly deceived, and
will never return there for goods. They
know also that after the present year
Canadian houses will supply the Yukon
trade with goods kept in stock on the
sceneofoperations. They therefore do not
care by what means the intending
miners are deceived, 8o long as they are
deceived. We are not finding any fault
with the merchants who sell the goods.
If a man should come to Victoria to buy
. goods to take into the State of Utah, we
suppose none of our merchants would re-
fuse to sell to him or feel under any obli-
gation to tell him that he would have to
payduty on his purchases. Our complaint
is not even against those who are respon-
sible for advertising Seattle to the world
as an outfitting point, except in so far as
they have deliberately falsified the facts
in order to deceive the people.

While speaking of this question, we
may ask how it comes about if it is more
advantageous to outfit in Seattle for the
Yukon than to outfit for the same place
here, that no one outfits there for the
Cassiar, the Omineca or Cariboo. The
conditions are precisely similar, The
same law as to duties apply to the places
named that applies to the Yukon. The
same goods are purchased to be taken to
the one place as to the other. Yet no
one purchases a pound of goods outside
of British Columbia to take to those
places. Why, then, should any one go
outside of British Columbia to buy goods
to take to the Yukon ? We recommend
this question to those who are seeking to
learn the truth about the matter. Miners
have been outfitting in British Colum-
bia cities for the Canadian gold mines
every year for nearly forty years. Is it
not reasonable to suppose that they
know what they areabout? Is it not safe
to credit them with ordinary good sense?
If it was better to buy goods in Seattle,
would they not long ago have discovered
it? TUnited States citizens have bought
goods in Victoria time and time again to
take into the mines, precisely the same
kind of goods that are now being bought
to take into the Yokon. Willanyone be
80 insane as to say that these people do
not know what they are about and that
all through these years they have been
throwing away their money? Do we not
all know that many Americans come
directly from Seattle to buy goods to
take into the mines? Do not the great
United States commercial companies

" buy in Vietoria the goods which they
expact to sell in the Canadian Yukon?

THE UNITED SBTATES AND CUBA.

There is really more danger of
difficulty arising between the United
States and BSpain now than there
has been at any period since
the rebellion in the island began.
This is not because the condition of
things on the island is more urgent than
heretofore, but because President Me-
Kinley is an uncertain quantity and may
at any time revise his policy of non-in-
terference. It is plain to the most
superficial observer that unless some-
thing can be done to withdraw public
attention from the wutter failure of the
Republican party to redeem its pledges,
made before the eleetion of 1896, nothing
can save it from ignominious defeat at
the next presidential contest. President
McKinley has been in office not quite a
year and the Dingley tariff has been in
operation for even a shorter period; but
there has been ample time to demon-
strate, first, that the return of the Re-
publicans wer was not sufficient to
restore corifidence in financial and com-
merciﬂ'/circles, and second, that the
new tariff, framed ostensibly to prevent
the recurrence of deficits, will completely
fail to do so. It<is now conceded by the
Republican leaders that Mr. McKinley’s
term is in all probability likely to be
characterized by a succession of deficits.
It is this fact which has caused the
great outcry in regard to the pension
list. At last the Republican pdrty has
eome to realize that the limit of the tax-
paying ability of the people has been
reached, that is so far as customs duties
are concerned.

President McKinley’s presidential
career seems likely to end in disastrous
failure unless something new can be
devised. The people are fast growing
disgusted with the republican party, and
some new means must be discovered of
coaxing them back to their allegiance.
It cannot be done by any promises in re-
gard to the tariff. It cannot be done by
any more nonsense in regard to Mec-
Kinley and prosperity being political
twins. It cannot be done by legislgtion
on the currency question, for McKinley
is committed to a line of action, which
he knows perfectly well will alienate
more votes than it will attract. The
question is not whether his views on
finance are sound or otherwise. They
are exceedingly unpopular with the
great mass of the people, and that is the
chief point for his political managers to
consider.

President McKinley is not a great
enough man to be willing to face defeat
for hithself and his party rather than
commit the nation to a war with Spain.
A poldier and a very brave ome, he
knows the horrors of war and shrinks
from them, He is lacking, how-
ever, in the egort of ' courage
necessary that will enablé him to deal
with the political emergency which has
arisen. He has not the courage to say
to his political managers that they must
take with him the <consequences of hav-
ing promised what they cannot perform,
and he will easily be induced to give
sanction to a line of policy towards Spain
which will restore the prestige of his
party by appealing to the patriotism of
the people.

