Pittsburg, Pa., Dec. 26.—The Presby-
terian creed revision committee has is-
sued the following statement through its
secretary, Rev, Dr., Heury Roborts:

“For the information of the church I
am authorized to say that the committee
on creedal revision met at Washingten,
December 4, and remained in session
until December 14. The work accom-
plished at the meeting consists of a
brief statement of the reformed faith in
untechmnical terms and also a declaratory
statement. The statement of the re-
formed faith is contained -in 16 articles,
and the declaratory statement covers
chapter 3, chapter 10, section 3; chapter
25, section 6 of the confession of faith,
as specified in the assembly’s instructions
to the committee; and also additional
statements as to the ‘Gospel’ and ‘Holy
Spirit.”  The work thus far done is al-
together tentative, is not for publication
and is to be considered at another meet-
ing of the committee to be had in Phila-
delphia, February 5, 1902. The commit-
tee, also appointed a sub-committee of
five, consisting of F. W. C.'Hum»phrey,
Drs. MeceKibbin, Fisher, Nichols and
Moffat, to prepare a tentative revision of
the confession of faith, of the several
points -contained in the imstruetions of
the committee above named, the same
to be considered at the February meet-
ing, along with the declaratory state-
ment.” ;

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Horrible
Butchery

Japanese Murdered Most Cruelly
By Three of His Countrymen
at Port Moody.

Two Hold the Victim While the
Third Splits Open His
Skull,

The Murderer Exposed to the
Storm, Dies a Miserable
Death,

Vancouver, Dec. 28.—A horrible mur-
der was committed at Port Moody on
Christmas Day ' It appears that, while
pinioned by two of his counmtrymen, a
Japanese named P. Kurahara, was foully
done to death, at 6 o’clock on-Wednes-
day evening, by Ikeda Tasaburo, at
McNair's logging camp, about a mile
and a half back in the bush from Sunny-
side. !
The murdered man was sitting in front
of the fire in one o2 the shacks in the
-camp. Half-a-dozen other Japs were in
the same hut. Suddenly two Japanese
named Nishyama and Nishiva came be-
hind the unsuspecting victim, and grab-
bed his arms, holding him in his seat
while Ikeda Tasaburo dealt him a ter-
rific blow on top of the head with. a
double-bitted axe. Kurahara, when re-
leased by the two men who held him, fell
to ithe ground, the axe stili sticking
about five inches into the head.

Those Japanese who are at the eamp
stated that had Kurahara not been kill-
ed by Tasaburo, another Jap named
Toyama Rikizo, stood behind the ac-
tual munrderer with a single-bitted axe

to do the deed. As it happened, his ser-
vices 'were not required 'in the killing.

nor his victim belonged to the camp,
where the crime took place—both were
merely visiting friends there. When
‘the full significance of the crime dawned
upon the Japanese, they secured the
murderer to a tree, binding him so that
he could not ibly escape.

Pamphiet Containing Latest

Result of Inquiries Set on Foot

-, By Provinclal Miner-
~ alogist, - .

The department of mines has fust lssued
a special pamphlet containing all available
information regarding the recent discover-
les of placer gold ‘on and near fhe:headwat-
ers of the Horsefly river, in Quesnel Min-
ing Division; Cariboo District, British Col-
umbia.

Such  general and  widespread Interest
has béen shown in the reports of the recent
discovery of new placer flelds In this por-

and the demand ‘for reHable information
has been so great, that the provincial min-
eralogist set on foot inquiries, and, as the
result of commundcations from the gold
commissioners and mining recorders of the
district, together with interviews with
mining men and others from that sectlon,
he begs'to submit the following as a digest

of such information as has been received
by the department up to date:

The news of these discoveries became
public property only during November last,
after the open season was over. It was as
ret, ‘therefore, rather lacking in' detail, and
& obtained from returning pectors, W
seem to have confidence in the discoveries
and who, having liven in a placer district
and seen practical operations, ounght to be
able to view the grovnd from a thoroughly
practical standpoint,

The gronnd in question may be roughly
described (as lylng round the headwaters
of the Horsefly river, and along the western
slope of the range iding the watershed
of this river from the! watérshed of the
Clearwater.

