He quoted the case
of the Princess Victoria to show that
with a gross tennage of 2,000 tons and
a net tonnage of 400, there would be a
very great difference.

Mr. Bullen thought that the govern-
ment might see their way clear to give
a bonus, but if the duty was paid back
it would be a great help.

Report for Half Year Endllig
June 30th Shows Surplus
of $1,000,000.

Asﬁtement Tha( Surveys for
Western Section Are Being
Prosecuted Vigorously.

Trunk Railway directors’ report

for the half year ending June 30

shows gross receipts of £2,729,007,
compared with £2,659,816 in the cor-
responding period of last year. The
net traffic receipts were £805,570, com-
pared ‘with £663,747. With additions
from other sources the net revenue is
brought up to £907,633; deducting the
interest on debenture stocks and bonds,
there remains a surplus of £285,033,
which is iIncreased by the amount
brought forward to £291,652, from
{ which the directors recommend the
dividends already announced, leaving
£7,4238 to be carried forward. The
passengers carried were 4,308,765 for
the half year, an increase of 345,951.

The Grand Trunk Western gross re-
ceipts far the half year amounted to
£512,995, against £506,147 in 1904.
The working expenses were, £429,438,
against £432,874, leaving net profits
amounting to £83,557, against £78,273.
The net revenue balance at June 30
amounted to £3,433, which will admit
of the payment of 1 per cent. on the
second mortgage income bonds.

Receipts for Half Year

The Detroit, Grand Haven gross re-
ceipts for the half year were £124,771,
against £117,746 last year. The work-
ing expenses were £107,980, against
£100,078, leaving a balance of £26,791,
against £17,668 last year. The net
revenue charges were £37,206, against
£387,061 in 1904, so there was a net
revenue deficiency of £10,415, com-
pared with £19,383 for the correspond-
ing period of 1904.

The Treaty
Of Peace

Russia and ;iapan Arranging for
8 Speedy Termination of
the War,

= 1

Effective on_Approval . Without
Walting for Forma] Exchange
of Ratificetions. :

Treaty Has Passed Through All
the Necessary Preliminary
Stages.

ASHINGTON, Oct. 9 — The
treaty of peace between Russia
and Japan will become effect-
ive upon its approval, without

waiting the formal exchange of ratifi-
cations at Washington. This infor-
mation was imparted at the Japanese
legation today. = This course has been
decided upon  that the speediest pos-
sible termination of the war may be
had. :

The treaty, it is understood, has
passed through the nécessary prelim-
inary stages of approval in each coun-
try, and is now before the respective
emperors of Japan and Russia for the
royal signatures. As soon as it has
been signed this fact will be communi-
cated by cable to the state depart-
ment at Washington. The Washing-
ton government will apfrise each em-
peror of the act of the other. With
this accomplishment the war will be
at an end. The formal

Exchange of Ratifications

‘will be carried out in Washington as
soon thereafter as the signed treaties
reach here. This formal exchange was
accomplished by the drawing up and
signing of a protocol or memorandum
of exchange by special plenipotentiaries
commissioned for that purpose. Be-
sides signing the protocol the copy of
the treaty which the Emperor of Russia,
has signed will be delivered to the
Japanese plenipotentiary for transmis-
sion to Japan, and the copy signed by
the Emperor of Japan likewise will be
delivered for transfer to St. Peters-
burg. This _ function, according to
present intentions, will be devoid of all
formality. As yet the special pleni-
potentiaries have not been commis-
sioned and no arrangements have been
made for the exchange.

TTAWA, Oct. 6.—The action of
the Australian government in de-
termining to add inland trans-
portation charges to the value

of goods for customs duties purposes
may, it is feared, result in the abandon-
ment of the direet steamship line Dbe-
tween Canada and Australia on the Pa-
cifie.

The new regulations will compel man-
ufacturers in Eastern Canada as well as
in the eastern States to ship via New
York, and the Canadian-Australian
steamship line will therefore lose almost
the whole of this businéss. To the ser-
vice Canada mow ° contributes £37,091:
Aastralia, £26,563, and the Kiji Islands,
£2,346, making @ total of £66,000 given
for the monthly service now performed.
When the contgact was renewed the com-
pany compell Canada and Australia
to each put up an extra £3,000 for a re-
newal. It can be terminated, however,
on August 1, 1906, by giving three
mouths’ notice. It is possible that the
Dominion government may instead en-
deavor to arrange for a monthly freight
service on the Pacific between Canada
and New Zealand. Premier Seddon
thas expressed his willingness to join with
Canada in such an enterprise and the
Dominion parliament at its last session
voted $50,000 for this purpose. Probab-

“Dr. Vericle, who is a French scientist
of considerable reputation, has made a

y for the past few years of the re-
5 of the experiments and attempts to
reach the pole made by Nansen, Peary
and the others who have attempted to
reach that goal, and has decided that his
own idea will obviate the majority of
the ditficulties swvhich have acted to pre-
vent previous attempts.

“Dr. Vericle’s idea is to select a num-
ber of the most hardy mushers of the
Yukon Territory, men whose ability and
endurance have been proved time and
again, and with these men make a dash
for the pole, starting from Grant’s Land
and going to Franz Josef’'s Land, a dis-
tance of 1,300 miles. This distance is ro
greater than was made by a detachment
of the Mounted Police of the Yukon Ter-
ritory last winter, and the difficulties to
be encountered are not much greater.

“This winter experiments will be made
to determine just what is to be avoided
in making the undertaking. Numbers of
men of the class from which the real
expedition will be made up will be sent
out on practice marches, taking their
food supplies, fuel, which will be petro-
Jeum, mules, cayuses, reindeer, and, of
course, dog teams. The object in taking
in mules is twofold. It is thought that
these animals have great powers of en-
durance, and may be able to make the en-
tire trip, and another reason is the de-

sire to take along portable food for the
dogs.

‘‘As the result of the experiments to be

made’ this winter, it is thought that an
expedition can be equipped next year
jwhich will be as mear perfect for the
work intended as is possible. All the
men will have had years of training and
experience in handling dogs, and in
making long mushes through the snow
and over thre ice. Moreover, they will be
either . Americans or Englishmen, and
will have something besides mere physi-
cal endurance to fail back on in case of
stress,
{ “All other expeditions have relied for
the greater part,on: natives..so. far-as
having men of experience in'the northern
lands is concerned, and it has been proved
by the listory of Alaska that a swhite
man is far superior to a nativer when
any test of endurance or practical ex-
perience is concerned.

“The trip from some one of the coast
gomts of Alaska to Grant’s Land through
Jehring Straits is made every year by
numbers of whaling vessels, and it is a
craft of this kind that will be used to
convey the proposed expedition to ‘that
point. A large party will be taken to
the starting point, and as many as pos-
sible will ‘accompany the real expedi-
ttion as far as they can go and get back
again. When this point is reached the
main expedition will start on the dash
to the pole and thence to Franz Josef’s
Land, where supplies will be awaiting
them which will have been sent over
from North Cape, a trip frequently made.

“The distance to be traveled by the
proposed route is only 1,300 miles, and
no attempt to establish intermediate sup-
vly stations will be made. It is this fea-
ture of other expeditions which has
proved so disastrous, as it is an estab-
lished fact that the frozen ice fields in the
Far North move in a circular direction
from right to left, and that he stations
are liable to move 300 or 400 miles from
f-h? Locality in which they were estab-
dished,

_“Dr. Vericle is actuated only by scien-
tific motives in making his attempt, bat
as no such feeling will actuate the pro-
fessional mushers of the North, these
men will be paid as much as they could
make if they remained at home. Le Ma-
tin, a French paper with which Dr.
Vericle has been conmected, will, it is
thought, start a subscription for the pur-
pose of financing the expedition. This
paper has done such things often in the
Dast, and its efforts in such matters have
always met with great success.”
. Dr. Vericle will make addresses, tell-
ing what he intends doing, in Victoria,
and also in Seattle, Portland and San
Francisco, Secretary Sheffield, of the
Alaska Club, has tendered Mr. Warring-
ton the use of the club’s rooms for use
during the doctor’s visit to Seattle.

MUNICIPAL THEATRES IN GER-
MANY. , P

“R. D.” in the Municipal Journal.

In Germany "the promotion of dra-
matic art is considered to be the duty of
the public authority, and forms part of
the aesthetic education of the-people. A
high-class place of entertainment is also
an attraction to a city, and gives an op-
portunity for talent trained in the music
schools and conservatoires for dramatic
art. Hence no town which cares for its
reputation is without a wmunicipal
theatre. As a rule, the municipalities do
not operate the theatres directly, but
lend them to a theatre lessee. It is rare-
ly that any rent is charged, but a system
of dividing profits is instituted. Gener-
ally, however, the percentage which goes
to the city is altogether inadequate to
pay interest on the cost of building, and
very frequently a subsidy is added to
maintain the house. Cologne’s new
theatre for operas and higher class plays
is the latest type erected in Germany,
and is perhaps the best institution of its
kind. It is a magnificent building, ar-
ranged somewhat on ithe principle of
the Paris Opera House, with commodi-
ous corridors and lounges. It is one of
the finest examples of civic enterprise in
Germany. The building itself cost £122,-
600; stage equipment, £27,000; decora-
tions and costumes,£29,000. With the
provision of an excellent restaurant at-
tached to the theatre, the total cost was
£196,900. To appreciate this example of
municipal enterprise we must under-
stand the point of view in Germany.
. « « Herr Carl Moritz, the architect.
occupies a very high position in his pro-
fession in Germany, and the Cologne
Theatre must be regarded almost as his
“chef d’oeuvre,” He is engaged just now
on plans for seven municipal theatres.
The municipal council of Cologne main-
tains an old theatre as well as a new
opera house. The object is to popularize
theatrical performances as much as pos-
sible. With this end in view, the
charges at the new theatres are arranged
80 as to give all classes an opportunity
of seeing the same piece. There are
three grades of charges, according to the
length of the run. The German munici-
pal theatre plays a very important part
in the education of the community, in
raising the moral tone of the people, and
in acting as counter-attractions to the
beer gardens. The best class of plays is
produced. No self-respecting town'would
miss having several performances from
Shakespeare every season. New plays
by Sudermann or Hauptmann, and other
leading contemporary dramatists, are
also produced as soon as possible.

