To
obliterate that antagopism he trusted
meither to eloguence nor to compromise,
His refuge weas found ina codl, common
seuse, that disregarded both orange and
green, #The reeult so far is known of all
men,

The Canadian leader who shall intro-
duce new ideas, sustained by new methods
of political warfare, may lead our people
without appealing to their passions and
prejudioces.

About Taxation on Iucomes.
Prom the Hamilton Spectator, Oct. 6,

A gentleman in the employ of the Ontario
government who resides in Hamilton has
received notice that he has been assessed on
income in Toronto. Thongh living in Hamil-
ton—though he has nothing to do W th To-
ronto except to send in reports to the depart-
ment there—he is required to contribute to
the treasury of that city because the govern-
ment which pays him has its offices there.

That is not right. This gentleman owes Bo-
thing to Toronto. He does not live in Toron-
to. -He gets no beneflt from any municipal
expenditure in Toronto. He has no office in
Toronto. performs no service in Toronto.
No good reason exists why he should help pay
for municipal government from which he de-
rives no benefit. We do mot know what the

law may be on this subjeot. If it requires
this gentleman and others in like position to
send money to Toronto it is wrong.
The idea of municipal taxationis that it is &
ayment for value repeived—a oontribution
y the citizen for municipal gervice or im-
provements. Palice and fire protection,
water, sewers, streets, sidewalks and public
buildings are needed; and citizens are called
upon to pay for them, each according to the
benefit he derives from the protection or im-
gmvementﬂ. It ismanifest thata man living in

Jamilton gets no benefit from municipal out-
lay in Toronto; and it is certain that he should
not contribute to the municipal treasury of
Toronto. If he does so_he must either pay
twiee or else have the benefit of municipal
outlay in Hamilton for nothing.

We understand that the gentleman in ques-
gion will resist the demand made upon him;
end we suggest that the city should either be
a pang to any litigation which may be forced
upon him, or at leaet guarantee his law oosts.
O;r&rqnto does not own the whole province of

rio.

While we extend to our Hamilton
contemporary our profoundest feelings of
veneration, we must remind him that he is
illogical in his ressoning, misinformed as
to his facts, and guilty of a palpable
injustice to a sister city,

If ke will give us the name of the gen-
tleman we will make inquiry. If in an
jndividual case, a resident of Hamilton has
been assessed by the Toronto assessors it
is becanse the office here whence the
gentleman draws his pay returned him as
drawing his pay thence, as the law com~
pels the office to do, But if the gentleman
does not live here he does not need to pay
the tax 3 he is plainly told on the assess.
ment paper whioh he received how he can
appeal and how the appeal will be
sllowed. It is not at all necessary toy
enlist the sympathy of the council
! of Hamilton, or the righteous indignaticn
of our esteemed contemporary’s editorial
column, to avoid the payment of so unjust
a tax,

But we invite our contemporary’s con-
pideration, and invoke his aid, in removing
s grievance from which his city and our
oity suffers in vegard to the incomes of
dominion officials. While the officials of
the Ontario government and all ordinary
oitizens have to pay municipal taxes on
their incomes, there are a swarm of do-
minion officials in this oity nnd‘quitea
pumber in Hamilton who do not pay taxes
on such incomes, They are provided with
lighted and paved streets, police and fire
protection, parks and water, railway ad-
vantages for which the cities incurred large
debts, and a host of other benefits, toward
the cost of which they do not contri-
bute a cent. They get all these at
the expense of -their fellow citizens,
They are & privileged class, In other
words the people of the country at large
have by permitting these exemptions com-
pelied the people of the cities and towns to
pay an.snnusl bonus to the country’s
servants in the way of exemptions from
maunicipal taxation. They are better able
to psy than is the poor laborer, They
enjoy the benefits of civic government and

the ‘state.” Nevertheloss it holds that
Gen, Booth's proposition to ship the
outoast glrls of London to Canada can-
not be entertained, and that * the Can-
adisn government will take preclous good
oare that they are not allowed to land.
Canads is not to be made the dumpiog
ground of British  vioe,” If not,
why not? DBritish ocounnection being
s boop, snd all who sntagoniza the
British idea being bad men, it should
logically follow that Britain bas a right to
make Canade sn asylum for her surplus
population. Her surplus population is of
cvnrse her outcast populating, and until
ghe can get .xid of thab surplns, poverty
and vice must dominate milliens of her
men and women, -

