It 
sets out to show the decline of agriculture in 
England in the two decades 1860-89. Within 
that period over four aud a half million 
acres have been added to the land devoted 
wholly to grass crops. In England in 1860, 
14.6 acres out of every hitndred were in 
wheat. In 1889, more than one-third of the 
number bed gone out of that cultivation. 
In the United Kingdom as a whole in 1869, 
40.5 acres out of every 100 were devoted to 
permanent pasture. In 1880 55.8 acres out 
of the 100 were in permanent pasture. Here 
has been a toss of about 8K per rout in the 
acres devoted to wheat growing, rod a de­
cline of more thro 6 per cent, in the area 
devoted to all cereal crops. The number ol 
farm horses has decreased in the twenty 
years 89,672; the number of sheep has de­
creased nearly 4,000,000.

WATER FRONTAGEThe amendment did not prevail 
Mr. Hardy moved the second reading of his 

bill to regulate mining operations, the enact­
ments of which have already been published.

In explaining its provisions the Commis­
sioner of Crown Lands pbinted out the great 
progress made in Ontario during re­
cent years in mining operations, 
mining industries had received very 
great impetus, a great deal of public atten­
tion had been directed to them and much 
money had been invested in mining lands. 
More attention had been given to the quality 
rtf-Ontario’s minerals and to their develop­
ment during the past few years than ever 
before. Notably in the region of Sudbury 
the mines had attracted a great deal of 
capital There the Canadian Copper Com­
pany carried on extensive operations and 
developed a very considerable quantity of 
rich ore The attention of the House was 
also directed to the rich mining region 
around Port Arthur.

Where the Speculators Come la.
Mr. Meredith did not object to the bill bat 

he thought it matter of regret that stops had 
not been taken to prevent the taking out of 
these mineral lands by speculators. A great 
bulk of the land outside of the disputed terri­
tory at least had been disposed of to specu­
lators. Especially did this apply to the 
Sudbury mining lands. He stated also that 
the House was not yet in possession 
of a single page of the results of 
the mining commission. They should 
have an assurance that before this bill 
passed its final stage the House should 
have a report of that commission placed in 
the hands of the members. The bill then re­
ceived its second reading.

Mr. Hardy also moved the second reading 
of his bill to amend the General Mining Act. 
It provides for the reduction of mining 
claims from 80 to 40 acres. This is to enable 
prospectors of small means to purchase 
claims. Secondly it provides machinery by 
which the Government may permit mining 
land to be sold by local agents,

The motion passed.
Mr. Meredith again objected to the expend­

iture of the funds of the province without 
authorization when the Provincial Treasurer 
moved for the second reading of the bill to 
provide for thepuchase of debentures issued 
by counties for drainage purposes. The bill 
was allowed to stand.

The Attorney-General’s bill to further 

amend the act to secure to wives and child­
ren the benefit of life insurance was also 
passed through its second stage.

Mr. Meredith recorded himself against Mr. 

Mowat’s bill providing for security for 
costs on certain actions against justices of 
the peace. The first clause enacts that iu 
case an actidn or legal proceeding is brought 
against a police magistrate or other justice 
or the peace, in respect of any cause of
