New York. May 31.—Edward H. Goff,
president and general manager of the Ameri­
can Export and Trading Company, died 
Thursday night from Bright’s disease at his 
home, No. 185 West One-hundred-and-thirty- 
fifth-street. Almost simultaneously the com­
pany was dispossessed from its offices, No. 5 
Bowling Green, for the non-payment of rent, 
despite the fact that the advertised capital is 
$500.000 and the surplus, according to the 
treasurer’s annual report, is $542,7oU.tH. 
Goff first came into prominence about 
thirtyvears ago, appearing in Montreal as 
waao agent of the Agricultural Insurance 
Company of Watertown, "N.Y. Two or 
three years afterward he organized the 
Canadian Agricultural Insurance Company, 
with a capital of $1,000,000. In 1877, how­
ever, the company went to pieces with great 
loss to the stockholders.

During the same time he had various other 
schemes in hand, among them the Wingate 
Chemical Company, International Express 
Company and the National Insurance Com­
pany. They all. failed. Railroad-building 
next claimed his attention, and m connection 
with some business men of St. Albans, 
Vt., he constructed the Montreal, Portland 
and Boston Railroad. Through the affai r 
of this road he became mixed up in 
Dominion politics. The hatreds these 
aroused were followed by charges agaist 
him of forgery and embezzlement, 
made by the officers of one of the numer­
ous companies that bad failed ^yküe 
under his management. Goff flea to 
New York and the Canadian authori­
ties were unable to secure his extradition.

Since that time he has organized about 
‘25 companies in Boston, New York and else­
where, swindling people by wholesale, the 
American Export and Trading Company

Canadians can afford to congratulate Sir 
George on his new honors. Not that they 
believe much" in knighthood or peerages in 
Canadian society, but it is not in Canada 
that the new lord is hereafter to find himself 
or his occupation. What Canadians may 
regret is that one of their most successful 
men, even though raised in Britain, should 
return there for the reward of his services. 
We would prefer to see them all remain in 
Canada and content themselves with those 
honors and preferments that Canadians can 
themselves bestow. But perhaps he may 
come back to us as a Governor-General. At 
all events, he will be back for the salmon 
fishing on the Cascapedia.

Discreditable Utterances.
The Mayor of New Orleans is evidently un­

fit to be the Chief Magistrate of such a city. 
As the horror of the Italian massacre begins 
to subside in public forgetfulness he thrusts 
himself into disreputable eminence by the 
most incendiary talk. He says that New 
Orleans has a perpetual supply of the medicine 
admi .istered to the supposed murderers of 
Hennessy, and undqjr^similar circumstances 
will prescribe it freely and guarantee its 
effectiveness. Moreover, he declares that 
the Italian consul must not return to 
New Orleans, and that if he does he will be 
mobbed out of the city.

His recollections'of the massacre are light 
even to jocularity, and the way in which he 
brandishes threats of similar demonstra­
tions in the future has alarmed those who 
were inclined to condone the Mafia killing. 
Many held that the facts when closely ex­
amined were simply these: The ordinary law 
provided by the people proved quite unequal 
to the occasion, and a band of criminals 
were about to escape; therefore the people, 
being the first source of law, dealt with the 
emergency on the spur of the moment. In 
this subtle way was the massacre justified or 
apologized for. But such an apology im­
plied belief in instant reform of the courts, 
shown to be corrupt and unworthy of re­
liance. The mayor of the city would now 
make it appear that New Orleans places its 
trust in mob violence, and proposes to have 
no further use for courts. Outside of his 
own city the mayor will find few to applaud 
his discreditable tone.

5. It is easy for men to speculate, to talk of 
one man being the linch-pin and the like, 
but nations live on and survive the departure 
of their leading men.

6. Sir John may go, has to go, in the order 
of things, but Canada will remain notwith­
standing the wishes of her enemies abroad 
and the hopes of her croakers at home.

[From The New York Tribune.]
From the very nature of the situation in 

Canada it has been inevitable that the people 
should look forward to the death of Sir John 
Macdonald with apprehension or otherwise 
as the beginning of momentous changes.
Only his strong personality, with its many 
popular qualities, its ready adaptability to 
the fluctuations of sentiment, its conciliatory 
methods,its tremendous will power at critical 
moménts«and its freedom from any too em­
barrassing principles, has been able or could 
have been able to hold together a party so 
incongruous as that which has maintained 
his ascendancy for so many y ear a The 
Tory party is not in the usual sense 
a partv at all It has no ascertained 
principles. It stands for nothing except 
expedients. It is a perfect reflection of i'to 
master-builder’s character. It is as he has 
made it, and in his hands it has been a per­
fect tool The upholder of the English 
Church, he has been the constant ally of 
Roman Catholicism and has had the staunch 
support of the priests. The representative 
of extreme British tendencies, he has held 
the constant devotion of the most extreme 
of French nationalists. The enemy of inti­
mate trade relations with America, be has 
always carried those provinces which would 
have the most to gain and the least to lose by 
commercial union. It is impossible to un­
derstand such contradictions until it is re­
alized that Sir John’s policy has been one of 
constant compromises with class and section­
al desire and prejudice, and that he has 
never hesitated to employ the public funds 
under the thin guise of a “national policy” 
to attract the votes of particular bodies of 
the electors as he needed them.

These methods are possible to no man, 
however great, however creative and how­
ever eloquent, unless he posesaes also those 
qualities of audacity and personal magnetism 
which operate so strongly to blind and re­
strain the public, and there is no other man 
in Canada who can command either these or 
the native ability necessary to their success­
ful operation. Without them all, or, to ex­
press it in concrete, without just that com­
bination which is Sir John Macdonald, the 
Tory party must fall to pieces. Its inhar­
monious parts cannot be joined. It is only 
possible to hold them together by the clamps of 
self-interest, and the clamps will go with the 
clever hand that forged them. If their mani-

graphy and the demands of continental 
trade, it must still be admitted that he has 
called out the power and pride of his people 
in a wonderful degree and has employed 
their resources, if improvideutly, at 
least with material results of a most im­
pressive kind. In a popular government and 
in a sense purely political success justifies 
everything, since it presumes that what 
the people have got is what they desired to 
get, and it is therefore appropriate that a 
statesman who has so greatly demonstrated 
tbe resources of his country and has so long 
expressed its will, who has made its influence 
felt abroad in a measure so much greater 
than by its wealth and population it would 
naturally be entitled to, should die in office, 
and at the crowning point of his extraordin­
ary career. Whatever the changes that his 
absence will bring about, and they must be 
radical, his fame will endure as that of a 
strong and capable man. Historians may 
record his faults and his mistakes, but these 
are not likely to impress posterity. It will 
see him as the creator of Canadian nation­
ality, and as the genius who realized, consoli­
dated and expressed the power of a competent 
people.
