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IRRIGATE UNDER GROCUND.

System of Distributing Water to Plant
Roots Successful In Texas.

One of the most remarkable out-
growths of the era of reclamation in
the west is a test that has been made
near Midland, Tex., of a system of
subirrigation whereby water is fed to
the roots of plants well under the
ground instead of having it percolate
down to them from'the surface. The
success of such a system would add
millions of dollars to the yearly profits
of farms throughout the west because
of the saving of water in places where
it is scarce and the better results to be
had in the growth of plants,

Systems of irrigation generally are
based on a flow of water in surface
ditches fed from surface canals. It has
been found, however, that great waste
attends this plan both from seepage
and evaporation. In localities where
water is scarce these factors are of the
utmost importance.

Agricultural experts for years have
been engaged in an effort to perfect a
system of subirrigation. The great dif-
ficulty to be met, however, lay in the
plugging of the water outlets when
pipes were laid underground. It is
necessary that these outlets shall at all
times be free if the water is to be dis-
tributed properly. It is believed that
this problem has been solved under the
system in operation near Midland.

The experiment has been carried on
by wealthy farmers of Kansas, who
bought much preperty in that vicinity.
Their plans were greeted humorously,
but they went ahead installing their
gsystem. They laid concrete pipes two
feet under the surface on a large tract.
At short intervals in these are inserted
plugs having openings the size of a pin-
hole. Over these holes are laid caps
which fit over the pipe in such fashion
that only a little room is left for the
egress of the water and no room for the
entrapnce of dirt or roots. It has been
found that the water from these holes
spreads to a distance of more than
sixty feet. Good crops have been grown
on the land, and farmers who formerly
scoffed at the idea are now figuring on
installing similar devices.—New York
Times. .

To Keep Products Pure They Should
Be Sterilized Every Day.

If the dairyman is to keep his dairy
utensils absolutely clean he must ster-
ilize them daily. This is just as neces-
sary in the small dairy as in the large
one. The dairyman who milks only a
few cows cannot afford an expensive
equipment in his dairy room. Many
who do a profitable but modest busi-
ness believe that a sterilizer is an ex-
pensive luxury. Such is not the case.

A homemade sterilizer may be made
at a cost of not more than $7 or $8.
Go to your local tinner or hardware

merchant, show him the accompanying
cut and tell him to make you a box
three and a half feet square of gal-
vanized irop, twenty-eight gauge, a lit-
tle heavier if he hasn’t this. It should
not be of lighter weight. All joints
should be riveted and soldered closely.

This will make a steam tight box,
with the exception of the cracks about
the door. and will hold enoungh steam
pressure for all practical purposes in
sterilizing.

The door should be not quite three
feet square and should be cut to lap

FALL TREE PLANTING.

Much to Be Said In Support of Moving
Trees in the Autumn.

There is much to be said in favor of
planting fruit trees in the fall. In the
first place, there is a larger stock from
which to select the trees. In the second
place, there is usually more time in the
fall than in the hurry of spring work.
Besides this, the rains of the winter
gettle the soil firmly around the roots
of the trees, so that they are ready to
begin growth in spring at the earliest
opportunity.

Fall planting should not be begun too
early. The leaves should be off. True,
they can be stripped by band, and this
in not a few caseg is done too soon in
crowding times. The leaves should be
left until by their beginning to fall it is
seen that their important and life giv-
ing work is over. Their beginning to
fall shows this, and any leaves that re-
main can then be taken off—will come
off easily—and the trees can be dug.
This is usually about the beginning of
November, and the planting may con-
., tinue as long as the ground is not
| frozen.

As fo the care of the trees, that is
the same as in spring planting. The
roots are to be exposed to the air as
little as possible and on being brought
home should be well covered in a
trench in the garden or other well pro-
tected place until planted. The cover-
ing of the roots in the trench should
be with the stems of the trees inclining
at an angle of about 45 degrees toward
the surface of the ground. In some
cases it may be necessary to leave the
trees in the trench until spring, and
this will be successful if the work is
well done. The trench should be at
least eighteen inchies deep and the soil
well worked in among the roots, and
after a good rain or two more soil
should be thrown on, making the earth
above the roots rounding and a foot or
80 above the surface of the ground.
Perfect planting, other things being
equal, consists in placing the tree as
nearly as possible in the same condi-
tion as that in which it was before be-
ing removed.—National Stockman and
Farmer.

KEEP RATS:OUT OF CORN.

Directions For Building a Crib That Is
Proof Against Them.

Having an order to ‘build a corn
house guaranteed rat and mouse proof,
1 give.the method employed, says a
writer in the Orange Judd Farmer.
The building is twelve feet long, seven*
feet wide at floor and eight feet wide
at eaves; seven foot post with a square
pitch roof. Six heavy chestnut posts
were set; then the 6 by 6 inch sills were
put on. Floor timbers about 4 by &
inches were 1aid on the sills. Over these
was laid a covering of galvanized iron
extending dbout two inches beyond the
timbers all around, 'this being bent
down. Over this a double floor was
laid, and the seams in the iron were

nailed thoroughly to the under side of
the flooring. The frame (2 by 4 inch
joist) was next set up. The slats, 214
by 1 inch by seven feet long, were then
nailed on, leaving an opening in one
end for door three feet wide by seven
feet. This being in the center gave
room fer a crib two feet wide at bot-
tom, ‘two feet six inches wide at top
and twelye feet long on each side.

