The Post Office.In^'oTerence to the 
messagé and despatch, Mr. Thornburn 
moved—Thiit an humble address be pre­
sented to Jhlis Excellency the Governor 
General, praying ibiTr4îuSvill be gracious­
ly pleased to dfrebl1 that the correspond­
ence which hap passed between the home 

»and pt^vhvdal governments, respecting the 
post-office department in this province, or 
pjy British North America, and also of the 
United States of America, re la five there­
to, or any further information upon the 
same subject, which ILs Excellency may 
deém necessary, and please to communi­
cate, may be laid before this house ; and 
also, quarterly .statements, showing the 
gross amount of receipts and expenditures 
of the said department in this province, 
from the 5th January, 1841, to the 5th 
April, 1843; the amount "of receipts, de­
rived from letter postage ; and also the 
amount of newspaper and pamphlet post­
age, stated separately, with amount of per­
quisites arising from the latter description 
of postage, during the same period, to the 
Deputy Postmaster General of this prov 

. ince, or his deputies, stated separately ;— 
and also the amount of postage charged to 
and ptiid out of the provincial funds of this 
province, stating the amout to each depart­
ment ilieicof, separately during the same 
period. Also, any information relative to 
1 îWf^'SutiiîiiTr.sTmi of P«HK-o»iice Enquiry' 
referred to Irom the threw, in the opening 
speech of the first session of the pieseni 
pailiamenl ; arid further, a statement of 
ssleried officers hi the said post-office de­
partment of this province, the amount 
thereof, separately, and from What part of 
the funds thereof paid ; whether from the 
aggregate of letter or newspaper and-pain-1 
plilet postage., naming the officers iti each *hat would del 
office, and the amount acmnllv naid to 
each, or any other allowance to each, for 
office rent, stationary gf otherwise ; and, 
further, if any thing has been done to alter, 
augment, or reduce the present rates of 
postage ; and, if so, what the nature of 
such alterations arc?, and (lie grounds or au­
thority by Which the same have been done.

American Reprints.—Mr. Simpson mov­
ed fur a special committee to inquire into 
the effect of the English copy weight and 
the exclusion of American reprints. The 
committee—Dr. ’Dunlop, Aylwin, Wake­
field, Derbyshire, Forbes, and Christie.

Mr. Lointaine Moved the concurrence 
of the house, on the report of the com­
mittee on the bill for the Independence of 
Parliament. Some '"scussion arose there­
on, owing to an amendment moved by Mr.
Neilson, to re-commit the bill. Upon a 
division, the numbers wore, yeas 5, nays 
52. The minority, Messrs. Neilson,
Watts, Moffat, Cartwright, and McLean,
TJie bill was then ordered to he engrossed.

House in committee upon the customs’ 
duties.

Mr. Ilincks, moved a series of resolu­
tions to the following effect—To exempt 

, from duty, agricultural products and cattle 
imported into the province, for the ffse of 
the fisheries in Gaspe ; to remit all duties 
upon live stock imported in virtue of con­
tracts entered into with the commissariat, 
before the 1st of October, and to have ihe 
duties levied under the act passed last ses- 

* sion ; and to admit free all cattle and swine 
imported for exportation—warehousing 
ports to be established for this purpose.—
To^jlie exemption in favor of contractors, 
some opposition was offered.

Mr. Thornburn contended that the con­
tractors were fully aware that a measure of

i contractors mre prepared for this mea­
sure.

Mr. Moore—Who are the contractors! 
Not inhabitants of Canada; but denizens 
of the United States. Many who liau.ta- 
ken contracts in Lower Canada, were na­
tives of Vermont ; and were these men, 
inhabitants of a foreign country, to step in, 
and usurp the rights of the people of Can­
ada, arid operate as a harrier to her farm­
ers obtaining a remunerating price for their 
products 1 (Hear, hear.) Such was the 
distressed state of the farming population, 
that it was imperative they should have re­
lief to its full extent, tind not by (wdf mea­
sures. Contracts were a -lottery ; and 
those who m<fde them, must submit to the 
changes in the times. ...

Mr. Hnicks explained—The resolution 
in favor of the coutiactors had nothing 
whatever to do with the crown ; hut was 
intended ns an act-of justice towards.those 
who had ‘entered into engagements with 
the commissariat, upon lire faith of exist­
ing laws.

Mr. Neilsôn‘could not understand how it 
could be known to every one, that this 
measure was to be introduced, when it was 
rejected in 1841, brought forward the fol­
lowing session, and then dropt. In Eng­
land, contracts were held inviolable : why 
not here ?

Mr. Moore—In 1C41, a .system of reel- ; 
procity prevailed in llie United States.—7-1 
Since then, a duty of twenty per cent had 
been imposed there upon our products.— 
The consequence was, that the agricultu­
rists of Canada were clamorous for it pro­
tective system.

Mr. Thornburn desired to know why the 
Contractors for the Board of Works, were 
not also to he exempt ? They were paid 
by the pub^, and held their contracts for 
twelve months ; whereas, the commissari­
at contracts were only for sjx months.

' Mr. Johnston was in fa^pj; of exempting 
existing contracts from duty.

M ç. Durand expressed opposite opinions, 
and maintained that the fafitre^onlv want­
ed a remunerating price?

A long debate ensued upon the last re­
solution. to admit free cattle and swine im­
ported for curing ; no duly to be paid for 
life, same, but a bond, entered into,—such 
provision to he housed in warehouses pro­
vided by the government of the different 
ports. (

Nearly tlie whole of the supporters of 
agriculture in the Mouse, rose up^ in arms 
against this resplu^iqn, contendi'h: 
would open a Hour to a system of fraud 
and deception îiiruiighotit the Province, 

the whole measure; it 
being ù1 Icily impossible to bond the swine 
ami cajtfa .that would he imported—which, 
when once landed in ihe country, would 
spread here and there, and Ire disposed of 
just as before, when no act existed imposing 
any duty at all.

Mr. Roblin said, that by this provision, 
a bond might be entered into, to export a 
certain number of barrels of beef or pork, 
the drawback would be got, whether it was 
American or Cadadian beef and pork.

Capt. Cieele desired, that the agiicultu- 
rUÛsts should.be fostered, and looked upon 

them as the best customers of the mer­
chant.

Mr. Durant,! would rather have no ca­
nals, than that our agricultural interests 
should he sacrifiée! to them.

Mr. Hincks said that although he was 
aware tlvil drawbacks were open to fraud, 
still,, lie thought by a systejn of bonding, 
this might he obviated. Farmers had now 

’the.home -market to them, and surely they 
cbuld not desire to cripple commerce. By 
diminishing the carrying (fade, the number 
of consumers would he diminished. The 
reason that the Imperial Government had 
not imposed a duty upon provisions im­
ported into the Province, was, to benefit 
our commerce and lor our own consump-

Mr. Walts maintained, that tfifi mer­
chants could well afford to pay. a higher 
price than they did. Some lie knew had 
given only $2-} for. beef. They could very 
well afford-to pay $5. The tax proposed 
upon agricuhural imports, would he mere­
ly diminishing the very large profit of the 
buyer, who became" rich at the farmer’s 
expense. At present, the Canadian farm­
er only had one market, while the Ameri­
cans had access to two, — their own and

mentioned to him about the drawback, al­
though he had been consulted upon the 
measure generally. The member for the 
North Riding of Lincoln, (Mr. Merritt) he 
said was carried away with his theories a- 
bout a home ttade. The home trade of 
Canada was to be found, in her land, mil­
lions of acres of which were untilled, while 
in England every inch was taken up, which 
compelled the people to seek other chan­
nels to employ their labor and capital. If 
any wished to import fresh beef and pork 
for the sake of trade, let them ppy the du­
ty on it. If speculations in the carrying 
trade did not succeed, it was tjie fault of 
those who engaged in them. They placed 
their dependence on trade, and must abide 
by the results. It would be, therefore, an 
act of oss injustice, to call upon the far­
mer to bolster up the commercial classes, 
when the latter were generally wealthy 
men, while the former was poor and de­
pressed.

