A kind-hearted correzpondent sends us
the folloxing story, which bas been print-
vd in a local paper, said to have been re-
lated by ex-Police Justice Scott, of King-
ston.

Preservine Meat axp Fisn.— Editor Forest
and Stream : 1 have a receipt to keep fresh
meats in  warm  weather, It may
be of benefit to some of your many readers.
For 7 pounds of meat mix the following:
1 ounce soda, § ounce saltpeter, § pound
cbarcoal, puiverized, § pound sugar, 1}
pounds salt. - Dissolve in water and place
the meat in the brine; take care to cover
the meat with fluid about three inches
deep. It will be necessary to place a
weight upon the meat to prevent exposnre
to insects. The meat can be kept 1o open
vessels. You may commence using moag
immediately, taking care to weigh it down,
Place the meat in cold water about three
hours before using; wash well, then steak
or roast, We have kept fish for several
days in warm weather with this process,
I think it a good thing where ice canuok
be had.~—J. 8,

UmitizaTioNy o Diseasep PoTaTors.—
A correspondent of the Jowrnal of So
ciety of Artsays: I know from prac-
ticnl experience that M. Bourlier and
M. llerve are quite corréct as to the
value of diseased potatoes as an article
of food for cattle, pigs, etc., but the
most important item to be observed
they omit in their directions, which I
revise as follows: Boil the diseased
tubers fast $ill dowme ; drain, and let
them become perfectly dry by spread-
ing them out onsieves —a gravel screen
is the best. The tuber, when cooked
is free from poison ; the water in which
it is boiled is a very strong poison, and
will seour, if not kill any animal that
partakes of it. When dry, ram tight
into any kind of dry eask (with salt),
and keep in a cool place till wanted.
One copperful can be dried and packed
while the next is ‘cooking, so that 8
large quantity cun be enoked in onme
day, Every farmer should know this,
a8 it would save bim suflering any loss,
however bad his crop might be.

but lemon jnice, because the first coa
gulates albumen, and the latter does
not, on aceount of the surplus of oxy-
gen which it eontains. To imitate the
soothing mucous in the intestines,

* which is now wanting, and to give
some respiratory food at the same time,
wo add some gum arabic. To restore
and relieve the injured nerve we apply
moist warmth.
