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Education of Women.

Nothing of the presént time in *“social ”
matters is more worthy of note thm} the
rapid manner with which public sentiment
is changing, than in that of the _educuuon
of women.  This is noticeable as it refers to
all civilized countries. It being a develop-
ment -marching with the advance of civili-
zation and general enlightenment every-
where, looks like a proof of the correctness
and value of it to social progress.

That our own Dominion is not to be left
behind in this matter is evinced by the
preparations and provisions which are be-
ing made for the education of its women in
all branches of science and art. McGill
College has thrown-its doors wide open for
the admittance of women on equal terms
with men. As an illustration of the results,
the seventy-eight persons who have this
year passed the examination for entrance
to the faculty of arts, thirty-nine were
women. In our own midst, on all sides,
we are fairly committed to this policy. Of
the institutions at Sackville, that devoted
to the education of women is of striking
importance. In connection with Dalhousie
College, Halifax, the Women's College is
now one of high rank ; and that in connec-
tion with the educational establishments of
Kings, Windsor, is said to be doing nobly.
It, perbaps, stands first among these im-
portant institutions. W olfville has had a
successful Seminary in connection with
Acadia for some time ; but at the present
moment a scheme for an additional pro-
vision for this object, involving an expen
diture of some $30,000, is about being con-
summated.

It remains to be seen, that with women
standing in a first place in intellectual
capacity and development, and with no
secondary ability for administration, and
with her high sense of the importance of
purity and right, how long she will be con-
tent to stand aloof from affairs of national
polity.

Our Crop Prospects.

A short visit to the agricultural and lam-
bering district of New Albany gave us
ocular evidence of its condition in both these
respects. The hay harvest has been com-
menced and is spoken of on all hands as
being certain to reach a-full average or
perhaps rather more, w hile oats, though
later than last year, are likely to mature
into a full crop. The other grains are all
looking well and the conditions for a fair
crop are continuing favorable. Potatoes,
mangolds, and carrots are developing li_n(--
ly and are healthy in appearance, giving
evidence of a future full harvest. The
native wild fruit crop will be an unusually
abundant oue, strawberries having just
ended their course, and are being succeed-
ed by gooseberries and raspberries, which
are also plentiful. These will be followed
in due course by the blueberry and whor-
tleberry, which present appearances which
lead to the certainty of a large crop.

We paid a short visit to Davilson’s saw-
mills at Alpena station, where we found a
large number of men employed in the man-
ufacture of dimension lumber intended for
the South American market. We were in-
formed that an order for a milli-n feet of
this material was in course of being filled
by this firm at their mill here for imme-
diate shipment te that country at remun-
erative prices. This establishment not
only affords employment te many hands,
but also to the Nova Scotia Central rail-
way, which carries all its products to
Bridgewater over its lines for shipment at
that port. The annual cut at these mills
amounts to several millions of feet, making
a very material export of the county.

At Nictaux Falls, Torbrook and South
Farmington the crops are reported in quite
as favorable terms. The Torbrook railway
is progressing towards completion, and the
ores from the mines will soon find the
means of removal by steam instead of horse
power, much to the conven of the
parties interested. At South mington
the Corset Factory of C. C. Slocomb is
moving along successfully—every suceeed
ing year witnessing largely increased sales.
Extending our tour northwardly we found
the crops in North Farmington, Spa
Springs, Salem and Melvern Square giving
ample proof of average yield in all the
staples planted, and the hay crop material-
ly better than had been previously report-
ed, and in all the distficts named the apple
crop is spoken of by those best qualified to
judge, as likely to give quite an average
yield. Perhaps it is still a litile too early
to be quite certain as to final recults, but
our personal observation confirms the re-
ports stated.

The output of aerated waters of the Wil-
mot Spa Springs continues with nnabated
rapidity, and shipments are almost daily
made from the Middleton Station to fili
the orders which are being coustantly made
on the company having it in charge. The
small fruit industries of Middleton and
vicinity are in full harvest blast, and every
day sees the shipment to Halifax and other
provincial towns, of crates and cases of
delicious and seasonal small fruits. This
business is rapidly assuming increased pro-
portions, and has already added largely to
the resources of those engaged in its prose-
cution and of the community at large.

News from all sections of our vast Dom-
inion is most favorable for a bounteous
harvest in wheat and other cereals as well
as in root productions, and the chances are
everywhere indicative of another year of
growth and prosperity to the country.

ing to our townsman, Mr. Norman Chute.
After milking, the unfortunate creature
was turned out of the stable and allowed
to graze along the roadside, while the at-
tendant partook of breakfast and gave his
attention to a few other minor matters.
Although only a short time elapsed till he
started to drive her to pasture, he noticed
that she was very weak and gave evidence
of pain, and just prior to reaching the bars
of the enclosure took to staggering and
dropped dead by the roadside. The sup-
posed cause is that the cow partook of
grass saturated either with paris green or
London purple, which has been quite ex-
tensively used of late in spraying our fruit
trees and potatoes to protect them from
the ravages of the caterpillar and potato
bug.

