Qfjiccrs and DBrothers,—

+ A period usnally somewhat quict and monotonous, in our
official year has been rendered ox. sedingly intercsiing and
impressive by the assemblage within this Jurisdiction of a
large number of representatives from various aand remote
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parts of our widely extended brotherhood. This event, al-
ways one of great interest and importance to the Order, was
looked forward to with some anxiety on the part of the
Erothers in Nova Scotia.

Sinee the institution of the National Division, its sessions
have often been held in large cities where every fucility
existed for giving cclat to the oceasion, and when the report
came from Hamilton, Canada West, more than a year ago,
that the next session of that angust hody would be held in
the staid old city of Halifax the general joy was cousiderably
marred by fears of fallures in regard to suitableness of re-
ception, &e.. &e., &e. But all difliculties were overcome
and the result left upon the minds of all present the most
favourable and delightful impression. T fear, by the way, that
we must make one exception, and that relates to the weather.
The coldest weather cver known, for the scason, took place
during the session, and what renders this event the more de-
plorable is the fact of many of our brothers from the South
and West, especially, indulging the notien that the Ther-
mometer is seldom above the freczing point in Nova Scotia.

As before intimated, this 1s a question that cammot be ar-
aued; but we may say this, that their cold unbelie/ would
have been ciiectually melfed had they been here during the
past three weeks, when the Thermometer has ranged from
30 to 100 above zcro.

As all have been made acquainted with the entire pro-
aramme of the proceedings at the late session of National
Division, tis neediess that I should further refer to them,
more than to express regret that all could not have partici-
pated in the pleasure and enjoyments afforded.  Some slight
alterations were made in the Constitution, of which due notice |
will he given.

Owing to the rancorous and devastating war between the
Southern and Northern sections of what was once the Great

lepublic, the Nationai Division is deprived of a large cle-
nient of its former power, which renders less delightful the
harmony and efficiency of its operations. Nevertheless, the
most {raternal fecling prevails towards our bhrethren precluded
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from former associations and privileges, and warm wishes
are often expressed for a speedy re-union in heart and hene-
volent effort.

The sentiments of Charity and brotherly regard have ever
heen at a premium in the National Division "and gener: d]y
throughout the Order.  Our Order had its origin in the spirit
of Philanthr opy. and accessions from time to time of men of
high mental endovwments and c¢hristian prineiple, has given
toita catholicity equal, if not superior to any other moral
organization whatever.

Do we seck for an iilustration of this principle we find
it in the fact that men of the most diverse views and senti-
ments, upon Politics aud Religion and various other matters,
having been led to associate for a common purpose, have
worked together in this great brotherhood in the happiest
concord. And thus may it ever be until our Order shall en-
circle the whole brotherhood of man!

The Order of the Sons of Temperance has for years led
the van in the temperance enterprise. occupying “the fore-
ground in every contest with the foc mtempuance. In all
the engagements with the enemy, we have contributed more
than our quota of men and means and, unaided altogether
have often embarrassed his march, and now and then dis-
comfitted him and even harassed his retreat, and but for the .
stragglers from the ranks when the battle was fairly set and
frequent desertions to the foe should ere this have utterly
overthrown our powerful and adroit yet dastardly coemy.

"Tis one of the mysteries of Providence that'the final suc-
cess of the best of causes is often long deferred, and it may
be so in regard to the triumph of temp(,r'mcc principles,
though we fain hope otherwise. A thousand causes combine
to perpetuate the traffic in strong drinks.

B}Men generally love money, and some will make it, if they
can, though human hopes wither and die and generai deso-
lation cnsue.  God speed the right, is a sentiment Giten eme-
nating from human lips, and is, T doubt not, the honest desire
of some; yet, in the main, how little attention is paid to the
means by which success is attended! How, then, can we ex~
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pect that meaner mortals will be duly impressed with the
enormity of the vice we deplore.

X may go further—men employ every despicable device to
obtain riches and then seek to win back a geod name by the
ostentatious practice of benevolence. Ience we sce men as
plethozie as their purses contributing their hundseds to huild
Churches, perchance, to send the Gospel to the Heathen,
whose business manufactures l.xupu 3, Criminals, and
Idiots, and maniacs by the thousand, the care and maintais-
ance of whom, is gricveusly taxing the sober and industrious,
but comparatively poor part of the population.

