have been. 1. may bere ho *prmitted. to repeat the stateinont
formerhy made lu reference to the influence of the clcrgy, 'bc-
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lieving as 1 do that thcy possess a power tbat cari at times be
made effeetuai in chccking the direful evils of inteinperance,
and I do trust that the day is not far distant when every church
shall wipe out reproach in this inatter from ber midst.

Lt may be pcrhaps a nmatter of surprise that a greater number
of naines wcre not affixed to the pIedge. This may be accounted
for in the following mariner : Wherever 1 found a Division in
good working order, and the members of it convinced that no
benefi't would arise frorr the mere enroliment of names, I followed
their advice and did not submnit the pledge;- believing, as I do
that Divisions are botter caiculated to ýadvance the cause,, I.
sought te do nothing that would in any way interfère with thoir
presperity.

Our cause nceds agitation, and although it may be regarded
as an old onie, the public will listen at.tentively te the preseata.
tion of truth. On this subject, I may aay that I sought not te
excite the risible faculties, but rather te. press home the moral
a8pect of the question and personal, responsibility in the matter.

L received everywhere the greatcst kindueu choicea of a
home, and net the want of it, being the difficulty.

Our work must bo carried onwards. Duty being ours-con-
sequences helonging te a higher power,-there is 'work for cach
of us, individually and in au assecinte capacity; and I trust that
with greater carnestness and fidelity we will devete ourselves te
the cause. The Lord cur God will prosper us; therefore we,
bis sei-vants, will arise and bauld.

Mfost Worthy Patiiarck and Brothers,-Receive the hearty

your visit to this Province as a distinguished honor. We enter-
tuin the hope that it will înaterially advanee the progress of the
good cause aiuiong us. Ble assured of o.ur auxious wisb to co-
operate with you in the endeavor to secure a fuller development
of the principles, and a more extensive display of the power of
our noble Institution.

Tifs Gxrand Division, ire mnay informn you, is now fiftcen years
old. is efforts irere prccdcd by the zealous labours of good.
nien of varions religlous denominations, rbo, bad battled witb
intexeperance for nearly tiventy years before the introductionof
our Order, and had heen rewarded by very considerable succesa.
