He waa. determifl5d

to do hie part wlth muscle and voie@ ta

malte Canada a land ot productivenesB8
and righteouafleS; a moral abode amld
plenty. The log home was but for
wife and chiid, and a day apared when,
with commufllty effort the log church
wasa imultfleOSIy erected and rever-
ently canaecrated.

The log church and transienit mis-
aionary gave place ta the trame edifice
and circuit miniater. Brick and atone
aucoeeded the trame, and resident and
learned preechers t ollowed the circuit
rider.

Lt was anniversary day ln the Methadiet
church, it belng twenty-five years dedi-
cated. speciai sermons were preachsd
by Rev. T. B. Egertan Shore, o! Annette
Street Methodist Cburcb, one of the rie-
ing young miniatera of Toronto. AI-
though tbe day waa stormY the church
et bath aervices wee well filied. Mr.

Shore dellvered two moat powerful and
helpful sermonsa. The proentation of
the truth which be expounded ta the
audience was much enjoyed.

Lt was away beck ln the esriy thirties
that the Methodists firet congregated ta
worsehip in Gakyille. A log 80l-110U96
an the river benk was the firet meeting
bouse. This oid school-botise aIea served
as a place of worshlp for the congrega-
cloua of other churches. Mach ln tomn
had tbe building in which te, worahip.

ln the early days a log building fitted
with benchea witbout any backa on for
sents; a fire-place, and tallow candles to
thraw light on tbe acene. These were
common conditions, but n0w Oakville
Methodista have e cominodiafls brick
structure of modern architecture. atained
glass windows, a hendsome pipe argan,
electrir lights, ail the pews opbalstei'ed,
and the building carpeted throughoiat
and heated wlth bot air. Nor have they
torgotten the yeung peaple, as oeen ln
the large achool-roomf, tuliy equipped
witb modern appliances adjaining the
cburch building. Their peator la com-
t ortably housed ln tbe anugly-turniheed
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paruonage close to the cburch. And ail
this ls aut of debt. Tbey have a live
membersbip Who ara et wark ln the Sun-
day Achool, Senior andi Junior Leaguas.
Woman's Misslanary Society, Ladies'
Aid, andi a chair that la warthy of specti
mention. Faur misalonarles bave gone
Out ta the North-West as fruits af the
earnet labars of this churcb.
