A gigantic schemo is on foot, and is to be submitted to Congress at its
next session, to create a company to acquire the cuntrol of the leading
railways of the continent, including the C. P, R: This control is sought
in the interests of Boston. If this shou.d come to pass it would, as is well
observed by a contemporary, be a cruel awakening to Canadians from the
dream that at all cvents, if they have spent millions on it, they were in
possession of a great national highway forming an important ligk in the
chain binding the Empire together the world over. And the worst of it is
that it is not apparent that Canada would be sble to put a veto on such a
transaction, while the antecedents of Mr. Van Horne lend but too much
probability to his giving his aid to it. The truth of the abovo report is
doubted.

We have read with much pleasure and entircly concur in the sentiments
expressed in a leading article in the Chronicle last Saturday. Our eadeavor
has cver been to point out the wosse than usclessness of the continual
ascription of unworthy motives to political opponents.  We, for our part,
decline to believe that either the Dominion Governnient on the one hand,
or the Provincial Government of Nova Scotia oo the other, are the * swin-
dlers, ignoramuses or fools” they are too often respectively called. We
belicve that both are in the main actuated by higher motives. The abuse
gocs far beyond what is merited by their general courses of action. It is
only reasonable to suppose that if their course of action were really such as
is 5o continually ascribed to them, there would soon be a change. More-
over the tirades indulged in are out of all proportion to the importance of
the interests involved. The Chronicld's plea for at least a truce has also
this advantage, that cven a temporary cessation from exaggerated invective
might break the habit, and when real party warfare should demand the
resumption of their weapons, the partisans might possibly renew the fight
in a higher spirit of courtesy and forbearance, .

The American Bureaun of Statistics has lately published a report on the
production and consumption of spirits and malt liquors, which shows an
enormous increase in their use in the United States, and demonstrates the
exceedingly favorable position among nations held by Canada from a
temperance pomnt of view. In the former, the average consumption per
head of malt liquors in gallons actually increased from 1.36 to 12.40
between the years 1840 and 1888. The consumption per capita in different
countries is given as follows, the figures denoting gallons:

We have been favored with a letter over the signature “ Civis,” which is
by implication not a little complimentary to Tur Crrrie.  ** If it were pos-
sible,” says our correspondent, * to issue Tur Criric as a daily evening
paper, I am of opinion that an important service would be rendered to
many citizens of falifax.” We cannot give publicity to what * Civis”
says of the threw existing evening papers of the city, and can vnly tell our cor-
respondent, with thanks for his appreciation, that whilst ux Cririe
endeavors to the best of its means and ability to {ullfil with respectability
some of the functions of a Weekly Paper, it would not only be quite
beyond our scope to attempt a daily publication, but that success would
be very doubtful had we the inclination. It is, we fear, precisely the tone
which “ Civis " deprecates, and which we could not by any possibility fall
into, that would always ensure the preference of the mass of the public for
our evening contemporaries, Our correspondent will further be pood
enough to take notice that any extended use of his communication would,
under any circumstances, have been precluded by his not furnishing us
with his name.

It is painful to read the efforts of some of our contemporaries to belittle
the celebration of Dominion Day. In some cases it scems to be a matter
of satisfaction that it is comparatively little observed in Halifax. There is
something rather small in harking back to the antagonism of two and twenty
years ago. Federation is not ounly an accomplished, but, notwithstanding
here and there smouldering embers of discontent, a successful and a glorious
fact. Saysan Exchange :(—¢ The psejudice against Confederation is chiefly
political, and the man who has not sufficiently cocled off in twenty-two
years to permit the flag (the red rag as a Pictou paper puts it) to float over his
building on the anniversar; of his country’s birth as a nation, is too small-
souled tolive,” Without going quite so far as our contemporary—for doubt-
less there are many who believe in the soundness of their objections—we can-
not but agree with another, which says:—* Wemust all learn to bear and
for-bear—to agree to differ as all men have to do on some points. To be a
Canadian should be a bond of union outweighing all other differences, which
should yield before the great work of uniting to build up our magnificent
country.” Surely it is time that all sections of Cznadian citizens should
take this lesson to heart.

“ As to geography,” continues Prof. Delitzch, “the discoveries of
Ur Casdim, the birthplace of Israel, and lately of Sepharvaim, rank
among the most precious results of Assyriological research. Al these new
and welcome discoveries, extending also to non-Babylonian towns, nations,
tnbes, and names, have been collected in my book entitled ¢ Wo lag das
Paradies?’ Want of space does not allow me to cite illustrations. As for
the ecience of religion, the resurrection of Assyrian and Babylonian anti-
quity has created a new epoch, especially for the religion of the natives of
Western Asia. It has not only prepared the way for a deeper and more
thorough understanding of the nature and character of the Babylonian and
Canaanitish gods, such as Ashtoreth, Nergal, Marduk, Tammuz, and Moloch,
and of the subordinate divino beings, such as the cherubim, but it reveals
also the history of Hebrew religious feeling, opinion, and belief. One of
the most striking and interesting coincidences between the Hebrew and
Babylonian peoples is their equally deep cousciousness of man’s sin, guilt,
and need of divine deliverance. I am fully persuaded that the time will
come when we may make from the Babylonian and Assyrian clay literature
8 collection of Babylonian hymns and prayers which shall present a sur-
prising agreement, both in form and in contents, with the Psalms of the
0Old Testament.”

