The Gospel of the Nazarenes.

PART I.

The Language in which ¢t was Written.

We now turn to the testimonies of
the fathers. Papias, an elder in the
ecclesin of Hierapolis, where the gospel
was first introduced by some of the
twelve apostles, and who was personally
acquainted with the elders of the Naza-
rene ecclesias of Palestine, and who
had seen and conversed with the apos-
tles, writing towards the middle of the
second century says: “Matthew com-
pesed the “Oricles of the Lord” in the
Hebrew dialeet, and each person trans-
lated it as he was able,” And Irenaeus,
the scholar of Polycarp, the bishop of
Shayma, who had in his early days seen
and conversed with the apostle Jobn,
writing towards the close of the second
century,. says: “Matthew, indeed pro-

Jduced his Gospel written among the.
Hebrews in their own dialect, while!

Peter and Paul proclaimed the Gospel
and founded the church at Rome.”

Origien, an Egyptian scholar and teach-
er in Alexandria in the early part of
the third century, but who was no friend
to the Hebrew Nazarenes or their Gos-
pel, speaking of the authenticity of the
Gospel says: “The first is written ae-
cording to Matthew, the same that was
once a publican, but afterwards ar
apostle of Jesus Christ, who having
ipublished it for the Jewish converts,
wrote it in the Hebrew.” Eusebius,
bishop of Caesarea, to whose church
history we are indebted for much of the
femains of early eeclesiastical records,
writing in the early part of the fourth
century says: “Matthew also haying
first proclaimed the Gospel in Hebrow,
when on the peint of going also to
other nations committed it to writing
in his native tongue, and thus supplied
the want of his presence to them by
his writings.” Ecc. His. page 180. And
regarding Pantaenus, a teacher in Alex-
andria in the early paxt of the third
century, it is said that upen his visiting
India, he there found his arrival antici-

pated by some who were acquainted with
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thie Gospel of Matthew in the Hebrew, to
whom DBartholemew, one of the twelve
apostles had preached, and left’ the
Gospel of Matthew there with thom, in
the original Hebrew, which was pre-
gerved #ll this time, and this Pan-
taenus brought wivh him on his return
to Alexandria. Ipiphanius, a writer of
the fourth ceutury, and bishop of
Salamis, in Cyprus, states that in the
time ot Constantine, a certain Jew,
called Joseph, found in a cell at Ti-
berias, a copy of the Hebrew Gospel
ascribed to Matthew  This writer also
in speaking of the Nazarenes, who still
preserved this Hebrew Gospel, says:

“They have the Gospel of Matthew
most entire in the Hebrew language
among thein, for this truly is still pre-
served among them, as it was at st in
Hebrew characters, but T know not
whether they have taken away the
Gepealogy from Abraham to Christ,”
and in another part of his work against
heretics, this Catholic father, speaking
of the Lbionites, says: “They also re-
ceive the Gospel according to Matthew,
for this both they and the Corinthians
make use of and no other. They call
it the “Gospel according to the He-
brews,” for the truth is that Matthew
is the only one of the New Testament
writers who published his Gospel and
preaching in the Hebrew language and
Hebrew characters.” Some other state-
ments made by this writer will be
examined hereafter when we come to
enquire wherein the original Hebrew
Gospel, preserved by the Nazarenes,
differed from the Greek version. Jer-
ome, one of the greatest scholars of his

