No quarter was
Whed or given, the Twiks, enmaged by the re-
statance, slaughteed alt wiv came In theiv way,
and; to do the Russians justice, they sought no
merey ot ther bavds.  Uhe ollicers were seen,
i sume instances, pulling duwn thewr caps tight-
1y on thare furcheads, and rushing madly on
their death, scorning to yicld. Ju little more
than an huar the high road, and the space round
the houses, were covered with dead, * heaped
and piled,’ and the blood ran duwn the hill, lit-
crully in rivulets. The covtlict raged in this
way for nearly four Bours, and the loss on both
sides was heavy, particularly on that of the
Russians who hd abuut 1,000 dend.  Of the
five compames of Turkish chasseurs, one was
annihilated, numbering one hundeed men, while
of the romaender of the foree, upwarnds of one
hundred aud fifty were killed — Towards twelve
o'clock, every bouse was carricd at the point of
the bayouet, and the encimy fell back along the
road, hut tond themselves intercepted Ly the
Turhish cavadry, two regiments of which had
advanecd along the ravine on the right, and
stationed themselves in the rear of the village,
Being thas cutoll, the Russiaus hud no resource
but ty fling themaelves wto the redoubt, carry -
mg tieir artidlery wath them.  This they were
ennbled to accomplish in safety, owing to the
unpardonable remissness and stupidity of the
Parkish officer commanding the cavalry, who
had occapied the eatreuchment with a poriion
of lus men early in the day, but fuiled to report
the circmustance to bsmail Pasha, and was ac-
cordingly dziven out of 1t by a party of Russian
infantry soon afterwards.  Ismmil Pasha had
now been twce wonnded, and being unable any
lunger to Leep the ficld, the colamand was given
to Mustapha Pasha, and a ceinforcement of two
Lattalions and four g3 was seat up from the
reserve, and prepatutions were made to attack
the redoutd.  But in the nterval between the
retreat of the Russians and the sccond advance,
the troops had fallen mto disorderin the village
and were pillaging the houses, and much time
veas Joat m cullecting and marshalling then for
the final blow.

The Rev. J. G Arustroxe, member of 387
said, it afforded bim gratification indeed to have
the privelege of addressing so large, loyal and
influential a meeting. He had the proud honor
of being an  Orangeman (cheers.) " Ile became
one, not in this country but in the land where
Orangeism had its birth—Ireland.
