COMMERCIAL INDEPENDENCE.

Under the heading ivhich wè have pre.
fixed to these remarks, we find in the
Toronto Globe an áccount of a lecture,
delivered at the Centre Toronto Reform
Association, by Mr. J. b. Edgar', a
recognized member of the Liberal party,
of whiCh Mr. Blake is the leader in tie
IIouse of CommonB. Mr, Edgar claims on
the part of the Dominion Ithe right 'to
make lier own commercial treaties." Ve
learn that after the delivery of the lecture

brief speeches " were made among otiers
by Mr. Sydney Smith, who is not the
gentleman strictly entitled to that desig-
nation, but a Mr. Sydney Smith, junior, an
avowed revolutionist. We are bound to
admit that the gentleman so designated
was not far astray wien ie ridiculed the
notion ri t e lecturer, and pointed out that,
the true policy would be to advocate
independence at once. We fear very

much that there are indications that Mr.
Blake and thosewho folloi his lead, are
desirous of bringing about organic changes
in our Government. There never has
been a more absurd cry raised than that
for the right of negotiating commercial
treaties, and it is only charitable to
assume that those who are responsible
for advocating such a scheme have given
very little consideration ta the subject.

It bas been frequently pointed out that
solong as Canada is a dependency of Great
Britain, it is wlholly impossible that she
can be permitted to enter into negotia.
tions with foreign powers in any other
way than through the repiesentatives of
the Imperial Government. Even if it
were possible for Great Britain ta cousent
ta lier doing sa, no foreigu Government
would negotiate direct with the depen-
dency of a sovereign state. We, however,
propose, after stating this preliminary
difficulty, which ve hold ta be insuper-
able, ta ivaive it, and ta ask a calm con-
sideration of Mr. Edgar's arguments. We
presume that the learned gentleman is,
like his leader and the 'party with which
lie is identified, an advocate of free tradé,
and yet the avowed abject vhich be seeks
ta gain is that a bargain simuld be entered
into with the Governments of. one or
more foreign countries ta the effect tîhat
Canada would reduce its duties ou the
imports from such country or countries,
provided that its exporta were admitted
into suich countries on more favorable
terms than those of Great Britain. 'Mr.
Edgar's proposition is in direct antagonism
ta the free trade principles whiclh he and
his party profess ta believe in. We must
not lose sight of this dereliction of princi-
ple, and especially as he bas endeavored
ta persuade those, who believe in a protec-
tive policy, that at no distant time t1iý,
home markets may be overstocked, and
that it may be very desirable ta obtain
foreign markets for the manufactures,
which our own people are unable to con-
sume.,

There are eertain points that Mr. Edgar
seems ta have wholly overlooked, and
whibhnevertheless have a most important
bearing on the question of the value of
the privilege of negatiating commercial
treaties. We have as near neighbars a
great republic, witl a population which
we may safely place at twelve times
greater than that of the Dominion, and
which has adopted as we have doue a
protective policy. That nation has full
power ta negotiate treaties with al1 the
nations ai the world, and we know by ex-
perience thlt intimes of over-production
it lias lid ta dispose of its surplus stocks

