HUNTING. -
(47 Vicloria, ck.25. 560 Vicloria, ch. 16.)

1. Caribou and deer, from 1st January to 1st

October,

2. Moose (male and female), at any timo|

until the 1st October, 1890,

N. B.—The .hunting of moose, caribon or
deer with dogs or by means of snares, traps,
ete,, is prohibited.

No person (whitemen or Indinus) has a.

right, during onc season's bunting, to kill or
take alive—unless he has previously obtained
a permit from the Commissioner of Crown
Lands for that purpose—more than 3 caribou
and 4 deer.

After the first ten days of the close season,
all rnilways and steamboat companies and
pubiic carriers are forbidden to carry the
whole or any part (except the skin) of any
moose, caribou or deer, without being aunthor-
ized thereto by the Commissioncr of Crown
Lands.

3. Beaver, mink, otter, marten, pckan, from
18t April to 1st November.

4, Hare, from 1st February to 15t Novem-
ber.

5. Muskrat (only in the counties of Maskin-
onge, Yamaska, Richelicu and Berthier), from
1st May to 1st April following.

6. Woodcock, snipe, partridge of aany kind
from 1st Februury to 1st September.

7. Black duck, teal, wild duck of any kind
(except shelldrake and gull), from 16th April
to 18t Scptember. -

And at any time of the year, between one
hour after sunset and one hour before sunrise,
and alse to kecp exposed, during such pro-
hibited hours, lures or décoys, ete.

N. B—Nevertheless in that part of the Pro-
vince to the East and North of the counties of
Bellechasse and Montmorency, the inhabitants
may, at all seasons of the ycar, but only for
the purpose of procuring food, ete,, shoot any
of the birds mentioned in No. 7.

8. Birds known as perchers, such as swal-
lows, king-birds, warblers, flycatchers, wood-
peckers, whippoorwills, finches (song-sparrows,

firm; at even a favorable valuation the
agsets show o small deficit which would un-
doubtedly make a far worse showing if a for-
cible realization were resortud to.

‘I'us recent course of events shows that Mr.
Henry. Taylor, ex-president of the Bank of
London and of the Ontario Investment Asso-
ciation, has been unable to keep out of jail
after all and that he has been committed
on n cuping, the renson generally nccepted
being that the sum of $15,000 entrust-
ed to him for investment in certain stocks
was never 80 invested. It appears that

he was induced to return to Iondon
from Alexandrin Bay by the threat of im-
prisonment in New York State, but in return-
ing to avoid a sojourn in the Yankee bastile
he put himsolf in the power of a creditor who
uppenrs determined to gift the affairs of the
institutions wrecked by Taylor snd his col-
leagues to the very Loitom and for that
purpose has taken measures to prevent the
ex-president from making a second hegira
bufore the legnl screw could be putupon him,
by consigning him to the custody of the
sheriff. In arecent letter to the Free Press -
Mr. Meredith says: « Knowing that Mr. Taylor
intended, and was preparing, to leave the
country again to cscape the consequences of
his wrongs towards the Scotch gentleman
who trusted in him, and that he was making

‘his plans for an eseape, I ab once determined

not to permit it, Mr, Taylor meant to elude
the shareholders and the debenture holders ; I
menn that he shall be brought face to fuce
with them.”

THE NEW FISHERY COMMISSION.

It seems somewhat ridiculons that, ow-
ing to the working of the venerable Eng-
lish superstition that diplomatic reserve
requires the concealment of the precise
scope of the powers entrusted to the re-
cently formed Y¥ishery Commission from
the inhabitants of the colony most inter-

. w. H. N&L;\N. T
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ested in its workings, that the press of the
Dominion should be compelled to resort to
what inferences they can draw from offi-
cial letters for their knowledge of the
questions with which it is intended to
deal. If, as seems to be the general im-
pression of those supposed to be well in-
formed, the powers of the commission of
which Mr, Joseph Chamberlain, M.P., is
the head, be limited to the marking out of
the thrée-mile limit, to settling the head-
land and bait question, and defining the
respective rights of Canada and the
United States under the treafy of 1818, it
is safe to say that its appointment can
hardly be considered of advantage to Can-
adian interests, and its deliberations will
simply result in additional concessions to
our American rivals,

The firm stand and bold interpretation
of that treaty Ly the Canadian Govern-
ment at first astonished and then extorted
the grudging respect of those who had
previously treated Canadian remonstrances
with contempt. That this inferpretation
was correct and just, even if it erred on
the side of strictness, 15 abundantly proved
by the fact that th United States author-
ities tacitly submitted to it after the pre-
liminary bluster and warlike balderdash
necessary to appease the anger of the
rabid anti-English faction bad been
allowed to quietly die away. If this bold
hut successful policy is to be submitted to
the" judgment of a mixed commission, can
it be expected that it will be maintained
in its integrity, or is it not certain to suffer
a certain amount of emasculation at their
hands, which will redound solely to the
advantage of the Gloucester fishermen
without any compensating return to the
already overweighted Canadian?

