- VALEDICTORY AND INAUGURAL.

Montreal differs from many cities in the ceremonial
routine of the first meeting of the new Council just
elected by making itthe occasion of the retiring,—who
is in fact the ex-Mayor,  delivering a valedlctory ad- Ry
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new Mayor. Thus we have one ruler seen descending
the throne, which is immediately oceupied by his sue-
cessor, and a company is gathered which is drawn in

part to give a parting salute fo the one and a welcom-.

ing one to the other. This is a happy arrangement as
it helps to blend the citizens of the two nationalities
and creeds who form the bulk of this city’s population.
We have not the * oil runhing down the beard” which
is spoken of as like the graciousness of brethren dwell-
ing together in unity, but the more modern and, to our
taste, the more agreeable one of French and British
clinking glasses of champagne in token of mutbual
friendliness. Naturally the address of ex-Mayor Vil-
leneuve was reminiscent in character, that of Mayor
Wilson Smith prospective and suggestive of futare
work. The ex-Mayor claimed credit for the appropri-
ations to the several committees not having heen so
exceeded as has been far too common in past years, in
spite of its  utter illegality and injustice to fubture
Councils. He gave the sum spent on roads, sewers,

subways and tunnels as $2,968,214, of which $834,205 -

came from revenue, and $2,134,008 from loans. He
paid very deserved compliments to the Fire, Health and
Police Departments. He recalled the days of .1876
when the assessment was $96,000,000 which, for the

same area, is now $157,000,000, and for the whole city,
whieh has been enlarged since 1876, the assessment

now stands at $174,000,000, a source of pride which is
very costly. The ex-Mayor expressed pleasure at the
Legislature having stopped further expropriations *un-
til such time as the equilibrium of our finances has
been re-established by careful and prudent administra-
tion of our affairs.” The Hon. Mr. Villeneuve deserves

well of the-city for havmg ‘worked hard to secure this
reforn.

On ascending the dais M'Lyor Wllson Smith f‘elwered
an address replete with suggestions as to the poliey it
was desirable for the new Council to pursue. In regard
to his own elegtion he said very truthfully and oppor-
tunely, * It ¢ augurs well for the good feeling which ex-
ists in this unique city of ours, when] people of all
classes, nationaslities and creeds can join in- earrying
out the unwritten law, and elect by ‘acclamation the
candidate chosen by that nationality, whose turn it is
to select a Mayor.” He deprecated an- extravagant
idea being entertained as to'the powers and privileges
of a Mayor. -These are indeed very. limited by law
but are capable of great. expansion by prestige, and

the influence naturally attaching to the Chief Magis-

trate of the commercial wetropolis of Canada, more
especially to one elected by~ acclamablou He urged

his colleagues to at once take up the question ‘of an< ',

in subsidizing manufactures, and offering other induce-
ments to setblers,”is drawing population and capital
away from the city. The question is doubtless urgent,
but difficult, ‘as the experience of Toronto warns
against any undue expansion of the city’s boundaries.
The new Charter amendments were warmly com-
mended, more especially tl.e one by which * we have
been relieved from the tarrying out of improvements
for which we have no means at our disposal, and-owing
to which the city cannot, in the future, be held liable

for_the cdrrying out of any improvements: for which it

has not funds available.” The amendment by which

expropriations of buildings on the lines homologated
for widening streets have been stopped the Mayor said

would save the city millions of dollars, as such expro-
priations have been grossly abused by excessive valuoa-

ations. A godd suggestion is made to have the Char-

ter so revised and consolidated as to make the law more

* clear, concise, and intelligible.” The need was en-

forced also of consolidating the debt which the finan-
cial experience of the Mayor shows him ought to be

placed “on a more enduring basis, one which will’

make provision in s ome shape for its gradual redemp-

By an analysis of the ob-
jects to which our taxesure devoted, as schools, prisons,
insane asylums, orphanages, &e., the Mayor showed
very ¢learly how small a balance, only $1,200,000 is
left for the entire civic administration of lighting,
police, roads, fire protection, markets, health, &e., &e.
This is certainly too small to cover such services in a
city of 260,000 population.

