VALEDICTORY AND INAUGURAL.
Montreal differs from manly Cities in the ceremonial

routine of the first meeting of the new couneil just
elected by making it.the Ocasion of the retiring,-who
is in faet the ex-Mayor, delivering: a valedictory ad-
dress inmediately preceding the inaugural one of the

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new Mayor. Thus ve have one ruler seen descending
the throne, which is immediately occupied by his suc-
cessor, and a company is gathered which is draw n in
part to give a parting salute to the one and a welcom-
ing one to the other. This is a happy arrangement as
it helps to blend the citizens of the two nationalities
and creeds who form the bulk of this city's population.
We have not the "oil running down the beard" which
is spoken of as like the graciousness of brethren dwell-
ing together in unity, but the more modern and, to our
taste, the more agreeable one of French and British
clinking glasses of champagne in token of mutual
friendliness. Naturally the address of ex-Mayor Vil-
leneuve was reminiscent in character, that of Mayor
Wilson Smith prospective and suggestive of future
work. The ex-Mayor claimed credit for the appropri-
ations to the several committees not having been so
exceeded as hàs been far too common in past years, in
spite of-its utter illegality and injustice to future
Councils. He gave the sum spent on roads, sewers,
subways and tunnels as $2,968,214, of which $834,205
came from revenue, and $2,134,008 from loans. He
paid very deserved compliments to the Fire, Health and
Police Departments. He recalled the days of 1870
when the assessmnent was $96j000,000 vhich, for the
saune area, is now $157,000,000, and for the whole city,
which has been enlarged since 1876, the assessment
now stands at $174,000,000, a source of pride which is
very costly. The ex-Mayor expressed pleasure at the
Legislature having stopped further expropriations "un-
til such time as the equilibrium of our finances lias
been re-establisbed by careful and prudent administra-
tion of our affairs." The Hon. Mr. Villeneuve deserves
well of the,city for having 'worked hard to secure this
reform.

On ascending the"dais Mayor Wilson Smith delivered
an address replete with suggestions as to the policy it
was desirable for the new Council to pursue. In regard
to his ovn election he said very truthfully and oppor-
tunely, " It augurs well for the good feeling which ex-
ists in this unique city of ours, wlieni people of all
classes, nationalities and creeds can join in carrying
out tlue unwritten law, and elect by acclamation the
candidate chosen by that nationality, whose turn it is
to select a Mayor." fe deprecated an- extravagant
idea bing entertained as to the powers and privileges
of a Mayor. -These are iindeed very limited by lamv
but are capable of great expansion by prestige, and
the influence naturally attaching to thè Chief Magis-
trate of the commercial metropolis of Canada, more
especially to one elected by acclamation. le urged
his colleagues to at once take up the question of an-

nexing certain outlying municipalities, whose policy
in subsidizing manufactures, and offering other induce-
ments to settlers,'is drawing population and capital
away froin the city. The question is doubtless urgent,
but difficult, as the experience of Toronto warns
against any undue expansion of the city's boundaries.

The new Charter amendments were wàrmnly com-
mended, more especially tLe one by which " we have
been relieved from the 'arrying out of inprovementi
for which ve have no means at our disposal, and-owing
to which the city cannot, in the future, be held liable
for the carrying out of any improvements. for which it
has notfunds available." The amendment by which
expropriations of buildings on the lines homologated
for widening streets have been stopped the Mayor said
would save the city millions of dollars, as sucli expro-

priations have been grossly abused by excessive valua-
ations. A godd suggestion is made to have the Char-
ter so revised and consolidated ai to malke the law more
" clear, concise, and intelligible." The need was en-
forced also of consolidating the debt which the finan-
cial experience of the Mayor shows him ought to be
placed "on a more enduring basis, one whichi wilI
malke provision in s ome shape for its gradual redemnp-
tion, by a certain percentage thereof being provided
for by means of a revenue to be appropriated exclusive-
ly to that object."

