the time, The voice of the country scarcely dared
to give expression to the national will. Public
meetings of various counties, duly convened to de-
liberate on the projected mensure of the Minister,
were dispersed by military force, and all counstitu-
tional opposition was violently suppressed. Whilst
the kingdom was thus held in terror and suspense,
the intention of the (fovernment was unequivocally
declared ; and though public discussion wag only
possible at the risk of being intimidated and put
down by the officious zeal of some extra-loyal func-
tionary of despotic pawer, still some meetings were
held, whose proceedings will enable us to judge
what was the gzeneral sensc of the nation. Amongst
the first may be noticed & meeting of the Bar, held
on 9th December, 1798, At that time, the Bar of
Ireland held a prominent position in the eyes of the
country. It was considered the great avenue to
parliamentary distinction and public preferment,
and amonst its members there were generally to be
found representatives of some of the leading familics
of the land.  The eminent talents and high profus-
sional attainments of the body ut that period lent
additional weight to the importance of their opin-
jons, and the names of those who signed the re-
quisition to call the meeting included men of such
afterwards Lord
Chancellor; of Sdurin, who was Attorncy-General
for twenty years, and who refused the oftice of Lord
Chief Justice; of Bushe, who subsecquently filled
that high oflice; of Peter Burrowes, a great consti-
tutional Jawyer, and several other distinguished
men. The authentic report of the debate which
then took place lies open before us, and we wish we
could feel ut liberty to place the severnl speeclics in
extenso before our readers, ne an expression of the
voice ol the country ; but our space forbids us to do
more than to give a few extracts from the sentiments
expressed by some of the leading speakers on that
occasion, Saurin, who opened the discussion, pro-
posed the following resolution :—“Resolved, that
the measure of a Legislative Union of this kingdom
and Great Britain is an innovution, which it would
be highly dangerous and impreper to propose at the
present juncture of this conntry.” In the course of
lis remarks, he observed that it was the duty of
every great body of men, and particularly the duty
of the Bar, as learncd in the law and Constitution,
to step forward and declare their sense on the sub-
ject. “In times of perfect tranquility,” he suid, #jt
is their duty to do this; but at such a period as the
present, when the public are rendered incapable, by
the civcumstances in which they stand, of consider-
ing 50 momentous a question, it becomes the duty
of the Bar to dcclare whether it is wiae or sufe at
such a crisis to discuss it. . . Was it not ob-
vious to ¢very man, that if, in case of a Legislative
Union, Ireland should be suflered to sund & hundred
members to the united Parliament; yet tho Parlia-
ment thus constituted with five hundred Brit-
ish wmembers and one hwndred Irish, must

At all events it was not
at the termination ef a rebellion, if it was in-
deed terminnted, the most wlarming and savage
which had every scourged a country, thata question
of such magnitude was to be discussed ; it was not
when a foreign srmy of 40,000 men werein the
country, and military law searcely yet suspended,
that the people were to he usked on the moment,
whether they would give up their Constitution, and
transfer their legislative power to another country.”
Mr, Spencer, who secouded the motion, said he had
heard it asserted that, from the great military force
in the country, and the suppression of the public
voice, that was the precise reason for the introduce-
tion of the measure, which could not be carried un-
der any other circumstances.

“Qoud God, sir!” he exclaimed, “is it possible
that such a sentiment should circulate, without
vircnlating revolntionary principles along with it?
Can it be endured to be said, that the scason for
introducing the most momentous constitutional
question, to the consideration of the legislature of a
tree people is, when there is an extinordinary mili-
tary force in the country, and when, from the im-
periousness of circumstances, the public lips have
been closed.”

