The
widow, to pay the expenses of his illness
and support the family of eight young
children lett on her hands, was obliged
to sell the only cow that remained on the
holding. Even this did.not enable her
to keep her head long above the wuter.

or the first time she was in arrears
with her rent. On the 3rd December

last ahe and her eight children were
thrown out on the mountain side for an
an arrear of two years’ rent—£14 14s in
all. By one shift or aoother, she bor-
gowed one year’s rent—£7 Ts, which she
profiered at the rent office a few days be-
fore the eviction; but the appeal of the
unfortunate widow of & tenant who had
piid to the last farthing until death
overtook him, was rejected, and the chil-
dren cast homeless and without bread
into the winter air. There was

in thedistrict, and the farm of the widow
and orphans, in which even English law
recognizas a property that ought to be
as sacred s Lord Sligo’s—a property for-
feited by no fault of hers, but by the
visitation of God alone—was promptly
grabbed by an ex-game keeper, whose
own holding had been evicted and taken
by the bailiff of the estate The woman
found shelter in a cabin adjoining her
old b« lding, and the following is an ac
count of her history ninco. On the 9th
of February the Widow Sammon was
sent to jail for & week for designating as
alandgrabber the man who took the farm
from which she and her children were
- evicted. In March she was sent to jail
for seven weeks, with hard labour, for
xepeatiog the crime. A week after ber
-zwelease in May she was sent to juil for
-the third time for five weeks at hard
“4sbour for being of the same opinion
-atill. The next time, a few days after
‘Jeaving prison in June, she was prose-
* .outed on a charge of knocking down a
-wall valued at six shillings, for which
the mother of the eight bungry nildren
was consigned to the plank bed for four
. teen days more, She had scarcely re
turned to her hut when she was hauled
before the magistrates for the fifth time
for throwing some sods of turf, valued
at one penny, into & bog-hole, and for
# abusive language.” 'She was fined five
shillings and costs, and in default of
bail for bher future good conduct, was
esentenced to imprisonment for two
months more; and the day befcra yes
terday, in tears, and her spirit at last
broken, she was

to undergo her new sentence, that is to
say, out of nine months since her evic-
tion she will have passed more than six
months under punishment, and all for
what President Kruger would call

gical force it would have been too
grotesque to allege that the ex game
keeper, with two strapping young men
for sons and s special police escort, had
anything to fear from the hunted widow,
whose eldest son is but eight years old.

“] am contident a very large number
of farmers frum Kansas will settle in
the Canadian Nurthwest witbin the en
suing twelve months,” remarked Mr. S,
Bricker, of Abilene, Kas., who returned
from a visit to the Edmunton district,
Alberta, with the appearance of which
he is highly pleased, and has decided to
settle there with the members of his
family. * Pariial and total failure of
succeeding crops in Kansas have deter
mined many settlers there to move, and
the questivn with them is as to the
direction,” continued Mr Bricker. * W
heard notbing of the Canadian Noith
west until lately, when Mr.J. 3. Craw-
ford, of Birtle, visited Abilene, and one
Saturduay afternoon addressed a number
of farmers on the atreet. An im-
promptu meeting was there and then
organized, of which I was named chair
man, and in & few minutes soverty had
attsched their autographs to a rcquisi-
tion for another meeting and further
information. The meeting offered to
subscribe funds to pay the ex
penses of a delegation to visit this conn-
try, but as I was interested, having three
sons whom I desired to settle. I volun-
tecred to come, and am more than satis-
fied with my cbservations. I haveaiready
written to my wife and children; they,
however, do not believe my description
of the country, but [ am taking home
samples of grasses, grains, etc., that will
convince them. In Kapsas the soil is
light and stony, little timber and difficult
to secure water. Here things aredifferen:
—plenty of water, timber for fuel and
building purposes, coal in close proxim-
ity, and & sud that produces the finest
vegetables I ever saw, and grain the
equal,of wbich was neverseen in Kansas.
While in the Edmonton district I visited
and talked with the settlers, and one, Mr.
P. Otwa, who bad lived there for sixteen
years, told me he had only misecd one
crop, and that was only a partial failure,
and for twelve years in succession he had
grown wheat on the same land., Ise
cured samples of wheat growing on this
Innd, also on first breaking, as well as
oats, which stood 6 feet 1 inch, which I
have with me to carry back to Kansas.”
Mr. Bricker was accompanied on the
trip by & nephew, Mr. D. Bricker, of
Missouri, who is also so well pleased
with the Canadian Northwest that he in-
tends to settle in the country. The
geutlemen return south this afternoon
to dispose of their surplus effects and
lands, and prepare for removal to Al-

berta.

