Some factories are irritants to dis-
eases that are communicable. Em-
Ployes in those factories will be per-
suaded to make a change if they have
a communicable disease, and they ‘will
also be. instructed in methods of pre-
venting their diseasc being communi-
cated to others. .

All employes having industrial dis-
eases will be told how to lessen or get
rid of their iliness, -

health has gained | such control of
communicable diseases that there is
no longer necessity for getting a site
for a larger isolation hospital. With
an extra buliding for cases of measles
the present isolation hospital - ‘will
meet the requirements of the city.

There is mo beauty or grace of €
body that an erect posture cannot
heighten, nor is there single bodily at-
traction®hat will not be marred or ob-
scured by an ugly stoop. Yet thou-
sands of boys and girls, especially those
of rapid growth, are every year acquir-
ing the Jdisfiguring and' pernicious
habit of round shoulders. In the
cramping of the lungs and stomach
that this position induces they carry &
perpetual menace to health.

Nobody, it is true, wants to pe round
shouldered, unless is be some gawky
youth who needs only to be told that
his self-consclousness will disappear
if he will but look at the other people
instead of imagining that they are
looking at him. But, while it is as easy
as it ought to be unnecessary to preach
against the habit, the difficulty is to
show how the evil may be overcome.
Usually, when ‘anything is wrong, the
first step toward righting it is to dis-
cover and remove the cause. But, in
the case of stooping shoulders, while
the cause is probably 'to be found in
our clothing, which hampers the body
when it does not actually cramp it,
and continually burdens it with an
unnatural and badly-distributed
weight, we can neither escape from
the causs in general, nor from the par-
ticular form of it in the garb which
our imperfect civilization prescribes.

Many, indeed, have been the methods
suggested to overcome, thiz habit. In
the minds of some the secret i8 to keep
the chin drawn in. This aftitude, as
aryone will see by trying it, produces
a slight raising and rounding of the
chest. Others would hold the should-
ers squared back and the chest pro-
truded. Either of these rules, if car-
ried out, is likely to result in an ugly
or strained posture. In some cases the
effort to stand erect merely develops
an awkward bend at the waist, actual-
ly pitching the body backward. A
mechanical device ' for securing an
eréct posture is to carry a weight on
the head. This is an excellent method,
but not applicable everywhere, and
really unnecessary when one has learn-
ed the art without it.

The Right Way to Stand.

The truth is, standing eérect 18 not a
matter of the shoulders alone, nor
even of the trunk, but of the whole
body, from the feet upward. An ‘erect
posture does not mean that a person
standing back to a wall shall touch it
all the way up and down. The lines
of the body are curves. Some backs
appréoximate: a straight Iine more
¢losely * than others, - but 4 really
straight back would be a Jdeformity.
The set of the neck also varies. To
acquire an erect carmage it is not ne-
cessary to assume a military stiffness,
as if one had swallowed a ramrod.

Do you know how to warm the house
when everything needful is right at
hand, ready and waliting?

To begin with, you depend upon the
mtmosphere of the room to hold the heat,
Dry air as & holder of heat is more
wasteful than a milk pail with a nail

‘wintry day it is impossible to bring the
room to & temperature of 70, depending
upon natural conditions, without waste

Take the ‘coming cold winter night as
an example of preparation. At bedtime
the house is warm and cozy. Looking
into the firebox of heater or furnace
you discover why it is so. The whole
mags is of live embers, radiating light
and heat. Don’t be afraid to bank the
firebox full of coal to the muszzle. It
won’t waste if drafts and dampers be
set right. Hold down this fire with
cold coal, .and when you open the draft
in the morning the fuel will be just
enough warmed to give you a quick re-
turn. “Whether day or night, see how
few times you need to feed in ‘coal. ¥or
every time you throw in a blanket of
cold coal you are checking the flow of
heat,

You have been warned against allow-
ing the ashpit to fill up for the reason
that it will burn out your grates?’

Listen—don’t let any ashes accumulate
there for the better reason that the ash-
pit is a secondary heater in itself. Why?
Because the hottest strata of coals lie
)ust above the grates and the downward
radiation into the ashpit makes a sub-
basement heater of it,

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TORONTO AND ITS FUTURE.

