CUJ1ENCY THEORIES.

There are fewr, if any, subjects more
deserving of public attention at this june-
ture tian that of the currency. We have
little doubt that the advocates of an in-
convertible national currency have obtain-
ed soma sfupport owing tO lie provalence
of an opinion that flic currency of the
country ouglit to be supplied by the
Governinent, wlhile on the otlier hand
Chose who are favorable to a convertible
ntiional currency have had tO deplore
the injury which their cause lias sustained,
fromi the connection in the publie mind
between a national currency and incon-
vertibility. We find on enquiry that
there is more ground than ie hadl imagined
for tlhe supposition, that it is really con-
teiplated to introduce the National Bank
currency systeni of the United States
into Canada. We have already admiitted
that the systein in question lias much in
its favor. We believe that, as a system, it
is inferior to aGovernmenltcurreiiey stich
as that which at present exists under the
naine of Dominion Notes, but that it is
superior to the unsecured bank note
issue. The difliculty in the wray o eflect-
ing a change in the paper currency is
fommon ta both systems, that oi 1Ioin

nlion notecurrency based on Governiment
securities anid gold, and that of a bank
note currency likewise based on Govern-
ment securities and gold. Thfese two
systemns are practically identical as far as
regards the security of the note liolders.
The diff'ereice is siniply that in the one
case the very considerable profit on the
circulation is derived by the public, while
in the otli':it is derived by the chairtered
banks. 'Thie conmmron difliculty is that
wliereas under the existing system the
assets lield by the batiks against their
liabilities for cireulation are the bills dis-
counted of theii customers togetier witi
a cash reserve, the assets under eitier of
the otier systens wrould be Goverrnment
securities and a,cash reserve. A change
froi the present systeni to either of those
indicated above wiould necessitatte the
curtailiiient of' discoutits to a very con-
siderable extent, and would iost assured.
ly bring about a finiancial crisii such as
Sir Robert Peol did lnot venture ta risk
when, in 1844, he substituted] the seenîred
Bank of England note issue f'or that of
the unsecuoed issues o th English bauks.
'le great difiiculty to be encountered in
aniy change is comiion to a Goverinient
currency and to a batik currenicy secured
by Governiientt debeitures. It is very
itmiportant that this point should be
clear'ly understood, because it conmstitutes
the practical difficulty in dealing witli the
question, and it is of so serions a character

that there is danîger that it will so coi-
letely absorb tua attention of pa'cticali

men that the respective merits of the
rival systemiis of Great Britain and the
Unitel Siates iiay be throwi in the sliade.

We have observed writh satisfaction that
the subject is engaging public attention.
In tli Monaetar'y Times there iave bei a
series of articles under a heading vhich
ire have adopted fot this article, and in
recent numbers of the saine journal there
have been likevise letters leaded "lBaik
Circulation." On wiat we consider the
main point, convertibility, the wrriters con-

cur in opinion, but the articles ta whichi ire
have first referred are more particularly
directed to a refutation of the views of
the leaguers. The writser' on Bank circeula-
tion objects to the Govertment issue that
its advocates "overlook thie fact" that
Il it is not so easy for the Governiment to
"I redeen it, i. c., to pay it in gold wlien-
" ever called for." Ile proceeds: "It is
" certain that no Goveonient yet ever
" succeeded for any length of time in
Sredeeming the notes that it issued. No

European Goverinment ever did. The
t Englîsis Goverînent never attempted
" it." These are bold assertions in the

fbce 9i' the fct Chat foi mnany years the

Dominion Government bas issued notes
convertible into gold on lenand without
mîee ting the slightest dlifliculty. It is saidi
that the " Englisi Govetrnmnent never
atteiiiptel it," but on tuning to another
article in the saie number of the
Monetary Tines, iwe find the following
perfectly correct stateiment "l The notes
" of the B3ank of England still purport to

