consulted to sec whether any furthei

aiglit could -be thrown upon the sul>
ject, and we now deem it expedient ta

consilder the decision as affectlng that

net.

The Ontario Act R. S. O. (1887 Cap.
136, Is in some respects monr clearly
deflned than that of Quebec 'ln Its re-

trospective aspect. Section I as

amended by Vie. 53 Cap. 89 s'ets forth:

"The provisions of this net shall apply
to every lawful contract. of Insurance

ln wvriting nov In force, or hereafter ef-

fected whlch is based on the expecta-

tion of human life. and shall include

lite insuran'e on the endowment plan
as well as every other, 'and shall also

extend to the salid contracts of Insur-

ance' when'any declaration 'indorsed

thereon or attached thereon, ethough

made before the 25th of March, 1884'
would have been or 'be wlthln the ope-

ration and provisions o6.thIs act, Il the

samie had been made subseguent ta the

said date." The portions of the

Quebec Act bearing upon this point
are comparatively obscure.- They are

as' follows: R. S. Q. (1888) Sec. 5581,
"It is lawful for a.ny husband (a) to

Insure his life; or to approprlate any

policy of Insurance 'held' by himself on

his life for thebeneflt of lis wife, etc,"
and Sec. 5590, " It shall -b laivful for

any person who 'has effected' an lusur-

ance or who 'has appropriated' a polley

of lnsurance for the benefit of a wlfe
or of a wife and chIld or chIldren, or

of a chlld or children 'at anyf 'time

and fromt tIme to time therealter to re-

voke the -benelit conferred by such In-

surance. or appropriation, elther as- to
on or more or as to ail of the persons.

not excluded by the revocation, or for
the beneflit of such.ýersons noet exclud.
ed, jointly wlth another or others, or
entIrely for the benefit o! another or
others, nôt orlglnally named or botne.
fited. Such other or others must be a
person or persons for whose beneflit au
lusurance may be effected or approprl-
ated under these provisions."

By comparlison of the portIons single
quoted by us¯ltwould appear that‡Jîe
Ontario Act pute the matter beyond a
doubt that it is retroactive, vhile the
Quebec Act altiiough not so clear Is la
our opinion equally retroactive ln so
far as it speaks of " any polley ofIn-
surance 'held'" and any person 'who
lias effected' an insurance, or Who lhas
approprlated' a polley of "Insurance"in
the past tense, wlthoiue limitation of
time. . Nevertheless, seelng that the
learned judge's decsion hinges mainly
on the question of " vested Interes.t " or
" rIghts accrued," nand that at the time
the polley in questIon was issued the
original aet of 1865 applied ta Upper
panada, now Ontarlo, as well as to
Lower, n1ow Quebec, It appears, to us

that it will operate, if susrtained In ap-
peal, as much.against the Ontarlo Sta-

tute as that of Quebec, for the former
provides uider Sec. 28. "NothIng con-
talned In thls act shall 'be held or con-
strued to restrlet or initerfere wlth the
right of any person «to effect or assIgn
a polley for the benefit of hlIs' vIfe or
children or some or one of them In any
other mode allowed by law," L.e., Il the
"right" Includes past as well as pre-
sent or future rights as we apprehend
It to mean.

In further persuance of our remarks
ln forner 1ssue of 26th ultimo ' we
would draw attention to the fact that
the object of the original net of 1865
was simply to confer on husbands as
lindIcated in the preamble the right to

lusure their Ilves for the.'benefit o! their

wives and chlidren, and te place the

proceeds of polleles Issued la conform-
Ity therewiti beyond, the reacli o cre-
attors. Few acte are perfect at !ist
and much ile generally le!t to be done
by future legIslatiou as the require-
onents in the natter are developed and
ln this Instance the net was exceedlagly
crude and insufficient as' formerly ru-
marked. Aithough there vas no provI-
sion contained therein for revocation or
reapportionment, on the other hand

there was nothIng ta prohibit tis.. The
net simply permitted persons to do a
certain thing but lild not interpose any
obstacle to the undoing thereof, conse-
quently It may be reasonably laterred
they were left similar freedom '6 revo-
catIon ne li the case of any
"linter vives" donation 'whleh
lad not finally beeu consummat-
cd biy tI donee 'havlug .bea
put .n absolute possessIon. Moreover
It Is questionable whether It would not
be 'ultra vires' to interfere with private
'vested' interests uniless for some des-
Idei'ated public benefit.

