6. Four lists of names of Electoral Divisions shall in this

way be made by the Clerk of tlie Legislative Council, on lour

separate pieces of paper previously headed respeelively " First

Drawing " " Second Drawing " " Third Drawing " and
" Fourth Drawing " in each of which lists there will be twelve
names.

7. These lists shall be then and there authenticated by the

signatures of the Executive Councillors present and the counter-

signature of the Clerk of the L(!gislative Council, and shall

remain of record in the oUice of the Executive Council.

8. The result of the drawing shall he embodied in a Minute
uf Council and counnunicated without delay to the Governor.
