Ominous Talk in United

Washington;-Jan. 18 —The nation’s 

manufacturing industry in the 28 
states east of the Mississippi River 
was virtually suspended today iu 
obedience td the government’s order 
forbidding the > use of fuel.

Most of the plants engaged on war 
contracts were exempted from tihe; or­
der’s operation in - telegrams sent out 
last night, but few of them teamed of 
it in time, and a great majority of 
them closed down with the other fac­
tories. ,

The. country at large knew nothing 
of exemptions exceipt the few an­
nounced last night, and It wae not un­
til late this afternoon that the fuel 
administration admitted officially that 
Important war work was not affected 
by the order, and ga vé out a list of 
hundreds of factories (that may con­
tinue work on government contracts 
only during the five days’ dosing 
period. .

The day brought a statement of 
unequivocal support for the , order 
from President Wilson and a vigorous 
defence by Fuel Administrator Garfield 
of the step and the government’s pur­
pose in taking it

Opposition to the order in congress 
apparently -epc-nt itself in debate in 
both Rouses. During the day Dr- flat- 
field replied to the senate's request of 
yesterday that the order be suspended 
for five days, disclaiming any pur­
pose to he discourteous, declining to 
comply and again pointing out the 
necessity for enforcement of his order.

Food Not Affected-

It Is provided also that special com­
missions shall be formed to decide the 
financial status of citizens, these com­
missions to. be empowered to annul 
Completely all savings not obtained by 
means of labor, even should such sav­
ings not exceed the sum of 5,000 
roubles, They are also to determine 
what organs shall be considered de­
mocratic.

Petrograd, Thursday, Jan. 17.—The 
executive committee of the workmen’s

The fuel situation is such that steps 
may be taken to better conserve the 
supply of coal now being rscelved in 
Toronto. Mayor Church gave his per­
sonal opinion to the effect that a num ­
ber of the pool rooms at least could be 
eliminated with benefit to the com­
munity. However, from a' more public 
standpoint he .wished it to be under­
stood that the oity council had little 
option in the matter of closing down 
pool rooms. “Oiur province,” said the 
chief magistrate, "is that of adminis­
tration of laws already In force. We 
have no power or authority to close 
down pool rooms. That rests with 
Queen’s Park. What we can do is to 
see to it that the pool rooms are con­
ducted with due cognizance of the 
health laws.”

Should Cut Unnecessary Work.
Provincial Secretary W. E. Turley of 

the G-W.V.A. expressed his opinion 
that all unnecessary appurtenances of 
existence in Toronto and other cities 
should give way to the intensive de­
mands of the public interest.

A two-hours' ultimatum has been sent 
to the Rumanian military authorities 
by the'revolutlonary committee of the 
ninth Russian army demanding free 
passage of Russian troops thru Jassy, 
the temporary capital of Rumania.

Rumanians Dsfy Bolsheviki.
London. Jan. 18.—Thç latest threat 

of the Bolsheviki to cause the arrest 
of the Rumanian royal family has 
created no surprise among the Ru­
manian authorities in London. Some 
time ago the Bolsheviki sent troops 
to Jassy under the leadership of the 
Bulgarian reactionary, Bakovsky, to 
arrest. General Tcherbatcheff, com­
mander on the Russian-Rumanian 
front, and at the same time to seize 
the Rumanian royal family and the 
members of the government.

General Tcherbatcheff, 
succeeded in capturing the ringleaders 
of the movement, and with the as­
sistance of the Rumanian 
armed 15,000 Bolsheviki soldlere.

The Rumanian army has refrained 
from armed conflict with the Boishev- 
iki. but, it is declared, will not tole­
rate any plans on Rumanian soil 
against the royal family or the Ru­
manian people. King Ferdinand and 
the royal family are still at Jassy, cut 
off from the world and living -almost 
entirely upon canned food, with bread 
three times a week.

states that the new standard 
bo nearly cne-third cheaper than the 
price of flour in May of last year. He 
Issued a warning to householders to­
night that a run on flour was unneces­
sary. and would be found to be unprofit­
able. The public; he say», should refuse 
to pay retailers mere than the prices 
which have been ruling for some weeks, 
as there is an ample supply of flour for 
Canadian requirements.

