With the British Army in France,
Aug. 13.—8trong cnemy concentrations
have been reported between Roye and
Fouquescourt, but so far they have
done nothing, if really they are there
for an offensive purpose., In the north-
ern battle area, especially in the Braye
region, new enemy ddefensive barbed
wire has been found, while earth-
works are being constructed at several
places behind the German line. Prob-
ably the enemy has removed much of
his material and has sent in nearly
al] the reinforcements he cares to risk
a’ the present time.

Morlancourt is being heavily shelled,
while the enemy with aerial bombs
has apparently attempted to blow up
the ammunition dumps he left in his
Furry to get away.

Toronto again upheld its
reputation of being the “first” city in
. the Dominion, beating its closest op-
ponent, London, Ont., by at least three
degrees.

By four in the afternoon recent
records had been completely smashed
when the quicksilver nearly boiled
over, registering “fever heat” a‘ 102.

Several Prostrated.

A number of people wWuccumbed to
the excessive temperature and had
to be given Zirst aid either at the
drug stores or the ou'door depart-
ments of the local hospitals. Asfar
as could ke ascertained no fatalities
resulted from the heat, but at least
four persons are in a critical condi-
sion in St. Michael's Hospital,

Two men at work for Douglas
Brothers, Temperance street, Samuel
Koffman, and Samuel Ferguson, col-
lapsed and were removed to St.
Michael’'s Hospital in the police am-
bulance. Willlam Stokes and Mike
Fugowvitch, employes of the Rogers
Coal Company, were removed from
the company’s yards yesterday after-
noon to St. Michael's Hospital suf-
fering from the excessive heat.

A little relief -is promised for to-
day, as the forecasts indicate a change
of wind, possible thunderstorms and
“not quite so warm.” There is some
consolation in the fact that it cannot
possibly get “much warmer.”

Four other high temperatures In
past years were August 7, 1918, 101;
July 2, 1911, 101; July 8, 1911, 108;
July 30. 1916, 100.2.

The thunderstorm which at 9.45
last night threatened Toronto, did
great damage to Streetsville Junction,
when it hit that town.

Canadian Associated Press Cable.
London, Aug. 13.—Major Percival
Anderson, formerly of the Canadian
Ordnance Corps, Ottawa, gave an in-
terview today on his experiences !n a
German prison camp. He was In
Germany for his children’s education
at the opening of the war, and he
spent three years in confinement.

| Major Anderson, Polish priests, and a

few British subjects, and some French
active officers, were huddled half a
dozen together in one room. Sood this
punch was sorted out. The British
wene sent to Phulebsh, but Anderson
was sent to the Schloss Celle, an old
castle belonging to the kings of Han-
over, which still has the British arms
over the gate. .

“The prisoners there,” said An-
derson, “were mostly retired British
officers like myself, or British stu-
denits who happened to be in Ger-

many - when war broke out. The
castle was in a small park. The
only exercise was going round . the
path. We were able also to play bad-
minton. Two or three died of pneu-
monia. They Rept us waiting for
‘hours in damp paths for rations.
‘White wine was over seven marks a
bottle. No fresh vegetables were ob-
tainable in the castle, altho there
were plenty in the neighboring vil-
lages. The only time we went out
were on small visits, such #s to the
dentist.

Speaking about conditions in Ger-
many, Anderson says: !

“Every soldier I spoke to was ab-
solutely sick of the war. We told
them thaf it was going to last five
or six years longer. They did not like
it. We nsed to see German soldiers
occasionally in civillan overcoats,
which showed that their resources
were apparently dwindling. Their uni-
forms often were rather poor, but I
should not say that they were starv-
ing, altho food is undoubtedly . very
short. Germany, of course, adopted
the rationing system right from the
start. has created a really wonderful
system. Their women tho would fol-
low our orderlies and beg for bread.
I lived entirely on parcels from Eng-
land in the last 18 months’

Major Anderson was eventually sent
to Holland and he returned to England
this week.

He was here just before the opening
'of the war and was surprised to find
things so comfortable.

“You talk about prices here, but you
should experience them in Holland,” ‘he
remarked. P

He notices chiefly the reduction in
street traffic, except on armyv business,
and, of course, he notices how much
darker everything is at night. He is
surprised at how tranquilly the people
of England are living, considering con-
ditions on the continent.

Mrs. Anderson and children, while
the major was confined, lived in a flat
at Munich, but on representations of
Ambassador Gerard, they got away to
England in November, 1914. They were
not molested in any way during their

stay in Munich,

DELAY OF NEW CARS
BLAMED ON COURTS

Labor and Material Shortages
A!so Among Excuses Given
by -‘Company.

