Arrested Guard.

The Russian Situation.

He would tell the
hpuse frankly, he said: When the
treaty of Brest-Litovsk was signed, he
explained, large parts of Russia had
no hand in the shameful act and were
in revolt against the  government
which signed it. “They raised arms at
our instigation and largely at our ex-

“Bolshevism,” continued the Dre-

Reduction in Armaments.

Referring to the necessity of re-
turning to paths of peace and of re-
ducing armaments, the premier said
that the forces o2 the country which
had kept Europe in arms for forty
years were to be reduced to an army
which would only be adequate enough
to police her cities and protect her
commerce. There were suggestions
that there might be a recrudescence
in Germany. That was not a ‘danger,
Mr. Lloyd George asserted, because
only with difficulty could Germany
raise eighty thousand men to pre-
serve order. The danger, he said,
was of the world going pieces,
adding:

“A real danger—the gaunt spectre
of hunger—is stalking thru the land.”
No Approaches From Russia.

In answering question propounded
R. Clynes, Labor leader,
whether approaches for peace had
come from Russia, the premier said:
“We have had no approaches of any
gort or kind. None have been put
before the conference. I have only
heard reports that others have pro-
posals which they assume come from

authentic quarters.,”

triumph of right by indulging in the
angry. passions of mankind, but te
consecrate the sacrifice of millions to
the redemption of the human race
from the scourge and agony of war.”
