Eighteenth Annual Meeting of the
Ontario Association at Hamilton.

Bixty Delegates Present—Able Address by
President Darling—Senator Cox Sald to
Have Secured Comtrsl of the Canada
Life—Potate Patch Sgheme a Big Suc-
cess -Mir: E. B. Smith to Oppose Mr.

Hamilton, . Dec. 7.—(Special.)—The eight-
eenth annual meeting of the Ontario Bee-
kupei's' Association opened this afternoon
at the Court House, some 60 delegates be-
ing in attendance. At 2.30 President J. K. |

PDarling read a clever address. ‘He says

the past season has been a yvaried one, the

beekeepers in some localities seécuring a

fairly good yield of first-class honey, while

in others there was very little, and in
some places none whatever, of a first-class®
mrticle stored by the little worker. In
pome sections there was a small flow of
dark honey in the fall, and in others the
bees secured barely enough for winter

‘stores, and a good number of colonies have

had to be fed. As a comsequence prices

are firm, and the surplus of last year I§

likely to disappear before anotheér season

opens. i

‘The President urged a progressive po-
licy, and cited the growth of the dairy in-
dustry as an example of what could be
msecomplished in that way. The work of
the association must be,” he said, mainly
mlong the line of education, and he urged
more vigor in that way than bad been ap-
parent in the past.

Speaking of adulteration, he said there
had been no complaints during the past
year, and of the cases reported the , pre-
vious year all had been traced to one firm
in Montreal. Mr. Darling thought this
fact should be proclaimed from one end
of the Dominion to- the other, and thus
gllay distrust regarding pure boney.

The re-
sults pointed to heavy, broad foundations
mnd light and thin sections. Wax, the
professor said, was chemically allied to
fats, and was secreted by the bee through
n gland at the expense of the food it ate.
Coming to the much-debated question of
what honey is, Professor Shutt said that
the bee was no mere machine, but made
the honey. An interesting point which he
sgaid had never before been scientifically

The Confessions were also guides to those
soeking fel.owship with the church, -, Con-
scientious persons seeking entrance into
any church would naturally want to know
the peculiar tenets of that church. The
world had a right to that- knowledge.
Hence there must be a standard, written
or unwritten, of all churches.

Protection Against Errers

They were a protection against error In

ractice and doctrine, They drew ‘the line
getwmn heresy and sound doctrine. it a
man thinks the articles in them.are not
true he may ask the church to revise
them, or he may leave the church.  He
must not teach doctrines in which he does
not believe. If u private individual exer
cises the right to-teuch his own views,
and they be wrong, he imperils the lib-
erty of his whole congregation. Similarly
the Confessions have the same importance
among private members, though the ordin-
ary member does not have te subscribe to
them, a fact which denies the epithet of
intolerable tyranny that some app.y to the
Presbyterian” Churgh.

Their Historical Setting.

Rev. Louis Jordan followed with an ad-
dress on the historical settting of the con-
fessions from a political and religions as-
pect. . He took as a starting point 1517,
though many previous events had a bearmng
on the grand result of 1647. The Reforma=
tion was no miracle. There were
reformers before Luther, whno were ftne
morning stars of the coming day. The
movement itself was the result of a long-
iug after a purer spiritual life, and not a
revolt against creeds. Luther ba t netrer
than he knew. He had no intention ot
setting up a new creed, but circumstances
fore him on. John Calvi» sozsoildatea
the Reformatfon movement. John Knox was
the father of Scottish Presbyterianism. In
M0 Roman power was legislated out of
Sootland, and the first General Assembly
was called. PEngland aided her neignbor
in this hour of trial, as Scotland alded Eng-
land in 1643. ;

He then showed the places of Henry VIIL
and succeeding monarchs in the new move=
ment, until matters in ¥ngland reacned
such a terrible political condition thar tne
two nations met in assembly at Westmin-
ster in 1647, to devise some means or se-
curing civil and religious Iliberty.

The Personne. ot tae Assembly.

