Detrott, Sept. 6—At T o'clock to-night the

sident McKinley. Details of officers were
sent out te Investigate every man by that
aame in the eity directory. The police ard
glso looking for Meiko Meyer, the rabid
Socialist, who created a riot recently by
denouncing the dead Governor Pingree on
the Campus Martius, and was nearly mob-

bed thewefor. Nieman is thought now to
have belonged to Meyer's group of Social-
ists, and Meyer will be closely questioned
as to his possible connection with the
would-be assassin.

At 1115 p.m. the police had learned do-
finitely that Nleman was of German de-
scent, ® biacksmith by trade, and had al-
ways resided in or around Detroit. He was
in the city up to a month age, when he
disappeared, leaving no trace as to his
whereabowts or probable destination. The
police believe he was selected from a na-

The trade of chief magistrate becomes
more and more dangerous. Whether he be
the Czar of an empire or the President of
a republic, the cowardly assassin lurks om
bis trall, and a little more actively om the
trail of & President than on the trail of
an Bmperor! Within 85 years three Presi-
dents of the United States have been shot,
two of them fatally, Lincoln and Garfield,
and perhaps McKinley’'s wound is fatall
Within this same time a President of
France, & President of Spain, have been
assassinated, a Czar of Russia, a King of
Italy, an Bmpress of Austrial How many
crowned heads and chlef magistrates have
bad their lives attempted In that time we
cannot say. The Kaiser of Germany must
‘have had three or four escapes.

That the men who attempt the lives ol
our chief rulers are mad or are Anarchists
does not alter the situation—the fact is thag
the king-killer is abroad, and is becoming
year by year a more portentous menace to
soclety.

There seems nothing for it but that Kings
and Presidents go into mailed quarters,
avold puble functions, not hold public re-
ceptions. But even the Czar was murdered
while traveling in a rallway train, and
the Kalser of Germany go’s thru the sireets
at a full gallop in order to prevent any-
one getting a bead oen him. Kings will, 88
we sald, have to keep behind walls and
deny themselves to all but the most trust-
ed.

As to the soclal disorders that are preva-
lent in the States, we are not at this writ-
ing In a position to say whether there is
any connection between the attempt on
President “McKinley's life and the war be-
tween capital gnd labor; but we have &
very clear conviction that the marvelous
growth of capital and power in the hands
of a few makes the risks of the President
something  frightful to contemplate.
in other words, the Morgans, the
Rockefellers, the Schwabs bring a
cerfain danger to themselves, but
they have increased the dangers of
the President a thousandfold. '

Senator Hanna declared, “My God! It
can’t be possible!” But it was possible,
and Mark Hanna is of the class that we
have just referred to, whose capitalistic

' achlevements make the life of the chief

magistrate one to be shunned, not sought
after, The President becomes a public tar-
get for the dissatisfied to aim at.

Anarchists,
cranks and demented men are not logical;
they get grievances in their heads, and
they proceed to right them by taking ven-
geance on parties not to blame for them.

and the woasting of negroes at the stake
must take Presldent-killing as a corollary!
It is hard to say, but it Is the truth,
Does It mean anything for the Duke of
York? We trust not. Thank God, human
life, whether of the high or of the low, is
more sacred under the British flag than
in the States, But that is all we can say.

To-day In sackeloth and ashes, In
sombre type, surrounded by gruesome
porders of black, the same newspap-
ers are telling in funereal tones to a
horrified populace the deplorable de-
talls of ‘“‘The blackest day Ia e
histery of Buffalo.”

NATION GRIEVES.

President McKinley, the idol of the
Amerlcan people, the nation’s cniet
executive and the city’s honored guest,
lies prostrated, suffering the pangs in-
flicted by the bullets of 2 cowardly
assassin while his life bhangs °'n the

balance. Out on Delaware-avenue, at the _

home of John G. Milbarn, president of
the Pan-American Exposition, with
tearful face and heart torn by conflict-
ing hopes and fears, sits the fraithful
wife, whose devotion ‘s Known to all
the nation.