There is no doubt that war with Spain
would be very popular in the United
States. Canadians must to a very great
extent sympathize with their neighbors
in their indignation over the cruelties
perpetrated by the Spanish authorities
in Cuba. We can sympathize also with
the desire to see sumething like free gov-
ernment get up on that island. We also
can very well understand why the peo-
ple of the United States should desire to
possess the island, although it is fair to
gay that they do not admit to be at all
influenced by it in their hostility to
Spain. Moreover the United States has
a very decent navy, and the people
feel about it much as a boy .does
when he gets a new axe. They
want to try it on something at
the earliest possible day. For these
reasons, and for others that need not be
specified, there is no doubt that if the
President should send a message to con-
gress recommending the despatch of an
ultimatum to Madrid couched in terms
that would be at once rejected, and
should follow it up by recommending a
declaration of war, his popularity would
be at white heat. The temptation to
take such a course would be great to any
‘man, and may easily prove irresistible
to one of Mr. McKinley’s .temperament.
The war party in the United States is
very active, and is made up of many ele-
ments. If embraces firebrands like

Morgan of Alabama and Lodge of Mas-
sachusetts, .young naval and military

men anxious for promotion, coptractors,
seeking to make fortunes out of supplying
the forces, budding politicians hopeful of
new opportunities, and a great mass of
people who have been taught at school
that the mission of the United States is
to whip all creation at the first con-
venient opportunity. These elements
would combine to make McKinley the
most popular president since Grant the
moment he inaugurated hostilities with
Spain, while a successful outcome of the
war would secure for him and his politi-
cal associates a long lease of power. The

younger members of the Republican
party have not forgotten that it was a
war that gave that organization its long
lease of power, with the unlimited oppor-
{ 1nities of acquiring wealth and influ-
ence resulting from it.

THE NEW REGULATIONS.

The new regulations in regard to
mining in the Northwest contain one
clanse that will meet with the hearty
endorsement of the people of British
Columbia. Itis that requiring miners
and persons employing miners to take
ouf a miner’s certificate. The CoLroxIsT
believes that it is entitled to the credit
of having made this suggestion and also
of suggesting that these certificates shall
be put on sale in the British Columbia
cities. At that time we said it would be
a master stroke, and now that it has
been made we have no disposition
to withhold the warmest expression
of -approval. This . new regulation
will make it almost compulsory upon per-
sons going North to call at either this
city or Vancouver to obtain their licenses
and must completely revolutionize
travel. I's effect upon the outfitting
trade will be almost equally great. We
anticipate that this regulation will cause
& profound sensation in the United
States cities. When the CoLonisr first
proposed it, the Post-Intelligencer de-
clared .it an infamous suggestion, said
that the Canadian government would
not entertain it for a moment, and de-
clared that if it were adopted the United
States would at once impose a license
upon everyome crossing the so-called
Alaskan strip. However much inclined
certain unreasonable people might be to
recommend such a course, there is not
the slightest reason to suppose it will be
taken.

The alteration in the size of mining

claims will be generally satisfactory, and
the change in the reservation is undoubt-
edly a very great improvement, although
we arenot prepared fo concede the ad-
visability of any reservation “whatever.

On the whole we feel that the govern-
ment is to be congratulated upon its at-
tempt to deal with what is a subject of
no little difficulty. All that we con-
tended for has not been granted, but
some very important features of the de-
mands of Victoria, as expressed in the
press and at public meetings, have been
met.

THE MAYOR’S MESSAGE.

The address of Mayor Redfern to the
new city council is marked by a good
deal of plain common sense. It is evi-
dently his Worship’s desite to make a
record during the present year that will
be satisfactory to the taxpayers. We
feel very sure that the people will be
with him in any effort he may make to
secure a reasonable settlement of the
bridge-disaster cases that cannot be con-
strued into an admission by the city of
legal responsibilities which do not rest
upon it. In a matter of this kind undue
haste is not desirable ; but we think that
it is hardly chargeable against the city
authorities that they have been over-
anxious to get these cases disposed of.
At the best they can hardly be settled be-
fore the second anniversary of the un-
happy accident, and thie, everyone will
a lmit, is long enough to keep the ques-
tion open, if it can be closed on reaton-
able terms. But the terms must be
reasonable. The taxpayers are willing
to pay what is a proper compensation to
the bereaved and the injured, but they
will not bear the council out in a settle-
ment upon an extravagant basis.