The following description of the property
is-believed to be reliable, and is given by
one of the parties of prospectors which has
just returned to Asheroft:

In 1858 vlacer gold was discovered on the
bars of the lower Fraser river; this gold
was In very fine or very flat flakes, such
as might have been carried far by the swift
carrent of fhig river. The early prospect-
ors followed 'the river up tracing the gold
to 1ts source and finding occasional bars
where the gold had concentrated sufficient-
1y to form rich diggings. As the river was
ascended the gold became coarser and more
abundant, indicating the approach of the
source. In 1859, Charles Snyder and two
others are credited with taking out $1.700
in dust in one day from a bar at the mouth
of Quesnel river. In the same year gold
was diseovered on the lower Horsefly river
In bars and benches.

‘Within/ the next couple of years, Keith-
ley. Antler, Willlams, TLowhee, Lightning
and many other famous creeks were discov-

ered.

Howling Gales Crossed the
Northwest Christmas
Night,

Three Ships Driven Frem Their
Anchorage in the Royal,
" *Roads.

Much Damage of a Minor Na-
ture Done to Property
On Lend.

One of the greatest storms in the his-
tory of the city and eertainly the worst
‘since records have been kept, occurred
«on ‘Christmas night. A ‘great deal of
damdge of a minor nature was done,
which in the aggregate will represent a
large amount. OChimnpeys, fences, win-
‘«dows and roofs suffered; trees were
torn up by the roots; telégraph, tele-
.phone and electric’ light wires were
crossed or torn from the insulators, en-
.dangering the lives of horses and foot

Mr. Bodwell has great hopes of farm-
ing in this country, and we sympathize
to as large a degree as possible with
any man who has faith in our possi-
bilities in that respect; but there is a
limit even to the virtue of optimism. In
expounding his land policy Mr. Bodwell
said:

“There is also a very genmeral opinion
that the amount of territory in Brntish
‘Columbia available for the purposes of
‘settlement is—limlted;'aud there is a
great outery against giving away what
is called our heritage to corporations,
Mr. Chairman, that idea is founded to
a large extent upon a misconception. Qur
territory is 770 miles one 'way by 480
miles the other. The area in acres is
236,544,000 acres. A portien of that
country is mineral country; a large por-
tion of it is grazing agd pastoral in its
character; and there is a considerable
area which is not fit for any purposes of
settlement of which we now have any
idea. But, sir, it -has been estimated by
those who have the most extended know-
ledge of the eountry, who have been the
greatest explorers, ‘and- who have gath-
ered together what 'ses.as to be the most
dccurate data upon the subject, that
there  is agricultural, - cultivable, tillable
land in the province of British Columbia
sufficient to support ‘a population of
farmers of over two and a half.millions.

.| Now: Mr, Chairman,.if we had two and

a half millions' of farmers, and this is
upon the basis that every farm contains
100 acres, and that every family con-
sists of only four persoms, it goes with-
out saying if we'had a population of two
and a half millions of farmers we would
see many largecities, many fowns and
villages, ‘and that onr urban papulation
would be as great, if not greater, than
our strictly rural population.” -

five hundred thousand farmers at 100
acres each would be 250,000,000 acres,
or something like 13,500,000 acres more
than theé entire acreage of the province
as given by himself in another part of
his speech.