AN OPINION ON
FRUIT TARIFF

Views of Winnipeg Free Press of
Especlal Interest to Pro-
vinclal Growers.

Under the above caption the Winnipeg
Free Press publishes an editorial dealing
with the demands made by British Col-
umbia fruit-growers before the tariff
commission, .

The article is written in a friendly
spirit, and it contains points that may
well receive the earnest consideration of
the fruit-growers of this province. The
major portion is as follows:

1at - e frujt duties be retained an
that some of them be increzse%. and
sought to justify these demands by
pointing out that British Columbia has
fruit land enough to supply all the fruit
required by the West. The quality of
British Columbia fruit stands in no need
of praise; mor is it t0 be doubted that
the coast province possgsses areas of the
finest fruit-growing ‘lands on the con-
tinent sufficient to provide the needs of
a much larger population than there is
at present in the three prairie provinces.

“But glorious as the climate of British
‘Columbia is, that province does not pro-
duce fruit all the year round; mor have
its fruit-growers succeeded as yet in
producing strawberries of a  sort to
stand transportation in comparison with
the strawberries of Oregon. This prob-
lem of the carrying ' quality of fruit,
which is both a problem of fruit produe-
tion and a problem of fruit packing, has
not yet been solved with euntire success in
British Columbia.

“If we could only be transported on a
magic carpet from Winnipeg to the
smiling valleys on the other side of the
Rocky Mountains and eat British Col-
umbia fruit in British Columbia, we
should desire no other fruit; but since we
cannot go to that fruit, the fruit must b2
brought to'us. And in many cases it is
not improved in the pringig. Moreover,
there are times of the year before he
British Columbia fruit is ripe for picking,
when ripe fruit of the best quality can be
sent 1o Winnipeg in prime condition from
fruit-growing regions south of the inter-
mnational boundary. Why should we be
taxed as we are upon such fruit?

“Fruit is not so much a luxury as a
Decessity to health. British Columbia has
no strawberries to offer before, Juue.
Why should we have to pay-in the
months preceding June a tariff tax of 48
cents a crate on strawberries from the
south? It is a tax which can be of no
possible benefit to any Canadian inter-
est, however beneficial it is to the rev-
enue. Similarly with tomatoes, apples,
and other fruits. Why should a tax of
20 cents per bushel and 10 per cent. ad
valorem be imposed upon tomatoes from
across the Jine at a season of the year
when no part of Canada can supply us
‘with tomatoes? Apples from the south
pay 40 cents per barrel duty. They can-
not begin to compare. with the apples
either of Eastern Canada or of British
Columbia, but they are ready two months
earlier. They do not in any way com-
pete with Canadian apples, and nobody
imports them once the Canadidn apples
are to be had. Cranberries at Thanks-
giving season are mnot to be had either
from Eastern Canada or from Britisi
Columbia, yet the duty on cranberries is
$1.50 a barrel. In fact the only fruits
coming in from the south that are mot
taxed are bananas and pineapples. And
when the first tariff commission of the
Liberal government was sitting in On-
tario, fruit-growers of that province
wanted 25 cents per barrel ‘protection’ on
bananas.

“Why should mot the tariff on fruits
be amended by being made imperative
during certain months of the year?
This is a novel suggestion, but its nov-
elty should not debar it from serious con-
sideration. Such a measure of tariff re-
form’ would be greatly appreciated by the
West. It would be a measure of relief
from taxation upon a necessity of health.
The protectionist gentleman who in-
seribes upon his banner the motto tha:
mothing that can be produced in Canada
should be imported would not have a leg
to stand on in opposing it. It would be
a somewhat difficult matter, no doubt,
to adjust such a system of interim aboli-
tion of fruit duties so as best to attain
the end desired. But the suggestion is
one that deserves attention.”

City of 8an Diego Arrived Yester-
day With News of Big
Catches,

Twelve Schooners Reported of
the Eighteen Have Average
of Slx Hundred

The catch of the pelagic sealers ' in
Behring sea this season will be larger
than that of last year; it will be th2
best that has been made for some years.
The sealing schooner City of San Die-
go, Capt. Folger, which arrived today
from Behring sea—the first of the fleet
to return—brought 731 pelts in her hold
and reported ten others of the fleet of
18 sealing schooners which sailed from
Victoria, the seat of the pelagic sealing
industry for Behring sea. The eleven
schooners reported have taken about 6,-
000 skins, the total catch last season in
Behring sea being 8,237 skins.

Capt. Folger says seals were moer
plentiful and less disturbed than for
many seasons, and with fair weather—
there were but two heavy blows, the
hardest on September 12th—the 18
schooners had successful cruises. The
most fortunate was the Casco, Capt.
Wm. Munro, which is the top liner of
the fleet. She had 990 skins when last
spoken, and will have, it is expected,
about 1,100 when she returns to port.

There were no seizures and few acci-
dents, as far as can be learned. There
were but two fatalities. A boat with
two hunters and a boat steerer when
off the Alaskan coast from the schooner
Vera. Unable to find their schooner
the hunters sought the land, and their
boat was overturned by being swampad
in the breakers. Gus Heffernan and
another hunter were drowned, but thé
Japanese boatsteerer managed to ciing
to the boat until rescued by Indiaas.
Other than the smashing of several ca-
noes on the schooner Umbria duriny a
gale no other accidents were reporied.

If the six schooners still to be report-
ed equal the average of the twelve, swof
which news was brought yesterday by
the- City of'San Diego, the Behring Sea
catch this season will be far in excess of
that of last year, Last year seventeen
schooners took 8,237 skins in Behring
sea. This year twelve have reported
7,200, and more are expected to be tak-
en, and if the other six schooners take
a similar average of 600 skins to the
schooner the total catch will exceed 10,-
000 skins. ‘

Last year the total catch from :all
points, British Columbia coast, Crip&e‘x;

 Details of Equipment.

The 'wheels are four feet in diameter,
and the edges have teeth to prevent
slipping. But what is the most import-
ant feature of these wheels is the faet
that with the movable frame on the
power-shaft the wheels can travel over
any uneven surface and yet not disturb
the sprocket-chain or their regular tra-
veling friction on the surface.

Attached to tne power-shaft is a fric-
tion gear which will permit the sleigh
to go down the steepest hill without
danger of too much speed. The stéering
gear is so arranged as to have the rear
bob track instead of cutting short the arc
of a curve, and the machine may be
turned in its own length.

In the spring, when a bare spot iz
reached, a lever ‘will throw the weight of
the front bob on the wheels, which can
easily pull the rear bob over the ground.

The motive power can be either gaso-
line or, steam engines, either one of 20-
horse-power being able to drive the
sleigh at the rate of ten miles an hour.
If steam is used it will have the addition-
al advantage of permitting the exhaast-J
stedm to pass through the hollow run-
ners, which will at once destroy the fric-
tion of cold weather, and give only an
icy surface.

A CITIZEN ARMY
FOR HOME DEFENCE

Lord Dundonsld Holds It is
Amply Sufficient—His Ex-
perience in Canada.

In the October number of the Fort-
nightly Review there is a 12-page article,
‘““Notes on.a Citizen Army,” by Lord Dun-
donald. He says: ‘‘That such an organi-
zation as‘a clitizsen army for home defence
is feasible I hdve ‘always believed, and
my recent experience with the citizen mil-
dtia of Canada hes given me practical
proof of the soundness of my belief.” -

He entirely disapproves of compulsory
military service for the adult in time of
peace. The basis or standing point of any
citigen army must be the military training
of boys,

After a lengthy review of his own work
in Canada, he says: *“In the past all ef-
forts pursued by colonial governments to
maintain organized forces in readiness for
Imperial purposes’ have been doomed to
faflure, and' there s nothing in the his-
tory of the past five years to lead us to
expect a. change in the attitude, but all
the advantages sought for might be ob-
talned without any accompanying objec-
tions by applying the bonus system to
colonial forces.

‘“A colonial war service reserve might
be instituted, for which I am certain whole
regiments ‘of colonial militia would vol-
unteer. My experience.of Canadian citizen
soluiers convinces me that any regiments
would thus volunteer en masse to take
part In campaigns of the Mother Country.

“Recent changes in the higher admin.
istration of the national forces of Canada
and Australia have brought about some-
thing like a divorce between Imperial and
colonial milltary organizations. It is not
necessary to emphasize the disadvantages
and even the dangers of such a tendenci.
The whole question of Imperial unity is
seriously auected by it.”

WHO IS TO PAY FOR
" COLLINS’ CUSTODY?

Sheriff Richards Asks Chief Jus-
tice Hunter for Ruling in
the Matter.

‘When Chief -Justice Hunter returned
from his visit to the Lewis and Clark
Fair, Sheriff Richards went before him
in chambers and asked for a ruling
upon the question of responsibility for
the expense of. the custody of George
D. Collins, who was given into the
sheriff’s custody--by the “Chiet Justice
pending the hearing of. his appeal from
the warrant of Jidge Lampman order-
ing his commitment for extradition to
San Francisco on the charge of per-
jury preferred against him.