Britain bas not secured and retained
colonies for the fun of the thing.,  Britons
are practical folk, apd do not spend their
blood and treasure in the four quarters of
the earth for the purpose of
enriching the soil thereof,  Their
chief purpose is to enrich themselves,
while incidentally spreading the English
language, constitutionalism, the spirit of
progress, and, in the case of China, oplum,
To accomplish this end it is necessary that
her colonies should purchase her surplus
goods and absorb her surplus population.
This is simply and plainly one of the prices
of British connection, Ireland was com-
pelled to take British goods In spite of
Desn Swift. Van Dieman’s Land bad to
accept surplug Britons for many years. A
better olass of our imperial brethren has
been foisted upon the Canadian
oivil mervice from time %o time,
thanks to the lords and ladies who bave
been sent out to hold vice-regal court at
Ottawa. This courtly kind of charity 1s
less oharitable than Gen, Booth’s, inasmuch
as the General proposes to help the most
helpless of God's creatures, whereas our
imported governors-g al have helped
those who were able to help themselves,

We can understand the man who is
willing to bear his share of the burdens
incidens to a deoclarstion of Canadian
nationhood. We oan also understand the
man who shrinks from incurring such
burdens. But we capnot understand the
man who hopes to enjoy all the advan-
tages of British connection, without-
any of its disadvantages. In fact it is
impossible to dissociate & spirit of that
kind from meanness,

The priceof colonialism is beiﬁ paid, as
it has been paid, in just the sort of coin
that our Hamilton contemporary ‘nails to
the counter as illegal tender. The price of
independence will have to be paid in the
shape of increased but profitable responsi-
bilities, Whioh price does the Spectator
propose to pay ?

An American Roman_  Catholic was
recently refused recognition at the Italian
court because he had spoken disrespectfully
of the king's fatber, Now a Turkish
minister to Paris is withdrawn because he
once upon a time jeeringly alluded to the
St. Bartholomew massacre, Sidney
Smith’s friend, who spoke disrespeotfully
of the equator, ought to have been sun-
struck.

Henry George says smartly: “When it
comes to what they want to buy all protec-
tionists are free traders,” Not necessarily
so, but, in a similar sense, when it comes
to what they want to sell all free traders
are protectionists, Even Mr. Nelson of
the Globe seeks protection against vompe-
tition for his school books.

Now Burmah bebs up as the disturbing
element in European pelitics, the Roume-
lian question being for the nonce out of
sight. Great Britain and France are al-
leged to have a quarrel with one another
at Mandalay, and Sir Charles' Dilke
charges the tories with weakly permitting
the French to get the best of the diploma-
tic game, The probability is that King
Thehaw is playing the English off against
the French, for reasons of his own, in the
hope that he may escape annexation by
either of the two.  But the annexation of
Burmah by Great Britain is only a ques-
sion of a few years, more or less.

Strange to relate, the Irish Canadian
this week copies in extenso a letter on the
French Canadian question from the
Orange Sentinel of last week. The lion
and the lamb are lying down together, but
the little child is afraid to lead them.

Editor World: Many persons have of
late, throngh the medium of $he press,
given their views to the public on matters
relating to the sewerage of Toronto; and
much has alse been said relating to the
building of the proposed new court house,

the mind of Toronto are, as above, the
¢runk sewer and the court house—I might

by dread of smallpox, cholers, typhoid
fever, eto., but as the sewers and smallpox
snd such like are a0 intimately assaciated
that in this connection they practically
become one, I may not do more than say
that the former being properly attended to
the latter will soon disappear,

The two mait questions, the trunk sewer
and the court house, seemingly hang on
opposite horns of a ditemma. ' 1f you build
the ceurt house you ocaunot build the
sewer, and vice versa, The reason is not
far to seek, and will be found in the finan-
oisl - condition of the city. It would be
overburdening the ratepayers to tax for
both works at the same time,

Similar to many others, I have given
both the above matters some considera-
tion, and have no besitation in saying that
of the two the outlet sewer is by a long
way the work of the most importance for
the benefit and vomfort of the cirizens of
Toronto, and compared with which the
ocourt house holds so inferior a position

years to come, Sanitary matters, or, in
other words, health firet, and orpamenta-
tion, or rather pride, last, !