The entire crib was then covered
with fine galvanized wire cloth, three
mesghes to the inch, fastened to the
metal on the floor timbers and extend
ing up to the roof line.

The Finauncial Statement

The Editor of the Guide Advocate :

The Financial Statement
of Watford for this year was issued last
week.. Copies of this statement should be
obtained from our Municipal Clerk by
every elector interested in the affaire of
the town. From this statement it will be
seen what our Municipal Council received
and what they paid out. . There was a
balance on hand from 1911 of $226.59 and
this with last year’s taxes that were un-
paid in 1911 which were paid this year,
and half rent of hall for Division Court
received from Warwick Township, shows
that this year’s Council received from
last year’s, the sum of $647.24, and that
they had to pay a Wire Work’s debenture
due January 3lst, of $1153.14 besides sev-
eral other outstanding accounts of last
year., We also had to pay in
January current accounts for that
month including $300 for the Public
School. The Wire Works debenture
mentioned and the other outstanding ac-
counts made it necessary for us to raise
on January 31st, 1912, the sum of $1000
by note given the Sterling Bank, and also
made it necessary for us to raise extra
taxes to the extent of about two mills on
the dollar, whereas this year, counting
our debentures that have been issued, at
par we have over $1250 on hand and more
than $100 on hand after paying the Wire
Works debentuge maturing next January,
and all other outstanding ¢laims. This
accounts for about two mills extra taxes
we had to raise this year because last
year’s Council did not raise sufficient for
that purpose, This year our county rate
was two mills.  Last year it was 1 8/10
Wills. Thisis s.omethmgi we cannot help
as extra expenses in building and repair-
ing connty bridges and other county mat-
ters cannot be avoided, The village rate
last year was eight mills. This year it
was 10 5/10 mills, a difference only of
2 5/10 mills which I will explain later on.
The Public School maintenance rate this
year was 7 2/10 mills. ~ Last year it was
seven mills. This is another matter that
could not be helped by this year’s Coun-
cil. An extra teacher was employed last
year, The H School  maintenance

crease of salaries of teachers in the High
School to a very great extent, I under-
stand, was the cause of this. " It" will be
seen thal our tax rate this year is 26 4/10
mills, whereas last year it was 22 5/10
mills, almost four mills higher this year
than last year, It is right that the tax-
payers should know how there is any
difference in the rate in this year’s taxes
which can easily be ascertained by look-
ing at the financial statement referred to
and see where the money went. Shortly
1 may say almost two mills is accounted
for in last year's.Council not raising suf-
ficient for to meet the immediate liabili-
ties as stated, - Then one mill more was
required by the High School, two-tenths
of a mill more b e County, and two-
tenths of a miﬁ more by :the Public
School tor maintenance, This makes
almost 8 4/10 mills difference, Then the
armory site was purchased which cost
about a mill and one-tenth on the dollar.
Then we had to repair the sidewalks that
had been out of repair, some of them for
some time, and which should. have been
repaired last year. $207.74 appears to
have been spent id that way, and this is
almost 6/10 of a mill on the §. Almost an-
other mill was spent in the new sewer or
drain on Front and John streets goin
into Mr. Gearn'’s property, which shoul
have been done last year. Then we em-
ployed a constable and in addition to
that had to pay for a constable that was
.employed for a little while last year,
This would be over another mill on the
dollar. Notwithstanding all this we have
raised less than four mills on the dollar
more to pay the debts of last year and to
pay our own debts and provide for the
payment of the Wire Works debenture
and stlll have on hand over $100 instead
of having a deficit as was the case last
year. Amnother thing I may say I spent
some money in gravelling the north end
of main street north of the Presbyterian
church, whieh should also have been
done last year, If last' year’s Council
had raised two mills more on the dollar
as we have in order to provide for the
Wire Works debenture, their rate would
have been 24 5/10 mills. Then had they
had to pay the extramill for the High
School and over an extra mill for the
armory site, and also all the other addi-
tional taxes we had to raise, their rate
would have been a great deal higher than
ours this year. We put in a new cement
fire tank. We also completed the electric
light contract, Ithink this year’s Coun-
cil are to be commended in keeping the
rate so low under the circumstances, and
when they have so much to show for
what they have done and a balance on
hand instead of a deficit. Since so many
people have asked me why the taxes
were higher this year than last year, I
felt it was my duty to write this letter in
explanation and to show the real state of
affairs as mentioned. This year’s Coun-
cil has had a most active year’s work.
They have done their part well and I do
not think any body of men could have
done any better. A public library site
has been purchased and paid for and de-
bentures i1ssued which will fetch an asset
to this town when the building is erected
of $7100 besides being an advertisement
and a great benefit to the town without
costing the ratepayers one cent more for
taxes for maintenance of this library as
the Statute provides for that. No more
taxes can be levied for maintenance un-
der the Statute whether there is a Car-
negie library or not, and less than 40c on
each $1000 assessment for ten years is all
that will be required to pay for the site,
less than $4.00 for a man assessed for
$1000 during all that time and less than
$2.00 in that time for a man assessed at
$500. Surely no public spirited citizen
can object to this in getting over a $7000
asset for the town. ' The armory will pro-
vide amongst other things a good place
for holding &arge meetings, which we
have not now, and can be used for many
other purposes, and said armory that is to
be erected 1s to be a credit to Watford,
and also the post office. The By-laws of
the town and the law generally have
been well enforced this year, and we have
had the benefit of it generally, and the
fines are to our credit. Negotiations have
been on foot to get a canning factory and
a furniture factory here.