Mr. Hincks replied at so lire length, 
showing that the object of the rs'solulion, 
was to protect commercial interests, with 
Out, in tlié slightest degree”, encroaching 
upon those of the farmer.

Mr. Johnston said, the whole was 1 
trick on the part of the Government.— 
(Amidst continued cries of question, ques­
tion, the debate was adjourned till to-mor­
row.)

ours. It was impossible for onr agricultu-' 
rists with small ntéans,- to compete with 
those of tlie United States with large and 
well cultivated farms. Here, agriculture, 
was in its infancy, and required fostering, 
—there, it had .arrived to maturity, and 
could defend itself. The Americans un­
derlie present system, could glut our mar­
kets when they pleased, while we helpless­
ly looked on. If however, the prospered 
relief, was to he hampered in the way in 
which it would be by this resolution, he 
(Mr. Watts) would rather have no bill at 
all, as it wou|d be merely giving the shells 
to the farmers and the oysters to the mer­
chants.

Mr.‘Roblin pronounced the resolution a 
manoeuvre, not one word having been

Wednesday, Oct. 18.
'Mr. Forbes presented a petition from 

certain shoe-makers 0! Montreal, praying 
for protection, by the imposition of'duties 
on foreign leather and manufactured shoes.

Petitions asking for agricultural protec­
tion, were presented from thq .Hyme-and 
Niagara districts and other places, by 
Messrs, llincks, Tliurnborn, Williams, and 
Child, and referred to the committee of the 
whole on customs’ duties relating to ag­
riculture. The petition from the Home 
district, Was apparently many yards in 
length. Mr, Hincks read one or two pas­
sages from it, showing, that while the pe­
titioners earnestly prayed for protection, 
jliey were desirous of not interfering with 
the trade or commerce of the country.

Mr. Hale moved, seconded by Mr. Rob­
lin, for leave to bring in a bill to provide 
fut illegitimate children.— 1st reading.

Mr. Merritt inquired of the Government, 
whether it was their'intention to repeal the 
double security clause in the Bank char­
te! s. .

Mr. Baldwin, on the part of the Gov- 
tluit it eminent, replied in the affirmative^

The House in committee of the whole, 
.then resumed the debate on'he Customs’, 
duties, without any thing new being elicit­
ed.

Dr. Dunlop ridiculed the idea of bond­
ing pigs and cattle. He knew that mer­
chandize was bonded, hut never heard of 
bonding a cow. He (Dr Dunlop) prefer­
red, that the duly should be paid at the 
time of importing the cattle and swine, and 
a drawback allowed upon their being ex­
ported bona fide in the shape of beef' and 
poi k.

Mr. Cameron said the act was to be a 
temporary one,—to go into effect between 
now and the 1st of January. The non. 
member’s views were in,favor of the bond _ 
in«fsystem, being of opinion that it.might 
be carried ou Hie re with as much effect as 
in England, as every vigilance would he 
adop'.edto prevent fraud.

Mr. Wakefield said that hjs constituents 
,were earnest in their demands for agricul­
tural protection, which he felt it was his 
duty to support. Although he (Mr. Wake­
field) was, 011 the general principle, lor 
free trade, the peculiarity of the posi-tion 
of Canada, with Great Biitaiu on one side, 
and the United States on the other, requir­
ed that an exception should be made in

cattle raised in L. Canada, offered for sale 
at almost a ruinous price, and yet purcha­
sers could not be found. He, notwithstand­
ing, hud seen large droves from the United 
States, going to Montreal, to be sold for 
what they would fetch in cash, to enable 
the owners of then in the United. States, 
to pay their taxes. As this tended to keep 
low prices still lower, it was not reasonable 
that the farmers should complain.

.Capjairi Steele retirai ked, that while 
shell wutild soon be the-state of the roads, 
that the farmers from the hack townships, 
would not be able to bring their cattle in, 
the foreigner would monopolize the maiket. 
He had heard that a deputation had arrived 
from Jefferson county, in the State of N. 
York, against the measure. (Cries of no, 
no.)

MnJSimpson entered at some length in­
to statistics, showing that a very large a- 
mount of beef and pork,.passing through 
tïio St. Laurence, had been shipped to 
Great Britain last year. Though the ré- 
presentative of a great agricultural coun­
try, he was opposed to agricultural protec­
tion. - t»

Mr. Holmes regarded any attempt to 
foster agriculture at the expense of other 
interests, as an act of. selfiliness. The 
debt incurred for public works on the St. 
Lawrence, must be paid for tiy tolls. By

the resolution under "discussion, the duty 
must bo paid on the cattle, when im pgr ted, 
or a bond entered into ; besides, the hen 
efit to be derived from those employed in 
packing and curing, as additional consu­
mer, would far outweigh any advantage 
to be delived from any duties that might 
be imposed.

Col. Prince could speak from experi­
ence, that the interests of the farmer were 
almost disregarded. The measure, lie con­
sidered not stringent enough. He would 1 
impose the same duty upon United States 
produce as they levied upon our». The 
America ns could raise immense herds of 
cattle upon their rich prairie lands, while, 
we were Vuiiged to fatten ours upon fond 
which cost in the first instance, twenty dol­
lar#per acre ; consequently, either by 
fraud or otherwise, they cpuld always un­
dersea' I us. He had no wish that agricul­
ture should flourish at the expense of the 
commercial classes ; hut, at all events, it 
should he placed* Upon an equal footing 
with the latter. The resolution before the 
chair lie regarded with distrust, as opening 
a wide door to fraud and deception.

Mr. Vigor would give every protect urn 
to agriculture, but leave commerce un­
shackled.

Mr. llincks spoke at some length in fa­
vor of the resolution. Well informed far­
mers, lie said, were in favor of it. After 
expending tinee millions, we now wanted 
to destroy the carrying trade. The far­
mers, in the end, would in consequence 
have to pay the..infères'. (No, no.) The 
reciprocity system lie disapproved of- but 
would impose protection duties, even tho’ 
the Americans should take their duties off.

Mr. Moffatt’s arguments were, that tak­
ing climate and soil, and the inferior price 
paid in Canada for labor, as compared with 
the United Slates, the Canadian farmer 
ought to be able to compete with his neigh’-* 
bor. Having a market in Great Britain 
greater than we can supply, he couldtseé 
no reason for opposing theNidmissioi of 
American produce, We had; to pay our 
debts. If, tlieryf$re, by the destruction of 
our commercé, we. afe to be deprived of 
the means df so doing, we must submit to 
direct"- taxation. He was of djWion that 
the-bonding system, notwithstanding what 
had begn uiged-in its favor, would not -nat­
uralize the article, and cause it to be re­
ceived in the Home market as Canadian.
Mr. Jone^fand Mr. Johnson followed.;— °b 
(Cries of “Question, question !*’)

The resolution was then read, admitting 
cattle and swine duty free, in bond, for 
salting and packing for exportation :— 
Warehousing ports to he established. The 
resolution was carried by a large npijority.
As amendments, wheat-meal was added » 
the other kinds of meal, to he charged 
with dutV. The duty upon oxenf4 years 
old and upwards, was also raised from lGs. 
to £1. —

The committee then rose and reported.