The fishery cruiser Dream captured seven
fishing boats belonging to Eastport last
Thursday while fishing within the boun-
dary limits, landed their occupants on Dog
Island, and took the boats to St. Andrews,
N. B., where they will be confiscated.

The sparing match between Jordan and
White, which took place in Halifax last
Tuesday evening, was a draw. Though
the exhibition had been licensed by the
mayor of Halifax, the men went at each
other so vigorously that the police stopped
the entertainment at the second round.

Steamer Damara, which ' arrived at
Halifax on Wednesday last from London,
reports unusually cold weather at sea for
this season of the year. The steamer
yassed two icebergs on Sunday. last, and on
londay, while 90 miles this side of Ca)
Race, a mountainous iceberg right in tE:
track of steamers.

On Thursday James Little, living at Coal
Branch, I. C. R., was killed by a falling
tree while chopping in the woods at that
place. * Little, who was 65 years of age,
was terribly bruised and cut about the
head when found by his wife, who had
started out to look for him when he did
not come home to tea.

There was found on the railway track at
Westchester station, about 5 miles beyond
Wentworth Saturday morning, the body of
a man who had evidently been killed by a
train, the wheels having gone over his legs.
Nobody could be found able to identify the
man, who, it is thought, was either a ped-
dler or a tramp who was travelling on the
sleepers when struck.

How DrpHTHERIA 1S SPREAD.—It has
been discovered that a prolific source of the
spread of diphtheria in Quebec is due to the
methods of burying the dead. It isalleged
that in the case of infants the caskets are
placed in ordinary cibs and thus taken to
the cemetery to save the expense of a hearse.
The cabs thus used are afterwards employed
as public vehicles without any attempt to
fumigate them.

The ruins of Moir's bakery in Halifax
have been very costly, not only to the
Hropriemrs, but to the city. Cheques have
een issued for the payment of a large
number of members of Union Engine com-
pany, not a few for 60 hours consecutively
at 25¢. in pouring water on the ruins tor
nearly two weeks after the disaster. Some
got $15. The bills sent in, certified, and
paid, so far, amount in all to over $400.

Last week an English woman from Nova
Scotia, travelling on the Intercolonial Rail-
way, on her way to join her husband in
the state of Wisconsin, suddenly became
ill as the train stopped at Trois Pistoles for
refreshments. She disembarked from the
train and entered the station, where she
called for a private room, which was at
once given to her. The poor woman was
hardly in the apartment before the arrival
of a baby girl.

Struck Deap BY LiGHTNING.—Miss
Keefe, of Skinner’s Pond, P. E. 1., was
struck dead by lightning last Sunday night.
She was engaged to be married in a very
short time, and was spending the evening
in the front room with her lover, when she
was struck dead by the fatal fluid. Her
lover was struck senseless and had a mar-
vellously narrow escape from death. All
the other inmates were made insensible by
the stroke and the house was wrecked.

THe REwArRD RA1SED. —The, reward for
the return of the body of P. Purcell, ex-M.P.,
taken from its tomb at Cornwall, Ontario,
has been raised to $2000, and his friends
are of opinion that this will result in its
recovery. The general opinion, however,
is that this large amount will not produce it,
not because the body is lost, but because
the men who have made away with it, and
who are doubtless three in number, want
$1000 apiece as their share of the profits.

A young whale measuring 16 feet, whose
curiosity got the better of his good judg-
ment, says the Digby Courier, found his
way into the weir owned by Mr. Worthy-
lake, of Clementsport, one day last week,
and made things lively not only for his
finny companions but for the fishermen who
came to visit him. After he had churned
the water into foam and had given some
tail-lashing exhibitions for the benefit of
all concerned, a bullet from a rifle ended
his exploits.

CLERGYMAN AND CHILD DROWNED.—The
Rev. Mr. How, a clergyman of the Church
of England, was drowned near the harbor
of Briton, Fortnue Bay, Nfld., last week.
He had been conducting a service in Jersey
Harbor and was returning home in a small
boat with bis little girl and one boatman.
A squall struck the boat and overturned it,
all three occupants being drowned. The
boatsman’s body was recovered, but the
others have not yet been found. Mr. How
was an energetic and esteemed clergyman.

A DisTINGUISHED NovAa ScoTIAN.—Sir
Arthur Haliburton, the newly appointed
Assistant Under Secretary of State for the
English War Office, is the youngest son of
that famous Nova Scotian, Judge T. C.
Haliburton (*‘Sam Slick”). Sir Arthur was
called to the Bar in Halifax, but he aban-
doned the law for the army, and served
with the Commissary Department in the
Crimean war. He has since served with
distinction in various parts of the globe,
and his home in London is filled with cur-
ios collected by himself and Lady Halibur-
ton.

DrowNED IN BUTTERMILE—A very sad
accident which brought sudden anguish to
parents’ hearts, and evoked the sympathy
of the entire community, occured at St.
Thomas, in this county on Sunday morning.
A little boy, fifteen months old, son of
William Mulherrin, was playing about; his
mother had stepped out of doors for an
instant, while his father was lying down in
a bedroom off the kitchen.

Off the kitchen was a
pantry, and in this stood a firkin partially
filled with buttermilk.