In view of such rank injustice and utter folly, is it any
longer matter of surprise that so many lose all confidence in
the professions of men, and become reckless of their own
conduct ?

When will the people themselves repudiate the foliy of
spending stich an immense sum of money in the purchase of
an unnecessary and highly injurions commodity, and when
will our Rulers cease to foster a traflic, from which nearly
onc-fifth of owr yearly revenue is derived?

I should like to discuss more fully some points merely
hinted at in this report, but circumstances will not permit,—
however, all and much more than I could say will be sug-
gested to the minds of those to whom this will be submitted.

Since the last quarterly session we have to lament the
death of brather Lippincott, of New Glwgow, who was for
years a pillar of strength to the Order and cause of temper-
ance generallf.  But it were better thus to mourn his fall
than to lament lis descent from the lofty eminence long since
won by his devotion to a cause which had for its objcct the
good of all mankind.

Trusting that wisdom adequate to our demands m'ty be
imparted o us all, and hoping for a profitable and harmo-
nious session, this my third qu'u-tul) report Is respectfully
submitted in L. P. and F.

DIVISIONS RESUMED WORKING, &c.

In my last repert, presented at the April session, it was
stated that Temple Division, No. 131, located at- Wallace Bay,
hiad suspended operations, and that it would likely be inoperative
for some months ut least.  In wiiting to the Deputy, previous
to the last qu-rierly weeting, X urged that an effort be made to
keep the Dividion m working order. Itis with much gratifica-
tion T have to report that such cffort was made, and resulted in
infusing new life into the Division, tventy-three new members
being added to its membership during the past quarter.

On the tenth day of June last, I received a communication
from the Deputy at Amherst, Bro. J. II. Black, intimating that
several persons who were members of the late Fricndship
Dizision, No. 106, located at Nappan, Cumberlnd County,
were desirous of resuscitating that Division, and requesting in-
struction in the matter. Cn examining the Records, I ascer-
tained that this Division ceased working carly in the year 1855,
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the last returns reecived being for the quarterly term ending
March 31st in that year. Upwards of cight years having elapsed
since the Division ceased operations, I consulted with the
Grand Officers residing in the eity, and the Committec on
Charters and Institution of new Divisions, on the advisability of
resuscitating it. The conclusion avrived at was to instruet

STATE OF THE ORDER,

But few of the Deputics have sent in formal Reports on the
condition of the Order in their respective jurisdictions.

NATIONAL DIVISION.

Since our Inst quarterly meeting the National Division hell
its annual session in the city of Halifax. It was an oceasion of
much interest, and it is satisfactory to know that the connmittee
of arrangements succeeded in making the visit of cur distinguish-
ed Drethren to Nova Scotia one of much pleasure to them, and
eredit to the Order in this Province.

There were twenty Grand Divisions represented by seventy-
eight members.  The following named Representatives from this
Grand Division attended the meeting: P. G. W. P.’s., Bunill,
MeMurray, Johusion, Brown, Cramp, Thompson, MeArthur,
Mathison ; P. G. W. A.s., Vanbuskirk, Noble, Johnston,
Gunnison ; G. W. P. Longley; G. W. A. Ilcenan, and your
Grand Seribe.

P. G. W. P. Christic was prevenied from attending in conse-
quence of Mectings of the Church with which he is connceted;
P. G. W. P. McGregor had gone to Europe for the benefit of
his health ; P. G. W. P. Fraser was compelled to go to the
neighboring States on business; P. G. W. A. Blewett had-left
the Province; P. G. W. A. Lippincott was on his death bed
when the National Divisien assembled, and on the morning our
distinguished visitors left the city for their several homes, Bro.
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L’s spirit winged its way, let us hope, toa better world. No
doubt all the brothers who were prevented from attending, rve-
gretted the circumstances which eaused their absence.

There were but two amendinents made to the Constituiion
and code of Laws of subordinate Divisions, viz:

Constitution, Axtiele IV., add—

Secrrox 2. Subordinate Divisions admitting Lady Visitors, may elect
quarterly by ballot, at the time prescribed for election of other officers,
a Lady Sentinel, Lady Condnctor, and three Lady Assistants. Lady
Visitors shall be entitled to paxticipate in the balloting.