Lord Herschell, in a recent speech in London on the connection of the
Colonies with the mother country, said that *the union which existed
involved no cerious burden on the Colonies, it did not hinder their free
and natural development, but gave them s tie with the historic past. It
made them subjects of the British Empire, whose good neme and noble
traditions were as much theirs as ours.” This is an utterance to all appear-
ance harmless enough, but the use of the word “ subject ** scems to have a
disturbing eoffect on the sensibilities of one of our contemporaiies, which is
excited to say “ Canadians have no intention whatever of remaining sub-
jects of the British Empire. That position may be satisfactory to the Kaffirs
at the Cape, or to the conquered races of India, but it will never satisfy
the aspirations of the Canadian people. We will be citizens (mark the
words, Lord Herschell!) of the British Empire with all the rights and pri-
vileges of full and free citizenship, or we will have no lot or part in your
greatness ¥ The ordinary usc of the word *‘ subject " really does not seem
to be worth all this demonstrativeness. The American citizen, we know,
has a bumptious dislike to the term, but a British subject, knowing himself
to be in the enjoyment of a truer frcedom than the citizen of any republic
on earth, has no captious objection toit. Indeed, we doubt if the ques-
tion wore mooted whether any intelligent American would seriously object
to being called a * subject” of the United States. Every man is a subject
of the laws and constitution of the country to which he belongs, and the
term has no significance of thraldom or even real subjection.

On the 291h of July, 301 years ago, the great Armada which threatened
so imminently the subversion of the Protestant Religion and tho liberties of
Tingland was finally dispersed.  Ta-day is our nearest day of publication to
the Anniversary, and we have been favored by the Australian poet, Douglas
Sladen, with a copy of his minor poem on an episode in the great fight,
Mr. Sladen has a longer poem which comprehends the action generally, and
a portive of that which we give to-day, but it is loe lengthy for our poetical
columm, in which wo give the earlicr and shorter one It was a daring cnter-
prize ol Mr, Sladen to have essayed a theme immortalised by Macaulay’s
stirring Iines, some of which we reproduced in Tur Critic of 26th July
last year, but none who have read Mr. Sladen's poems will think his bold.
ness unjustitied,

The Press very generally agrees in lauding the humanity of the Kennel
Club of London in_ deciding against the * cruel habit " of cutting dogs'
ears to improve their appearance, but we do not hear a word of protest
against the far more atrocious and useless cruelties of vivisection. The fo -
lowing paagraph is going the rounds :—" Professor 1lartidan, of the West
Virginia university, is conducting two interesting experiments in vivisection.
In one he made an incision into the stomach of a dog, in which he placed
a fistula tube from the outside. When a vessel of milk is placed before the
dog and the animal drinks, the fluid runs out through the tube as fast as it
is lapped up, and the dog's thirst is not quenched. When the tabe is
stopped, so that the milk is retained in the stomach the animal becomes
satiated, showing that the seat of thirst is not in the throat, but is a demand
91‘ the entire system.”  Asoveryone knew this long ago, the experiment
is one of wanton cruelty, and if Professor Hartidan was ignorant of the fact
we should not be disposed to rate him very highly as a Professor.

Is not the following from the AMilitic Gazetta well worth the attention of
the Educational Authoritics, not only of Halifa, but of some others of the
chief towns of Nova Scotia? * In the interests of the future of the militia
of Canada, scarce any more useful work could be done than that amongst
the boys of the public schools, so carefully carried on in several cities.
The adjutant of the Twelfth Battalion, Capt. J. T. Thompson, has achieved
surprising results with the boys of Toronto, and now Capt. .+.B.T. Macaulay,
of the Sixth Fusiliors, is to the fore at the head of a well ctilled class from the
High School at Montreal. Capt. Macaulay has applied for, and will nn doubt
receive, perinission to form a cadet corps at the High School, and this will
be directed by him. Upon stipulated conditions as to the constitution of
the drill companies, and the uniform to be worn, the Militia Department
will furnish free to universiti.s, colleges, normal and high schools, the arms
and sccoutrements riecessary for instruction ; and the Depariment will also
detail an instructor to attend at each school, at the public expense, for onc
month in each year, or longer if required.

Amidst much discussion of Evictions, Home Rule, the imprisonments
of Irish members, the general agitation of leagues, and the protracted war-
fare between landlords and tenants, little is said about the remedial mea-
sures which are slowly but surely altering the condition of the country.
Mr. Gladstone’s Land Act, the more cxtended law of the succeeding Cun
servative Government, and the enlargement of the latter, have enabled the
provident tonant to acqnire the land which he, and perhaps his ancestors,
have cultivated. The purchase of land by a small znnual charge is of
course a slow process, but still it eventually makes a man and his heirs their
own landlords. Doubtless more money will be provided when the preseat
fund is exhausted, 8o that no occupant whose landlord is willing to sell
need remain in a condition which discourages his efforts to improve his
holding. These facilities have been supplemented by several Drainage
Acts which provide employment for the peasantry, and will add a large area
of land to the cultivable soil of Ireland. Railways, the construction of
which is also provided for by an Act of Parliauent, will throw open a num
ber of isolated districts, and lead to the transfer of an unsettled population
from congested districts to thinly settled regions. It would seem that
measures such as the ~ are likely to do moro for the future prosperity of
Ireland than all the ill. vl agitation, whose chief result is the artificial popu-
larity of a number of -~magogues.