time, writing at Bethlehem in the lat-
ter part of the fourth century, says
“Matthew, also called Levi, who be.
came {rom a publican an apostle, was
the first who eomposed a Gospel of
Chuist, and for the sake of those who
believe in Christ among the Jews,
wrote it in the Hebrew language and
letters, but it is uncertain who it was
that vranslated it into Greek. More-
over the Hebrew copy itself is to this
time preserved in the library of Cae-
sarea, which Pamphiling, the martyr,
with much diligence colleeted. The
Nazarenes who live in Beraea, (u city of
Syria,) and make use of this volume,
granted me the favor of writing it out,
in which (Gospel) there is this observa-
tion, that wherever the Evangelist
either cites himself or introduces our
Saviour as citing any passage out of the
Old Testament, he does not follow the
translation of the Lxx, but the Hebrew
copies.” Lpiphanius also states that the
Hebrew Gospel used by the Ebionites
began with the account of the baptism
of John the Baptist (when Jesus came
from Nazareth to be immersed by him
in the River Jordan). We also learn
from the testimony of muny of these
fathers, that the Nazarenes, whom they
miscall Ebionives, thougi there was prob-
ably a difference of opinion among them
regarding the observance of the Mosaic
cercmonies, yet they both held and
taught, and triumphantly referred to
Matthew’s original Gospel as proof of
their belief that Jesus Clirist was the
natural offspring of Joseph and Mary,
and a leneal descendant of the royal
family of David, and therefore the
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rluhtfnl heir to the throue of Israel
and that it was his legal and moral
righteousuess which in the metaphoric
language of the Hebrews constituted
him the “Son of God.” There is also
evidence that the Nazarenes held that
Mary, the mother of Jesus was of the
tribe of Levi, and that in the veins of
the Messiah flowed the sacredotal blood
of Aaron, as well as the royal blood of
Duavid, hence to the patriotic Jewish
Yeliever, the Christ combined in his
person all the attributes of a typical
king-priest and prophetic law-giver, and
they looked onward to his coming
again and future universal reign with
all the joy and gladness that that faith
and hope could inspire, and which no
persecution or martyrdom could destroy
or quench, and so long as any of the
personal relatives of Jesus were living,
they were looked upon by their Hebrew
fellow believers with reverence and
esteem, and they took leading positions
in the ecclesias of Jerusalem and Pales-
tine, where Matthew's Hebrew Gospel
took rank among them with the older
seriptures of Israel for “the testimony
of Jesus was the spirit of prophecy,” or
in other words, the account of the life,
mission and teachings of Jesus as testi
fied by Matthew in the Hebrew Gospel,
were in harmony with what the Pro-
phets had predicted the Messiah would
do at his first advent.

Many other testimonies might be
quoted to the same purpose, but these
seem sufficient to prove that the origi-
nal record of the life and discourses of
Jesus, the Nazarene Messiah, was com-
posed by Matthew, one of bis twelve

chosen companions, perhaps with the
assistance of his brothers, in the lan-
guage then commonly called the He-
brew, the Janguage then commonly
spoken by the masses of the Jews in
Palestine, and used by Jesus himself.
It is interesting to note that a copy of
this “very Hebrew Gospel,” perhaps
one of the orginal copies writlen by
Matthew himself, was seen by Jerome
late in the fourth century in the library
at Caesarea, and as he resided at Beth-
lekiem and could not use the work for
the purpose of study, the Nazarenecs
residing at Berea (or Aleppo) in Syria,
kindly lent him a copy of the same
document, which he transeribed into
Greek and Latin. In the original He-
brew, however, it still remained extant
until towards the close of the fifth cen-

tury, when the Bishop of Rome, in~

cluded it amongst the apochrypal gos-
spels and decreed its destruction, and
in the reign of Theodosius in the same
century, some fifty thousand persons
were massacred in the provinces of Asia
Minor, by the command of that Emper-
or, at the instigation of the Catholic
priests, for the crime of holding the
doctrines and practicing the precepts
taught in this Gospel, and in the fol-
lowing century the name of the Naza-
fenes and their Gospel vanishes from
the pages of history.

The first attempt at the formatlon of
a New Testament Canon, was made by
Marcion, a native of Pontus, but after
wards the leader of a Gnostic sect at
Rome, towards the middle of the sec-
ond century, but his canon comprised
only a mutilated and corrupted Gospel

were under the leadership of the rela
tives of the Measiab, accepted only the
Hebrew Gospel of Matthew as authen-
tic and genuine, and the only record of
the life and discourses of Jesus the
Nazarene written by an apostle, though
in the Greek speaking communities, the
Original Gospel of Mark, and after
wards that of Luke, seems also to have
been used. These people appear to
have held in esteem also the epistles of
James and Jude, the first epistle of
Peter, the Revelation and an epistle by
John., A second epistle of Peter and
gecond and third of John, were also
kuown in the second century, but at-
tributed to different anthors, while the
epistle to the Hobrews, attributed to
Barnabus, seems to bave been different-
ly regarded by different sections of
these communities. It.is very probable
however, that in the course of. the
second century, the ongmal first part of
this document was taken away, and
what, is now called the ﬁ;st_ chapter,
added, in order to teach dogmas the
very opposite to what its author ic-
tended, and several parts of  our New
Testament Canon, including those mir-
aculous portions of the first two chap-
ters, of Matthew's Gospel, has been
adulterated in the same way, as we will
see as we progress onward.  The epis-