.ilu a sacrifice Hmaarket. I-les tat nation

been able ta obtain admission for its
manufactures into foreign countries on
mare favorable terms than Great Britain?
Mr. Edgar was not a little presumptuous
in declaring that the l" chief rival " of oui
manufactures, 'I perhaps their only col?:
petilor, le the British manufacturer." We
have been under, what Mr. Edgar nay
imagine ta be the delusion, that the
manufacturers not only ofBelgium, France
and other European countries could
manufacture more cheaply than we can
pretend ta do, but that the United States
manufacturers were able a least ta com-
pete with us. Now we would ask the
Globe and other admirers of Mr. Edgar ta
examine the statistics of the exports Of
the United States. We have before us
those of 1880 and 1881, in both of which
years their aggregate was between eight'
and nine hundred millions of dollars.
Those exporte were substantially very
similar ta our own, the chief difference
being that the products of the forest are
greater in proportion from the Dominion
than from the United States, while we
have no cottoan ivool, whieli item is rather
more than one-fourtLh of the aggregate ex-
ports of the Republic. The bulk of the
exports vill be found under the heads of
breadstuffs, cotton wool, provisions,
animals, oils, tobacco and wood. If we
take the leading article of manufacture
(coUon goods) we shall find that, while
those of the Uiited States ivere under
fourteen millions of dollars, those of Great
Britain were nearly three hundred and
eighty millions. Mr. Edgarjudging frotn
the Globe's report, seems ta imagine that
if we could negotiate on our own account,
ie could obtain some advantage over
Great Britain. He loses sight altogether
af the fact that Great Britain lias subsist-
ing treaties ivith nearly all the civilized
nations of the world, which provide for
the admission of British exports into such
countries on the same terms as the most
fav'red nations. We scarcely believe
that our Canadian manufacturers can be
duped into believing that they ean coiï-n
pete in the markets of the vorld with the
manufacturers of Great Britain. The
whole ainount of the exports of woollen
goods from the United States in 1881 vere
about $350,000, fron Great Britain about
one hundred millions Iron and steel from
the United Sates about thirteen millions
from Great Britain one hundred and forty
millions. Mr. Edgar made special refer-
ence ta the importance of obtaining
"access ta the great mar'ket south of us."
-on it is desirable ta understand pre-,
cisely what this means. Canada had an
opportunity of trying its 'hand at the
negotiation of a commercial treaty when

the late Senator Browin was accredited to
Washington. The United States Senate
refused to ente tain,the treaty, and it is
an open secret that the cause was that
Mr. Brown cd intimated that whatever
arrangements vere' made as to the admis-
sion of manufactures from the United
States would be extended toGreat Britain.
It would be important to have an announce-
ment from the Globe whether the policy
of the liberal party is to be ta admit
foreign manufactures into Canada on more
favorable terms than those of Great
Britain. If so, it may h well to avow
frankly that the party is in favor of reva-
lution, and to abandon the humbug, for
it can be called by no other name, of pro.
posing ta " cause Victoria ta be the sym-
bol of our Commonwealth." There is no
use in mincing matters. The man who
would advocate the admission into a
British dependency of foreign manufac-
tures on terms more favorable than
British, may make whatPretensions he
pleases ta loyalty but lie is a revolutionist,
as Mr. Sydney Snith the younger avowed
himself ta be. Ve have on many occa-
sions pointed out what Canada ought ta
'nsist on from all foreign countries, which
s- ta be placed on the footing of the most
favored nation. That she can obtain by
the simple enactment of a law, placing
extra duties on the exports of every
country which does not extend ta Canada
the most favored nation clause. The
countries witl which hèr chief trade is
carried on, Great Britain and the United
States, give na just cause of complaint,
and she would soon bring France ta terms,
if her ministers were free from French
influence.

To sum up-it is wholly impracticable
for a dependency to establish independent
relations with foreign powers. If it were
practicable, the power would be valueless
unless on the assumption that we are
prepared ta combine with foreigners in
the establishment of a hostile tariff against
Great Britain, or, in other words, th at
Canadais ripe for'revolution. Our Con-
mercial policy is expressly based on the
assumptioi thatour manufactureis cannot
compete witb those of Great Britain, and
the United States, in Our on market;,
and it;isthereforeabsiurd ta uggest that
they could do so in the markets af the
world. If it ivere possible to establish
free trade in manufactures wiàW the
United Statew, hylich most assuredly it
not, the supporters af'the present tariff
vould object ta it most decidedly. Their
demand lias.been ta, h allowed ta supply
their owri home market aid nOtwith-
standing the high duties imposed, they
are still subjected ta an active competi-