When the commission was firat mooted
it was hoped and expected that it would
be empowered to deal with all questions
relating to the present fishery dispute;
that it would deal withi matters in the
Bebring sea as well as with the present
exclusion of American fishermen on the
Nova Scotian coast; and that in all proba-
bility its labors would result in the form of
a treaty that would deal with all the con~
flicting intereste in an equitable manner,
and form g basis of settlement that would
abrogate any necessity for the present
friction between the two governments.
Such- a - commission would have been
gladly welcomed, but instead of this we
are to have a commission to inquire into
what are Canadian rights under the treaty
of 1818, a question which was practically
settled by the Dommlon Government two
years ago, and which can only be re-

opened to the disadvantage of Canadian’

It is argued that a statesman of s rank
will not be content to deal with secondary
issues when a great principle is ab stake,
and that therefore the whole question will
be thoroughly discussed and adjudicated
on. But it must be remembered that no
matter how willing or anxious Mr. Cham-
berlain may be to arrange a final compre-
hensgive basis of settlement which will
embrace every issue now pending, he can-
not excéed his delegated powers. If, as
we have pointed out, the scope of the com-
mission be limited to the question of the
interpretation of the clauses of the treaty
of 1818, and to the definition of the respec-
tive rights of the two countries under that
convention, those will be the only points
that can be discussed officially, and there-
fore the presumption is, that so far as the
Canadian contentions are concerned, it
would be preferable if the commission had
never been appointed. Mr. Chamberlain
is a hard-headed, conscientious and suc-
cessful man of business, and as such will
realize the strict justice of the Canadian
claims; but the best that we can hope is
only that the commisgioners will confirm
our present position and leave us no worse
off than we are now, while on the other
hand the American fishermen have every-
thing to gain and nothing to lose from
their decision, be it what it will,

We have repeatedly pointed out that it
is labor thrown away to enter into nego-
tiations with a commission having no au-
thority to finally settle the question, for the
American Senate is certain to veto any
arrangement looking to an equitable ad-
justment of the difficulty. The ignorance
which prevails among the great masses
of the American people, and even among
persons who should know better, concern-
ing the Canadian tariff,is at the root of
muech of the existing prejudice against
ourselves and Great Britain. It is gener-
ally believed that all British goods are ad-
mitted by us free of duty, and that our
tariff discriminates against the TUnited
States, indeed that it was specially framed
for that purpose. We have conversed with
wholesale and retail merchants, professors
of political economy in colleges, lawyers,
editors and others in the Eastern States,
and they, without exception, wers sur-
prised to learn that we have the one tariff
for all countries alike, including Great
Britain and the United States. This gen-
eral belief is largely due to the fact that
Canadian newspapers are seldom read in
the United States, and the *bunkum?”
speeches of such men as Mr. Blaine in his
campaignof a year ago, tend to confirm it,
We cannot believe that Mr. Blaine believed
what he told the people at North Berwick

-in Maine, when he said that the govern-

ment of Canada taxed American axes,
saws, files, ete., and admitted these articles

free from Great Britain. But the majority
of the people of ~Maine, Massachusetts,
New Hampshire, &c, believe it, and the
consequent feeling is strongly opposed to
any amicable settlement of the hshery
trouble,

THE COST OF RAISING WHEAT,

Now that the crop year is rapidly near-
ing its close, and the sales of the farmers
are expocted to set the wheels of commerce
in motion with increased momentum, few
problems of grealer importance can be
discussed than the cost of cultivation ne-
cessary for the production of wheat, The
subject has been brought fo The front by
the Hamilton Spectalor, which Ins efidea-
vored to lay aside politics and discuss it
ag “qa purely economical question” We
fancy that no matter is of such deep, prac-
tical interest to Ontario farmers at the
preeent time, considering the poor result
of the harvest in the garden province and
the heavy crops and successful competi-
tion of Manitoba and the Northwest,

The full wheat crop in Ontario has aver-
aged only sixleen bushels to the acre this
year as againat twenty-one bushels for the
years 1882-6. Of course the heat and
drought are greatly responsible and this
low average may not be repeated next
year, but the immediate present is nota
bright one. The farmer cannot count
upon getting more than eighty cents a
bushel at current market prices, and the
return for working an acre is therefore
only $12.80. This is certainly a very poor
result indeed, and many farmers strongly
maintain that there is no profit—rather
an actual logs—in wheat farming at these
figures. Last year at this date Canada
wheat was quoted at 83c@85¢, while the
range to-day is 8lc@88c. This is a dif-
ference of 2¢ per bushel, snd in addition
there was an average yield last year of
If we caleu-
late that the farmer received 82¢ for his
wheat with a yield of twenty-one bushels
to the acre, each acre yielded $17.22, ns
against only $1280 this year. A practical
farmer tells the editor of our contemporary
that he can raise wheat at a cost of $16 an
acre, including inierest, manure and all
other items of expense. Others say that.
they cannot produce wheat at lesg than
93¢ a bushel. - An Ontario farmer and
tanner, who was in Montreal (bis. week,
veory strongly aflirmed to the writer that
the average cost of raising wheat in his
section was-$1 -a -bushel.
producmg wheat naturally varies accord-
iug to Jocality, and it strikes us thatifa -
general average for the whole province
could be prepared it would full consider- -
ably helow any of these estimates, owing,
in part, to the general use of lubor—sa.vmg
appliances. If not, there is certainly little
profit in wheat raising in Ontario, and the’

The cost ~of -~
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afety of the farmer lies in mixed farming
and in persistent efforts to reduce the
price of raising wheat, if he desires to hold
ground against foreign competitors.