The Mayor used some stern hno’ua"e in condemning
the exfravagant payment of claims against the city
for street casualties and flooding of cellars. In this
connection the Mayor would do a great service, and pre-
vent many claims were he to insist upon the police
being diligent in seeing the sidewalks made safer in
winker as a by-law provides which has become na dead
letter. A dangerous s ot on the sidewalk ought
promptly to be called attention to, and the person who
is responsible for its condition made to remedy it, or
piy the cost of this heing done. Itisa seandal to see
out police walking gingerly along icy pathways in
serene disregard of their duty to see a city by-law en-
forced, the negleet of which is dangerous to life ang
limb and liable to he very costly to the eity. The Mayor
favorsare-arrangementof the city’s wards.

_THE UNITED 'STATES NEW LOAN

The financial surprise of the day is the enormous ag-
gregate of bids for the new American loan: The sum
to be issued is $100,000,000 at 4 per cent. To secure
the bonds there were 4,840 bids amounting to $563,-
000,000. Messrs. J. P. Morgan & Co., members of the
syndicate which floated the last loan, put in a tender
for the whole amount of 100 millions at 110.68, another '
bid being for 76 millions by Mr. J. A. Stewart for the
United States T'rust Company, at 110.07. The Morgan
bid was really for a syndicate, one of the members of
which was’ the Bank of Berlin, so that doubtless this
bid was to secure the bonds for European investors.

As the tenders above the figures of the Morgan firm |
were only $66,788,000, this amount will be allotted o
those who offered the largest premiums, and the
balance of $88,212,0 0 to Messrs. Morgan & Co. This
means that one-third of this so-called “popular” loan,
which it was hoped would be all subscribed for by the
people of the States, will go abroad, and probably a
very large amount will find its way to Europe out of
the sum allotted to those who take the balance of two-
thirds. The net revenue of the honds at prices quoted
will beabout 3% per cent., which is too low to be gene-
rally satisfactory to American investors, who have
ample opportunities for investing at higher rates.

“While we are gratified at finding the American people

prepared to take up a domestic loan on so large a scale,
we are satisfied that the bids for six times the amount
required were mainly inspired by a temporary phase of
patriotic emotion, and, as the Spectutor recently said,
“phases of emotion do not last long." Instead then
as was hoped, and as we should have liked to have seen,
the 100 millions of bonds being spread amongst the
péople in small lots, which would have given some
thousands of persons a direct interest in the finaneial
affairs of the country, we are satisfied that ere long
these bonds will cross the Atlantic, and inerease still
more the drain of American funds to Europe, nad en-
large the power of foreign -investors to disturb the
money market in the States by sending securities for .
sale or redemption when confidence begins to weaken.
One excellent effect of the bids being so enormons is
expected to he, “the dispelling of every doubt as to the
ability and intention of the United States Govern- -
ment to redeem all its obligations in the best money in
the world.” . This was so expressed in a resolution
passed unanimously a few days ago by the New York
Chamber of Commerce. As the whole amount of
the bonds will have to be paid to the Treasury in gold,
a very important question has been taised. as to the.
sources whence the hidders for over 500 millions of the
loan expected to secure gold. A prominent New York
banker regards the bids as evidence of there heing an
amount of gold stored in the country fat beyond what
has been estmnted This however does not follow, as

each bidder was acting in ignorance of the action of = .

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in Europe, Having given this evidence we trust it
will lead to a movement for the conversion of the legal
tenders that amount to $346,000,000,- which are a per-
petual-menace to the gold reserve of the Treasury,
and thus a constant danger to the credit’of the coun-
try, into a form” of currency -free from this grave
drawback. -Were the note issues spread over the
whole of the banks of the United States, each issu-
ing centre could protect them far more securely than
they cai.be when they are all liable to be redeemed
at one point which is affected by all the fluctuations
of the money market at home and abroad. '

So far.as the bids for the new loan are signs of

the wealth of the American people, and of their con-

fidence in their own government, the world at large
will be gratified, for the financial strength of every
nation is shared more or less by all others.