It is somewýhat penliar that our debt is oniy payable
by renewal, as no sinking fund is provided. The fol-
lowing statement of the permanent and floating debt
was given:

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The Mayor suggests that the paynent of this sum
of $1,970,000, which bears interest at 5 per cent, should
be spread over ton yeiars, the noney to be raised, as it
could be, at 4 per cent on short date bonds, to be re-
deemed by special taxation. This plan would save the
city S10,000 a year in inteVest, and relieve the finañces
of an incubus which is harassing and obstructive.
This debt munst be paid sooner or later, and " later"
neans piling up interest charges, and tempting to ex-
penditures which would be stopped were there a neces-
sity inposed of paying the floatinîg debt by yearly in-
staluents. The scheme is practical, feasible, business
like. The physic is nasty no doubt, but the health of
the patient denands its administration. In regard to
the taxation of Montreal the Mayor asserts it is lighter
tlan sone other places. The higber charges here for
water were explained to be only so in appearance, as in
other cities, where the rates are lower, the ratepayers
are charged ini the general rates for certain costs of the
water supply which in Montreal are put in the water
rate. The effect is to distribute the cost of water more

-generally than in other places, a great portion being
paid by non-taxing tenants than in some cities. A coin-
parison of the revenue of Toronto and Montreal will
surprise nany persons. The former city raises 3 mil-
lions, we only raise $2,800,000, with a population at
least 25 per cent larger. By an analysis of the ob-
jects to which our taxes are devoted, as schools, prisons,
insane asylums, orphanages, &c., the Mayor showed
very clearly how small a balance, only $1,200,000 is
left for the entire civie administration of liglting,
police, roads, fire protection, markets, healtht, &c., &c.
This is certainfly too siall to cover such services in a
city of 250,000 population.

The Mayor used some stern language in condemning
the extravagant payment of claims against the city
for street casualties and flooding of cellars. In this
connection the Mayor would do a great service, and pre-
vent nany claims were lie to insist upon the police
being diligent in seeing the sidewalks niade safer in
winter as a by-law provides whicl lias become a dead
letter. A dangeroiis si ot on the sidewalk ouglit
promptly to bc called attention to, and the person who
is responsible for its condition made to reiedy it, or
pay the cost of this being done. It is a scandal to see
our police walking gingerly along icy pathways in
serene disregard of their duty to see a city by-law on-
forced, the neglect of which is dangerous to life and
linb and liable to be very costly to the city. The Mayor
favorsare-arrangement of the city's wards. They need it.
fie strongly approves of city work being donc by day
work anid not given out to contractors who import cheap
laborers vho are very troublesome in the winter. This
very admirable address was closed by a suggestion that
the working of the assessment departmient be investi-
nated, and the expression of a hope that good might
result from the consideration of the questions the
Mayor lad called attention to in his inaugural. Be-
lieving iimu "the riglt nan in the right place" we have
confidence in Mayor Wilson Smith provinig worthy of
his distincl;ioni.

THE UNITED STATES NEW LOAl

The financial surprise of the day is the enormous ag-
gregate of bids for the new American loan. The sum
to be issued is $100,000,000 at 4 per cent. To secure
the bonds there ivere 4,640 bids aiounting to $568,-
000,000. Messrs. J. P. Morgan & Co., members of the
syndicate which floated the last loan, put in a tender

for the whole anount of 100 millions at 110.68, another
bid being for 76 millions by Mr. J. A. Stewart for the
United States Trust Company, at 110.07. The Morgan
bid was really for a syndicate, one of the members of
which was the Bank of Berlin, so that doubtless this
bid was to secure the bonds for Europe-an investors.