Mr, Peter Burrowes, @ man of great original genius
and noble simplicity of character, a member of the
Irish Parliament, and one of the ablest advocates of
the Irish Bar, when that illustrious body was the
representativo of Irish wit, cloquence, and patriotism,
declured himself unequivocally against the Union,
in a speech: of bold and manly assertion. * A legis-
lative Union,” he said, *with Great Britain upon
any terms, which can be rationally conceived, is in
its principle at all times inadmissable ; at the pre-
sent juncture the measure is peculiarly pernicious,
What is in ttuth and simplicity the question ?
Whether the Irish nntion should at all deliberate
upon the terms and conditions upon which it should
surrender & Constitution founded upon the soundest
principles of human policy, which, it has enjoyed
for six centuries, and under which with all its im-
purfections and abuses, it arrived at a state of great
improvement, and was proceeding in a cowrse of
rapidly accelerating - prosperity, until, in common
with other countries, the political maledy which
has of late aftlicted the world, Lad visited it with
evils not aseribalbls to étx Constitution? 1 say this na-
tion ouglt not to entertain such a guestion. The
measure is certuin ruin”®  After exposing the evils
that were sure to follow the passing of such an act,
and which have, alas! but too surely followed, in
contirmation of his predictions, this great lawyer
ptucecded : [ hasten to that which is the grand
pretence for this alaminginnovation, The security
of the connection of Greal Britain, it is said, re-
qnires it.  This is indeed a powertul appeal. Con-
nucted as we are by so many ties to that great and
powerful people, there are but few shings which we
ought not to sacritice to the preservation of that
connection. DBut let not our zeal mislead us, I
assert, I hope without contradiction, that the security
of that cnnection must depend wpon  afiection, and
not force.  [Msuficction is the only source (»t'scp:ax'{utiun,
and see whether, upon the whole, this measure be
uot more likely to extend than to vestrain it.” hen,
discussing the question on the highest constitutional
grounds, he asks the pertinent question—¢ Can it
ever be credited that an Union caried now was
founded upon national consent? And if the con-
trary opinion should prevail how fatal would the
consequence probably be? How wvarious are the
impuditnents to popular discussion at presead? Do
we forget that assemblies of the people are under
temporury restraint, at leust, regulations not hereto-
fore deemed necessarg in our Constitution : that the
Habeas Corpus Act is suspended ; that extraordinary
powers are vested in magistrates: that undefinable
monster martial law still exists in parts of Ireland;
that rebellion is but just subdued, and invasion still
hovering round eur coasts; and, above all, that a
rumcrous English army exists in this country, I
assert that there connot be a free discussion of the
question under such circumstances. But even
though it were possible to devise a system of Uiion
which onght to Le adopted, this is a juncture the
most untit for propounding or discussing it. I am
no metaphysician in politics. Tdo ot derive my
opinion irom mere abstract reasoning. Yet 1 hold
it to be indisputably certain that the ancient estab-
lished  Constitution of a nation like this
cannot he  justifiably  annibilated  without the
previous consent of the nation, founded upon the
freest and fullest discussion of the subject.” The
report of Plunket'sspeech on this oecasion is very
meagre, and refers to it mosily in general terms,
such us that he “very ably proved the extreme
dangerand impropriety of axitating the question of
Union at such a time as the present. Sheuld the
administration, however, proposc & Union now, he
bad uo doubt but it would Le earried. Fear, ani-
mosity, and want of time to consider coolly its con-
scquences, and forty thousand British troops in Ire-
land, would carry the measure,  But in a little time
the people would awake, as from a dream and what
consequences would then follow he trembled to
think, For himsclf he declared he opposed an
Union, principally becnuse e was convinced it
would accelerate'a total separalion of the two coun-
tries.” Several other speakers followed in the same
strain, but we will notice enly one other speech. that
of Mr. Goold, who uttered rome hold and startling
sentimonts, which produced much sensation and
considerable applause. After declaring ngainst the
Union in the strongest terms, he exclaimed : ¥ 1 am
enabled, by the visible and unerring demonstrations
of nature, to assert that Ireland was destined to be
an independent nation,  OQur patent to be a state,
and not a shire, comes direct from Heaven. The
Almighty has, in majestic characters, signed the
charter of our independcuce.  The great Creator of
the world has given unto our beloved country the
gigantic outlines of a kingdom, und not the pigmy
features of a province. God and Nature I say, never
intended that Ircland should be a province and, by
(i—, slie naver shall.” ‘ ’

If such were the sentiments, thus publicly ex-
pressed and loudly applanded, of aman of high
legal acquireraents, and who afterwards held a dis-
tinguished position on the Bench, it is evident that
the general feelings of the nution must have been
as violently opposed to such an odious messure,
and that the Union can never be considered as the
act of the people of Ireland. They have never ae-
quicsced in it, or consented to it. ‘They submitfed
to it as the householder does tothe roblier wlose
pistol is at his head ; but with & just reservation of
all rights for the recovery of the property when he
is again restored to the full liberty of action and free
will,