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THE PROGRESS OF THE [OVEMENT
IN THE CHURCH -~
Important Ad;!reu by the Rev. F. C.
Hays ~Monster Demonstration of
the League of the Cross. .

The Catholic Total Abstinence League
of the Cross held its annual Festival and
Silver Jubilee in the Crystal Palace,
London, recently, and over twenty thou-
sand people attended. The salient fea-
ture of the occasion was an address by
the Rev. Father F. C. Hays, whose
labors in the cause of temperance have
won for him the highest position among
the apostles of this great movement in
England.

Tbe Rev, Father Hayes said he rejoiced
to be there. Hia life had lnng heen con-
secrated to the apoatolate of temperance.
The noblest work of his lite, and that of
which he was moet juatly proud, was the
little which his poor limited abilities
had enabled bim to do in furtherance of
that Cbriat like work Itwasa mighty prob-
lem with which legislators and pbilan-
thropists had strupgled in vain. It was
& question by which men and govern-
menta had been made and unmade. Like
arsenic or other drugs, slcohol was s gift
of God, but its pathway through the
world was marked with the wrecks and
ruins of men, with sullied virtue; deso
Iate homes, and shadowed hopea,s0 that
wise and thinking men had come to look
upon it as the foulest and most danger
ous foe of the nation and of Chriatianity.
Opprriurities for social happiness, for
mental and moral culture, were perhapa
vever more plentiful than in the present
age, but the great millstone abount the
necks of the people, bearing them down
from the heights of those opportunities,
was the mocking ailurements of the
liquor traffic. It scoffed at the gladsome
hope of the children of toil. It fastened
on the wrecks it caused of God’s most
promising children. Its proaperity and
power were the most unmisiakable
evidences of the people’s poverty,
debasement, and sin. Its increasing
power bore testimony to the degiadation
of man. It caters to morbid appetite
and proepers in response to the tollies
and vain delusions of unthiuking men.
The work of the t mperance party was
not merely thereformation of drunkards
—not political triumph—not the denun-
clation of publicansand brewers. but the
popularising of habits of sobriety and
the abolition of irrational and danger-
ous social customs that were a prolific
nource of degradation. When temper-
ance work wae in its nursery-period the
simple minded thought that only the in-
te perateshould take the pledge. Now
they looked upon alcohol nsed asa bever
age #8 being injurious to many and bene-
ficial to none, and the vast msjority of
total abatainers were men who had never
known what it was to abuse its use.
They ~were labiuring for the up
building of the pecple into a great
social strength that will make them &
blesaing to themselves and to the nation.
They must not lose sight of Religion
More could be done by the influence of
gocd example and kindly persuasion
tban by the strictest application of the
law. They could not legislate virtue in-
tothe souls of men. They might enact
the moat stringent laws and create a
poweriul ‘public opinion that would
vrand as disgraceful the slightest abuse
of alcohol. Those influences act as
break waters againat the tide of intem-
perance and do good, but the tide may
flow in part into other channels. Legis-
lation was moat excellent, but there
must be moral work, and morality ra
quirtd a sacrifice of selfishness, and that
sacrifice required an adequate motive
which religion alone could furnish.
They had to appeal to the religious ele-
ment in man, telling him drankenness
wag a mortal sin which excludes from the
Kingdom of Heaven ; that it destroyed
tbeimage of God in man,and strikes down
the trinity of his soul; dethrones his
reason, claims his will, -and hardens hia
beart; that strong drink wakes up the
sleeping demons, the passions of the
buman beart, and that when he is dead
be will still sin and blaspheme because
of the bad example he has left behind.
In this way, if men were brought to
their knees before God, the mighty re-
ligious influence within them would do
mure than civil law or public opinion.
With religion as their foundation, let
them band together in the name of
Christianity, which was ever elevating
man, ever striving for the sanctity and
security of home. the preservation of
social order, in the name of QCatholic
Fuith, whose standards were ever un-
borne in the forefront of every civilising
influence, and whose noblest conguensts
were made in defence of poor humanity.