Several factors are contributing at
the present juncture to a thoro reor-
ganization in clvic methods and civic
government, ' The people, at the re-
cent election, were -blrredA as they
rarely have beén. It does not in the
least matter that they were stirred|
deeply, or perhaps more than deeply
by misrepresentation, distortion and
actual falsehood, so 'much as by plain
statements of fact, verifiable by ‘any-
one so disposed. o

Any man who has once been deceived
and discovered.will be very shy about
trusting the source of such a decep-
tion on a future occasion. The decep-
tions are being ‘dfscoveréd, and. the
result is inevitable. It is often said
that things must be worse before they
are better. Affairs in Toronto had
been going from bad to worse for sev-,
eral years, afid -but for the careful
management of Mayoer Hockén and
Controllér MeC€Carthy last year, the
city would have been in a position of
unusual financial émbarrassment. The
crisis was tided over, but the cause of
that' crisis and the associated conse-
quences are not all disposed of by any
means, Any business that lets its stock
run down, that falls to keep its pre-
mises in order, or to provide means to
cope with expanding”trade, must face
a condition of extreme embarrassment
some day.

Now, however, it is plain that the
government has intimated what the
decision is to be, and that it has not
deaked out thru any indiscretion en the
part of Chairman Drayton and his as-
sociates. The commission, we take it,
has been in conference with the gov-
ernment, and its judgment will reflec*
the views of the government as well
as its own. :

We are finding nb fault with this,
but it may be well to understand the
situation. It places upon the govern-
ment the responsibility for unreason-
able freight rates which, perhaps, never
cm!xld have been permanently shifted to
an independent tribunal.

The country will now be ready for
parliamentary action because in no
other way will equalization of freight
rates between eastern and* western
Canada be brought about. :

THE UNITED STATES REJOICES.

Never hu any public measure been
sc generally acclainied as the law sign-
ed a few days ago by President Wil-
‘S0n, , reorganizing, almost revolution-
izing, the banking and currency sys-
tem "of the United States. The New
York World halls the law as a Magna
Charta of political and industrial free-
dom, and The Philadelphia Ledger,
one of the wealthiest and most con-
servative of mewspapers, declares that
it “puts-the United States abreast of
other enlightened nations of the globe
in having one centralized federated
bank; since the reg'ioflal reserve insti-
tutions are mere¢ly to be so many fin-
gers of ‘one hand, and it sounds the
death-knell of such finaweial panics as
that of 1907.” ;

Ant{-Wilsori papers, like The New
York Sun, and rock-ribbed ‘Repiublican
newspapers, ltke The' New "York TH-
bune, join their voicés to the general
 chorus of praise,-and agree with The
New York World that the law will
establish:

1. A true and elasfic national cur-
rency, based, hot upon government fiat
or government debt, but upon the
commercial resources of 100,000,000
people. !

2. The complete separation of the or-
ganized’ banking system of the country
from the New York Stock Exchange
and Wall Street gambling.

3. Phe destruction of the centralized
contfol of money and credit—the so-
called Money Trust.

The Literary Digest calls attention
to the e.\:traordi'nury change of feeling
about the currency bill, which $ét in
thel moment its passage was assured—s
a thange especially noticeable among
‘bankers, Réports from Washin:gt\’
say there is a rush of national banks
to enter the new system, and Prestdent
James B. Forgan of the First National
Bank of Chicago. who has-beén one of
the measure's most reientless critics,
now says of it: “I belleve the bill econ-
tains the big desirable features needed
i our banking system—centralization
of reserves and elasticity of currency.”

For .the first time in its history, the
United States, by an elastic national
currency, is able to decentralize hank
reseri’és, to mobilize prime commercial
baper, and bring to the aid of legiti-
mate business enterprises the vast re-
sources, and almost unkmited credit,
of the nation. - The government calls
into being a great system or institu-
tion not unlike the Bank of England,
the Bank of France, dnd the Reichs-
bank of Germany.

Why should there not be a Bank of
Canada, which should be the bank of
the government and of the chartered
banks, performing he great publie
service of issuing a truly national
currency and of rediscounting prime
commercial paper? When the bill to
revise the Bank Act was before parlia-
ment at the last session, Mr. W. F.
Maclean, M.P. for South York, propos-
ed a plan for banking and currency
reform, . strikingly analogous to the
{ plan now being inaugurated in the
United Stgtes. He suggested a central
bank, to be known as thé Bank of Can-
ada, thru which the credit of the coun-
try could-be loaned to the chartered
banks for the encouragemen:' of legiti-
mate business, by the issue of a flex- |
ible national currency. :

Venerable Statesman Makes
Announcement to Birming-

ham Constituents. \

BIRMINGHAM, Eng., Jan. 7.—(Can.
Press.)—Joseph Chamberlain, the ven-
erable British statésman, has decided
to retire from parliament at the next
general election, after serving as 4
member of the house of commons since
1876,  during all of which time he has
represented Birmingham.