be issued by the Bank, but in point of
'/act thcy cre issucd by the Goernment

" depurtncnt over which Iho directors of'
" the Bank have no control wheatever."
The issues of the Baik of England are
regulatcd by Act of Parliamnentand] are to
all intents and pu-poses just as mîuch a
Governient currency as if they w'ere
issued]l by a departient of the Govern-
ment. The circumstances in which G reat
Britain w:as placed in 1844 are iuci more
analogous ta aur own than those which
existed in the United States wien the
National Banîk note systeimi wvas establisli-
ed, and it is certainly not a little extra-
ordiiiary that the Finance Minister in a
Conservativse Goverinment should prefer
the United States systemn forced upon
the nation at a period o national bank-
ruptcy to tha t wlich wvas deliberately
adopted by one of the most sagacious
statesien Chat England lias ever hasd at its
lielni. HlIow did Sir Robert Peel deal with
the currency, and so deal with i t.hat not
one of his successors during a period of
thirtyive years, in the course of whicli se-
veral severe commercial crises have occur-
redbas erv entured ta proposean end
ment to lis policy ? lie legisited for lte
future,and to avoid eveu the irisk ofniscon-
ception, ie made use cf agreat banking cor-
poration which enjoyed the confidence of
the wrhole nation to a degree which lias
never been equalled. The notes of the
Bank of England weire looked on tirougi-
out the United Kingdon as in every re-
spect equal to gold, and Sir Robert Peel
deternhied that without clinging
the nominal issues, fie wvould coiplete-
ly alter the character of the bank notes.
The Bank Act of 1844 cieated two whîolly
distinct departnents of the Bank iof Eng-
land, one an ordimiary bank of discount
and deposit, which was to continue to bo
the fiscal agent of the Governnent; i the
other a bank of issue, regulated by law',
and working autoinatically, issuing notes
for gold and gold for notes, according to
the publie deinand, but withont any inter-
ference whatever on the part of the bank-
ing departnent. The Bank Act ivas based
on the tfieory tiat bank notes ouglit to
circulate precisely as gold would circulate
if there were no notes ; but Sir Robert
Peel had to deal with preeisely the difli-
culty which will be found in Cam ada, vig.,

an existing issue of notes by other banks,
which could net he'suppressed suddenly
without occasioning a fiiaicial crisis. ie
contented lîhimself witi prolibiting all fîî-
titre issues of bank notesother than those
of the 'Baik of England, anid l'iiîting the
issues of baniks then circulating notes to
the average of the previous tiree years.
Thus an important chauge of policy was
effected without disturbing the. transac-
tions of the banks with thîeir cistoiers.
lad the gover'nment of Lord Sydenhai

acted in a similar spirit in 184 f it is probat-
ble that a goverînment baik ofissuo miigiit
tien have been establisied, w'hich would
to-day have had hearly the wiiole circuna-
tion of the Dominion. We have been led
to submit the foregoing remariks, chîiefly
from noting the discrepancy te whici w'e
have called attention in the tiro articles

in the Monîetary Tiicsoft th i ih Novemi-
ber.

In an editorial articlc in the Monetary
'Timnes of the l4th instant, entitled "Our
Future Cuiieiiey," it is assumned that Par-
lianient w'ill insist on a secured currency,
when it inext legislates on the subject.
We find no suggestion in that article as
b thie mode of meeting the dilliculty iiicl
iwe have pointed out,ofreqii-ing the assets
ield against the circulation te bc convert'
ed intogovernment bonds. Wie tlink thiat
the Monetary Times lias misunderstood
Secretary Shiernman's definition of what lie
states te be "l the best currency," viz., '' a
' United States note issned directly by
"the Govei'nmeiit and convertible on
"demainid into coin or ' governiment bond
" equal in vaine to gold." The Monetar'y
Timines assumes, as we thlink incorrectly,
tiat these alternative mleîdes of conversion
are to be at the option of tlieGoverniment
and on that assomption lie justly reinarks
that it would mean " inconvertibility into
gold." We feel persuaded from Secretary
Sherman's well-know'n opinions that tie
option was to be with the holder of the
note. The Monetary Times objects to a
government issie, on the ground that the
Government could notdischarge the func-
tions of an issuer, and yet we infer fromn
other remarks that the writer sees no objec-
tion to the Bank of England issues, whiclh
arestrictlyautonatic. TieMoinetaiy' Tiines
conjures up diiliculties w'hen lie states
that the amount of notes " which il ouglit
"te issue would be a difficult question re-

gulated on one side onîly by the demands
"of coni'i tibility." Again lie states that
the notes 'l vuldlrepresent, besides the
'rs:etion etf gold held, nothing but debt."
This objection is based net on the Bank
fr inglnd system, but on some imaginary

sch'eme under which the issuing- depart-
ment ivould have the power to inflate ,le

c''urrency ait will and i'etain only "a frac.
tion of goli." 'J'he Monetariy 'Tines is
uîndfer the impression that the liberty
given to the Bankl eof Englanid to issue
fourtn îmillions steiliig agai ns t w'Iiici
gold is not deposited "o'iginated in the
" circti:i.,tance that tliat w'as the suim
" iwlich the Glovernmiient happelied ta owe

a t the bank." It se happens that the
govei'iiiet debt to the baik nwas only
$i1,015,100, and that the baik w'as per-
imitted to issue on securities an additioial
aioiuni t of .L2,984,900 on public secuirities,
anid inder the provisions of the Act that
amunuit has been increaised by one million
more, the present issue on securities being
£f5,000,000. Sir Robert Peel certainly
w'ould net have been influenced by the
aimouin t of tfe govcrmiiient debt. le sa.
tisfied himîself thifat f'oui'teen nillionas was a
sale iimiiimn aiiount that would be ab-
solutely required by the public, and ex-
perience lias vi'iliedl the correctiiess of
his estiiate.