But what le v'sted Intercb? Web-
ster's defluition o! the word "vested"
Is, " Not In a state of contingeney or

suspension; fixed." Since therefore the
wife's interest was at best contingent
upon her survIving her husband It
could not bc called a vested Interest .in
terns 'of the Statute.

Bunyon In his "Law on Life Insur-
ance " cites a case In whleh a husband,
beore the passlng o! the act for the
protection of wlves, effected a polley
on hie own- lite In favor of trustees for
the benefit of his wlfe and children'
whvehl ho kept a hlis own posseesion
and on whlih the premilums were paid
by him. It.)was held that as thepo-
Ilcy lad remaIne~d ln the posiseso n of
the insurel It remalned entirely In hi
power. From this it wouldapparently

follow that-If the wife wa no partîto
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the transaction in the Case under con
Sideration the po.ley woud remain un
dur bis power during his lite time
Agat. It bas been he.d that the deliv.
ery of a. deed of donation- to a thIrd
person has becn cons'ldered cyldence of
an IntÜntion that it shou:d be absol.
Ute; retain'ing it in the hands af the
donor and non-communication to the
donce evidence of a contrary intention,
The fact Of the Ilsured li thil case
having afterwaras made an assignment
of the poilcy to his sou should lie suffi.
oient evidence i the absence of any, ta
the contrary, that it lad been keptf i lu
bis possession und had not become the
absohte property of his wife.

Ilis df-
fleulties would quickly vanlh, if every-
one would just pay hie little bill.

l speakiag of the condition or trade
a grocer recently remarced that 'bad
delits "wee the worst part of lit."
Like m]any others lie was fond of Is
well ordered store, and surroumîîliigs,
'but the constant gnawing into his pro-
fits, thus ental:ed, was a source of
deepî vexation. Even lin tle 'est order.
cd establishmîents bad debts wI mount
up anîd, ln fat swell customers aay
prove to lie quite short of funids -when
it comles to settling day. In every city
there are fanlUes who aspire ta socfety
several grades above thelr station, and
these are allowed to let their bille; run
for years, the storekeeper thiinklng it
inîpolitle on his part to press foi. pay-
ment, Tlis specles of moral cowardlce
le well knownî to these.preclous custom-
crs, who are not slow ta claiAgreater
influence, and closer relationshlip, witih
leading familles than they really pos-
(ess. Thils state of affaira le not by
any menus confined to Montreal. • .

Whon the collector alis donc bis 'best
al the dunning" ie, the mereliant la
Ibrouglit face to face wlth, the probleni
whether It le 'better to wlpe the deobL
off hits books, or resort to legal process.
Just as likely as not lie la disconraged
at the laws delays and expenses and
adopte the former alter.native. Some
idea of court charges has -bean'given in
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. recent issues of the Journal. Canada
doe4 liot appea;r to 'be one -whit worsc

. lhan the Uniteil Stade .in its meth ods
Of orcetd collectlon, atrange ns .that
may appear. The preident of the
Grocer's Association of New York le
authorlty for the sta'tement that .the
insolvency and collection la-Ws are
nearly useless for the purpose for whicl
they were enacted. A large percentage
of estates are either wasted by as-
signees,. or given to friends thlrouglh
billS of sale, or donfessions of judgment
or outlawed through the innbllity of
the creditor to flud ithe debviUor and
serve a summons upon him. Many of
these abuses voud be effectually donc
away wlth by the Torrey bill 3vhl ch
lias been before Congress more than
ancé and wbiclh will bie intiroduced
again. la Some respects, the laws for.
the collection of delits In the State of
Nev York, are even leses efcctive than
in this province. 'The law there' pro-
vides that If a summonesis issued vit-.
i six ycars and placed ln the -bands of
the shîeriff, lie lias sixty days lia wlhicI4

to serve It. If these sixty days were
elanged to ten years it would save a
great lose, and compel rogues to pay
up wlo have avoided payaent by hld-
ling-fron their creditors. In tiis pro-
vince, the term of prescription for sale
of goods le five years, 'but the bailff!
Cai frecly exteni'd the wrlt, wlthin that
period, and ls not limited to sixty days.