The food controller signed the order 
today prohibiting mille from using on and 
after Jan. 28 more than 266 pounds of 
clean spring wheat, or more than 276 
pounds cf clean winter Wheat, to manu­
facture 196 pounds of flour, either for 
domestic or for export trade. The elim­
ination from the market of the more ex­
pensive patent flours and the providing 
of the standard products means that more 
wheat will be available for shipment 
overseas. The order-ln-coundl provides 
that all contracts outstanding on Jan. 
28 which cannot be fulfilled by delivery 
of flour then tn stock, or for grades of 
flour that cannot hereafter be milled, 
shall be cancelled. Within ten days, 
however, the buyer may, at his option, 
secure re-entry under the same terms 
and conditions of an amount of the stan­
dard flour equivalent to the unshipped 
portion 61 hie order at the new basis 
price. \

The food controller, who has arranged 
for fortnightly cabes from the British 
Ministry of Food, dealing with the food 
situation in England and France, received 
the following cable today in regard to the 
French situation:

“The supply of breads tuffs is causing 
grave anxiety. Imports arc very short. 
Our bread card machinery has been Com­
pleted, but the present lack of cereals 
will not permit of its application. Sugar 
stocks are equal to the present sugar 
card allowance of one-half kilogramme 
per head, per month (11-10 pounds, as 
compared with A monthly per capita con­
sumption of more than seven pounds in 
Canada). There is a great shortage of 
farinaceous foodstuffs, such as macaroni. 
The consumption of meat has been re­
stricted by high prices to within the 
limits of the available and greatly deplet­
ed stock. Butter Is very scarce and milk 
even more - difficult to obtain. Oils and 
fats are practically unobtainable.’’

On Field Marshal von Hlndenburg's 

birthday small busts of the general 
were placed on the street comers ln 
nearly all German towns, 
places the people had hurled these to 
the ground before noon.

Ottawa, Jan. 18. — An order-in­
council has been passed modifying, 
the order published ■Shortly before 
Christmas relative to the importation 
of alcoholic liquor Into Canada. That 
order provided for. the prohibition of 
the Importation of alcoholic liquor 
Into Canada after Dec. 24, 1917, un­
less actually purchased on or before 
that date for Importation into Can­
ada and, unless, having been so pur­
chased, Imported not later than Jan.

The new order provides that if the 
liquor purchased is actually shipped 
or on the way pn Jan. 81, it may be 
received after that date. The minis­
ter of customs must be given satis­
factory proof that the purchases were 
ordered before Dec. 24, and actually 
shipped before Jan. 31.

This action was taken on the 
strength of representations made to 
the government that, owing to diffi­
culties in transport, especiaUy ocean 
transport, it was physically impossible 
for importer^ to comply with the 
terms of the original order-in-council. 
The government was satisfied by the 
facts submitted that importers of 
liquor could not secure delivery in 
Canada "of orders placed previous to 
Dec. 24 within the' time limit fixed.

Tine deputation of grape growers 
and wine producers from tlhe Niagara 
peninsula which waited on the govern­
ment today asked that native wines 
produced) from Ontario grapes should 
be exempted from the terms of the 
prohibition order- They pointed eut 
that there is in the Ontario Temper­
ance Act a provision which allows na­
tive wines to be sold in Ontario, al- 
Uho they contain from 10 to 13 per 
cent, alcoholic strength. The govern­
ment promised to consider the request 
when the question of prohibiting 
manufacture is dealt with.

A delegation of [wholesale liquor 
dealers from,Winnipeg and the west 
asked that when the provisions in 
regard to inter-provincial trade go 
into effect on April 1 next thev be 
allowed additional time In which to 
dispose of existing stocks. It was 
pointed out on behalf of the govern­
ment that the date fixed allowed a 
considerable period for the disposition 
of stocks on hand. Consideration of 
the request was promised.

Stfll another delegation, represent­
ing the brewers, asked that beer of au 
alcoholic strength of 2 1-2 per cent he 
allowed instead of 2 1-2 per cent, proof 
spirits.

"Furthermore, the expert clocker is not 
prejudiced In favor of any partlcùlar 
horse or stable. He has no pets, as do 
liiany trainers, nor does'he have to 
cater to the caprices of some newcomer 
to the turf who purchases a bamful of 
yearlings and is full of silly notions.

“Doc Street! had that cracking good 
son of The Bard, Gallilee, cherry ripe 
when the colt was a three-year-old, at 
the Sheepshead Bay track. He waited 
one Sunday until noon, knowing that 
dockers, like other human beings, must 
eat.