In a report to the board of contrel
by the city’s legal department, as to
what has been done towards compell-
ing the Toronto Railway Company to
furnish the new cars, it is ‘explained
that an order of the Ontario Railway
Board was made on November 6, 1914,
ordering the company to build and
put in operation, not later than June
1, 1915, fifty double-truck cars, The
city asked for two hundred cars. This
matter was reopened on the applica-
tion of the city, and, on February 27,
1917, the board made another order

‘that of the two hundred cars, one

hundred should be furnished and in
operation by January 1, 1918, and one
hundred more by January 1, 1919, This
order of the board was not complied
with by the comnpany, and the board,
on . its own finitiative summoned the
the company before the board to show
cause why the order had not been car-
ried out. On thé hearing which cover-
ed several days at different times, the
company put forward a great many
considerations, financial, inability to
obtain men or material, and. other rea-
sons why it was impossible to com-
ply ‘with the board’s order. Judgment
upon the hearing was reserved and not
given until April 19. Meantime, the
legislature had amended the board’'s
power and enabled them to impose
fines on a defaulting company up to
$1000 a day . The board thereupon im-
posed a fine of $1000 a day from the
time the act came into force to the
date of their order, amounting in all
to $24,000. Against this finding,  the
railway company have appealed to tne
appellate division of the supreme
court of Ontario, and this case is now
standing for argument at the next sit-
ting of the courts.

The delay in obtaining results is
due to the courts and another reason
is given by the company that it is
impossible to obtain men and material

and also power to operate the cars.
As far as the city is concerned, the re-
port adds, no delays have been author-
ized.

A poor, foolish wife, who tortures her-
seif with suspicions of her husband, be-
lieves that she has found a 'way to keep
him' from noticing other women. It is
by ogling cvarr‘y, man she meets.

She has heard a story of some, druu;&-
ard who was ‘turned from the error of his
ways uLd made.a rabid prohibitionist by
seeing his A wife, intoxicated, and of a
profane man, who became an exponent of
the pure and beautiful speech,
hearing his wife rip out some
curdling oaths. 'So this woman has de-
cided that the way to cure her husband
of flirtatiousness is by beating him to if,
and being more flirtatious than he would
ever dare to be.

So far the result of her bright idea
has only been that she has been insult-
ed by men who, not being mind readers,
could not possibly know that she was a
perfectly respectable woman, and that
her languishing glances in their direc-
tieon were merely part of the moral cure
she was trying to work on her husband,
Also the husband is-highly displeased
with the nauseous dose she is forcing
him to swallow, and her friends and ac-
quaintances are beginning tor sit up and
take notice and gossip about her con-
duct, and to say they never would have
believed it of her,

All of which the misguided wife might
have foreseen if she had put on her
thinking cap even for a minute, Women
cannot pay men back in their own coin
simply because society has laid down one
set of rules by which men may play the
game of life, and another by which wom-
en may play it, and that is all there is
to it. Whether it is just or not, whe-
ther you like it or not, has nothing to
do with the case. .

Anyway there is no more fallacious

theory than that the hair of the dog is
good for the bite, and that like cures
like; and especially is it untrue that
jealousy cures jealousy. The woman who
thinks that she can concentrate her hus-
band’s attentions upon herself by making
him suspicious of her, and who believes
that she endears herself to him by mak-
ing him think that some other man is
about to steal her from him, makes the
mistake of her life, All that she does
is to shake his faith in her loyalty, and
to besmirch his ideal of her purity and
goodness.
. Any wife who flirts, whether to teach
her husband a lesson or for her own di-
version, i{s rocking the boat of connubial
felicity, and you can safely bet on. her
overturning it. ‘‘The heart of her hus-
band doth safely rest in her,” was writ-
ten long ago as a description of the per-
fect wife. And it still stands good. ' And
any woman who disturbs that feeling in
a man does so at her peril.

As a matter of fact there is only one
sure, guaranteed, lown-in-the-bottle
cure for jealousy, and that is common
sense. Just look at the thing of which
you are jealous fairly and squarely and
see if it is there, in the first place, and
in the second place, see if it is worth
being jealous about, and you will gen-
erally find that the en-eyed monster
has vanished into thin air.