Rev. W. J. McCaughan took up tho,.mat-
ter here in dealing with the personnel orf
the assembly. “There were 151 members—
121 divines and 30 lay assessors. The di=
vines were selected, two from each county
in England, two from each university, two
from the Channel Islands, four from Wales
and the rest from Scotland. This was the
greatest of all Vrotestant councils, It was
divided into the following divisions : Eras-
tians, who believed the state to be supreme
over the church; the .Episcopalians, wno
numbered about 12; the lndependents, five
in number, whose power lay In the fact
that Cromwell was behind them, and whose
force rose anl fell :N news of the war was
good or bad: about 100 I’resbyterlans, am-
ong whom was Dr. Twiss, the moderator
-of the assembly. Finally, there were the
Seotch Commissioners. whose petty | politi-
cal schemes prevented the establishment of
Presbyterianism in England. Among tbem
were such men as Samuel Rutherford ;
Robtert Bailey, from whose notes we have
a history of the doings of the august body,
and Alexander Henderson, who was the
greatest Scotchman Scotland ever produced
save Knox. To him is due the stability of
Presbyterianism. was the greatest
statesman of his day. When the assembly
was about to break up through fear, It was
he who calmed them till the confessions
were drafted.

Mr. Willoughby on His Feet.

Mr. Willoughby at & o'clockK, continuing
the debate on the addre pointed out |
that the Opy;pﬁlt.km t‘Ec-lk'y ad for years|
been antagonistic to the export of logs for |
manufacture in the States. He recalled
that in 1888, Mr. (now Sir William) Mere-
dith, then leader of the Opposition, had
spoken against such treatment of Optario
timber wealth.

As to the new County Councils Act, pass-
ed by the Government last session, it had
proven a decided failure, and he bhad rea-
son to know, for the measure had worked
out very badly in his own County of
Northumberland. He denied that Opposi-
tion members had misrepresented the Gov-
ernment throughout the country, and re-
ferred to the Publie Accounts Committee
as a “packed jury,” which had its verdict
registered beforehand.

Attacking the Education Department Mr.
Willoughby called Mr., Ross an ‘‘educa-
tional autoCrat,”” and suggested several
means of Jessening the cosc of the depart-
ment to the country. He compared. the
price of Canadian school books with sim-
1lar ones issued in Ireland at half the price,
'his was due to the authorization pelicy
pursued by the department.

Then there was the School of Pedagogy,
which had proved-an elephant on the Gov-
ernment’s hands. It had been started in
Toronto, and then removed to Hamilton.
What the department should bave done
was to establish a chair of pedagogy in
one of the already existing schools, in-
stead of establishing a new school alto-
gether.

Favors to Forelgners.

Mr., Wilioughby, passing on, accused the
Government of having secretly received a
deputation of Michigan lumbermen—toreign
ers, seeking their own ends at the ex-
pense of the Province. He detailed the
methods employed by the Government to
keep the reception of this delegation from
lthc knowlcdg'e of the press and the pub-
ic.

The Attorney-General, interrupting Mr.
Willoughby, denied the chargé of having
so secretly gone about the reception of the
deputation 1n question.

amount on which ratepayers should be
asséssed. The assessment of this kind
of property 'is surrounded with such
difficulty that its total abolition would
be a relief. Its abolition would tend
to equalize the assessment and place
it on a simpler and more equitable
basis. The assessment on personalty in
Toronto amounts to $11,000,000. The
Citizens’ Committee would like to see
that amount increased to $43,000,000
and the assessable realty increased by
$22,000,000 of exempted property. We
tkink greater progress will be made in
the equalization of the assessment if
we confine ourselves for the present to
the problem of abolishing as much of
this $22,000,000 of exemptions.as pos-
sible. The increase of the personalty is
another problem altogether. The public
are prepared to vote in davor of abolish-
ing exemptions. They are hardly pre-
pared as yet to recommend the assess-
ing of each person according to his
actual worth in personal property.

A BID FOR CONSERVATIVE VOTES.