It was a few moments after ¢ p.m,
while President McKliniey was noidivg
& public reception in the great l'emple
of Music on the Pan-American grounds,
that the cowardly attack was made,
with what success time alone can tedl.

WHEN THE BLOW FELL

Standing In the midst of crowds num-
bering thousands, surrounded by evary
evidence of good-will, pressed by 2
motley throng of polyglot peoples,
showered with expressions of love and
loyalty, besieged by mmtitudes  all
eager to clasp his hand amidst those
surroundings, and with the ever recur-
ring plaudits of an admiring army of
sight-seers ringing In his ears, the
blow of the assassin fell, and fn an
instant pleasure gave way to paiv,
admiration to agony, folly turned to
fury and pandemonium followed.

STREETS THRONGED,

To-night a surging, swaywng, eager
multitude throngs the city raia thoro-
fare, choking the streets }a front of
the principal newspapers, scanning the
bulletins with anxious «yes and groean-
ing or cheering in turm cach succeed-
ing announcement as the nature of the
message sinks or buoys thels hopes.

ASSASSIN IN CAPTIVITY.

Down at police headgnarters, Sur-
rounded by stern-faced inquisitors cof
the law, sits a meamnm sized wan of
commonplace appearaace, With the
fixed gaze directed on the floor, who
presses his lips firmly tlogether and
listens with an alr of assamed Indlffer-
ence to the persistent strsam of ques-
tions, arguments, objurgations and
admoniktions with whiza his captors
seek to Induce or compel him to talk.
It was just after the dalty organ re-
citals in the splendid 'Tempie of Musie

that the dastardly attempt was made.

Planned with all the diabolica} In-
genuity and finesse of which Anarchy
or Nihilism is ecapable, the would-be
assassin carried out the work withount!
a hitch, and should his desigus fali and

the President survive, only to Divine
Providence can be attributed  that
beneficent resuit.

EXPOSED THO GUARDED.

The President, tho well gunirded by
United States and city detectives, was

fully exposed to such an attack as
occurred. He stood at the cdge of the
ralsed  dals, upon which stands the
great pipe organ, at the east Blde of
the magnificent structure.

Throngs of people crowded in at the
various entrances to gaze wpon their
well beloved executive, perchance to
clasp his hand, and then fight their
way out in the good-natured mob that
evéry minute swelled and multiplied at
the points of Ingress to and egTess
from the building.

The President was in a cheerful mood,
and was enjoying to the full the nearty

evidences of good-will which every-
where met his gaZe. -Upon his right
stood John G. Milburn of Buftalo, presi-
dent of the Pan-American Ixposition,
chatting with the President and 1utro-
ducing to him especially persons ol note
who approached. Upon the lUresident’s
lett stood Mr. Cortelyou.

IN JUDAS’ GUISE,

It was shortly after 4 p.m.,
the Presidential party, a medium siZed
aan of. ordinary appearange and plain-
ly dressed in Dblack, approached as if
to greet the President. Both Becre-
tary Cortélyou and President - Mil-
burn noticed that one of the man’s
hands was swathed in a bandage or
handkerehief. Repourts of Dbystanders
differ as to which hand. :
He worked his way amid the stream
of people up to the edge of the dals,
until he was within two teet of the
President. .

WHEN HAND WAS EXTENDED,

President McKinley . smiled, vowed
and extended his hand in that spirit of
geniality the American people so well
know, when suddenly the sharp crack
of a revolver fang out, loud and clear,
above the hum of voices, the shufiling
myriad of feet and vibrating waves of
applause that ever and sunon  swapt
here and there over the assemnblage.

MOMENT OF MIGHTY CALM, .

There was an instant of almost ¢om-
plete silence, llke the hush that fol-
lows a clap of thunder or momentary
silence that ensues after the discharge
of a bombshell.