The street question is one that bids
fair to be with us for a long time to
come. We are not all surprised at the
almost hopeless tone in which the
Mayor speaks of it. He made an effort
last year to accomplish something, and
the way in which it was received was
not calculated to inspire confidence as to
the outcome of any new plans, which he
may submit. The condition of Govern-
ment street is such that the property-
owners will be compelled in self-protec-
tion to do something in the direction of
improvement at an early day. They may
make up their minds that, if the busi-
ness of this city grows in consequence of
the development of the Yukon and other
mines and Government street is not put
in better shape, the retail centre will shift
entirely to some other part of the city.
We agree with his Worship in thinking
that the adoption of a local improve-
ment by-law, which will permit of
streets being improved at the cost of the
abutting properties, will be a step in the
right direction.

In regard to the extension of sewers, if
this can be done by the imposgition of a
rental upon the properties served, we
think no objection will be raised. No
one, who knows the convenience of sew-
er connection will hesitate for a mo-
ment about paying a rental equal to the
interest on the cost of laying a sewer in
front of his premises.

The only other matter referred to in

the address calling for special reference,
is that relating to an increase in the
number of the police. Such an increase
seems to be absolutely neceseary in view
of the large number of people likely to
pass through the city during the present
year.

NOT AS A PUBLIC PROSECUTOR.

Rev. J. C. Speer is quite wrong in
thinking that the CoronisT wished him
to act as a public prosecutor. All that
this paper did was to give him credit for
sincerity in his championship of reform
in the morals of Victoria, and to sug-
gest that he should place the information,
of which he claimed to be possessed,
in the hands of the police commission-
ers. If he will do this, and that body
will not act upon the information, and
he will furnish the CoLoNIsT with the
facts, he will find this paper not back-
ward in insisting that the commissioners
shall do their daty in the premises.

The CoroxisT has the fullest sympathy

with any effort topromote morality and to
prevent the social evil from flaunting
itself in the face of decency. It is not so
quixotic as to suppose the evil can be
eradicated by any crusade that can be
set on foot., It hasits doubts as to the
desirability of any steps that will lead to
the scattering of houses of ill-repute
throughout the city. In Seattle a well-
meant effort was made to suppresa what
was known as Whitechapel. The effort
was successful, but the result was that
houses of ill-fame were opened on or
close to the principal thoroughfares,
which state of things became such a
scandal and a nuisance that orders were
given the police to ‘“ hive ”” them again
in a part of the city where they would
not be offensive to decently disposed
people. In 8t. John, N,B., similar re-
sults followed from a similar course of
action.
2 M, Speer and those, who like him
desire fo see action taken along the lines
so ably advocated by him, ought to re-
member that social reform is a severely
practical question. They ought to re-
member that neither men nor women
can be made moral by legislation or
police interference. It is possible, how-
ever, to restrict the harm likely to re-
sult from evils which cannot be sup-
pressed ; but this is a practical matter
and cannot be accomplished by ser-
mons or editorials. Some one must
take the responsibility of action. It is
not a pleasant responsibility. It is, in-
deed, a very obnoxious and painful re-
sponsibility. If Mr. Speer undertakes
it, we will tell him frankly that he will
find many people, whose sympathies
are loudly with him as long as he con-
fines himself to words only, inclined to
hold back and permit him to bear the
burden alone. At least, if this is not
his experience, he will have a happier
lot than has fallen to most people who
have undertaken to carry the banner of
social reform,

Yet he can hardly hold his hand now
that he has begun, and we do not be-
lieve he has the least desire to do so;
but speaking from experience in more
than one movement of this kind, we
tell him that he may preach and the
papers may print until Doomsday, but
unless someone sets the machinery of
the law in motion to accomplish some-
thing within the range of practicability,
all the labor will be in vain. We repeat
that we do not ask the reverend gentle-
man to act as a publie prosecutor. The
law provides a prosecutor. We do not
ask that anyone shall prosecute anyone.
We simply say that we agree with him
as to the scandalously conspicuous man-
ner in which a certain element of the
population is allowed to flaunt itself be-
fore the eyes of the people, thereby
familiarizing young boys and young girls
with vice in its. most attractive form.
He says he has much information that
calls for action. We ask him to place
this information in the hands of the
police commisgioners.