say something in regard to military oper-
ations in the past, and show how Joss
of lifé in them compared with what we
at present geplom' La Fayette, speak-
ing in thé chamber of deputies after the
Battle of Waterloo, said, “We know that
six hundred of the sons of France sleep
beside the Rhine and the Ebro. Who
can tell us how many have fallen on the
Ibanks of the Danube and elsewhere?
And he added that Franee’s loyalty to
Napoleon had cost her more than the
lives of two millions of her sons. The
French account ‘of the Battle of Water-
loo admits the loss of twenty thousend
men killed on that day. ‘Where we shall
look for the. greatest sacrifice in battle
it is difficult to say, “The loss in some
of the comflicts in the centuries before,
Christ was undoubtedly very great, but
no accurate account has been preserved.
Thus in the accounts of the Battle of
Marathon, when Greece ariested the ad-
vance of Persia, some writers say tha!
the Persians lost two’ hundred thousand
men out of six hundred thousand en-
gaged.  Herodotus, on the other hand,
puts the Persian loss at not more than
six thousand four hundred, and the
Athenian ‘at only one hundred and twen-
ty-nine. It seems scarcely creditable,
however, that the battle which decided
the fate of the vast Persian army-
should have been attended with such
small casualties. In the days of Per-
sian, Assyrian and Babylonian suprem-
acy, there were battles in which the loss
of life is.said to have been enmormous,
but’ there is mo means of ascertaining
anything definite abouit them. iComing
down to a later period, we find that in
the s conflicts between the Roman Em-
pire: and the Northera Barbarians, there
was a series of battles, in each of which
the -death list exceeded twenty thousand.
How many of such there were is not
quite certain, but for a long period not
a year passed without the forces of
civilization and barbarism coming iunto
contact, and upwards of ten thousand
men ‘on the side of Rome alone falling
in a single day. The scenes of the
operations between the Roman Empire
and the Teutonic tribes extended from
the mouth of the Rhine to the Black
Sea, and continued for a long “period
with varying success.. When the Goths
and the Huns afterwards broke through
the line of the Roman defences and
overran I'fance, ‘Spain, Italy and Tur-
.key, the sacrifices of life was o tremen-
dous that no pretence was made at
keeping any account of it. It was dur-
ing the invasion of Fraunce by the Goths
that what is said to have been the most
‘bloody <battlg din all history was fought,
but the accounts of it are:so mixed with
tradition that one must take them with
@ great deal of allowance. “The battle
was fought’ near Tours between  the
Frants, and the Goths and. resulted in
the overwhelming defeat of the latter.
It is said that six hundred - thousand
Jnen were slain in-this fight and that
the river Loire ran red with blood for
days afterwards. The -tales of the
military operations of Genghiz - Khan
have not been preserved, but this terri-
ble leader,: who devastated Asia about
750 years ago, is said to have sacrificed
over six million lives to his ambition to
become absolute monareh of ‘the great-
est of -the "continents. Timur, or Tanic
erlane, who- lived two ‘hundred years
after Genghiz, "and . whose  ambitions
were in much the same direction, made
an almost equally terriblé record. "The
story of the war between England and
Scotland and the Civil Wars in England
show that in every battle the death list
bore an exceptionally righ proportion to
the number of men engaged. Coming
dowh to more modern times, we find in
all the great Furopean wars and in the
War of 8ecession in America, that the
sacrifice of'life ran into thousands in one-
day frequently, without being regarded
as exeeptionally heavy. The conclusion
from these- very scrappy data seems to
bo that, when we speak of heavy car-
nage mow-a-days in battles, we lose
sight of all proportion between the sacri-
fice ‘of life attendant upon hostilities to-
day and that which -acecmpanied those
of even a quarter of a century ago. The
opinion of those best gualified to judge
is that the day of heavy losges in battle
is passed, for the reason that it 'is im-
possible to bring men into that close per-
sonal contact which formed the -feature
of battles in the past. If ‘we -take, for
example, a bittle occuring in the Fourth
or Fifth century ‘after ‘Christ, between
the Roman forces and some of the Ger-
man. tribes, as many #s . one . hundred
theusand men wonld be engaged on each
side. and the" fight wWould consist of a

wire with anywhere but Victoria. 'An
inspection of the ' telegraph line from
here to the cable revedls the fact that
it is all right.