Chief Justice Hunter declined to hear
the‘application ‘in this regard until his
return from the assizes in the upper
country about the ¢end of October, but
he -intimated ‘that he considered the
‘suggésted charge of $12 a day for the
custody ‘of: the: prisoner. am; . .excessive
one... ‘

‘When ‘the San Francisco lawyer was
given :to the keeping- of the sheriff, it
was- understood by 'the counsel for the
State ©of California that the expense
of the custody would be bofne by
Collins, but he declines. to bear it.
‘When he refused to p&y "the expenges,
the sheriff applied to thé counsel for
the state of California,  whom he con-
sidered was responsible for the ex-
penses. He also referred the matter
to th& department of = justice, tele-
graphing them a query asking who
was responsible for the expense of the
custody. The department at Ottawa
replied that the State of California was
responsible. ’

Mr. Higgins, for the State of Califor-
nia, however, held that his clients were
responsible for no more than the cost
of a stay by Collins in the common
jail, and declined to pay any above
those expenses. As Mr. Higgins said,
if Mr. Collins wished the luxury of
freedom and to be permitted to live at
his hotel, he should:-bear the additional
expense thus occasioned.

To get a ruling upon the question,
the sheriff made the application to
Mr. Justice Hunter on his return, and
upon the retum of the Chief Justiee
from the assizes the application will
be renewed.

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VISIT OF BRITISH SQUADRON

Preparations for Reception of Prince
Louis’ Fleet at New York.

Washington, Oct. 5—The announce-
ment was made at the navy department
today of the tentative programme ‘which
has been arranged for the British squad-
ron under command of Prince Louis of
Battenburg, which will visit New York
and Annapolis next month.  According
to the present arrangement, Prince Lou-
is’ squadron will arrive at Aunapolis Ne-
wvember 1, where it will be welcomed by
Admiral Evans, with the battleship and
armored  cruiser divisien of the .North
Atlantic fleet.  On November 2nd Ad-
miral Evans will entertain Prince Louis
and officers of his squadron at dinner.
On the 3rd Prince Louis and officers of
the squadron will visit Washington, and
on November 4th a reception will be
&given at the White House by the Presi-
dent to Prince Louis and staff. The
reception will be held at 3 p. m., to be
followed by a dinner at 8 p. m.

Reception in New York

On the 6th they will be entertained by
Rear Admiral Sands, superintendent of
the naval academy at Annapolis. The
battleship squadron will sail from Ann-
apolis -for West Point on the Tth and
will be followed on the day following by
the British squadron. The arrival of
the British squadron at New York on
the 9th 'will be followed by official visits,
dinner by Mayor McClellan, private din-
ners and parties for officers. On the
10th there will be an excursion to West
Point.

By sailing from Annapolis from New
York a day in advance of the visiting
s%uadron Rear -Admiral Evans will be
able to come to an anchorage in New
York harbor and be in readiness to re-
ceive Prince Louis formally when he ar-
rives_with his command at that port.

Of the last moments of Lord Nelson
the following account was given by
the Naval Chronicle at the time:

He was walking the quarter-deck,
and about three yards from the stern,
the space he generally walked before
he turned back. His Lordship was in
the act of turning, with his face
towards the enemy, when he was mor-
tally wounded in the left breast by
a musket ball, supposed to have been
fired from the mizzen top of the Re-
doubtable, French ship of the line,
which the Victory had attacked early
in the battle. He instantly fell, and
two sailors who were near His Lord-
ship raised him in their arms and
carried him to ‘the cockpit, where he
was immediately lald upon a bed.

The following is the substance of a
conversation which really took place
in the cockpit between His Lordship,
Captain Hardy, Mr. Bourke and Mr.
Beatty. Upon seeing him brought
down, Mr. Bourke immediately ran to
him. “I fear,” he said, “Your Lord-
ship is wounded.” “Mortally! Mor-
tally!” “I hope not, my lord; let Mr.
Beatty examine your wounds.” “It is
no use,” exclaimed the dying Nelson:
“he had better attend to others.” Mr.
Beatty now approached to examine the
wound. His Lordship was raised up,
and Beatty, whose attention was anx-
iously fixed on the eye of his patient
as: an indication, the 'most certain
when a wound is mortal; after a fewr
moments glanced his eye on Bourke,
a.nd expressed his opinion in his coun-
tenance. Lord Nelson now turned to
Bourke and said: “Tell Hardy to
come to me.” Bourke left the cockpit.
Beatty now said: “Suffer me, my
Iord, to probe the wound with fmy
finger; “I will give you no pain.”
Lord Nelson: permitted him, and, pass-
ing his Iéft Hand around his waist, he
probed. it with.the forefinger of his
right hand.- * . $

‘When Bourke retumed with Captain
Hardy, Lord Nelson told the latter to
come near him. *“Kiss me, Hardy,” he
exclaimed. Captain Hardy kissed his
cheek. “I'hope your lordship,” he said,
“will live to enjoy your triumph.”

“Never, Hardy,” he exclaimed; *“1I
am dying; ] am a dead man all over;
Beatty will tell you so; bring the
fleet to an anchor; you have all done
your duty; God bless you.”

Captain Hardy now sald: “I sup-
pose Collingwood, my dear lord, is to
command the fleet?” “Never,” ex-
claimed he, “whilst I live,” meaning
doubtless that so long as his gallant
spirit survived, he would never desert
his duty. What passed after this was
merely casual. His Lordship’s last
words were to Beatty, while ha was
expiring in his arms. “I could have
wished to have lived to enjoy this;
but God's will be done.” “My lord,”
exclaimed Hardy, “you die in the midst
of triumph.” “Do I, Hardy?” he
smiled faintly; “God be praised.” These
were his last words before he expired.

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AN ANALOGY.

Mr. Haultain has been accused of mot
being in accord with the constitution of
the Northwest provinces, therefore, not
constitutionally qualified to be premier
of one of them. The Toronto News
pointed 6ut that there was an analogy
between the position of Sir Oliver
while premier of Ontario and that of
Mr. Haultain, in that the former ap-
pealed to the Privy Council to obtain
a ruling upon certain provisions of the
constitution. To this the Huron Ex-
positor replied that “Sir Oliver Mowat
frankly and fully accepted the consti-
tution under which he was sworn to
defend. He did not appeal against the
constitution or any provision of it.
‘What he appealed against was the in-
terpretation placed upon certain clauses
of the constitution by the Dominion
authorities. He claimed that on ac-
count of these false interpretations the
rights ‘of the province were being in-
fringed upon. ” The answer* to this is
obvious and is made by the News,
which states that “the Expositor might
have fairly said that the two cases are
not precisely alike in all their circum-
stances. No two cases are. History
repeats itself, but not with the mechan-
Acal fidelity of two copies of a’ photo-
graph. The analogy in this case is
clear and substantial, and for all prac-
tical purposes complete. Oliver Mowat
was seeking, as Haultain is seeking, to
extend the limits of provincial au-
thority. Sir John Macdonald was seek-
ing, as Sir Wilfrid Laurier was seeking,
to extend the limits of the central au-
thority. If Haultain is an agitator, and
a disturber of the peace, so was Oliver
Mowat, yet he was canonized by the
Liberals, . who are now denouncing
Haultain for the same conduct. , Oliver
Mowat sought to have the constitution
interpréted ‘in. accordance with his
view; Haultain is doing precisely the
same thing. Mowat attacked the Do-
minion license law, just as Haultain
attacks the educational clauses of the
Autonomy Bills.”

It is too la.t'e in the day to discuss the
question of free trade ‘and protection
in Canada. We have adopted a sys-
tem of protection pure and simple.
What we have at présent may differ
in detail from the national policy of
Sir John Macdonald, but it'is the same
in principle. So far as the tariff sys-
tem is designed to protect and promote
Canadian industries it is the national
policy still. Mr. Fielding claims that
it is a more perfect system than was
formerly in vogue; that he has been
able to improve materfally on the in-
ventions of his predecessors—to turna
partial into a complete success. For
the present we shall not quarrel with
these claims; they are immaterial in
discussing the subject in hand. The
question that arises is: Should the
farmers of the Northwest pay duty on
lumber? Politically, the farmer of the
prairies is a large and powerful ele-
ment, and the government cannot af-
ford to treat him with scant courtesy
or to give anything but the most re-
spectful hearing te his representations.
He asks, “Why should I Yay duty,
when the tariff affords no protection to
me?” Should he pay duty? That
question may be best answered by ask-

umbia lumberman, .who- pays duty on

The East will crowd us out of all
positions, and we will have to rely for a
consideration of our interests upon tribu-
nals composed of men imperfectly ac-
quainted or entirely ignorant of conditions
which obtain in the West; it & so in mat-
ters commercial as it is in matters judi-
clal. The tariff of the Dominion has un-
mistakably been designed for the benefit
of the Eastern manufacturer and the East-
ern distributor at cue expense of Western
dndustries and Western business. It is
about time that it was thoroughly under-
stood at the federal capital, and in the
older provinces, that this Western do-
main is not being developed primarily for
the profit of the people af the East; that
the men who are building np the coun-
try between Lake Superior and the Pacific
Ocean are doing so with the intention of
enjoying the fruits of their labor and as-
serting their equality in the management
of the national estate, and that they will
not much longer tolerate this indifference
to their rights and this refusal to accord
them their fair place in the affairs of the
commonwealth. To calmly assume that
this great Western territory of nearly two
thousand miles in breadth, with all its
tremendous and rapidly enlarging interests,
is only deserving one portfollo in"a cabin-
et of sixteen members, is an exhibition of
ignorance of the relative importance of the
two great divisions of the Dominion, and
ds an insult to the country that will at
no remote period be the most populous, as
well as the most productive, part pf Can-
da. . To.refuse .the West a represcntative

of bel}s and pettifogging evasion +when
such issues are raised.