There will be no diffioulty in my being
anderstood as agreeing in the main, with
those who think a main intercepting sewer
necossary 80 a8 to remove the drainage or
sewage of the oity from the water front
and out of the range of the city as much
as possible, but I am not in harmony with
the proposed plans in ocarrying out the
work, I know but comperatively little of
the contour of the site of Toronto; I have
no accurate levele, profiles, depths of
present sewers, nor other data except the
ordinary published plan of Toronto before
me; but as the water of the lake at both
ends of the city. stands practically st the
same level, therefore the outlet of the
trunk sewer,be it where it may,would also
be practioally the same level. All ether
work then, so far as grade is concerned,
would only be a matter of exocavation, It
has, therefore, appeared to me that, con-
trary to the genéral adbpted opinion that
all sewage must find its outlet in the direo-
tion of snd somewhere about the Don, the
better plan would be to takeit to the west
gide of the city and let the Don alone,

My reasons for the above copclusions
are these: 1 have understood from my
own ohgervation, a8 well as from some who
may be considered as knowing something
of the matter, that on the north shore of
Lake Ontario, skirting the county of York
especially, the strongest current of the
lake has a sesting westward, indeed if we
lay » map of the York frontage before us,
we cannot helpnoting that such must have
been the case in order o form the island,
now the breakwater to Toronto; and we
must see that such is still the caze, when
we know that the western end of the
Island is constantly being added to by the
action of the lake.

But as to what theinfluences were which
formed the island, we need not enquire
except to discover the general set of the
waters of the lake along Toronto’s front,
and as $he bulk of evidence is in favor of a
westerly' course, we may ask why not

e the sewage the same direction
nd 80 oall in nature to our aid. I have,
during » somewhat lengthy experience,
found that where large engineering works
have $o be construoted, that it is best to
work as much as possible in harmony with
the forces of nature in as simple & manner
a8 circumstances will allow, and that what
may appear to be an atom of help from ber,
was worth all ‘the round about ingenuity
that man could bring to hear ageinst her.

It appears to me that the most econo~
mioal plan for the comstruction of this im~
portans work would be to build the sewer
sither on King or Front street, and leave
all the locality south of that to be taken
care of by a looal sewer along the present
Esplanade, or along the proposed new
stroet, and that sewer to be graded west—
erly to the same outlet as the main sewer,

We have heard enough of late about the
Garrison creek to know that its outlet isin
the neighborhood of Queen's wharf, on the
weast #ide, I think, Why not, then, make
this the outlet for the trupk pewer (s
‘branch from the west could also be con-
pected with it) and carry it through the
front of the wharf into the deep c annel
of the entrance to the harbor, so that the
westerly current may take hold of it and
carry it olear off the shore, Or by making
the outlet at some point hetween the new
and _the old fort, the discharge would be
well clear of the city; it would be at &
point well into the lake, and, as the north
shore of the lake trends northerly of east,
it wonld be strongly under the influence of
any easterly wind which may visit us, and
whioh could not be counteracted by any
northerly or westerly wind to an extent
beyond what would be sufficient to carry it
into the deep waters of the lake,

In the ahove I have -aesumed that the
sewage must be discharged into the lake; a
«mnst be” I am far from agreeing with.
In all the places proposed for the disposal
of this sewage, I have not seen one which
had for its object the conversion .of the
game into a fertiliser for the exceedingly
light lands lying within, and bounding the
western portion of the city. I think ™ this
idea particularly worthy of consideration.
Could the sewage be utilized in this way,
a westerly locality for the sewage dis-
charge would be the most convenient as

Ifind my letter has assumed greater
propoxtions than 1 at firat intended, I will
therefore not refer to the court house, but
may trouble you on that matter at some