Thursday, Oct. 19.
A petition was presented by Colonel 

P1 inee for a tax upon dogs.
Mr. Holmes moved to have the petition 

of the Ministers, Elders, and Trustees of 
St. Paul’s Church,* Montreal, praying for 
an act of incorporation, referred to the 
standing committee on private hills.

Mr. Hincks moved the concurrence of 
the house upon the several resolutions a- 
dopted by the committee upon the cus­
toms’ duties.

Mr. Neilson rose to record liis objec­
tion to the measure, pronouncing it a 
proof of the greediness of self interest, and 
a deception instead of protection.— 
Whether regarded in a financial, political, 
or national point of view, it was equally 
objectionable, and considering our extend­
ed frontier—100 mi (es in length, the gov­
ernment that could enforce such a system 
would prove a nuisapee ; as it would carry 
with it the seeds of demoralizatin, and he 
a premium upon smuggling ; paralyzing 
the effoits of the honest and fair trader, 
who obeyed the law, while those who 
broke it became enriched. Napoleqn with 
all his armies, had not been able io prevent 
smuggling, and how qonld we expect to do Î 
in short, it was a system that would reduce 
the price of labor, while it raised the price 
of provision ; and would ultimately drive 
the emigrant laborer from Canada to the 
United States. The lion, member then 
moved, in amendment :—Hesolved—That 
in the present state Sf opinion tluoughout 
the world, in respect to freedom of trade, 
it is expedient to extend or intiodùce the 
system of imposing taxes upon the food of 
one desciiption of the inhabitants, with a 
view to benefit" another class ; and parti- 
culary, to impose taxes on the importance 
of food, from the use of the tiôn-tigriculiu- 
tural population in this Province.

Mr. llincks wa? surprised to meet with 
this opposition'^-tliis stage of the proceed­
ings; The t&xes now proposed were on 
the principle of reciprocity. Other inter­
ests were protected, and the Canadian 
farmer demanded tha^ the same privilege 
should be extended to him. ' As to smug­
gling which was urged as an objection to 
the measure, he would allow that in the ar­

ticle of tea it prevailed to sumo extent, but 
not in an/ great degree with regard to other 
articles. He was of opinion that the du­
ties might he collected with ease, and were 
such as were required for the very exist­
ence of those who expended their labor and 
their capital in farming.

Mr. Sifnpson was opposed to it both 
in principle and detail, and would therefore 
support the amendment. "**

Dr, Dunlop affii med that the* whole 
wealth ol Canada was from the Plough, 
flie country neither having manufactures 
nro minenls. What other interest then, 
could he pin in competition with agricul­
ture ? As the navy-, he said whs to Great 
Britain, so wa* Hgrreulture hr Canada.

T* ' amendment was then moved and 
lost—Yeas 9, Nays, 5bl

The question of concurrence was then 
put upon the resolutions separately.

The Resolution to admit articles for the 
use of the fisheries ,(juty free, was carried 
unanimously.

The bill on certain adverse claims, went 
through committee, and was ordered to be 
engrossed.

The House then went into committee 
on tlic bill to allow all religious denomina­
tions in Canada West, to hold lands. The 
committee rose and obtained leave to sit 
again.

Mr. Christie obtained leave to bring in 
a hill to-incorporate certain persons resid­
ing in England, far the [impose of carrying 
on fisheiies in the d,isU.kt of Gaspe and 
the Gulf of St. Lan ranee, together with 
the privilege of mining, for a limited period. 
It was elicited, during discussion upon 
the resolutions embodying the provisions 
of the hill, that.the company were desirous 
of embarking capital in this enterprise, to 
the extent of from £ 150,000 to £200,000; 
that the mining project had reference to coal 
which was Stud to be abundant where they 
proposed to establish themselves, and pro 
sumed no encroachment upon the rights of 
11)Grown, and that they were perfectly 
willing to submit to any wholesome restric­
tions the Legislature might think proper to 
impose, with the view of their being made 
responsible through the Courts of the Pro­
vince, for any engagements they might en 
ter into.

The House then went into committee 
upon the report 011 the standing committee 
on contingencies, when resolutions were 
passed for addresses to his Excellency, to 
issue his warrant t) the clerk of the House 
for £3578 9s. 7§d, to defray the arrears 
and contingencies of the House during lire 
last session arid the recess ; also for an ad-, 
dress of a similar import for the sum of 
£500Deurrency for the current expenses of 
the present session.
Mr. Tltorburn in reply to Mr. Aylwin sta­

ted that the House would he pledged to no 
particular claims or items containedvin the 
report, hut that on a future day, a detailed 
statement would be given of all disburse­
ments.

The House adjourned.

The Montreal Bank hill, to amend the

third reading, and was ordered to he en­

JUVENILE HOUSE QF REFUGE.
The House went into committee to con­

sider the establishing of a House of Refuge 
for juvenile offenders.

Mr. Cartwright (from xvtro'rh the measure 
emanated,) trusted that every one would 
feel an interest in so important an object. 
Owing to tlie vices of parents, children 
were too often either wholly neglected, or 
exposed to the mos't corrupt habits ; and 
who ever attended a criminal court, could 
not fail to he struck with the want of mor­
al culture, and toe effects of intemperance 
that would there ho presented to him. In 
this district (ihe Midland) alone, the ratio 
of crime was greater than that of the po­
pulation. He (Mr. Cartwright,) had .the 
subject u'.uler consideration for the last two- 
years, and felt-convinced that no better In­
stitution could be established, than one of 
this kind, which would yescue children of 
a fetider age from >1 career of depravity, 
and make them useful mtiinbkrs of society. 
It had occurred to him that one Asylum 
would do for all. It might be erected 
without any great expense, and placed un­
der the care of the YVarden of the Peniten­
tiary.

Dr. Dunlop, had often observed with 
much regret* tho system that prevailed in 
the present day, whereby it too frequently 
'happened that through a kind of maudlin 
arid disgusting sympathy, vice was cher­
ished, at the expense of virtue. At Sheer-

ettch convict cost the government 3s 
6d. per diem, while an holiest labourer, 
who worked fourteen hours a day could 
scarcely get bte?td to eat ; and such was 
the tenderness, with which he (Dr. Dunlop) 
hpd seen them treated, that when a shower 
W rain came on, they were ordered under 
shelter, while the free man who honestly 
earned his living by the sweat of bis brow,

was obliged to continue his labor exposed 
to it. Instead of saddling the country 
with an expense, to reform a set of black­
guards systematically, lie would have them 
well flagellated when they played their 
pranks, as school boys weie. Of all those 
that went to the Penitentiary, but few ever 
reformed. Indeed,‘"reformation was only 
the secondary consideration,with regard to 
punishment, the principal object being, to 
dèter others from committing the same 
crime.

Captain Steele looked upon the people 
of Canada, as moral and well conducted 
people, compared with other countries, the 
children rarely exhibit the depraved habits 
of those, in large cities of Çreat Britain.