The cultivation consists simply in plow-
ing the ground to keep down the weeds.
Nothing should be taken from the land.
When the orchard comes into bearing an
application of one bushel of compost for
each tree should be made sown broadcast
in the spring and plowed in with a small
turning plow. For the compost I use one
peck of lime and muck, or vegetable mold
from the woods—well rotted manure would
answer, provided the land is well supplied
with potash, I mouud up my trees the
same as I do in cultivating on rich bottom
land. I plant on poor land sixteen feet
apart, and in prunning head in all the
peach trees, cutting off one-half of the pre-
vious year's growth on all leading brauches
thinning out the fruit so the trees will
not be

overburdened. It will repay the

trouble and time thus spent. The remain-
ing fruit will be much larger, will ripen
more uniformly and be much higher colored
and bring a better price when sent to mar-

ket.— Wm. P. T'ruitt.

Cure for Diarrhcea.

Paregoric is an admirable remedy for
diarrheea. When taken for this trouble the
dose should be from one-half to one tea-
spoonful, once in three or four hours. Here
it is well to say that people generally are
much too easily frightened by diarrheea,
and in consequence they try to check it
hurriedly. It should be borne in mind that
it is often an essential evil, the penalty of
over eating or of eating foods which are too
great a tax upon digestion. In such case

the system endeavors to right itself and by
means of the bowels, which it tries to unload.

More oftener than otherwise diarrheea in
adults is salutary up to a certain point. “If
when it attacked them they would stop
taking food altogether for two or three days
or only eat sparingly of such simple dishes
as cornstarch pudding, blanc mange, arrow-
root and the like, in the most of cases the
trouble would disappear of itself after the
intestinal canal had been thoroughly cleaned
out.

But the universal fault is as soon as peo-
ple are tronbled with diarrheea, they take
brandy, Jamaica ginger, elderberry wine,
or something of that sort, and the action of
these is much like that of kerosene oil on a
fire. Besides, ofttimes they obstruct the
efforts of the bowels, and therefore irritat-
ing matters which ought to be expelled are
locked up in them, and not only is inflam-
mation excited, but poisoning occurs in
consequence of absorption.

Hen:e it is urged that in simple diarrheea
medicines to check it be resorted to when
they are imperatively needed. Also, that
it is always best to assist nature by taking
a laxative as soon as the disturbance com-
mences. This should be the invariable rule
in every instance were the attack promises
to be severe. A seidlitz powder will
answer the purpose in most cases. After
waiting for the laxative to have had its full
effect, if the diarrhcea is not declining rap-
idly, paregoric may be taken every three
or four hours, as already advised. In the
mean time what food is eaten should be ‘of
the blandest nature and most easily diges-
tible.

It is well here to give some of the signs
which indicate when medicinal treatment
should be employed. 1f the discharges are
highly irritating and cause smarting, and
they have been frequent for 48 hours, as a
rule an effort should be made to lessen their
frequency by the means of paregoric. The
need is more urgent if the diarrhcea is de-
pressing and weakening.

At the
regatta held yesterday the yacht race
for the cup presented by Colonel Eaton of
the Guards was won by the Pioneer. The
course was around the island of Bermuda.

EMPEROR WILLIAMS VISIT,
London, July 10.—The inhabitants of
London and vicinity turned out in immense
force to-day to witness the progressin state
of Emperor William of Germany from
Buckingham palace to Guild hall. The
royal state carriage left the palace at noon,
drawn by 8 postillion ridden horses, flanked
by mounted life guardsmen and mounted
police, and conducted by white bewigged
footmen and coachmen. The immense pro-
cession was greeted everywhere with en-
thusiastic cheering, and all doubt as to the
popular character of the reception was dis-
pelled long before the imperial guests en-
tercd Cheapside. The buildings on the
streets through which the procession moved
were gaily decorated with bunting and
flage, among the latter the American colors
being conspicuous. The lord mayor re-
ceived the ewperor and presented him with
an address of welcome, to which his majesty
apprawiately  replied.

The Lumber Trade.

The Boston Commercial Bulletin gives
some reason for the depression that
prevailed in the American lumber trade
thus far this season. General business de-
pression, labour troubles, and the foreign
financial situation have been the principal
causes for the very unsatisfactory state of
affairs. Probably the most important fac-
tor was the foreign market. Mills that
have been for years cutting lumber to go to
South America, Great Britain, France and
the West Indies, have done less since Janu-
ary Ist than in any similar period for years.
The exports of yellow pine to the iver
Plate for the first five months of this year
amounted to 14,000,000 feet, with a pros-
pect of no improvement for the rest of the
season. The exports for the year 1890,
which was a quiet one, amounted to 63,000,-
000, and in 1889, the year of the boom,
reached 134,000,000 feet. White pine and
other lumber have been in proportion, all
being affected alike, Mills, therefore, that
have been running on foreign memorandums
are generally obliged to continue in opera-
tion, and therefore saw for the domestio
market, which is also in poor condition. A
prominent feature of the lumber trade is
the demand from the railroads, but there
has been very little this year, as the ropds
have not been able to make large expen-
ditures.