Sections 2 and 3 to be Secctions 8 and 4.

Code, Chapter V1., Scction 2, amend so as to read—

Srerrox 2. If a member acknowledges a violation of the pledge, the
V. P. chall declare forfeited all honors previously earned by such mem-
ber, and then proceed immediately to call for a ballot on the question
of expulsion. If a majority batlot in favor, the W. P. shall declare the
member expelled, and order the F. 8. to erase the name from the books.
If 1 majority do not ballot in taver of expulsivn, the membership of the
offender shall be retained, and no further action shall be taken, except
that the Division may by vote, require the offender to be re-obligated.

There were a number of appeal cases before the N. D., the
reports of the committees on which resulted in establishing the
following decisions :

1st. When a commmittee on a charge for violation of the pledge report
said charge not sustained, all further proceedings shall be stayed.

2d. A hrother re-clected to any office must be re-installed.

8d. A P. W. P. remaining out of the Order more than one year,
thereby losing his honors, must earn them anew before he can be elected
to o Grand Division.

4th. A brother is not required to hold two subordinate offices before
being eligible to the office of W. P.

5th. A Division have no right to omit the opening cercmony, or as
usually termed, to open without form.

6th. A charge against o brother is not valid unless the name of the
brother charged is inserted, and in case of expulsion the vote must be
taken by ballot. .

7th. A brother eighteen years of age is entitled to vote.

8th. A brother applying for a card of withdrawal during a term, is
liable for dues which have accrued prior to the time of making such ap-
plication, even if, by the by-laws, the whole quarter’s Jues are not pay-
able till the last meeting in the term.

9th. A Division having by vote granted a withdrawal card toa brother
st his own request, his connection with that division is severed, and they
have no right to centinuc charging him with dues, even if the card hus
not been passed into his hands.  If a division illegally withhold & card
from 4 brother to whom the same has been voted, until the card has ex.
pired, the G D. may (if convinced that the brother has been faithful to
his pledge and has used proper means to obtain the card) grant him a
clearance card, though the division has 2ot surrendered its charter.

10th. A Division cannot require brothers to wear any thing more than
the established mourning badge of the Order at a funeral.

The 24, 84, Hth, 6th, Tth, Sth, 10th, and first part of the Oth, of the
above, are but confirmation of decisions previously made. The 1stis
based on chapter VL, section 7, of the code. The 4th is based on article
I1L., section 1. constitution of subordinates. The latter clauxe of the th
is an entirely new case, regulating the powers of Grand Divisions,

T am indebted to the M. W. Seribe for the foregoing synopsis
of decisions.

The following resolutions were adopted by the. National
Division :

Resol ved, That Tuesday, the 29th day of September, 1863, the twenty-
firat anniversary of our existence as an Orier, be set apart and cele-
brated by a meeting of the Order in the city of New York, under the
auspices of this National body, and that all Grand and Subordinate
Divisions within this jurisdiction, and in Great Britain and Ireland, be
requested to make arrangements for the proper observance of this anni-
versary in their respective localities, and that a committee of seven from
the Grand Divisions of Eastern New York, Western New York, and New
Jersey—as a Central Committee—and one from each Grand Division be
appointed as associate members of the committee, to make all necessary
arrangements for carrying into effect this resolution.

Resolved, That this National Division, regarding prohibitory legisla-
tion through our entire jurisdiction as essential to the consolidation and
ultimate success of our objeet, would urge upon Grand and Subordinate
Divi?ions to take all legitimate means to bring about this most desirable
result.

Resolved, That on & review of the past we are cheered with the auc-
cess of our noble Order in the direction of reforming inebriates, many of
whom are now amongst our best workers, and most faithful members,
and that in the future we will still encourage, to the utmost of our
power, all efforts, social, political, and moral, for the accowplishment
of this desirable object.
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¢ Resolved, That the question of the admission of Lady Visitors to
fall membership, be referred to the Grand Divisions, and through them
to the Subondinate Divisions, 8o that the whole order may vote theie-
upon, and that snitable measures be adopted to procure a report on the
subject at the next Annual Session.”’