The Militia Gazelte, a most reliable Canadian military organ, bas the
following comments on the recent successes of the Massachusetts rifle
team at Wimbledon. Without in the least grudging honor where honor is
duc the observations may serve to mollify a slight sense of disappointment
at the non-success of the English teams in tho competitions :—* The vic-
tories achieved last week by the team of Massachusetts riflemen in England
have puzzled not a few who have not taken all the circumstances into
account. The contestants have not been by any means on even terms, for
the Massachusetts men have on their Springfield rifles wind gauges and
aperture sights, while the Eoglishmen used plain Martinis, with open
sights and no wind gauges, and were thus at a considerable disadvantage.
The teams consisted of twelve men on cach side, and they fired at 209,
500 and Goo yards, seven shots at each, with two sighting shots allowed.
'The standing position Las Leen used at 200 yards. The scoring has not
been :emarkably high on cither side, averaging for the five matches fired
last week 88 points for Massachusetts, and &2 for the English teams. In
the friendly match in which our Wimbledon team competed on Thursday
last, and in which plain Martini rifles were used, the ten Canadians averaged
go.6 points per man, and the team of Cambridge volunteers 86.5 points.
This last match was, however, with the kneeling position used at 200
yards—an advantage of perhaps three or four points per man over tht

At the end of the fiscal year 1879 the amount of deposits in the char-
tered banks of the country was $63,636,000, in the saving banks 814,702,
000, and in the loan companies savings department $9,425,000. The
figures are now: in the chartered banks $122,016,000, in savings banks
851.,9x 5,000 ; in the loan companies $19,000,000, or $193,211,000 in 1889,
against $87,749,000.

The Summer School of Science opened its third session at Parrsboro on
Monday evening.

Mr. M. Sweetnam has been made Chief Post Office Inspector of the
Dominion, and Mr. F. D, Barwick succeeds him in the Toronto division,

The new Canadian cable scheme, of which R. R. Dobell, of Quebec, is
chief promoter, is now in a fair way of accomplishmeut. Fo.r hundred
thousand pounds bas been subseribed in England for the construction of a
cable to run from the Strait of Belleisle to a point on tho west coast of
Ireland. The Dominion Gavernment will, it is believed, continue land
lines along the north shore on the $t. Lawrence to the Straits of Belle [sle,
where it will conncct with the new cable, The object i8 to give to Canada
an independent Atlanic cable, and the Government is understood to
encourage its construction.

There has been considerable rivalry between the leading dry-goods
establishments of Truro in the matter of dressing their show windows,
One firm mado a decidedly new departuro last weok when oue of their
large windows was fitted up with a beautiful fountain and pond of clear
water surrounded with a great variety of mossesand ferns. A large aquatic
bird of an unusual species, caught at Grand Lake, disported itself in the
water and wandered among the ferns, while a number of canaries flitted
about amid the overhanging branches.

In every respect the vatious * guilds” presented an
appearance of the highest respectability, and the march was enlivened by
the music of every available band in the city. There was a good display
of handsome flags and banners, among them two American Ensigns, which
might perhaps have been as wvell dispensed with, and the whole display was
in every way creditable, Such a gathering on ¢ Labor Day " is well calcu.
lated to inspire our artizan and laboring fellow-citizens with confidence in
their numbers, power, and resources, but the respectability and intelligence
of the assembled representatives of * Labor® would seem o constitute a
sufficient guarantee against the abuse of the influences they wield. The
picnic, dioner and sports subsequently enjoyed on MacNab's Island were
a pleasant and appropriate wind-up to an anniversary celebration with
which we have every sympathy.

The Carnival Numters of the Aail and Echo are standing evidence of
the timely enterprise of those Journals.

That of the
Echo is a splendid sheet, and if the colored engravings are here and there
a little highly toned, the excellent paper and type amply atone for it.

LETTER TO COUSIN CARYL.

Dear Cousin Curyl —Some hints on home decorstion? You kuow
already that it is my firm conviction that a charming howme is oue of the
best moral educators in life. It is worth dozons and dozens of temporance
gormons. A delightful home life in a dolightful homo does a wonderful
work in fortifying weak spots in natures that tracts would never reach.

It is unfortunate that so many good people bolieve comfortable and
artistic homes aro to be had only at great expense, 1t does not cost 2 penny
wore to buy draperies, rugs, carpets and furniture that harmonizo than it
does to get furnishings that jurer at oach other and at the walls. The
length of ono’s purso dotormines naturally whether the hangings shall bo of
plush or of fleccy cotton flannel ; whethor the pictures shall be the original
paintings or engraved reproductions, and so on. But there is nothing in
limited means to provent one setting her face religiously against gaudy prints,
and tawdry odds ond ends.  No, the truth of the matter is, we ourselves,
and not our financial circumstances—as we would like to think—uro to
blame for our ugly homes. The * House Beautiful ” is built and furnished
sometimes with a great deal of money, sometimes with very little, but nover
without scrupulous rogard for the laws of fitness, harmony, form, color, and
all tho other apostles of beauty.

Do you romember that text, so often proached from, of Wm. Morris’?

He sums up the outire thirty-nine articles on home furnishing when he
gays, *“ Have nothing in your homes that you do not know to bo useful, or
believe to be beautiful.”” Sweep the house with this broom and away goes
the clap-trap we aro too often deluded into hanging and setting ubout our
rooms. Tbhe bo-ribboned and be-painted kitchen and barn utensils disappear
along with tho 273 other gowgaws that wo had fondly tied to nothing with
big bows. And thon wo fall to wondering why it did not occur to us before
to take one first-class magazine instoad of three ninth-rate family story
papers, to buy some photographs of masterpiccos in art instead of theso
wretched chromos, and,—but a little leaven leavenoth the whole lump, and
once sroused to the infiuence beauty has upon our lives the regenoration
yoes on,
*"Wo are cerlain to learn at sn carly stage that art never eanclions
perverting things from their logitimato uses. That is, tho fireplace should
not be decorated with dried grasses or growing plants. It shocks one's
artistic senso to see such incongruous things as fiowors and fire brought
together ever in imagination. Lay some pino cones or bits of birch bark
and some pieces of wood in the grate, partially screen it if you will with a
decoration firo screen, but do not make it a meaningless part of the furnish-
ing of the room.