ond century, was by those people re-
jected as not the work or sentiments of
the apostle John, and as representing a
different Christ, to that delineated by
Matthew and the other synoptics, and
nowhere did this document meet with
more opposition than amang those
churches addressed by John in the
Revelation, and which its defenders
claimed he had originated. The Acts of
the Apostles, by Luke, apnears to have
been early knowr: and generally accept-
ed by the Hebrew, as well as the ma-
jority of the Gentile believers, though
among the Hehrew Nazarines it was
supplemented by the “Comwmentaries”
of Hegesippus, and the “Memoirs” of
other Hebrew writers. Other sects had
different Gospels, and as in modern
times, every denomination had its reli-
gious newspaper, so i the early cen-
turies, every sect had its different, Gos-
pel. Some altered and corrupted the
originals, others forged false gospels,in
the names of the apostles or their dis;
ciples, like the modern book of \Ior-
mon, o suit thelr own peculiar dogmas-

A number of. these apochrypal docu-
wents are still extant. A number of
sects and parties used the Hebre\v Gos-
pel of the Nazarenes, but more or less
corrupted it, either by erasement or
interpclation. Some of these, coming
into the hands of the Catholic fathegs,
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they either falsely or ignorantly: accuse
the Nazarenes with having altered the
original Hebrew Gospel. TForgery and
falsehood had been at work among the
Gentile congregations from the earliest
period of their history Luke inti-
mates that many versions of the Gos-
pel story were in circulation when he
wrote his Gospel, and it was to counter-
act the errors of these histories that in-
duced him to write his treatise for the
benefit of his friend Theophilus. It is
very probable, however, that this Gos
pel did not come into general use and
circulation until long afterwards, and
then it seems that several additions had
been made to the original text, though
1ot so much as some now suppose, and
when Paul wrote his first letter to the
believers in Thessalonica, it appears
that an epistle, forged in his name, was
then in circulation among them. Dut
the Hebrew Nazarenes kept their doe-
trines and their Scriptures pure, and it
is to these that we should closely look
in our investigations after truth. The
formation of the Catholic canon of the
the New Testament appears to have
been cffected at Rome towards the close
of the second zentury, but at the Coun-
cil of Nice, A. D. 325, it was not com-
pleted.  Seven documents included in
our canon were yet wanting. There
were then over forty gospels in circula-
tion among professing Christians. Out
of this mass “the four” were selected
and the rest doomed to destruction,
theugh e¢ven in the fourth century there
were many among the general churches,
who contended for the retention of the
Gospel of the Nazarenes, for the Greek

“Gospel according to Matthew” admit-
ted into the Cannn was so much altered
as to be regarded as a different work,
iv the compiling of the Canop, and at
the Council of Nice, the Nazarenes had
no voice. They were then denounced
as heretics, and their writings and them-
selves doomed to destruction, under the
general term of Quartodecimans, but a
remnant still existed in their ancient

warde, perhaps till the ¢ ‘quest of Ma-
homet, when wany accepted the faith
of Islam as better than that ot Rome.
But while some apostatised, or reverted
to Judeaism, the testimony of the more
faithful was silenced in fire and blood
by the decrees of the Catholic Emperors
and bishops of Rome and Constantino-
ple, but it "had been predicted that
their testimony for the tiuth would
again be revived after many years. Tt
wus Joubtless from the fact that the
LEpistles of James and Jude, II Peter,
and those of the Elder John, as well as
the Revelation, had eminated from the
pillars of the Nazarene ecclesias, that
these writings, as well as the Nazarene
Gospel, were not at first admitted into
the Catholic Canon. And not until
the principles of the Nazarenes ceased
to be contended for, and these docu-
ments had been somewhat revised, did
they at length become a part of the
Catholic New Testament.