1eý1
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tion. We notice that Mr. Edgar avoided
any condemnation of the National Policy,
and we should not be at ail surprised ta
learn that under its new management the
Globe has abandoned Free-trade and its
champion Mr. Mackenzie. No efl'art was
spared.by Mr. Edgar ta indue his audi-
ence ta believe that the Manchester and
Sheffieldl manufacturers have interests an-
tagonistic ta Canada. Can it be denied that
British policy is to obtain admission int.
the markets of the ivorld on equal terms
with othercountries, and at aslow dutiesas
possible? Of course British manufacturers
would like to obtain admission into Can-
ada at lower rates of duty, but while they
complain of our high tariff they have ta
submit ta it, and they have never asked for
any preference in ouri mar'kets. Our true
external commercial policy is the saine as
that of British imîanufacturers. Our interest
is ta obtain admission to foreign ma-kets
on equal ternis and at as low duties as,

possible. If the object of the Liberal
leaders be ta discrimninate against Great
3ritain then it will be more honest for

themr ta set up at once the standard of
revolution. 1

TlE ON'TAR O ELECTIONS.

As was anticipated, the Ontario Minis-
ters have loSt no tie in naukinîg their
appeal ta the people by a dissolution, and
befare the lapse of anotier month the
electors will have an opportunity of decid-
ing'on the virions issues which have been
presented ta thlem dmî'ing the session.
The battis will be fought on1 strict party
lines,if the Conservative leaders shall be
able ta control their follovers, and yet
there are sane strange anomalies. One
of the charges freely advancei agaiist the
Ontario Governnient duriig tle late
session was their treatment of thereceipts
%rom Crown lands and timber limits as
ordinary revenue. In one of the leitding
Conservative organs, te Montreal Gazette,
whicli supports that party in the Dominion
Pîarliament and in bie various Provincial
Legislatuires, we find the charge that the
Ontario treasury surplus " has been
"obtained by iniposing charges an the

uinunicipalities vhich in this Province
t are defrayed out o theProvinciaTreas-
l ury, and by the sale and exhaustion of

tiniber limits and other Crown lands."
Now it woud naturally be inferreed frotu
the above statement that the Ontario
Govei-nent alid adopted sone nen
policy in rega'd ta hesubjects mentionied.
Long prior ta the union of the Canadas,
and vhen Upper Canialà was under a
Conservative Goveîinment, the contingent
expenses of the administration of justice

wvere.defrayedi by local rates. R was only
after the establishment of municipal
institutions, subsequent to the union,
that local taxes for any purpose were
imposed on the people of Lower Canada,
and they have never contributed to the
same extent as Ontario. It vas but the
other day that the Conservative Govern-
ment of Quebec attempted very properly
ta relieve the Irovincial Treasury of some
of the charges for prisoners in gaols, and
to impose them on the niunicipality,
when the Opposition Liberal leader,
instead of assisting him, joined a majori ty
in conpelling him to modify lis scheme.
The Ontario Liberals are condemned by
Conservatives for continuing a system
whiclh lias lasted over half a century,
while the Quebec Liberals, in the face of
a depleted treasury, refuse ta consent to
a moderate increase of relief.

The tiniber and land case is muich
stronger and more important. The
receipts froni the leases of timuber liniits
have for the last half century been invari-
ably treated as revenue by Governmentsofr
ail stripes, and are so at the present timie
by the Quebea Government without any
remonstrance wlhatever from the Conser-
vative press. Both the cases that we
have adduced are instances of mistaken
party tactics. Tle last number of the
.Nineteenth Century contains two palers
by Mr. Raikes, M.P., and Mr. Blrodricl,
M.P., on "'The Functions of an Opposition,"
which are niot without interest even l'or
us. It is lield by îiot an inconsiderable
nuinber of the more zealous partizans of
the Ontario Opposition that I the business
of an opposition is to oppose," and the
tactics of Lord Randolph Clurchill in the
Imperial louse of Coimons have been
in marked coiitrast to those of the recog-
iiized leader, Sir Steard Northcote. Ofthe
former's tactics it is saidd "it would be an
" insult ta the merest tyro in politics to

credit hini with the belief that a systens
" of constant and nagging criticism vill

reestablish the confidence of con-
" stituencies in the Conservative leaders."