Business principles in these days must
oblain iu furming 48 in other pursnits.
The merchant hag to calenlzle the cost of
his goods or he woull soon find himself a
debtor, and the successfal furmer is he
who knows the cost of every arlicle he
wishes to sell and who produces it at the
cheapest possible price.  There isnodoubt
that great advances have been made, and
the western farming community is ag in-
telligent as any in the world.  We scarcely
funcy that there are many whe are unable
to toll with any degree of aceuracy what
the real cost to them of & bushel of wheat
is 3 but the question is one that requires
a solntion at the hands of every furmer.
In the old days wheat was always caleu-
lated to be worth at least a dollar a bushel,
but for several years it has sold from five
to twenty-five cents helow thal price, and
the competition of foreign countries is
rather increasing than otherwise. If the
slatements of farmers, given above, are lo
be relied upon, the cost of production in
Canada hay not lessened in anything like
the proportion in which the price of wheal
hag been reduced in the world’s markels.
The lowest estimate admitted is $16 per
acre, which in an ordinary crop year
would make the cost of ruising a bushel
of wheat amount to o trifle over 76¢e, We
have two othor estimales, one of 93¢ and
oneol $1 per bushel, The latter fignres pnt
the producer outof the export trade altoge-
ther, but the wheal may have its value for
home consumption,

Tho cost of wheat raising in Manitoba
and the Northwest does not appear, but
il ig admittedly mueh loss than in any
other part of Canada. It doubtloss ap-
proximates to Dakota, and a relinble cor-
respondont of 1 New York papor asserls
that o wan in that state, who hasa farm
of 4,000 acres, ean cultivate wheat at a
cost of €5.20 an acre.  The stale of things
represontled is impossible in the older
farming districts.  For oxample, the far-
mer ig expected to ploaw twenty acres of
land in four days, with a gang-plow, al a
cost of $8, or $2 a day. In Ontario wheat
land requires several plowings. I'he Da-
kotn mun allows nothing for interest,
maunure, seeding, harrowing or marketing;
but while the only charges against putting
in and harvesting the crop on twenty acres
are $18 for sead, $8 for plowing, $475 for
harvesting and shocking and 5 for twine,
no less than 370 are charged for threshing
und teaming incidental to threshing, The
advantages possessed by Manitoba and
tho Northwest are so apparent that the
stronm of omigraiion from Ontario will
doubtless be nugmented. Not only is the
cost of cultivation much less than in the

older province, but the yield is greater and
the market price of the wheat is higher.
This year the yield in many. parts is
thirty bushels to the acre, and there will
be a full average in the Northwest, as a
whole, of at least twenty-five bushels, As
to pricas, Manitoha hard No. 1 is worth
87¢ and No. 2 85¢ in this market; but the
additional freight charges must necessarily
be taken into account.

THE TEA TRADE.

A lull amounting almost to stagnation
has for some time Leing about the sole
characteristic of the tea trade. Canada is
essentially o tea-drinking country, while
in the United States coffee is more in
favor. Montreal importers estimate that
Canadians usc on an average soven pounds
of teu to one of coflee, while the proportion
is supposed to be exactly the reverse in
the neighboring republic. Iowever, this
may be, the importers and dealers of tea
and collee seom to be inclined to make the
consumer pay more for these Leverages.

In New York, holders have for some
time Leen resisting the low line of bids at
which buyers seek to obtain supplies of
ten and the expected necessily for realizing
in order to meet obligations on new im-
portations, has not arisen. A feeling of re-
lief has come over the trade over the dis-
solution of a large importing house, which
inangurated the system of “reserved”
gules at anction. This gave them the
right to suspend the selling of goods under
their management should the prives not
prove satisfuctory, or fall beyond the
figure they determined upon as the market
price, perhaps after hours had been spent
by intending purchasers in examining
hundreds of packages of tea, Ihe recent
tendency of the matket, brought to light
by the afltuirs of the defunct firm istoa
spreading out of the trade rather than its
centralization in a few large establish-
ments. The trade in general, says the
Bulletin, is of opinion that the duy for large
tea houses has gone by, owing to market
conditions, which confine profits to trans-
wtctions of o size that can be handled
quickly. Oporations on o large scale in-
volve the carrying of immense quantities
which deteriorate rapidly with age, and
demund for profitable handling a rise of
value unknown to the present market.
Owing to the modern tueilities for commu-
nication and transportution between the
ton countries and America, the jobbers, in-
stead of buying from Iarge importing
houses, purchase direct from the foreign
growers. In Montreal stocks in first hands
are being held more firmly, though this
market is generally one of the last to re-
spond to any improvement in tea. In
Jupan teas have advanced $3 per picul
from the lowest point.  The settlements at

Yokokama to date were 273000 piculs,
against 283,000 last year. The total settle-
ments at Shanghai of country and Ping-
suey were 70,000 half-chests, againat 85,
000 in 1886 and 150,000 in 1885, The ex-
ports of green teas were as follows:

The exporis at the opening of the season
were heavy, the tea being moved ont
promptly, owing to the competition of the
rival transportation routes. ‘T'his seems to
have given the impression of heavy erops,
and the idea has prevailed generally
among bnyers that present low prices
would be maintained for an indefinite
period. The position of late has hbeen
strengthened by reports from the produc-
ing countries. and the feeling among tho
trade is one of greatly increased confidence.
In a future issue the present position of
coffee will be reviewed.