YAV E BUSINESS FAILURES A BRIGHT SIDE?

The numerous failures racorded in our columns are apt to
be over estimated as indications of business being depressed.
During “hard times” the failures are largely in excess of
those when more general prosperity prevails. It may seem
somewhat paradoxical, but when quietly considered” we ave
satisfied that, a very large share of the responsibility for
many failures during times of depression must be laid upon
the brighter days they followed. After a summer which has
been especially favorabls to the growth of fruit the first
frosty wind of late Autumn brings down a heavier fall of
apples than occurs when the all was preceded by a season
which killed the blossoms. The real secret of our having
to record so many failuves, the bulk of them of small

traders, is that there are far too many persons engaged in

store-keeping.

No sooner does a. clever, pushing, saving clerk in a pros-
perous establishment find he is owner of a thousand, or even
a few hundréd dollars, than he becomes anxious to run a
business for himself, Most young men have so little experi-
ence they run away with the notion that_the difference be-
tween the cost and selling prices of goods represents profit.
A young clerk acquires)a knowledge of cost prices, and know-
ing the sale prices are at an advance often of 25-to 50 per

We believe the whole
business done in the great majority of country stores, and in
many city ones of the'smaller class, could all be transacted
by the preseni; staff in a couple of days in each week ; or,
to put this in ‘another way—were half the stores closed thex'e
would only be business to keep the rest as fully occupied as
most city people ave every day of the week. ' The situation
is the exact reverse of the harvest being plenteous but the
laborers few, for the crops are far too scanty for the reapers
engaged.

THE N_EWFOUNDLAND FISHERIES.
{Second" Paper),
BY JAMES MURRAY EX-M.H,A.

There are between 30,000 and 40,000 families in Newfoundland
now engaged in the fisheries. The population of the island has
inereagsed from 10,701, in 1786, to 202,040 in 1891, when the last
census was taken. The people, now iu the third and fourth gene- - .
ration, are mainly descended from Jpglishmen of the south and
west counties, who colonized the island in tho early part of the
present century, and from patives of Ireland, who emigrated

“here principally from the southern provinces of that country at a

later period, They were good sturdy stock; and brought with
them some knowledge of elementary farming, which stood them
in good stead in Newfoundland, In 1806, the permanent popu-
Iation had iucreased to 20,500, fifteen years later, the number was
augmented to 50,000, and in'1836 there were 75,000, about equally,
belonging to the two great religions of Western Christendom,
thus indicating their pationalties. Pretty much the same rela-
tive numbers oxisted in 1845, wiien the. population was 100,000,
and in 1870 there were 160,000, including" the French Shore and.
Labrador. There has been no immigration hers during the lat-
ter half of the present century, but a considerable amount’ of
emigration 1s constantly goiog on, mwainly to the United States :
-and Canada, For this Teason, the apparent growth of popula:

- tion Ly natural increase is now slow, and only increased by about

-

4,800 between 1884 and 1801, when the censiis of the last two de-
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cades was taken, The number of males-is sliéhﬂy in excess of

the number of females. . .

Roughly speaking, about one tenth of the wlhole population -

resides in St. John’s, and these are not directly engaged in the
fisheries. The other nine-tenths reside in the outports located