As the tenders above the figures of the Morgan firm
were only $60,788,000, this amount will be allotted to
those who offered the largest premiums, and the
balance of $33,212,0 0 to Messrs. Morgan & Co. This
means that one-third of this so-called "popular" loan,
which it was hoped would be all subscribed for by the
people of the States, will go abroad, and probably a
very large amount will find its way to Europe out of
the sum allotted to those who take the balance of two-
thirds. The net revenue of the bonds at prices quoted
will be about 3- per cent., which is too low to be gene-
rally satisfactory to American. investors, wio have
ample opportunities for investing at higher rates.
·While we are gratified at finding the American people
prepared to take up a domestic loan on so large a scale,
we are satisfied that the bids for six times the amount
required were mainly inspired by a temporary phase of
patriotie emnotion, and, as the Spectator recently said,
"phases of emotion do not last long." Instead then
as vas.hoped, and as we should have liked to have seen,
the 100 millions of bonds being spread amongst the
people in small lots, which would have given some
thousands of persons a direct interest in the financial
affairs of the country, we are satisfied that ere long
these bonds vill cross the Atlantic, and increase still
more the drain of American funds to Europe, nad en-
large the power of foreign investors to disturb the
money market in the States by sending securities for
sale or redemption when confidence begins to weaken.
One excellent effect of the bids being so enormous is
expected to be, "the dispelling of every doubt as to the
ability and intention of the United States Govern-
ment to redeem all its obligations in the best money in
the world.". This was so expressed in a resolution
passed unaniniously a few days ago by the New York
Chamber of Commerce. As the wliole aniount of
the bonds will have to be paid to the Treasury in gold,
a very important question lias been -aised as to the
sources whence the bidders for over 500 millions of the
loan expected to secure gold. A prominent'New York
banker regards the bids as evidence of there being an
amount of gold stored in the country fa- beyond what
lias been estimated. This however does not follow, as
eaclh bidder was acting in ignorance of the action of
others, so that no doubt the saine source of supply was,
calculated as being available by a number of persons.
What however is established is, that some 500 millions
of -mneey was at the disposal of the people of the States-
for-investuent, and this we itust regard as evidencé of
there being more surpius weaIlth in tlhat country-than
was generally thought. The readiness also with which
sucih large offers were made for a gold lean shows that
"gold bugs" have their habitat in the States as well as

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in Europe. Having given this evidence we trust it
will lead to a movement'for the conversion of the legal
tenders tiit amoiunt to $346,000,000,. which are a per-
petual menace to the gold reserve of the Treasury,
and thus a constant danger to the credit·of the coun-
try, into a form- of eu'rrency -free from this grave
drawback. -Were the note issues spread over the
vhole of the banks of the United States, each issu-

ing centre could protect them far more securely than
they can .be when they are all liable to be redeened
at one point which is affected by all the fluctuations
of the money. market at home and abroad.

So far as the bids for the new loan are signs of
the wealth of the American people, and of their con-
fidence in their own governuient, the world at large
will _be gratified, for the financial strength of every
nation is shared more or less by all others.

NORTI AMERICAN LIRE ASSURANCE CO.

The attention of all interested in life assurance is in-
vited to the report published in this issue of the North
American Life Assurance Company. The Managing
Director, Mr. William McCabe, F.I.A., has the reputa-
tion of being bighly conservative in his nethodsand in-
spiredrather by a desire to secure quality in business
than quantity. Hence the company he, has built up, is
lessostentatious in its claims,and less pushing in seeking
new business than some competitors. But it finds a re-
ward in being able to reain its policy holders far more
steadily than spme other companies, and those who con-
tinue their policies have their reward in better returns
thlan can be afforded by institutions who spend large
suins in getting business which runs ont like vater
througha sieve.

CHATTEL MORTGAGES AND A CASE IN. POINT.
The comittee of the New York Board of Trade does

not appear to have very closely consid'ered the true
inwardness of the chattel morbgage ;' that is, if it has
any "true" inwardness at all. The essential difference
between a varehouse receipt and a chattel mortgage
cansists in the guardianship and the possession of the
property çvhich in the case of the warehouse is in one
whose interest consists in the income derived from the
continued possession, whereas in the latter case the
possession remains in one whosejprevious oýwnership
lias termîinated in difilculties. It is an error to sup-
pose that there is no sentiment in financial mntters,-
and that disappointments, difficulties and possible
advantages do not influence the conduct of men and
womien.