Having taken the opinions of the Bar of Ireland,
let us sce what were the sentiments of the repre-
sentatives of Irish coimmerce on this most momen-
tous question for the trade of the country. On the
18th Dec,, 1798, n mecting (referred to in previous
article) of the bankers and wmerchants of the city of
Dublin, at which the Lord Muyor presided, was held
at the Mansion House, ¢ for the purpose of taking
into consideration the reported project of a legisla-
tive Union between Great Britain and Ireland.”
The lending banker of the City, Wm. Digges Lan-
touche, proposed the following resolution amongst
others :—¥ Rewxolved, that we look with abhorrence
on any atlempt to deprive the people of Ireland of
their Parlinment, and thercby of their Coustitutional
tight, and immediatc power to legislate for them-
selves.”

The matured and cautious opinions of men hold-
ing such o atakein the country, and usually so
averss from taking any stepr in opposition to the

ruling powers, are much more weighty, and deser-

ving of consideration, than any more rhetorical
flights of the professional candidates for popular
favour ; and hence the public dcclarations of such a
man ere significant in the lLighest degree of the
full sense and spirit of the whole country, and of
! the most absolute and conscientious conviction, on
the part of the speaker. Let us heur how this in.
flnential and responsible individual treated the bare
idea of n Union, then only promulgated as & rumour
of the intentions of the Government. Addressing
the Lord Mayor, he says, © My Lord, there is not in

Although
this city and its vicinage would bLe greatly and pecu-
liarly injured by a Union: although the prospects
of industry and honest speculation might be blasted
Ly the adoption of such a measure, I would not, how-
ever, be one of those to opposcit, if beneficinl to the
country at large, or to the empire; but convinced as
I am that it would be hurtful to us, I cannet, attach-
ed as I am to our present connection with it allow
an inference merely advantageous to the sister coun-
try; and I trust that, if we were wantonly to favour
a mcasure so injurious to ourselves, the people of
England, when they should come to take the subject
into consideratiin, would r ject the measure, and

XEWS OF THE WEEK.

Grave doubts as to the suceess of the Wash-
ington Treaty, especially with regard to those
elauses which proposo to deal with the Ala.
bama Claims, are entertained, and cxpressed in
the English journals. The amount at which
the U. States’ statement fixes the damages to
be paid by Great Britain, is so extravagant
that the latter would prefer the hazard of war
to accepting the churge of paying them; since
the most disastrous war could not inflict greater
injury, moral and material, upon the country
than would the submission to such exorbitant
claims. Bven in her hour of trinmph and of
her enemy's prostration, Germeny did not im-
pose harsher and more degrading terms on
France.

We are told, therefore, that Chiel' Justice
Lockburn, one of the arbitrators, will shortly
withdraw fiom the Board ; and that the Brit-
ish Government will repudiate the Treaty of
Washington, in this respect following the pre-
-cedent of the U. States in repudiating the
Treaty of Ghent.

Such arc the rumors that reach us by tele-
-gram ; but it must be remcmbered that they
are not authesticnted, und that an amicable
adjustment of the rival pretensions of the two
great countries will be eagerly sought for by
the statesmen of both. It is not by any meuns
probable that the arbitrators to whom the
claims of the U. States Government for com-
pensution for damages inflicted by the Alubama,
will give the amount cluiimed; for it will not
be easy to persuade them, that afow small
vessels—even it the British Goveruinent he
responsible for their acts—could have inflicted
such terrible injury on the U. States, a great
naval power, as the case presented to the Board
by the latter pretends was the fact.  All we
«ean suggest is—and the question cun casily be
settled by the Rule of Three—if a few wood-
.en steumers with but small srmameuts inflicted
.damage on the U. States to the anount of sev-
eral hundreds -of millions of pounds, what
amount of damage could be inflicted on the
sume States by the British nuvy?  We trust
however that there may be no nced for such
caleulations, and that a solution of the pending

tions interested, muy yet be discovered.