At a recent meeting of the Catholic
Total Abstinence Union of Philadephia,
Bishop Prendergast delivered an address

on the objects of the BSociety, in the

course of which he said :—

It used to be an evidence of cranki-
ness for oneto be & total abstainer. Now
you have the respect and sympathy of
all classes. I would remind you that
the fathexrs of the Council at.Baltimore,
in urging upon Catholica to unite in ex-
tirpating the pestiferous evil of drunken-
ness, urged priests and people to do so
for love of religion and for love of coun-
try, two_of the bighest motives to be
proposed to any right-minded man or
woman.

We are reminded of this, the first prin-
ciple of our philosophy, by an editorial
iu the N, Y, Observer on Truth und Tol-
eration.

MR. ASCROFT INTERVIEWED.

What He Has Learnt Abont the Gome
been System.

The Weekly Nation of September 11th
publishes an interesting interview with
Mr. R. Ascroft, M.P,, of Oldham, on the
subject of the ‘“gombeen mau.” Mr,
Ascroft is one of the most prominent
members of the House of Commons
Committee on Money Lendivg. He is
now making a tour of Ireland, partica-
larly the West, to see for himmelf to
what extent the ever present usurer

does evil in Erin.
he had been succeeaful in obtaining
data which would throw light on the
gombeen system as at present carried
on in Ireland, Mr. Ascroft replied: Yes,
I have obtained plenty of information
and I am bound to say it is bardly of
the character I expected after all I had
heard as to the evils of the system be
fore quitting England. The conclusion
to which the information I have, a0 far,

athered would point is that the gom-

een man, as formerly known in Ireland,
is dead and gone, speaking generally.
The districts in which he may atill sur-
vive are exceptional.

HE FOUND TRACES OF MIM.

But you found traces of hi . ?—Clearly.
That he was aterrible afiliction whilst liv-
ing there is no doubt, and endless proofs
of his former existence and depredations
remain.

To what do you attribute his disap-
pearance? To the banks. That they
are responeible for his extinction I have
no doubt. I chose as the field of my
enquiries one of the poorest parts of Ire-
land—the North-West Coaat, extending
round Co. Mayo. The gombeen system
it prevalent in the country oughtto be
found fl urishing there asthere is an
absence of loan offices Bat I inter
viewed resident mugistrates, lawy: rs,
pritats, clerks to justices and other pub-
lic men, and I also came into contact
with numercus tenant-farmers, trades-
men, and people representing the poor-
est class: s, and there was only one reply
to my queries—that gombeeniam was a
thing o1 the past. I ascertained that a
few of the poorest people still dealt on
credit for goods, paying the tradesmen
an interest of, say, 20 ner cent, but on
every hand I was assured that the old
business had been supplanted by the
banks.

THE BANKS KILLED THE GOMBEEN MAN.

Diad you satisly yourself that the banks
have supplanted the gombeen system ?—
I did. I went to the banks and was
allowed 1o examine their books and the
bills given and saw the charges made to
the borrowers. I asked for and obtained
lists of the actions brought by the banks
against borrowers, and I satistied myself
as t0 the charge made to the tenant ten-
ant farmers and tradesmen when the
bills were not paid and had to be renew-
ed. I cannot give you the names of the
banks, but I can give you figures and
facts from four banks. In 1896 one of
these discounted nearly 4,000 small bills
of from £2 upwards. They have not had
to sue in five cuses during as niany
years. The bank drew the bill and made
no charge for &0 doing beyond the 1d or
2d for the stamp. I picked outa few of
the bills at random and found that the
charges on the bills for three months
were as follows—For £10, 3s 2d ; £4, 28 ;
£2 1s; £6,2s 6d; £3,18 6d; £5,2¢5d;
£16, 58 ; £15 10s, 45 9d. The charges
were exuctly the same for renewals as tor
the original loans—and I ascertained
that renewals are never refused if a man
is doing his best to pay. The general
charge tor discounting is 6 per cent, but
if the surety is a depositor or a customer
5 prr cent only is charged. Another
bank discounted between 4,000 and 5,000
bills a year and had been obliged to sue
in a few cases but had never sold up &
man and bad not lost £30in 10 years
trom small farmers.