In a letter addressed today to -the
president of the Unionist Association
of Birmifigham, Mr. Chamberlain sdid:

“Before . leaving for ‘the south.. of
France, I think I ought tg communi-
cate to ,you the decision at which I
have arrived, to retiré from pdrliament
at the neéxt general election, I have
not come to this decision without many
régrets at the severarce of a connec-
tion which has already lasted over 37
yvears and has been marked on the part
of my constituents by ever-growing
confidence and support, but I cannot
hope again to do my work ip parlia-
ment, and I feel that our city and the
constituency of West Birmingham need
the services of a younger man, who
will take an active part in the parlia-
mentary struggle and help you to
maintdin the supremacy of the Unijon-
ist cause in Birmingham.” ;

MUTTON BIRDS’ FLIGHT
- IN THE SOUTHERN SEAS

Myriads of These Creatures An-

nually Invade Coastal Islands
of New Zealand.

Every year at the ;{pproéch of
spring, the thousand coastal islands
of New Zealand, more especially those
lying toward tbe'soutp, beccme _the
temporary homes of myriads of mut-
ton birds. Out of the silence of the
great Southern ocean they appear in
vast armies, says a writer in The
Wide World Magazine.

Low-flying over the water, for the
most part close in shore. the hige
flocks draw dark parallels of shadow
acroes the seascape. The birds fly
in separate bands, disziplined and
massed into a sérried whole—a con-
tinvous stream tha: passes between
sea and sky.

In the night
the noise of countless beating wings
that surges uo over the cliffhead tells
tkat the army is still on the move, till
the whirr .of wings and cries of the
rezrguard beating up the stragglers
grow faint in [the distancz, and one
realizes that at last the mighty hgst
has passed on lits way.

Krupp's iz admirably organized from a
business point of view for the purposes
it serves. To begin with, it is really, if
not nominally, in the hands of a single
individual. When it was turped into a
company in 1903 the sole “vendor” was
Fraulein Krupp, the founder of the firm.
The value of the entire undertaking was
then estimated at $67.500,000, from which
the labilities to the amount of $27,500,-
000 had to be deducted, lenvu’lg a divi-
dend-bearing capital of $40;000,000. of
this, Fraulein Krupp took up all - but
$1000, which it was necessany to alot
among the other “founders.” {

An Enormous Capital.

The capital was raised to $45,000,000 in
1906, the new millions being entirely pro-
vided by the Krupp family. There are
three loans on which interest must be
paid at the rate of four per cent. The net
profit of the concern Iin one year wis
$6,2560,000 in 1906.7, and this entire sum,
less the Interest on $1000, went into the
pocket of Freldrich Krupp’'s daughter.

NEW THERMOMETER

It is no matter for great surprise to
be told that the different portions of
the spectrum intor which a beam of
light is spread out show different de-
grees of temperature when tested by
an dapparatus of sufficient delicacy. It

-appears, in point of fact, that the dark
lines in the spectrum are also areas
of relative coolness, and that the spec-
trum may be charted by moving a suf-
ficiently delicate heat measurer along
it, writes Dr. Smith Williams in Har-
per's Magazine. The instrumént with
which this feat of measuring infini-
tesimal gradations of temperature is
accomplished is known ‘as a bolometer
and was invented by the late Professor
Langley of the Smithsonian Institu-
tion.

The principle on which the bplometer
is constructed demonstrates that any
change of temperature in a metal |
changes the capacity of that metal as
a conductor of electricity. By using an
excessively tenuous, flattened thread
of platinum for his conductor, and an
exquisitely sensitive galvanometer to
register the effects, Langley produced
an instrument which will respond to
changes of temperature so slight in
degree that no one could reasomnably
have gupposed them measurable. In-
deed, the feats accomplished by the
little instrument are as incrediblie, not
to say fantastic, as the feats of the
spectroscope itself,

A generation ago insiruments for
physical research had attained a high
stage of development, but to measure
a change of temperature of one-thou-
sandth of a degree was considered a
remarkable feat. The layman will be
disposed to admit that it is a remark-
able feat. But the perfected Langley
bolcmeter measures a change of one-
hundred-millionth of a degree. It is
competent to deal with the infinitesi-
mal quantities of heat that come to
us from such bodies as the moon and
the brighter stars.