The tLheory of'tfe currency reforiners vio
hold the views of'Sir Rober'tieel and loiri
Overstone (loues Lloyd) is that the lier
currenîcy should fluctuate just as it would
do if it w'as goul, the result being that the
lise of gold is econoimiized n'ithout the pos-
sibility of inflation. ''lhe Monetary 'Tinies
fears that the reserve iiiglt only be " a
fiaction of gold." Suich lias not been the
experience of the wor'kiîng of the Bank of'
England, whicfh has occasioailly had 70
per, cent. of its issues in gold. Thle Albert
IHall. theorists, when arguing that the
chartered banks could not redeemi their'
circulation, if it was all presented, can
hardly be -unawai'e that such a deiand
w'ould bc impossible. It is over 35 years
since Parliamneit regulated tfhe Bank of
England issues on the autoiatic princi-
ciple, and there hias never been tlîe sligit-
est inconvenience feIt during the whfiole
period. It is true that on more tia one
occasion the bank of discount his been in
trouble, owing te its having undertaken te
maintain the mercantile credit of the
country. These troubles have caused
people not wveil acquainted w'ithi the Eng-
lish bankiing systeni, te imagine thlat tue
Act of 1844 was, in sene measure at
least, defective, but in truth the troubles
of the bank of discount w'ould liave been
intensified, but for the conservative chai'-
acter of the issues of paper noney. Wie
inust not, hiowever, w'ander fron the ques-
tion immediately under consideration.

We nay remairc before leaving the
subject of issues that, in a letter contri-
buted te the Montreal leiald, and signed
" P>ro bono publico," there is a cogent
reason given in favoi' of one unifori cur-
rency, w'hich is'the iîcreased danger of

forgory, when therc are notes of a iiliber
of banks in circulation, and the increased
(iilicufty of detecting it. .Wc inay, like.
wisé, advert to flic proposal by the corres-
pondent of flc Monetiy Times o' mikilg
tlhe bank note circulation a prier charge
on the assets of the banks. There are, in
oui judgment, stroig oblje'ctions to (Tic

proposal to constitute a body of preferen-
tial creditors, iable to bc increiased at aiy
tiie, without hie knodge o' the
general creditors, te say nothing of lie
tenmptation to give fr'audilent, pr'eferces.
Jt seeims far fron improbable iat the
real motivc influencing the govermiiiieint
is the desire te find a imarket for its owii
bonds by coimpelling the bauks to become

puirciasors. That wis precisely the rock
on whIIich rord Sydeiihaiii's goveriinieniit
split in 1841f. 'lie olijct n'as te gc't
mnonîey, and that money could oinly bc got,
as ail practical miieni perceived, froimî lhe
customers of lie baiks. That is the
mode by whiich il, is expected to obLtain il
now, and woc venture to predict tfait it
will niot lbc suîccessful. Wc muList ackniow'-
ledgc, however, that il, is to soimie cxtenit
satisfactory to leanii that the scheine in,
coitenlrplation is widely remîoved fromt
that of lic national currency thfe'orists,
and that ther'e is no danger of an ilcol-
vertible national curr'ncy.

TnE woOOtis ANi) FoiiiLmsTS OF TiiHE DOMINiON

OF CANAiDA.

On the 3rd .Jutne, 18741, the Riglit
Honorable the Earl of Carnairvon, Colonial
Secretaîry, transimitted a circular te the
Governors of the British Colonies for in-
formation touciing the econony of the
i \voods and Forests " within thei severl
governments. A synopsis froim the l "re-
turcs " by hie various depeindencies has
been compiled nid subitted te the
Imperial Parliament, dated Aug. 6, 18i7S.

Witiout referring to the report, as a
whole, it niay be of somne utility to the
lumbering interests, and not uninteresting
te the general reader, te analyze tlose
parts that refer te the several provinces
of the Dominion of Canada, and te mnake
such remarks, touching those interests,
as its importance mterits, and which the
report appears te have oveilooked.

'ie questions subiutted througlh Ilie
Colonial Secretary are as follows:

Questions as ta foreign and colonial
timber used in ship building, genieral
building and railway purposes. Foir fui-
niture, fancy articles, firewood, lathwood,
shingles for roofs, etc., etc. Also timuber
from which ' aluable barks, gums and dye
woods are derived.

1, What are the kinds of timber trecs
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proluced in the coitry, and ta whiat
uses aire they generally applied ?

2. Are the forests or lands producing
lie trcs ow-ned t)y the G overniiiient or by

private persons ?
3. Whlatl is tho approxiiata extent of

tiiber prodiicing forests or lands at the
preseit time ?