In our law, however, there are cer-
tain "shotter prescriptions" wlelih ap-
pear to be manifestly unfaIr. For ex-

ample why should sums du sceoolnas-
ters and teachers, for tuition and board
and lodging, and alsò the wages of
workmen, not reputed domestics, and
who are hired for U. year, or more, bhe
outlawed in two years? And again
why should the "wages of domestle or
farm servants, mercliait's clerks and

other employees Who are hired by the
day, week or month, or for less. than .a
ycar," aIso hotel and boarding bouse

charges, no't be recoverable by law after

the lapse of one year ? The law already

protects the working mai by decreeing
that three-quarters of lis wages shall

'lie exempt from seizure, but, on the

other hand, makes him lose bis recourse

agalust lis own debtor, il be doeS not

se withiii one or two years, whereas

the qnerclant does not lose bis legal

riglts for gonds so:d until flive years

have elapsed. Boardlýng house keepers

4nd hotels are régularly flecced, under

aur laws, and have cause'!or complaint.

edly are theyc3cannot remedy everything.

It la dIfficult to catch uP with the
, sliting conditions of trade and social
liteA merchant recently Instancetd the
fOllowing :-"We usiinlly seli goo.s on
thirty days time, and it sometimes hap.
pens that a judgment te takenragainst
our cestomer by another cre'ÍYtor, and
before our claim matur.es ,the estate la
gon1e to satisfy other claims. There
should be a remedy providid for this
that wou id put ail creditors on an
equal footing." The law could not
step In bere without. cauîsing unfair
complications. The merchant bas
taken a trade rislk, and if lie bas given
30 iays, he is bound by his agreemnent.
If he had dioubts, and still boundi him-
self with his eyes open, be muet' stand
the consequences. Our lav would con-
aider it unfair-to miake the judgment
creditPr take second place, after lhe liad
gone to the expense and trouble of en:
terlng suit. The credîtor first ln pro-
cedure comes riret, unless the estate
should ibecome Insolvent, when the
creditors rank allike.

A CLEAIING SXY.

The fact that the perlotd of depres.
lon, front whlch the commercial -world

on 'both sides of Atlantic le now slowly-
emcrgi.n, was as much due ta pure and
simple lack of confidence as ta any rad-
Ical change li economic conditions has
recel-Cd considerable confirmation from
the encxpected but welconie change in
the I.ndustrial situation, bolth ln the
Unitei States and Engltid, whicl is
now being recorded trom ail over the
country. Op to the'close of 1898, ail
was gloom and despondency, . Now
there are manly rifts la the darkened

sky tlhroughî wlîech thce sunliglt of hope
and even cheerfulness, gleams merrily.
Manufactories are starting up agalu,
the waRii of the unemployed le once
more bel'ng confined to those iho maie
their lîvelihood by. belng out of work,
th busy wliirr of nachinery in motion

Is again heard la lnduîstrial centres,
and men once more look forward hope-
fully to the future.

Why ls this ? There le no .particular
lainge ii tlie .economie condition of

the countrles affected. The' tariff

spectre le still uailaid, and stocks ln job-
bers bands are still large enoughu to
supp!y all demande for some time to

gome. ý There Is an· alteration In the

situation for the betiter, no doubt; but
It la not In any way commensurate.
wlth the chadnge i feeling la mercan-
tile cireles. How ls Itthen that con.
fidence la returnIng so rapIdly 7



*Posslbly because the. principal dis-
turbing factors In the situation have
beén elimlnated. The great coal etrike

in England le over, and the general

paralysie of industry that it -involved
la at an end. On this continent the re-
peal of the Sherman Act has put the
future of the curreney on a sound fin-
anclal basil, and the bellef that the
Wilson Bill wll be sa emasculated-be-
fore it reaches the President that the
tarlif wil remain 'ractleally unchang-
ed, bas given manufacturers confidence.

- Thus the causes which led so Iargely
ta the curtallment of production no
longer exIst. But In the meantime the
laws of supply and demand have 'been
at work. Though production bas been
eut down, consumption bas suffered
but littIe, and In consequence stocks
have contracted into a shape that en-'
ables them ta be more easlly handled
than ever before. The factorise start-
ing up now have tangible bona fide
orders 'before them; sli1ce what they
manufactured ahead bas gradually pas.
sed into consumers bands. If prices are
extremely low, w- must remember that
money Is abundant and cheap, that em-
Ployient is 'becomIng more pientiful
daily, and that wages have mot been re-

d~ii anything like a proportion;
ta the fall In values and the general
depression In industry. In fact we have
-before us all the conditions, which-if
nothing untoward occurs -to prevent Iti
-sbould conduce towards a rapid res.
tOration of prosperlty.