“Looking over the track carefully, he 
saw one lone clocker,, who had been left 
on guard, sitting in a box in the grand­
stand. - Streett made hie way to the fel­
low and said:

“Sonny, I want to breeze a crazy little 
filly and my watch is out of order. Will 
you lend me' yours for a few moments?”

“ ‘ Certainly,’ was the answer, and *■*• 
young man handed over his timepiece.

“Streett chuckled to himself and, wav­
ing his handkerchief, signaled 
else boy, who was waiting on the back 
stretch with the horse, to go on and 
work. -

“When Gallillee finished his trial of a 
mile and a furlong Streett handed the 
watch back and started to walk off with 
a smile.

"The clocker, Eddie Fitzgerald,who was 
formerly a capable rider, winning many 
races on Colsin Jeems and other fast 
horses, called out: ’Say, Mr. Streett, 
what did you make him?’ Producing 
another watch, he continued: T caught 
him in 1.54 3-5; the first mile in 1.40 1-5.’ 
Streett shook his head and muttered: 
‘What’s the use?’

“However, the owner and railbird did 
not announce the trial to the whole 
world, for Gallilee went to the post In the 
Seabreeze Stakes a few days later and, 
with odds of 8 to 1 against his chances, 
beat a good lot after getting nearly left 
at the post.’’

Another, horseman, who hailed from 
Texas, with its mile and even half-mfle 
tracks, said that he was amazed at the 
extent of Belmont Park, Sheepshead Bay 
and the courses at Saratoga Springs.

“Why,” he said, “at each of these 
Plants are training tracks besides the 
regular track and chutea-where the races 
are run.

Several prominent turfmen, 
strings have been put by for the 
months, were discussing the turf and its 
many angles. The "railbird’’ was men­
tioned by a trainer who has raced an ex­
tensive stable on every track of impor­
tance in this country for over a score of 
years, and who is noted for hte keen ob­
servation. 'V

“Yes," he seal, ‘Tve watched horse­
men attempting Sail jjorts of schemes that 
had been carefully mapped out after days 
and nights of planning to outwit the 
dockers. Investigation following such 
secret trials shows that the clocker had 
timed1 the move not only to a fraction of 
a second, but that his tab recorded the 
workout furlong by furlong.

"It Is rarely that, a clocker works 
single-handed. As a rule, they work in 
twos and three* and In this way can 
’cover’ a track so thoroly that the train­
er who can fool them once In twenty 
times may pat ytitiself on the back.

"I recall a west6rn trainer who was 
nofed for working horses with which he 
intended putting off coups at long odds, 
to take his fiyst set-out on the track long 
before dayflpit. He would tie a string 
around the ankle of one of the exercise 
lads at bedtime. Between three and four 
o’clock In the morning he would pull the 
string, • awakening the boy, who had his 
Instructions and was familiar with such 
doings.

“The horse or horses to be tried would 
be uletly and quickly saddled without 
the aid of the stable lantern. Blankets 
that had been placed under the shed op­
posite the stalls would prevent noise that 
might awaken other stable hands.

"Final Instructions would be whispered, 
and,Rafter a short warm-up, his chargee 
would be on their Journey. He would 
then hike It to the infield, and, taking a 
position opposite the five-furlong pole, 
would snap his timer as the horses rush­
ed by; then, running pell-mell across 
the infield to a point opposite the timer’s 
stand, stop his watch as the horses fin­
ished.

■ “I’ll never forget one morning when 
this fellow stabled In ‘Old Colorado row* 
at the Flair Grounds track at New Or­
leans. On his way across the field he 
tripped • over a dark object, that proved 
to be a clocker. ’Say,’ said he, "a fellow 
can’t bat an eye without one of you tim­
ing It.’ ”

“Well,” said one of the others, “I’ve 
watched the earnest- work of the ‘roll- 
bird,’ and, knowing many of them inti­
mately and their qualifications, I decided 
that the trainer who trained In the 
had the better result) all around.

"In the first place, the thorobred 
thrives and does better In every way 
when galloped at sunrise or later In the 
day. And, as far as getting a first-class 
line on a horse worked in the dar 
out of the question.