We have now listed
in New York tax-free securities ag-
gregating one hundred @and ‘forty
million doillars from which Canadians
have bought, and ecan still buy. e
have issued seven hundred and fifty
million dollars of tax-free securities
in Canada. In fixing the price of is-
sue, we had to take into consideration
market conditions prevailing both in
Canada and New York. This was c¢s-
pecially so during the first three years
of the war, when we had to depend
for the issues of our loans principally
upon the investing public. ‘The
Anglo-French loan, and the several
issues of the imperial government in
New York, all giving a high interest

yield, were, during this period, real§

competitors with our war issues, and
large sums went from Canada - for
their purchase.
Must Raise Interest Rate,
While it is true that patriotism

plays a great part in the successful

floatation of war loans. It should be
kept in mind that prices must reason-
ably conform to market conditions.
Especially is this true where financ-
ing on a large scale extends, as ours
had extended, over a period of years,
prices continually tending to reach
true market equflilrium. If the seven
hundred and fifty million dellars of
securities which we have issued in
Canada had been issued subject to
taxation, we should have had to offer
a better interest yield rate than we

offered to the public. This is clearly’

{llustrated by the ppesitions of the
tax-free and the taxable Liberty
Loan issues on the New York market.

The three and a half per cent. tax-’

free issue stands at or above par.
The taxable four and a quarter per
cent. issues stands. at 95. There i3 a
difference in interest ' yleld rate of
nearly a point and a half. On the
other hand, suppoge the whole seven
hundred and fifty, million of our
domestic issues were subject to tax-
ation, what revenue should we de~
rive under omr income tax? 'The
annual interest—say forty million
dollars, . 3

Allowing for the exemptions pro-
vided in the case of income it is ex-
tremely improbable that we should
derive more than a million or at most
a million and a hal? additional reve-
nue from the taxa‘ion of income de-
rived from this body of securities. In
other words, our annual balance sheet
{s decidedly the better by reason of
our securities having been fssued free
of taxation and upon the favorable in-
terest basis which we were ‘hus able
to obtain.

Fallacious Comparison.

The comparison with government
issues of Great Britain or the United
States is quite fallacious unless all
facts are taken in‘o account. Before
the war United States bonds were on
a two per cent, basis. British consols
yielded -investors akout three per
cént, Both were highly favored pre-
mier securities in ¢ respective great
financial markets o? the two coun-
tries. Canada was, before the war,
an external borrower, issuing her Do-
minior debentures stock as a trustee
security in London on about a four
and a quarter per cent., basis. The
rate in the New York market would
have been considerably dearer.

Privileges Warranted.

Considering that we have been four
yeurs at war it is remarkable and
most creditable to Canada that our
securities stand so firmly and on five
a7 a half per cent. basis. With re-
gard to “he Libenty Loan rate of in-
terest we must bear in mind that the
Urited States has been in the war a
little over a year after three previous
years of unexampled prosper-
ity. There does not appear
to me to be any weight in the
corntention that other securities ghould
btec put upon a parity with those of the
Dominion as regards “axation. - The
burden of financing the war and find-
ing capital ‘or the purchase of our
products rests upon the Dominion
Government, and its securities should
have priority of market and any sp»-
ciol additional advantage which can
be given <0 them. High in‘erest
rates for..other borrowers will tend to
keep down expenditures in many un-
dertakings which can well walit until
the end of the war, °

The argument that “ax-free securi-
ties will mean ¢hat capital will not so
readily flow into other enterprises is
not borne out by experience. Bafore
the war in the Uni‘ed States, federal,
state, municipal and county {issues
were free of federal taxation, The
result was that all those securities
are on a very low basis, Enterprise
was not restrained or adversely af-
fec'ed. Rates of interest on other se-
curities were normal

Wealthy Tax Dodgers.

It is urged that some wealthy peo-
ple may reduce their taxdtion by buy-
ing tax-free bonds of the forthcoming
issue. But they can buy only on the
open market what they require from
our tax-free issues now .outstanding
in Canada or in the United States.

experiment at a time when supreme
'success is vital to the support of our
military effort now at its very height
and to the general prosperity of
Canada as well. There will be room
for experiments at a less crucial time.
Personally I look forward to the per-
fod of our refunding operations after
the war with the hope and expecta-
tion that if our Dominion securities
are given the special privilege of tax
exemption we shall, with the cheaper
money conditions, be able to greatly
reduce our annual interest charges.
This would mean much to our bud-
gets in the period succeeding the war.
I do not for a moment believe that
enterprising citizens in a country with
such possibflities as ours will be de-
terred from engaging in business or
industrial activities -because they can
invest tax-free Dominion securi-
ties yielding a comparatively low rate
of interest,

The experience of the United States
abundantly proves the ‘contrary.