When Sir Oliver Mowat captained the
Liberal forces in Ontario and led them
to. victory, as he did so often, it was
his custom to make a special bid for
the votes of a certain section of the
Conservative party. This section in-
cluded among others many one-time
Liberals, who had left the party and
joined the Conservatives, because their
interests were benefited by a continua-
tion of the National Policy. To keep
these deserters from flopping over in
provineial politics also, Sir Oliver was
in the habit of making an occasional
favorable reference to the National Pol-
icy, not endorsing it exactly, but inti-
mating that the necessities of the coun-
try justified more or less of a protec-
tion tariff. Besides commending the
National Policy, Sir Oliver was also in
the habit of making an anti-American
declaration now and then, with a view
to pleasing his Conservative following.
There is no doubt that his public utter-
ances on these two questions were the
cause of not a little of the ex-Premier’s
popularity among all classes of the peo-
ple. It is now alleged that Hon. G. W.
Ross is playing a somewhat similar game
to retain the support of the Conserva-
tives who have heretofore supported the
Provincial Liberals., Mr, Ross has come
out as a strong supporter of a policy
which is the principal plank of the Con-
servative platform. We do not doubt
Mr. Ross’ sincerity on the preferential
trade question, but it looks as if he
was making this public declaration of
his endorsation of the Chambetlain pro-
ject of Imperial federation for the samé
reason that Sir Oliver formerly declared
himself as opposed to unrestricted reci-
procity. He wishes to retain the Con-
servative following that kept Sir Oliver
in power for so many years. This ex-
planation is reasonable enough in view
of the approaching general elections.
There is no doubt his recent declaration
will help Mr. Ross and his party when
they face the electors, as they will with-
in the course of a few months,

THE IMPROVED MARKET.

The Market Improvement Association
has made an excellent suggestion in
recommending that twe of their num-
ber should visit some of the principal
markets of the United States and gather
information as to their comstruction,
capacity, transportation facilities, ete.
If the proper cities are visited, informa-
tion will be obtainable that will .open
the eyes of the people of Toronto in
regard to the deficiencies of this city
in market accommodation. A sub-
scriber has sent us printed matter and
drawings of themarket at Washington.
We have nothing at all in Toronto similar
to the market of that city. Everything,
including an immense wholesale and re-
tail business, is centred under one roof.
Distinguishing features about the mar-
ket are the cold storage facilities and
the accommodation that exists for keep-
ing perishable provisions. ‘Washington
is only one of a dozen different places
that can be visited with profit by the
commissioners. It is to be hoped that

The
shareholders of every company ought at
lenst to insist on the appointment 'nf
an auditor, who should carry on his n-
vestigation independently altogether
of the directors. Had a safe
guard of this kind 'been more
generally adopted . in the past there
would be fewer and less serious failures
to record among business and financial

He Has Been Around the World and Says
He Hias Not Handled a Cent of
Money on the Trip,

New York, Dec. 7.—A boy about 15 year?
old, who calls himself * Richard James
Vincent, the Boy Globe Trotter,”” is In
Hoboken, seeking free transportation to
Buffalo. In the summer of 1893 he says
he left New York and has visited almost
every country on the earth, during all that
time never handling a cent of money. He
said that letters of recommendation and
autographs, which he collected as he trav-
eled, made it easy to get first-class trans-
portation without any money whatever.
“It was only in such places as the interior
of China,” he said to The Herald, “‘where
I aid not understand the language, that 1
met with trouble. In China I went with-
out a square meal for five months. Omn
one occasion I called upon a mandarin and
was invited to a meat breakfast. When : |
‘had finished a hearty meal I gathered up
the bones on the dining table to give to
my dog, which I always brought with me.
To my surprise, the gervants Informed me
that I had feasted on my companion. They
thought that I had brought the dog as &
present, and they killed and cooked blm
8o that I could partake of the feast.

“While going through India I had the
best time of all. You ought to sce how 1
was treated. Nothing was too good for
me. The maharajahs, or kings, who gov-
ern the different sections of the country,
thought that I was the son of some big
ruler of the whites, I got letters of intro-
duction from one mabarajah tfo another,
and was given all the coolles I wished to
aid me in my travels. When I reached the
foot of Mount Everest, Sourmadromahan
Tajor, the maharajah, gave me the services
of eighty-five coolies to climb to the top of
the mountain. The Mount is 29,000 feet
above sea level. When I was u 15,0000
feet all my coolies deserted me. contin-

| wed on until the blood oozed from . my

ears, nose, and from under my finger nails,
and was obliged to return. I was up 20,000
feet, which is higher than any living being
was ever known to reach.”