The President stood stock still, a look
of hesitancy, almost of bewlldermeat,
on his face. Then he retreated a step,
while a pallor began to steal cver bis
features.

PAUSE OF SURPRISE,

The multitude, only partially aware
that something serious had happened,
paused in the silence of surprise, while
necks were craned and all eyes turn-
ed as one towards the rostrum where
a great tragedy was being enacted.

SPRANG LIKE TIGERS.

Then came a commetion. With the
leap of a tiger three men threw them-
selves forward as with one impulse,
and sprang towards the would-be
assassin.’ Two of them were United
States secret service men, who were
on the look-out, and whose duty it was
to guard against just such a calamity
as had here befallen the President and
the nation.

The third was a bystander, a negro,
who had only an instant previously
grasped in his dusky palm the nand of
the President.

THREE AS ONE.

As one man the trio bhurled them-
selves upon the President's assaiant.
in a twinkling he was borne to the
ground, his weapon was wrested from
his grasp and strong arms pinioned his
arms.

PANDEMONIUM RESULTED,

Then the vast multitude which
thronged the edifice began to come to
a realizing semse of the awfulness of
the sceme of which they had been un-

when
one of the throng which surrounded

willing witnésses. A murmur arese,
. spread and swelled to a hum of con-
fusion, then grew to a babel of sounds
and later to a pandemonium of Hoises.

FOUGHT FOR BLOOD.

The crowds that a moment before
had stood mute and motionless in Dbe-
wildered ignorance of the enormity of
the thing now with a single impulse
surged forward toward the 'staze of the
horrid drama, while a hoarse cry welled
up from a thousand throats, and a

thonsand men 'charged forward to lay
hands upon the perpetrator of the
dastardly crime. For a moment the
confusion was terrible. The crowd
purged forward :regardless of conse-
quences,” men shouted and fought, "wo-
men screaméd.and children cried. Some
of those nearest the doors fled from
the -edifice’in fear of a stampede, while
hundreds of “others from the outside
striiggled blindly forward In the effort
to penefrate the crowded bullding and
solve the mystery of excitement and
panie which every moment grew and
swelled within the comgested interior
-‘of' the palatial edifice.

MOMENTOUS TRAGEDY,

Inside, on the slightly raised dais was
enacted within those few feverish mo-
ments a tragedy, so dramatic in charac-
ter, so thrilling in its intensity that

few who looked on, will ever be abie
to give a succinet account of .what
really did transpire. Even the actors
who were playing the principal roles
came out of it with blanched faces,
trembling limbs and beating hearts,
while their brains throbbed with a tu-
mult of conflicting emotions, which left
behind only a chaotic jumble of im-
pressions. which could not be clarl-
fied into a lucid narrative of the events
as they really tramspired.

ONE SOUL WAS CALM,

But of the multitude which witnessea
or bore a part in the scene of tur-
moil and turbulence there was but one
mind which seemed to retain its equili-
brium,one hand which remained steady,
one eyve which gazed with unflinching
calmness, and one voice which retained
fts even tepor and faltered not at the
most critical juncture. They were the
mind and the hand and the eye
and the volce of President McKinley.

BOWED HEAD IN HANDS,

After the first shock of the assassin’s
shots, he retreated ,a step, then, as the
detectives leaped upon his assallant, he
turned, walked steadily to a chair and
seated himself, at the same time remov-
ing hig hat and bowing his head in
his hands.

In an instant Secretary Cortelyou and
President Milburn were at his side.
His walstcoat was hurriedly opened,
the President meanwhile admonishing
those about him to remain caim and
telling them not to be alarmed.

PR

KNEW NOT HIS 'WOUNDS,

“But you are wounded,” cried his
secretary, ‘let me examine.”

“No, I think not,”” answered the Presi-
dent, “I am not badly hurt, I assure
you.”