‘“ Yo’ opens yo’ mouf; yo’ fills yo’
mouf full ; yo’ shets yo’ mouf and yo’
aint got nuffin.”” This was the way in
which an individual, whose ancestors
came from Africa, described whipped
cream. The description suits the politi-
cal provender which the Opposition press
is serving up to the British Columbia
public. They had a epoonful or two of
something, which they thought was
creme de la creme, though every one else
knew it was only dirty soapsuds, and
they have kept whipping it with indefat-
igable perseverance day after day, week
after week, month after month. The
Victoria Times whipped it ; the Inland
Sentinel whipped it ; the Nelson Tri-
bune whipped it ; the Columbian whip-
ped it, and now the News-Advertiser in
its slow and ponderous fashion is whip-
ping it. The moment the process stops
the frothy mass collapses. While the
whipping ig in progrese the bubbles pile

{up to quite an imposing height, and as

the whippers see their own faces reflect-
ed in the myriads of little watery mir-
rore, they think their images represent
the mass “of the people turning to-
wards them for guidance.

The labors of the News-Advertiser in
this connection remind one of the waltz-
ing of an elephant—ponderous and not
very easily followed. It is devoting very
much ink to the elucidation of imagi-
nary problems, which the more agile
Inland Sentinel could dispose of in a
paragraph and the verbose Times would
cover with two or three groups of ** lang-
widge.” Some time, when the Klon-
dyke rush is over, it may be interesting
to give the dimension of the News-
Advertiser’s arguments.

Then the per-
formance began, and at the end of each
act our contemporary bows, throws itself
a bouquet and pauses to be admired.
Funny? Let no one say hereafter that
the News-Advertiser is not a humorous
paper. There is nothing funnier than
the perorations, so to speak, of its daily
opposition screeds.

Meanwhile the government appears to
be doing business at the old stand with
its customary regularity. To be pelted
with bubbles is not an especially annoy-
ing experience.

It may interest our contem-
porary and some others, perhaps, to be
told that the courts have no more right
to rule what a newspaper shall or shall
not say about a criminal case than they
have to dictate to a paper as to how it
shall comment upon any other news of
the day. We do not say that while a
cage is actually on trial before a jury,
the presiding judge has not discretion
to punish the publication of any-
thing which may prevent the
proper administration of justice.
We believe he has such a right and that
he ought to exercise it when necessary.
But we totaliy deny that there is any
power in the British Empire that has
the right to say to a newspaper editor
that he shall not comment upon a crim-
inal case, or anything else that can hap-
pen, except a case actually on trial.
This, let it be understood, is a free coun-
try, and is not ruled by absolute judges
any more than by an absolute sovereign.
While making this statement of thelaw,
the CorLoNisT wishes to add that the ar-
ticle referred to was not a comment upon
the libel cases. It was a comment upon
a very cheap performance by some peo-
ple in connection with the libel cases.

The
chief features of the second edition
were: Reduction of claims to 100 feet
in length; reduction of renewal fees,
from $100 to $15 yearly; imposition of a
royalty of 10 per cent. on monihly out-
put of $500, and of 20 per cent. over $500,
besides the reservation of every altern-
ste claim. From end to end of the Do-
minion these regulations were condemn-
ed as ruinous and impracticable.

Then Mr. Sifton began unwillingly to
retreat, and after his returnf§from the
Alaskan coast it was announced that the
proposal as to the reservation of alter-
nate claims would not be enforced and
that a large reduction would be made in
the royalty proposed. The new regula-
tions carry out these promises. There
is recognition of ‘ miners’ law ’’ in the
matter of registration at distant camps;
the license system is adoptod.

Under the new regulations miners’
licenses will be issued for $10 for an in-
definite time for individuals and $500 for
companies, and the fee for reserving,
will be $15 with an annual renewal of
$15. Claims will be 250 feet in length,
and the government will reserve every
alternate block of ten claims.

River or digging claims will be leased
in'lﬁve mile sections for $100 a year per
mile. .

Claims producing over $2,500 a year
will pay a royalty of 10 per cent. Ina
mining camp situaated more than 100
miles from a gold commissioner’s office,
the miners, if morethan five in number,
may elect their own recorder and record
their claims with him, pending regular
registration within three months.

The Times’ special despatch from Ot-

THE “ TEXAS’ FLOATS AGAIN.

She Narrowly Escapes Collapse in Drydock
and Seeks Fresh Trouble at Sea.

New Yogrx, Jan. 17.—A Washington
special to the Tribune says *‘ Naval
officers gave a long sigh of relief when
the ill-fated battleship Texas got away
from the New York naval yard on Satur-
day afternoon, and their anxiety about

A STEAMER’S NARROW ESCAPE.