In  New South
Wales there were one or two sporadic
cases of plague, also when the steamer

12th. Honolulu' was reached on the 17th.

Lady Warwick Says F_inme- of
~ South Africa Depends
-~ Upon Them.

! Bow often do we hear it stated that
the future of our new colonies in South
Africd depends on the number of men
that can be got to settle in them after
the war is over. I ‘would go further
than this, and say that the future of
South Airica depends just as much on
the number of & trained and eapable
women who ecan be persuaded to emi-
grate 1o our Lew possessions.

.~ By *“trained and ecapable” I mean
women who have had a pra train-
ing 'in cookery and housewifery, dress-
making and laandry work, and who
know how to manage a dairy. and
poultry pun, and how to produce vege-
tables and fruit and flowers—women, in
fact, who are prepared to face the rough
and tumble of colonial life, .

‘All these points have been insisted on
by the South African expansion - com-
mittee, the aims of which were ex-
%amed in an admirable speech by Lord

rassey at a meeting in Mayfair last
July. He laid especial stress on the
need that there wonld be for women
colonists after the .war was over, and
this same opinion is, I kuow, shared by
Mr. «Chamberlain, who spoke on . the
same subject, if my memory servés me
right, at a drawing-room meebing in
support. ‘of  Mrs. - Joyce’s  British
Women’s Emigration Association.

In fact, every politician . who has
given his attention to the matter has
urged the same view, and it is not too
much to'say that the fruits of the
present and costly ‘war will. be largely
lost if women are not forthcoming to
colonize South Africa.

It is & curious fact that there are over
a million surplus women in this country,
while there are nearly as many men who
might be happily married if they could
find a wife in the colonies, [his dis-
proportion will be further increased b
the number of men who will leave this
country to settle in Sounth ‘Africa after
the war. .

But marriage is not woman’'s only
vocation in the colonies, any more than
it is at home. A woman who wants to
keep her independence—and T qo not
think that class is so rare—will find
plenty of openings in Sonth Africa, pro-
vided she has the necessary skill and
training as a teacher, or a nurse; - as-a
secretary or typist; -telegnph or tele-
phone clerk; . and she will command a
higher wage than in' this country. There
will also be great demand for women ns
housekeepers, market gardeners, poultry
managers and dairy-maids.

I would add ‘a warninz that the
woman who thinks that ber true voca-
tion | is matrimony will stand a small
chance of accomplishinrg her object if
she is not up ‘im one or more of these
“trades.” The kid-gloved woman who
is frightened at a cooking stove and
thinks it beneath her -dignity to mend
her own clothes had fbetter stay at
home.

This brings me to the little part that
I am trying to play in providing capable
women for our new colonies. Some of
my readers will have heard of my hostel
at Reading for training women in the
lighter branches of agriculture. I'must
not deseribe my eme here any more
than %o say that it provides a pleasant
and healthy meains of livelihood for the
daughters of professional men—who, I
think, -are, often from no fault of their
own, least capable of helping them-
séelyes. Ay

Hall In St. Stcphen's Whete
Peers Used to Hold 'l'belr
- -Déﬂbuatlous.

The old House ot tords 'was original-
ly a banquet hall, when St. [Stephen’s
was a royal residence, and affer the erec-
tion of Westminstér Hall was convert-
ed into a Co;n-t of Requests, where the
King sat in ‘person to reeeive .the peti-
tions of his subjects,: The tapestries on
the walls .represen tod -the dispersal of
the™ Spanish Axmda in 1588, and alsp
contained: mrttau,ts of the English nayal
commanders. were , presented’ to
Queen “E.lz&beth by the States of Hol-
land- “in testimoeny of their admiration
of the sgkill and bravery of the English
fileet.” .In the arrangement of the new
chamber the disposition of things in the
old--destroyed by the fire of October 16,
1834 —-was followed exactly. At the up-