The responsibility of the Government
at Ottawa, or of the people of Eastern
Canada, in relation to the disadvan-
tageous conditions that have arisen in
this province, on account of which our
government has made claims, lies not in
the existence of these conditions, but in
the manner in which they deal with the
situation after being called to their at-
tention and fully explained. It they re-
fuse to investigate the nature of claims
when made in the name of our giveru-
ment, to right wrongs when they are
shown to exist, to admit that a disadvan-
tageous, one-sided bargain should find a

1 LUMBER AND THE WEST.

The Toronto Globe, which has been
following the proceedings of the Tariff
Commission throughout the West with
unusual care, deals editorially with some
of the subjects of special interest to Brit-
ish Columbia and the Northwest. In re-
spect to lumber, the Globe presents the
case very fairly from our point of view,
but uses the situation as between the
conflicting interests to point a moral on
the absurdities of protection. It says:

West of the great plains the lumber in-
terest. must be reckoned with. The
farmers of the prairie country find the
cost of lumber a serious disadvantage,
but' in British Columbia, where the

supply seems inexhaustible, the com-
missioners are confronted with a de-

protection for his product in the only
market he has?" Is not the farmer of
the Northwest in a better position gen-
erally speaking, than any other class
of population in the Dominion? Are
not-his responsibilities and taxation
less and his opportunities greater? We
are not now dealing with individual
instances, but with the farmers there
as a class. The Dominion _of Canada
is doing more for the Northwest than
for any other of its parts. It is open-
ing it up with railways populating ' it
and advertising it. Canada, through
the success of the national policy in
creating and encouraging industries,
has been able to do as much for these
people as it has. The federal obliga-
tions are mutual. The people of one
province camnot be exempted from the
application of a principle of govern-
ment which is general. A protective
tariff, as it happens, does not directly
benefit the product of the Northwest
farmer; but indirectly he and the
prosperity he enjoys are its creation.

Our tariff system is framed with the
direct view of encouraging and pro-
-tecting the industries of Canada. Its
application is general, with but one
exception, that of lumber. We have
a market open to the United States,
while the market of the United States
Isclosed to. us. Why should there We
exceptions ? The lumbermen say
that with a tariff of $2 per thousand
the price will not be higher than it is
now, but admit that it means taxing
the farmer to some extent, why should
we discriminate as between lumber and
every other article he uses? It is
true that lumber is an important ar-
ticle of consumption, but so are clothing
and carpets and furniture and agricul-
tural machinery.

Lumber is one of the leading prod-
ucts of the industries of this province.
The prosperity of the industry- means
much for the province; it directly af-
fects almost every pocket. Why this
one exception among all the other in-
dustries of Canada, except that the

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A Lucky Escape.—Although he fell
forty feet down a mine shaft and suffered
great agony while he was being carried
on a stretcher down the mountain side
from South Valley to tidewater on Howe
Sound, Frank J. Cieary, one of the prin-
cipal owners of the South Valley group
of copper-gold claims, is on a fair way
to recovery. The story of Mr. Cleary’s
aécident might have had a different end-
ing but for the presence of J. H. Mc-
‘Gregor, a Victoria surveyor, in the South
valley. Mr. McGregor and a staff of
assistants, at werk running claim lines,
happened to drop into the camp of Mr.
‘Cleary and his partner, Mr. George Mill-
er, shortly after noon on Tuesday. The
accident had just ocsurred and Mr. Mec-
{Gregor and his men assisted in raising
the unfortunate man from the bottom of
the shaft, and then they aided in pack-
ing him on a stretcher five miles down
the side of the mountain to the beach.

Acquitted of Charge.—On Wednesday
at the Clinton assize, Ole Oleson, charged
with the murder of George Hoperoft on
September 8th at Spence’s Bridge, was
acquitted. The evidence of his wife,
an ‘Indian boy and himself, showed ex-
‘treme provocation. Mr. Justice Morri-
son charged strongly in the prisoner’s fa-
vor and the jury was out only about ten
minutes. - A. Ginger, who was charged
with horse stealing and who had been
tried twice before, when the juries dis-
agreed, was ordered to be sent to Vernon
for trial. Patrick Callaghan admitted
stealing gold specimens and jewelry from
A. Beaton’s house at Slough creek, near
Barkerville and was sentenced to three
years. Four witnesses were brought
from Barkerville.

Skeena Closed.—A despatch from
Hazelton dated October 5th says: Nav-
igation practically closed on the Skeena
with the departure of the Hudson’s Bay
Company’s steamer Mount Royal. The
Mount Royal carried the last of the out-
going passengers. Among those aboard
was Provincial Government Mineralogist
Robertson, -who has been through the
Ootsa lake district on an official tour.
He arrived too late to see any but a few
of the less important  strikes in Ithe
Bulkley and the Telkwa districts, almost
all the prospectors ‘having left and snow
having fallen in some of the most import-
ant localities before his arrival.

AN OLD SMELTER

Plant at Pllot Bay to Be Oper-
ated by Canadian Metal
Company,

The smelter at Pilot Bay, which has
been idle for seven years, 'will soon be in

C. Fernau, manmager of the Canadian
Metal Company, already bhaving one
smelter for zinc reduction~ at Frank
nearly ready for work, has secured con-
trol of the Pilot Bay plant which will
form an important factor in " his big
schemes of mineral development.

The megotiations preceding the trans-
action have been in progress for a long
time. -Mr. Fernau was seen in connec-
tion with the matter when he was leav-
ing ‘the city last Friday night. He then
stated that the deal was mnot quite com-
plete, and asked a few days’ grace be-
fore publicatioin.

Since his acquisition of mining proper-
ties round Ainsworth several months
ago, including the Highlander, the Koote-
nay Chief, and others, Mr. Fernau has
been steadily megotiating for a .smelter

nearer to'his ore bodies than*the works

at Frank. Naturally the Pilot Bay plant
attracted him as being comveniently
sitnated, and admirably adapted to his
purposes.

For many years the Pilot Bay smelter
has been practically in control of the
Bank of Montreal. The negotiations,
which were carried on at long ramge for
several weeks, were practically closed,
with the exception of a few details, dur-
ing the recent visit to Nelson of Mr.
Macnider, chief inspector of the Bank of
Montreal.

Mr. Fernau is now in possession, and
has enough ore available for extensive
operations as soon as the smelter can be
restored to working order after its long
period of disuse.

In, addition to the mines around Ains-
worth, already mentioned, Mr. Fernau
has secured satisfactory contracts with
the management of the Blue Bell mine,
‘which will secure the treatment of its
ores at Pilot Bay.

In his last interview, Mr. Fernau ex-
pressed great satisfaction that his long
series of negotiations had all resulted in
success, and that he would very soon be
in a position to accomplish all that he
had set out to do. He is of the opinion
that there is room in British Columbia,
even in South Kootenay, for many smel-
ters, and that the restoration of the
Pilot Bay smelter to the list of workingz
plants ‘will not tend to take business
away from the establishments at Nelson
and Trail.” It cannot fail to stimulate
mining activity round Kootenay lake,
and esgecially in the neighborhood of
Pilot ahd Crawford bays.

Important Investigations Now
in Progress by Officlal of
Marine Department,

Affects Large Number of Indus-
trles Which Are Dependent on
Weter‘ Transport,

In an interview at Vancouver by the
Colonist correspondent Dr. Dawson said:
“The tidal investigations which the ma-
rine ‘department is carrying on in the
province are of more value to the com-
mercial interésts than is generally real-
ized. ~No doubt this will be more appre-
ciated as time goes on and as the vol-
ume of traffic increases in these waters;
but in the meantime the minister of ma-
rine may at least be given credit for an
amount of foresight quite equal to the
best in business circles. It differs oniy
in being devoid of speeulation or uncer-
tajuty as the tidal information is quite
sure to be valuable and the tide tables
more used as the province develops.

It is very evident that a ‘large num-
ber of industries on this coast will al-
ways be dependent on water transport—
for timber, which is the bulkiest, it will
always be cheaper to 'tow the logs to
a sawmill than to multiply the number of
mills. In the coal trade, fishing bus-
iness and other industries, it would not
be possible for a railway to compete
with water carriage where the choice
exists, In short, there is no question
that water .transport will be used where
it can be had. This coast has a greater
advantagée shan almost any other in the
world for coastal trade, with its series
of sheltered inlets and channels forming
gigantic natural canals;-which extend the
whole length of the seaboard and cut
deeply in towards the interior, for the
admission of trafiic and supplies and re-
turn freight.

To take advantage of all this the tides
and currents must be known. , This, in-
deed ‘is of more importance to navigation
than anything else when once the coasts
themselves are charted. No amount of
lighthouses and fog alarms can make up
to a captain for not knowing which cur-
rent is setting his vessel. Indeed, if
we suppose navigation to be perfected,
an entire stranger to the region would
know his position in the densest fog, if
he were provided with an accurate chart
and also complete tidal information.
These alone would make him independ-
ent of artificial lights and signals.