Mr. Aylwin—A matter of greater im­
portance could hardly ho brought before 
the house. The proposition was, not to 
inflict an adequate punishment for crime, 
hut to check it at the outset, by extending 
a kind of merciful guardianship over those 
youthful delinquents, who were outcasts 
from society. He entirely differed from 
the opinions of the member for Huron, and 
considered reform in such cases perfectly 
attainable. Society was ready to punish 
guilt, let it also be disposed to shield from 
guilt. In order however, to arrive at a 
sound system, an extensive inquiry should 
be made in America and Great Britain, 
that every information on the subject 
might be obtained.

Mr. Neilson was of opinion, that unless 
parents would educate their children, it 
would be in vain to hope for any reforma­
tio i\. The legislature would therefore be 
called upon to take sortie steps in the mat­
ter, in order to restore, public morals and 
enforce a due regard for religion. In 
New York, there was an Institution of this 
kind, that had been eminently successful, 
those who had been sent to it, having been 
taught a trade and made good members ot 
society.

Mr. D. B. Viger—ÿpless some kind 
of class!licatroriv-were adopted w ith regard 
to prisoners confined in the different jails, 
there could be- no prospect of crime ever 
being on the increase. The present system 
was a most defective ohe/tfiè novice betng 
mixed up with the hardened and incorrigi­
ble offender.

Mr. Morin did not coincide with the 
views of the member for Lfennox and Ad­
dington, to have only one Asylum for ju­
venile offenders. A Mr. Philembery, in 
Germany, had established a school upon 
this principle ; and by a course of moral 
and religious instruction, combined with 
wholesale labor, had wrought such a change 
in those under his care, that they became 
good farming servants, and were sought for 
all over Germany. IJis plarç, at first was 
to teach them hymns and prayers, as a sub­
stitute far the lewd songs and immoral tales w 
they had been accustomed to listen to ;— 
and following this up, he eventually con= 
verted into good men.

Mr. Hincks agreed with what fell from 
the member for Saguenay, that the pro­
position could not be entertained this ses­
sion although the government were fully 
disposed to concur in the expediency of 
establishing institutions of the kind. He 
(Mr. llincks) hoped that there would soon 
be a general system of incorporation all 
over the country, which would allow of 
such establishments in every town. Ho 
would however, like to see the system first 
tried in the large cities and towns ; sut*i as 
Montreal, Quebec, Toronto, Kingston and 
Hamilton ; ayd it could afterwards be mul­
tiplied, as the exigency of the case Jiiight 
require. Tlie following resolutions were 
then concurred in, and referred to a select 
committee.

Resolved, That in the opinion of this 
committee, the prisons in this pro^m^e, at 
present, are not suitable placés for llfa coti^ 
finement of children ; but such confine­
ment* induces or leads them to crime, as 
they are confined with old and hardened 
offenders.

Resolved, That it is desirable to consi­
der the propriety of establishing asylums or 
other means of classification of prisoners, 
in which children of a certain age, whq be­
come subject to the notice of the police, 
either as vagrants, or charged with crimes, 
may be received, classed, put to work at 
such employments as will terfd to encour­
age industry, be taught the first branches 
of education, and instructed in moral and 
religious obligations ; and where at the, . 
same time, they may be subjected to in 
course of treatment that will afford a 
prompt tand energetic corrective of these 
vicious propensities, and hold out every 
possible inducement to reformation ant 
good Conduct.

A bill was brought in by Mr. Harle, and 
read a first time, to establish a college at 
Lennoxville, to be called the Diocesan 
College of tho Protestant Episcopal Dio­
cese of Quebec. The bill was passed upon 
a .petition from the Lord Bishop, of Mon­
treal which had gone before a select com­
mit tec. " ■«-.

Mr. Ay I win. made two objections to the 
motion—one to the words, “Diocese of 
Quebec,” being used ; the other to grant­
ing a poor institution of the kind, whose



durability was quite uncertain, the power 
of conferring degrees.

Mr. Baldwin anti Mr. Neileon express­
ed a desire to see every denomination of 
clirisiians on an equality, and enjoying 
similar privileges with the control of their 
own institutions. With regard to the want 
of funds, the member for Quebec remark­
ed, that in this instance, perhaps as in 
many others, private zeal might accom­
plis^ what public beneficence was not call­
ed mon to contribute to.

Mr. Thompson’s bill to prevent tho ob­
struction of rivers aud rivulets, was referred 
to a special committe of five members.
#Tbe House adjourned.

Monday, Oct. 23d, 1843.
A committee was struck to try4-the con- I

Mr. Pietro appeared at the Bar of the 1 
House in due form, but Mr. Stewart was 
not present to choose his nominee, it 'there­
fore devolved upon the clerk. Tire com­
mittee consisted of Messrs Hale, Hamilton, 
Prince, Williams, Gilchrist, Child, Leslie, 
Rowel, Tboiburn, Noel, and H. Sher­
wood.

Petitions.—-Whh regard to the routine 
audible in the reporter’s gallc/y, the follow­
ing Petitions were received ; a petition on 
behall of certain discharged soldiers and 
commuted pensioners relative to grants of 
land, &,c. : pétitions from the Western 
District, respecting Wolve’s scalps ; to im 
pose a tax on dogs, and to amend an act 
relating to Deer : a petition from Terre­
bonne for a duty to bo imposed on Amer* 
ican produce : from the township of Finch, 
paying for a road ; from certain persons 
in the Eastern district, praying for the same 
-—from certain inhabitants of Beauliarnois 
praying for an indemnity : fioni certain 
inhabitants of Bathurst, praying for an act 
to secure the temporalities of the church :
from------ Chisholme, Esquire, Sergeant-
at-Arms, praying for tiie inadequacy of 
his salary to he taken into consideration ;
from ------- Robinson and others of the
Home District, praying for an act to abol­
ish imprisonment for debt.

Mr. Durand inquired, whether the Gov­
ernment intended to recommend a grant 
thid session, for a macadamized road from-j 
tho district of Gore to the district of Wel­
lington ?

Mr. Hincks—No, the government did 
not intend to do any such thing.

Mr. Boulton moved an address for a re­
turn oUthçdiürbor and port dues for the 
port of Toronto, from 1836 to 1843 inclu­
sive.

Mi. Baldwin introduced a hill to repeal 
the law in Upper Canada, with regard to 
municipal institutions and local assessment 
—also to establish the same-—the title, an 
Act to provide for tho Incorporation of 
townships, towns, counties, and cities in 
Upper Canada.

Mr. Thorburn moved for on address to 
His Excellency, for tho accounts of the 
Lunatic Asylums at Toronto, Montreal 
and Quebec, with the number of patients 
received and discharged, and other matters 
relating theieto ; together with copies of 
all correspondence touching the same.

Orders of tije Day.—Second reading 
of tho bill to restrain parly processions.— 
The House in committee, Mr. Hopkins in 
tho chaii.

Mr. Sherwood asked, whether the bill 
would affect the National Societies Î

Mr. Baldwin replied, not unless they 
carried banners likely to provoke religious 
feAds. . Ho xvasdesirous of putting down 
all processions likely" lo provoke a broach 
of the peace, by the use of offensive weap­
ons.

Mr. Boulton inquired whether the bag­
pipes were an offensive weapon. (Laugh­
ter.)