Resolutions propesing an offer of premiums for manuseript tracts to
be published tor cireulation by the Order, were adopted, and acommittee
consisting of 3. W, I, Carleton, . M. W. P. Tilley, and Rep. Erooks,
of Mass., were appointed to examine the manuseripts and award the
prizes. Their circular will be issued prior to our next session.

An appeal to the Order urging earnestness and perseverance in our
work was adopted.

Having Leen appointed a member of the Committee of arrange-
ments for the celebration of the 21st amniversary of the Order,
I would suggest that this G. D., at its present session, recom-
mend the Sulordinate Divisions in this jurisdiction to commemo-
rate the oceasion in some suitable manner. A circular letter
from the Central Committee, will be submitted for your conside-
ration during the session.

AGENCY.

Sinee the last quarterly meeting, Bro. Francis Beattic con-
cluded his engagement as a lecturer. e was three montbs in
the field, and accomplished much good during his mission. His
report will be presented at this mceting. 1 would bere urge
upoen the Order the neeessity of contributing generously to the
Ageney fund, in order that Lecturers may be employed during
the ensuing fall and winter months. )

LIQUOR TRAFFIC RETURNS.

The Liquor Traffic Returns, (statistics) proposed in accord-
ance with the resolution passed at the last annual session of the
(. D., have not all been returned by the Divisions or Deputics.
The time fixed for the return of those papers, was the 10th day
of July, but out of several hundreds, thirty only have been re-
ceived. I trust they will all be in and ready for presentation at
the next asnual meeting.

DECEASED MEMBER.

It is with extreme regret that I have to announce the death of
P. G. W. A. William Lippincott, of New Glasgow, which event
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took place on the 17th day of June last. DBro. Lippincott was
one of the oldest Temperance men in the Provinee, and at' the
formation of New Glasgow Division, No. 17, on 2nd May, 1848,
he became one of the Charter members.  He was initlated into

The Grand Scribe presented the following report:

-

To tne Granp Drvisiox S. or T. or Nova Scoria :

The Committee appointed at the annual scssion in Oectober
last, to make the nceessary arrangements preparatory to the
session of the National Division, held in June last, beg to report
that their arrangements were carried out as-far as possible during
the stay of our distinguished visitors.

In accordance with the programme set forth in a former
Report, the members of the National Division were entertained ,

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My report naturally divides itself into two parts, one-half of
my time being devoted to Halifax, and the remainder divided in
the éther Counties. The Hastern Shore was the prineipal field
of labour. I conceive the people in that district, in point of
sobriety, are fully equal to those in any part of our Province;
but owing to the cducational yposition they occupy, some time
will elapse ere many organizations will give tongue to that feel-
ing. In Musquodehoit there is a strong temperance feeling,
resulting more from efforts in the past than in the present.

The agent who passes rapidly through a county, tarrying but
for a day, is scarcely in a position to speak definitely in relation
to the state of the cause; his opportunities of personal observa-
tion are of neeessity limited. I do, however, regard the condi-
tion of that section over which I have passed to be hopeful.
Men are gradually awakening to a sense of the enormity of the
evil and of their duty in relation to its suppression, and though
there may be less excitement than in the early days of the cause,
T believe a deeper fecling exists than in any previous period- of
the reform, and a rapidly increasing feeling of the necessity of
legal-enactmefts for the suppressson of the traffic. Longley’s
amendments will be hailed as the first installment of that debt
which our legislators owe-on this subject. Our joy is somewhat
abated by the clause making the landlord liable being wanting—
a deficiency which will more and more manifest itself as the traffic
loses its respectability. If temperance men are only faithful in
giving force to these amendments, Prohibition will soon follow.

With deep regret did T notice the manner in which our railway
stations.and gold fields have been seized on by those engaged in
the nefarious traffic, and trust that sections 10 and 11 of the
amended License Law will be rigorously enforced.