For cdd nooks and corners about the house no furnishing is at onco so
artistic and so comfortable as low seats built into the corners, bay windows
or whatever, Cushion these with plush, corduroy, cretonne, or whatever,
in color or colors to harmonize with the prevailing tune of the room. Then
have some large pillow cushions that match the soats to add to their
attractiveness.  These *“jolly ” corner seats are features of all the new
houses, some exquisitely carved snd richly upholstered, more, plainly, but
yet artistically and comfortably fitted up.

Curtains of soft, figured or plain silks, hung on slender brass rods from
the top and bottom of homely glass doors in book cases and desks lend
grace to their stift outlines. Cushions of raw silk tied into the big old-
fashioned splint or wood bottomed chairs after they havo been bronzed or
stained with oak or cherry, turn these uncomfortable backs and seats into
something quite luxurioue.

Grouping the furniture in & room has much to do with its general air of
hospitality. On no sccount have s “ contre” table with chairs and a sofa
set around tho walls. Bring an casy chair and the table with the last
wagazine into friendly relations, MDlost sofas are horribly inartistic, but put
%ozgo big cushions on them and move them cormerwise, and they are not so

ad.

Artificiality is out of fashion, and ono no longer tries to turn an old
colorial house into & French Renaissancoe dwelling, or vice versa. Tasto
Imesns a variety of causes, strike the key noto in furnishings, and to get the
best eftects thero must be no discords.

Tho Charlottotown Woollen Mills, at Charlottetown, P. E. 1., are the
largost of their class in the Meritimo Provinces, They aro capitalized for
$200,000, omploy fifty hands, twonty looms and thioo sets of cards, and
tura out blanketsand tweeds, Thoannual product will run betwsen 150,000
snd 200,000-yards of woollen goods,

Our Cunadisn trudo is corlainly extending itself alwost-all uver the
known world. Evory Province of tho Dominion has somo ono or ore
lines of maunufactured goods that find ready market in somo distaul c¢lime.
ho Mussoys have put our agricultural fwplements into almost ever,
country in Iurepe, and into many parts of Asia. Quite generally in Sout
Amorica and Now Zoaland large proportions of the farms can show farmn
touls and machines manufactured by this pushing firm. Now the manu-
facturers of our musical instrumonts aro coming to the front with an
onormous trado that they do in foreign countries, Mossrs, Wm. Boll & Co.,
of Guolph, oxtensive pinno and organ manufacturors, for yoars have taken
first prizos at tho great Australian Exhibitions. They havo a most extensive
trado with the Eastorn Hemisphore and in o short time a mombor of the
firm leaves to ostablish business connections on the continont of Africa.
"This all shows the magnificont increase in tho volume of our trade.

A New Exgise.—Tho Burrell-Johnson Iron Co. have just coustructed
a steam friction winding engino and boiler for Messrs. Campboll & O'Noil,
contractors of the missing link. The machine is a combined winder and
pile driver, and may be used for anything that can bo attachod by a bell,
Tt has an upright steel boiler, the engine being a horizontal single cylinder.
It has two separato attachmounts—ouo for pile driving, the other for hoisting
concrete, &c¢. Tho engine and boiler are mounted on one frame, so as to
bo used either on a gcow or on land. The whole apparatus works smaothly,
is well adapted for tho surface, and is far superior to the old style of cog
goaring, belng worked from one lever. Tho hammer weighs 2100 lbs.
The Burrell-Johnson Iron Co. have also completed for the same parties a
stone breaker, 11x15, to be run by the abovoe engine, which also works
admirably, and breaks up the hardest rock in fine style.— Yarmouth Heralil.

Advices from Montreal inform us that all the willors manufacturing
groy cotton cloth have agreed on a minimum price and several are making
a special grade for China, The exports this year amountto a quarter ol
a million dollars. This has caused a firm howme market with light stocke.

Cott,ox:i men gposk hopefully of the situation and think a successful season 11
assured.

At presont a great deal of capital in the Maritime provinces is invested
in the muckorol fishery, and thousands of men are employed in taking awl
curing the fish, Commander Gordon, R. N., udmiral of the Dominion fish-
ories protection fleet, says that tho disappearance of mackorel is due part v
to the ravages of the ordinary means of capture, and partly to the uso «!
these means at improper times. Unspawned fish ho estimates at one-thir 1
of tho total catch north of Capo Sable, He say that in 1885 tho United
States catch was 330,000 barrels, one-third of which was probablv taken
north of Capo Sable, N, 8., say 110,000 barrels;to thisadd t° « . “un
catch, 148,000, making, say 250,000 barrels, one-third of whi. W0u
would be killed beforo spawning. Allowing 250 fishto a barrel, .  _seans
the destruction of 20,000,000 adult fishes before spawning which, if left
aloue anothor month, would have produced over 500,000,000 young fry.

AMHERST ENTERPRISE —Besides the very heavy uuncompletod contracts
Rhodes, Curry & Co. have in hand, they have about £120,000 worth not
yet beguu. ‘The principal contracts included in this sum are the Dominion
building at Annapolis, and the railway round house and addition to the
erocting shops, at Moncton. In both cases their tonder was the lowest.
The price of the Moncton contract is about 886,000 and is to bo completed
by the end of December next. It will require 1,250,000 brick, and 237
windows containing over 5,000 panes of glass of from 10 x 12 to 10 x 16
inches. 1t is an evidonce of the great resources and capacity of this firm
that 1t is able to undertake tho completion of such & contract within five aud
a half months.

The firme has lately added a socond wood-turning lathe to its factory. It
was made on the promises by S. L. Lawson, the firm's machinist, and runa
splendidly. Two lathes aro now kopt constantly in use, Sticks 20 ft. long
and 20 inches in diameter can be turned at this factory.