Among the objectionable proceedings
of the Opposition in the session lately
closed ias the introduction of an amend-
ment approving of the National Policy,
and censuring the Ontario Ministry for
opposing it. The Ontario Legislature has
no jurisdiction vhateverover the question
tlus introduced, andi the only coliceivable
object in noving the amendment was ta
create a prejudice aguiinst individuals on
the groiund oftheir liaving eilher abstained
froin votingor havimg opposed the amenid-
ment. Mr. Gibson of lamiltorlas been
speciilly assailed for dodging the vote."
We know iothing whatever of Mr. Gib-

son's views on the question of protection
but on the assumption that he approves
of the Natioial Policy, and that lie like-
wise approves of the poliey of the Ontario
Government, there cannot be a doubt tiat
lie did perfectly right in refusing to sup-
port an amendment Vhich ought iot ta
have been subinitted ta the Legislature.
The National Policy oughît ta be st'ictly
an open question in the Ontario Legisla.
ture. The ministers of Ontario have
surely the same righît as every other voter
ta express by their votes for imenbers of
the Dominion fouse of Conimons their
opinions on a question vhich mnust be
dlealt ivithi by that House. They may
with perfect consistency vote either way,
and if an attempt be made ta force a vote
on a question not within the jurisdiction
of the Legislature, the wisest course foi' a
protectionist ta follov is ta abstain from
voting. As we are on the subject of party
tactics we imlay take the opportunity of
referring ta a point whiclh escaped us
wien we last noticed the " Rivers and
"Streams Bill," and which was seized on
by Mr. Meredith, the Opposition leader,
and not, so l'aras we have observed, satis-
factotily met. The Bill not only declares
the lav regarding the use of improve-
meints on rivers and streams in future,
bnt it goes further, and declares wihat has
bern the cuîî, and this contrary ta the
judgment o the Supreme Court. We
presume that the new hanhich we have
not scen, is similar ta the old one. cMr.
Meredith offered an amendmîîent which
seems ta us unobjectionable, but ive fail ta
discover the abject of the declaration, and
the Liberal press . as not stated the
grounids on which it is defended. ,We
think that the law v was open to ainend-
ient, and that it is unreasonable t coin-
pel the Province ta expropriate in every
case in which ariparian proprietor chooses
ta make improvements, but vs can
find nio justification fo the declarationl in
te act that the law hadlvays beenwhat
the highest Cou't lias unanimously held
that it was not. It seenis ta be the
opinion of those vho are most zealous in
checking intemperatice, and who aie
therefore ite best judges, titat it wvauld be
a grave mistake ta place the issuing of
Lavern licenses inter the contri of the
municipalities It is simply amusing ta
read the articles o the Conseivative
press and the speeches of- Opposition
rmem ubers on the distributiòn of patroiage.

INSOLVENCY LEGISLÀTION.

The Star lias 'endedee good service ta
the me eantile commuti ty by caliecting
he.opiiioins of fwenty-five bankeus arud
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leading merchants on the subject of insol-
vency legislation. As might have been
anticipated, there is a great diversity of
opinion as te detailsbut singular unanimity
as to the necessity of legislation of some
kind. The chief point of difference between
the parties interviewed was as te the ex-
pediency of providing for the debtor's dis.
charge, and as te permitting compositions;
those favorable te discharges being
granted were inclined te make them con-,
ditional on the payment of fifty cents on
the dollar, and on the approval of two-
thirds in number and amount of the credit-
ors. Among the bankers the President,
General Manager, and Local Manager of
the Bank of Mon treal were favorable te dis-
charges, provided the estate of the insol-
vent realized fifty cents, and he obtained
the consent of two-thirdis of the creditors.
Mr. IIague of the Merchants would prefer
to have no insolvency law than one pro-
viding for discharge. Mr. Ingramn of
the Federal and Mr. Chipman of the
Ontario concurred substantially with Mr.
IHague. Mr. William Weir expressed
himself opposed te an Insolvenst Act, but

'it is not very clear what his neaning is,
as he said the merchants would desire
legislation te provide for the more equi-
table distribution of insolvent estates.
He likewise suggested that after every
financial panic an Insolvent Act might be
passed to be in force for a short time.
Mr. Desjardins of the Jacques Cartier
thought some machinery necessary, but
objected to the old Act, which. seemssî to
have been generally condemned.