The expenses of the
company algo show a remarkable reduction,
being now within 15 per cent of the in-
come,

The report will be found at length in
another portion of these columns and is
o concise and perspicacious in its details
as to be readily understood by everyone
interested in the affairs of this flourishing
institution and, after it had been read to
the shareholders, it was with legitimate
pride that the president drew attention
to the fact that the Canada Life has in
force a larger amount of insurance in this
country than all the American companies
put together, and as much at all events as
all the other Canadian, It may not be
amiss here to say that the business of the
company in this Province has reached a
high degree of efficiency under the man-
agement of Mr. Marling during the five
years of his incumbency.

BRITISH WHEAT REQUIREMENTS.

There is probably mno feature of the
wheat export trade that has been more
carofully studied by commercial statisti-
cians than the prospective requirements of
Great Britain, and consequently the esti-
maled consumption of 5§ bushels per head
of population, which has been arrived at
as the result of their investigations, has
been generally accepted as correct, and
has formed the universal hasis for experis
in forming their calenlations of her prob-
able needs. But recent figures appear to
point out that this estimate of British con-
consumption is no longer accurate, that in
spite of the increass in population [about
1,000 per dayl, very litile growth in re-
quirements can be chronicled, and conse-
quently that the ordinarily received con-
sumption of 54 bushels per head credited
to the British Islands no longer exists, and
that their average is slowly sinking to the
level of this continent, where 4} bushels is
considered the ontside estimate.

What the causes of this important, if
gradual, decline in consumption may be it
is diflicult to judge, but in all probability
it is due to the increased consumption of
meat, the substitution of other cereal foods
for wheat and flonr, and to the growing
popularity of corn and its products. At the
present moment it is known that the con-
sumption in Great Britain for the present
year has fallen off to the cextent sixteen
millions of bushels below the average, or a
little under half a bushel per head of popu-
lation, and there is no indieation of any in-
creage in the demand in the immediate
future. The official returns show that the
net supply of imported and home-grown
wheat for the 50 weeks ending August the
18th, has fallen from 118,828,000 hundred-

weights in 1885, and 101 938,940 in 1886, to
95,876,290 in the present year, and the
condition of the market shows that this
is amply sufficient to meet the consump-
tive demand.

Wehave consequently to face the fact that
the old estimate of 53 bushels per capita is
no longer to be relied upon in calculating
the amount of ‘wheat necessary to fill the
requirements of Great Britain, and that
therefore in future we must select a bLasis
for estimate more nearly approaching that
of the American continent. Whether the
decrease in wheat consumption per head
he due to inerensed prosperity among the
British working classes appears to -be
doubtful; probably the greater cheapness
of meat, evidenced in the depressed con-
dition of the export caltle trade, is an im-
portant factor in decreasing the dewand
for wheat produects, and we must also
count upon the gradual advance of corn
and its products as well as the other
cereals in popular favor. Vegetables too
are cheaper and more abundant than here-
tofore, and the increased supplies derived
from the continent have placed them more
and more within the reach of the poorer
classes, and thus have reduced the de-
mand for bread.” This of course is mere
speculation, but the fact remains, and
there is no gainsaying it, that the-British
consumption of wheat is approaching more
nearly year by year the American level
of 4} bushels per head, and that this must
form our hasis of calculation in the future
if we wish to atlain accurate results. A
decrease of 11,000,000 bushels in supply
since last year and of 43,000,000 in two
vears [not including however any allow-
ance for reduction of stocks], without pro-
ducing any corresponding increase in
prices or even maintaining them at last
year's level, is amply suflicient testimony
that the supply is considered fully ade-
gnate to the demand, and when in addi-
tion to this we realize the fact that the
acreage of wheat in Great Britain has in-
creased by one per cent., and that the
yield per acre will be from 32 to 34 bushels
this year against 27 bhushels last year and
31 bushels the year before, we cannot con-
sider the outlook for an increased demand
for American wheat as in any way prom-
ising. The wheat acreage in Indian is
steadily increasing, and the present posi-
tion of the silver currency is an enormous
advantage in her favor, Egypt f{oo and
Australia are becoming more important
factors in the market, and the harvest over
the entire continent of Europe has heen
over the average.

Of course these facts are unpalatable
ones for the great wheat growing interesis
of this country, as they seem to militate
against any permanent inerease in prices,
1t is evident that owing to the excell
ence of the crop in all the other wheat-imn-

porting couniries, Great Britain will be the
only large importer of wheat in the mar-
ket, and her demands will be largely re-
duced. But it is no use shutting: one's
oyes to the real state of the case, no matter
how unwelcome it may be, and therefore
we 1must prepare to face the fact that the
requirements of our principal customer
have heen largely reduced by natural
causes, and that consequently a continu-
ance of the present low value of whent ap-
pears to be unpleasantly probable.