“in the various bays and other indentations of the sea-coast and

are all employed in the fisheries. Their choice of locality, near
the gea, sufficiently indicates the nature of their pursuitg, and
the fact that It absorbs their attention. The fisherman’s estab-
lishment usually consists of a fishing-room or fish~house, built

out somewhat over the water, 50 as to bé convenient for throw- -

ing up the freshly-caught fish each day from the fishing. boat as
it arrives., This is surrounded by elevated flakes, which may or
may not be partly built over the water, and behind all the fisher-
man’s lowly cot rises up, the most landward part of the estab-
lishment. In most of the northern and south-eastern parts of
the island the house is surrounded by a garden plet, of greater
or less extent, and-this with its products represents a coasider-
able portion of the family’s dietary. [n many places, where it is
the habit of the fisherman to remove with his family ¢n masse to
Labrador for the summet’s fishery, the “garden” will be set out
with potatoes, cabbages and other vegetables before the family
leaves, and some kind stay-at-home neighbor will look. after the
necessary “hoeing” and protection until they return. Then, all

.the family haveto dois to “gather in the larvest” and store it .

for the winter. - ‘ .

Ag the fisherman usually builds his own house and other erec-
tions on land, taken in from the oven, for which he pays no
‘rent or other taxes ; as he has his agricultural clearing on which
one-half of his living is. grown, .on the same terms ; as he can
supply himeelf with fuel from the nearest ‘“woods” at only the
cost of the labor of getting it ; and as, i most parts of the
islands, he can get the materials for building his house, flakes,
boat, &e,, from the same source, and on the same terms, it is
easily seen that he has many natural advantages, not the least
-among which may be reckoned an abundance of pure water and

_fresh air. As all the taxes are derived through the Custom

House, and become incorporated with the price of the articles
he buys, he need pay no taxes, or, if he does, he need not
know if.

The drawbacks of his lot, if such they are reckoned, consist of
the isolation to which hé is exposed as the peasant of the coun-

* try, and the deprivation of those social privileges which belong

to larger communitics. But these deprivations are not them-

gelves all one-sided blessings in his estimation, and, that fully”

150,000 of Newfoundland’s population live, and prefer to live, in
these scattered settlements, sufficiently attests their preference
for solltary conditions of existence.. Certainly it breeds in them
a spirit of self-reliance, moral and physical hardihood, and per-
sonal independencs, in  connection with their calling, which
resideiice in cities, and amid the superabounding advantages of
moderate civilisation, neither fosters nor creates.

Partly on that account, his habits remain simple and his fare
frugal, The only luxury he knows is a modicum of tobacco,
which he smokes or “ chews,” to while away the loneliness of

Manchester and California made considerable profit, and both were opened within severimontls of z‘/mr conceptzon‘

The holding of the Exposition in the City of. Moutreal - ‘means placing it within twelve hours’ travel of fifteen ' -
millions of people, and, consequently, a large attendance from all parts, as well as from the United States, may be expected.

The adm\ssxon fee will be 25 cents, not 50 cents, as in other Expositions on ‘the American Continent.

A large reveaue will be derived from Exhibitors and Concessionaires. Ia this respect their buildings' will cost. them

not less than $r50,000, and they have already entered into arrangemeats, and paid substautlal depOSltS, ta the Exposition-
authontles that aggregate upwards of $50,000 on contracts, , .
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All the advantages and experience gained from the workmg of the Paris, Clncago, California and recent Expom-
tions, will enable Canada’s Exposition to have the best results at the minimum cost,

The pecuniary results to the business community will be very great. For instance, preparmg the ground and.con-
structing the bmldmy,s, and the prepamtlon of Concessionaires’ buildings, together with.the installation of exhxblts, ete, wxll
for three months prior to the opening, amount to a very large sum, which will be principally spent in the city. " In estimat-
ing the admissions at four millions of visits, it is far below what it is believed will attend.

Paris had an attendance of over twenty-eight millions, Chicago over twenty-one millions, and California (far from
the centres of population) two and a-quarter millions. :

The attendance at Toronto Fair in a few days totals up to 250,000.

Montreal is so centrally situated, and available for all the leading railroads and steamboats, that it is more likely
to have twice the number estimated, which at four millions is a very low proportion.

Railways, steamers, tram-cars, cabs, private vehicles, theatres, hotel proprietors, store-keepers, merchants, real
estate agents, house agents,—will derive great benefit from the millions of dollars spent.