"A" bas'a house furnished more expensivelv than
bis incone warrants. His pride forbids its sale. Its
possession demands its use and display in such manner
as to increise his expenses. He gets into debt ; bis
creditors demand paynient. He can raise suf-
ficient ta pay off pressing demands by means .of a
cliattel mortgage on bis furnitre. This is generally
effeeted at a high rate of interest which serves to in-
crease bis difficulties, so that the-instalments of princi-
pal and the interest fall in arrears. He bas i policy
of insurance taken out when the furniture was new,
and for an amount originally justified by the newness
of the furniture which is now depreciated by use so
that itivill not sell for anything like the ainount of
the insurance upon it. The old, old principle'of being
boo lazy to dig and too proud to bog, combined with
the sense of the disgrace of having bis belon'gings*sold
under a chattel nortgage, become a sore temptation to
escape by the more genteel mnethod of an accidental
fire. The furniture itself seems to sympathize with_
hlm, because the experience of the insurance com-
panies is, that after the most portable articles have
hidden themselves in sonie safe. spot, the rest of the
furniture commits suicide by fire. The gentlemanly
adjuster then comes along and is. duly furnished with
a list and valuation whiclh convinces him that le has
no recourse but to recommend payment of the full
amount of the insurance. If he demands evidence, he
can have.lots of it fromn persons of undoubted respec-
tability who honestly testify to the fact that they lave
frequently visited the house, that it was beautifully
furnished, and that the furniture was apparently in
good condition. "Mrs. A. was such a splendid bouse-
keeper that she always had things very nice." Mrs. A.
and the children had fortunately gone away On .a visit
to lier mother and lad taken the children with lier, as
their dear old grandmother was so fond of therm -and so
desirous of seeing theni.

The Dog Oh yes. " le was a splendid liunting
dog aind a f riend 'had borrowed bim."-Tie cause- of
the fire !!, "Ali, well, you know, I cannot imagine
how it couîld possibly have started." The Servant

Well, now,-of course it would not have looked nice
for the servant to have remained alone in the louse
vith me, vhilst Mrs. A. was away, 'so we. gave lier a

little holiday."
" The fire"! !-" Oh bother the fire; the mice amust

have got at the matches. They are so mischievious and
so annoying, you knîow.-I ai so ipset I really cannot
talk any more at preont,"
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Must give you more information as to the cause of the
fire ? ! !!--" Db you mean to insult nie sir ? . Do you

mean to insinuate anytling ? Yen infernal scoundrel

If you want any more my lawyer will attend to you."
This is a fair sketch of one of many such experiences

of the insurance companies; so many indeed are they
that the wisest of them avoid properties covered by
chattel mortgage. And by the way, is it the fire in-
surance companies alone who do not like ehattel mort-
gages ? Do we not bear both wholesale and retail mer-

chants anathenatizing thiem. Have notso nany frauds
been perpetrated by their means, that the legislatures
have been called upon to provide safeguards and
requirements in connection with them ?

HIAV E BUSINESS FAILURES A BRIGHT SIDE ?

The nunierons failures reorded in our columns are apt to
be over estimated as indications of business being denressed.
During "liard times" the failures are largely in excess of
those vhen more general prosperity prevails. It'may seem
somewhat paradoxical, but when quietly considered we are
satisfied that, a very large share of the responsibility for
nany failures during times of depression must be laid upon

the brigliter days they followed. After a summer which bas
been especially favorable to the growth of fruit the first
frosty wind of lato Autuina brings down a heavier fall of
apples than occurs when the Fall was preceded by a season
which killed the blossois. The real secret of our having
te record se mnany failures, the bulk of tbem of small
traders, is that there are f ar too many p ersons engaged in
store-keeping.

No sooner does a elever, pushing, saving clerk in a pros-
perous establishment find lie is owner of a thousand, or even
a few hundrèd dollars, than he becomes anxious te run a
business for himself. Most young men have se little experi-
once they run away with the notion that the difference be-
tween tie cost and selling prices of goods represents profit.
A young clerk acquires:a knowledge of cost prices, and kuow-
ing the sale prices are at an advance often of 25 te 50 per
cent, lie supposes, a turn over of even $100 a week will lead
him on te fortune. le readily finds some property owner te
rent him a store, a commercial traveller te sell him goods on
easy ternis, and too frîequently, soume attractive young
woman whose pride leads lier into encouraging lier lover
into launching out as his own master with a faith in him
and the future which is inore beautiful and romantic than
prudent. His imagination is often fired by tales of well-
to-do elderly men who-or their friends for them-boast of
having begun 20 or 30 years ago " without a cent," forget-
ting how, since thon, the commercial fiald has becone crowd-
ed, with profits cut down and the opportunities of success
dccreased by, in muany cases, reckless competition. Buoyed
up by ambition, hope and an earnest and often most .coin-
mondable desire to advance in the world, the young man
full of self-confidence embarks in business with a capital all
told, owned and borroweod of two or three thousand dollars.
laving a wife he niust furnisli a lieuse, and he soon learns
that the fairy.tale of " what will keep one will keep two,"
is a delusion and a snare. Rle. soon finds to, that his capital
is largely absorbed by goods whicli are dead stock, often
stock simply required. for display, the interest upon the
value of which is an itemi lie never calculated upon baving
to meet. lis determination te do all the work himself is
soon found impossible; bat lelp costs mnoney, and lie finds
himself saddled with another expense lie had net foreseen.
The constant llow of îmoney into the till is a serions temipt'a-
tien te spend mor than his business profits warrant-if lie
knew what thy wera. In niinety cases out of a hundred the
youngor storekeepers are wholly in the dark as to vlat net
profits they are inaking from mnonth te month. If they have