He has been igcorrectly informed that the
“ original definition wus drawe up in the Greek
language ;” if he has thereby been given to
understand that in that language exclusively
the * originul definition” was drawn up. Both
languages, Lutin and Gureek, were used for that
yurpose ; one is as much the “ original” as the
ther ; so that neither is the Latin a transla-
tion of the Greck text, nor the Greek a transla-
tion of the Lutin. The definition was drawn
up, signed by the ussembled Fathers, published
and promulgated, in both languages simultane-
ously, tth July, 1438, Here is what the Pro.
testant historiun Gibbon says on the subject : —
“«'The act of union wns subscribed by the Pope,
the Emperor and the principal wmembers of both
churches. * ¢ ¢ Two copies might bave suf-
ficed for the East and West; but Eugenius was not
satisfied unless four autlientic and similar tranecripts
were signed and attested as the monuments of his
victory. On n memorable day, the sixth of July, the
successors of St. Peter and Constantine ascended
their thrones; the fwo nations assembled in the
cathedral of Florence. 'Their representatives, Car-
dina! Julian, and Iessarion, Archbishop of Nice,
appeared in the pulpit, and, after reading in their 7e-
spective tongues, the act of union, they mutually em-

Lraced in the name apd prescoce of their applauding
brethren."— [ecline and Fall, c. 66,

version—the real meaning of the apparently
ambiguous version, and therefore of the cntire
document, must be determined from the version
whose meaning is clear and precise. In other
words, the document must be interpreted so as
to agree with botk languages.

But so clear is the Latin text, that, to evade
its force, Dr. Dollinger has found himself
forced to contest its genuincnessand to insi-
nuate a forgery or corruption of the original
Latin. But this is effectually disposed of by
the fuct, that all the existing copies contain the
words in dispute; that the very old copyin the
British Museum, has been examined by Mr.
Ffoulke, a Protestant, and found to contain the

' tain the disputed words; and according to
i Gibben in a foot note, of these copics several
i may be deemed as of almost equal value with

the originals, having been drawn up in Flor-

ieuce before the 26th August, 1439, the date

of the final separation of the Pope and the
Ewperor.

Tue Crry MorrarniTY.—One hundred and
thirty-three deaths! reported for the last week
of the month of Jaouary, the period of the
year when the mortality is usually at its low-
est. During the summer heats, in the months
of June, July and August, when all tho sticks
of the City, and verily their name is Legion,
are let loose to fulfil their mission of destruc-
tion—the mortality is generally about double
of what it is in the winter months; when the
nameless and numberless abominations of our
streets, backyards, and sewers are, for the time,
frozen up, covered over with snow, and thus
rendered temporarily innocuous.

But even should—which is certainly if we
may judge from the past, not to be expected—
the summer months’ mortality not greatly ex-
cced that of the winter months, there is much
in the lately published statisties of interments
to arrest our serious attention, and to prompt
us to immediate and conergetic action, For it
is as certain as anything can be, that the fear-
fully cxcessive mortality of Montreal is not due
to its climatic conditions, or to its situation
but to causes over which we have very consi-
derable control, In the country, but a mile or
two out of town, where the temperature, and
all the climutic conditions are as are ours, the
annual mortality docs not exceed 20 per thou-
sund ; whilst in the City ilself, and its suburbs,
the mortality, even in the healthiest season of
the year, at present averages almost 30 per
thousand.  Now, as Polonius would say—
¢ this effect defective comes by cause.” The
questions alone remain, “'What are those
causes ? und how cun they be removed ?”

This problem we do not propose to solve;
only would we luy before our readers o few
fizures to show how monstrous is the amount
of our mortality in Moutreal; how immediate
and active measures are urgently required for
its reduction ; and this the more, as it is very
possible that Cholera may be brought to the
shores of North America within a few
weeks after the opening of the St. Lawrence
navigation. et us, however, turn back to our
figures, |

For the week ending January the 27th the
City mortality was set down at 133. Multi-
plying this by 52, the number of weeks in a
yeur, we have the appalling result of an annual
mortality of 6,916 ov very nearly 7,000 out of
a population of), sty in round numbers, 140,000,
In other words, in the month of January, when
as a gencral rule the public heulth is at its
best, when the mortality i3 at its lowest, and
when for a time the life destroying influences
of bad drains, filthy backyards, and uil per-
vading stench—DMontreal’s besetting sins—are
puralyzed—its death-rate, with but two excep-
tions, is greater than that of any ciby in the
world of which the vital statisties are reported;
‘und in most cascs is nearly doable of that of
any city in the United Kingdom.