You do not say poaitively that there is
no gombeenism in those parts of Ireland
you bave not visited, or it wculd be
difficult to reconcile thal siatement with
the views of Mr. T. W, Russell and
Father Finlay, wbo bas made the subject
a special study and dealt with it at
length in the * New Ireland Review' 7—
I do not wish to convey the impression
that usury is altogether extinct in the
agricultural parts of Ireland, acd I ean
only speak as to those districts [ have
visited. Father Finlay and others may
give evidence before our Committe. [
only give you the result of my inquiries,
which before next session I may have to
amplify. I am corresponding with many
people In Ireland and am determined to
bottom the question; but there is &
naturel reluctancy to any publicity, and
I huve carefully avoided forming apy
opinion on hesarsay statements. In every
case [ insist on seeing all letters and
papers, and this renders my investiga-
tion very difficult.

nection With the Cathoelie Summ r
Schuol.

For some time the idea of & Woman’s

A comparatively new idea is that of
laying steel tracks on country roads for
the use of ordinury vehicles. It appears
that the generul government is now ex-
perimenting along the same direction.
Says the Eagineering News. “The steel
country roads, with which the United
States Department of Agriculture is now
experimenting, will practicully be ocn-
stracted as fotlows : The present derign
calls for an inverted trough sbaped steel
rail. with a slightiy raised bend nn the
inaide, and Sinch tread and 7 16 inch
thick. These rails would be bedded in
gravel laid in well-drained trenches, and
the rails would be tied together at the
ends and at the middle. On grades the
rails would be indented slightly to pre-
vent the horses slipping on the rails ; the
joints would be made strooger than the
rail to prevent ‘low joints,’ and to pre
vent the formation of ruts alongside the
rails each joint would form a ‘remount’
for the wneels, The advantage claimed
for these steel roads is the reduction in
traction from 40 pounds per ton on mac
adam to 8 pounds on the steel rails. The
materinle tor the heavier claes of steel
roads of this design will coat about $3 500
per milein small quantities. The amount
of materinl required is less than 100 tons
per mile, and long lines could probably

PRISON MADE UNIFORMS FOR SOLDIERS.

Tpere is great excitement among the
New York State Militia over the decision
of Attorney Gereral Haucock that the
National Guards must wear the producta
of SingSing and Auburn. The senti
ments of those who had heard of it were
expreesed by Genera! Howard Carroll,
whosaid : -

“The National Guard of the State of
New York exiats for the suppression of
criminals. It would therelore be a
strange anomaly if the guard is required
to wear clotbing made by criminals.”

Brigandier General Louais Fitzgerald
and Licutenant Colonel Olin were both
out of town last aight, as were most of
the colonels of the different regiments.
Subordinate ollicers whom Isaw declared
that the decision, if enforced, would be
bitterly resented by both officers and
men. They declined to be gquoted, but
said the suggestion that guardsmen be
clothed in prison made garments could
not be regarded by them except as in:
sulting and bumiliating. .

They added that the effect of sueh a
requirement on the morals of the State
troops would be detrimental, and there
would be difliculty in maintaining the
strength of the regiments.

THE SIXTH CENTENARY

o IIeued-Thaddeu; -Ebumd With Special
Ceremosy.

Froum the Irish Catholic of September
the I8th we reproduce the following
sketch of the life of Bleased Thaddeus
McCarthy, whose sixth centenary is
being cbserved with so much ceremony
in Ireland. Ria bentification is of recent
date ard the honor conferred on his
memory by Pope Leo may be considered
an honor to the Irish, in the service of
whom he lived and died.