4. Is lic area iicreasing or diminishirng?
5. If diiiiiiishing, fromu waii. cause ?
6. Arc any steps taken for t.he preven-

tion of waste, oi- -fir replan tiii any aiea
wliich lias bcii cleared ?

7. What is the quantify o ftimber which
miglt, be~ fairly Cut eveiy yea-, ivithout
permanient iinjur11-y ta the foriests ?

8. Wliat is the quniitity cut every year?
9. What, is the proportion for home co-

suimîption and foi- export?
10. Whiat have been the annual exports

of enchi kind of timber during the last teLn
years ; stating the proportions to each
country and the value of such export ?

I1. What are tie reasons for, or causes
cf, tle increase or d iiiinu tion or quantity
or value in tlie exports?

12. ([fit be so) vhîat are the causes of
tlie siall exportation in colmparison witli
the capabilities of production ?

13. Have auny observations been made,
or conclusions arrived at, as ta the china.
tic influence of forests, or the effect of
their clearance on the rainfall, flools, &c. ?

14. Forward any reports made by de-
partinents ai- societies, ai- any acts of
Legislature bearing on tie subject.

TIhere is no question inI w-hicli the peo-
ple of Canada should be more interested
than tlhat of th conservation of the woods
and forests, antI yet., unhappily, there is no
inuter-est thIaf las received se little atten
tion, save and except as a meaus foi- in-
crieasing the revenue, without regard to
any active measures for the preservation
of the timlber, eitther fromî waste, over pro-
duction or from fire.

It is truce that the Coininissionier of
Crown Lands (Quebec), in his report for
18i73, urgently recomuumends the adoption
of a systematic ieplanting of trees on the
waste lands of the ¯Province. It is true
that the Iloni Mr. Joly, in his able digest
SOn FIorests and Forestry in Canada," lias
clearly pointed out the evils that the
present systems are bringing upon the
country, and the urgent necessity fo-
governument interference in regulating
the quantity and git'th of the tinber ta
be eut within the several limiber limis,
but nothing has been done te carry ont
this excellent'suggestion, and the lunber-
man continues practically unrestricted in
lis operations.

The result lias been widespread de-
stictiof throuîgh v.aste anld over-proiuc-

Lion, and severe financial eibarrassmîents
ta the lunibering interests generally. To
snch an extent had tlis evit been carried
out tliat the luinbermen theiselves be-
came alarmed, and at a conventioni held
in Ottaw:, 20th1 July, 1874, the following
preaible and resolution vere carried :-

" Wlereas, in consequencec of over-pr-
" duction in manilactn-ed linber and
" squa c timber, iere is a gieat and un-
" necessary orxiture of one i the
" iost valua blc resoirces of the country ;
" it is desirable to husband these re-

sources and to check indue ianuflic-
ture tiercof, so as to brillg i t wîit.hin rea.

" sonablo limits suflicient to suîpply the
" iai-ket :

1 Ilias been agrceltherefre,thatcach
" ofthe firins engaged in the trade shall re-
Sduce ftheir tsual tproduUctin iy onie-halr.
" This agreement to apply to the nmanhiif-

turers of square tiinber as ivell as te
" sawed lunber."

Unfortunately this resolution iwas not
adhered tO, as several of he luniberien
dieclinled to sign the bond vlien requlirel
te do so by the secretary or the conven-
tion, under the plea thait it would disturb
their business arrangements.

Subsequent operations (since 1875) have
been carried out more judicioutly, be-
cause, in a measure, they have been con-
pulsory, and forced upon the ti-ade by
the depression of the mnarkets and by pres.
sure frons financial agents.

Under the systeis tlat have been pur-
sued in the past, the destruction or the
wliole available forests of the Dominion
(except British Columbia), according te
lie best authorities, is but the wo-k of

same fifteen to tventy years. iHence, it
is of vital importance that the necessary
steps should be taken ta ave-t so great a
calanity, and ta preserve ta the Doininion
hier most valuable staple productions.

Iii no onc province has any organîized
system yet been taken to plant any part
of the domain that has been cleared by
the axe of the hlnberinan or by the
ravages froi fire, and Mr. Joly's closing
reiarks touching the iecessity for an
intelligent and systeiatic replanting of
the waste lands of the Dominion are se
much ta the purpose that we can do no
better than quote them, as being in ac-
cordance witli every authority that lias
written on the subject, or whso lias given
the question the consideration it merits.

Mr. Joly says: I We can never expect
" ta sec our old forests properly managed
" and nsew forests started in our prairies,
" and wlerever the want is felt in othier
" partsof the Dominion, withont experi-
" enced foresters ta take charge of the
Swoi-k. i thiil; noa montey couhld bie more

Il profitably spent,,and bring larger- returis,
i than in establishing a Dominion School

' of Foi-esti-y."