In this country only what nay ibe
termed the fringe 'f the gloomy mantle
bas overshadowed -us. The provinces of
Quebec and Ontario have been a" pros-
perous as could bave been expected. l
each province bankers report collect.
long fairly easy, anad i despite o tue
fait In land values mortgage ioans weil
met. In the Lower Provinces no com-
plaint le made of the year's business,
and some ities (sach as St àTohn, N. B,)

. report a most satisfactory year. It le
Only when we reach the far west that
complaInts begin ta thilehen. There the
meagre crop, and the low prIces ruling
for wheat, have pinched the farmer,
and consequently the store keeper alpo,
with their 'bo-ny fingers. But this le
only one section, and by no menus he
most important of our Great Dominion.
In ail the others the year bas been a
fuir average one, and therefore com-
plaints of bard times In Canada are
prlucipally made by men who wear ex-
pensive jewellery- and carry well-lined
pocket-books, and not by the work-
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Ing classes ta whom bard times would
mean a palnfully 'practcal reduction
lu thelr personal comfort.

Lt 1s true the number of fallures of
late -in Canada bas 'been very large;
bu't a glance at our columns wili show
that In mosat cases there were causes
for these ·failures.whlich would have
operated to thatend even In prosperous
years. Tack of capital. with Its con-
comitants of accomodation paper,
ligh rates of Interest, and the neces-
slty of purchasing ln the dearest mar-
ket, are responulble for fully 80 per
cent of them. W1en one of these firms
comes down ail the others who have
"swapped signatures" wlth them col-
lapse also like a house of cards, and
the outside public, who do not know
the real truth, thlInk it Is the financial
depression that bas forced them ta as-
sign an become timid at once. It le
hothIng of the sort. Pallures of '‡he
Blishop, the Somerville, the Alexander,
and the Anderson class, occur from
causes, wheh would Involve fallure
even In "boom" years.- They are
brought about by doing business In
contravention ta busines liaws, and
sometImes In contravention ta those of
common honesty. Periods of commer-
cial depression may unmask such firme
'by curtalling their opportunIties for
f1lnancing; 'but they do not cause their
failure. That was always inevitable.
Tt le onTy the rotten appfe ihat the
w-ind tears from the tree. The saund
healthy fruit easily withstand the
storm.

SPRING MILLINERY.
It seens early yet ta speak, of spring

mIllinery bere: but In New' York and
Chlcago the spring season has already
cemmenced. Most of the houses there
wil hold their OpenIngs ths -week and
a number of buyers have alrdady put In
an appearance hi response ta the flood
of circulars and colored plates sent out'
ail over the country.

It would bc premature as yet ta en-
deavor ta predlet what styles wil 'be
popular this sprIng. A vigorous effort
is 'being made ta puih ta the front a
rough straw waclng bat, with an el-
ongated front. It la trimmed wito1 a
large bow of black velvet or broad rib-
bon drawn through a huge rhine-
stone or cut -teel buckle and bas proved
very popular In P>arls where it is cal-
led the "San Jeanne." But whether It
will take bere or not remains yet to be
-seen. In the, other shapes there le
nothing strIkIngly new. 'They are aIl

modifications of, last .years:styles jn
créased by a number of stra wpiaques.,
But there are more small shapes In.
toques and turbans shown,,and It looks
as if large bats woild not have things
ail their own way.

PROFIT IN MINOIR CROP8.
A great deal of attention has been pail

in Europe, in recent years, 'ta what are
calledl the minor crops. The subject il
one which interests both buyers and sell-
crs.

In tis city, consumers are Irequently
Calledl upon to pay extravagant prices,
for articles of the table which are fOund
to be imported, instead of being produced
in the country. Except at the height
of the season> pretty.stiff prices have'to
bh 'pnid for salads and certain garden've-

getables, as well as eggs,butter and poul-
try. Water 'Cress- comles from Boston,
even lu the siaumer season, 'instead of
being raisel within a few mjles of tle
city. Muahroome are now $1 tog1•50
per lb., and thers sholild be. money. in
them ut hal the pries if produced- on
a large male, aid Vhe demand'e