"Few horses will do their best, and 
the boy in the saddle doesn’t have the 
same confidence as when he can see 
what he is about Thus, Mr. Smart 
Trainer Is generally In a quandary re­
garding- the trial, and, usually, it the 
horse cools out nicely, backs him on con­
dition alone. —

“Working a horse wearing extra heavy 
plates or with a lead pad, or both, Is 
misleading, as deductions have to be 
made, and the clocker who knows his 
business Is on the lookout for these 
ancient methods. Horsemen prone to 
keep their fast workouts to themselves 
thought they had at last discovered a 
way to conceal such trials when they hit 
on the scheme of working straightaway 
out on a chute and using two watches. 
Both timers would be started together, 
and the foreman of the stable, taking 
one, would go to the post where the 
horses would break and stop it as they 
swept by. The trainer, standing at the 
wire, would do likewise with his watch. 
The watches would be compared and the 
time figured out

"When the ‘dark one’ as led Into the 
saddling paddock on the day of the race 
the quotations of the bookies would plain­
ly show that they had been properly ad­
vised concerning the horse’s condition.

“Let me tell you, boys,” he continued, 
'‘the majority of track watchers with 
whom I’ve come in contact have served 
their apprenticeship in large stables 
Many are ex-jockeys and trainers, and 
are not only good judges of horseflesh, 
but careful observers of men and their 
methods. It doesn’t take them long to 
get wise to a trainer's manner of train­
ing, and their opinion of his ability comes

‘•Chicago, Jan- 18. — Ten thousand 
manufacturing plants closed, and an 
industrial army of 400,000 workers 
idle, was Chicago’s response today to 
the sweeping order of the federal fuel 
administration for the conservation 
of coal.

With the stilling of the activities of 
the greatest Industrial centre in the 
middle west, and the consequent lift­
ing of the burden of commerce from 
the storm-harassed railways,

tion in the New York territory, 
cording to encouraging reports re­
ceived today at the office of A. H." 
Smith, asisstant director-general ot 
the railroads. Efforts are being con­
centrated upon the movement of coal, 
especially fuel, for the great fleet o£ 
merchant ships tied up In this and 
other ports.

The car supply at the West Vir­
ginia coal mines was said to be about 
50 per cent- of normal and a betten 
proportion was reported today than 
has been recently. Prom these fields 
are obtained the greater portion of 
bunker coal for northern Atlantic 
ports. There were 566 empty cars 
available there today while 438 were 
loaded yesterday. A full supply of cars 
is at the anthracite mines and the 
supply at New Jersey tidewater ter­
minals has increased.

Harbor traffic here is still handi­
capped by ice packs, many steam 
lighters and tugs used tor towing 
barges having been crippled by the 
heavy floes. Despite these unfavor- 
able conditions, however, many more 
steamships waiting for bunker coal 
to begin their voyages were supplied 
today than on any day in the last 
week. More than 100 vessels were 
said to be still waiting for fuel.

Many Ships Are Coaled.
Coaling of these ships was consid­

ered of first importance and all ef­
forts were directed to that end. It 
was pointed out that the daily arriv­
als exceeded the number of craft on 
which fuel has been loaded.

To speed up to the highest degrree 
possible the loading and despatching 
of steamers and supplementing the 
action of the fuel administration to 
provide bunker coal, the United 
States shipping board now has at 
New York, Boston, Portland, Norfolk 
and other Atlantic and gulf ports a 
well organized force of special de­
spatch agents.

"Conditions are improving,” was the 
statement of Reeve Smith, when rail­
roads showed there were more than 
300,000 tons of anthracite and bltl- 
umous at tidewater this morning, anS 
that in ,the last 24-hours more than 
30,000 tons had been brought Into the 
city- Improvement in the unloading 
of cars at tidewater also was shown 
in Mr. Smith’s report.

BY BERLIN AND VATICANx#i SEPARATION PAY IS INCREASED.

Assigne*.Germans Will End Negotiation* With 
Bolsheviki and Make New Pro­

position Generally Applicable.

Washington, Jan. 18.—Germany and : 
Pope Benedict, Senator Lewis of Illi­
nois declared today, both are plan­
ning new, early peace movements-

“I have reason to know," he said, 
“that Berlin expects to withdraw her 
peace proposals to the Bolsheviki and 
make new proposals, but - proposals 
which wild be applicable not only to 
Rusefa but to affll her opponents.

“I also have information," he con­
tinued, “that the Pope is planning with 
the acquiescence of Italy, another ef­
fort ' toward peace.”

For these reasons, Senator Lewis 
stated, he intended to defer discussion 
of -his senate resolution proposing en­
dorsement of the president’s peace pip- 
gram. ' **

Ottawa, Jan. 18.—An order-in-coun­
til has been passed increasing the 
separation allowance to ordinary sea­
men, able seamen, leading seamen and 
petty officers of the Canadian naval 
service from. $20 to, $26 per month.