As for the new victory loan, 1 feel
that no risk should be run by making
its terms less favorable than'those of
our last issue. The difference be-
tween a moderate success and the
notable success such as I feel Canada
will accomplish 'would be a most
serious difference to our agriculturai,
trade and industrial prosperity upon
which depends the finmancial support
of our war effort.: 1 do not believe
this is a good time to make any
change in our war loan policy.

WINTER SHORTAGE
OF COAL IN WEST

Fuel Controller Warns People
to Get in Soft
Coal.

Ottawa, Aug. 13.—That he positively
and absolutely refuses to be responsible if
the people of western Canada freeze this
winter because of lack of concerted ac-

tion on the part of the public to get in
supplies of soft coal immediately, was the
statement made here today by C. A. Ma-
grath, Dominion fuel controller. Hé de-
sired to impress on western consumers
the uri.ent necessity of getting soft coal
now, he seriousness of the situation djd
not seem to be appreciated, he declared,
as evidenced by the fact that the domes-
tic coal was not beln?‘ purchased in sutri-
cient quantities, and he could not empha-
size too strongly the danger of actual
suffering in the cold months if action was
not taken at once.

“I particularly desire to draw attention
to the fact that the allotment for the
Canadian west, as announced by Mr, Pe-
terson, the deputy controller, while in
Winnipeg recently, is entirel ydependent
upon the coal b available in the Unit-
ed States,” id the fuel controller.
“Since last April the allotment of anthra-
cite coal for Canada has been cut by one
:million tons. The United States has fur-
ther restricted supplies all over that
country. For instance, in Michigan, in-
cluding the important industrial' centre
of Detroit, supplies have been placed on
a 75 per cent., basis 6of the normal. On-
tario and Quebec are likewise restricteq,
the fuel administrator of Quebec having
recently -put his province on a 70 per
cent. basis.

““The western allotment of anthracite is
only half the amount normally ‘consum-
ed, and this will be available provided it
reaches the head of the lakes; but even
this is not an assured fact for reasons I
have given. .As long as the war is on ne
guarantee can be given regarding any-
thing in the matter of imported coal
The west is fortupate in having soft coal
available, and it is up to the peopie
themselves to get’it into their cellars. It
is a municipal and provincial question.

‘‘Some complaints have reached me u»
to excessive prices charged for coal in
Winnipeg. An examination of our re-
cords here shows that the handling
charges of Winnipeg dealers compare
very favorably with those of other cities
similarly situated. The regulations gov-
erning this matter are, however, Vvery
clear, and I can only say that I will be
prepared to take drastic action in any
speciifc cases brought to my attention
where I find that the law has not been
complied with."”

VIENNESE RUN TO BUY

Washington, Aug. 10.—Neutral press
reports that Vienna citizens paid as hign
as forty crowns for leaflets dropped by
Italian aviators in their recent flight over
the Austrian capital in giant Caproni
planes are causing great satisfaction in
Rome.

WORKING WONDERS

Germanﬁ s Lose in Three
Weeks All Cains.of
Months.

ENEMY’S RESERVES USED

Prompt Escape is Made Im-
possible by Fire of
_Allies.

With the French Army in France,
Aug. 13~~After the battle of the Avre,
the situation of the belligerents pre-
sents a change which for rapidity and

extent has rarely been approached in’
military history. Marshall Foch's
strategy and the masterly tactics of
the generals commanding the armies
and groups of armies under him, have
in three weeks wrested from the Ger-
mans what required four months for
them to obtain at a cost variously esti-
mated at from 700,000 to 1,000,000 men.

The immediate results of the count-
er offensives which will have the
greatest bearing on subsequent opera-
tions are the clearing of the Chateau
Thierry pocket, ending the menace to
Epernay and “Paris; the liberation of
Montdidier, ending the menace 10
Amiens; the freeing of the important
eastern railroad line from Paris to
Chalons, and the equally important
northern line from Paris to Amiens,
restoring to the allies means of com-
munication which give them enor-
mously greater ease in future move-
ments of 'troops.

These successes render impossible
any rupture of the line which would
separate the French armies of the
centre from those to the east, or a
rupture of the junction between the
French and British. The most dim-’
trous consequence to the Germans;
aside from the heavy losses they sus-
tained in men and material, is the col-
Jjapse of their plan to drive wedges
into the allied lihes and the subse-
quent widening and joining -which
would have threatened general dis-
location. ;

Enemy Engaged Reserves.