Nevertheless his outer garments were
hastily loosened, and when a trickling
stream of crimson was seen to wind
its way down his breast, spreading its
tell-tale stain over the white surface
of the lnen, their worst fears were
confirmed.

The President was removed to the
home of Mr. Milburn at 7.25 p.m.

The prisoner is locked up In the Jail.

WON'T BE FATAL,

Just after the arrival of the Presl-
dent at Mr. Milburn’s house, at 7.30
p.m., Mr. Milburn gave out a state-
ment saying that, while the President’s
condition was serious, the wounds were
not necessarily fatal.

Col. Sewell, the genial American consul
of Toronto, was with President McKinley
at the International Hotel, Niagara Falls,
N.Y., yesterday afternoon and left him at
2.80 o’clock. In comversation with The
World last night he said that both the
President and Mre. McKinley were in
the best of spirits at that time, and he
only heard of the attempt on the Presi-
dent's life as )he was leaving Niagara
Falls for Lewiston to take the boat for
Toronto.

The Colonel has been personally acquaint-
ed with the President for over twenty
years, and when fhe news reached him
of the shooting he was mearly prostratad.
He ocannot understand how any person
ghould attempt te kill the first man In
the nation.

Cheered at the Falls,

The Colonel participated in a procession
held at Niagara Falls yesterday in homor
of the -President, and says that Mr. Mec-
Kinley was received on all sides by shouts
of joy and scemes of enthusiasm. Later
the President took in the Gorge route
trip and seemed delighted with every-
thing he saw. ’

Col. Bewell has long been known as an
actlve worker for Mr. McKinley from the
time when he was elected Governor of
Ohio. He also campaigned for him when
he. was elected to Congress. During the
Presidental campaign, he worked the
States of Illinols, Ohio, Missourl and
Indiana for McKinley.

Should the President succumb to the
assassin’s assault the Vice-President win
assume the dutles of President, and act
until the present term expires three years
from next March.

Secretary of State in Charge.

The Secretary of State will take charge
of affairs now and remain in charge un-
til the worst comes to the worst or the
President gets better. Tht Oolonel arrived

He was
looked upon as a friend and & neighbor; &
generous and good man. Canadlans re-
membered his kind words just the day e-
fore, and they recalled that the Cana;

Recocking his pistol he fired
again In an instant. The President sank

to the floor. Mr. Blaine sprang on tha
assassin, who offered little resistance. The
President lingered on until the following
September, when, death rejieved him of hig

Large Percentage of That Already
Inspected is Registered
No. 1 Hard.

YESTERDAY’S BIG DELIVERIES

About 100,000 Bushels, the Record
for the Day—Farmesr Getting
Fair Play.

Winnipeg, Sept. 6.—Reperts from . the
railroad companies as to the progress of
threshing and wheat deliveries Indicate
that to-day’s deliveries will amount up to
nearly 100,000 \bushelu. 1nspector Horn’s
dally report of"cau inspected here shows
a steady increase each day. The first of
the week started with 20 cars inspected
here, out of which 12 cars graded No. 1
hard; Tuesday had 54 cars, with 30 No. 1
hard; Wednesday 70 cars, with 389 No. 1
hard, and yesterday 98 cars were inspect-
ed, 46 grading No. 1 hard and 42 No. 1
northern. For the month of August 507
cars were Inspected, 78 cars, or 64,74
bushels, grading No. 1 hard, 41 -cars of
this being raw wheat. The percentage of
No. 1 hard wheat is shown up by Mr.
Horn to be large and very satisfactory.
On the lighter soil thke grade grown is
generally No. 1 northern. This disproves
the statement made by some grain buy-
ers that a Jlarge percentage, In fact the
bulk of the wheat, would grade No. 1
northern instead of No. 1 hard.

A number of the farmers have made in-
dignant protests, but so far as the mere
statement went no harm otherwise has
been done, as they are getting fair play
at the hands of the inspectors.