A British Ship Reports an Unusual Variety
of Mishaps at Sea.

81. JorN’s, Newfoundland, Jan. 17.—
The steamer which was reported last
Saturday as off the harbor, unidentified,
bat with her steering gear damaged and
which was driven to sea in a heavy
storm, entered port this morning. She
proved ‘to be the Parkmer, Captain
Evane, from Avonmouth, Dec. 29, for
Koste, in ballast.

She met with successive gales. One
of the port-holes on the starboard side
was stove in, and this admitted a steady
stream of water that nearly filled No. 2
hold. A bunker of coal shifted and the
ship listed over 30 degrees to the star-
board. The pumps could not keep the
water under, until volunteers, working
up to their necks in water, plugged the
porthole. They then succeeded in light-
ening somewhat.

RUSSIA IN EOREA.

Plans for Complete Control Indicated by
Latest Mail Advices.

8ax Francisco, Jan. 18.—Oriental
mail advices state that ‘Russia is keep-
ing up her policy of aggression in Korea.
The appointment of a new Russian min-
ister o Korea was taken advantage of
by the Czar’s government. First, mili-
tary power in Korea is assumed; next,
the finances of Korea are brought under
his superintendence; then, in addition
to the coaling stations she now possesses,
Russia is making efforts to obtain an-
other on an island opposite Fusan. The
peninsula in front of Wonsan will also
be occupied by Russia, on" ‘which she
will make either a settlement or a eoal-
ing depot. It is also eaid that Russians
are going to be engaged shortly as cus-
tom house officials, and there is to be a
great Russo-Korean bank. It is further
stated that the Russian mipister is em-
ploying Koreans on the Russian frontier
in various situations, and the railway in
certain parts of Korea will be built by
contract in co-joint work with Russia.

Back This Much Needed Connection.

MonTREAL, Jan. 18.—The Star’s
special cable from London says: The
startling events in the Far East are forc-
ing again into prominence the Pacific
cable question. The Daily Mail insists,
day after day, upon the urgent need of
an all-British cable. To.day the Times
devotes a column and a half to the
Pacific cable project. “The Empire
must have communications free from
foreign control,”” the Times says. ‘ The
immediate benefit from the Pacific cable
would be felt by Canada. .She has
shown herself so well able to deal with
the question on wider than a provincial
range that we look with some confidence
to her action.” The success of the
movement to rid the West Indies from
t-legraphic dependence or the United
States shows that similar energy and
Imperial patriotiem are alone necessary
to secure equal freedom for the whole
Empire.

THE CANADA EASTERN.

There is considerable discussion in the
Eastern papers over the proposal to pur-
chase the Canada Eastern railway. This
railway extends from Chatham, N.B., to
Fredericton in the same province, cross-
ing the Intercolonial railway. It has at
least one branch line. In all the mile-
age is 136 miles. The important saw-
mill and cotton mill town of Marysville
is on the line. The railway runs through
an agricultural and lumbering section.
It is a very easy road to maintain. Its
business has grown steadily from the
day of comstruction, and there is not
much doubt that it is a fairly good piece
of railway property. It is said to pay
its way, and doubtless if operated in
connection with the Intercolonial rail-
way could be given more business and
would not be any burden to the tax-
payers. We believe all these propoei-
tions are admitted; yet:there is con-
siderable opposition to the proposed
purchase. If the cost of the line to the
government, in the event of a purchase
has been agreed upon, we have not seen
the figures. The road, as it stands, cost
its present owners $2,045,433. The prin-
cipal owner is Mr. Alexander Gibson, of
Marysville, one of the most extensive
business men in Canada.

There does not appear to be anything
to say against the proposed purchase
from a business point of view; but a
question arises, and it must be faced at
once, a8 to whether the policy of extend-
ing the Intercolonial system by the
acquisition of branch lines is to prevail.
1t was the policy of Sir John Macdonald
to grant bonusses to railways that, when
constructed, wonld become feeders to
the Intercolonial. This was generally
recognized as judicious. For a-time the
Intercolonial looked very much like a
white elephant upon the hands of the

of branch lines contributed materially to
the increase of business for the gov-
ernment road, as well as to the develop-
ment of the districts through which they
were built. The Toronto Globe gives
the mileage of the roads so constructed
at 993.25 miles, and the cost at nearly
$20,000,000. Towards this cost the Do-
minion government contributed upwards
of $3,000,000 and the provincial govern-
ments considerably more. The greater
part of the balance was raised by the
selling of bonds, very little being actu-
ally put up by the people who held the

charters.