Many of those on this coast have come
from . the east and are accustomed to
the-tides of the Atlantic. which happen
to have an unusual regularity. So our
Pacific tides are deemed to be irregular,
unequal in the day and night, and alto-
gether erratic. But the men of theory,
whom the practical navigator is apt to
despise, have come to the rescue. Such
men ‘as Lord Kelvin and Prof. Darwin,
by the deepest theoretical researches,
have demonstrated that such tides are
not irregular in any trae sense. It is
only that they do net-follow the phases
of the moon exclusively, which are 80
evident to any observer; but they depend
more especially upon'the declination, the
distance and ‘Such other movements of
the sun and. moon. ' ‘These are less mno-
tticeable,.it is true, ‘buf tone the less real
jpnd effective, and whien once the -tida!
data’ are determined dn relation to th
movements of the sun and moon, the
time and height of tlhe tide can be accu-
rately calculated. This is well, as the
tide tables are much more needful on the
coast than in the oceam, where any fish-
erman can work out the time of high
water for himself from one day to an-
other, * - A

,The tidal survey, which is intrusted
with the investigation )
o large and costly department, or it
would no doubt attraiet more' attention.
Importance is too often. estimated on the
basis of expenditure, which is not al-
ways just. It wou)d be fairer to com-
pute its importance from the proportion
of the return to.the expenditure; for if a
relatively small outlay will promote trade
and save shipwreck, and even lower the
‘rates of marine insurance, it should be
esteemed accordingly.” For in carrying
out the investigations themselves it is a
question. of skill and ability, good judg-
ment and perseverance, which are not
asually reckoned at high market value,
and so cost the country little, i

During the present season a general
basis for the tidal information required
on this coast has been -carefully
planned and carried out. This is a
new departure, as heretofore the work
has been confined te individual straits
and narrows, and to harbors of import-
ance” in ‘themselves, but not always
suitable as ports of reference for the
surrounding region. Dr. W. B. Daw-
son, the director of the survey, has
been on the coast since June and has
made a thorough examination of these
waters, to decide upon the best lines
to pursue from a tidal standpoint., Six
tidal stations have been established at
positions of the greatest strategic im-
portance, from Vancouver to Port
Simpson-and on the outside of Van-
couver Island, with a ‘view to com-
manding the immediate localities and
the intervening straits and passages.
To supplement this, observations to
determine the time of slack water in
passes where information is wanting
will be made for a series of months.
| In' Vancouver itself a fair series of
observations have béen made in recent
'years, in which the C. P. R. engineers
have assisted the tidal survey. Fur-
.ther observations are now being ar-
ranged for. A record of the tide is
taken by a registering instrument of
a simple type, which Dr. Dawson has
adapted to this purpose, and which is
kept true to time and height—quite
inconspicuous in a 'corner partitioned
,off a shed on the dock, but neverthe-
less making its record day and night,
securing better information than three
men working on eight-hour shifts
could obtain.

To summarize the resuits aimed at,

the tide is the basis of all knowledge
of currents and slack water; while
the height of the tide is chiefly of im-
' portance in -harbors, for the construe-
tion of wharves, dredging, the outfall
of sewers and all su¢h questions. There
is good hope now that a sound basis
is laid for the tidal information re-
quired in this province; although mo
doubt there is room for much detail
work where channels and passages are
S0 numerous and there are so many
local variations; but. on the general
plan adopted, the apparent complica-
tions should disappear when the re-
sults are systematically worked out.

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THE UNIVERSAL ENGLISH
“THANK YOU.”

Travelers from America are inclined
to think that the phrase “Thank you,”
is more used in- England than any-
where else in the world. It certainly
has a universal and remarkable vogue.

I“o% example, a purchaser- enters an
ironm®nger’s shop and informs the clerk
that he wants a key-ring. “Thank you,”
says the clerk as he sets off to get it.
*I will take this one,” says the customer.
“Thank you,” says the clerk. The article
is wrapped up and handed to the cus-
tomer. “Thank you,” says the latter,
giving the clerk the money. = “Thank
you,” says theé clerk ' for the  money.
“Thank you,” says the customer for the
change, whereupon the clerk says “Thank
you” again. “I'he“purchaser starts for
the door. ‘The ¢lerk opens it.- “Thank
you,”. Says the purchaser; “gogd day.”
“Good day, sir, thank you,” says the
clerk, and, in nine cases out of ten, he
adds, “much obliged.” Enough verbal
gratitude to float a ‘steel trust, although
nothing had happened except the sale of
a 2-cent steel key-ring. .

Sometimes the Englishman’s “Thank
you’’ gets a little beyond the range of
reason, but usually there is more sense
in it than is at once apparent, s
“Why do you say ‘thank youX to the
cabman?’ asks the American 6f his
Euglish companion.

“Because,” is the reply, “he gave m>
what I wanted. I wanted the tide as
badly as he 'wanted the shilling. He
tthanked me for the shiling, why should
I not thank him for the ride?”

These two men go up in a lift. As
they step out the Englishman says
“thank you” to the - liftman. “Thank
Yyou,” says the liftman in reply.

“I cam understand,” comments the Am-
erican, “why you thank the liftman. Like
the cabman he did you a service. Baut
why does he thank you?”

“For thanking him,” says-the Eng-
lishman.

“But,” argues the American,, “the lift-
‘man performed a service and you thank-
ed him. You got the service and he got
the thanks. You are square. By thank-
ing you he opens a new accout. It can
be squared only by your thanking him.”

“My boy,” says the Englishman,. “the
liftman’s service plus his ‘thank you’ is
only equal to the gentleman’s ‘thank youn’
by itself. 1f I thanked him for thanking
me he would again thank me, and so we
would go on forever.”

The American ventures the. opinion
that while his countrymen are less
ready with the spoken “thank. you”
than are many other peoples, their ac-
tual appreciation of services and kind-
ness is in fact unsurpassed.

“Doubtless,” says the Englishman,
“but the inability of Americans to see at
a glance why we thank people for other
things than mouey is very significant. It
shows the rank of money in your coun-
try. You admit at once that the cabman
or the waiter or the tradesman should
say ‘thank you’ to those persons fo¥ what
they give us'in exchiange for nibney. Ths
greatest of democratic peoples, you over-
look the fact that the plain man ought t>
be thanked for his humble functions in
society. When we thank the ’bus coun-
ductor for giving us a punched ticket we
differentiate him from his calling. It is
true we thank him partly as the repre-
sentative ‘of the company carrying us,
but we thank him mainly as an individu-
al.who has taken the trouble to punch
a ticket for us,. showing that we have
purchased a right to ride to a certain
point.”

“Thank you” is often contracted by
the Englishman to the single sound “Q.”
1f the postman hands you a letter and

those about you are conscious of a pa?n-
ful blank, and the postman visibly stif-
fens, But this expression is about the
only thing that passes freély among they
classes. The English “gentlcman’ says
“thank you” to the gardener or the milk-
man, but he would no more think of ad-
dressing this man as “Mr” So-and-So |
than he would think of addressing him as
“princ~,”” The gardener is plain Brown
and the milkman plain Jones, and the
grocer plain Smith. They get . to be|
“Mr.” or “Sir” only when by some mir-
acle of individuality they burst the bonds

of class.

Snobbery, if one must use an unplea-
sant word, is the most prominent mark !
of the English socjal system. Everybody |
toadies to the fellow above and treads |
upon the fellow beneath. England has
its great, almost its pre-eminent, indi-
viduals in every walk of life. Politically
it is aggressively democratic. But soci-
ally it is a land of water-tight compart-
ments, of arrested circulation, undemo- |
cratic, uneducated, without initiative and
svithout spizit.

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RUSSIA AND BRITAIN.

Talk in London. of Possibility of Treaty
Between Two.

London, Oct. 6.—Following closely up-
on the publication of the text of the
Anglo-Japan treaty has come cousider- "’
able talk ‘'of the possibility of an under-
standing between Great Britain and
Russia.  All the newspapers are devot-
ing columns to the discussion of the ques-
tion, ‘pointing out that if Russia is sin-

{to the rumors that have been floating
about by the recent frequent visits paid
to the foreign office by the’Russian am-
bassador since. his return from his holi-
days a fontnight ago, and the fact that
Foreign Minister Lansdowne, who re-
turned from his vacation to publish the
text of the Anglo-Japanese treaty, has

not resumed it.

Count Benkenderoff, the Russian am-
bassador, had a long interview with Lord
Lansdowne at the foreign office yester-
day and the latter left London immedi-
ately afterwards for Balmoral, Scotland,
where Premier Balfour is present as min-
ister in attendance to King Edward.
The foreign office incident may have
been connected with Emperor Nicholas’
intimation to Great Britain to.participate
in the second peace conference at The
Hague, but Great Britain has already
answered - His Majesty's preliminary iun-
vitation.

It is thought here that the present is
an opportune moment for reaching a bet-
ter understanding between the two coun-
tries, both Bfitish and Russian papers
having strongly ‘advocated it for the past
week. - The position of the British gov-
ernment was clearly stated in a speech
delivered by Gerald Balfour, president of
the local government board,: yesterday,
in which he said: “Great Britain has no
intention of making aggressive move-
ments in Central Asia.

White Men Unsuitable

Mr. Bell-Irving said “that Chinamen
seemed to be the only satisfactory men
for this class of work. They did work
that white men would not do; in fact,
*the Chinese did that class of work
which you would emp]oi{a machine to do
if it could be got. e regarded the
(Chinese as one of the most important
factors in the development of a country,
since a Chinaman 'was content to do that
kind of work that enable employers to
pay their white employees larger wages,
and did useful work that white men too
often refused to do. He instanced that
in making up a case of salmon, if the
cost were $5, 50 cents would go to the
{Chinaman, $1.50 for material and the
other $3 for white labor, and the China-
man did most of the work. No China-
‘men were employed by them outside of
the cannery in fishing, which was all done
by white men and Japanese.

. Hon. Mr. Fielding: “Where do you
find your market?” -

Mr. Bell-Irving said that the great
bulk of their shipments were to the
United Kingdom, though they had also
some trade in Australia and New Zea-

The Freight Question

Mr. McLennan then took up the argu-
ment of Mr. H. McDowell on duties on
freight allowance as they affected the
thardware trade. He pointed out that
goods could be sold more cheaply in
Seattle hecause there 'was no such
charge. He showed that $4 of goods by
a Seattle firm, would cost, with freight
and duty, $6.560 in Vancouver as com-
pared with $5.75 in Seattle. The Seat-
tle man could thus buy more cheaply and
mundersell them.