Mr. Sherwood observed, that at Toron* 
•to there were two St. Patrick’s Societies— 
1 ho St. Patrick’s Society and one recent­
ly brought into existence, the St. Patrick’s 
Benevolent Society; the latter of which 
carried banners offensive to a great manv 
whd belonged to the former, which was 
the parent society. He (Mr. Sherwood) 
was of opinion, that the National Societies 
lliut were held lawful should he named.

Mr. Baldwin remarked that lie would 
abolish every society that tended to prp* 
duce that irritation which the bill aimed at 
suppressing, whether it was named the 
St. Pa trick’s or the St. Patrick’s Benevo­
lent Society. It mattered not what was 
tho emblem tisod— whether a rose or sham­
rock—if it occasioned u breach of tho 
peace it should bo put down. '

Dr. Dunlop was of opinion, tlmt the 
evil complained of would be better left to 
subside of its own accord, than ho the sub­
ject of an enactment, the effect being in all 
cases of the kind, to make Martyrs of those 
against whom the particular «^actnient 
was aimed. He allowed that Oronguism 
could he productive of no good in u coun­
try like tliics.

Mr. Baldwin said that all lenient men­
antes had been tried and found of no avail.

Mr. Sherwood imputed the heartburn­
ing that arose out of these processions to 
the tunes and displays'which was mixed

with them. Could this be suppressed 
by an act of the Legislature, it would be 
productive uf much good, but if one party 
was tq be cherished and another cherished 
the very reverse would be produced.

Mr. Duggan hoped that a right of ap­
peal wowldbeallowe * to be introduced into 
the biH. It was to & certain extent, a bill 
affecting the liberty of the aubject, and it 
should not.he left to the decision of magis­
trates,—partisan magistrates, perhaps to 
convict summarily under it, without any 
led less.

Mr. Boulton was happy to find such 
unanimity prevail, with regard to the prin­
ciple of the bill. The rights of the subject, 
however, being exposed to be affected by

it, he (Mr. Boulten) was of opinion that 
the decision of two magistrates ought not 
to be allowed to be final, with regard to 
the penal enactments of the bill. There 
were two modes of appeal—the Quarter 
Sessions, and by a writ of certiorari—the 
Queen’s Bench. He would prefer the lat­
ter, as it might be very uncertain what 
magistrate might sit on the Bench, at the 
Quart# Sessions. They might or might 
not be partizan magistrates.

Mr. Prince would support the bill as it 
was, it being nearly a transcript of the Eng­
lish law. An appeal, as proposed, he 
thought, would only clog the hill. c ^

Mr. Moffatt was in favor an appeal, and 
hoped that time would be given to consid­
er of the bill.

Mr. Child said the qualification of ma­
gistrates was a sufficient guarantee, without, 
any right of appeal being necessary.

Mr. Cartwright asked with what kind of 
justice an appeal could he allowed, in 
cases of a trifling fine, when it was resisted 
where a months imprisonment could he 
awarded, as in the present Bill ? He was 
decidedly in favor of the amendment.

Mr. Parke, Mr. Boswell, Mr. Sherwood 
|and Mr. Viger severally prolonged th< 
discussion.

The amendment was then pul and lost. 
The various clauses were then adopted, 
and the committee rose and obtained leave 
to sit again on YVednesday next.

Mr. Black moved that the order of the 
day for the second rending of the bill to tax 
agricultural product*, he discharged and 
that the hill be read that day six month's.

The House divided upon it : Yeas, 8 ; 
Nays, 44.

counteract each other. And another ne­
cessary thing is, that an inferior officer 
should not have any command whatever, 
saving only in the absence of his superior, 
unless especially defuted by the command­
er.

(the chief error to be guarded against) the 
Company might be divided into two divi­
sions, viz:—The Hook St Ladder,‘and the 
Water division ; thus, let the most active, 
or rather those best acquainted with the 
formation of buildings, be appointed to the 
Hook & Ladder division, to be under the 
command of the Captain or his deputy ;— 
and let the Water division be under the 
orders of a Sergeant, lo be called “ the 
Sergeant of the Water Division,” who 
should still he subject to the orders of the 
Captain. Let the commanding officer for 
the time being, and the Sergeant or his de­
puty, be each provided with a peculiar 
signal or call, say a loud whistle ora rattle, 
but entirely different in sound, so as never 
to be mistaken for each other,or any sound 
likely to occur on such en occasion os a 
fire. On assembling at the scene of action 
whilst the first division are attending to the 
removing, or other means of saving prop­
erty, under the direction of the Captain, 
let it be the business of the Water Divi­
sion to attend to the providing a supply 
of water, and the necessary arrangements 
for such purposes, making it also a duty 
incumbent on the Sergeant, to be pre­
viously well acquainted with all the places 
where water js to be procured.

BonXÊarte.- Tho German Journals con­
tainth«ffolio wing sketch of the dreadful sac­
rifice Of human life, from the wars of Bona­
parte, since 1801:—First, the war of St. 
Domingo, from 1801 to 180G, carried off| 
60,000 French soldieis and sailors, at least 
60,000 of the white inhabitants of the is­
lands, and 50,000 Negroes. Secondly, die 
maritime war with England, from 1802 
to 1814, cost the two parties and their al­
lies at least 200,000 men. Thirdly, the 
Winter campaigning of 1803-4, which was 
short hut very bloody, robbed the belliger­
ent powers of 150,000 men. Fourthly, 
the war in Calabria, from 1805 to 1807 de­
stroyed 100,000 men—It will hot he rating 
too high the annual loss which this last war 
occasioned, as well to the French allies, 
to the English, the Spaniard*, and the Por- 
tuegese, whether in battles or sieges, or 
by contagious diseases, or assassinations, or 
other disasters, to estimate it at 200,000 
men. Fifthly, campaigning in Germany 
aod Poland, in 1809, swept away 3000,000 
men. Sixthly, the campaign of 1812 cost 
France and her allies 500,000 men, and 
Russia 300,000 men, .in battles in hospit­
als, in towne and villages which weio bu­
ried, besides 200,000 Poles, Germans, and 
French, who were victims of the conta­
gious diseases resulting from famine or had 
nourishment. Seventhly, the campaign of 
1813 destroyed 450,000 men Total, 5,- 
800,000 men, in eleven years, which is more 
than half-a-million annually. This Calcu­
lation does not include a great number of 
premature deaths, caused by the accidents 
of war, by fright, despair, dec.

To the Editors of the St. Thomas Chronicle. 
Gentlemen,—

One advantage resulting from the es­
tablishing a newspaper in St. Thomas, 
will fîe, tho opportunity uffoided of giving 
an expression to public opinion on the af­
fairs of the Village, and local maulers af­
fecting our iniMediate interests. Presu­
ming, on tliis privilege, 1 havè ventured to 
solicit a corner of your miscellany, to of- 
fut a few remarks on an excellent,, and 
praiseworthy object ; 1 mean the Fire, or 
rather the Hook and Ladder Company, 
formed in this village.

As my observations wilt brief, I shall 
not trouble you with a long account of my 
motives, trusting they will be understood 
ns they are meant, namely : an earnest de­
sire that tho Company should answer the 
end contemplated in the formation of it ; 
and in tho event of their services Veing 
called into requisition, (which Heaven Jvng 
avert) they may be found equal to the ta.v.k 
assigned them.