I conccive that the existence -of temperance organizations,
especially of Divisions; have a powerful influence in elevating
and refining the community in which-they are situated, and as a
training school for young men they are unequalled: In course
of travelling many mstances in illustration were brought before
me, of those, who by close attention to business of Divisidns,
have been qualified for higher stations than they otherwise would
have been. I may here be permitted-to repeat the statement
formerly made in reference to the influence of the-clergy, be-

lioving as I do that they possess 2 power that can at times be
made effectual in checking the direful evils of intemperance,
and T do trust that the day is not far distant when every church
shall wipe out reproach in this matter from her midst.

Tt may be perhaps a matter of surprise that a greater number
of names were not affixed to the pledge. This may be accounted
for in the following manner : Wherever I found a Division in
good working order, and the members of it convinced that no
benefit would arise from the mere enrollment of names, I followed
their advice and did not submit the pledge; believing as I do
that Divisions are better calculated to advance the cause,' I
sought to do nothing that would in any way interfere with their
prosperity. . -

Qur cause needs agitation, and although it may be regarded
a8 an old one, the public will listen attentively to the presenta-
tion of truth. On this subject, I may say that I sought not to
excite the risible faculties, but rather to. press home the moral
aspect of the question and personal responsibility in the matter.

L received everywhere the greatest kindness—choice of a
home, and not the want of it, being the difficulty.

Our work must be carried onwards. Duty being ours—con-
sequences belonging to a higher power,—there is work for cach
of us, individually and in an-associate capacity ; and I trust that
with greater carnestness and fidelity we will devote ourselves to
the canse. The Lord our God will prosper us; therefore we,
his servants, will arise and build. .

ADDRESS TO NATIONAL DIVISION, &C.

Following is copy of Address of Welcome from the Grand
Division of Nova Scotia to the National Division of North
America, presented at Temperancé Hall, Halifax, on evening
of June 11, 1863 ; also, substance of oral reply théreto, made
by the M. W. P.—S8. L. Carleton, Esq. : -

To the Members of the National Division of the Sons of Temper-
??tc}:’ assembled tn Annual Session at Halifaz, N. 8., Jun¢
, 1863. .

BMost Worthy Patriarch and Brothers,~Receive the hearty
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welcome of the Grand Division of Nova Scotia. We regard
your visit to this Province as a distinguished honor. We enter-
tain the hope that it will materially advance the progress of the
good cause among us.  Be assured of our anxious wish to co-
operate with you in the endeavor to secure a fuller development.
of the principles, and a more extensive display of the power of
our noble Institution.

Th's Grand Division, we may inform you, is now fifteen years
old. Its efforts were preceded by the zealous labours of good
men of various religious denominations, who had battled with
intemperance for nearly twenty years before the introduction of
our Oxder, and had been rewarded by very considerable success.
And, now looking at the entire results of the temperance enter-
prise in this country, and comparing the state of society at the
present time with what it was five and thirty years ago, we see
great cause for congratulation and encouragement. The old
drinking customs, then almost universally prevalent, have to a
great extent disappeared.  Our medical men, generally, confess
that we are in the right. A large number of the clergy, of
nearly all denominations, are practical abstainers. Adherents to
our cause are found among all classes of the community—
although but few of the wealthy and influential have joined us—
and total abstinence from intoxicating drinks, instead of being as-
sailed with ridicule, as in former years, is treated with respect.

It wili be interesting to the members of the National Division
to learn that though our efforts to obtain a Prohibitory Liguor
Law for the Province have bitherto failed of success, there are
some districts into which, on account of the sturdy resistance of the
inhabitants, the poison is not allowed to enter; and in nive
Counties (the whole number is eightcen) no licenses to sell
liquor are granted this year ; while by an Act passed in the last
session of our Legislature—and introduced by our present Grand
Worthy Patriarch—the majority of the rate-payers in any polling
tistrict may by petition to the General Sessions prevent the grant-
ing of licenses within their limits. These are gratifying approaches
to 2 prohibitory policy.

But, on the other hand we are compelled to acknowledge, and
“we grieve to do so, that notwithstanding the improvemenis to
which we have referred, and pleasing changes that have takon

* place, the consumption or traffic in intoxicating liquors is still so
great that nealy one-fifth of the provincial revenue is derived
from that source, and our police reports exhibit the usual amount

. of disorder and crime as the natural and necessary fruit.