"The firm bas also ordered from New York a yow Univorsal Shaping Ma-
chine, for dovetailing, sinking panels of any variety of moulding, and stick-
ing mouldings of any size or shape ; also, a new sash machine with all the
latest improvements for rapid work,

A vory handsome lot of bank fittings was sont forward yesterday for a
branch of the Bank of Nova Scotia about to bo opened at Jamacis, W. 1.
Thoy are of cherry.—JHecord,

Bowvne Norey.—Building, which opened very briek in Moncton,
appears to increaso ag the scason advances, and this will be oue of the
busiest falls over known in this soction. Some contractors are unwilling to
undertake now work, as their present contracts will take thom well iuto the
winter, the woodonware factorics are also busy, Mr. Lea, who has been
aobliged to enlarge his factory, now employs 25 men on orders and expeots
some now and improved machinery in a short timo.—7imes.

Some Canadian carpenters who have been in the habit of working in
the bordor town of Newport, Vt.,, during the week, asnd sponding their
Sundays in Stanatead, on the Canadian side of the line, have been invited to
move into the state and become American citizons or stay at home. They
have elected toaccept the latter alternative, and asa result building oporations
in tho town of Newport are said to bo at a stand-still. Tho collsctor says
that the contract labor law will be strictly onforced in tho futuro.

A new i{ron company has been formed at New (lasgow recontly with
Jobn P. Mott; of Dartwouth, es president. It is the juntention to build
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furnaces at once, with a view to tho immediato reduction of tho ores they
havo acquired in tho neighborhood.

IroN, HarDwaARE aAND MEeTaLs.—Trado has boon fairly active and
ovidences of improvemeut are not wanting, while prices of most heavy goods
have been well maintained. Tho outlook favors a good fall trade, and
already a satisfactory amount of business for future delivery has been
accomplished.

Coltness is
cabled 1s,, and Gartsherrio 6d, higher., Wrought serap iron ie in demand,
the sale boing roported of 500 tons at 64s., c. i. f., Montroal, spot cash.
The salo of 1,000 tous of Trails is also reported as having been effectod at
71s., ¢. i. f., Montreal ,spot cash, Sheot zinc is firm and higher, while zinc
spolter is stendy. One of the largest wanufacturers of galvanized sheet iton
has cablod withdrawing all quotations. Ingot tin and copperare unchanged.
Roemittances are roported fair,

BREADSTUFFS.——A strong tone has prevailed in tho flour market and
holders of dosirable grades are very firm though not quotably higher,
The domand, espocially far strong baker’s, was good, and the market has beon
active with a considerable volume of- businass doing. Beorbobwm’s cable
agys :—* Cargoes off coast, whoat advanced 3d. to 6d. por quarter ; corn nil,
Do on pussage and for shipment, wheat advanced 3d. to 6d. per quarter;
corn firnuer, held higher. Weather in Eogland, local thunder storms preva.
lent. French country markets quiet.” There was a weak tone to the Chi-
cago wheat market, owing to the crowd selling heavily on roported lower
cables, clearing weather in the southwest and tho prospects of liberal
receipts next weok, The market was active with considerble trading and
prices declined fe. to 13c. Corn was quiet and ruled about steady.  Oate
were firmer. The New York wheat market was weak and dropped Fec. to le.
Covn was firmor and improved 3¢. At Toledo wheat was stronger on the
first two options, prices moving up ¢, to Je. The other options were wealter
and}gc. lower. Corn and oats were unchanged. In Milwaukeo wheat foll
off }e.

Provisions.—Thne feoling in tho local provision market has been steady
and prices remained unchanged. The demand for pork has betn good and
the market was active, The demand for lard is slow., The offerings are
large and prices easy. In Liverpool, G. B, lard was weak and declined 3d.
Baron was weak and broke 6d.  Pork was steady while tallow was strong
and advanced 6d. The Cbicago provision market was moro active and
strongor. Pork advanced 10c., short ribs 5c. to 74c. and lard 23c. There
was a weaker feoling in the hog market and prices declined 5e. to 10¢. The
cattle market was steady.

Burrer.—Thoro has been notbing of interest in the condition of the
butter market, which continued quiet but well msintained. Thers has been
business at about quotations but no activity is apparent. The Mantreal
Trade Bulletin reports as follows :~——* The export demand, which unexpoct-
odly set in a fow weeks ago, has afforded our makers of creamery a capital
chanco of unloading their Juno product, and most of thom have availed
themselves of it. Prices howovor, are gotting above the export baeis and
shippers, stato that, on that account, the domand may coase ss suddenly as
it sprang up. As far as Canada is concerned it is evident that for soveral
yoars past sho has boen produsing less butter and it is questionsblo if she
will over again ace the large surplusses of former years, This is accounted
for by the fact that the extraordinary increase in cheess production hu
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absorbed tho milk that formerly wont into butter; so that in recent years
Canada has not had sufficient buttor at tho ond of the scason to supply her
own consumptivo wants and, consequontly, has beon compolled to draw her
supplios from the United States.”

Cnoxese.~—The local cheeso market is quict and transactions aro confined
to supplying tho actual consumptive domand. Tho chooso position in Can-
ada has anything but a strong look, bocauso of plonty of cheese in the
country, sasy cables, unsatisfactory quality, warm woather and absonce of
any %enuino.aupport. Tho United Kingdom will make a very large quantity
of cheeso this season and will, thorefore, bo moro indopondent of supplios
from this sido of tho Atlantic than it has boon for soveral yoars, The fact is
that too much capital and enorgy hes been invested in establishing choeso
factories in Canada without much thought of the possibility that tho mar-
kot might collapse under a favorable yield in the market at which the efforts
woro aimed. Tho question whother 1t pays botter to produce butter or
cheeso is gradually working itself out.