As a rule, the merchants who were
interviewed were favorable te Provision
being made for discharges, either by the
Act, or with the consent of the creditors.
I is not very clear whether Mr. HIague,
and those who share his opinions, would
object te discharges with the sanction of
the creditors. Mr. Thomas Workman
expressed in clear terms an opinion which
is certainly not generally entertained, viz,,
that ''discharge should be in the hands
of each individual cr-editor." The objec-
tion that is taken te such a provision is
that it enables creditors to levy black
mail. In regard to compositions, there are
opinions unfavorable te any provision for
them, but it is at least doubttul whether
those who hold them go se far as te
desire to prevent the possibility of the
bulk of the creditors of an insolvent agree-
ing te a composition and discharge. Mr.
Mullarky gave important evidence, which
we notice, altihougi we must own that we
doubt whether his judgment is so correct
in bis own case as rmight bu desiîred. He
stated :his firm's liabilities at $240,000
which he was able te nakze good, with the

exception of 54,o0, and for the payment
of whichi he only asked Lime, vhich was

refused and the estate put into the hands

of assignees, the creditorsonly receiving a
few cents on tie dollar. The varions
opinions given are well deserving Of con-
sideration. We presume that there will
be some attempt at legislation during
next session, and it seenis that the weight
e public opinion is favorable te the prin-
ciple of leaving to the bnlk in number
and amount of the creditors the mode of
winding up the estate, wletiher by coin-
position or by realization of the assets
under their supervision, with the power
of granting or refusing a discharge. If a
debtor were entitled to claim a discharge
then it might be proper te enforce a cer-
tain percentage, but it might sa[ely bu
left te three-fourths in number and
amount te grant or refuse a discharge. A
cast-iron rule seems uninecessary.

TOBACCO AND SUGAR.

There bas been a cdemi-officia announce-
ment on authority that it is the intention
of the Government te propose a reduction
of the duty on tobacco. This is the
second occasion on which a premature
declaration of the intentions of the Gov-
ernment las been made to the public.
We are reminded of a passage in a letter
from Lord Palmerston to a member of
Government wio had announced mua-
sures in prospective: "I must say that the
" established practice for members o[ a
4 Governsment is to speak of wlat the
"Government, of which they are men-
" bers, has doue, but not te tell the world
"of what that Government means to do."
Lord Palmerston referred to ordinary
imeasures, but the objection ias mucl
stronger application to reductions or
increases of taxation, which it has been
the invariable rule until recently to keep
secret until announced in the Budget
Speech of the Finance Minister, so that
all speculation isprevented, and allclasses
placed on the sanie footing. As to the
merits of the proposed change, we shah
be better able te judge wlien it has been
formally announced, With the reasons on
wlhich it is based. Tobacco ias ah vays
been considered one of the most fitting
subjects of taxation, and the revenue
obtained from it is at least certain.

With regard te lugar it is rumored that
a liberal bot.sty will be granted ons expor-
taLion We hald duribgmany years bitter
experience of the United States bounty
system, under which our own refineries
were closeda. There was a time when'the
bounty system prevailed in Great Britain,
and it wvas found to have been attended
with the grossest frauds, as It has been

~11

in more recent times in the United States.
Judging from the recent report of the

Montreal- Sugar Refining Company the
business has been already overdone in
Canada, and it wilI not surprise us much
to find that refineries are supported in
Halifax at the cost of the treasury, to
supply sugar to markets where, under
fair competition, it would have s7o chance
whatever of sale. The measures of the
Government in regard both te tobacco
and sugar should be vigilantly watched.

WATERLOO IIUTUAL FIRE.