FALL MILLINERY,

The fall millinery openings’are all over
and, judging from the Ilarge attendance
of milliners from all parts of the country
and the volume of orders received, our
city houses, at all events, will have no
reason to complain ot the coming season’s
business. Naturally the fall millinery
openings are not so important as those of
thie spring, since so far ad ribbons are con-
cerned, fall styles usually follow closely
those of the preceding season and any
novelties are carefully reserved for the
ensuing spring, but still they afford valu-
able indications as to the general set of
the tide of faghion and are always replete
with novel departures, for the full and
winter trade.

A careful inspeection of the hais shown
poinis out that the reaction from high
crowns has already set in, a fact particu-
larly noticeable in Parisian styles; and
also that the astrakhan {irimming, so
popular last year, is entirely a thing of the
past, Crowns are lower all round; in
some cages very much lower; and though
the trimming is still high it is not so
towering as last season and is not so
universally in front as heretofore. In high
shapes probably the Huntley, Selby and
Princess styles may be tnken as examples.
These have high crowns and wide brims,
faced with plush, flared up on one side in
imitation of the cocked hat worn by
General Boulanger, the present popular
idol of Paris, They vary very little from
last years styles except in slightly lower
crowns and in the plush facings, T'hese
shapes are also shown in fine cloth
covered buckram, also faced with velvet or
shot plush, but at a cost of nearly three
times as much as the felt. One line offered
in moire felt, giving the same effect as
watered silk, and faced with moire plush
is an ingenious novelty that is sure to
have a large run. -

Turbang will run again well and have
very much’lower crowns than last year.
All shapes shown have the crown sloping
very decidedly to the back, in some cases
decending 1o the back roll. The Talbot,
Clifton and Belvidere may-be considered
as typical new turbans ; they have brims
split in front, faced with velvet and hound.
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with silk braid, and are offered in felt,
cloth covered huckram, and in silk beaver
similar to that used for gentlemen's silk
‘bats. The velvet or plush brim may be
in gelf or contrasting color and in the
more expensive lines is of watered or shot
plush, both of which will be extremely
faghionuble.

In other shapes, ladies’ feli *sailora”
seem to have taken well and are offered
both trimmed and untrimmed. These
hats have already been introduced in
white felt for lawn tennis and yachting
purposes, but this is their first appear-
anco in ordinary shades for everyday use.
The Coronel may he considered as a
representitive of this class, whose popular-
ity is due to the present prominence of
yachiing on this continent in view of the
contesl for the America cup, A high
steeple crowned hat having a plush crown
and a wide flat adjustable felt brim that
can he lsoped np either in front or at the
sido is gelling well under the title of the
Imperial, and a similar shape, only in all
fell, and bright cardinal in color, has had
such a tremendous run for young misses
wear, that many houses are completely
cleared out of stock. The ldlewild and
Bashiful are good selling varielies of this
clags. The old Lut always populur Gains-
horough is still selling fuirly and seewms to
continue to aitract customers, perhaps
more go thun the latest French shapes
with their low flat crowns with a small
roll brim at the back and a flaring shovel
brim in frout faced with moire velvet or
shot plush. These latter are very pretiy
but do not become every siyle of face, and
besides are too sudden a revulgion from
existing styles to tuke at once with the
public.

For the early full senson, lines of Capote
and Coronei-Capote lhonneis and of the
leading shapes in turbang are shown
with black velvet crowns and fancy straw
brimg.  These should run well for the
botween-genson as thay require no trimm-
ing and need only the strings to he added
when required. Another novelly are
bonnets composed entirely of pheasant
foathers, benutifully arranged so as, to
give n curious but very protty effect. As
these cost only $2.86 and require absolule-
ly no outlay for trimming, they form a
chonp and very striking head dress that is
ul once bocoming and uncommon. The
difforent feathers aro so arranged as io
give tho effect of a variegated trimming
and it is diflicult to believe that the
bonnet has not been arlificially trimmed.

In colors, affer the universal black, seal
brown, golden brown, light gray and
grennt are staples ; navy blue and steel
being the lending colors. As we have said
before, for young misses, coquelicot, the

uew bright cardinal, is running well and-

there has been some call for gobelin bluo,

The bronzes and greens are also coming
shades, more partienlarly in moire felts,
and in combination with shot and watered
plushes,

So far a8 trimmings are eoncerned it ig
apparent that ornaments will not be so
much used as in previous seasons, and
where they are enlisted they are princi-
pally in the form of large pins. OQOstrich
feather mounts will be very largely called
for, especially crimson and bronze shades,
either with humming birds intermingled
or without, Tancy feathers and birds,
both natural and artificial, are well called
for, but wings are not so much worn and
the favorite will be the ostrich mount in
combinations of two or three blended
shades. One imported hat showed a
method of employing the leng flat ostrich
feanther that will find imitators ; one self-
colored feather being laid from back to
front along the brim as a band with
another from front to back, The ribbons
uged for ties or trimmings are all either
shot colors or are watered eflects, often
combined with velvet stripes or figures.
Gray will be a very leading color, browns
of course are always in,and a new blue
slate and a number of half shades in green
and bronze form the principal colors. One
line of hats covered with pale bronze
plush and having side wings of dark
green watered plush was pariicularly
noticeable as being trimmed so as to be
worn either back or front and giving a
different eflect from either view. The
purchaser of this hat wounld have practic-
ally two hats according to which side she
wore in front.