reason to fear their profits are small they shrink from en-
forcing severe economy on a young wife froin a motive of
tenderness which though honorable, is often disastrous.

Take any country town in Canada or the States, and ob-
serve the stores daily for a week, as we recently did in a
place reputedly prosperous,and it.will be seen that even in the
best stores the proprietor and his helpers are three parts
of their time without employment. We believe the whole
business done in the great majority of country stores, and in
many city ones of the smaller class, coula all be transacted
by the present staff in a couple of days in each week ; or,
to put this in another way-were balf the stores closed there
would only be business to keep the rest as fully occupied as
most city people are every day of the week. ' The situation
is the exact reverse of the harvest being plenteous but the
laborers few, for the crops are far too scanty for the reapers
engaged

The numerous failures recorded are the inevitable conse-
quence of men crowding into'independent enterprises with
insuficient capital te stand their ground through a series of
years while working and pinching bard to establish them-
selves. What has been their incentive? Surely it was the
sight of so many being prosperous which tempted them te
try their luck. We could nameî several towns in which not
a new store has been opened for years simply because this
kind of temptation was absent, the existing stores were too
notoriously making a very bare living for the -proprietors, to
offer any inducement to fresh competitors. But when a
town is growing, vhen it is recognized as a thriving place,
there is always a movemenit to that place of aspirants, for
commercial honors,' and the very prosperity of snch a town
leads1to its having numerous failures.

Service is unfortunately becoming more and more dis-
tasteful, and downright liard work is repellant to the young
men of .the day-except on the lacrosse or football field.
Burns' fine lne,

"The glorious privile ge of be ing independent.

is utterly misinterpreted by young men who leave service to
find the inost trying form'of slavery consists in being chained
te circumstances which are dragging them to ruin. The
weeding out of large numbers of traders is no certain proof
of business depression, as it is largely attributable te far to
many being tempted te engage in business without adequate
financial resources. A trade census would show that in
proportion te population we have ~in Canada more store-
keepers making a fair living than those in the old land; and
if competition could be made less severe, over-crediting
checked, and the craze for -premat urely going into business
subdued, the failures would drop .down te very moderate
proportions.

A POSSIBLE UPTOWN HOTEL.
The editor-proprietor of this journal has the fortune, good or