We make this statement, extravagant as it
may appear, upon the strength of the Return of
the Registrar-General for the United Kingdom
published on the 8th of last month, and repro-
dneed in the London Pmes.  Trom this offictal
document it appears that the “aggregate mor-
tality,” during the weck immediately preceding,
for ¢ London, and 20 other large cities and
towns of the United Kingdom * * vras
at the rate of 28 deaths—(not 50 as in Mont-
rexl)—annuully to every 1,000 persons esti-
mated to be livieg.” It it be urged that
small-pox is very rife in Montreal, it may be

replicd that the same disease-is raging as an

epidemic in Bngland, Scotland and Ireland.

Remembering then that even with the .pre-
sent death-rate—which doubtless will be nearly
doubled in the summer months—the aannual
rate of mortality in Montreal is about 50 pER
THOUSAND, we copy the following from the
Report of the Registrar-General for January,
1872:—

The annual rates of mortality in the 18 English
citics and towns were as follows :—London, 26 per

1,000 ; Portsmouth 22, Norwich 46, Bristol 28, Wol-

verhampton 59, Birmingham 25, Leicester 33, Not~

tingham 35, Liverpoel 31, Manchester 31, Salford 24,
Oldhamn 34, Bradford 24, Leeds 25, Shetlicld 33, Hull
24, Sunderland 36, and Newcastle-upon-Tyne 26.

The same Report deals also with the vital
statistics of several of the chicf eities of Con-
tinental Europe, America, and Asia, Trom
these statisties it appeurs that the annual death
rate in Paris calculated from the mortality of
the second week in January was equal to 22
per thousund of the estimated population; in
Brussels, 21 per 1,000; in Berlin, 37 per
1,000; in Vienna, 28 per 1,000; in Rome, 51
per 1,000; New York, 26 per 1,000. In
Bombay the mortality was at the rate of 20
per 1,000, and in Madras 29 per 1,000 of the
population.

The statistics we leave our readers to ponder,
and certainly they furnish abundaot matter for
serious reflection.  How comes it to pass that
Montreal, admirably situated ; with, as our
rural statistics shew is the case, a healthy
climate; with a2 noble river in front, yielding
a copious supply of pure water; with no un-
healthy marshes in its vicinity, no death giving
Campagna to blight it with its malaria—presents
with but two ecxceptions, the highest an.
pual death-rate of any city.in the world ?

In consequence of the reproduction in the
Catholic Stundard of Philadelphia of an article
attributing to the Vencrable Aaona Maria

tent of allaying any excitement on the subject.
We have heard that reports similar to those
republished in the Standard of Philadelphia
have been circulated in Canada; und we think
therefore that it may interest our Cutholic
readers to see how a distinguished Prelate of
their Church, in the U. States, deals with the
matter. 'We copy from the New York 7ublet
of the 3rd inst. :—

To our Faithful Peuple in the Diocese of Ihiludelphia.

Beroven CimLbatex:—We are grieved to hear that
o publication in the Cutholic Standurd, concerning
the “'Three Dark Days” said to have been foretold
by the Venerable Servant of God, Anna Muria Tagi,
has caused more or less apprehension and excite-
ment among the Faithful,

This holy womandied in Rome, A. D. 1837, in the
odor of sanctity ; and the examination of her life and
virtues resulted in declaring her aecording to the
usnal phraseology of the Church, ¢ Venerable,”
Although we do not blame the conductors of the
paper for the insertion of this item, since they culled
it from respectable rcligious newspapers, ngverthe-
less, had we been consulted, we would not have ad-
vised its publication

We have, to-day, authorized the publishing of the
life of this venerable servant of Uod, translated from
the Italian edition, printed in Rome in 1865, by an
Augustinfan Friar, and collated from the depositions
taken in the usual Provess and exumination, and
bearing the dnprimatur of thiree distivet eeclesiastical
officials at Home.

In this lite there is not cven mention made of the
“Three Dark Days” nor of other prophecies at-
tributed to this “ Venerable Matvon.”