Of the Koyal line of McCarthy, Thad-
deus was born in the territory of the
Sept, rome time in the year 1455, His
father was Lord of Muskerry, and an
adberent of the house of Lancaster
during the disastrous * Wars of the
Roeee.” His mother, daughter of Fitz-
maurice Lord of Kerry, was an amiable
and God-learing Iady, and from his
tender years sbe lost no opportunity of
lmpressing on the mind of her son the
lesson that true nobility auwd dignity
consisled more in practices of virtue
than in prowees in fight and dex-
terity in feats of arms,so great a desider-
atum in these days of turmoil No
record is now available to usof where
be received the rudiments of learnimg,
but it is safe to surmise from the fact
that his ancestors had frequently en-
dowed such 1amgus seats of learning as
Kilerea and Ballimacadane that his first
yeara of study were spent in one or
other of these placee, probably at Kil-
crea. In any event, however, it is indis-
putable thut his ndvancement in secular
and sacred science was extraordinary,
and this circomstance suggesis the fact
of his having visited some of the univer-
nities on the Continent. A strong sym-
pathy existed »t the time between Ire
land and France, and conaiderable inter-
course waa carried on. Moreover, a ma-
ternal kinsman of his occupied & chair
in the University of Paris, and as a
natural sequence he might be expected
to have tinished his education there.

ELEVATED TO THE SEE OF ROSS,

In 1452 the See of Ross became vacant,
and by epecial dispensation Thaddeus
was appuinted to the Biahopric, being
then only 27 years of age.

The canon law forbade the consecra-
tion of one sn young, but the shining
abilities of Thaddeus, the lustre of his
sanctity, and his noble deacent pléaded
powertully in his favor, and his succes-
sion wua confirmed by Pope Sixtus LV.
And then commenced the long aerios of
misfortunes wuich, borne with saintly
fortitude, must be looked on more than
anything elee as contributing to his ul
timate beatification. His predecessor had
applird to Rome and was granted a co-
adjntor—0do O'Driacoll, Canon of Rose—
but this divine relinquished hias position
in order to enter the cloister of Friam
Minors. Before his probation was anded
he forsook the convent and resumed his
former duties of the episcopacy. The
deceased Bishop had commissioned his
apaistant to proceed to Rome and lay
his claims to the Bishopric before the
Holy Father, but before he arrived there
Thaddeus was canonically appointed,
and this appvintment QJdo determined
to combat.

In the sea of civil turmoil which at
this time deinged Engiand conrequent

on the rival claims of the Houses of
York and Lancaater, and which was not
at all unfelt in Ireland; the Geraldin s
snd McCarthya espowzed opposite sides.
As each party gained the ascendant
their opponenis were treated with ex
treme cruelty, and when the star of the
Yorkists set the cause of the Geraldines
was loat. The apestacle of an adherent
of the Lancastrians awaying the croxier
of the diocese of Ross was too much for
them to bear, and they secretly vowed
that it should not be. They accordingly
seized the temporalities of the Sve, and
in every poseible way thwarted she ad-
miniatration of it by the righttul Bishop.
Dark rumours were szet afloat and con-
stant intrigue was resorted to to dis.
credit Blessed Thaddeus in the syes of
his superior, and with so much per-
tinacity and euccess that in August,
1488, the then Pontiff, Innocent VIIL.,
issued 2 sentence uf excommunication
againat him,

HIB INNOCEN@®E WAS VINDICATED.

Smarting under ihe pain which this
| measure of the Pope occasioned him,
| the chief of which was that he had in-
tirnded himaelf into the Bee by false
representations, he determined to pro-
ceed to Rome and lay the trwe situation
of affairs before the Holy Father. In
this action be was supported by Edmund
De CGourcey, Bishop of Clogher, and
William De Roches, of the vast See of
Cork and Cloyne. After two harraasing
and anxious years spent in investiga
tions the innocence of Thaddeun was
vindicated, and William De Raches
resigning his Bishopricin the meantime,
he was appointed to the See of Cork and
Cloyne, while Qdo was allowed toresume
possession of Lhe disputed See of Roas.
But no sooner had Thaddeus returned
to Ireland totake charge of his new
diocese than he learned that his old
enemies, the Gersldines, had forcibly
possessed themselves of the temporali-
ties of it, and had closed the gatea of hia
cathedral agsinst him. With aching
heart he resolved to visit Rome once
more in order to secnre the mediation of
the Snvereign Ponsifl in his new extrem-
ity, He was received with open arma
by Inpocent VIII., who granted him a
brief threatening the vaurpers with the
exireme penalty of the Churchif they
did not give up the property they so
wrongly became possessed of. The aid
of the powerful Harl of Kildare, Lord
Depity of Irelanid, wasaolicited in his
behalf, as well an that of his kinamen of
Desmond. Armed with this recom-
mendation he set out in the garh
of a pilgrim on  his return  jour-
ney to the Iland he wns destined