NATIONA L CURIENCY.
'lie National ofToron to and the Gl uieîjl

I 11rald h-ave colniiiiinced the publication
of a series of articles on their new scheme
oi mnaking money abundJalit, ly Mr.
Geo-ge B. Brooks, of Toronito, wlio chal-
longes those who dissent fromi his viesv

ta ineet liiest arginnent with holnest
argumien" We checifully responid te the
Challenge, and wve have ioticed wv ith plea-
sure the courteous imianner in which the
Nit.ioiial alis replied te a former article of
ouîrs. The subject under consideration is
ale of the greatest importance, and itf
oiglii t o be disclusseI vith gool tniper.
\We shaIll eidieavor te be very briet in our
reply te the National, so that, wre imsay lave
more space te devote ta Mi. Broks. \Ve
confess that, we are a little piuzzled b y t-he
doclaration of the National that I iany
great thiîkers " et the presenrt timse, as
well as of the past, hold Chat it is much
better that mîoney "should have no in-
trinsie value.' We hall een under the

impression tlat the pretension of the
national cuirrency theorists wvas tlat their
issues wonldi have mi intrinsic value
iieaily, if not quite equal, ta gold. We
ovin that we failed te discover that this
alleged value lad any solid faudation,
but we nowu learn tlat it is uiiich better
thaLt it sIoulid have none1.

We are reminded by the National that
the Aierican greenbacks vere not a full
legal tender, inasmucli as they were not
receivable by the Governiiient that issued
then for delits due te itself. We appre-
lenid, howuc-,ever, that the National is umis-
takeii in its assertion that the lirst issue
wsas ner ci-depreciated. The fact that the
United States found it, necessary te insist
on its customs duties being paid in golid
instead of greenbacks ouglt ta be conclu-
sive evidecice thlat the latter were wholly
unsuîited te be a measure of valie. We
have noet denied that if a moderate amount
of Govei-iiieit lotes, receivable for all
debts due te the Governient, and made a
legal tender, wiere put in circulation, they
would be, if not quite, very nsea-ly at par
with gold. Tlie difliculty is liat wlien the
check of convertibility is vithdrai-nvi infla-
tion is sure to take place, and tiein no oie
can rely froi day te day on the value of
the currency whici is made the neastire
of value. It lias of itself no intrinsic value,
and wlienever the ainouut in circulation
exceeds what the public require for effect-
ing their exclanges, it becomes depre.
aomted ; ansd experience tenehses us thatit
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vill become more and more redunfant,
and of course more and more depreciated.
W'e confess tlsatwoe have read soue of the
names cited by the National, as if they
w'ere believers in Iis theory, withî aiaze.
ment. Before lue again quotes Professor
Jevons ve would recoimmîendi hia ta
study his work an 'l Monsey and tise Me-
clansismss of 1 xclange." Wo cannotaccept
the argument of the National, liat it is
any proof of a n "deiciency of cu'rency "
that borrowers are not ale ta get what
they want at low rites. Any aoe laving
any article ta dispose of fqr wliich there
is a purchsaser iili find no difliculty what-
ever in converting it into money, and ive
nusst remnind the National tlat, even if
the country iwere ilooded writi National
Bank iotes, peopile could iot get teimo
without laving [oeting t seli viiclh
sonebody else ianted ta buy.

Mr. Brooks commences lis paper by ne-
knowledging that " both noiw mifd for years
i past a general impre.ssioni lias prevailed
l thsat absolute msoney madue of paperi was

"a nauseous raught.," that I this delusive
" belief is universal and widespread ; " in
fact Mir. Brooks iolds tiat ie and hsis
friends have maie a new discovery, and
he claims that, like the w'orld's great
reformiers, they aire entitled ta be consi-
dered public benefactors. Now, on the
assumption that the world ias been, and
is at this moment, steepedil ignorance on
the question of' money, and tiat tiose
wlio are of opinion that the iseasure of'
value for other commodities imust of iLself
have soîne intrinsic value; that the man
iso barters his labor or his ivheat, his
clothing, his sugar ai' iis tea is entitled ta
get something in excliange of an intrinsic
value equal ta thsat wiith wvhici lie ias
parted, are whsolly mistaken, surely Mr.
Brooks ouglst ta have some charity foi the
mass ofi mankind who, by his owi almis-
sion, are still laboring undier a delusion.
Mr. Brooks assures us that the present
esteem in which gold is ield is ane of the
relics of barbarism, " that if fashion once
I repudiate gold, foiwn will tunible gold,
'' never again ta be resiscitated." Mr.
Brooks admits that the delusion as ta
golId still prevails, and consequently it
still lias an intrinsic value. A manr laving
an ingot of gold can still barter it for any
other comnmodities possessing intrinsic
value equal to its oiw in general estimia-
tion. We imagine that there are nany whio
think thsat alcoliol and tobacco are relies
of barbarism, and wlio would be a most
reluctait ta excliange gold if they had it
foi' those articles. The fact is that no
man in lis senses, not even Mr: Brooks,
w'ith ali Iis new lighlst o the subject, iwill