'an'-
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aged. Oucnmbers Bell at 20o to 25e each
-and- celery:a t 40e to 50e per dozen. XII -
garden stuîf, requiring to be raised under
glass, la offered at prices Impossible ox-
Cept to the leading hotels. The diffor-
once between summer and winter, prices
of eggs and. poultry is sometimes start-
ling. Fredh eggs worth .12e to 15e in
May or June are held for. 50 ta 60e lu
December. It Us been found that with
temperature at nearly freezing point,-
oggs will keep for six months at lenst,
and sell as freshs cggs, and cold storage
for bath eggs and poultry i' becoming
the rage in the United States. So far
as eggs are conterned, ail that le neces-
A ry le to store them in regular egg cases,

so that they eau b turned once a week.
The buyer Can always get a loan o! 80

per cent. of hie s.torago certificate. He
gives his note for the loan or advanice,
whioh 'the warehouse man endorecs, and
ldeposits with the storage cerificate .u
the bank.With thenmoney so obtained1%the
produce man goes upon the streets again
and invests, and repeats the operation
no'lng as his capital ho'ld out. The
banhk look more favorably each year on
this kind of collateral, and the very fact
that the baiks will advance the moncy
keeps prions from going loiw. On the
other hand, it le an adva4ltage to the
consuimier, for 'when prices advance ra-
pidly. the products o! the cold setorage
,warehouses' come upon the market. and
have a telhncy to keep the price vith-
in' a prescribed limit. No town of any
size should he without its cold storage
.warehouse. The trade in -ail its
branchiesneed not he confined to the large
cities, especially in this country whei;e
good, pure ice le readily obtaj»ablo at a
minimum o! cost.

Possibly the Canndig larmer might
broaden his operations in the djrection
of ho'ps. A considerable quantity, and
of 'excellent quality, has been raed for
many years past, but Canada le an im-
porter and appears to have taken no rank
as an exporter with foreign countries,
Both the German and United States
authorities leave us entirely out of their
estimates as a; producing country, ai-
though it le possible ive grow as many
hops as Australia whieh producod, two
million pounds in' 1893 and 11-2 mjil-
lion in the previous year. A Germail
author pute our average consumption at
8,800,900 ibs. England produces over
40 million poudiùs, annufilly, and con-
sumes over 70 million pounde. The pro-
duction of fruits and nuts for the London
rharket le harried. on extensively jn Kent,
Gnd more or less eo lu several othor coun-
tie. It might b stated that Canadian
chestnuts, but of a small size, bave, li
recent years, become a market commod-
ity in Montreal. Apples for eider mak-
ing are largely g'riwn in Norfolk in the
east, anl ii Devon, Somersoet and several
couaties lyiug near the estuary of thd
Severn, a2ïd in several of these latter
countices the pen Is grown for use la
making rperry or pear eider.

The" Channel Islands o! d-ersey and Gueri-
sey are .favorably situatod for the pro-
duction of early. fruits -and vege'tablese
Early potatoes are largely grow-n there
for the London narkets, -whIle broccoli,
tomatoée, poas, beans, cucumbers, and
other vegetables, as well as fruit of va-
rious kinde, are produced in great quant-
Ities for shipmeut to the same or'other
:destinations. l fportions of soveral
counties wheat straw le grown for plait-
ing, and in. favorable seasons will yjeld
fron $29 to $39 au acre, in addition ta
the prîce obtafined for the grain.

The low prices for grain and fat stock
muet certainly direct attention to sub-
eidiary productions, some o! which seem
gmall in thomselves but oft times self at
a large profit. Mnay pro~ducts, If grown
more extensively and sold at reasonable
prices, would command a much w;ider
sale than it present. Private enter-
prise, and the Government experimenýtal
farme, have doue much to demonstrate
the capabil:ties o! our soi] and climate,
and the future shoull be productive of
botter results thaun in thepast. ^'

ERASTUS WIMAN.
Among the sad examples o! swerving

from the paths of rectitude recently
made public, the most marked le that o!
Erastus Wiman, long known to business
meu in Canada in connection with the
mercantile agen'cy of Dun, Wiman & Co.
The announcement that Mr. Wiman was
li the Tombe prison in New York, ne-