Marshal Foch's strategy in reduc-
ing the salient wedges wrested the
initiative in operations from the Ger-
mans, at once obliging them to either
order a general retreat to a etrong
line, such as the Somme, or to en-
gage reserves. The enemy adopted
the second alternative, which, hav-
ing failed, makes eventual retirement
immensely more difficult.

The first phase of the battle of the
Avre finds the French with a footing
upon Thiescourt plateau, west of
Noyon, which means the fall of Roye
and Lassigny, which already are un-
der menace of imminent capture,

The disaster which menaced General
vofi Hutier's army has been averted
for the moment. The few narrow
passages which now are open for the
withdrawal of his stores are so har-
assed by the bombs of aviators and
the fire of heavy artfllery that prompt
escape is impossible, rendering prob-
able a desperate effort by the Ger-
mans to cling to their 1914 line.

BEQUEATHED BY WILL

remarkable wills filled in the probate
courts of the Province of Quebec for
many years is that of the late Hon.

i | RAISE MORE CATTLE

Spoiled Grain Will Enable
Province to Increase

‘Beef Exports.

W. J. Whiteside, of the Canadian
Northern Railway staff, who recently
left for the west to obtain information
at first hand on the crop situation in
‘the three western provinges,. has sent
in his initial report. It deals with con-
ditions in Alberta, and indicates that
the prospect is'less gloomy ' than" it
was a short time ago. In a general
way, however, a wheat crop of only

128,000,000 bushels in Alberta appears

to be expected, based on a calculation
of an average of ten bushels an acre
from 2,800,000 'acres, since about 20
per cent. of the 3,500,000 acres sown
to wheat will- probably not be har-
vested.

Previous reports from Alberta have
indicated that Alberta's wheat pro-
duction would not do more than 'pro-

)| vide seed for next year.

Mr. Whiteside's report follows:
_“The pessimism that was rampant
in Alberta following the freak frost
which swept the central and northern
district of the grain-growing areas the
last week in July is rapidly disappear-
ing under the prevailing pleasant wea-
ther conditions. Likewise the estimates
of damage to wheat, which in many
cases was set down as total, are being
revised. The natural optimism of the
coudtry -is reasserting itself, and the
department of agriculture officials are
accordingly able.to revamp the estim-
ates of yield into something resem-
bling harmony with the altered condi-
tions. The preliminary estimate of the
acreage sown to wheat in'this prov-
ince was approximately three and a
half million acres. Government offi-
cers today were of the opinion that,
roughly speaking, twenty per cent. of
that would not be harvested. For the
eighty per cent. it is expected that the
yield will.- not average less than ten
bushels to the acre.

“The twenty per cent., of " course,
will in no wise be a total loss. From
the point of view of the ability of the
‘province to produce foodstuffs for the
allies, there will hardly be any appre-
ciable loss. That acreage, which is cut
of consideration as a harvesting pro-
position, will be diverted to the feed-
ing of stock. So, where the allies: will
lose in the quantity of flour shipped,
they will gain in weight of Veef. It
would appear to be only a difference in
the character of ship space used. ' The
grain—all of it—can be utilized one

‘way or other.

. In Southern Section. ,

“Reports from the southern section
of Alberta, which were rather hc:::—
less a week or ten days ago, are -
ing on .4 healthier tene.:. Pasturage
has improved as a result of rains, and
even the returns from actual harvest-
ing operations are considerahly better
than was anticipated. From the great
areas in the central and northern dis-
tricts served by the Canadian North-
ern Railway an astonishing recovery
is in evidence. From the Peace River
district, served by the Edmonton-
Dunvegan Line, the estimate today 1is
that from fifty to sixty per cent. of the
wheat is safe and ninety-five per cent.
of the oats.
“Already the movement of stock
from the south to the central 'and
northern districts for feeding purposes,
and of hay cutting outfits to cut and
ship the feed from the haylands and
damaged wheat lands to the cattle in
the south is gathering momentum.
Railway men are confident the next
few days will find the movement in
full swing. No government estiniate
is available today as to the cattle
moved, but twenty-five thousand sheep
are stated to have been shipped. The
labor situation appears to be in fairly
good shape. Bureaus which have been
running since early spring, under the
auspices of the provincial department
of agriculture, have been doing splen-
did service. Some dislocation is ap-
parent now, from the need of the ex-
penditure of labor under the moving
of stock north and of hay and feed
cutting outfits. Because of that it is
likely the farmers of Alberta will have
to depend upon the outside for some
help. The extent of that need will de-
velop within .the next few days.”