ANOTHER VICTORY FOR CANADA.

The victory of the Canadian rifiemen at
Sea Girt, N.J.,, on Wednesday, 1 more
notable and more a cause for exultation
than either the yachting victory at Chl-
eago or the rowing victories at Phtladel-
phia this year. It has demonstrated, what
has been ln doubt for some time, that
the British Lee-Enfield arm is equal to the
United States Krag-Jorgensen, which has
often been written up as the gredtest rifie
tn existence. Another thing demonstrated
is that the Canadians can shoot at Jeast
as well as their United States cousins.
The gentlemen who went from Canada are
fairly representative of the best shots In
this country, yet ,probably . & dozen or
more “eights” of equal skill could be
plcked £rom the ranks of our volunteers.
All honor 1s due to Major Mason and
those associated with him for taking up
the gauntlet thrown down in a friendly
wa; by the gentlemen in the States, and
that they bring to Canada the handsome
Palma trophy Is all the more gratifying.
Another minor incident which will give
satisfaction is the fact that members of
the Irish team, who are taking part In
the Sea Girt matches, coached their fellow
Britishers to victory.

While Lieut. Leisear of Washington ear-
rles oft the honor of making the highest
individual score, Capt. R. J. Davidson of
Quebec was only one point behind, and
the lowest score made by a Canddian was
ten points ahead of the bottom man on
the other side.

The World takes credit to itself for hav-
ing had a good deal to do In bringing
about the contest. The secretary of the
Sea Girt Rifie Association wrote to this
paper & year Or 80 3gO0, requesting us 1o
place the matter before the military men
of this country. The letter was glven
prominence, and while it was not at the
time deemed practicable to take up the
propesal as a national ome, with ‘ovetn-'
ment sanction, members of military bodies
{nterested themselves, and the gentlemen
who have brought honor to our country
undertook the competition on their own
account and at thelr own expense. A
good many Canadians feared that our men
would not be equal to the long ranges-—
800, 900 and 1000 yards—and It Is safe
to say that even tke riflemen themselves
were not sanguine of “beating the enemy
on his own ground” iIn the first match,
yet this has been done, and it is the
privilege of all Canadians to rejolice.

Licuts. Robertson and Ross and Sergt.
Skedden—are of that city. The Captains
Davidson, W. E. and R. J. of Quebec,carry
credit te the Anclent Oapital, while Pte.

Dear Sir,—As the time I8 approaching
when preparation must be made for the
shipping of cattle for export from our win-
our association desires to eall
to the miserably inadequate
dation hitherto provided at the
port of St. John for the unloading, feeding
and shelter of stock for export that has
been shipped to that port. During last
winter there was no shelter of any kind
provided for cattle unloaded from the cars,
after belng in some cases from 36 to 43
hours en route from Montreal, and only
sufficient feeding accommodation in open
yards, often knee deep in mud and slusi
or snow, for half a trainload of stock at &
time, the rest having to be herded in the
wet or cold, awalting thelr turn to be fed
after the first lot had finished. You will
readily understand that in consequence ©of
such exposure and lack of proper feedinz
accommodation, our ecattle lose flesh and
weight, and deteriorate very mfich in qua:-
ity, the depreclation in value being fully 3
per cent. from the time of leaving Toronto
tili they are put om shipboard. We fee!l
that it will enly be necessary to eall your
attention to this matter at this early date
in order to emsure prompt attention being
given to the providing of suitable shelter
yards and ample fecding accommedation
for at least two triinloads of stock during
th> ecoming winter season at st. Johu.
either by the government, the munieipality
of Bt. Johm or the C.P.R. Co. And we
desire to say further that unless better
and more adequate accommodation Is pro-
vided, we shall be compelled to diserimin-
ate against the port of St. John as a win-
ter port for the export of our cattle dur-
ing the coming winter season. An early
reply will be greatly appreclated by this
assoclation.