We think before the people of Canada
are asked to ratify any agreement to
purchase the Canada Eastern, they
should be told what they are to under-
stand by it. If it is a single propogition
involving nothing more and committing
the country to no line of policy, different
congiderations will prevail to those that
must be taken into account if this-pur-
chase is the first step in the inaugura-
tion of a policy under which the govern-
ment will become the owners of all lines
built as feeders to the Intercolonial, Sir
John Macdonald gave' the country the
policy of aiding the construction of
feeders. Are we to understand Mr.
Blair as intending to inaugurate the
policy of buying these feeders and so
making the Intercolonial a great system,
with branch lines extending in all direc-
tions? Thisis a matter of very grave
importance. It will involve millions,
and that, too, at a time when there are
parts of the country ealling for aid in
railway construction. Thig is' the chief
phase of the subject upon which we
would like to be enlightened. We are
by no means averse to seeing the Inter-
colonial put upon the best possible basis
from the railway standpoint. We do

not wish, however, to see the- interests

of other parts of the Dominion even tem-

porarily sacrificed to attain that object.

MINERS’ LICENSES.

We reprint an editorial from the
Kootenaian, heading and all, in order
that CoLonmeT readers may get an exact
idea of what some people regard as a
proper way to deal with political ques-
tions, and in order -that the beauty of
the Kootenaian’s langusge may lend

government, and there is no doubt - that
the policy of aiding in the comstruction:

the abolition of mniners’ licenses was be-

fore the legislature last winter, it was

well known that the government were

ready, if the house wished, to exempt
workmen in mines from the operation of

the law; but it was represented by per-

sons well able to speak for those par-

ticularly interested that the tax was not

unreasonable in the conditions then ex-

isting in Kootemay, becanse the amount

of the licenses was all that the great

majority of workmen paid into the rev-

enue of the provinee;-and it was reason-

able that they should pay something. It

is an opem gecret that if there
had been any strong pressure from
the  working miners themselves
last winter for the removal of
the tax the government would have

cheerfully met it; but no such demand
was forthcoming and the tax was al-
owed to remsin for tha time being. We
do not think that there is the slightest
probability of the tax being extended to
cover the case of the coal miner; but we
can discover no reason why * the coal
barons ” should trouble their heads
about the matter one way or the other
any more than that any other citizen
should do so.. There would be no justice
in imposing such a tax upon men who
work in coal mines. We concede freely
that there is no justice in imposing such
a tax upon those who simply are work-
men in mipes, who have come into the
country with the intention of remaining
here. The law under which the license
is imposed was framed under conditions
very different to those now existing in
the province, Then the only mining
which anyone had in contemplation,
except coal mining, was placer mining,
and it was conceded to be reasonable
that every man engaged in placer min-
ing should be required to take out a
license in order to meet the cost of ad-
ministering the government and provid-
ing public works in the localities where
his operations were. When quartz min-
ing began, the law was on the statute

book and it has been allowed to remain
there, and during the earlier stages of
this industry, when every workman was
a prospector when he had a day off, the
tax’ was reasonable. Now that quartz
mining is a settled industry, the case is
altered, and we submit for the considera-
tion of the legislature whether, if the
government proposes to remove the tax
from mine operatives, it ought not to be
done. We do not think- it would be ad-
visable to abolish the license fee asa
prerequisite to locating claims.

‘WE overlooked the question which the
Times propounded night before last.
The expression which we characterized
a8 a gross insult to the court is contained
in a sentence in its leading article en-
titled ‘ Contempt of Court,” and is as
follows: ‘ We notice that the local
morning paper continues to disregard
the law in this matter, but as conditions

We say that thé Times intended
ite language to convey the meaning that
the courts of this province will permit
the CoronisT to do- what they will not
permit any other paper to do, and we
characterize such & thing as a con-
temptible and gratuitous insult to the
judiciary.

TaE Inland Sentinel has issued a map
showing routes from Kamloops to Teslin
Lake. Itisa very clear map, and its
publication shows a great deal of enter-
prise upon the part of our contempor-
ary. But we have a question or two to
ask, The map shows by a red linea
trail from Hazleton to Telegraph Creek,
and upon it are the words, *‘ Now Open.”’
Does the Sentinel say that this trail is
open, and if so will it tell us when it was
opened? Our impreseion is, and we
have so stated, that although this trail
was opened some years ago, it has since
wholly grown up with trees and must be
recut. If this is not true, we would like
to be so informed.