Hon. Mr. Paterson: “What about
freight prepaid?”

Mr. cLennah said they mever got
freight prepaid, but got a freight allow-
ance to all points west of the Missouri
river,

Hon. Mr. Paterson explained that the
difference only came in under the
dumping clause; otherwise they would
have an advantage of 30 cents over the
Seattle man.

Protection for Machinery

Mr. Colin F. Jackson then addressed
fthe commission, saying that his firm
‘was a member of the Canadian Manu-
facturers’ Association, which endorsed
its request. Their application did not
apply to things indigenous to the prov-
ince, but something common to the whole
Dominion.  The dealers in machinery
were important, however, to loggers and
miners, who had to buy their machines.

Mr,. Williams uguiu"‘:

There were three kinds of special machin-
ery that had to be made on the coast.
First, special cannery machirery, which
is protected in the main by patents; sec-
ondly there was logging machinery.. Pro-
tection on this class of machinery was
given, and it had to be manufactured
locally that it might be adapted to local
needs, Thirdly tlere was mining ma-
chinery. Certain classes of that had to
be imported from the east. L

His company had invested about $275,-
000 in this city to manufacture machin-
ery for special requirements, and after
being here four or five years had arrived
at an accurate estimate of what they
could do and what they could not. One
particular point he wished to touch upon
was hydraulic pipe. Their competitors
in this were in San Francisco, and even
under a protective tariff they found great
difficulty in competing by reason of the
larger output of the Americans and also
because they had the Yukon trade, which
should properly belong to them in Van-
couver, The only manner in which
they could claim assistance from the gov-
ernment was in the raw material.  Steel
sheets were used for the manugacture of
this pipe and they paid a duty of $7 per
ton. They were not manufactured in
Canada, and when made into pipe they
cost about 4314 cents per foot. [m San
Francisco they were 35 cents per foot f.
0. b. If the duty of $7 per ton were re-
moved it would lower the cost and would
mean an increase in the employment of
labor and larger trade. They imported
also a large number of light rails for use
in tramways in mines, and for these
also they had to pay a duty of $7 per
ton. These rails were not made in Can-
ada and he thought it would be a good
thing if the duty were removed.

Hon. Mr. Fielding said that while i:
‘was true that they had not been making
setel rails in Canada hitherto they
'were doing so mow, and if they could
make the heavy rails they ought to be
able to make the light ones.

Mr. Jackson said they could hardly
make them, as the demand was so
small, and besides they would have to
pay a freight rate of $16 per ton, as
against the Belgian rails, which they
could get ‘out by steamer for $7.50 per
ton, or somewhere in that neighborbood.
He would, however, call upon ifr. Walk-
em, their manager, who could explain
the details to the commissioners,

An Expert's Views

v Mr. George A. Walkem, manager of
the‘ Vaucouver HEngineering Works, ex-
plained the use of steel sheets, saying
it would hardly be wise to take the
duty off them except for iron purposes,
as they were used largerly in soap
works, factories, etc., and would require
special exemption for mining purposes.

Hon., Mr. Paterson said they bad
many exemptions in the tariff but they
were not desirable as it always left it
open to evasions,

Mr. Walkem said that in importing
Pelton water wheels for mining purposes
ﬂley.found that sometimes they admitted
a shipment free and at other times they
charged duty, He could not under-
stand that.

British and American Magazines

Mr. C. Wentworth Sarel said he wish-
ed to speak on a matter that might
come A little outside of the tariff.. He
had been in communication with Sir
William Mulock about reducing postal
rates on British literature. He said
that the reason for the predominance of
American literature was owing to the
arrangement ‘with the TUnited States
made by Canada. At the international
convention in Geneva it had been said
that Great Britain had power to make
her own postal arrangements within
the empire. However, as the British
government seemed too slow to move
in the matter, he wished to know if
something could not be done by the cus-
toms which would offset the postal ad-
vantage of the United States. A con-
sequence of this was that he found a
far greater demand for American books
than for British or Canadian, because
they were so largely advertised and
shipped in here.

t was the same with mnewspapers.
Mr. Deane, of the Nelson News, had
told him the other day that his worst
competitors were the Spokane papers.
It was the same in Vancouver, where
the Seattle Post-Intelligencer was cried
nightly on the streets and that hurt their
own papers. The reason for it ‘was that,
having so much larger glnnts, they could
give people more for their money, There
were duties on catalogues, and maga-
zines that were only disguised catalogues
came in free.

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SECOND PEACE CONFERENCE.

Improbable That Mesting Can Take
Place Until 1907.

LINE TO THE BALTIC.

Direct Bhnmshipanncction Is Being

St. Petersburg, Oct. 4.—In order to

Salmon Has
A Good Market

Keen Demand in Denmark for
Product of Paclfic Coast
Cannerles.

A Letter Received From Port
Angeles Man Now Traveling
in Old Country,

+ A letter received by the Pacific Fish-
erman from J. Christensen, a Port An-
geles canneryman, who is traveling in
Denmark, states that salmon from the
Pacific coast is finding a good market in
Denmark. He said:

“What impresses me most is the aid
and attention the industry receives from
the government, of which I see proofs
everywhere. Along the coast of the
North sea th» government has built sub-
stantial harbors of refuge and permanent
barbors are built all around in coast vil-
lages, where the inhabitants gain their
livelihood from fishing. Government tugs
are stationed at convenient points on the
North sea coast to aid fishing smacks
in distress; cheap cold storage and fast
through trains are run by the govern-
ment from the most northerly ' pojut iam
Holland to Germany in order to make
the Danish fisheries compete on the
markets of Hamburg and Berlin with
the Ennglish and Scotch fish dealers.
These and numerous other instances of
Bubstantial government aid to the induos-
try are very noticeable and gratifying
to behold when the fishing industry is
but a subordinate resource of Denmark,
so. essentially an agricultural country.
Fishing is done by small boats and
fish comes high. All of the catch is
sold fresh and no curing is doie to speak

of.
Much Salmon Shipped

"Very little salmon is caught and much
American salmon is sold in the market
booths. Mild cured salmon is shipped
here in large quantities and finds a ready
market after being smoked. It looks de-
licious on the counters and as a proof
of what a delicacy 'American smoked
salmon is, but it has not been my good
fortune ever to see an article so fine at
home; the natives here are experts in the
art of smoke curing. = Canned salmon
is not appreciated by the people of the
Scandipavian countries; it does not fit in
well with their mode of living. With the
exception of a hot dinner the people of
these countries--enjoy their-‘smonebrod,’
bread spread thick with butter and cover-
ed with a variety of delicatessen to suit
the taste. The smonebrod is indeed de-
licious and very soon finds favor with
foreigners, Smoked salmon sliced so
that one whole slice covers the bread is
the favorite delicatessen and the restaur-
ants - charge twice the price for this
smonebrod covered with salmon that
they do for other kinds.”

Shipped Fresh to Denmark”

Following the article translated from
a Denmark paper:

“Would one believe -it possible that
salmon could be shipped in fresh eondi-
tion from the Pacific coast to Copenha-
gen; furthermore that it ean arrive there
in a perfectly fresh condition; and last
but not least that the expenses in'con-
nection with the shipping are not more
than is within everybody’s reach to en-
joy salmon as an article of food? 2

“At first one:looks sceptically. at the
proposition; however, this-form of: ship-
ping is not new, and has been going on
for a considérable period in Germany
and England. Yesterday the first ship-
ment of fresh salmon arrived in the
dteamship "Hellig Olat. Denmark is
now to be subjugated.

“It is doue by the well-known firm of
Mikkelsen-Vendsyssel, importers of sal-
mon, They have fisheries and cod stor-
@ge plants on the Pacific codst and offices
in Berlin, Hamburg, Malmo, Fredericks-
town apd Copenhageén.'This firm, ‘which
has made a specialty of salmon, and in
recent years offered Columbia river sal-
mon smoke cured, is now shipping .the
salmon to the market in fresh condition,
and ‘Germauy has pronounced it in qual-
ity equal to the salmon from the Rhine.

S‘How is it done? Hereof Mr, Vendsys-
sel has the following to say: ‘As soon as
the fishing boats land with the fish,
which are caught in the Columbia river
during the months of May to August,
these are carefully cleaned in frésh wa-
ter and then put in cold storage, where
the temperature is kept at 10 degrees
Reaumer. It takes from twenty to
twenty-four hours to thoroughly freeze
the fish; they are then slowly submerg-
ed in 'water and coated with ice. This
latter process is repeated four times and
the fish'is now proof against attacks of
foreign matter and putrifadtion is pre-
vented. Thereafter the packages are
carefully wrapped in 'wax paper and
brown paper, boxed and stored in refrig-
erators, where the temperature is never
allowed to rise higher than 5 degrees
Reaumer..

Method of Shipment

““While in transit it comes through
the American continent in refrigerator
cars continually reiced and reaches New
York in 15 to 16 days; at this place it
is transferred to the steamer, where cold
storage facilities are excellent and the
low temperature is maintained. Until
recently shipments went to Hamburg,
where Mr. Vendsyssel has cold storage
facilities, and from this place the goods
‘were distributed to places in Germany.
Now shipments go to nhagen as a
rule, inasmuch as the new steamers of
the United Steamship Company have the
latest improvements and are specially
adapted for shipment of fresh fish. Ow-
ing to heavy costs each shipment is not
lless than 30,000 pounds. !

“Immediately when the salmon reachés
Copenhagen it is placed in the company’s
cold storage, where the temperature is
kept at 2 degrees Reaumer and sales are
made from here to commission men and
dealers,

“When the salmon is to be used it is
xF}aced in cold water, and after a few
hours it is not to be distinguished from
salmon rtecently caught, although the
fish might have been caught on the Pa-
cific coast five months before.