And first as to discipline, (one great end 
to be acquired by the members joining 
such a Society, as thp one under consider­
ation) I would here wish to remind you, it 
is not that men disciplined arc capable of 
effecting more (as far as physical force is 
concerned) than the same number of men 
not under command ; ljut the advantage is, 
that what is entrusted to them, is done in 
the best possible manner, and in the least 
possible time.

It is tho intention of tho Company, at 
the next monthly meeting, (7th November, 
to elect officers for the year ensuing.— 
With submission, I would suggest that the 
authority be delegated to as few hands 
as possible, believing that too many orders
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and to rivet their affections to them, and 
the country in which they have taken up 
their abode, but to attract the attention, 
and command the approbation of our fel­
low subjects in Britain, as well as the in­
habitants of other States, so that if dis­
posed, at any timo, to leave their own 
sweet home, they may find among us a 
government and institutions of which they 
can cordially approve, and have no reason 
to regret their having taken up their resi­
dence among us. We believe the present 
Provincial Ministry are actuated by the 
best of motives, and pursuing a course, 
which they think, will prove advantageous 
to the country ; and we have the utmost 
confidence, that when the Biitish Govern­
ment finds the measures adapted to the 
circumstances of the Colony, it will sanc­
tion them and see them carried out.

It certainly would be highly praisewor­
thy in the people of this Colony, at the 
present moment, to bury in everlasting ob­
livion, that bitterness of hostility, especial­
ly that personaFanimosity, arising from po­
litical differences ; and to unite "in estab­
lishing those principles among themselves, 
confessedly necessary in all representative 
governments; as well ns to give a fair 
trial, and endeavor to carry out every act 
of the government intended for the wel­
fare of the country. But should any act 
fail in its object, or be distasteful to a ma­
jority of the people, let it he repealed, and 
something else brought forward more*like- 
ly to give satisfaction. To factiously op­

pose any measure, by misrepresenting the 
effect it is likely to produce, or to throw 
obstacles in the way of its going smoothly 
into operation, seems to us to discover a 
state of feeling, altogether at variance with 
a love of country, or a desire to have good 
government established in it.

The following is the outline of the Bill, 
we took notice of at the outset of the 
above remarks :—
An Act to provide for the Incorporation of

Townships, Towns, Counties, and Cities
in Upper Canada.

TOWNSHIPS.
1. And it is expedient to provide for the 

Incorporation of townships, towns, coun­
ties and cities in Upper Canada, by one 
general law.

2. Townships in which townshi‘p meet­
ings have been held shall he a body corpo­
rate

3. Townships in which no meetings 
have been held, shall be first represented 
in the adjacent township.

4. Townships united to others to be­
come seperale and be incorporated on at­
taining" a certain population.

5. Incorporated towns excluded as parts 
of townships.

6. Present township officers continued 
until the first election under this Act.

7 The present District Councillors to ap­
point the |tface- for llie first election under 
this Act in the townships they lepresent.

8 That the township Clerk shall be the 
Returning Officer at the election, after 
which the township clerk to be appointed 
under this act shall be such Returning Offi­
cer? and if the township clerk shall be ab-

A Bill has been introduced into the 
House of Assembly, by the lion. RobeVt 
Baldwin, Attorney General for Canada 
West, for the purpose of repealing all the 
acts, incorporating cities and loans, and 
the Municipal act, so far as regards West­
ern Canada. At the same time, he lias 
introduced another bill to incorporate citiesi 
towns, and townships, upon something like 
a uniform principle, in the same part of the 
Province. An outline of this bill we give 
below, from which our readers will have 
some idea of the powers intended to be con­
ferred on these different corporate bodies.

Several other bills of great importance 
have been intioduced by the same gentle­
man, a synopsis of which we shall give in 
future numbers of the Chronicle.

The number and importance of the 
measures which have bean already brought 
into Parliament by the present Provincial 
Ministry, show that they have not been idl 
in devising à^ode of laws for the better 

internal Government of the Colony, du­
ring the recess of Parliament ; and that 
they have not been indifferent spectators 
to those crude and ill-digested acts which 
have been passed from time to time, but 
poorly adapted to give permanency to the 

i wtitulions of the country, or any degree 
of satisfaction to the people.

IT we mistake not, several of the mea­
sures .low in progress through the Legisla­
ture, fuï the benefit of the province, are 
planned uyon a liberal basis, and intended 
to be carried out upon a uniformity of sys­
tem, unknown in Colonial Legislation be­
fore.

Should our a.’iticipations be realized, 
there is no doubt VUt the country would 
feel gratefully alive to the benefit bestowed. 
It is high time that our institutions were 
taking a permanent shape, and moulded in 
such a way as not only to give entire satis­
faction to the great body of the people,

sent’at the time appointed for any such 
election, it shall be lawful for the voters 
then and there assembled to appoint from 
amongst themselves a Returning Officer, 
who shall forthwith proceed ,to hold such 
election-

9 Township elections shall behèld each 
year.

10 The persons entitled to vote or be 
elected at such election, shalfl be those 
whose names are upon the Collectors Roll, 
as resident Freeholders and Householders 
of each township and at the time of the 
Election resident in the township.

11. That at each of the said yearly 
township elections, there shall be elected 7 
Councillors for the township, who shall 
hold office until the next day of general 
election for the Township ; but no other 
township officer shall be elected or chosen 
at any such election.

12 That the Candidate présentât the 
Election, elected to be a councillor by the 
greatest number of votes, shall appoint the 
place for the first meeting of the Council 
within the township ; and at such first 
meeting the Councillors shall proceed to 
elect from amongst themselves a Township 
Warden.

13 Township Councils shall and may 
adjourn their meetings from time to time 
at their pleasure, and the township warden 
shall have power at any time to summon 
a special meeting.

14 That the" meetings of each township 
council shall be held at such place, within 
the township, as the council shall from 
time to time appoint.

15 Town Warden to reside at all meet­
ings of the town council.

16 That the township council fyr each 
Ibwnship shall appoint/ffiree Assessors for 
the township and one Collector for the 
same: and that the said Assessors and 
Collector shall hold office from the time of 
their appointment, respectfully, until the 
next general township election.

17 That the township council for each 
township, shall Audit all accounts charge­
able against the township ; and also the 
accounts of the township treausurer and of 
the townshipfccollector, except so fur^ as 
respects any county rale collected by such 
collector.

18 That the township Warden, or in 
his absence, the chairmen of the township

council, shall have power to adminster„an 
oath or oaths to any person or persons con­
cerning any account or other matter which 
shall be entrusted to such council.