We have mentioned these facts, Most Worthy Patriarch, that
the National Division may have a elear view of our position and
prospeets, and also in the hope that we may be aided by your
counsels in the future prosecution of our efforts. L

Adverting now to more general considerations, we cannot
refrain from the expression of our regret that we are deprived on
this occasion of the presence of brothers, whose advocacy of this
great cause used to be characterized by warm appeals and im-
passioned cluquence, and who are now unhappily separated from
us. Permit the utterance of our earnest desire that all hindrance
to re-union may be speedily removed, and that the Sons of Tem-
‘perance of North America may once more appear, to the world
an undivided band-—firm in purpose—bold in action—and ¢ ter-
rible as an army with banners.”

Allow us to remind you that the friends of Temperance, aud
especially the members of this Order, have abundant work befure
_them. The race of drunkards is still numerous, powerful, and
mischievous. Intemperance ruins its millions every year. Mis
sionaries in heathen lands bear witness that it is one of the great-
est obstacles in their way. In Christianized countrics, on both
. continents, it continues to be the fruitful source of poverty,
wretchedness, and erime. Even the popular literature of the
day is Jargely infected by it.  Among men of talent and influence
there are too many who stand aloof from our movement—or lock
upon it with contempt—or appear in the ranks of our cnemic.
Even the religious portion of the community is not yet suffic-
ently awake to the call of duty in this respect. In short, our
work is only beginning. ¥t will not be completed #ill the whole
world is converted to temperance. That is a consummation
which we doubt not will one day be accomplished ; for “when
the knowledge of the Lord shall cover the carth as the water
cover the seas,” men will be fartoo wise and too good to be enslaved
- by streng drink.

Nova Scotia welcomes you, Most Worthy Patriarch and
Honored Brothers, May Heaven’s richest benedictions descend
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upon you ! May your deliberations be harmonious—jyour plans -
comprehensive—your Iabors erowned with success !

The AL W. Patriarch replied by an oral address, in substance
as follows :

Grand Worthy Patriarch and Brothers: Tt affords me very
great pleasure to meet you here for the first time. I assure you
that I feel quite incompetent to the task of doing justice to the
Address of Welcome which you have presented, and that my
brethren of the National Division will consider me a very poor
spokesman in their behalf; but T assure you that where I fail in
words my heart will do me honor. A copy of the Address was
handed wme to-day, but through the press of husiness, I have only
heen able to unfold it as X came into the hall.  Although, there-
fore, I am unable to make thisreply in a set style, I wish youto
understand that I am lere as the feeble representative of the
Order, placed in this position by the partiality of my brethren,
and that I do not lay down my arms to any of them as to having
wy heart in this great work. I may say that we expected your
hospitality when we came here. At the last Session we had
nearly decided on going to Connecticut, when one of your Repre-
sentatives stood up and told us that you had better beef in Iiali-
fax than anywhere else, and being himself such a good specimen
of what the beef could do, we all declared for Halifax. Do you
think we are sorry at having come?  Our object in coming was
to aid you in waging war against Aleohol—the devil’s machine
for destroying men. It is very well for us to come here and say
pretty things, but I trust the object of all of us is to do good;
and T hope that this Grand Division shall feel the effects of our
visis while your heads are above the sod.  We have a grea work
todo. Thousands are hastening to drunkards’ graves, and it is
aur work to save them. The old doetrine was,** Let the drunk-
ards dic off.”  Ours is, save them where they are.  Are any of
you ashamed that you wear the badge of your Order? Show me
such a man, and I will show you a man who does not love his
race or his God! Our cause is progressing, although it may
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sometimes receive checks.  With sad hearts we may say that
many of our brothers who met with us before, are separated from
us now by war. The man who wore this jewel when some of
you met us last, is far from us. God only knows whether we
shall ever grasp his hand again! T thank you heartly for your
weleome, and T pray that *“when your star shall set at life’s elose,
it may set as sets the morning star, whieh goeth not down behind
the darkened west, Lut melts away into the brightness of -
beaven.”

The following Ode of Welcome was stng at the Public Break™
fast and Public Reception given to the National Division on
June 11, 1863:

And cast from us the yoke,

And novw for aid invoke :