SueaR.—No important change has been devoloped in the sugar market.
Advices from abroad have boen quict and weaker,  Whilo tho feeling hero
has not beon so strong prices have been woll upheld. Tho dewand has
beon slow and the velume of business accomplished small, owing to the fact
thet some largo holders in the wholesale grocery trade .ppear to bo getting
somewhat norvous and anxious to realiso. Stocks in refiners’ hands through-
out Canada are at presont heavy, but they speak confidently of being able
to dispose of it.

MogtassEs.—No alteration worthy of note has occurred in the molasses
sitnation.  The stocks held in first hands are vory small and the prospects
for any considerablo quantities from the coming crop are not at all encourag-
ing. Now processes of rofining togothor with the very largely docreased
acreage dovoted to tho cultivation of the sugar cane iu Jamaica, Cuba,
Porto Rico, and other West Indian Islands have so much reduced the pro-
duction of molasses that the supply seems totally inadequate to keep paco
with tho demand,  Pricos are now about as high as the public is likely to
pay and, for the fow purposes for which molasses is actually nenadoed, some
substitute will bo readily found.

TeA.—The market is unusually quiet for this soason of the year as buy-
ors are taking only what they roquire for immediste wants. The tone of
the market is firmer owing to strong advices from abroad. The first arrival
of Cbina tea in London was received with an indifferonce—not to say life.
Jesaness—which was in marked contrast with the experienco of sll previous
soasoms. The fact is that quotations for inferior tens, which comprise the
bulk of the shipments from China now coming forward, are proposterously
low to what they are in Hankow. Strangoe as it may appear this oxtreme
cheapness canges buyers as woll as sellers to be afraid of oporating largely in
tho article—tho latter, as having reason to shirk incurring loscos of from 20
to 30 per cont. on their consignments till the very last moment, and the
former because common teas in general are too cheap and pluntiful to be a
sourco of attraction or profit to anyone.

CorreE —Nothwithstanding the reaction to firmness in New York and
Havre, the market is quiet, The Brazil crop is known to be immense, and,
as supplies are liberal in the great contres, the presont speculative advance,
it is thought, cannot make much headway.

Fisa O1s.—Our advices from Montreal say :—Steam rofined soal oil is
well concentrated, being almost exclusively held by owve of our leading
Nowfoundland houses. Prices aro firm at 424c. to 46c. Thero is vory little
cod oil in the market, and no business of any importance is expocted before
the now srrives, Nowfoundland is quoted at 37ec. to 39¢., and other grades
at 34c. to 36¢c. Cod liver oil, 63c.; Norway, 90c. to 95c.

Fisn —The feoling in this market as regards prices has improved in all
lines of fish, except mackerel, which have been weakor owing to receut
heavy imports of first-olass Irish fish o the United States. Recoipts of new
fish do not keep paco with shipments of old, and the market is beiug
gradually denuded of marketable stock, Though bankers and other deep-
sea fishormen have found tho weather and other circumstances, such as the

lack of bait, ete.,, vory unfavorable to the successful prosecation of their | Hax

industry, the amaller boats fishing closer to the shoro, both to tho Eastward
snd to the Westward, bave dono bettor than usuul, and the present indica-
tions are that the catch, so far, will aggregate a full average., Our latest
sdvices from the Banks aro to the effect that an improvoment has occurrod
in the catch thore, but those ¢ngaged in that branch of the business continue
to complain of the lack of sufficiont bait. Our outsido advices are as
follows :—Montreal, July 23.— All the old dry cod has been pretty well
exhausted, and new is offering, to arrive, at $4 5 per quintal, Sea trout
quict at 89 to 810.

The following, coming as it doos from tho great protectivestato of Peonn.
sylvania, is most significant : A manfacturing company from Daliton, Ga.,
underbid all other compnnies for a contract to furnish the iron to build 4,
300 foct of fenco on a new bridge at Boston. Tho fact is significant as
showing the fuctor which the South is becoming in the iron trade. It also
serves to more forcibly impiess upon the iron men of Maesachusetts the
necessity, if they would remain in tho field, of free oro and free coal, In
1£80, New Evgland produced 170,000 tons of rolled iron and steel ; in 1Sb7,
only 102,000 tous, a falling off of 40 per cent. From 1880 to 1887, 50 per
cent. of the rolling mills of Maine died, 20 per cent. in Connecticut, 50 per
cont. in Rbode Island and 36 per cent in Massachusetts, The timo is
rapidly spproaching when the lvudest demand from any patt of the country
for freo raw meaterial will come from New England. In fact, it may be ssid

to be hero now, as rogards wool, coal and iron ore, and even pig metal'—
Pittsburg Post.

Edison’s latest invention is a patont ota soparator, which is expected to
revolutionize iron oro wining. ‘Fho presont modo of separating the ore
from the carth and rock is on oxpensivo ome. The working of the new
invention is explained in this way: ‘The rock containing the oro, after
passing through the crusher and being broken ioto pieces, is convoyed in
small buckets into & large hopper. From hero it siftg in a thin stream down
sn incline, passing within a fow inches of a powerful magoet. This latter
is 50 heavily charged as to draw theiron oro from its course into one chanuel,
permitting the rock and other foreign elemonts contained in tho oro to pass
throuzh a ranaway to the refuse pile. Tho invention being patonted there
is no secret about its working. Mr. Edison is nccompanied by a number ot

New York capitalists. Thore is overy reason to b.liove that the invention
will prove a success.