Perhaps the most prominent feature of the
annual report of the Waterloo Mrutual Iire ln-
surance Ca., publislhed elsewbere, is the com..
prehensiveness of its tabuilar statement. Thera
is no lumping of half a dozen items in oee to
arouse suspicion and compel members to write
letters to the newspapers; all is plain and
above board, and lie who rues may read. The
Waterloo Ilutual belongs to the class of Mixed
Mutual and Cash systems companies, whose
distinctive pdbuliarity is to collect and main-
tain suilicient cash te provide for future con-
tingencies, and it will be seen that the con-
pany has also deposited.over 510,000 with the
Ontario Government. A comparison of- the
assets and liabilities in the present statement
,bows that, after paying all unadjusted losses
and providing for re-ineurance of all risks, cash
and mutuai plans, the assets of the company,
exclusive of amount of unpaid premium notes,
show a surplus of about $8,000; butif we
include the amounts due on premium notes the
assets show a balance of .S529,546. Althougli
they obtained a Provincial charter last year
authorizing theim ta raise a stock capital of
from $100,000. to $500,000, the tock books have
not yet been opened, pouding preparations for
extending the business. The reputation for
honest and prompt settlemeht of losses on the
piart of the company will not be their least
recomamendation whenî they shall be prepared
te branch out beyond their present field of
operations in Western Ontario.

THE ROYAL CANADIAN INSURANCE 00.
AltIhough the Royal Uanadian bas substitu-

ted rigid economy and liard-pan business for
the glamour and eelat of former years, there
still appears to be no lack of sone disiturbing
elment te enliven the canai meetings. There
is perhaps more of eloquence disjIayed at scme
of these gatherings than is generally to be
beard in our local legisiative ls, and with
scarcely less of economical knowledge and self
regard. As a iraieing schol, therefore, they
msy have some additional value.

Duig the recovery from the generally
severe experience of 1877, when shareholders
had beces alarmed at the repeated caIls upon
stock, nany were glid ta dispose of tleir shares,
even if they were obliged te pay the calis then
made. A rising young lawyer of this city was
a ready accpter of sul oleîrings, and gatheed
them in, till be now holds, witi bis original
88 shares (siuce reduced by two-thirds), not les
tha 3700 or ahant one-fifth of the present total
stock of the concrn,
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IL will be renieinbered ltait the stock origin-
ally consisted of 60,000 siares of $100 each, or
six million dollars, of which 10 per cent, or
$600,000, was paid up. In July, 1877, after hic
disastrous conflagrations of tat year, the
capital was reduced to two million dollars. By
thtis lte origlinal ten per cent paid up became
30 per cent of the reduced capital. Two ad-
ditional 5 per cent calls on the original capttil
iicreaged the paid-up proportion to 60 per
c2nt on the reduced capital, but of this 60 per
cent, tlhre.fottrtlstor 45 per cent, were wiped ont,
leaving 15 per cent, or $300,000, as the paid-up
capital of the company. By this operatioin the
further liability of the. shareholders was
reduced to $800,000, ôr 40 per cent of the

$2,000,000 capital.
While there is little probability tiit further

calls shall ever be made to pay losses, lthe owier
of so large ait amount of stock would probably
not be tu iwiliiîng to redjuce lis hóldingat a n ad-

arance on the mariket price. The vealthy directors
of the company on a former occasion purchased
the stock of a hietavy shaceholder whose losses
durinîg the yeanrs of depression rendered hini un-
able to bear further calls, thius assuming anong
thenselves any fulrter liability, and prevenhting
the possibility of the stock falling ilnto the
hands of personis tiiable to pay calls, an action
for whicli tley deserve the gratitude of the
wliole body of sharcholders. This, however,
ti nierely consistent with titeir course through-
0itL the history of the compîtaiy: it will be
reieinbercd that t the lutte wlien the New
Yorl nsiiirance Departient was about to res-
train ils operationts, owing to iipaired capital
in 1877, and petiding the realization of calls,
certain of the directors imaginaitimouisly pledged
tleimselves individlially to the payment of the
$60,000 reqiired, and saved the company. front
the t tceatened disaster.

The President, in moving the adoption of the

report, briefly referred te the history of the
company since ils formation ten years age,
whIiich lie remarlked miglt be appropriately
divided into two sections, the first and the last
five years. During the first pîeriod, the coin-
pany liad :tidergune much diflicîilty .witlh its
business in the United States, but after passimg
throigh many dark days, it lad showin great
signe of progress. lie liad at no previous time
felt more satisfied thiian at present with the
position of the compîîany, and lie was confident
that during next year the business would be
most successful.

Mir. Gilman asked 'thrat the minutes of the
last annual meeting should bu refid, iwhich was
accordingly dons.