In ribbons of course but little novelty is
to be seen and new lines follow much
those of last spring. Indications {hough
are not lacking that the fancy edges now

in vogue have seen their day and that ere’

long we shall have to chronicle a return to
piain edges. YFor ordinary trade a double
faced satin ribbon with eitlior loop or
crown edged appears to be the ataple, butin
the better trade there is a marked drifting
towards faille and moire, and the latter
will be the leading favorite both this full
and next spring. The widths most called
for are 5, 9, 16 and 22, the latter for
millinery purposes in the higher class
trade. The demand for sash ribbons is
also increasing steadily, and lines hitherto
practically unsaleable are now moving off
well. In colors, nile green, a very bright
apple, the well known vieux rose, a yellow
coral called Byzantine, a reddish bronze
called Boreal and a bright yellow called
Buttercup nre the best selling shades, but
for the botter trade the delicate dark
greens and bronzes are perceptibly the
favorites, Xverywhere one sees shot
effects, whother in ribbon, in plush, or in
velvet, and next to this comes the moire
effect which is shown even in.felt hats,
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If anything, prices are slightly higher
for all descriptions of -ribbon. and it seems
absolutely certain that next spring there
will be & considerable advance in rates.
The demand for ribbons has been simply
enormous and is still increasing. Ameri-
can houses are buying everything before
them and some of our local houses are
already purchasing their spring stocks in
order to make sure of receiving them in
good time. Xuropean manufacturers are
jammed up with orders and will be pressed
to execute them in time and it is already
known that a considerable increase in
prices has been secured. The moire effect
will be the leading style next spring unless
some very violent change should take
place in the current of Jashion, and next to
that, the preity shot ribbons that are now
8o popular will be the best sellers for the
better trade.

THE ENCYCLOP.EDIA BRITANNICA.

In recently dealing with that universal
dictionary, the “Encyclopredia Britan-
nica,” (Chas. Scribner's Sons, New York)
we wera obliged, owing to the great variety
of subjects in the number under review,
Vol. VIIL, and the limited space at our
disposal, to postpone further reference to
another issue, The great number of sub-
jects baving a commercial bearing treated
of in this great work is our only reason for
undertaking thus to review the several
volumes, and as we proceed we are tempt-
ed to step beyond the province of the
economist and make passing allusions to
other subjects by the way.

The article on English literature in the
present volumne is not so accurate and
complele as one might expect from Thomas
Arnold, even making every allowance for
the dificulty of presenting a bird’s-eye
view of our literature from Beowulf to the
writers of the Byronic period in so limited
aspace. e speaks of Marlowe’s “ beaun- |
tiful poem of Iero and Leander, translated
from the Greek of the pseudo-Musreus,” 8 -
if the whole poem were the work of
Marlowe and could properly be called a
translation. He does not seem to be
aware that Chapman translated the
“Qdyssey ” as well as the “Ilind,” or that
Gawin Douglas translated the “Apeid.”
He does not appear'to consider Macaulay
an important figure in English literature,
for he is not mentioned as an author,
though Mr. Arnold might plead for this
the excuse that he unwisely chose to con-
clude his sketch with the death of Sir
Walter Scott. He makes no allusion to
Sir Thomas Browne, DeQuincy, Boling-
broke, Lord Chesterfield, the letters of
Junius, Godwin’s novels, Pope's Homer,
Chatterton and Bishop Percy, After such
omissions, such & trifling _inncdurp_cy a8
speaking of Richardson’s famous novel as
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“Clarissa Harlowe” seems insignificant,
though it would be about as semsible to
speak of ¥ Arthur Pendennis” or to insist
upon adding christian names to surname
‘in mentioning such men as Gladstone or
Bismarck.

Mr. Webster contributes a useful article
on Europe, the historical portion of
which might have been with advantage
made fuller, TFreeman’s little “ Primer of
Europern History,” which is a model of
compressed information and of excellence
in arrangement, might well have been
made use of, and the whole of it would not
be too lengthy for & Encyclopmdia article.

The article on Elizabeth by R. Car-
ruthers is likely {o make many persons
stare on account of its advanced historical
criticism of that queen, and would on that
account scarcely have obtained a place in
early editions of the Eneyclopeedia Britan-
nica. Much of the gilding is rubbed off
the face of good Queen Bess. The article
shows the influences of expanded histor-
ical ideas in its many-sided consideration
of the character of Elizabeth, Mr. Car-
ruthers also contributes interesting articles
on Fairfax, the poet and translator of
Tasso, and TFairfax the famous Puritan
general.