bad, to own a piece of property in the upper part of the city con-
tiguous ta the business centre of St. Catherine street, on which,
lie lias for saine time contemplatel erecting a moder frst-class
hotel. The idea of a grand ten-storey hotel-to cover the entire
block, including the property referred to--was conceived over a
year ago by a syndicate composed of Fred. Fairman, president of
the Dominion Wire Co., Dugald Graham, formerly manager of
the Williams Sewing Machine Co., and C. C. Holland of G. A. -
Holland & Son, retallers of fancy goods,-as noted at'the time.
These gentlemen had bouglit Erskine Church and some adjoin-
ing property besides bonding for soma 60 days the remaining lots
and stores as far as Metcalfe street. The plans were imposing
and the visions were gorgeonsand had Messrs. Fairman &
Graham presented themselves at any otier time before Coutts'
Bank and other financial institutions in London and G.asgaw to
which they bore lotters of introduction, thy miglt probably have
succeeded in borrowing the $1,000,000 or $1,250,000 necessary for
completing the liotel. But tho timie they ysited Lotidon was in
February, 1895, just as the Cana-di¿anPadlfic Éaihniy Co. h d
passed its dividend, and a deaf ear was consequently turnedto
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all new Canadian investments. Coupled with this, Mr. Fairmad
was attacked by the influenza or "grippe," thon epidémie in
London, and was obliged to leave for Montreal mmediately.
"What will they do withlit ?" was the question often heard con-
cerning the church and that portion of the remainder of the
block which they hjpd purchased. The church has been turned
lnto a large department store for IL. & N. E. Hamilton, and other
changes are contemplated, among them the new hotel. The edi-
ter does net intend, however, because of this, to engage in the
hotel or other kindred business,-for one reason, that he is con-
vinced "It takes a mighty smart man to run a hotel," and an-
other, that he is already f ully occupied in conducting and editing
the JOUiRNAL OF Co.MiERcE, which, during its upward of twenty
years' existence, has not caused him any distressing anxiety on
the score of fairly ample returns for bis labour. Its readers, who
are counted in all part s of the Dominion, will not admit that it
shows aty signs of decay; lis subscription lists are open to in-
spection by customers.

"BRITANNIA RULES THE WAVES."

We are indebted to the Philadelphia Record for the fol-
lowing comments on the relative naval powers of. Germany
and Great Britain

"There is too great a disparity between the naval forces of
Geriùany sud Great Britain te make a single-handed attack by
the former Pôwer against the latter at all conceivable. Field
Marshal Von .Moltke bas been credited with having said : " I
could land twenty armies m England, Il I knew how to get one
of them safely off again." To subdue Great Britain it would be.
necessary first te destroy the British uavy ; and the remark is-
equally true of the British colonies. and dependencies. Accord-
ing tea table annexed te Secretary .Herbert's: report for 1894
Great Britain bas forty-three battieships in service and ton
authorized and building, two of which have since been con-
pleted. Thé total mrober of vessels' of the :same class in 'the
German navy is:fifteen,-of which oneis iw in course of con-

struction. These figures scarcely show the true disparity, since
first-class battleships are far more powerful proportionately
than those of the second and third class.; ad o! first-class
battleships the British navy bas twenty-nine, while Germany
can muster only five. lu the number of cruisers the dispropor-
tien between the two navies la even much greater. Of first-class
cruisers Great Britain bas twenty-nine and Germany two ; in
second class-cruisers the relative strength of the two powers la
respectively fifty-nine and nine ; while of third-class cruisers
there are one hundred and five In the British service and elgh-
teen in that of Germany. It would be practically impossible
therefore, for Germany te convoy troops te any part of the world
without the risk of the capture and destruction of her expedi-
.tiens by the superior sea power of Great Britain. Unless the
South African question shall prove te have been merely a pretext
for a united onslaught by Europe upon' Great Britain, and the
Kaiser's demonstratibn of hostllity a part of a preconcerted
plan of the Powers te humble England, the danger of a war
would seem to be extremeily reniote.
great powers of Europe is doubtless at the bottom of mucli of

.the feeling recently aroused in the United States against Great
Britain which, though net the largest possessor of African terrI.
tory, certainly controls some. of the most valuable portions of
that vast continent. It was not likely that the people of the
United States could witness indifferently the openig up te
European and especially British settlement of so large a portion
of the earth's surface, one whbich produces lu abundance almost
everything grown in the most favored regions, at the sane time
that it possesses great mineral wealth, -igypt bas for years been
no mean competitorof the United States in the cotton markets of
the world, as well as for cereals and sub-tròpical fruits, while the'
mines of South Africa vie with the richest in the world. The
opening of se large an area te modern methods of cultivation
cannot fail ere. long te seriously affect the expert trade of this
continent and the climate except in sote of the delta lands of

·the large rivers of the west coast, is nothing like so severe upon
European constitutions as' commonly .supposed. It is net sur-
prising therefore that our cousins te the Soutli should seek te
restrain what they regard as the further extension of British
territory on the western hemisphero. Jfinc ilkS lacrtim<u. The
arts of peace accomplish more than the art of war.