It is, therefore, evident that, cither these pro-
phecies were not found among the papers in ques-
tion ; or that they were not considered of sufficient
authenticity, weight or value, to justify their publi-
cation in the anthorized history of her life,

Lct all minds, theretore, be calmed ; let us wait
for the decision of the Cliureh, the legitimate judge
of such predictions, resting well assured that, no
matter what horrors may be visited on the world in
punishment for its crimes and infidelity, the Divine
protection will be extended over all those who en-
deavor to avoid sin and to pass theirlivesin the holy
love and fear of God.

Of one thing we are intimately convinced (and
we consider the admonition botl: necessury and

Thereis just as much
necd of the independence of the judiciary in face of
the people, as in face of the crown,

We will go so fur as to say that it is of even
mere importance to have an honest, and there-
fore independent Judiciary, than it is to have
honest and independent Legislators. The besg
laws, if badly or corruptly administered; if ad-
ministered for instance by such a gang of
knaves us those whom the late J. Fisk had
under his control—are a greater curse to the
community, than would be of itsclf the most
iniquitous Code thut the hell-inspired wit of
man over devised ; and the most glorious fact
in the British Constitution, that which pre-
served it in the darkest days and the stormiest
weather, dias been the independence of its Juw
diciary. To the contrary fact—that, with the
exception of the Supreme Court of the U.
States, the Judiciary of that country has al-
ways been mare or less dependent on the very
worst of all influences, popular control, because
of the most absurd and mischievous system of

I willyicld though
with regret to the general desire, though I
consider that the presence of the Prussians isa
guarantee of peace and order.”

Panis, Feb, 2.—In a recent conversation
with General Billot, President Thiers is re-
ported to have said, “T am sincerely in favour
of a moderate republic, and lave long thought
it possible, but I now sce that I was mistaken,
and that w'Republic cannot exist even with my
aid; T am compelled to seek the happiness of
the country elsewhere.

The Assembly to-day by an overwhelming
majority passed a bill authorising the Govern-
ment to notify England and Belgium of the
termination of the commercial treaties between
France :nd those countries, Deputy DuChat-
ely’ motion in the Assembly and the Govern-
ment return to Paris was debated.

give. Ounly two Bonapurtist candidutes offered
themselves to the clectors, and both were sue-
cessful, The reason why the Legitimist and
the QOrleanists have failed, while the Imperial-
ists have succeeded, is because the Bonapartists
represent the only regime which inspires an
absolute confideuce in the re-cstablishment of
order and the public peace. In polities there
ean be no halfconfidence, or partial security,
or partial order. The parties which have failed
in the recent electoral contest are those which
represented those incomplete conditions, while
the Tmperialist candidates represented absolute
security,based upon an alliance of the principles
of authority and Democracy, which arc at pre-
sent disputing for suprcrancy. Ifit be asked
why no Bonapartist cundidate offered himself
in Puaris, and why. for instanee, M. Haussmimn,
whose nume recalls 13 years of the Xwmpire, |
was not proposed by us, we reply frankly that
the Government of M. Thiers appeared to inuke
the return of the Assembly to Paris the price’
of the clectien of Mr. Vautrain, and it would ;
have been inexpedient for us to have obtained
the heavy respomsibility of w success wmuinst
him. When the Parisian Press Union broke
up we contented ourselves with recommending
abstention, and now we find that 250,000
clectors did abstain from voting. Once more,
Whatever may be said or done, the tlternatives
between which the country is agiteting are
Radicalism and the Ewpire. It is for the
Qonservative party to decide whether, in order
not to sicrifice honourable sympathies, which
we cordially respect, it chooses to incur the risk
of giviny itself up, owing to its divisions, to
those who cam be nothing but a bridge between
the existing regime and that which massacred
the Archbishop of T’aris, President Bonjean,
Generals Clement Thomas and Lecomte, priests,
gendarmes, and soldiers.”

The return of the Assembly te Paris, which
it was understood M. Vautrain’s election was
to secure, now scems us far off as cver, and its
most stanch partisan, M. Lemoinne, says in to-
day’s Debuts, “ Iin verite nous ne tenons plus
autant a voir I'Assemnblee revenir, et nous nous
disons que Puris peut tres bien vivre sans elle.”
This is a very wisc view to take, considering
that the mujority of the Assembly have quite
made up their minds to live without Paris, in
spite of . Victor Hugo's zssurance contained in
his proclamation * to the grand people of Paris,
misunderstood and ealumniated by the very
"reason of their greatness.” So far as the poet

is himsolf coneerned, it is rather a curious and
significant fact that “the city which Germany
failed to conquer” guve him on the Sth of
February 214,000 votes out of 2 much smaller
list of voters than have now given him anly
93,000.