NEVER AGAIN TO BENOLD,

On the evening of the 24th October,
1442, all worn with fatigne, he clrimed
and was accorded hospitality from  the
Monks of the Convent of St, Bernard at
Ivrea. The good monks miniatered to
his wants, and he lay down to take that
nleep which was to he his last on earth.
In the morning the sattendants found
him atill in death, while a halo of [ight
shone round his humble pallet.

Among his scant worldly poasessiona
were found his episcopnl ring and croas
and the Bull of hia appointnient to the
See of Cork and Cloyne. He was huried
with every tribute due to his exalted
character and station, and through the
long space of 400 years which havo since
elapsed the peaple of Ivrea and district

A Mexican Wedding.

In tbe current Rosary Magazine
Amelie Ursule Miguerez contributes an
article on Mexican Weddings, deacribing
the picturesque ceremony of a marriage
in that country in graphic language. It
seems that in Mexico, when a woman is
to be married, she is attended at the
church by six married women, who are
called her godmothers of marriage, and
the bridegroom is similarly attended by
six married men, who are the god
fathers. The sacrament of matrimony
itself is performed much as it is in this
country. Three rings are used in the
ceremony, however, and after they are
blessed by the priest two of them, a
plain gold bund and a circlet of precious
stones, are placed by the b idegrovmu on
the ring finger of the bride, he retaining
the third and largest, placing it on the
little finger of his left hand, The “fexi-
csns seemingly have not the same super
stitions dread of the number thirteen
that is entertained™by many peopls in
this country, for when the groom utters
the words, ‘' With all my worldly geods
I thee endow,” he pours into the out-
stretched palms of tbe bride thirteen
pieces of gold coin. During the Mass,
at which, bowever, the newly married
couple do not receive Huly Communion,
an acolyte passes & huge gold chain «ver
the right shoulder of the bridegroom
aad under the left arm of the bride,
signifying that the couple are bound for
life. After the Maas the priest addresses
a few words to the couple, and then they
retire to their new home. There is
neither wedding breakfast nor wedding
tour, The groom furnishes not only a
home for his bride, but her trousseaw as
well. Most of the marriages in Mexico
are arranged beforeband by the parents,
the proapective bride and groom having
little or nothing to say as to whom their

artner for life will be, and yet, accord-
ing to Protestant testimony, no country
in the world furnishes more instances of
wedded bliss and domestic virtue, In
Mexico a civil contract between the in-
terested parties is always entered into
a week or ten days before the religious
ceremony takes place.

The $£31500,000000 represented, in

eac}li ; of the latter it 1s a little over $460
each.

QUEER FACTS ABOUT AMERICAN
MONEY.

There are 199,900,0C0 old copper pen
nies somewhere. Nobody knows what
has become of them, except that once in
a while a pingle specimen turps upin

change. A few years ago 4,500000
bronze twocent pleces were atloat.
Three million of them are still outstand-
ing. Three million tbree-cent copper
pieces are scattered over the United
States, but it is very rarely that one is
seen,

Qf 800,000 half cents, which correspond
in value to English farthings, not one
has been returued to the Government
tor coinage or is held by the Treasury.
Congress appropriates apout 100,000 dol-
lars yearly for recoining the silver coins
now in possession of the Treasury.
These are mostly half dollars, and are
not c¢.rculated, becaunse there is no de:
mand for them.

Not long age the stock of them
amounted to over £5000,000, but it is
only about half that now. The money
set aside for recoining is not intended to
pay for the cost of minting, but it is re
quired to reimburse the Treasury of the
United States on account of the loss of
weight which silver pieces have suffered
by abrasion. This losas amounts to thirty
dollars on every 1,000 dollars, and it has
to be made good in order to set the
Treasurer's account straight.