a4rt witli ansy por'tiona of Isis wealth, wlich

lie lias defined with tolerable accuracy ta I
be the production of labor, uiless lie gets
anîother portion of' wealth in exclhange
wlicl is equally valuable ta him. Even if
Mri. Brooks could succeed, hichi lieh e is not
at ali likely to doe, in coaviciing tue muen
and ws'nnomn ilio decorate their persons
w'ith ift that they vere imitating tlie bar-
barians and savages of' bygone days, still
gold, thougi uwe admit lt wsouild be depre-
ciated, w'ould retain a considerable value
as the best imaterial foi' maoney tlat lias yet
been idiscovered.

Pr'of'essor Jevons ainieates the proper-
ties Of a leasure o value in wliat lie calls
tlie order of their importance : lst utility
and value, 2nid portability, 3rl indestructi-
iliy,4thhomogeni'ty tidivisibiliLy,6tLh

stability ofvalie, 7 ti cogiizability. Under
the Istlead Professoi Jevons points out
"fiat the utbility of thesusbstansce l'ai other'
Spurposes nust have been bue prior con-

" dition of its employieit as mnoniey.'" We
need scarcely reîsind Mr. Brooks tiat

goId aiid silver aire by no imeans the only
leasures Of value that have bueen adopted
by mnankidl. Uxel, corn, skisns, tobacco,
salt, cocoanuts have alil perforimed the
funictions of monsey, all Living possessed
ilndependlent utility and value. It must,
iowvever, be obvious thab, as the naterial
of monsey, none of the articles just men-
tioned possessed any special value, iwlsere-
as golf lias a greater value as bhe msaterial
of noney than it lias in the production
of plate, jewrellery, gold leaf, &c. Mr.
Brooks seeîns ta forget whîen explaining
that labor is represented by cities, towms,
farmis, railways, fisheries, factories, ships,
&c., that it is alsa represented by gold.
I is because, ta use hils own words, " it
calls for privation and hiardships in its
acquiremnent " that it is sa valuable. We
think that, if Mi'. Br'ooks' premises be ail
granted, lie lias been most unjust te a
class w'hicli lie terns I British Shiylocks,"
w'ho only think of whiat Lhey can squeeze
out of us. Nios Mr. Brookcs should bear
in mini that the millenium ias not. yet
arrived, whisen great iars can be carried
on and great public works constructed
with a few reais of papier. Our imother
country oies somae seven hundred and
fifty millions of pounds for lier expendi-
ture in nuinerous avars, and oui' railrîoad
compainies nearly as much more for public.
wor's. We went ta England ta try ta
borrow goll to exlcange for labor and
iaterials for public iorks, and, becausse it

iwas lent ta us on the faith of' our honor
anid the security afoîu' ouevenuewe are now
called on ta denouince the lenders as
"Britisli Shyloeks," wshio wanît ta equee
oui' life- blood ont oi is. ThIe Englisih peo-
pie Whluo are nat sa enslighlstened as Mr.

Brooks and his friends, still believe that
gold is a vailuable cominodity, and will
only part witih it for viat tiey deemîs an
equivalent. 'Ihe main point at issue
between the advocates of a coniver'tible
and an inconvertible currevcy is tiat te
former maintain that the measuri of
value oi' exchanginig ail coimmsodities
must be some coinmodity wiulhil isteif
of' intrinsic value. Gold and silver are
bath possessed of qualities which render
them suitable for the puipose, but no
Governmsent could, by decilaring that an
ounce Of gold and an ounce of silver
should pass for the saine nominal value,
succeed in getting the owners of the pro-
ducts of' labor to exchsange Chein for gold
and silver on the saine terms by weight.
And if no government could accomlishi
suci a tasic as equalizing the value of an
ounce of silver w'iti one of gold, liow do
Mr. Brooks and tise National expect to
equalize the nominal value of a piece of
paper w'ith that o either silver or gold
and, if not iwith lien, hoiw wvill sucli paper
mneasuire the value of other commodities
iwlicli are at present imeasured by gold ?