cused of forgery and embezzlement to the
enormous sum o! $229,000, comes witb a
shoek to those of his old friende and ne-
quaintances in Canada who still clung to
their beliel in him, nötwithstanding the
charges brought against hlim -about a
year ago, through what they believed to
he lis misfortune rather than his Iault.
There have been fei such fall frnom great-
ness. It almost recalls Wolsey's, if the
comparison is not too odions. Mr. Wiman
was credited iith being .a millionaire.
IIe -was fond of disecanting upon hie rise
fron bing a newsboy and a reporter
ln Toronto to wealth and success. He
publishied the first commreial paper in
Canada. He posed as an advisor and ex-
horter of youth and lately published a
book on how to succeed which was rather
a, eulogium upon himself. Ho seemed
to have the whole business credit of the
community ut his command. He natur-
ally cour ted publicity, and called himsel!
a representative Canadian. in every
way possible ho paraded Erastus Wiman,
and bis succose and his prominence, before
the public. And yet, al titis tinme, ho
vas systematically using his employer lu
order to maintain the'lavish expendit-
ure necessary to keep up hie reputation
for wealth. 'His methods wore compa-
ratively clumey. lu the two Instances
wlich are especially charged 'in the in-
dicttnont ho simply secured a choque
from the cashier of R. G. Dun & Co. to
pay somo ,obtstaniling liability of the
company and thon converted it in h is
.wnir use by writing the endorsation of
the supposed] recipient. Such a liberty
was sure toibetlscovered when the un-
paid oeunt was agliu presented to the

company, and yet, wlth.all.hs knowledge'e
and experIence l busiznçes, he could think
of no botter method, Whon the lirst
forgery for $10,000 3vas distöveied, about
a year ago, ho was dismissed, and during
the past twelve monthe,..a rigid examin-
ation of the books of the firm places his
total defalcations at $220,000.

This ie probably the last chapter-in the
career o! a clever man, Wimau based.
his Claims to wealth on the fact that he
was a partner with R. G. Dun. It now
provos that ho was not-at all evente ,ia
the U. S. Ho was simply manager, ex-
cept that hie salary was 'based upon a
percentage of the profite instead of being
a fixed sum. The fuind of R. G. Dun,&
Co. were not hie in any senee, and yet tho
indictment charges that "by embezzlet
ment, misrepresontation, broach of agree-
ment, misuse of the powers confided to
him, and gross usurpation of power with
which he was not en'trusted," ho suc
cecded l tive years in taking over two
hundred thousand dollars. Such ie the

present complexion placed upon the oba-
racter of the advisor of youth, who vas
to have leptured this week on "How to
Achieve Success " before a New York
grammar school.

According to the despatches from New
York, to which wo are indebted for the
startling news, 'Mr. Wiman roiuses to aI-
low hie Iriends to obtain or ninish hall,
and strongly asserts his innocence. It
is to be hoped that one who bas sufiered
so mnuch alroady may b able to clear him-
self of so serious a charge as that of for-
gery. One con scarcely bolieve that any
man with'the experience and intelligence
of Erastus Wiman would put hie bead
into snc a noose.

THE OUTLOOK FROM LONDON.

Business ou the Stock Exchange là as
stagnant ne ever. Even investnment is
not ulpon a very large ecale, and sPecn-
lation le quite paralysed. In the United
States the debate upon the Tariff bill.is
;naturally eutting a stop to aIl enter-
prise in trade. Business of every kind
is greatly depressed. The railway tra-

fia returns are very nsatisfactory ; near-
ly a third of the total railway mileage
of the country l in the hands of recoiv-
eri money is accumulatipg in 'immense
amounts in Now York, but owing to the
general :distrust there l no disposition
to employ it; The stagnation in Amer-
ije l, of course, reflected in thejrnr$-
can department of the London Stock Ex-
change. The civil war in Brazil drage
on, and there le no pros pect of Its soon
coming to an end. The news fron Chili
Is not encouraging. The -crisis in Spain
continues. Greece and, Portugal are
bankrupt. And the condiion of ItalY:
is extremely bad. Another Italiaï hanî
-the JBanca Generale-has bad to apply
fox a moratorium, owing to a' rn uppon
its deposits. The bank lormerly did a
.very large business. For some tine past
it has espocially extendedzits.:aceptig
buiness ; but it bas been known for some
time that it was in difficulties. The
losses owing to the tomporar >u9po-er
sion will rail chiefly'upon the continent
Italy and Gormany more partieularly-
but à ie undçetoodta't tbOr* is M9
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siderable amount of the bank'e accept-
anees held lu London.

WIIEAT VALUES.