“To the best of our knowledge the sal-
mon in fresh condition is being sold to
the trade at from 60 to 70 re per pound
(16 to 20 cents per pound), and it is
nearly as cheap as soles and halibut.

“Marvelous to think that the salmon
caught on "the Pacific coast is to be

served five months later at &« Copenhagen

dinner as-freshly caught.”

Paris, Oct. 4—Rev. Jeremiah Zim-
merman of Syracuse, N. Y. the well
known numismatist and Egyptologist,
who stopped over in Paris on his way
to the United States from Egypt, was
today the victim of thieves, who stole
the entire collection of ancient coing,
medals and cameos obtained by him
during his Egyptian tour, and which
were destined for the Metropolitan Mu-
seum at New York. The value of the
collection is estimated at $200,000. An
Englishman staying at the same hotel
has been arrested on suspicion.

financial future, and said he was confi-
dent of greater devélopments.

Observations of Vancouver Man
Who Has Just Completed an
Extensive Tour,

Kalen Island a Poor Terminus—

Recites the Needs of
Bulkley Valley.

J. R. Seymour, of the real estate firm
of Seymour, Marshall & Co.; Granville
street, ‘returned on Friday on the
steamer Camosun, and he is primed
with the latest information regarding
the contemplated operation of the
Grand - Frunk: Pacific Railway. in the
northern. : portion -of: the province, as
well as that road’s intentions as to a
terminal point on tidewater, says the
Vancouver Province. He has satisfied
himself as to the situation, and when
the rafilway people place their terminal
townsite on the market, Mr. Seymour
will be in a position to deal with mat-
ters in an intelligent and expert man-
ner. y

Naturally the most interesting points¥
in the northern country under the cir-
cumstances: are Port Simpson, Port
Essington and Hazelton.

Topography of Country

Speaking of the topography of the
district, Mr: Seymour declared it to be

. “ wholly unlike the more southerly

parts of the province, the country being
diversified by mountain ranges. Com-
ing down the Skeena, about 25 miles
from Port Essington,  will be the most
expensive section of the Grand Trumk
Pacific to construct. Port Essington
will not be on the railway, but, as the
chief town on ‘the Skeena, it will
greatly benefit by construction.”

The - various syrveying parties had
left the 'fleld before Mr. Seymour's
arrival, and the population had been
reduced to the usual winter inhabitants
of the district, with here and there a
newcomer who had decided to stick it

out.
Probable Route' of Road

“The chief question with the railway
survey partiés seems to have been to
get a suitable valley amongst the
mountain ranges, so as to get down
to the Skéena, and indications point to
the Kitsaugia wvalley, 20 miles from
Hazelton, as the one selected for the
bunpose.

“The officlals who had visited ‘the
district were well satisfied with it, as
offering no unusual difficulties in the
way of construction for the rallway.

“From tidewater on the Skeena is
bench land, except at.the canyons, the
tide coming up twenty or thirty miles.
The river is navigable with flat-bottom
boats as far as Hazelton, which is, of
course, the éntrance into the Bulkley
Valley. :

“The local conditions in the country,
as they existed prior to the ‘taking off
the reserve by the present government,
consisting of ten miles wide on each
side of the river, were most unsatisfac-
tory, prevemting its development in any
way. This reserve, created by a
former government by the act of 1901,
has now been lifted, which must lead
to progress—the introduction of capital
and the d¢velopment of the latent agri-
cultural resources. These will all be
tributary to the Grand Trunk Pacific
road. .

Kaien Island Not Terminus

“The much debated question as to
the site of the terminus of the railroad
is still engaging the attention of Dos-
sible investors. Very few continue to
fix their faith to Kaien Island, which
does not offer the inducement for such
use as Cunningham Passage, a little
south of Port Simpson (sometimes
known as Finlayson Passage). * This
point is believed to be the fortunate
spot.

“The pass is owned by the Tsimpsean
tribe, who, unlike most Indians, pos-
sess the commercial instinct suffici-
ently developed to enable them to see
their advantage in the fixing of the
terminus at that spot. They appear to
be quite willing to dispose of the in-
terest in their holdings, and are as
gemerally accommodating as the aver-
age Indian is usually intractable in
matters of this sort.

“It is felt that the statements as to
a Kalen. Island terminus cannot be
regarded as conclusive, for, while in

Tuck's Inlet a very fine harbor is of-

the island render it unfayorable. The
Grand Trunk Pacific Rallway has un-
doubtedly selected and secured the
whole of the land abutting on the
shore of the southern end of Kaien
Island, effectually shutting out any
approach to the water from that direc-
tion, those who may -be settled on the
lands selected as towmsites by the
British Columbia government being in-
cluded. No protection of the water
rights has been provided for.
Unfavorable Features of Kaien

“There are understood to be other
unfavorable features about the island,
rendering the Cunningham Passage
site more satisfactory. The mountain-
ous character of Kaien, where not oc-
cupied by part of the Indian reserva-
tion, is most marked, except as to the
fringe of shore already mentioned. As
the Camosun’s passengers did not land
on Kaien, a close inspection could not
be made, but sufficient could be seen
from the decks of the stealner to
enable a fairly accurate judgment.

“Port Simpspn itself, long supposed
to be the only’ possible location of the
terminus, would doubtless have been
an ideal spot for the purpose. It is
now in the hands of a lot of speculators
who have staked every foot of avail-
able territory, what remains being
controlled by the Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany.

“Hazelton, 80 far as the site of a
raillway town goes, is not in it at all
The Grand Trunk Pacific will come
down through the Kitzaugia valley, or
the Telqua Copper valley, respectively
20 and 30 miles below Hazelton, saving
100 miles of construction by coming
down either of these two passes—a very
appreciable saving in a mountainous
country.,

Rich Copper Deposits

“Great interest is taken by the resi-
dents of the district generally in the
rich copper deposits existing in the
Telqua Valley, which are likely to re-
ceive considerable attention from min-
ing men next season.

“Our party did not visit the Bulkley
Valley on account of low water. It
4ook them eight days to go up the
river from Port Essington to Hazelton,
the water being so low that half the
time the boats were hauled over the
bottom by the strong cable, in' some
instances 2,000 feet long, attached to
the Hudson’s Bay boat Mount Royal,
under the able command of Captain
Johnson. :

Settlers Want Communications

“The settlers in the Bulkley Valley
are very desirous to obtain more favor-
able means of communication with the
outside. They have at present merely
a trail of a rough- description over
which it is impossible to haul heavy
freight or the agricultural implements
8o essential for the development ' of
that magnificent valley. This should
be attended to at once, as the "settling
up of the valley will largely depend on
transportation facilities. It is hoped
the government will take the wise
course mext session of providing this
Very necessary commumication.

Valuable Lands Tied Up

“A large amount of acreage of most
valuable land is held by the Indians.
No use whatever. is, being made of it
by them. This amounts to thousands
of acres, which are being unused, the
local Indians having apparently
grouped: themselves so as to occupy as
much land as possible. As a remedy,
an arrangement should be made be-
tween the Dominion and Provincial
governments by which each Indian
should receive a grant of 160 acres for
hiz own use, terminating the present
tribal; arrangement.; The remainder
should; be re-opened.  for settlement.
Out of the sales so made, schools for
the Indian children could be established
as In various other parts of the prov-
ince, ‘thus training the rising Indian
generation to becom- as civilized as
Indians elsewhere where this has been

done,
The Indian Problem

“This would not affect the hunting
rights of the older Deople, of which
they are so jealous, the game having
gone far back from the river, hunters
and trappers having traveled as far
as 180 miles before meeting with any.
So long as the Indian remains a non-
producing resident on the best land in
the country, he forms a serious ob-
stacle to development
“Indian children, educated in schools
as are white children and kept from
mixing with their home life, soon lose
the traits of the savage, and form a
new and hopeful generation, able to
take care of théemselves.

“This is a mere outline view of a
branch of a spbject which must be
dealt with sooner or later. Until it is,
an obstacle will remain to the full and
free development of the new British
Columbia, with its:wonderful possibili-
ties, and which ten years hence, with
broger regulation, bids fair to be the

home of a large self-su ortin -
lation.” ot it

With a good deal of difficulty I followed
the old blaze, though all signs of a trail
had long since disappeared. I kept on,
believing that the trail had mnot been
made without a purpose. After four
miles laborious work I came upon a de-
serted placer gold mine on a small creek.
I examined it with interest. The dig-
gings had evidently bean deserted for
many years, probably §fteen or sixteen
years I should say by the general ap-
pearance. A great deal of work had been
done by the unknown miners. I shouid
say at least enough to keep six men busy
for two seasons. A trench 50 feet long,
10 feet deep and 3 feet wide at (le
bottom and 5 feet at the top had bexn
dug, and the earth had evidently been
iwashed for the yellow metal. I saw no
signs of the departed miners, no paus,
no habitatien-and no tools of any natu:a.
I came away after spending an hoar cr
two there, intending to go back at a later
day. _Alég,w days later my food supply
ran ott, ‘and I took ill, partly from priva-
tion and partly from drinking the oily
water.® I was In a very bad condition
when found by a couple of prospectors
'who came to my cabin last Tuesday.
They gave me some medicine and food,
but returning from their claims on Thurs-
day and finding me mo better, they
brought me out on horseback.”

There is a legend still current among
old-time prospectors which may throw
some light upon the strange story told by
this old-timer.