19 That the township council for each 
of the townships in Upper Canada, shall 
have power and authority to make a By-law 
pr By-laws for each, all or any of the fol- j 
lowing purposes, that is to say :—

Firstly.—For the erection, preservation, 
improvement, or repair of any houses or 
other property acquired by, or being upon 
any land acquired by or belonging to such 
township as a corporation :

Secondly.—For the purchase and ac­
quirement of all such real or personal pro. 
perty within the township, as may be re­
quired for the use of the said inhabitants as I 
a corporation, and for^the sale and disposal 
of the same when no longer required :

Thirdly.—For the making, maintaining, 
of any new or existing highway, road, 
street, bridge or communication within the

Fourthly.—Yor building common school 
houses, and providing fur the establishment 
of common schools, according to law :

Fifthly.—For the appoiniment of a suf­
fice nt number of Pound Keepers, Fence 
Viewers, Overseers of Highways, and of 
such other Officers as may be necessary 
lor carrying into effect any of the provisons 
of this Act, or of any other Act of the Le. 
gislature of this Province, or any By-law or 
By-laws of the township council :

Sixthly, tor settling and paying the 
remuneration to ail township officers in all 
cases where the same shall not be settled 
by any act of the Legislature, to be passed 
during the present session or hereafter ; 
and for settling a rate per diem at which 
township Councillors shall be paid for their 
attendance in the council :

Seventhly. For regulating the descrip­
tion of cattle, horses, sheep and other ani­
mals, which shall he allowed to run at 
large, or which shall be restrained from so 
doing ; and for fixing the periods of the 
year at which such animals shall be permit­
ted to run at large or at which they shall 
be restraned :

Fighily.—For making regulations as to 
pits, precipices and deep waters, or other 
places dangerous to travellers, and for the 
destroying or ‘suppressing the growth of 
weeds detrimental to good husbandry ; for 
settling the height and description of lawful 
fences ; and for making such other regula­
tions not contrary to any law of this Prov­
ince, as tho good of the said inhabitants 
may seem to require :

Ninthly.—For the imposing fines, not 
exceeding in any case currency,
for the breach of all or any of the said 
By-laws or regulations:

Tenthly—For settling the fees to be 
taken by Pound Keepers:

Elevcntly—For appraising the damages 
lobe paid by the owners of cattle-and 
other animals trespassing, contrary lo any I 
such By-laws or regulations :

Tweljthly.—For causing such cattle or 
other animals as shall be impounded, lobe 
sold in case the same are not claimed, or 
if the damages, fines and expenses shall’not 
be paid, according; to such By-laws or other 
regulations :

Thirteenthly.—For the erection and re­
pair of division fences, and for the construc­
tion of drains and water courses, and for 
the contribution lo the same of thè partie 
therein interested, and for settling disputes 
relating thereto :

Fourteenlhly.—For raising, levying and 
appropriating such moneys as may be re­
quired for all or any of the purposes afore­
said, either by way of tolls to he paid on 
any township Bridge br other Township 
W ork, to defray the expense of making or 
repairing the same, or by means of a tax 
or taxes to be levied on the whole real and 
personal taxable property in the township, 
or in any part or portion of the township 
which may he particularly interested in the 
expenditure, according to any Ijw which 
shall be in force in Upper Canada con 
cerning rates and assessments:

And Fifteenthly.—From time to time 
to repeal or amend such By-laws and 
to make others in lieu thereof at their 
pleasure.

COUNTIES.
20 That the inhabitants of each and ! 

every cqijniy in Upper Canada shall be 
a body corporate, and shall have aperpetu- 
al succession and a common seal, with 
power to break, renew or alter the same 
at pleasure, and shall he capable of suing 
and being sued, of purchasing, acquiring 
and holding lands and tenements and other 
real and personal property within such 
County, for the use of the inhabitants 
thereof in their corporate capacity, and of 
making and of entering into such contracts 
as may be necessary for the exercise of 
their coporate functions: And that the 
powers of their corporation shall be exer­
cised by and through, arid in the name of 
the court of Wardens of such county.

21 That the Wardens of the several 
townships, towns and cities within each 
county, shall constitute the court of War­
dens for such county.

22 That the court of Wardens of each
county shall meet at the county Court 
House, annually on the Monday
next after tile general townships- electionjJ 
or if not on that day then some day^hdfe-l 
after and their meeting may be adjourned 
from time to time, apd to the same place 
or at any other place within the county 
23 That the wardens of eacli-counly, shall 

at their first meeting after the general town

<24 That the keeping and repairs of the 
county court house, and gaol shall be charg­
ed upon each county in Up'per Canada,

ty, all sums of money which shall be neces­
sary for such purposes, and for every 
other purpose the expense whereof shall bo 
by Law chargeable upon the County.

25 That the Court of Wordens for each 
county shall audit all accounts chargeable 
against the county ; and in case any such 
charges shall not be specially regulated by 
Law, it shall be their duly to allow for the 
same such sums as may he just and teason- 
able ; and they shall also audit the ac­
counts of the county treasurer, and of the 
collectois of the several townships within 
their county.

26 That thé court of Wardens for each 
county shall have power lo make a By-law 
or By-laws for each or any of the follow­
ing purposes, that is to say :—

Firstly—For the erection, preservation, 
improvement, or repair of any houses or 
other property required by, or being upon 
any land acquired by or belonging to the 
county as a corporation :

Secondly:—For the purchase and ac­
quirement of all such real and personal pro­
perty, within the county, as may be requir­
ed by the inhabitants thereof in their cor­
porate capacity, and for the sale and dis-<y

1

posai of the same when no longer required :
Thirdly.—For the making, opening, 

maietaining or improving, stopping up or \1 
diverting any highway, road, street, bridge 
or any other communicatian within one or 
more townships, in which the whole county ; 
or more than one township shall be inter­
ested :

Fourthly.—For settling and paying a 
remuneration to all county officers in cases 
where the same shall not be settled by any 
Act of the Legislature to be passed during 
the present session or hereafter, and for 
settling a rate per diem, at which the War­
dens shall be paid for their attendance at 
the court of Wardens.

Fifthly.—For raising, levying and ap­
propriating all such moneys as shall be re­
quired for all or any of the aforesaid pur­
poses,—either by way of tolls to be paid 
on any county bridge, or other county work 
for defraying the expense of making or 
maintaining the same, or by means of a tax 
or taxes to be levied on the whole real 
and personal property in the county liable 
to taxation, or on any townships or parts 
of more than one townshiph, which may 
be particularly interested in the expendi­
ture, according to any law which may be in 
force in Upper Canada concerning rates 
and assessments :

And Sixthly.—For the appointment and 
remuneration of such and so many officers 
as may be necessary to £nrry into effect 
any of the .Jîy-îavrs of the said CO’Jit of 
Wardens or the requirent:.t Ci cay law of 
this Province,upon the county, in nil cases 
where stich appointment and remunertion 
are not Regulated by law, and from time 
to time to repeal or amend such By-laws 
and make others in lieu thereof, at iWtt 
pleasure.

27 That it shall b* the duty of thé court 
of Wardens to take charge of county debt 
and provide for payment thereof.

,.28. That the County Wwd?n of each 
County, or in his absence ‘.ho Chairman of 
the Court of Wardens, iliall have power to 
administer an oath or oaths to any person 
or persons, concerning any account or oth­
er matter which shall be submitted to such 
Court of Wardens.

29. The inhabitants of the following 
towns shall be a Body Corporate apart' 
from the township or townships in which 
such town shall be situate, and as sucl> 
shall have perpetual succession and a com­
mon seal, with such powers within the lim­
its of such town, as are by this act confer­
red upon thé inhabitants of arty township 
within the limits of such towesbip; and 
the powers of the corporation shall be ex­
ercised by, through, aud in tho mime of 
the council of such town, and shall on the 
day for general township elections, by vo­
ters qualified in like manner with the vo­
ters at elections of-twnsbip councillors,, 
elect seven councillors for each of the said 
towns.

30. That a town \YTarden for each of
the said towns shall be thereafter elected 
from amongst the councillors of such towns, 
in like manner as township Wardens are 
appointed by the act to be chosen or elect­
ed. « 4 .

31. And these town councils are to have 
the like powers as to the town as the town­
ship Councils, have as to the townships.