O1L 13 Ixp1a. —Tetroleum is much more widely sproad than bas generally
been supposed. Tho chiof sources of presont supply are the Pennsylvans
oil ficids, and thoso of Baku, in Kussia, on the western shore of tho Caspian
sea. The product is enormous ; but tho use of wineral oil is now so wide-
spread that even the vast quantities produced find markets in various pars
of the world. Mr. Charles Marvip, of Kont, Eogland, has just published
a pamphlet to show that very important oil fislds oxist in British terntory.
Thosu of Ontario are of comparatively hittle importanco; and those w
Northwestcrn Canada, though undoubtedly valuable, aro unkoown to Mr
Marvin. That gentloman, bowever, describes oil wolls which bave been
worked for more then a contury on tho Irawady river in Burmab. In 179}
Colonel Symes described these walls, and reported the yisld to bo abont
90,000 tons annually. In 1835 Captain Hasnay said it amounted to abou
93,000 tons annually. The governmont restrictions wore so grest, however,
that in lato years the export trade has nut exceoded 10,000 to 12,00V toug,
Mz, Marvin belioves that if tho wells wero sunk to profer doptus, and if the
fiold wero properly exploited, the district would compare with Pennsyivani
or Baku.

BraziLiax Coar.—The following is a repott upon the properties of the
Brazilian coal from Arroio dos Rutus. The examination was made by John
Pattinson, chomist to the Newcastlo-upon-Tyue city council. On submitiing
coal to distillation in a coal-testing apparatus, 8001 cubic feet of gas was
obtained per ton of coal, having an illuminating puwer equsl to 13.8 standard
sperm candles, as ascertained by burning tho gas at the rate of five cubic
feot per bour in a photometer fitted with the No. 1 Louden Asgand Standard
Burner. The following percentages of coke and volatile watters wore
yielded : coke, 58 8 por cout.; volatile matters, 41 2 per cont. Tho coal
swellod up but very slightly on being h.ated in a close rotort and formed a
slightly coherent cvke. A completo ultimate analysis of "the coal was made
ond the following results abtained :

The calorific power of the coal was detormined in Thompson's ealozimeter.
This indicated that ono pound >f tho coal would evaporate 10.3 pounds of
water from 212 degrees Fahr. or 100 degrees C.

Tho late advance in coal stocks in tho Unuaited States has beon used as
the basis for a story that arrangements had been made to put all the coal
lands into o gigantic Trust, which could then reduce the cost of production
to the lowest point and iucroase the profits to tho highest. One of the
members of tho combination of the six great coal companies in Now York
said : The mines will boe run to their full capacity and the production
will bo larger in Soptember than in any other month in tho history of the
trade. For tho year the production will be close on to 38,000,000 tons,
sgainet 34,600,000 tons last yoar, which was an increase of 2,500,000 tons
over tho preceding year. No change will bo made in prices in Septemnber
gt tho minces and it is not contomplated to make any further advance this
year, the prices made a week ago being practically tho schedule until Janu-
ary 1. No comparison ¢an bo mado with the prices in Soptomber last year,
becauso then the production was curtailed on account of strikes, and buyers
hs€ o pay whatever was asked, but thoy are sbout 30 cents higher than
August 1887, which is a fair monthto compare with.”

Dritring ax Or1p WeLL.—The bringing in of 2 well of the * gusher”
caliber is an oxciting affair. The drill i3 kocwn to be balf way through
the pay sand, and tho driller is in his glory. The owner and frionds
anxiously watch the great walking beam as it rises and falls. Hour after hour
passes, and as the driller pulls tho tools and changes the bit it is noticed that
thero aro several hundred foet of oil in the hole. The tools are lowered and
the ton and a half of stecl at the bottom of tho 2,000 feot hole pounds away
onco moro, Another hour passes. The holo is full and the oil begins to
spray, saturating overything in the derrick room. Sudddenly thete is a
sound like thunder from below ; a pocket of gas has been struck. Tho vpray-
ing oil increases to a shower that shoots clear over the derrick, while dirt,
pebbles and slate como up from below. The rumbling increases to 2 roar,
and then, with & mighty rush, up come the tools, and the golden fluid flows
unchecked. Tho well is in, and a ¢ gusher.”—San Franeisco Chronicle.

HOME AND FARM.

We have great pleasure in noticing a new agricultural periodical for the
Maritimo Provinces, published somi-moathly at Seckville, N. B., at the
woderalo figure of £1.0J por annum, in advance, by Measta, Paterson &
Gilbert, The Maritime Agricultuyrist is well writt&n, woll printed, and got
up in o neat reddish-brown cover, somowhat in thd style of the excollent
Farmer's Advocate of London, Out. This new onterprise, for which we
oarnaatly desiro overy succeas, fills a decided want of tha Maritime Proviu-
ces, in which wo havo always folt it wagscarcely creditablo that there should
ho but one journal of nn agricultural character.

Wao quote the following sound advice to farmers from an agricultural
oxchango :—* Fraups onx Fanuers.—The Ontario department of agricul-
tural has issued a bulletin describing some lwenty or thirly varioties of
frauds practiced on farmers by unfamiliar travelling agents. The frauda
include tho seed grain swindle, by which it is said $26,000 has been takon
out of the furmers in Lennox and Addington alone. Thero is a well known
class of frauds in which the articles doliverod aro suited to the locality, hay
forka being ono of the favorites, This swindlo consists in taking a note
from a farmer, who thinks ho is «igning an agreoment accopting the agency
for the sale of somo useful article, Tha fiaud in question is not unknown
in the Maritime Provinces.