Mr. Gilman asked an explanalion of the item
in the report of $35,000 for mortgages

The President explaimeil that they hai been
taken from different parties as payment for calls
on stock.

Mr. Gilman asked if the parties hald been
allowed to transfer Ileir stock?

The President explaiiied that one of the
parties bad transferred lis stock to the :coin-
pany, and that It bad been divided among cer-
tain responsible gentlemen who were able t
pay their calls.

After seume further discussion,
Mr. Daniel McCarthy, of Sorel, askedi if there

was any truth in the rumour that the business
of the company was te le wound up ?

The President said that :e lied heard the
story from Mr. Taylor, of London, Ont, but lie
'as satisfied, after consulting neîîy of the

shareholders, that it was not, by any tieans,
the general wish. .

Mr. B. J. Goghlin said lie hoped that this
rumor was nottrue. Be, as one'of the original
promoters of the company, thouglt there was a
great future in store for it; that it lied passed
througti its darkest days, and that its future
woultic be one of great prosperity.

Mr. Jonathan 1Iodgson said that none of the
directors hied even thought of winding up tlie
afFairs of the company, and lie could] not see
wby such a rumor hlad beAn circulated. He be-
lieved with the President that the coipany vas
in as good a position to-day as ever before.

Mr. Wm. Oleidieneng considered that it was
a power of strength for the stock to be divided
among responsible and wealthy men, and if
the question was submitted to hln as a heavy
insurer te vould rather place reliance in the
nine men that constituted the Board thar in
une single man. He was confident that the
intention of the Board in taking over the stock
and distributing it was simply te strengthen
the position of the company before the public.

àlr. Gilman asked-whalt the fees of Ithe Board
amounted te.

The President replied that the expense of the
whole Board, including the Presidents allow-
ance, have not exceeded $3,000 a year during
tie last few' years. (Applause.) They were
endeavoring te condiiet the business on tte
most economical principles.

Mr. Qilman here gave.notice of the followming
motion-" That Article 10 of the By-laws sball
be changed by striking out the words, 'Board
of Directors,' in the tenth ine of said article,
and substituting in their place the words,
'Shaireholders represented at present at sucli
meetings,' and in the last paragraph of said
article to strike out al the words after fol-
lows n the flirst line of the lest paragraphi,
shil be siuck out, and the follo»ving words

suibstituted, All the directors:shall retire, but
shall be eligible for re-election,'Il

Tie President, in Aply to previons remarks,
said that the Company lied been rather modest
in brgiiig their business before the country,
but he believed tUit as an Insurance Coipany
it stood i no mean postion. There were only
ttrec otlier Canadien stock comîpanics, as lie
learned froni the Bluîe Book, whicli had a sur-
plus. The one with the largest amount of assets
hai only $171 to each SI off its liability; the
next had only $1.50, iwhile the Royal Canadiani
with its smaller assets had $3.02 for eci $1.
(Hear, hear.) The company vas thus finan-
cially stroug to its policyliolders, and tie thouglil
there was a prosperous future in store for il.

Hou. Mr. Thibaudeaîu and Mr. Hodgson fol-
lowed in the same strain.

Mr. Clendinneng said the counîtry could not
affIord te let such a company go dovn. He re-
membered the first days of the company, and lie
was of opinion diat the niembers had reaped
muci benefit from the reduced cost ofinsurance
brouglt about by 'the formation of this coin
pany. He wislied the company to go on because
te believed that in no other city was there such
equitable terms tthe insured tlan Montreal,
and. this was largely due in bis opinion te this
company. Ho vas confident that the company
hai seen its w'orst days, and that prosperity
was in store for it in the future.

Mr. Chas. Alexander asked if hie Board were
unanimous in continuing the business.

The Presidenît replied that they were,
Oii motion of tie Presideîit, seconded by Mr.

M'r. Ostell expressed the opinion ftiat the
notice of motion givensby Mr. Gilman would bc
a very bad move, as it would take the nomiina
tion from the h'ands off té Directors, wvhom lie
thought wers best qialifiril to judge of the
gentlemen wlo should ct in tiat capacity.