The article on Sir DeLacy Evans might
have mentioned that the shameful action
of the troops in burning the public build-
ings of Washington during the war of
1812-14 was in no measure aftributable to
him, and that; he always indignantly
denied any complicity in such an offence
against the law of nationa.

The Rev. Henry Lathai takes s ra-
tional view of the “Examination Ques-
tion” He clearly points out the possible
advantages and disadvantages of the
methods now in vogue of testing know-
ledge, and discriminates with “ability be-
tween the emaployment of these tests as a
means of encouragement or improvement,
and their use a8 a trial of mechanical
application. The article is one that calls
for thoughtful consideration jn these days
of reckless and, in many cases, excessive
examination ; and many of its suggestions
might, if wisely adopted, spare mucl of
the wear and tfear of the mental and bodily
faculties, the waste of mind and time, now
80 often oceasioned by the misapplication
of the powers of examination. It ought to
be read and applied by every educator in
the land, and is alone worth ihe price of
the twenty-four volumes which are to com-
plete the present edition.

RECENT FIRES.

The regularity with which large fires have
taken place in Lhis city and district week after
week calls for something more than has hith-
erto been attempted in the way of reform. A
large establishment once on fire seems to be

doomed; and all that the brigade is able to do
is to defend neighboring property, and even
this has not been successfully done in several
important instances. That the firemen as in-
dividunals are brave to rashness seems to be
admitted, but the equipment is lamentably
deficient to cope with large fires, and the
management is deplorably weak. Fatal de-
lays in laying the water to the seat of the fire,
the bursting of inferior hose and gross mis-
management has caused the loss of many
thousands of dollars within such a brief
period of time that it is no wonder that a
feeling of insecurity and consternation is
prevalent.

The parsimony and petty denlings of the
civic authorities also cannot Dbe too strongly
condemned, and the insurance companies, in
view of all the facts, could scarcely be blamed
if they sought to protect themselves by an
advance of rates. It is stated that commer-
cial risks in the city bave never been a source
of profit, and that the rating in ordinary years
for the whole district has always bzen too
low. In'view of the recent heavy losses it is
therefors not surpriging to hear it whispered
abroad that the underwriters will be prepared
to take decisive action if their reasonable sug-
gestions to the city council are not promptly
complied with. The insurance losses for the
year, including the St Sulpice strect fire,
reach $800,000, while the loss to the public
has been a million and & quarter dollars. We
have already referred to the salient features of
the principal fires, and the facts fully justify
the scarching investigation that has been
ordered. At scveral fires there has been o
lamentable want of discipline. The chief is
zealous enough, and the men no less 8o, but
the system is faulty, especiaily in making the
appointments. The great loss at St Jean
Baptiste ward was again owing to ignorance
of the details of the high reservoir water pres-
sure, and ab the warchouse fire an additional
loss of $20 000 was caused by a part of the
force rcturnmg to their stations before the
fire wias sufficiently under control. An in-
crease in the numerical strength of the bri-
gade scems to be an immediate necessity, but
the whole system will also have to be re-
modeled before confidence is restored. As
yet no undue suspicion is attached to the
origin of the recent fires, and in fact many of
the premiges were not insured to their full
value, and belonged to some of our most
respeclable firms. Incendiarism is scarcely
entertained, and. they are generally put down
to accidental causes, or causes over which
thera might have been more control. We
should like to see insurance risks generally
subjecled to more careful scrutiny, and at
stated intervals. Two large fires have oc.
curred since our last issue, besides numerous
smaller ones. On Saturday night the hard-
ware establishment of B. & 8. H. Thompson,
St. Sulpice street, was burnt. The loss ig
supposed to reach $50,000 to $60,000. The
stock of Wm. Darling & Co. adjoining was

probably damaged to the extent of $25,000 to
$30,000. The Messra, Thompson are unfor-
tunate, having been burnt out in neighboring
premises only a year ago. The other large
fire was at Moseley’s tannery, St Henri,

‘which was destroyed at a loss of $56,750 to

the ingurance companies.

Since Jaauary there have beer no less than
219 fires, and few cities on the continent can
show such a record.. The most important
have occurred within the past month. The
following is an official cstimate of losses to
the 3rd inst. :

PROMPT DELIVERY.

This is an age of progress, of rapid pro.
gress. 'When a man buys anything now-a-
days, he wants it, a8 a rule, immediately—tho
quicker it is delivered to him, the better is he
pleased. Hence aleo the impatience shown
for some time past concerning the transfer of
title in real estate transactions, and the gradual
substitution of the Torrens system; henco
the popularity of fast freight and express com-
panies as adjuncts to the ordinary railway
service, and the general clamor for a more
rapid delivery of merchandise. We are not
content fo walk or drive as they did even n
generation ago; we must run, we must have
everything put through at a rugh; even our
amusements, our ficld sports, are more nctive
and impetuous than anything known before
base ball and Jacrorse. When o '"Poronto or
Hnmxlton house purchases a carload _of cottons
or wooilens in Monfreal, they are expected to
be on hand in two or throe days, That the
railway companies are endeavoring to keep
pace with this demand for rapid traunsit was
exemplified a fuw days ago. A prominent
wholesale house in Toronto sent to a firm of
commission agents in this city last Saturday
& heavy order for domestic goods, to be de-
livered immediately, owing to expected ex-
hibition demands. The. goods were shipped
by noon, and were delivered at their desting-
tion on Monday morning, and this in the
midst of a busy season,