-Oun North Grenville correspondents report business as,
quite dull, with much discontent among muerchants, owing to the
tardiness of payments, the result of want of sleighing during the
Christmas time.

TUE NEWFOUNDLAND FISHERIES.
(Second Paper).

¯1Y lAMES IUIR¯RY EX-M.H.A.

There are between 30,000 and 40,000 families ln Newfoundland
now engaged in the fisleries. The population of the island bas
increased from 10,701, in 1786, to 202,040 in 1891, when the last
census was taken. The people, now in the third and fourth gene-
ration, are ainalîly descended from Englishmen of the south and
.west counties, who colonized the island in the early part of the
present century, and froi natives of Ireland, who emigrated
hiere principally fron the southern provinces of that country at a
later pariod. They were good sturdy stock, and brought witb
them somae knowledge of elementary farming, which stood themt
in good stead li Newfoundlanid. In 1806, the permanent popu-
lation had iecreased ta 26,500, flfteen years later, the number was
augmented te 50,000, and iht1836 thore were75,000, about equally
belonging ta the two gre'at religions of Western Christendomt,
thus indicating their nationalties. Pretty muchi the same rela-
tive numbers existed li 1845, wvhen the, population was 100,000,
and le 1870 there were 160,000, iicluding the French Shore and
Labrador. There bas been no Immigration here during the lat-
ter lialfof the present centiry, but a considerable amount of
emigration le constantly going on, iailnly te the United States
and Canada. For this 'reason, the apparent growth of popula-
tion by natural increase le now slow, and only increased by about
4,800 betwoee 1884 and 1801, when'the ceosus of the last two de-



cades was taken. The number of males-la slightly in excess of
the number of females.

Roughly speaking, about one tenth of the whole population
resides ln St. John's, and these are not directly engaged in the
lisheries. The other nine-tenths reside ln the outports located
ln the various bays and other indentations of the sea-coast and
are al employed In the fisherles. Their choice of localily, near
the ses, sufficlently indicates the nature of their pursuite, and
the fact that It absorba their attention. The fisherman's estab-
lishment usually consista of a fishing-room or fish-house, built
out somewhat over the -water, so as to be convenient for throw-
ing up the freshly-caught fiah each day from the fihing. boat as
it arrivas. This is surrounded by elevated flakes, which ma), or
may net be partly built over the water, and behind all the fisher-
man% lowly cet rises up, the most landward part of the estab-
lisiment. lu most of the northern and south-eastern parts of
the island the house le surrounded by a gardon plot, of greater
or less extent, and this witli its products represents a consider-
able portion of the family's dietary. In many places, where it ls
the habit of the fisherman te remove with bis family eni masse to
Labrador for the summer's tishory, the †gardon" will be set ont
with potatoes, cabbages and other vegetables before the family
leaves, and some kind stay.at-home neigibor will look after the
nocessary "hoeing" and protection until they return. Then, all
the family have to do l to "gather la the liarvest" and store it
for the winter.

As the fshierman usually builds hia own house and other arec-
tions on land, taken in from the onen, for which he pays no
rent or other taxes ; as ho ias his agricultural clearing on. yhich,
one-half of his living l, grown, on the same terme ; as ho can
supply himself with fuel from the nearest ' woods" at only the
cost of the labor of getting it ; and as, lu most parts of the
islands, he can get the materials for building his house, fiakes,
boat, &c., from the same source, and on the saie terins. it is
easily seen that ho bas mauy natural advantages, not tie least
among which may ho reckoned an abundance of pure water and
fresh air. As ahi the taxes are derived througli the Custom
Bouse, andibecome incorporated with the price of the articles
he buys, he need pay no taxes, or, if he does, he need not
know it.

The drawbacks of his lot, if such they are reckoned, consist of
the isolation to which hle iexposed as the e ofedh coun-
try, and the deprivation of those social privileges which belong
to larger communities. But these deprivations are not themr-
selves ail one-sided blessings in his estimation, and, that fully
150,000 of Newfoundland's population live, and prefer to live, in
these scattered settlements, sufficiently attest thoir preference
for solltary conditions of existence., Certainly it breeds ln them
a spirit of self-reliance, moral and physical hardihood, and per-
sonal independence, ln connection -with their calling, which
resideceh-in cities, and amid the superabounrding advantages of
moderate civilisation, neither fosters nr creates.