ENLIOUTENED LIBERAL AMUSEMENTS.— A
few days ago the Paris police made a descent
on a gumbling house in the Rue des Bernar-
dins. The place wos admirably fitted up to
destroy its votaries, both hody and soul. A
‘door in the ordinary gaming saloon opened into
what was called a chamber of distractions,

where play was carried en with illuminated
cards, and where ‘the zhominations of de-
bauchery were superadded to the allurements

of the g;uming table. = Here, too, was a .man
ready with bills and stamps, so that the unfor-
tunate victims, maddened by losses, and enerv-

money at exorbitaut interest, Of course, the
saloons were crowded; the very elite of the
liberals of Paris were there—doctors of law
and medicine, government functionaries, jour-
nalists, and every section of liberalism was well
represented. The ardent advocates of free,
compulsory, and secular education, were cvi-
dently engaged in putting into practice the ex-
quisite morality of which their pet theory Is so
necessarily productive. :

« ARTICLES DE Paris’'—As the company
were leaving the Paris Opera-house at the close
of the masked ball of Sunday, a gentleman, in
plain dress, who was escorting a ludy in a rose-
colored domino, was suddenly stabbed twice in
the chest by 2 man in the costune of a clown.
The culprit was immediately avrested, and
proved to be a former servant of the lady, of
whom he had become violently enamoured.—
Two criminals have been discovered by a sin-
gular chance. The foreman of a gang of street
sweepers handed over to the police a small
silver box which he had found, and iz the box
was u letter written in a neat feminine hand,
containing these words :—¢ While I 2m writing
to you he laughs. When you receive this he
will be dead.—Blanche.,” Upon the lid of the
box were the initials < L. V..,”" which reminded
the police of a certain Louis Viamet, who had
been suspeeted of complicity in the ussassina-
tion of an old man who had lived with a young
woman named Marie Gaillet. This woman
had been arrested upon suspicion, and when
the box. was shown to her she could not re-
strain an exclumation of surprise.  Being
pressed, she at last admitted that she had writ-
ten the letter to Viamet with a view to the
perpetration of thz crime of which he wus the
author, und she the accomplice. On Monday.
a former ofticer under the Commune, for whom
the police had long been scarching, and whose

om

retreat had at last been discovered, committed
suicide at his lodgings in the Rue d’Alma, in
order to avoid capture. A mun of wretehed
appearance. and clothed in wmiserable rags, wus
found dead from suffocation, and upon the table
wus found a note, which said, ¢« was not bern to
be o ragpicker. An assumed name bhas for 12
years cnabled me te conmcecal one which my
great and distinguished ancestors have borne,
and which 1 desired should uot be tarnished by
their degraded descendant.”

P, Borsseuy ofF Ancusin-—A tonching incident of
the Communist trials is vecorded by Fiywre. Last
weck DPere Tousselin, the only Dominican who
escaped from the massacre in the Avenue d'ltalie,
was summoned to give evidenoe before the 16th
Conrt-martial at Versailles. As he was waiting to
be called, a prisoner named Curriere was put up for
trial. He had retained no connsel, and although
the president repeatedly put the usual qnestion, no
one offered to undertake the defence. Verceiving
this, the Dominican father rose, and asked the Court
whether it wonld accept him as advocate for the
defence. The Court assented with some surprise
and cvident interest. P. Tousselip examined the
dossier while the witnesses were being heard, and
afterwnrds in a short and impressive speech urged
that the case was one fur indulgence, and obtained
an acguittal. ¢itizen Carrieve, observes the Figaro,
may thapk his stars that he had no counxel ready.
Ceamexist PrisoNERS 15y Fraxce.—TIt is pointed out
by the Paris Tlmps that there arve from fifteen to
twenty thousand Communist prisoners at the hulks,
still waiting to Le brought before the court-martial,
nlthough scven months have already elapsed since
the fall of the Commune. Moreover, these prisoners
have all been subjected to & preliminary examina-
tion, by which the extent of their culpability has
been so far ascertained as to permit of classitication
A proposul has now been Inid before the French
Assembly, that all the persens charged with, or con-
victed of, participution in the insurrection of the
18th March, shall be sct at liberty if their-rank was
no higher than that of under-officer, and they have
not been guilty of nny common law offunce. This
propesal, although very different froimn that of a
eneral amnesty, wits badly reecived by the Right.
A Portratt oF A Catnonie Gentneyas:—A chev-
alier of the olden time—tall, powerful, a soldier in
every look!