Both Men and Women Are Barbers But
the Women ‘T'nlk the Mont.

Shaving in Japan is a peculiar oper-
ation. F. A, Bather, M. A, of the Brit-
ish Museum tells us much that is inter-
esting in connection with it in the first
pumber of Enst Asiz, a prumising new
quarterly. The difforences hetween the
Japunese and English barbers, Mr, Bather
says, do not lie uterely in externals.
Your Jaupanese makes no lather; be
merely pastes your face over with luke
warm water, rarely using soup. He then
takes a small razor with no handle, and
this he applies inthe most delicate
manner to each séparate hair. Irom
this it may be gathered that heis very
thorough in his work, more thoreugh,
indeed, than the average Eurcpean cares
for, since heshaves right up tothe cheek-
bones,and if you do not stop him he may
go on & la mode japonaise, to shuve not
only cheeks and c¢hin, but also the forc-
hesd, the space beneath the eyebrows
and the interior of the nostrils and ears.

Tae Japanese razor costs at most 200
br 250 sen (100 sen—1 ven, about half &
crown); it is of #oft steel and i sharpened
on a stone before each shave. Whena
foreigner with his thicker beard ¢ me
along the ragor generally needs a second
shirpening. The charge for » sahave ia
three to tive sen; for sbavizg and hair-
cutting, ten to twelve sen. The foreigner,
however, must not always expect such
cheap rates.

While 1 am sitting in the barber's

cbhair I see his wife attending to a girl in
& back corner. The damsel is eitting on
her heels, while the old lndy, squalting
in front of her, is patiently shaving
away the superfluous hairs beneath the
eyebrows, This done the girl’s tace is
well powdered and a dab of red placed
in the middle of herlower lip. This red,
often called vermillion by travellers, is
really extracted from red poppies.
In small towna, as o! old Evogland, the
barber’s shop is the centre of the news,
and here are loafers who spend their
days at the harber’s, ehatting with all
who enter, In Japan, however, it is not
the barber, but his better half, whose
loquarity is proverbial, for she, going
round from house to licuse to dress the
hends of the female inhabitants, neces-
sarily accumulatea a load of scandal too
great t carry for long.

WHY DARBERS PROSPER IN JATAN,

No Japanese woman could possibly do
her own hair; so once a week the hair-
duesser is called in, establishes herself in
a corner of one of the rooms and aitends
to the whole of the household in order,
from the mistress to the scullery maid,
including, if the house be an inn, any
lady guests that may be there. Her
operations, which I followed when at
Ishlyama, so 1ar as politeness permitted
me, are interesting and complicated, in-
volving & liberal use of stitl grease
(camella scented) and string. The com-
plete structure due to her efforts has
often been described; it is quaiot rather
than beautiful, and reqguirea real care in
its ownerto keep it intact till the next
visit ot the hairdresser. This, no doubt,
partly accounts for the universal use of
the wooden pillow applied to the nupe
of the neck—a method by which the
ordinary European would woo Morpheus
in vain.

There are plenty of barbers in Japan
and they may be of all ages or either
sex. The barber's wife does not disdain
to wield the razor on a mule customer,
while in the village near the long bridge
of Seta I saw two boys who seemed not
more than fourteen years old, but regu-
lar youths, shavers.

Those who are shaved are likewise of
any age or scx. The heads of children
are shaved clean almost, then patches
are allowed to grow according to the ca-
price of the mother There is no thought
of a tuft by which tbe believer may be
dragged up to Heaven. Little girls gener
ally have » square patch shaved in the
middle of the crown, and this aeems con-
nected with the dressing of the hair at a
later age. One of the first things that
caught my attention in Nagasaki wus a
boatman with a similar tonsure, 1
thought it was an atrophied relic of the
old fashion of doing the hair. The Iash-
ion may still be seen in country districts,
but you will tind it with more certainty
on the tigurea at the Cryatal Palace. The
middle of the erown is shuved and the
back hair gathered into a pigtail, which
is brought forward until it reaches the
level of the eyes, then doubled back on
itaelf, the end agsin brought forward and
the whole bound with a string.