Mr. Brooks lays down certain conditions
as indispensable for the issue of his
national curirency, one of which is tialt
I there must not be more than a sufli-
ciency issued." 'lie theory of the fraiers
ai' the present British Currency syston
was that a certain amount of legal tender
notes migit with safety be issued, and w'e
have already admitted the soundness of
this tieory. But viat is a sulliciency ?
Mr. Brooks admits that there mut. be a

nimit, but, while ie does so, ie and his
party profess to be able ta dispense writh
capital in the construction of public
wrorks. Agreeing witl Mir. Brooks tliat
there must not be more than a sufliciency
of iotes issued, ive would iave Parliament
to define the anount, as the Englisls
Parliamsent did in 1844, and require ail
additional issues required by the public
tobe based on gold. We cannot part with
Mr. Brooks for the present ivithout notic
ing a very extraordinaary statement ofI is
r'egardinsg a celebrated Monetary Instits-
tion, the Bank of Venice, which ie states
" issued paper as money not based upon
or redeemable in golf." This statement
is calculated ta convey avery faise impres.
sion. We shall close this article with an
extract fron an historical notice of the
Bank ofVenice instituted in 1171 :

Its capital was composed of a loan
advanced ta the state, ivisici wvas made

" transferable in the books of the Bank.
" It opened accounts with depositors of

gold, silver and jewellery, giving tlhcm
" credit foi tlie valie of the effects
" deposited. Tie holders of such credi.t
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w'ere said ta be the holders of so niucli
Bank noney, and it w'as made obliga-
tory on the merchants ta xiake tixeir
contracs and draw their bills in this
iiaoey, the paymlîeits being effected by
a traxnsfexr froi aie name ta another in
the Bank accoints of the funds deposit'
ed in its collers.'

Surely it will not be preteided that
there is the slightest analogy between thxe
Bank of Venice and axi institution lOr
isnixxng lia1t mîîoney.

NCOURACING FRAUD.

Ilu the iatter ofi the working of ixnsur-
ance coxipanies in, rural districts the
experience of adjusters, w'lose services
have been so constaxtly called into re-
quisition sinxce the period of' commercial
depression set in, goes far toara'ds prov-
ixg that there is soxmething wn'x'xxg in the
prevailing xxethod 'f rexuuneraitxng local
ageits. iln cities and townxs persons seek-
ing iidemnity against loss by fire are, xas
a r'ule, sulliciexntly wîell.'informxied ta know
tait they cai gain nothing by over-insur.
ance; but in rural quartex's, where the
credulity o insurers is self.avowed the
apiiplicait seemis ta trust ta the agexnt
fuîlly as muchl in the fixing OfIxe vaxle ai
his property and the consequent aouit
of his policy, as in the inatter ai axisver-
ing the various questions of' detail con'
tained in the ordinary fori applicat.ion.
Uiscrupulous representatives, therefore,
who are paid by coxmmuission on the
aiounxt of preiumxuîs obtained, induce
sucih uxilettered, thouxgh often w'ell-imean
ing and Ioxnest yeomexn, ta ixnsuxre for xmuch

grenter sums than tley should ; and flic
consequence is, thxat, .wlile in cities axnd,
towns, in case of fire, there is only such ai
dif'exence betweeni the value given in the
application and the ligure est.ixited by
the adljuister as is isually foundu( betw'een
anowxner aud ai outside Party, in thei
country the buildings lin most instaxncef
car'y a nuclx ieivier insurance thain the
actual aiount of thei' cost even whxe
new. The adjuster in settling ail hix
losses lias ta be guided by the actual cash
value of the property ; and although l
nay illov the fulil proportion of tha
xxxiaxout whiclh the company is entitled t
play, and even overstep the mark in hi
efforts ta arrive at a peaceable solution o
the diflculty, the result of the over-insu

oa his country custoners and iucreasing
the anounxts o thxeir risks.

Ili these days when incendiary lixes are
sa frequent, no staxne shoiuld be left un-
tu'ned ta lessen thei' nuxmber. Farmers'
and others, nwho get into trouble, and
thiik it xxo great lxari ta tide over their
difliculties at the exoese of the corpora-
tions they so loudly abuse, have ta be
taught that inisurance is ta be looked on
as an indeinity and not as a pxayiig spe-
culation. As a tirst step tovards secur-
ing this desirable result it is highly xneces-
sary that agents should be freed flroi all
temptation ta co-operate vith dishonest
policy-holders ; and we are coivinced that
the miost feasible mode of settling mnatters
is by leaving thei devoid of any abject
in over-imsurmxg. They will then, perhaps,
be led ta urge upon applicants the ad-
visability of onxly applying for such
amxounts as tle company's rules allown.

CAT[TLE AD OTHER SHIPMENTS
FOR 1879.