The mnst unconifortable feature la the
whent situation from the American stand-
po'n;t la the growaing certainty that Eng-
land eau aecure ail the wlheat sihe wanta
vithout drawiig uponI thiascontinent at

ail. India, Australia, Russia, and the Ar,
gentine Republie caa furnish lier with every
busbels hc needs, and are doing so at pricea
fron three to five cente less than even the
gresent low figures for Amnericart wheaA
Ad the English always purchase in the
chieapest market, and as American, wiheat
la to longer indispeisable ta them, it ls
'evident that our price muet come down
to the figures at which Indian and Rus-
sian wheat are offering before long, and:
when this is coupled with the immense vis-
ible supply of licarly 80,000,000 .bushels,
it looks as if there were good grounde foil
Ibelieving that wheat bas not yet touchedT
jbotton figure here, and as if the weak-
iness in foreign markets were fully justified
by the outloolk. This is not ailtogether a
detrimnent to the country, sine it will
probably force the large stocks, notv held.
lin speculattive liaids, ta move, and thus
will help the railroaIdd. When tîne pros-,
lent ioldera reei satisficil tUat there is no
prospect oi re0euphig their losses, tley will
cease ta hoard their wheuat and ship at

nce, and thus an era of activity in transe
portatioî circiea may bi expected bhfora

loig'.

THE BISIOP ENGRAVING GO.

The outlook for the Blloop Enlgraviig
and Priating Co. is sonwait lrightter
althoughi ail the greuLer obstacles in the
way of the proposed settlement (50 cents ln
the dollar, In eight quarterly paymental
uimaecurel, but b.airiig 6 per cent, interest),
are not yet cleared away. The Mont tretl
agenta, representing the amoint claiminpd
for gooda of Eiglisl manufactura, have fal-
le into lint, and if the cettlencts go
through, Mr. W. V. Dawson, the Iriicipal,
will lie qualified and added ta the new
Board of Director-a One of the banks op-
posaes the settleuent, and unless titis opipo-
sition clin b overcome the company .vill
b forced into liquidation or abandonment

In our editoriali laet week oin titis subject
a regretabli intvertence made us say that
the conmpaainy was embarrassed by the ac-
tion oa ita "presiienh" It l hardly neces-
sary, in conîneection with the context, to
say that thia referred tu its "imanaging
director," Mr. Geo.

sable, shipp2rs nRo longer make six bottles
hold an imperial gallon. They lied two op-
tions before thei Lither to lower the
quality, or to Icssen the quantity of tieit
-wthisky. The first the public waould have
detmcLed at once ; so they chose the latter.
By using a thick glass bottle, a little low-
er in the shoulder anil much thicker at the
bottom thain ao honest bottle, they are
able to rob the consumer of front a quart
to half a gallon of whisky per case. The
los dois not fall upan the dealer, for lie
knowa weil enough what he buys and sells.
It faille upon the customer who buyà a

.bottle of whisky some onices short of its
proper quantity, and paya the price of aa
hoest bottie for it.

THE WESTERN CANADA LOAN AND SAV-

They pointed out that the
truwtee was the brother-in-law, and that
the sheriff was the uncle, of Alexander's
lawyer, and the judge promptly acqui-
esced in their view that it would ba hct-
ter if an entire stranger took hold.

A DRY GOODS FAILURE.
Gilbert Gauthier, one of the oldest re-

tail dry gonds merchants on Notre Dame
street, l in difficulties and his.estate
l now in the hande of Kent & Turcotte.
Ha claims that ha owes $14,800, and that
his assets will raeh $11,000 ; but the
accountants anticipate a very different
sbowing hien they get through witth-
their valuation. Gauthier bas been in
business over twenty years in the one
stand and bas never been in trouble ba-
fore. H ascribes hie lailure ta loss ni
trade during the widening of the street,
but the general impression le that the
keen competition of younger men has been
too much for his old-fashioned ways. Ho
has made an afer of 82 cents la the dol-
lar, payable in 4, 8, 12 and 16 months,
unsecured, which hae been refused. If he
can obtain security it will doubtless be
accepted.

more round and stitched, and the whole
plunged into a resinous sort of varnuish,
which perfeetly excludes the air. By
this mnlhod the inventar claims that or-
dinary sized salmon can be preserved at
a cot. of one cent each; and ha aiso
claimn they keep perfectly for an inde-
finite length of time. The preserving
fluid so fair fronm injuring the flavor of
the fish, which is put up just as it comes
out o the water, imparts a relish thera-
ta.