The story goes that years ago thres

miners with picks, shovels and pans
made their way into the Flathead coun-
try. Some weeks later one made his ap-
pearance “back into civilization and told
of a harrowing conflict with Indians.
They had discovered a rich gold claim,
and were busily developing it when they
were attacked by Indians. His two com-
kades were slain and he escaped. Un-
daunted by his experience, he secured the
assistance of three others, and went back
to follow up his discoveries, That was
the last ever heard of him.
Mr. Cochrane came to Fernie on Mon-
day, and proceeded to Spokane the fol-
lowing morning. His two rescuers were
rewarded for their kindness by a full
description of his find, and they left
‘Crow’s Nest the next morning to sift it
to the bottom.

They answered,
informing us that there was nothing added
to or taken away from their oil at all,
nor did it go through any process of re-
finement at all, but was simply the first
crushing from the copra, from which cocoa-
mnut oil is extracted.

They also informed us that the refined!

A FEAT OF SEAMANSHIP.

Westminster Gazette.

Rear-Admiral Charles E. Clark, who
has just gone on the retired list of the
United States navy, distinguished him-
self in the Spanish-American war by
an exploit less rensational than Hob=
son’s, but of munch more practical
value. The Oregon, of which he was
then captain, was at San Francisco on
March 19, 1898. In the battel off San-
tiago on July 3 she took a.prominent
part. Her rate against time in the in-
terval was a remarkable exhibition of
seamanship. Her first run was a dis-
tance of 4,400 miles to Callao, made at
a speed of nearly thirteen knots. She
pushed on through the Straits of Ma-
gellan during darkness and storm at
full speed. When she left Bahia it was
with the probability that she would
have to encounter the whole Spamish
fleet before reaching Cuban waters.

Not the least notable feature of the
story is the fact that when this jour-
ney was over the Oregon was in first-
rate fighting condition, and excelled
her sister ships in speed in the battle
itself. This was due to Captain Clark’s
refusal to allow salt water to be used
in the boilers from the time the vessel
left San Francisco until after the en-
gagement, although this was the prac-
tice on other ships: :To secure this he
put the officers and.crew on short al-
lowance of fresh water in spite of their
protests. It is being. freely stated in
the American pregs that Captain
Clark’s services have been by no means
adequately rewarded.

Mulock is one of Canada’s youngest mil- ||

lionaires. He is the second son of Sir
Wm. Muloek, postmaster-general of the
Dominion, a thorough- Canadian and
ambitious to 'do his share in the wup-
building of Canada. In his native city
of Toronto he is concerned in & number
of public ond philanthropic works, the
principal being in connection with _the
erection of the proposed new hospital
This institution is to cost $1,000, and
Mr. Mulock has already contributed
$100,000. He is now engaged in making
his first trip across the Dominion and is
missing nothing en route.

Mr. Haney is known in America wher-
ever engineering enterprises are spoken
of. He has been prominently connect-
ed with leading railways of Canada, first
with the Intercolonial, then on the C. P.
R., between Fort William and Winnipeg,
and later on the Onderdonk construction
on the Pacific slope. He was the first
superintendent of the C, P. R. before in-,
corporation, and in British Columbia is
well known as’the builder of the Crow’s
Nest Pass railway in 1897 and 1808.
When the proposition of connecting
Priglce Edward Island with the Canadi-
an mainland by means of a tunnel was
talked of a year or so ago, and there was
doubt as t owhether the prospect was a
feasible one, Mr. Haney offered to con-
struet it for $10,000,000. It now costs
Prince Edward Island $300,000 per year
to obtain a service which is rather indif-
ferent, and this amount would carry
that necessary for the construction of
the tunnel. Since the offer was made
serious consideration has been given the
proposition.

J. C. Walsh is one of Canada’s brilliant
young newspaper men. He is editor of
the Montreal Herald and assumes charge
in the absence of the managing editor,
J. 8. Brierley. Mr. Walsh has made a
special study of economics and - trade
conditions.

A Great Country

The party has been a month coming
to the coast and has missed 10 point
of interest. ‘The great wheat growing
country of the middle west was mnot
viewed, from the window of the private
car, so'that the members of the party
could say, “it is a great country.” In-
stead they traveled up the branch lines;
doubling back to Winnipeg, made jour-
neys on horseback or in vehicle, and thus
saw everything of interest in districts
which were interesting. They visited
the irrigation works at Calgary, and in
coming west along the Crow’s Nest line
stopped off at every point to inspect the
industries.  Rossland, Nelson, Grand

“Hyery Canadian should see his own
country,” was Mr.. Mulock’s reply to a
question as to the object of the trip.
“We are traveling merely for observation
and pleasure. - I did imtend making
the trip a couple of years ago, but was
prevented by various reasons. It is
difficult to express just what I think of
the country. If a Canadian saw it he
would be more of a Canadian than ever,
and if he were not a Canadian I think
he would want to be when he got
through. The immense potentialities of
Canada and its possibilities indicate a fu-
ture which one cannot 'even estimate,
and British Columbia with its vast min-
eral wealth and its district so well adapt-
ed to the raising of fruit will be the great-
est province of all. We saw the rail-
way copstruction going on in the interior,
and other indications of development.
With railways and population this prov-
ince should bound forward.”

Mr. Mulock said that his object had
been to make himself acquainted with
Canada, and this he certainly has done
thoroughly and. systematically. Start-
ing from Toronto on the 28th of August
he touched at Winnipeg, Rat Portage,
Regina, branching off to Prince Albert
and Battleford and back to Winnipeg;
thence by the Manitoba & Sonthwestern
through their section of the country, and
on by the “Soo” line to Moose Jaw and
westward through Medicine Hat to Cal-
gary and Banff; then back to QOalgary
and up to Edmonton and on to McLeod
and Lethbridge, and over the Crow’s
Nest pass to Nelson, stopping at Fernie

ed that the building compared favor-
ably with anything of its kind in Canada.

It was only natural that Mr. Haney
should have his mind on railways. “I
see the people in the west are thinking
of new loves,” he said, smiling. “The
C. P. R. is being pushed aside to wel-
come others.” Tt was a brief remark,
before he spoke of the great advances
he had noticed since the days when he
was last in the west. He was impress-
ed more than ever with the possibilities
of the interior. “We saw the Coulth-
ard ranch at Keremeos and Mr. Rich-
ter’s, and Mr., Mulock secured some mag-
nificent specimens of fruit. We also
inspected the nickel plate mine at Hed-
ley and witnessed the processes by which
gold is produced there.”

ropolitan Life Insurance Company,

borrowed $50,000 from the New
York Life insurance Company at 1%
per cent. interest, a rate below the
market value, was brought out in the
insurance investigation last week; but
today President John A. McCall of the
New York Life testified that he in turn
borrowed $75,000 from the Metropolitan
at the same rate. This was in Janu-
ary, 1903. The loan was renewed in
January, 1904, and ran until March,
1905, when the rate of interest was
advanced to 2 per cent., at which rate
it is still running. Mr. McCall testi-
fied that he was a director of the Met-
ropolitan Life Insurance Company, but
not a stockholder. The fact of his
being a director, Mr. McCall continued,
did not deter him from procuring a
loan at as low a rate of interest as
possible when it was to his interest to
do so.

Soméwhat of a sensation was caused
in the late hours of today’s session of
the committee which is investigating
the methods of life insurance com-
panies when Neilie of the Tower of
Albany was called to the stand and
disclaimed any knowledge of the
whereabouts of cancelled checks of
Judge Andrew Hamilton of Albany.
Tower testified that he was assoclated
with Jidge Hamilton in the practice of
law .in Albany.

The Hamilton account was again
under investigation, and Mr. McCall
had been excused while Mr. Tower
took the stand, Mr. Tower testified
that he had made deposits for Judge
Hamilton, but not while the latter was
in Europe. He had

Taken Some Cancelled Checks
from the Albany Trust Company early
in September and had thrown them
into a drawer In Judge Hamilton’s
desk. He had had no occasion to
look at them again until last week,
when he received the subpoena to ap-
pear before the committee. He was
asked to bring these checks with him,
but when he went to look for them
they were gone. He had no knowl-
edge, he declared, of where they could
have gone or who could have taken
them. Pressed by Mr. Hughes, he
said almost anybody had access to the
drawer ‘in which the checks were
placed.

Mr. McCall resuming, was asked
about aideposit to the credit of Judge
Hamilton of $162,795.81 in September,
1898, =

Mr. MecCall said the: New York Life
Insurance Company had, paid Mr.
Hamilton no money, but suggested that
part of it might have come from the
state comtroller’s office by reason of
an assignment of tax monies which
would come to the judge by reason of
his securing the repeal of the tax law
which relieved the New York Life from
payment of taxes.

No Record of $150,000 Payment

Mr. McCall enlivened the day’s pro-
ceedings further when he said that
there was no record on the books of
the New York Life Insurance Com-
pany of the $150,000 paid the Republi-
can national committee for contribu-
tions to the presidential campaigns.
While he had no personal knowledge
that the money was paid, he assumed
that it was, because he told the treas-
urer to make these payments.

mLa NGHAM, Oct. 4.—(Special.)
Stone and Webster of Boston,
who already own the stréet rail-
way systems of Tacoma, Seattie
and Bellingham, have purchased from
the Bellingham Improvement Company
the electric power plant Noosack
Falls, 50 miles east of here 1# the Mount
Baker district.

A Sedro-Wolley special says: Warm
Chinook winds prevailing for the past
few days have converted the Skagit
river into a raging torrent. All tributary
streams up the valley have left their
banks, and give every indication of
causing the worst freshet that the
Skagit county has seen since 1898. If
the present warm wind continues for
forty-eight hours the valley will wit-
ness the worst flood known in its
history. Reports come from the hills
that terrific snowstorms have been
raging there. Yesterday the river rose
12 inches an hour. Log booms have
broken away, causing thousands of
dollars damage.

Vast
tracts of country protected by dykes
near the mouth of the river are in dan-
ger as the flood descends towards the
Sea.