32. And these town councils may make 
By-laws for the same purposes as town­
ship councils..

Firstly.—And for certain other purpo­
ses, fully described in the bill.

Secondly.—Connected with fishing and 
bathing. v ^

Thirdly.—Punishment of vagabonds. 
Fourthly.—Dogs.
Fifthly.—Regulating vehicles.
Sixthly.—Ferries.
Seventhly.—Also for preventing or di­

minishing mischief from fires.
Eighthly.—For regulating public hou­

ses and public shows. Cruelty to animals.
Ninthly*—Health of the town. Bills of 

mortality.
) Tenthly.-----Suppression or regulation»
of slaughter houses, &c.

Eleventhly.—-Supplies of water.
Twelfthly.—Markets.
Tirtetnthly.—Assize of Bread. 
Fourteenlhly.—Appointment of town of­

ficers. *
Fifteenthly,—■-Raising money.
But no town or city council to grant 

any exclusive privileges, or to lay special 
taxes on certain trades.

33 VVhen any village in Upper Canada 
aforesati, not incorporated by name under 
this Act, shall be found to contain over 

thousand inhabitanis, whose re­
sidences are or shall be collected within a 
convenient neighborhood or proximity of

V



each other to form a convenient place for 
a town, it shall and may he lawful for any 
number of resident freeholders or house­
holders of such place, not less than ,le 
to petition the Governor of this Province, 
in Council that such place may be set a- 
part as a town and the Inhabitants thereof 
incorporated ; and upon such petition it 
shall be lawful for the Governor in Coun­
cil, to issue his proclamation setting apart 
such place as a town by name to be given 
in and by such proclamation, and to set 
forth in such proclamation proper bounds- 
ries for such town ; and the inhabitants of 
such place shall, on the day of general town-' 
ship Elections which shall occur next after 
the end of three months from the time when 
the proclamation shall issue, be incorpora­
ted, and the place shall become a town a- 
part from the township in which it is situ­
ate, and the first election for such town 
shall be held on that day in the same man- 
n«r as prescribed for the aforesaid towns.

TOWNS DIVIDED INTO WARDS.

34 The following towns divided into 
wards: Kingston and Hamilton, shall sever­
ally be a body corporate, with the same 
coiporate powers as the inhabitants of other 
towns incorporated under this act, except 
in so far as such powers may be hereby in­
creased, lessened or otherwise modified ; 
and /uch powers shall be exercised by, 
through and in the name of the Council of 
such towns respectfully.

34 Three councillors shall be elected fot 
each ward.

AGRICULTURE.
Winter Food for Sheep.

Every funner is aware, that one of the 
chief difficulties in the raising and manage­
ment of sheep consists in preserving them 
through winter, without disease or loss.— 
Hence every feet or hint in relation to their 
winter management becomes of the first im­
portance. It is indispensably necessary that 
sheep should he kept in good condition, in 
order lo prevent diseaie ; n.nd it is a sectin

With regard to the quantity and nature of 
food , it should he such as to keep them in 
a strong healthy state, and rather full of 
flesh, yet not partaking too much of fatness, 
This good condition, even if maintained at 
considerably greater immediate cost, will be 
found by far the most profitable in the end; 
for .independently of the constant dan­
ger of loss by -death, when sheep are ill 
kept, they shear much less wool, and the 
future progeny is mqch weaker, in conse­
quence of such Imperfect management.

One of the most necessary lequisites lo 
he observed is constant and regular feed­
ing. Sudden changes, from scanty to 
plentiful food, are highly detrimental, 
as is also the reverse. Pet haps the only 
exception to this remark, is tho case of 
ewes tearing lambs, which require better 
feeding than in ordinary times.

The quality of the food is a thing of

These results agree nearly with those of 

Do Dombale, and with .those of a number 
of other agriculturists.

It has also been ascertained by the ex­
periments of some eminent agriculturists, 
that

1 lb. of oil cake is as nutritious as t,wo 
pounds of hay.

200 Ibs. of good sound straw of peas 
and vetches are equaj to one hundred 
pounds of hay.

300 lbs of barley and qat straw are 
equal to a hundred pounds of hay.

400 lbs. of wheat straw are equal to a 
hundred pounds of hay.

It will be perceived by the above table, 
that wheat produces the greatest increase 
in the flesh of the living animal, though 
but little»”greater than oats ; that pear, 
wheat, rye, and hay mixed with, straw, 
produce the greatest increase of \yool ;-w- 
and \hat,barley and wheat causes the great­
est increase of tnllow. That, as ah aver­
age, grain generally gives about three times 
the increase in the flesh, that roots and 
hay do, when in equal weight ; lhat grain 
produces about twice as much wool as is 
caused by an equal weight of roots, and 
several times the amount of tallow, that is 
produced either by routs or hay. But as 
»n equal weight of mangel wurtzel may he 
raised at an expense-of less than one tenth 
of what is required for the production of 
most kinds of. grain,- the vastly superior 
economy of ils use as food for sheep, for 
every thing except fattening, will be at 
once perceived.

Be Raumer found, that sheep ate with 
avidity eight pounds per head of mangel 
wurtzel a day, intermixed with straw ; 
during which time they drank one quart of 
water, and remained in good and healthy 
condition.

That of raw sliced potatoes, they ate 
with good appetite at the rate of seven 
pounds per day, also with straw, and drank 
three pints of Water in twenty-four hours. 
Also remained hetrltliy.

That they ate two pounds of peas per 
head daily, drank from two to three quarts 
of water, and remained fine "and healthy. 
It was necessary to soak the peas to pre­
vent injury to the teeth.

That wheat produced nearly the same 
results as peas.

That they do not eat rye rea^y, and it 
appears not well adapted for their food.

That of cats and barley, they ate about 
two and a half pounds per head daily, with 
avidity, did extremely well on it, and 
drank about three quarts of water in twen­
ty-four hours. v

That buckwheat produced excellent ef­
fects upon them, which they eat with avid­
ly’

And that of good hay they ate four and 
a half pounds daily, and drank from two 
and a half to three quartk of water.

As a large number of fine-wooled sheep 
have been introduced into the country 
within a few years, it is absolutely necessa­
ry, in ordep to render them most profitable, 
that they be well sheltered during winter. 
In those countries ffl Europe which are 
most famous for the growth of fine wood, 
strict attention is given to this subject, and 
stieep arc not only sheltered in the night, 
but whenever the weather demands it du­
ring the day. It is said that on this dt$r 
pends in a great degree the fineness and 
quality of the wool. Sheds, at least, 
should always be provided for the most 
hardy breeds of sheep, much more so 
men, ought they to be for the more lender, 
fine-wooled varieties. Henry D. Grove, 
of Hoosick, Rensselaer county, who has 
been uncommonly successful in raising and 
wintering fine-wooled sheep, says that shel­
ter against the inclemency of the weather, 
“is almost as necessary to the health and 
good condition of sheep, as food it­
self, and for this reason stables for this 
purpose are of great benefit. Not only 
do sheep do much better, but it is also a 
saving ol fodder and manure* The latter 
is as important as the former ; for manure 
properly applied is money to the farmer ; 
and it is well known that sheep manure is 
of the best kind. These stables ought to 
be so constructed, as to admit of a great 
quantity of hay being put over head ; and 
for this reason I would lecommend a side 
hill facing the south, and a dry spot around