Tho shoddy cloth trick is not confined to Ontario, nor the lightning-rodl
deceptions. ‘The Ontarjo farmer is also vietimized by agents who indues
him to sign his namo to some reference or to furnish it for some other
innocoent purpose, and wao three months afterwards finds a note of hand
written above his signaturo, and the document in the possessioh of an ¢ in-
nocont holder.” Among the 1emedinl measures proposed is that every county
agent shall be required to procure a licsnse from some duly authorized in-
dividual on whom will rest the responsibility of seeing that the business is
of a bona fide character. Some very sensible recommendations are made to
the Ontario farmers which apply no less to the countrymen in other provin.
ces. It is advised that farmers refrain from accepting agencies from strangers,or
indeed from leaving their legitimate business on uny pretext to ongage in
trade. Equally good is the conusel to deal with nono Lut well established
firms, novor to sign documents for a stranger, and never ‘o sign without
resding. Most farmers will protest that they do not need to be told these
things, and yet tho melancholy history of each year, with its long list of
frauds, proves that tho warning is still needed.”

The following exhaustive Americwn report protty woll settles the status
of tho English Sparrow :~—The English sparrow has come to be a serious
problem in tho agricultural interests of this country, and has been made the
subject of a bulletin from tho newly-established division of ornithology and
mammalogy of tho dopartment of agriculture. Tho report says that the
fact that in Eunrope the characteristics of the sparrow had boen discussed
for conturies without any absolute settlement, should have made us cautious
in introducing it to America. A thousand times #s much money and
energy have been expended in fighting the sparrows as wero exponded in
introducing them at first, and tho results of tho effort in the two cases aro
painfully dispropostionate. It is absolutely necessary that active and com-
prehensive measures should bo taken for the abatement of this evil.

Tho sparrow does great injury 10 all kinds of buds, blessoms and foli-
ago from its bud-eating habit, and in every town and stata in the union
where it is abundant many ornamental trees and vines are damaged by the
filth from tho hirds. Thero is scarcely a garden fruit or vegetable which
does not suffer from the attack of the sparrows, grape-vines sufforing the
most. In California thero {s danger of a loss to the state of many thou
sands, if not millions of dollars from this pest. The sparrow is the only uu-
domesticated bird that eats tomatoes, and its palate even delights in cur-
rants. It décs much mischief in tho garden. In overy stage of growth
most vegolables are more or less subject to its attacks. Peas, corn, lettucs
and cabbages suffer most whilo in the greon stage ; poas and corn also when
riponing their seed. It is a nuisanco to newly-seeded lawns, scratching up
the seed or pulling tho tender sprouts a3 they come up through the ground.
Wheat suffers from the time of sowing until it is stored in the barns or
clovator; and oven then thoy find a way to get at it. Next to wheat, of the
grain crop, tho sparrow seems 10 profer osts, and numerous instances of 2
sorious loss to this crop are reported. They will not touch barley so long
as they can get anything better, but there are times when ovon this crop
suffers considerably from their attacks. The sparrow also threstens to
soriously damago tho fiold corn crop in the near future. In some parts of
the country it has boon found very destructive to the seed of differont kinds
of millet. It is very fond of buckwhoat, attacking it undor all circumstances

Moro thap a thousand original contributions aud all the available pub-
lished testimony on tho subject load the dopartmont to assert positively that
the sparrow moiests our Bative birds and drives them from our gardens and
parks. The reports mention specifically soventy kinds which are known to
bo molested moro orless by the sparrow ; most of these are kinds which are
beneficial to tho farmers and gardeners.

In cousidoring the other side of the case, whother the sparrow has svy
insect-cating proclitivies which should be placed to its credit, the roports
say that the bird does pot profer insect food ; and any instances whore it
has done service in destroying injurious insvets aro oxceptional and readily
acconuted for when all the circumstances aro known. Al soed-eating binds,
whon insecls are oxtreordinarily abundant, substitute insect food to a cortain
extont for their natural diet. Tho injurious insects which the sparrow some-
times destroys are procisely the insccts that are alse accoptablo to other bitds,

whilo others which the common birds dovour greedily tho sparrow nerer
touchos. Thus tho sparrow doos no kind of boneficial work which could
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not bo much better dono by our native birds, whilo ils presence provonts
tho birde from accomplishing many kinds of work which tho sparrow does
not undertake at all.

Tho roport submits theso recommendations to Stato legislative hodies :

1 The immediato repeal of all existing laws which afford protection to
tho English aparrow.

2 Tho enactmont of lnws legalizing the killing of the English sparrow at
oll seasons of the year, and the destruction of its nests, eggs and young.

3 Tho onactment of laws making it & misdemeanor punishable by fine
or imprisonuond, or both—(w) to intentivnally give food or shelter to the
English sparrow, exeept with a viow lo ifs ultimate destruction ; (&) to in-
troduce or aid in introducing it into new localities; (¢) to interfero with
persons, means or appliances engaged in, or desigued for, its destrustion or
the destruction of its nesis, eggs or young.

4 Tho enectment of laws protecting the great northern shrike or butchor
bird, the sparrow hawk and the screech owl, which species feed lurgely on
the English sparrow.

6 ‘The enactment of luws providing for the appointment of at least one
person hulding civil office, preferably the game covstable, avhero such
ofticer exists, in each town or village, who shall serve without additioual
erapensation and whoso duty it shall bo to destroy or bring about tho des.
truction of English spairows in the streets, parks and other places where the
uze of fircarms is not permitted. 1o the larger towns anud cities this office
might bo well imposed upon the commissioners of public parks.

‘The Free Press of London, Ont., contains tho following pertinent para-
graph : “ Why is it that so little geod butter is made by our farmers; or,
why do they mako butter at all if they do pot muke good butfer? Com.
plaints are general, especially at this time of tho year, that some of the
butter is rancid and ili-flavored. In fact good buttor is the excoption and
pot the rule. There is no excuse for making poor butter that sells for 14
or 15 conts a pound wher: choice ¢ gilt edged * butter would sell for one-
thitd moro in our markets and for exportation. Farmers if they make good
butter by improved appliances, and put it up in an attractive form, are sare
of & good prico forall they can make, while butter can bo prefitable shipped
to the Epglish market.”