The possibility of such prompt delivery has
of late years proved of great advantage to the
retailer as well as to many a wholesale dealer.
Neither is obliged any longer to keep large
stocks of domestic goods on hand; the‘manu-
facturer now keeps the goods, the distributor
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orders as he feels his way nlong the scason,
and i3 congequently less liable to failure in
hig business. The telegraph and the tele-
phone have aunihilated distanee and, begides
the boon referred to, have practicnlly placed
beyond all possibility the occurrence of a
famine wmong the nations  An instance of
the influence of the Llelegraph is givenina
recent number of the Contemporary Review.
The writer journeyed from Boston to Wash-
ington with o merchant engnged in the Cal-
cultn trode.  Just, before feaving home he
telegruphed his agent at Culeutla —# If you
cun buy hides and gunny bags at —-— price,
aml find a vessel ready to charter, buy and
ghip 'When he'arrived in Washington next
day, hi¢ found awaiting him o telegram from
hig parlner covering another from Caleutia,
received in answer o the despateh, which
read as follows: «Hides and gunny bags pur-
chnsed, vessel chartered nond Joding hegun

The truth of the remark made to us n few
days ago by a prominent commission agent
in commenting on the case of rapid Lransit
referred to nbove—that prompt delivery is of
more importanee than cheapness in price—
is one which requires no labored demonstn-
Lion, and onr two grent, lines of ransport, cans
not serve their principal  customers better
than by maintaining n similay cfficiency in
these days when people are Jess and less dis-
posed to order goods till the very moment
thoy want to use them,

Tue meeling of the shaveholders and credit-
ors of the Canada Agricultnma) Insurance
Company (now in liguidation) was o lively
one. The assignees, Messrs. Ross, Dumesnil
& RFish were unsparingly denounced for the
extenvagnnee of their charges, it being shown
that it had cosl $47,300 to collect $92,000.
In fact it was asserted at the meeting that it
had cost more than 76 cenls Lo collect every
dollar and under these civeumstances their
resignation was indignantly demanded, My,
Ross signified his readiness Lo comply, but
Me. Dmnesnil vefused nnd the whereabouts of
Mr. Fish were not disclosed to the meeting.
A copy of a letter was read written by Mr.
Ross to Mr. Pish, after the meeting in Jane
lust, in which it was stated that he (Mr, Ross)
believed that the report of the commiltee
would be unfavorable {o them, but that
things were in such a condition that it wounld
be six months before the sharcholders could
put them out, 'This cansed a good deal of
comument and resulted jn a metion to {he
eflcet that the committee appointed at the
lnst iceting be continued, with full power to
tako possession and adwminister the cstate on
the withdrawal of the assignees until tho
appointment of new assignecs, which was
unanimously eneried,  Tho balance sheet
showed liabitities of $66,470 against which it
wng hoped that the balance due on ealls up
to the sixth endl, woald show a surplus of
$36,804. The bmlance due on the seventh
call, considered good}umouuts to 337,298,

Tuk original intention of the Montreal
Stock Iixchange to wage a vigorous war
agninst the buckel shops has evidently under-
gone severe modifications, and the rule finally
agreed upon is 5o extremely lenient ns to be
utterly valueless as o snfeguard against the
growing power of these institutions, The
first proposition was to swnmarly suspend
all members found guilty of dealing ir: bucket
shops, but owing to the strenuous opposition
of interested partics so many amendiments
were introduced thal the result was that it
was agreed to allow moembers {o deal in
wheat, corn, oats, provisions and oil in bucket
shops, amd only to prohibit dealing in stocks
with them. As few of these shops ever deal
in local stocks we fail lo see where the value
of such u rale comes in, or why it should be
improper to denl in stocks there when the
wildest speculution in wheat, cte., is permitted
through their medium. The mere fact that
any such steps have been deemed necessary
in disquicting, as it seems to show that some
of the members have been in the habit of
frequenting bucket shops more regularly than
probably their clients are aware of  There
can be no doubt that the increase of these
gambling shiops is an unmitigated evil, and
therefore it is to be regretted that the govern-
ing committee should have been induced to
recede from the position they first took in the
matter.

Tug Union Bank is extending its usefuluess
among the thrifty anid prosperouns population
of Glengarry and contiguous counties, In
addition to the branch at Alexandrin, now
under the munagement of Mr. If, W. Smith,
the bank opened a branch at West Winches-
ter on the 1st inst., under the management of
Mr. 8, L. Forrest, andd will open in roquois
on or about next Monday, under the manage-
ment of Mr, Geo. Brown, who as munager at
Alexandrin and as pariner previously of the
banking firm of Brown & Maclennan won
golden opinions from their customers far aud
near, as well as-from the head office of the
present branch.

Tur export (rade in apples is beginning to
open and promises Lo prove a pretly full one,
with prospects for remunerative prices. About
2,200 barvels were shipped to Great Britain
from New York last week at an average value
of about $2.87 per barrel.