Partly on that account, bis habits remain simple and his fare
frugal. The only luxury he knows la a modicum of tobacco,
which ho smokes or " chews," to while away the loneliness of
hia long hours in the fûshing boat, when his stomach, poor fol-
low ! knows little other stay. The " Miasua" has her modicum
of course, black tea, from which she and the household at home
derive correspouding comfort, and not until the last vestige of
thle fragrant leaf disappears from the affluent kettle's interior, or
fails to color the water with a foreign suggestion, la It finally
cast out as a hopeless property.

Of cher beverages the fisherman's family know nothing, and
he himself la practically a teetotaller. He may take a " slew" of
run or gin if lie gets the chance on board some passing schoon.
er or trader, or if lie happen to visit St. Pierre, ur in some chance
way of that kind, but aven thon ho drinks It from considerations
of curlosity or novelty, much as ho would drink a dose of Lin.
ard's Liniment or'Bradwvay's eady Relief. In most parts of the
island there la no place in the village where liquor la sold or can
h procured on any terme, and this fact sufilciently indicates'the
average fisierman's want of appreciation.

Good wheaten bread, baked into loaves In the oven of a cook-
ing stove, lused to be the bakepot), la his standard diet, some-
times, but not always, moistened with a little " oleo" butter.
Molasses la sparingly used, te sweeten the lea, and as a treat
when spread over their bread for the youngster. . Codfisli, both
salt and freah, is the general substitute for animal food, with an
occasional herring. Meat la rarely seen, except, perhaps, once or
twice a week at dinner, and sometimes only on, Sunday, in the
shape of s "chunk" o! salt pork or beef. Occasionally a ses-
fowl la shot, and with " duff," bolled potatoes and cabbage, fol-
lowed by a cup of tea, the meal ls an avent to be long remem.
bered. But the "garden-stuff, where gardening ls possible, is a
grand relief and variety te the monotonous fisli diet, and to the
long-suffering barrel of flour, which ls the only other' standard
supporst of the fisherman's larder.

To judge him physically by the results of this regimen one
would suppose ltait the Newfoundland fisherman had hit upon
the ideal mode and scale of living without knowing it. .Born
within sound of the sea-, and accustomed to the bandling of boats
and craft from his earllest years, ho enjoya a life of independ-
once, which nover substitutes another master for imaelf, except
when ho la too lazy to be his own. On an average lie earns fron
$200 to $400 per annum, and puts on the market from 50 to 100
quintais of dried cddflsli, caught and cured with his own bands.
These are worth anywhere from $2 to $4 per quintal-the."quin-
tal" being 112 ilbs. Il takes from 75 to 100 round codfish to form
a quintal, accordiug to their size and ln many places each one of!

these fish has to ho dragged'up'by hand line fiom a depth of 600
or 100 oeet of water, one at a time. Yet there la varlety lu the
occupation, a certain smack of the sportlng element, a wild feel-
ing of freedom, and that most unconquerable of ail the kinds of
independence with which the human personality can be.invested
whichsays.

As an ovidence of Our anxiety not to overstate the value of
assets, but to be on the conservative side in this Important parti-
cular, I call your attention to the fact that our municipal deben-
tures could be sold at an advance of $18,884.20 over what they
stand In the statement of assets.

Comparison of surplus earned for the year to mean assets of
the year shows 4 1-10 per cent., which le a very large ecarning,
esipeclally taking taking lto account the fact that desirable in-
vestnìents, at a fair rate of Interest, are now very scarce and dif-
flcult to obtain.

The Point is completely cleared
and at present is all under hay. It
is considered the most beautiful
Point on the Ottawa River.

Extensive tests have been made at
McGill University by -Professor
Bovey, with samples of vitrified
brick made fron this clay. It has
stood a higher pressure test than
any brick on record, and the build-
ing brick (facing) is said by experts
to surpass anything known on this
continent. It will 'also .Make the
finest Terra Cotta and Pottery., The
vitrified brick takes a polish super-
ior to granite and is hardei than
that stone.