The consequence was,
that the election was declaved null and void, MMean-
while threats were employed to-intimidate the well-
disposed, and a sufficient number of strangers were
imported to multiply the votes of the other candi-
date, who, of course, was eventually declared duly
elected. Again, Baron d'Ondes Reggio, the last of
the Catholig deputies, bad been allowed to retain
his position on account of his scrvices in carlier
life; he having been a lending promoter of revolution
in Sicily in 1849, though he had afterwards Lecome
& conservative and an excellent Catholic.  When,
however, he attempted to speak in the House on
Catholiv matters, he was put down with shouts of
derision, and was unable to obtain a hearing or to
be of any scrvice, even had it baen otherwise lawful
to maintain Lis position,

GLERMANY.

The diplomatic velations between Germany and
France are as codial as could Le expected under the
circumstances, but the military authorities at Berlin
are carefully watcling the reorganization of the
French Army, upon which the German pupers assert
a sum is being expended out of proportion to the
present resources of France, and which can only be
explained by hestile intentions towards the viclor
in the recent contest.

Tus Nernennaxns Lecaton v Reyr.—~The Arcl=

Tue Artix Farunc—A man possesses a farm,
the land being of avernge fertility, which medium
state means it is hall worn out or only exhausted
of half ity plant fuod, and thus has the power of
growing half crops, 1f this man goes on loworing
the conditien of the Jand he is a bad farmer; if ke
docs not weaken the soil farther nor improve its
capability to grow heavier crops, he will be a non-
progressive oge—a kind of milk-and-water farmer;
but if he manages so as steadily to increase the
fruitfulness of the whole extent, till, in the end, it
becomes sufticiently rich to grow as heavy crops of
every variety as cun be browght to perfection, he is
a good farmer, and one the country should honor;
he has not hidden his talent under a bushel.

1t is casier to farm well than ill. The man who
makes two blades of grass grow where one only
grew lefore, and makes every other kind of produce
double too, is 2 heavier man than the one wlo plods
on, doing neither better nor worse than the avernge;
while the miserable mortal who impoverishes his
land must feel how degraded a position he stands
in, and his mind must sink lower with Lis property.
If u report of every farm through every parish inthe
Union was made once in ssven years, and the im-
sprovement, the impovorishment, or the non-improve-
ment of each was published, it would give the coun-
try at large a better iden of what is going on inagri-
culture,

It is of no use denying facts, and the truth is,
starting from the East, the land js robbed of more
than half its fertility. and still, as population moves
on so does the exhausting system. If when a par-
ish, a county, or a State is half impovarished, a stop
can be put to the debilitating procvess, why ot stop
at the beginning? Why not reimburse from the
start? Lund is seldom too rich, and when it is what
is said to be “in the very highest state of fertility,”
what a pity to bring it dowu! Yet this is the cas-
tom, the faghion, and the example set by all. This
kind of policy carried into other lines of business
wonld cause men to spy the guilty parties were in-
sane or fools, Land cannot throw up immensc crops
on water and ir ; therefere if these cropsare sold off,
the land is that much the poorer, hut science and
even common cxperience provos there ave stages at.
which some of the productions of the earth can bo
taken away when nothing has been abstracted to
cause injury, nnd if at this period of the crop’s growth
it is turned into manure, the Jand is benefited with-
out any foreign nid. Thus by having intervening
crops of this kind, there may be things sold one year
which will be replaced the next by this renovation.
"TLis is why the four-course system, or scine other
suitable rotation, is insisted upon in England. Poor
land is brought te be rich, and good iand is kept up
on the best estates; yet there are annually great
quantitics of fat cattle and sheep sold from these
farms, and wool, checse, butter, &c, continuo to be
produced heeause there is an act in doing this so as
to improve and increase the stamina of the soil—