Navigation is non' vix'tualîy closed for
the season. 'l'le Allan Line steaiships.
the "l Polynesixnî," caxrrying the mails, the
"P'ussianx' for Liverpool, carrying 157
head af cattle, and the " Corinthian " for
Glasgow, carrying 97 head, all haveoleft
this port, and sail fran Quebec to-morrow,
Saturday. The " Lake Winiipeg " of the
Beaver lne sails the sane day f'or Liver-
pool, and takes 40 head of cattle. The
Dominion Line steamnship "Brooklyn"
left this port on Tuesday, two days earlier
than expected by shippers, and sails also
to-mnoaxrov fron Quebec. 'lhe " Brooklyn "
vas put ta an expense of about $2,500 in
getting dow'n the river, owing ta ier
heavy cargo, and was obliged after all ta
leave some of it an the wy'harves aifter
putting part on the "Lake Winnipeg."1
The outside steamship 4I Bellona" chiefly
grain cargo, sails an Monday. The only
outward.bound vessels in the harbor are
those for the loer ports. There is yet
left at this port produce for Europe, con'.
sisting of grain, potatoes, apples, cheese
and saine bxtter suflicient ta load twQ
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large vessels, and slippers have been
olyering raitherhigh rates durning tie wek.
'l'le quantity of applles and pot.atoes liel.
in store is something enorinous. One of
the Allail Steanmsliips took over 6,000
harrels of apples as part of leri cargo
lately.

'The cattle shiplmuuî s for the season,
not.withstanding the embargo an Aieri-
Van beeves, are considerably in excess
of thtose for 1878. Last year the total
iwas 18,665, including 9,070 froim Chicago;
this season the total shipped reachi tle
enormlous figure of about 28,000, all of
Canadianî growth. In 1878 ie shippel
about 42,000 sheep ; this year tipnards o
7.5,(00,0 and of tiese only about 2,500 were
frou the UnitdO States. 'Thle number of
lîogs siipped renclies about 41,000, ai about
double the nunber in 1878. Ailthouglh
prices have not compared vith those of
hst year, the growing importance of

ouir live stock trade is inaiifested
by these ligures, and tlere is little reason
to douibt tlhat 1880 will witineiss a still fur-
ther increase. Messrs. Boddhll & Co., of
thiis cit.y and Londoi, Engliand, are prelpar-
iii ta establish a Inoi line oi steamers ta
run betveen Motreal and the City of
Cities next yearan,ndotwithstndigthis
it is not improbable thatî more shipping
root will be in request at the end of the
next eaason also.

Although it is preniatuire ta colnt gains
on argosies yet at sea, ire iay say tlit
the marine insiriance colipanies have
done well this season, espuecially those
insuring against tmortality in transit. ThIjis
is, of course, largely due to the goverinenit
insPection o livestock and ta the greater,
Incilities for takîngpioper cite of the cat.
tie oni board. Te lasses have, consequent-
ly been very light. As an examaple the car-
gosteamslhips of the Allan Line took ont
this seanson 6,100 oxen, 22 cowS, 90 hogs,
180 hiorses, 74 mnîes, nd 23,705 sheep, and
in thase the mor'tality was only 10 oxen,
tiree of vlich were injured before ship-

ling, 2 liorses and 210 sheep, ain unprece-
deited record in this respect. Freight rates
have fallen offi considerably,lhaving ranigod
tiis season from ;£*£5. 10s. ta £6 for, cattle,
£8 ta £10 for horses, and 7s. ta 10e. for
sheep and hogs. We have heard, hon-
ever, of catt.le having been taken as Iow
ns £3. 10s. by sane lines. Although in-
suirance .was down as loiw as ona-half, less
the usital rebate, during May, June, July
and Ailgust, and same avenI a little iower,
thie rates lately obtained have sent thle
average up to a guood paying basis for tie
year. The" Polynesian," the I 1 rissiari"
and fie I Corinthian " cargoes brought 14
ta l the W %Vinniipeg " and the " Brook.
lyn paid ] ta 2, and the " p,îollna Iatl

othier outside6 steamers froin 4 ta 6 per
cent., less the usual 20 per cent. rebate.
If the weather shotuld continue as aild as
during the lest two seansons it might be
iell pie*rhaps to allow the buoys and light-
ships in the lowver St Lawrence! and fhe
gulf ta romain for a little longer tine;
the btoys have ailredy been removed,
aul tie light ships ordered into winter
quarters, a little early, ve fany, consider-
ing the character of fle season.

'Talîking everythinig juta accouint, tie
business of the port of Uontreal lias bin
quite prosperous the present season ; ot
enlarged larbor and wharfage accomua-
dation lias been fairly engaged ; adiditionil
rogular lines have bean established ;
largely increased exports of home pro-
dUcts have been made; and the losses on
board have been very liglht. 'Tlere is, ne
think, in these facts -anather reason flor
believing tait iwe liave begtun ta see day-
liglt througli the long and tryiig glootny
spell Of depression begiun in 1875.
